THE FISHERIES TREATY.
Bash Addresses the gemote Im Barer efi 

Its Ratification.
Washington, July 16.—The Senate pro- 

deeded to the consideration of the Fishery 
Treaty in open executive arasiou and was 
addressed by Mr. Pugh in favor of its ratifi- 
eation. He said that the people of Canada 
Wtre naturally citizens of the United States 
end could be made so by practice, so that it 
would be the best policy of the people of 
the States to be liberal and forbearing 
with that neighboring people. The 
reason for the opposition to the treaty was

■ found in the fifteenth article, which, it was 
feared, would give the American market 
to Canada.

He referred to a statement made by Mr. 
Sherman in secret session that he intended to 
offer an amendment to strike out the fifteenth 
article under the general understanding that 
amendments were to be offered and said it 
was not until Republican Senators hod de­
termined that no amendments would be 
offered that they agreed to bring the trraty 
into open discussion.

PARTIES INTENDING TO believe
YouAccording to La Gazette Géographique the 

Cordillera of the Andes are gradually .sinking. 
In 174» the oity of Quito was 9596 feet above 
sea level, in 1803 it was only 9670; in 1831, 
9667, and scarcely 9620 in 1867. This amounts 
to a lowering of serenty-six feet in 122 years, 
or at the rate of about seven and a half ioebe 
per annum. We are alto told that the farm 
ot Antisana has sunk 154 feet in lixty-fonr 
years, or more than two and a half feet per 
annum. This is the highest inhabited spot on 
the Andes—about 400 feet higher than Quito, 
the highest city on the globe. The 
peak of Pichlneba was, according to the same 
authority, 218 feet lower in 1867 than in 1745, 
a sinking of nearly two feat per annum. As­
suming the accuracy of these figures, they 
present a curious geological problem, especial­
ly aa there ia no record of a corresponding 
change at sea level or at the foot of these

In company with a friend I visited an en- 
cam pm ent of Indians at the Pipestone 
quarries, Minnesota, and witnessed one of the 
national feasts of the Sioux.

The Indians belonged to the Yankton tribe, 
and numbered about sixteen lodges, or eighty 
people, including ia their number bucks, 
•quaws, papooses, boys, girls, old and feeble 
warriors, not counting the Urge number of 
dogs. To many the Indian eur would appear 
» worthless piece of property, but at the feast 
in question the most gaunt and hungry look­
ing dog of all played an important park A 
trenoh about three feet in length and one 
foot ia depth bad been dug and into this the 
lean old dog was placed ana covered over with 
stiekt, on which dirt was piled, leaving the 
head only to protrude Two days was he con­
fined in this artificial oven. At the expiration 
of the f vo days the master of ceremonies, or 
medicine-man, eroeoonoed all rayelioal rites 
properly observed and that it was time to 
carry out the completing act Tbit was done 
by removing the dirt and piling on more 
sticks, covering the animal completely. Fire 
is now applied to this heap of brushwood and 
the ones respectable cur made a roast dog.

Upon our arrival the roasting had juat been 
finished and the whole camp were crowding 
around the smoldering embers to get a portion 
of the much-prized “Medicine Dog.” which, 
when eaten, is supposed to prolong life and to 
instill into the ordinary savage the qualifica­
tions for a warrior. While we were not alto­
gether weloome guests, courtesy seemed to 
forbid the savage from ignoring us, which 
many would have preferred to the dainty 
piece of roast dog, offered first to me and then 
to my friend.

The medicine dog feast seems to be of both 
medical and religious character, an ancient 
custom to which the Indian dings with ten­
acity.
