The qualities - which hdve
made it so popular im the Dominion, Aus-
tralia, New Zea land and have even created a
demand for the machine in Great Britain,
are being improved on, and consequently
its popularity -is on the increase. The
Mercer binder leads all others.

WITH THE SULIAN’S CONNIVANCE,
The Sick Man Alleged to be Acting Con-
jointly With England.

LonNDoN, Sept. 14.—An intimation of the
intention of the British Government to
occupy an island giving a point of vantage
near the Dardanelles was first heard of in thi
inner diplomatic circles of Vienna and
Berlin soon after 8ir William White's
audience with the Sultan on Friday
last. Nothing about it, however, appeared
in European newspapers till the Coastan-
tinovle cables startied the bourses and the

public to-day. |

The reporis were at first treated as incre-
dible. In the absence of a Foreign Office
confirmation of the reports and until the
details of the-action of the British warskips
are known the full significance of tue
movement cannot be revealed. - It can
be stated on high authority, however, that
Sir William White asked the Sultan to
assent to the DBritish occupation of some
point within strikiog distance of the Straits
and offering a good harborage for the fleet.
Tenedos and Besika Bay, where the fleet
rendevoused from 1876 to 1878, have been
surveyed recently and were reported
to the admiialty adversely. The offer
made to the Sultan revived the request
which the DBritish Government made
in 1877, prior to the acquisition of Cyprus
to purchase an island near the Dardanelles.
This project was long the subject of negoti-
ations.and was abandoned on the signing of
the Anglo-Turkish convention in June, 1878.
The seizing of Sigri, therefore cannot
bave occurred without the connivance
of the Sultan. An official announcement
issued in Constantinople yesterday stated
that a complete entente has been arranged
between Sir William White and the Sultan,
but the terms of the restored harmony were
not mentioned. The intimation that the
seizure of the island would be followed by its
fortification is modified by a Berlin report to-
night that Lord Salisbury does not contem-
plate a permanent occupation of the. island,
but has designed the movementrather asa de-
monstration to checkmate the Franco-Rus-
sian game. The movement accentuates toe
diplomatic crisis.

‘Admiral Hoskins 'in command of the
British Mediterranean squadron, is about to
be replaced by Admiral ‘Lryon, who hoisted
his flag in 1857 on the Nile and who sailed
from Portsmouth for Gibraltar on Friday to
take over the comumand. ¢

The Island of Mitylene, on the west coast of
which is Sigri, seized by the Britisnh,
is one of the group of the
Grecian Archipelago;i;is the most productive
of those islands; is one of the largest and has a
splendid harbor capable of floating a dozen of the
largest ironclads in the British navy. The island
is only about 50 knots from the eastern entrance
to the Bosphorous, and if fortified the power
holding it would command that important strait.
Most of the people on the island are, sor were,
Greeks, but the Turks are numerous. e centre
of the island is mountainous, slopin the sea
on all sides and producing excellent wine and
figs. Thirty years ago half a dozen British man-
og-war vessels of the old type, anchored there
under the command of BSir

Georg Nares, and
were well received by the itants, both
Greek and Turks. It was- then that . the great
importance of the place as a natural stronghold,
commanding as it does the eastern eutrance to
the Bosphorous, became apparent. In seizing
Mitylene Lord Salisbury has made a move
worthy of the late Lord Beacoasfield.
