M4AN WHO PAID FOR THR DBFENC
OF THRE TWINS,

Disgraced by His Own Kin, He Is Unable
to Bear Up Under the Infamy-—For
Eighteen Years He Rarely Left His
Seat in the Giifey House Lobby at New
York Except For Meals.

New  York, July 22 —Solomon Y.
Hyams, known for years as the “hermit”
of the Gilsey House, and the man who
subscribed the money for ‘the defence of
the twins at the reeent trial in Toronto,
was privately buried in Woodlawn
Cemetery Sunday after a brief service,
which was held over the body at "the
Church of the Tramsfiguration im East
Thventy-ninth-street.

Mr. Hyamp had been, during the latter
years of his lile, a great sufférer from
rheumatigm. , To gain relief he went to
Hot Springs, Virginia, about two weteks
ago, where his death occurred very sud-
denly. His brother, Chapman H. Hyams,
the banker, of New Orleans, brought the
body on to New York for burial, in ae-
cordance, it is said, with the expressed
wish of the deceased.

“Sol” Hyams, as he was called, was

born in Florida about 50 years ago.
Early Inlife he went to New York city

inte Wall-street, where it is said he
was associated from time to time with
such beavy weights of finance as Woeriifh-
offer, Cammack and others: He retired
from business about 20 years ago with
& comfortable fortune, and took up his
abode at the Gilsey House, where he
resided until within a short time of
his death. ?
His Title of ““Hermit,”

Hyams was a bachelor, and a reclu-
sive bachrelor at that, For 18 years,
it is saild, he never left the Gilsey House,
winter or summer, if two trips to the
Hot Springes be excepted. The first of
these was undertaken two years ago.
and, like the last one, from which the
never returned, was designed to alle-
viate: lus constant sufferings.

Hyams was a peculiar man and very
difficult to become acquainted with. He
had few friends, and these were mostly
of old standing. He spent his time upon
one of the blue cushioned settees in the
corridor of the Gilsey House, and would
not stir from there sometimes during the
entire day and eveding, except to get
his meals. On such occasions he would
feem to be oblivious of the outside
world. Visitors to the hatel frequently
remarked the saturninme. visage and
crouching figure of the man, which was
always to be seen upon a particular set-
tee, and gradually he came to be known
as the Gilsey House “hermit.”

Those who knew Mr. Hyams, how-
ever, say that he could be a genial com-
panion when he chose, and that be-
neath a forbidding exterior he concealed
a wealth of wordly wisdom and racy
bumor. His comments on current events
have passed into the vocabulary of the
Gilsey House coterie, and his blightiug
sarcasm, when he wae angered, or whén
the rheumatism was more than usually
umbearable, will mever probably be
equalled. -

At the same time, however, Mr.\Hyams
Frichly deeerved the designation of “‘her-
‘mit,” for to strangers or slight ae-
‘quaintances his manner was ever harsh
and forbidding.

This Blow Crushed Hism.

But the crowning sorrow of his life
and the blow which had probably more
to do than illness with his sudden and
untimely death was the disgrace brought
upon an old and honorable family by
his two nephews, Harry P. and Dallas
T. Hyams, whose trial for murder in To-
ronto is still fresh in the public mind.
These two men were charged with hav-
ing murdered “Willie” Wells of Toronto
in order to get an insurance of $80,000
on the latter’s life.. The trial resulted
in a disagreement, the jury standing ten
to two for acquittal.

Mr. Hyams left no stone unturned to
secure for his relatives the best legal
talent available, much as he was pro-
strated by the disgrace involved in the
accusation. It was due to the efforts
of himself and his brother, Chapman H.
Hyams, that the eervices of former
Assistant District Attorney Francis L.
Wellman were secured for the ' defence.

It is said that Solomon Hyams never
recovered from: the blow. of his nephews’
disgrace, and that from the day of their
arregt his health visibly declined.

*“I knew nothing of Solomon Hyams prior
to the Canadian trial. He lived at the
Gilsey House for fifteen years in one
room, and suffered all these years with
gout and rheumatism. ~ The trial at
Canada - told on ‘him .seriously. The
knowledge of the fact that a verdict of
conviction would kill him made the trial
a terrible one for me. I presume this
underinined his health.”

Who Mrs. Holmes Is.

As is generally known, the woman in
Wilmette is the fourth “wife” of H. H.

They have one child, a girl of
G years. It is not doubted that she had
no knowledge of his former life. Her fa-
ther, John Belknap, has led a varied life
of misfortune, but is considered honest in
intention. Ile was one of ‘the soldiers in
Randall’s division of Coxey’s army, and
went ‘“on to Washington.” About & year
ago he had a quarrel with Holmes in Wil-
mette, and was badly beaten. He dis-
appeared the next day and nothing was
heard of him for months; but the stories
that he had been foully dealt with were
set at rest by his reappearance in Wil-
mette. He is now a peddler of various
wares, making tours through Illinois, In-
diana and Wisconsin, returning home
after irregular intervals. He was last in
Wilmette seven days ago.

A Rope With a Eunning Nooase

Chicago, July 23.—The police inspect-
or in'charge of the search of the Holmes
residence here to-day found a rope with
a running noose. He says he is not
yesterday with a running noose. He
says he is not yet feady with an opin-
ion as to what ise Holmes or any of
his accomplices had for the rope found
in the cellar, The theory that the for-
mer druggist strangled Minnie Wil-
liams and Howard Pitezel with it by
hanging them down the elevator shaft
the inspector admits as being possibly
correct, but beyond that he will not
commit himself, From the knowledge
he  already possesses of the wily
Holmes and his schemes, the theory it
scarcely tenable. More secret rooms
and passageways were discovered in
the house to-day by newspaper men.
A trap-door in the fioor of one of the
upper rooms when opened disclosed
steps leading to a secret door entering
Holmes’ office. A letter directed t
Holmes, and marked “personal,” was
found in a rubbish plle on the second
floor. It is from the mother of Mrs.
Conner, expressing anxiety as to the
whereabouts of her daughter,

Mrs. Pitezel had an agent in the
house tod-ay looking for a vault that
has not yet been discovered.

Holmes' Chicage Home.

Chicago, July 22.—The detectives found
much to baffle themr ou the second and
third floors of the house occupied by
Holmes at Sixty-Third and Wallace-
etreets. The wildest romance Poe ever
wrote, the myateries of Reade, the im-
agination of Verne furnish no parallel for
the plan by which Holmes constructed on
these floors a house within a house. Os-
tensibly in 1889 he came to this corner
to build a large flat and store building.
Four years the workmen toiled on it, and
Ahen it was not completed. Each new
fianacial difficulty of Holmes bred in
him some new device by which within
the building he might hide all trace of his
:1imes. He was mysterious in all that

-

‘a¢ did. A winding stairway led to his

owu apartments on the third floor, fae-
ing Sixty-third-street. Electrical ap-
paratus conuected with these stairs and
cold him of the approach of anyone.

In his office swung the door of an ap-
parently large vault. This door is one of
the Diebold safe pattern with combina-
tion lock. Inside of this door were two
others of iron, always tightly closed.
Here, Holmes explained, he kept his valu-
able papers. But a pu]l at the ipner
doors told a different story. As they
opemed there was seen to be behind them
uothing but the wall of  the adjacent
room The doors wer: a blind for the
unwary who sat in that office and lis-
tened to the honeyed tales of the schem-
:r He could step from his office if he
wished to be rid of an objectionable vis-
itor and in an instant be hidden from
all finding, unless walls were torn down.
Hallways narrow and dark cross and re-
:ross at every point. Closets are in-
numerable, many with doors on two
sides. If he went into his bathroom there
was under his feet a trap door. He had
only to raise it and descend to another
floor of the building and thence to the
street by bne of half a dogen ways. Or
there wap above him amnother door and
he could apecend.

Closets Conveniently Arranged.

He coould stand in the closets and over-
bear what might be said by the occu-
pants of the rooms. If his wife came
unexpectedly and it was expedient to
have out of the way ‘Minnie Williams or
Ina or whatever woman might be with
him, he had but to shove them into onme
of the closets with the double doors. They
could pass thence to another room,
thence to a bathroom, down the secret
stairs, through one of the side halls, and
out of doors.

Holmes /used these secret and semi-
secret ways for himself as well. Robert
Latimer of 1816 Maple-street was in his
employ wken the ,building was construct-
ed. He tells of the false mustaches, false
beards, complete changes of clothing and
hats, which Holmes always kept in his
room. The remarkable spectacle was
oiten presented of Dr. Jekyll - Holmes
entering his drug store—Holmes as he
was known to the people of Englewood.
He would go up the stairs to his office,
enter and close the doors behind him.
Twenty minutes later Latimer, at his
duties in the hail, would sce the door of
the office open and Mr. Hydec<Holmes
“eome, out—but he did not know: then that
it was Holmes. Ile'lobked upon the per-
To all appearances
*he was a prosperots planter from- ' Missis-
sippi. -Latimer did not ‘recogmize him
until he was slapped on the shoulder.
The .falJse mustache Ivas pulled off, thq
beard removed, and befor¢ him stood
Holmes, who said: ‘

“You must not tell anyone I have these
things. Byt this is the way I look and
dress when T goto Toronto. When I
come -back here and take these things
off anyone from Torpnto would not re-
cogpize me. - I de it just for fun.”

Witk all his love of mystery, his delight
m .sliding wall panels, of which there
are the remnants of three in his building,
Holmes “was incautious. He made confj-
dences—Iragmentary ones—on all sidds.
He made Latimer his confidant as to
his free use of disguises and his inten-
tion of deceiving people with these light-
ning changes. He told a careless woman
that he would k%1l a jeweler, C. E. Davis,
and thus warned Davis through Joe
Owens in time. He maintained to his
wife, the Miss Duncan of Minneapolis
whom he had married, that he led a lie
of absolute purity, yet just across the
hall from his office was the sleeping-
room of Minnie Williams, the simple
Texas girl, whom he either murdered
or had murdered with her sister. In this
room there is a window from which
Minnie Williams could look out to the
Western Indiana depot, from which
eventually the trunk was brought by
Holmes, Pitezel and Owens, in which, it
is supposed the bodies of herself and her
sister were conveyed into the block for
burial or eremation.

Strung With Electric Wires.

The long, narrow halls of the house
and the many rooms with but one door
and no outer window were all strung
with electrical wires. The origin of these
wires appeared to be in the laboratory
which Holmes maintained. In ‘this iittle
den, the floor still acid-eaten, he dab-
bled with ehemistry, the natural sci-
ences, and such concoctions as he thought
might aid him in the commission of a

His many-sidedness in the commission
of crime is something before which Dr.
| Buchanan would doff his hat, were he
still on earth. As the head and front
of the A B C Copier Company he in-
curred an indebtedness of $100 to the
Safeguard Account Comipany of this city.
The account was placed in the hands
of Kerr & Barr, 189 LaSallg-street, for
eollection. Holmes told them to pre-
sent the bill to Thomas B. Bryan. After
they had done so they wrate to the
A B C coucern.

“At the request of Mr. Holines the ac-
count was sent to Thomas B. Bryan, but
he very indignantly disclaimed any know-
ledge of the account and refused to pay
the bill.”

He dealt with the Pullman Palace Car
Company and defrauded it out of copiers,
In ome of his circulars advertna_ing' the
copier he forged a recommendation from
the Chicago, Burlington and Quin_cy Rail-
road Company which was repudiated by
the stationer of the company as soon
as he learned of it.

His influence over people may be bet-
ter understood by an extract taken from
a letter written-to him by one of hie
victims. The paragraph is:

“I have always stood by you in every-
thing you have asked me to do, even
wheey I knew I did others wrong by do-
ing. Yet I did it just the same to
help you out.” .

In this particular case, as in most of
the others, he had first attracted the
person who 'wrote by his brilliant ways,
then compromised him, and then -
liberately deserted him,

He became financially involved with
Dawson Brothers, 199 North Halsted-
street; with David Eichberg, 108 Eaat
Adams-street; F. F. Douglas, Chicago
Opera House Block; J. Dunfee & Co., 104
Franklin-street; Paden & Gridley, Ash-
land Block: John W. Ware & Co., Unity
Building; S. 8, Willard, 80 Dearborn-
street ,and hundreds of others. He was
literally swamped by debts. There was
scarcely a street of prominence in the
business portion of the eity in which he
could walk without meeting a cr?dltor.
It became with bhim, ae it had in the
past, a question of raising money by
hook or creok. . He mortgaged and re-
mortgaged. He carried his swindling
operations into every division of the ci.'tg.
When the merchants of the west side
refused him credit, he went to the north
side, and when that was exhausted and
friends were few on the south side he
sought the small manufacturers
of tRe Wlinois country towns. In
his papers ..are - even financial
letters from Berlin, from cities
in all the prominént New England states
from the Pacific coast and the south-
west. H: was in touch with the whole
world and if he had been content to do
homestly what he did ably dishonestly
his career must have been a conspicuous

one.

His “castle” better illustrates what he
was and is' than anything left of him
in Chicago. Hundreds tramped through
it yesterday looking with curious eyes
at the rooms in which tragedies h
been committed. ’

Opens a World's Fair Hotel.

In 1892 Holmes began to reconvert the
castle into a world’s fair hotel. He and
Pitegel ran a restaurant at 708 Bixty-
third-street. Early in the fall of 1892,
having failed with his gas generating
machine, artesian well and A B C
copier, he went to Fort Worth, Texas,
to look up the land titles held by Minnie
R. Williams, ‘'who came to Chicago in
January, 1893, and became his type-
writer. Joseph Owens appeared on the
scene as janitor of the place and with
Pitegel aided Holmes to compel Miss Wil-
liams to sign over to him deeds to the
$50,000 worth of proparty. Ina or Anmie’
Williams, s'ster to Minnie, . came to
Chicago in May, 1893, to witness her
sister’s marriage to Holmes. The mar-
riage did not take place. The Williams
girls disappeared in June, 1893, and
have never been seen sincz. Owens went
to Fort Worth to care for the property

there.

In August, 1898, Holmes’ * castle,”
which was insured for $21,000, was badly
damaged by fire. Tlhe insurance com-
panies refused to pay the insurance and
no claim on them ior it was ever made.

In September, 1893, Pitezel and Holmes
went to St. Louis ,thence to Fort Worth
and other parts of Texas. Holmes be-
came involved in dishonest transactions
in 8t. Louis, jumped an $800 bail bond
and went east.

Developments in Boston,

Boston, Mass., July 21.—An emphatic
denial comes from the Boston business
man who is charged with supplying
money for the defence of Herman
Mudgett,better known as H. H. Holmes,
now under arrest in Philadelphia. He
says that he was acquainted with Min-
nie Williams when the girl lived in
Boston, three years-ago. She was then
a student at the New England an-
sérvatory of Music. He asserts that
he never knew Holmes under that or
any other name, nor never,to his know-
ledge, saw him.

He was introduced into the case by
means of a letter, which a detective
claimed was given to him by Holmes
while he was in Moyamensing Prison.
In speaking of the affair, this gentle-
man said :

“I did receive a letter purporting to
have come from Holmes, and contain-
ing a request for money, but I do not
know the man, and I did nothing with
it. Shorily afterward a detective vis-
ited me, and I told him that I never
knew Holmes. He spoke about the let-
ter which I had rceeived, and before
the interview was ended he admitted
that he wrote this letter himself,

Minnie Wiiliams. .

“I did know a girl in this city by the
name of Minnie Williams, and from
what I read I would not be surprised
if she were the person whom this man
Holmes is supposed to have murdered.
My acquaintance with her was simply
that of a friend, just as dozens of other
persons were acquainted with her in
Boston, and not a very intimate frienc
either. I have not seen her for three
years. The last I saw of her she said
she was going to New York.

“I did not know a great deal of her
history. I understood that she cama
here from some place in Texas. She
was very quiet and steady, and con-
ducted herself in an eminently proper
manner. She called at my house sev-

to somebody. This letter was mailed
from Ogdensburg, supposedly - .by
Holmes, and was addressed to “ Miss
Minnle Willlams, Somerville, Mass.’

When Howard reached Boston he
called at the Parker House several
times and asked for such a letter, but
it had not been returned. Not content
with that, he sent his “wife”” to Somer-
ville to ascertain if it had been deliv-
ered, and, if not, to obtain possession
of it. The postoffice authorities could
find no such letter, and the inferencq
was that someone had called for it,
although to whom it was delivered Ho
one knew.

Corsets came next, and the most cost-
ly pair in the store was chosen. About
$9 was paid for these. So fine and pret-
ty was the satin of which they were
made that the clerk at the time remark-
ed that they were entirely too nice to
wwear under a dress. Pretty shoes, new
stockings, a new pair of corsets, and
other articles to match, would not look
well with an old dress, which, while
good, was a little out of fashion.

The dress department was immedi-
ately sought, and, with an air of one
who owned the store, the display thera
was examined.

EVIL NEWS MEETS COOMBES ON Hi8
ARRIVAL IN NEW YORK.

Four Days After the France's Purser Left
His Home in London the Crime Was
Committed—The Elder Son Had ah Ab-
mormal Brain and Crazy Johm Fox
Hung Around.

New York, July 22.—Melville Coombs is
the chief steward of the National Line
steamer France, which arrived yesterday
morning from London and is at her pier
at the foot of West Houston-street. On
July ‘4 Mr. Coombs stood on the poreh: of
his little' vine-covered cottage in Plais-
tow, an eastern suburb of London, and
bade good-by to his wife and two little
sons before leaving for his ship, which
was to sail the next day.

The two boys were Robert, aged 13,
and Nathaniel, aged 11. They were both
bright boys, ‘the elder unusually so. In
school he was far in ‘advance of any boy
of his age, and he was a.great reader of
all the novels, good and bad, he could lay
his hands on. Both boys had a large
amount of imdependence, and when the
father was telling them good-by he maid :

“Boys, take good care of mother.”

How his sons obeyed his injunction the
father did not know until the France was
boarded yesterday moruing at Quaran-
tine by Capt. George Waldie of pilot boat
Caldwell H. Colt, No. 13. Then he learned
that the boys, aceoding to despatches
published, here, had stabbed their mother
to death on July 8, and had lived in the
house 10 days with the corpse, subsist-
ing on the money obtained by pawning
some of their miother's jewelry.

When Capt. Waldie boarded the - ship,
Coombs wae chatting with some passen-
gera, who were thanking him for the
courtesy shown to them on the voyage.
When the pilot’s story was told, the
steward, who had listened like a manin
a trance, turned slowly away and went
below. where he remained until the
steamer reached her pier. Then he came
on deck again. His face iwas so pale and
haggard that the officers of the France
could hardly believe that he was the
man, whom they had known so long.

Had an Enormous Brain

“My eldest boy had an enormous brain,”
he paid, “and I was informed by my
family physician that he must be care-
fully watched. There was always some-
thing peculiar about him. The half-wit-
ted man, John Fox, who is associated with
the boys in this terrible crime, is re-
spousible for it. He was formerly em-
ployed on the National Line steamers,
but became so irresponsible that he was
not permitted to' go to sea again. He
frequently hung around my premises
doing chores and rvumnning errands. Lat-
terly I have forbidden him to come to
my house,

‘““ When my elder son was born, he
seemed to be devoid of anything like
sense. He acted idiotic, but as he grew
older he became more than ordinarily
intelligent. He had an affectionate dis-
position, but at times he would grow in-
tensely morbid. He seemed to be in-
fluerced by what he heard or read.
Btories of murders seemed to have a
fascination for him. One time, I remem-
ber, a man of the name of Reed com -
mitted a gurder in Londen. The papers
were ﬁlleﬁ with details of the crime,
which was particularly revolting. The
boy read everything he could find that,
gave any account of the murder, and
then he ran away to London to see if
he could not get a look at the murderer.
When he came back we took him to a
noted brain specialist in London, who
gave as-his opinion that the boy’s skull
was too small for the size of the brain
it contained. He said there was mot
room for the brain tissue to expand, and
that accounted for the lad’s eccentrici-
ties, as well as for his periods of phenom-
enal brightness. : The opinion was ex-
pressed that as the boy grew older his
skull would emlarge, and that by the
time he was/ 16 we would have no cause
for worry gbout him. He did improve,
and both his mother and I believed that
it was only a matter of time when he
would be just like gy other bright boy.”

The Younger Son.

Coombs is. a very intelligent and edu-
cated man, 88 years old. Soon after
the steamer docked, some friends of the
steward boarded the steamer, and took
him away with them. to their home in
Newark. He will remain there until
the France sails. *

Mrs. Coombs was less than 30 Yyears
old, and, it is said, her beauty was a
subject of comment among the colony
of maritime officers in London. Captain
Hadley said that the mother was par-
ticularly proud of the precocity of her
elder son. Besides the family physician,
many noted doctors had seen the boy,
and pronmounced him, mentally, a won-
der. The captain says that Coombs has
no idea that his younger son had any-
thing to do with planning the killing
of his mother. He was peculiarly sub-
ject to the influemce of his brother, _

A Young Girl Sinmed and Then Suffered

Dying in Hospital.

Cincinnati, Ohio, July 21.—A  well-

noon, and presented a letter from the

mother superior of the convent, where'

she had resided. The letter said the
bearer, Miss Nellle Thomas, had been
employed- at the convent some time
and was suffering from swollen legs
‘and feet. It was decided to lance the
limbs and feet, when it was found
they were imbedded with pins and
needles, Forty-one needles were ex-
tracted, and she was not able till to-

. day to endure further operations,when,

ten more were extracted. It is thought

others will be found. The physicians:

fear blood-poisoning will set in,

The girl protested till after the opera-
tions that she could not tell how her
feet and limbs became Imhedded with
tnese needles, but finally she said shd
had been at the Convent of the Good
Shepherd for several years. She was
an orphan and alone in the world, Dur-
‘Ing her stay there she had done wrong.
Not once only, blf&'.persittently, and for
‘every sin she had committed she had
.done pennace by thrusting a needle
into one of her legs. She explained
‘that each operation had caused her ag-
onizing pain, and that at times it was
almost unbearable, but she felt that
she must bear the pain as a recom-
pense for the sin committed. This
mode of doing penance, she said, had
covered more than two years. She sald
she and another girl in the convent
had sinned. She confessed to a priest
at the convent, who was greatly shock-
ed.

Sister Superior Mary Malone stated
that the outcome of the examination of
Miss Thomas was a startling revera-
tion to her. The young girl’s confes-
sion at the hospital gave the first inti-
mation that the sisters of the convent
bhad of the cause of her penance.

¢ GURSES ON THE DEAD STATESMAN

Appalling Telegram Received by Mme.
Stambuleff From the Mother of an
Executed Conspirator.

St. Petersburg, July 22.—The Noyoe
Vremya publishes a telegram received
by Mme. Stambuloff from the aged

mother of Milaroff, which says :

“ Mourn over the bloodthirsty mur-
derer, who, while making merry watch-
dng gypsies singing and dancing in the
Monastery of Bourgas,signed the death
warrant for my son, Svirtoslai, GoJ
gave me strength, when I saw tha
murderer swimimng in my own blood,
to console myself. I send my curses
to his rotting body.”

In describing the scene connected
with M. Stambuloff’s funeral, the same
journal says that educated people were
going about the streets of Sofia calling
upon the public to curse Stambuloff’s
body for the last time.

The Russian press, after commenting
with tact and dignity upon the assassi-
nation of M. Stambuloff, speaks con-
temptuously of the implacable hostility
shown to Russia by the journals of
England, Germany, Aubtria and Italy
In blaming this country for an outrage
to which it was quite a stranger.

Milaroff was one of 18 prisoners tried
at Sofia ip 1892 for complicity in a num-
ber of different plots which culminated
In the murder of the Bulgarian Minis-
ter, Beltcheff. Milaroff, who4had been
one of those concerned in the*kidnap-

ping of Prince Alexander, was convict-

ed of having conspired with a hos~
tile Government—namely, that of Rus;
sia—of having plotted the murder of

Prince Ferdinand, and of arminz Bul- ¢

garian subjects for purposes of sedi-
tion and murder. He was cond -mned
to death, and was executed July 27.

WILL SHOOT NIAGARA.

. —

Plan of Corgell Bartholomew to Go Over
the Falls, 2

Jackson, Mich., July 19.—Corgell Bar.
tholomew of this city, if allowed to do
ro, will go over Niagara Falls on a tra.
peze attached to a balloon contrivance of
his own invention. It is seven years
since an attempt of this kind has been
made. :

Bartholomew came into prominence as
an aeronaut in 1890.

The machine with which Prof. Bartholo.
mew proposes to go over the Falls re-
sembles a huge dumbbell in appearance.
A hollow shait of thinsteel 100 feet long
supports two spheres 45 feet in diameter,
alllowing enough room omn the shaft be-
tween the huge balls for a trapeze,which
will be secured in such -a manner as to
allow the spheres and axle to revolve at
will without inconvenience to the occu-
pant of the trapeze bar. The spheres re-
{erred to will be constructed on a pteel
irame, the covering of which will be of
rubber, one-half inch thick, and outside
of this a layer of cork four inches in
thickness, to prevent punctures
coming in contact with sharp rocks.

Inside of each of these spheres will be
a gas balloon as large as the interior will
admit. When these balloons are inflated
with hydrogen gas the structure is esti-
mated to have a lifting power of five
tous. Sufficient ballast will be used to
keep the structure from sailing up into
the air as it floats down the river. As
the verge of the precipice is reached and
the plunge is made, the ballast will be
gradually released, and when the ship ar-
rives at the bottom of the Falls, incase
the force of nature has been underesti-
mated,all the ballgst will be released and
the professor Wifﬂ&il out of danger.

SUNDAY CARS IN MONTREAL,

A Toronto Citizen Relates His Experience
in the Eastern Metropolis. :

Editor World: As one who has watch-
ed with keen and appreciative interest
the course of The World on the Sunday
street car question, I determined to
take advantage of a recent scjourn of
some weeks in Montreal, our rapidly-im-
proving commercial metropolis, to study,
by observation and enquiry, the opera-
tion of the Sunday cars there. I may
premise my few sentences by l_ta’gmg that
personally it is a_matter of indifference
to me whether the cars run in Toronto
on Sunday or not, but the fact that there
is no such cheap means of transit in
the Queen City on the only, day that the
great mass of the people could avail
themselves of it is so incomprehensible
to people of other large cities, who can-
‘not by any stretch of imagination re-
gard such a state of things as the_out:
come of a Tervent spirit of ‘“ morality’
on the part of our citizens, but as some-
thing rather less creditable, that I am
impelled to drop you these lines, in the
hope that they may be read and consid-
ered by those opposed to Sunday cars.
It is well known, Mr. Editor, to those
whose duties call them much abroad that
many tourists and others would spend
Bunday in Toronto but for its puritani-
cal quiescence. As it is, numbers who
cannot get to Montreal prefer to. put
the day in at Hamiltom. There is no
use in talking, hyman nature is human
nature, and a ciflzen of London, Eng.,
New York or Buifalo, on recreation bent,
is no more going to sit in his room at
a Toronto hotel with his hands folded and
engaged in meditation all day on Sunday
than he is any other day. Consequently
the knowing ones go where they will
not be forced to adopt such a course,
and Toronto ig accordingly side-tracked
by the great bulk of the best class of
tourist travel. Montreal, I judge, bene-
fits largely by this. Thus, commercially
speaking, there is no money in the cele-
brity that we have acquired as ,the
“City on the Hill,” while the value of
the *“ moral ” reputation following there-
from may be at least termed dubious.

Howevery it is rather with reference to
the uses to which the Sunday cars in
Montreal are put that I wish to address
Yyou. The cars there run all day on the
Sabbath, with no curtailment of the or-
dinary service, but considerable additions
theretov During church hours they are
fliberally patroniced by those going to
and from divine service; out of these
hours they carry many people from one
end of the city to. the other, visiting
friends and relatives, a liberal number of
sightseers and thousands of others who
merely take’a trip as is done on the To-
ronto belt line so much, purely for the
sake of the cuting and to escape amidst
the green fields, on the Mountain Park,
or ajong the river side, the heat and
monotony of the city. That anyome’s
sensibilities could be shocked by the cars
running on any and every day in the
year, Montrealeras would find it difficult
to believe. That hard working men con-
fined closely indoors during the week
reap great benefit from the cheap means
of getting to the couatry, and that fhey
start their next wegk's labors refreshed
and reinvigorated in many ways, with-
out anybody baving been hurt, goes
without saying. And there is not the at-
traction of an open tavern, mor is it
required,at the end of.cach route to impel
the people to mako these trips. There is
in the East End of Montreal a summer

garden run under French-Canadian aus-
/pices, with daily concerts, etc., and
therally gxatrouined on Sunday after-
noons and evenings. “Lager beer” can
be obtained there. I visitcd this garden
last Sunday evening, the occasion of a
French fete. Many ‘thousand peopie
were there, listening to the excellent mu-
sic rendered by, Lavigne’s famous band,
many smoking, others quaffing their mild
beer, everybody gcod-natured and happy
and the utmost decorum maintaining on
all sides, and no sign of excess visible.
Sarely if our light-hearted French-Canar
dian cousins, whose idcas of Sunday ob-
servance are so differcnt from those in-
culcated by Toronto’s “morality” sec-
tion, can use, without abusing it, such a
full measure of liberty, our more austere
and less mercurijal citizens ought to be
safe with @ modicum of such privileges !
Enquiries from the street railway em-
ployes elicit the fact that a drunken man
on Sunday is a rara avis in Montreal.
Ii, Mr. Editor, some of the opponents of
Sunday ears in Toronto would pay a wisit
to the eastern metropolis,iwhere the cars
bave been in operation for so many
years, without any of tha attendant
evils being apparent, so often fancied—
and only fancied—by the majority here

TORONTO INDUSTRIAL FAIR.

Space Nearly Gone—The Bulldings Too
Small-Twe A rt Exhibition.

Never before in the history of the ’.ljo-
ronto Industrial Exhibition have entries
been s0 numerous thus comparatively
early in the season. It is six wee_ks_yet
to Exhibition time, but all the bpildings
devoted £o manufactures and machinery
are already allotted, with the exception
of some space in the galleries of the
Main Building. The ground floor is all
taken up, and so are Machinery Hall,
and the other buildings. The Music
Pavilion had to be re-arranged and the
#pace at first allotted to some exhibitors
greatly reduced to admit later appli-
cants.

The fine art collection will be a
bighly attractive ome. It will be
under the management of the Ontario
Society of Artists, and will be, thorough-
1y representative of Canadianart, among
those who will contribute being Messrs,
Mower Martin, M. Matthews, G. A. Reid,
W. A. Sherwoed, R. F. Gagen, J. Rolph,
McGillivray Knowles, W. E. Atkinson
and Mrs. Reid. The society has also se-
cured several masterpieces from abroad,
including the Russian painter Makoff -
sky’s great historical picture, *“Choos-
ing the Bride.” This work embodies a
romantic incident in the life of the Czar
Alexis, father of Peter the Great, and its
historical accuracy and life-like repro-
duction of the spirit of the era and the
occasion have won the highest encomiums
from leading European crities. The fa-
wous picture, “ Breaking Home Ties,” by
Thomas Hovenden, N.A., which made a
great sensation at the World’s Fair, has
been kindly loaned the society by Presi-
dent C. C. Harrison of Pennsylvania Uni-
versity, to whom it belongs. Two pic-
tures by the clebrated Russian painter,
Prof. A. J. Aivasovsky, representing with
marvelously grephic power and fidelity
to detail the Bay of Naples and a scene
in Venice respectively.
