Amber Sugar Cane, like clover, draws
the greatest part of its nutriment from
the air. Mr, Schwartz, the great west-
ern cane man, in & receut communica-
he has raiced cane for 6
consecutive years on one piece.of land
without manuring. There has been
but little if any falling off in the crop,
and the quality of the syrup has very
materially improved. Probably hie
land was better than ours; but we will
be only too happy to find our expe-
rience agreeing with his.
HOW TO PLAXT.

Bear in mind that we are dealing
with an article, that under favorable
circumstances, grows from 8 to 10 feet,
and the conclusion naturally follows
that it must have room. The best au-
thority says to put the rows 3} feet
apart. Some recommend planting in
the drill, others in the hill. It has
been shown that planting in the hill
gives earlier maturity abroad, and for
this season, if no other, we think it ad-
visable to plant in that way here. More
light and sunshine are -admitted
than when a stalk stands every few
inches. Before planting soak the seed
from 24 to 48 hours in tepid water, or=
till signs of sprouting appear. This
will forward it several days, and if
properly planted, should be up inside
of a week. Put the hills about 2 feet
apart, and drop, say 10 or twelve seed
in each, to be reduced to 6 or 7 stalks
at the second hoeing. Cover carefully
one-half inch, pressing down the soil
with the hoe, unless the ground should
be heavy, when this must be ayoided.
No row should rise any above the
general level of the piece. Nurse the
plants carefully at first, for they are
very slight. Keep all weeds down, and
cultivate carefully till three feet high
—after this let it alone; your crop by
this time hasseither been made by your
care or ruined by your neglect.

We hope, Mr. Editor, that the above
is sufficiently lucid and will prove of
some value in guiding our embryo
planters. We have used our best en

deavors to give none but reliable in-
structions. We have been dependant!
on others in a great measure for our
information ; but while we labor under
the disadvantages of offering advice,
which we have had but little opportu-
nity of testing personally, yet we feel
from the reliable source from which it
was obtained, that we are not misguid

ing.

We thank you heartily, Mr. Editor,
for the space you have given from time
to time, so kindly devoted to the Cane
jnterest. When our beautiful valley
has become  a vast sugar plantation,
no doubt you will look back with plea-
sure Lo 1881, and remember with pride
the helping hand you so willingly gave
to bring the grand result-abent. .

Potatoes are really under-
d stems (mot roots), which per-
buds called eyes, and organs
analogous to leaves in the form of
small scales. They are in fact similar
to the underground stema of the black-
berry and raspberry. Now as we do
not select the largest of these for pro-
pagation, why should we do so in
potatoes ? As large plants are grown
trom the small blackberry sucker bud
as from the very large one, and so it is
with the potato eye. Wher we speak
of seed potatoes, we must not overlook
the fact that these are not seeds, nor
are they in any way related thereto, or
governed by the samo rules. The
great trouble with many growers has
been the want of knowledge in this
respect, hence their improper reason-
ing, and practices. The ground must
be first well pulverized, then thorough
ly enriohed, frequently cultivated, and
not a weed allowed to“remain in the
‘patch.’ If all these are properly
attended to, then and then only shall
we be rewarded with fine potatoes and
plenty of them, provided the elements

are in our fuvor.— New York Tribune.

It is as vain, says an exchange, to
try to improve badly run-down land
without manure as to attempt to fatten
an animal without tood. If there is no
manure to be bad it is -almost hopeless
to expect to improve exhausted land
by growing crops to plow under. It is
not always safe to trust to lime or
plaster. If the soil happens to be
abundantly supplied with every other
necessary ingredient except lime or
sulphuric acid then lime or plaster may
be useful. If the soil has still heart
enaugh to produoe clover thereisa
favorable prospect for its gradual im-
provement by growing this crop and
plowing it under. In this case 100
pounde of plaster, sown upon the
clover when it is young§ mny be very
beneficial. When olover cannot be

grown buckwheat may be tried asa
substitute until two or .three crops
have been turned under. It will per
haps be cheaper in the end to purchase
manure, or such a fertilizer as guano,
than'to wait for the slow process of
improving land by weans of buck-
wheat.

Ece PropbuorioN: A moderate quan
tity of cayenne pepper, mustard or
ginger can, with great benefit be added
to the food of fowls to increase their
vigor, and to stimulate egg prodyction.
