Nova Scotia has always been very poorly 
represented to capitalists, in England espe­
cially, but the returns of this country as a 
gold producer should not be thrown in the 
shade, as a good many times it b*s been looked 
upon as not worth investing in. There 
are over 50 gold districts, besides some few 
of silver, and an abondance of iron and coal, 
besides antimony, manganese, etc., and lots 
of drift, showing that there are many veins 
yet to be discovered.

Referring to the gold product I mast say 
that I am more than surprised to see the 
chances that are before the capitalists in 
this country and so few taking the ad van- 
toges offered. The country is abundant In 

of quartz ore, veins up to 30 feet in 
width, giving from 1 dwt. up to 125 ounces 
per ton of quartz About the best to my 
notice is owned by Messrs. Hardman and 
Taylor, in Oldham, Halifax Co., about 3 to 
5 feet wide, giving 125 onnoes per ton of ore. 
This is not merely a “ pocket,’ as sonie may 
suppose, but a gradual produce of tho yellow

m From the best data attainable, the output 
of gold in Nova Scotia, was 21,080 ounces 
for the year 1892; but I have not seen the 
returns for 1893 yet.

How is it that some of our countrymen dq 
not invest in Nov» Scotia? I have been here 
mining now over 10 years, and can say that 
Nova Scotia is actually a rich province.

—One of our contemporaries takes the 
farmers of its vicinity to task for buying 
large quantities of hay and oats during the 
present spring, and declares that there must 
be something wrong with their system of 
farming where this has to be done. We do 
not agree with our neighbour, that all the 
money which is sent away for these things 
is simply lost to the country leaving it that 
much poorer, inasmuch as the country gets 
an equivalent in the articles brought here, 
and the transaction becomes one of trade on 
fair and equitable terms. But there is no 
doubt that it is a serious mistake on the 
part of our farmers to buy large quantities 
of what they could raise themselves. Look, 
for instance, at the quantity of feed that is 
annually brought into the Annapolis Valley. 
Hundreds of car loads are thus imported 
every year, and sold to our farmers, on which 
freight has to be paid all the way from the 
upper provinces, and perhaps two or three 
profits to the middlemen who handle it. To 
say that this can be done, and the feed so 
imported sold cheaper than our farmers could 
raise the same quantity themselves scarcely 
seems reasonable. To acknowledge that is 
to confess our inferiority in agricultural skill, 
soil or climate, to those of the upper provin­
ces. Yet, it is only on the one condition 
that our farmers can get this feed cheaper 
than it can be produced on the farm at home 
that the importation can be defended as a 
business transaction. As this is the seed 
time of the year we commend this subject to 
the serious consideration of our farmers. 
We advise them to make the experiment of 
raising coarse grain and getting it ground at 
home, for a few years, and see if it does not 
prove more profitable in thç end than buying 
so much of the imported stuff. The same 
may be said of oats. Surely, this valley 
Lought to produce a sufficient quantity of oats

—The local elections of Ontario are to 
take place on the. 26th of June, and the 
fight which already begins to wax hot, 
promises to prove an interesting one to 
watch. Under ordinary circumstances Sir 
Oliver Mowat might reasonably be expected 
to win. He has successfully led hie party 
for over twenty-two years, bringing it in 
triumph through five general elections. 
Among the many things which should be 
placed to his credit, the one fact that dur­
ing all these years he has lived within his 
means, keeping the expenditure of the pro­
vince within the revenue, stands out promi­
nent. While the local governments of all 
the other provinces of the dominion have 
been borrowing freely, and rolling up debts, 
which, in some cases, are quite burdensome, 
the Province of Ontario, ever since confed­
eration, has met every expenditure out of 
its ordinary revenue, and to-day has not a 
dollar of funded debt. With a record such 
as this, and backed by all the prestige and 
influence which such a long term of office 
invariably brings, it would be reasonable to 
expect another triumph for the present re­
form government of Sir Oliver Mowat.

But the circumstances under which the 
present contest is being conducted differ 
materially from those of the past, and the 
conditions surrounding this election are so 
changed since the last one took place that 
even the friends of Sir Oliver scarcely dare 
venture a prediction as to the result. Since 
the last general election, in 1890, the so- 
called Patrons of Industry have entered the 
arena as a political body. Just what 
strength these may prove to possess it the 
various constituencies is as yet uncertain ; 
but, as the two old parties were quite even­
ly divided before, this new element may be 
found to hold the balance of power in a suf­
ficient number of counties to turn the scale 
against the government. Another disturb­
ing element is the Protestant Protective As­
sociation. This party is receiving a good 
deal of criticism, and both old parties seem 
anxious to deny all connection with or sym­
pathy for its principles. Upon the whole, 
however, the influence of both these new 
elements seems likely to prove damaging to 
the government of Mr. Mowat more than to 
the opposition, and it would not prove at 
all surprising if the election to take place on 
June 26th resulted in its defeat.

from friends in the United States, who pro­
pose spending several months in this pro­
vince during the summer, as to the terms 
aud conditions upon which they can be per­
mitted by our customs regulations to bring 
their horses and carriages along with them. 
Upon investigation we find that provision is 
made for cases of this nature whereby such 
visitors, upon giviog certain required bonds, 
can land their teams free of duty. But 
these regulations allow but thirty days in 
which these teams so brought here in bond 
can remain. At the expiration of that time 
they must be returned to the other side. 
This is altogether too short a time to meet 
the case of the summer visitor, however it 
may serve for those who come on business. 
We feel certain that our friends over there 
who have asked us to investigate the subject, 
would not care to go to the trouble and ex­
pense of giving bonds, etc , for so short 
a time as that. There is, we presume, no 
reason why the time should be so limited, 
and it is quite probable that if proper repre­
sentation were made at headquarters a 

"change would be made and a longer time al­
lowed. If the thirty days were changed to 
ninety, it would, we think, remove all ob­
jections, and make the matter satisfactory 
all around. We would respectfully call the 
attention of our steamboat men to the 
matter.

the murder of his wife, Margaret E. Decker, 
and Nevada Decker, her babe, 27 years ago, 
and Rosie Stone, a granddaughter. The 
murders are laid to Decker’s door, as well as 
other foul and unnatural crimes, committed 
at various times through the last 80 years.

Several of these murders are susceptible of 
proof. Others are based on suspicion more 
or less well founded. Beside the three named 
the list comprises Edward Stone, who was 
Decker’s second wife’s son-in-law; Benjamin 
Decker’s son; Caroline Goodrich Decker, his 
second wife; a 4-year-old son of Edward 
Stone; a hired man in Sacramento valley, 
name unknown, and a man in Illinois, name 
unknown.

Decker killed his first wife and children in 
1867. The discovery a short time ago crys 
talized the belief prevalent for some time 
that he was guilty of many atrocities, and 
led to his arrest.

After his first wife’s death he married a 
widow named Goodrich and lived with her 
over 20 years, and is believed to have gotten 
rid of her finally in 1890 by poison.

He disposed of one child, who 
him in 1886. The murder in Illinois is said 
to have been committed before he came west, 
and the one in Sacramento valley after his 
arrival. His various relatives were killed 
because they stood in tbe way of gratifying 
his desires or knew of his crimes.

One reason why horses gall their shoul­
ders while at work is the neglect of the at­
tendant in keeping the portion of the collar 
that presses against the skin free from the 
dirt, or dandruff, which is constantly gath­
ering upon the leather.

*the shoulder in walking. At the beginning 
of the season’s work the shoulder is tender, 
the hair long and full of dandruff, aud when 
the work is heavy the collar should be 
cleaned every morning and noon, before 
commencing work.

two cleanings during the half day 
will prevent galling. This can be done by 
rubbing the hand briskly several times 
the surface. It takes but a moment and 
can be done while the team is resting. The 
shoulders should also be washed in warm 
water at night, rubbed dry, and if then 
washed in water in which white oak bark 
has been boiled for fifteen minutes the skin 
is toughened and the galling prevented.

Those who have 
given the subject much thought, or who have 
investigated the history of nations, cannot 
fail to see in forest depletion a certain sign 
ef agricultural deterioration. The rainfall, 
Instead of being distributed through the 
year, has a tendency to come by seasons.

The oool, moist air, which may always be 
found In a foiest, has a tendency to attract 
rain olonds and cause condensation, while 
the dry, heated air from the fields will re­
peal a shower. Many have noted the ten­
dency of rain cloud» to follow the water 

This tendency will continue to be 
clearly marked as the forests decrease.
