Earlier Doctors of New Glasgow.

The New Glasgow Enterprise of
July 13th, devotes a couple of col-
umns in reference to the earlier doc-
tors of that town and refers to the
late Dr. J. Edgar Jones as follows:

He was a native of Digby County,
N. S. Was a pupil with Hon, Dr.
Parker, Halifax, one of the most
skillful medical practioners of his day
in Nova Scotia. Graduated at Har-
vard College, 1858. Came to New
Glasgow in 1862, and remained here
three years. Removed to Stellarton
in 1865; and on the opening of the
Drummond Colliery at Westville, in
1868, was appointed surgeen there,
and removed to that place, remaining
there until 1880.

He was married in 1863 to Mary
Jane, daughter of John Camreon, mer-
chant, New Glasgow. Mrs. Jones
died in 1879,

Dr. Jones returned to Digby, his
native place, in 1880. He died in
1916.
