F E lafl Time I had the Honour of converfing
T with your Lordfhip, you intimated a Defire, that

I fhould draw into one Point of View, the feveral
. Hints, which I had at different Times, taken ilie

Liberty to fuggeft to your Lord-ipon the prefent StateL of the
Brit/h Cdlonsi, and the Improvementpoffible to be made in
the Culture, and Commerce of them, to their and the Mo-
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ther Country's mutual Advantage, that you might be able
with the gréater Eafe and Accuracy to förm a Judgement.
yourfelf, and convince others of the Reality of fuch Ad-
vantage, and the Feafibility of the Means propofed. to
obtain it.i

Every Intimation of your Lordfhip's Pleafure is a LJaw to
me ; becaufe I know from Experience, that it is founded in
Wifdor and tends tothe public Good. I fhal therefore .enter
readily upon the Tafk you have preferibed, withoit anyofen-
tatious Parade of diffidence in mY own Abilities, (which would
be an Infuit to your .Lordfhip's -judgement, rather than a
Proof of my Modefty) and in the plain Words of Truth,
and good infention, lay before yo r Lordfhip thoe Ob-
fervations, which much Experience has enabled me, to make on
this. important ubje, together with the Fats. upog which fuch
Obfervations have been formed; without ftudying any of thofe
Ornaments of Writing (a Study indeed, which my Life has been
too clofely enmployed in other Mattërs to fpare Time for)
that are ofteneft ufed to glofs over a bad Caufe, and miflead
rather than inform the Judgement, fully fenfible that your
Lordfhip, in Things of this Nature, confiders. the- Matter
more than the Manner; and will never turn -yoùr Face away
from Reafon, for.'not being introduced in the moft fafhionable
Drefs.

In the Execution of this Attemprt (for by no otler Name
can the Labours of any one Man! to inveftigate a Subje& of
fuch immenfe Extent be properly called) I have mäde Choice

of



of this Method of conveying my Thopghts to your Lord-
fhip,"in a Series of Letters, for feveral Reafons.

The firft, and mo applicable perfonally to myfelf, is, that
having been mofly, if fnot folely accufnomed to the epifLolary
Style,· in a Life of Bufinefs, 1 can exprefs my Thoughts more
readily, and perhaps more clearly in that, than in any other.
Though were not this the Cafe, there are abundant other
Reafons to determine me to this Choice.

By this Manaer of writing, I have, an Opportunity of di-
viding my Work, fo as to avoid the grievous Difadvantage
of having the Reader break off, perhaps in the middle of .y
Argument, becaufe he does not fee a refing Place prepared
for him; the rioft indolent, or inattentive, feldom. having fo
little Curiofity, or being fo foon tired, as to Rop before they
reach the End of a Letter of moderate Length.

Befide, in this Method, 1 may myfelf take the Liberty of
flopping a little while, or going a few Steps out of my Way,
nQw and then, to take Notice of any Thing that may illuftrate
my Subjed, or enforce my own Sentiments, without Fear of
giving that Offence, which might be taken at fuch Freedoms,
in a -Work of a more regular Nature; and alfo of recapitu-
lating my Argument in proper Places, fo as to keep it always
in View, and upon Occafion çolled its Force into one Point
to face any Oppofition.

I mention thefe Particulars, my Lord, not as unknown to
your LordfIhip, but to obviate the Objedion of Vanity, which

B 2 May-
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may probably be made to my ufing this Mode of Writing, as
if I intended to infmuate by it, a greater Intimacy with a
Perfon of your Lordflhip's high Rank, and higher Charaaer,
than I really am honoured with, or ought to difclofe, if I am.

In like ' Manner, it is my Duty to obferve, that in the
Courfe of thefe Letters, I fhall. frequently have Occafion to
mention, and often to dwell upon the Proof of mnany Things,
which are already fufficiently known to your Lordfhip; but
this, as I faid in the former Inflance, is not done with the
m-of diflant Infinuatian of informing you; but folely- to con-
vey that Information to others, who -may not have had the
fame Opportunity of acquiring it; to which Knowledge I
muif alfo beg your Lordfhip's Pardon,. and Indulgence for tak-
ing the Liberty of appealing upon many Occafions, where I
apprehend that'the indifputable Authority of fuch a Voucher
may be neceffaty to fupport my own Credit.

Having thus, my Lord, given the Reafons both for my pre-
fuming. to addrefs my Thoughts on this Subje& to your
Lordfhip particularly, and in this particular Manner, I fhall
in my next, Letter give an Account of the Matter, which I
propoffe to fubmit to your Judgement, and the Method in
which that Matter fhall be arranged ; and then proceed to
obey your Lordfhip's Commands, without trefpafling upon
you:with any farther Preface, or Apology.

My Loniu

T is an old Remark, that the Value of a Friend is feldom
known, 'tiilhe is~ lof. I moif fincerely wifh, this may

not be thé Cafe of Great-Brita.i with Regard to her American
Colonies. While we went on fmoothly together, we enjoyed
the Advaritage of our Intercourfe, unequal as it was to vwhat
it rnight have been rendered, without ever confidering the
Quarter it came from, or the Means of improving, or even
preferving the Continuance. of it, as is. too often the Café, in
Refpea to the greateft Bleffings of Heaven.

I would not be underftood to limit this Remark to either
Side. It is unhappily too applicable to both. But as the firif
Qbje& of every Man's Thoughts, who turns them to Matters
of public Concern, is, or at leaif fhould be, the immediate
Advantage of his native Country, I fhall firfi confider how
far the Colonies are advantageous to Great-Britain; as alfo
how that Advantage may be f1ill farther improved, and
then the reciprocal Advantage received by the Colonies will
follow of Courfe, and prove the mutual Intereft of both
to preferve that good Agreement, and. Unanimity, by
which alone fuch Advantage can be preferved; in the Dif-

cuffion



cuflion and Proof of which Points, the Means neceffary to
obtain that great End, and accomplifih the mahy Improve-
ment& of which at Advantage is capabierniRaturdly, and
obvioufly be included.

Wlien I fay, that " the. firff Objeâ of a Man;'s Thoughts
fhould be the Advantage of his native Country," I do not in
any- Senfe mean that he fhould do, or devife any Thing un-
jufl in itfelf, or injurious' to the juft Intereft of any other
Country to procure that Advantage. AIl I intend, is, that
where the oppofite InterefFs of bis own and another Country
are baIlancèd- in the Scale of Juftice, he owes a Duty to the
former, which will neceffarily rake it preponderate in his
Thoughts; a Duty of the faine Nature, and derived ulti-
mately from the fame Origin, with that fo ftrongly enforced
by Reafon, and Revelation, which we owe to our Parents,
the Place where, as well as the Perfons thr-ough whom we are
called into this Life, being appointed by the Divine Giver
of all Life, and confequently entitled to the fame filial Attach-
ment and Affedion, though in a leffer Degree, as the Force
of Filiaion, by being centered in one Point is preferved -en-
tire,- whereas that of Patriotij9n is divided' perhaps -between
Millions, and thereby leffened on each Individual; not to infdt
upon the obvious Reafon of the more immediate and intimaté
Con nedion in the former, than in the latter. Ahd this
fhews the Error in -the general Application of the antient
Philofopher's faying, that he was a Citizen of t7c World,
as if it implied, that al Countries ought to be equally
dear to a. Man of Senfe, the true Meaning of it being only
to inculcate Phiianthropy, or in the facred Style, Gowd-Will
rtoards ail Maniînd and not. by any Means to deny, or

invalidate
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invalidate the natural, and indifpenfible Attachment, by.
rhicl every Man is bound to his native Country.

How univerfal' the Senfe of this Attachment has ever
been, nd in -whàt highi Effimation the Exertion of it
held, is fufficiently proved by the Honours paid tor thofe,
who have even facrificed to it the neareif Conneaions of
Nature; as in tlie Inftànce 'of the Roman Brttus, and the firft
Princip1flùman A&iöi, Seif-prefervation, n thofe ofthe De-
Ci1 , with rganyothers, bot. Ro man: and Atenians, unneceffary
to be enumerated here ; and this among the tmcftcivilized
Nations; thofe more ignorant carrying the Point f1ill fàrther,
and in the enthufianfic Ardour of their Gratitude, thinking
buman Honours too little, and therefore conferring divine,
on fuch general Benefa&ors -of .Mankind.

Your Lordfhip will pardon this little Digreffion in Eluci-
dation of a Point fo dear to you, as to be made the
evident Rule of your publie- Life, for the Neceffity :of it
to obviate the Imputation of Partiality, in thefe Refearches
zato a Subje& of fo delicate a Nature in itfelf, as the In-
tercourfe between a Mother Country, and her Colonis ; and
more particularly fo at this Time, and in this. Inftance.

In Order to give due Weight to what I ihall fay on this im-
portant Subje&, it is neceffary that I fhould explain the Origin
and Extent of that Experience, which I hinted at in my firf
Letter, as the Reafon that induced your Lordfhip: to prefcribe
this Attempt to me.

I have



I have had the .Honour to inform your Lordfbip of the
Difcoveries I.made in the Year 744 ; as- alfo :that fine. that
Time I- have traverfed the whole Coafi of Amrerica, from
Lat. 68 North, to Cape Florida; and penetrated, fome thou-
fands of Miles wefward, .into.-the Wildernefs, many Parts
of which, were never before trodden by European Foot.

The Accounts therefore, which I fhal give of thee, I
had amoft faid boundlefs Regions, are flot takenrupon Truif,
on the Relation of others. They are the Refult .of real
Experience, on the Tefinimony of my Senfesas the Obfer-
vations I ihall offer on them are founded on the unerring
Evidence of Fa&s.

The fame Foundation of Experience alfo fupports whatI
fhall offer in .Refpe& to the Commerce of the Weft-Indian
Iflands, as .well as of the Colonies on the Continent.

In tbh Courfe of more than thirty Years, which I have
been -clofely and conftantly engaged in mercantile Bufinefs, in
all its various Extent, I have. had Intercourfe in· dealing with
the Colonies of .Hudon's Bay, Nefoundland, &Zuebec, New
England Penfylvnia, Virginia, -North and South Carolina,
and Georgia----With Barbadoes, Grenada, St. Vincents, Do-
minica, Antigua, Montferrat, .Nevbis, St. Ghri/lophers, and
Jamaica.------The Commerce therefore of thefe-Places: cannot
reafonably be fuppofed tobe .unknown to me, or my .Remarks
upon it, only the, chimericaL Dreams of groundlefs Specula-
tion, as has mofi fhaniefully been the Cafe with .too: many
of thofe who have written on this important Subje&l

A clear
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A clear but concife Account of what particularly ftruck mv

Obfervation in the different Parts of A4nerica, with which
1 propofe to begin, will be the beft Introdu8ion to thofe
Hints of Improvement, which I would humbly fuggen to
your Lordflhip, in the Culture and Commerce of our Co-
lonies there, and .the moft folid Bafis, upon which to found
the Expedience, and Pradicability of them; and at the fame
Time afford the moft convincing Proof of the inefimable
Value of thofe Colonies to the Mother Country ; and the in-
difpenfible Neceffity in every Senfe of political Prudence, of
healing thofe unhappy Differences, which feem fo alarm-
ingly to threaten an Interruption at leaif, if not a total Lofs
of Intercourfe with them, at this moft critical Period.

It muRf not be expeed though, that this Account fhall
include Defcriptions of the Appearances of thofe Countries,
or- of the Perfons, Manners, Cufloms, &c.. of the Inha-
bitants. - Thefe Points have long been fufficiently fet forth ;
or if any Curiofity concerning them 11Iill remains, it may foon
and eafily be gratified, by Recourfe to the many Accourits
extant of every Particular of this Kind in them. The
Nature of the Soil, and its Aptitude by Clinate and Situ-
ation for Agriculture and Co'mrmerce, in the Pi-oduaion of
,-the Neceffaries and Conveniencies of Life, -'both for the ir-
mediate Support. and Ufe of the Inhabitants, and CommuIi-
cation and reciprocal Interchange with other Countries; and
for the Tranfportation of them 'for fuch Interchange, and re-
ceiving the Returns of it,: were the Objetas of thofe Obier-
_vations, which I here propofe to fubrmit to youir Lordfhip's and
the public Confideration; and from the Difcufflion of which,
as I have faid before, the Improvements that may be made in
them, will naturally follovw.
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No more wôüld 1 he uncerflood to intend eètering into

the Difputes agitated at prefeit- btween the Mather Co'untry,
and her Côlonies, as a Partizan of ether. I ani tôo tfou
of my own Infignicey to. cbttude My 8entiiments on a
Subjea fo much above my Sphere. Such ÔHitio-fdefs niech
oftener prejucdices, thàani feves a Cattfe; the Prid of the htt-
man Héart turming away with Iiff&in from the Adeice of an
Inferior, however juft and wife·in itfelf, becaufe the very A&
of giviñig Advice iiplis a Superiority in that Inftance.

I do not by this, my Lord, preelude fyfelf abflutely fromà
ither of thefe Topicks, when in the Courfe of my prefent

Undertaking, they fha faill naturally in my Way. WhFever
the Manners and Cuftoms of the prefent Inhabitants, Native
or European, appear ro nie tc iniffkeice the Interef of the
Colony, either to its Advantâge or Prejudice, I fhall hold it
my Duty to point out fuch Influence, an'd to figgeft any Ai-
teration of Maniners or Cuftomns, which I fhall conceive likely
to reiôve that Prejudice, or extend the Advantage.

The fame Liberty I fhail think miyfeif entided to, with
Refpea to the Syfrenis of Policy adoptecl in the Ad-iini-
firation of our Colonies both here and on the Spot. Wherever
they fhall obvioufly appear to proníote or chffi with the
Interens and Advantage of both hn any Inftance, for fepe-
rated they cannot be, I fhall not hefitate to ffhew that nftace,
and the Manner in which it is fo affeead, nor to fuggeft with
proper Deference and Subniiffion to better Infoñmation arid
fuperiour Power, what Means I think - oi efficacious to im-
.prove the former, and to remedy the latter.

LETTER III.

My LORDiI SH A L L begin this Review with one of the Ieaft no-
ticed, but far from the leaR important in itfelf, of our

Settlements, were the Advantages, obvioufly, and moi eafily
to be made of it, properly attended to, whi'h is that of
Hutdfon'.s-Bay.

The Time, Manner,' and Occafion of the Difcovery of
this vaft Sea, and the Regions bordering on it, fo far as
they are yet difcovered, are fo well known, that it is un-
neceffary to recount them here.

Though the Defign, whieh firf led our daring Coun-
trymen into the dark Receffes of the North, failed in its firfi
Obje&, the Difcovery of a Paffage that Way to China, the-
Attempt failed not of producing other. Confequences which
well repaid to their Country, if nfot inmediately to themfelves,
the Fatigue, Danger, and Expence of it to the bold Ad-
venturers;, by laying them under a Neceffity of ftopping,
when the Severity- of the Climate made the-Seas no longer
navigable, to explore their inhofpitable Shores, for the Sup-
port of Life, 'till the Return of the Seafon proper for pur-

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fuing their Proje&, whereby they opened with the Inhabitahts
an Intercourfe of Commerce, unthought of before, and which
but for *this Cïûfé, Wò6ùd hneer have bèen fdught fohinugh
fo many and fuch difcouraging Dificulties.

The Secldion of thefe Inhabitants frorn the more informed
Part of Mankind by their Situation; and the Sterility of their
Country, which confined their Cares within the narrow' Cir-
cle of the indifpenfible Neceffaries of Life,. without f upply-
ing a fingle Article, that could fuggeft, much lefs gratify- a
Thouglit of any Thing farther, neceffarily brought Com-
merce with them back to its original, of immediate Barter,
or Exchange of once Commodity. for another, without the In-
tervention of Money, the artificial Medium made ufe of in
Countries of more extended Intercourfe, and Produce, to
fupply the Defets, and-remçdy the.Inconveniencies of fuch
J3arter..

The Advantages of fuch a Commerce to.a Country able to
avail itfelf of them are fufficiently obvious. It takes off fuch
of its Produce -and Manufa&ures as are ndoplenty, and cheap,
at their real Value to thofe who want and not being able to
procure them elfewhere, beat not down their Price' on Ac-
count of that Plenty, nor require fuch Accuracy and Qrna-
ment in the manufaauring of them, as make them come
dearer to the Vender without bein of greater Ufe tothe Pur-
chafer ;and for any. Denciency in which they would be re-jteaed by other Purchafers ; and brings in Return the Produce
of the Couiitry of the Barterers, at the low Rate-fet upon

-. it bv thofe who do not want it, who have no other Vent for
t, and confequently are glad to exchange it at any Rate for

what
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what they do want, and cannot obtiin otherwife; not to dwell
upon thc great national:.Advadtage7 of: is;s being imngfaau,.
red, and thereby affording Emnploynient to the various Arti-
ficçrs, who prepare it for Ufe.

Thefe Circumifances vë We eo fikinog no o e imiinedi-
ately perceived; but thèirfIfe& wacircumfcibed i1i fh' a--
Manner by the very Means injudicioufly taken toim rove and-
extend it, that what wo'ud have eeia moif important Ad-
vantage to the xhole Nation, Was,b.,y the Grant of n exclu-
five Charter, con•ned to a fewJndividuals,, who aauated by
the mofn felfifh, fordid and fho.rtkfighted Policy, or rather
Cunning, reftfrained,. infead of extending that Commerce, for
Fear of its becoming an Objed of publick Confideration, arid
the Monopolyof it taken fi à in themn, lhould the (comparatvey
inmenfe) Profits which ' itmight dprodùce, be kïowni and
thereby with the groffef Difhonefly defeated intentionally,
the exprefs End- for which fuch Charter had been originally
granted, on the moft plaufible Pretences, and ftrongef Affu-
rance to the contrary, and was ifill from Inattention, or
Mifreprefentation, fuffered to remain with them.

This will- be beR explained, and proved by the following
Lift, and Effimate of the feveral Articles exported from. Eng-
land to, and imported into England from this Settlement,
which are drawn with the. utmoft Exaanefs, and from the
bell Authority.

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The Reafon of my doing this is, that the HIdfn's-Bay

Company condua all their Affairs with fuch impenetrable Se-
crecy, that it is nt poffmbletolknow.at what Rate. they ex-

change their Goods for thofe bf :the Natives; an Oath of Se-
crecy being impofed upon their Servants; .and the Obfervation
of all, upon whom they cannot impofe fuch an Oath, prevented
by the mofi brutl Ihofpi ality rid Exclufion from every
Kind of Intercourfe.

Nor wil the grofs tty of the Export pen any fatis-
fatory Infight into this Mefiy as it is fiot know nor an,
for dhie above Reafors bé difcovred with any Dégree of Pre-
cifion, how much of'that Qua itity is confùmed by the Com-
p my's Servants; an~d confequetly no Rëturn for it brought
Home in the Imports.

This much I know from my own E perience, that-thére is
2o fixed Rate for the Barter of any Commodity, the Com-
pany allowing junt what they pleafe, at that Time ; in which
Alloance,-they-are-fo.equitable-and-reafonable,,-that I. my-
felf have feen Infnances of their being confcientioufly content
with a Profit of not above one thoufand per Cent. upon parti-
cular Articales.

Thefe Lifts therefore only fhew what Advantage the Na-
tion reaps at. prefent, -from the Co.mmerce of this Seulement,
under their Monop ol. What it would reap, were there no
fuch Monopoly, with a more particular Account of the cu-
rious Methods taken tokeçit in its prelent State of national
rifigni icancy, fhall be lhew in the proper Place.

My LoRD,

H A V E fhewn the prefent inconfiderable State of the
Commerce to Hudon's-Bay. I have afferted that it is ca-

pable of fuch Improvement as would make it a confiderable
Advantage to the Nation. It remains now that I prove this
Affertion. In doing this it will be neceffary for me to look
back for a Moment to Circumftances not attended to at pre-
fent,- but which have influenced this Commerce, from its very
firft Inifitution, and do ftill influence it, in the mof pernicious
Manner.

At the Time when the Hudfon's-Bay Company was efia-
blifhed, in- 1670, the Minds of all People of Pcwer, or Pro-
perty, were fo fixed upon the Intrigues of the Court, and the
Confequences immediately apprehended from them at Home,
that they would not fpare a Thought for any Thing fo remote
in Situation and Effe&, as foreign Colonization, by which
Means that monf important of political Enterprizes fell to.thofe,
who were in every Refpe& ieaft qualified to purfue it to Ad-
vantage.

UnderD.
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Undcr thefe inaufpicious Circumifances, an exclufive CLar-

ter for trading to the Countries. confning on the Sea, called
Hadfon's-Bay, was without enquiring into the Confequences,
granted to a Set of private Adventurers, who without Support
or even Countenance from Government, undertook upon the
narrow Foundation of their own Fortunes to eftabliffi a Trade,
attended with fuch Dificukies i1a Appearance, as- would have
difcouraged any Men not fully perfwaded of the Certainty of
Succefs. Nor were they difappointed; the Event exceeding
their mo fatSnguine E xpeâations, in their very firif Experi-
ment.

Sucli Succeffrom fo weak a Beginning, fhewed to an Height
it might be carried, on a more extended Foundation. But the
Scherne ik fugg&ied was very different: Inftead of extending
the firkft piant, and making their Succefs· known te procure
an Enlrgemeï-t bf their Capital, the Corpany turned al their
Care to conceal the whole, (which the DifIraéions of the
Times gave 'themnï too good an Opportunity of doing) and keep
the Profits of the Trade entirely to themfelves, contradéd as
it was, rather than run the Hazard of their being fhared in
by others, hôuld it be pufhed to its natural Extent ; a Care,
which, as I have before obferved to your Lordfhip, has never
beenrelaxed fice.

For this fôrdid Purpofe, they contented themfelves with
proceeding on the low Capital, which Neceffity had at firft
obliged them to fet out upon, and making a few paultry Sét-
tiements, barely fuflicient to carry-on the reftrained Trade
which fucli a Capital could fupport. The Event has in this

alfo
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alfo too well anfwered their Defign. The inconfiderable A-
mount of their Exports, and confequently ofthe Returns, have
kept the Trade in fuch Obfcurity, as to feem beneath the At-
tention of Gôvernment, whereby it has remained, according
to the Letter, however contrary to the Spirit of their Charter,
exclufvely in their own Hands.

It mui be owned that the Temptations to this. Conduat
were powerful. Without hazarding, or even advancing more
than a comparative Trifle, they have long reaped, and do nill
reap a Profit, which a Capital ten Times -as large could not
produce in any other Channel of Commèrce; a -Reafon, which
too many Inftances prove- fufficient, in the prefent Times, to
over-balance national Advantage, and juftify Breach of Faith,;
for by no other Name can fo manifef a Violation of the Pro-
feffions of promoting that Advantage, upon which all fuch
Charters are granted, be called, without as manifenf a Violation
of Truth.

J am aware, that it will be objçed to this, by thofe who
are interefFed to keep thefe Affairs .in their prefent State of
Darknefs, that the f1ports prove the Suffciency of the Capi-
tal for the Trade, and that it is .abfurd and unnatural to think
any Men thould be fo blind to thei.r own Advantage, as not
to make large Exports could they have adequate Returns
for them. The latter of thefe Objeaions las been already
obviated. i fhall now fhew the Fallacy of the former, and
in what Manner the Imports are kept down to their prefent
low Stand low,.I mean as to what.they m-ight be, for they
are high beyond ail parallel, confidering what they coft.

ThDugjhD 2
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Though the Natives of the vanWCountries around Htdfon'r-
Bay, with whom the Traffick -of the Company is carried on,
are 1ill ini that State of natural Ignorance, which People
more informed, have arrogantly prefumed to call favage,
Heaven has not denied them the Knowledge neceffary for
the few Purpofes of their narrow Sphere of Life. They were
not long engaged in this Traffick, therefore, before they
difcovered fome of the grofs Impofitions praaifed upon then,
though they could not po.fibly form even a Conception of
the whole.

I have obferved to your Lordfhip, that the Commerce-of
the Hudfon's-By Company confifns in bartering fome of our
Manufa&ures and Coninodities, the cheapeft and -worfl of
their Kinds, with the Natives, for their Furs. The firft Thing,
Vhich 'Reafon would fuggeft to be done in fuch a Traffick,

by thofe, who had the Lead in it, muft be to fix the Rates of
the feveral Articles to be brought by them for Barter, at fuch a
Standard, as fhould obviate their being ever under a Neceffity
of altering it, and thereby raifing a- Sufpicion of Injuffice
in the others, who being neither able to judge of thefe Terms,
nor of the accidental Circumftances, which might at particular
Times make an Alteration in them neceffary, were they ftruck
with exaanefs, eould certainly take Offence at fuch Alteration,
though they could not avoid fubmitting to the firft Eflablifh-
ment, in the making of which I have not prefumed to men-
tion the leafi Regard to Juflice.

But inftead of this, a new Standard is arbitrarily impofed
by the Company every Seafon, not on Pretence even of any

Alteration
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Alteration in the Value of their own Commodities, or thofe
of the Natives, but folely according to the Quantity of the
latter, the whole of which be it more or lefs than on other
Years, they calculate fo as to get for their own, whofe
Quantity is nearly the fame every Seafon. Such an Impofition
was too glaring to efcape unnoticed even by Savages, who
though they could not fhew their Refentment of it, in the
fame Manner, as People in other Circumftances, by difcontil-
nuing the Trade, yet did not fail to take the obvious Means
of preventing it for the future, by bringing no more Furs, than
their little Experience had taught them would fuffice to pro-
cure in Exchange all the Commodities of the Company, the

Quantity of which they alfo knew by Experience. The Re-
mainder, for in their huntings for Food they flay many more
of the various Animals, than they bring the Furs of to Mar-
ket, they either confume themfelves in Ufes- they might dif-
penfe with, could they turn them to any better Ufe, or aéu-
ally throw away; praéifing out of Refentment the fame
Policy with the Dutch, in Regard to their fuperfluous Spices.

The Effe&s of a different Condu& muft be the. Subjea of
another Letter.

My LORD,T E Caufe, and Confequences of the Condut, which has
been invariably purfued by the Hudfons-Bay Company,

ever fbce it was eftablifhed, baving been confidered, let us now
confider what would be the EffeEt, had they adopted a different

Syftem, or rather had no fuch Eftablifhment been made from the.
beginning, but the Trade. left open in its natural State; indeed
tlie onlyState in which any Trade can prove beneficial to a Na-
tion, aell onopolies by their Principles counteraaing thé publick
Intereft, and fetting up a private one in Oppofition to it. The
only Trade -(or at leaft the only one worth taking any Notice
of) carried on at prefent by the Hudföns-Bay Company, is the
Fur-trade. But befide this, there are others already -dicovered,
which i.f pufhed to thir proper Extert, would very foon not
only equal, but moft probably even exceed that not to men-
tion the Probability of difcovering ftill more.

The firfi -of thefe which ·I fhall mention; and which to
the Surprize of Reafon has not hitherto been thought of any
Confequence, is the Fifhery. I will take upon me to fay, that
the Whale and Seal Fifheries in Hudfon's-Bay, and Baffiz's-Bay,
are capable of affording fufficient, and fußficiently profitable Em-

ployment

pioyment to feveral hundred £fhing Veffels. Nor is this a vague
AfLrtion. I fpeak Ï. from Experience, having been fome Years
perfonally engaged in the Greenlaid Fifhery, after my being at
Hudß's-Bay, and gained a clear Inf-ight into every Branch
of it.

'i'he Advantages which would neceffarily refult from this. are
moft obvious. It would encreafe the Nurnbers of our Seamen
and Shipping, and every Branch of Commerce which does that,
encreafes the effential Strength of the Nation. And it would
not only fuipply us with a Sufficiency of the Produce of thefe
Fifheries for Home Confumption, but alfo give us the Corn-
mand of the Trade fo effeEtuaIly, as to enable us to underfell
all Rivals in it, at foreign Markets.. That its i mpoffible for
fuch a Trade to be carried on properly under the unnatural
Reftraints of an exclufve Charter, even were the Company to
make the Attempt, is too evident to require Proof; and how
much the -Nation fuffers by being fecluded from it, may be
judged froni .this one Circunftance, that inflead of feveral
hundreds of Veffels, and thoufands of Seamen, which this
fingle Trade would employ if laid open to publick Emulation,
the whole Trade of the Hudßdns-Bay Conpany employs no
more than four Ships, and one hundred and thirty Seamen.

Another moft valuable Article of Commerce, which thofe
Countries would fupply in the greateft Plentf, is Copper. In the

Yea 174 psofInthe
Year 1744,) I mykf difcovered there.feveral large Lumps of the
fEneft Virgin Copper, which in the honeft Exultation of My
Heart at lO important .a Difcovery I direaly fhewed to the
Company; but the thanks I met, may be eafily judged from the

Syfien



Syftem of their Condu&. The Fa&,. without any Enquiry
into the Reality of it, was treated as a chimerical Illufion;
and a Stop arbitrarily put to all farther Search into the Matter,
by the abfolute Lords of the Soil.

The Advantages whieh would àrife from a fuficient Sup-
ply of this Metal, are alfo obvious to every Capacity. It
would afford Employment to all our various Artificers who
work in it; and enable us to underfell all Competitors at fo-
reirn Markets-; and this at a Time, when our internaiSupplies
of it feem to be nearly exhaufted, and the Ufe of it is daily
encreafing in all Parts of the World.

I have faid, that Copper is to be found in Plenty in thofe
Countries, for this Reafon. Wherever any Metal is found i
Lumps, on or near the Surface of .the Earth, it is a certain
Proof that the Earth abounds with it deeper down; fuch
Lumps being protruded from the Body. of the Metal, like
Sparks from a large Fire. Nor is it unreafonable to expe&,
-that Metals fill more valuable might be found in the Purfuit
of this ; the richefn Gold-mines in the Eaft being intermixed
with thofe of Copper, as Copper itfelf is with Gold in Pro-
portion to the Finenefs of the former ; and finer, than the
Lumps I found there, have I never feen.

It muft not be objeaed to what I have here advanced,
that the Intenfity of the Frofi in thofe Climates would de-
feat all Attempts of mining, or at the befi render them fo
difficult and defiruaive to the Lives of the Miners, as to
make it not worth the Attempt. This is only a vulgar

Error.
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Error. It is known that Froft penetrates but a little Way
into the Earth; no farther than the immediate Aaion of the
Atmofphere-; where the Sphere of that Aiflon therefore
ceafes, Froft ceafes of Courfe; and the moft ignorant La-
bourer knows that the deeper he can work into the Earth,
the warmer Air he will breath.

My LORD,

H A VIN G traced the prefent State of the Trade to Hzid-
fon's Bay to its Caufe, in the Condua of the Com-

pany, and flhewn fome of the Confequences which would
follow a diffierent Condua, the next Thing is to fhew what
that different Condua fhould be.

The Impoffibility of attaining to a juft Knowledge of any
Country, without firft conciliating the Confidence of the

E Natives,
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Natives, is clear to Reafon, and has been proved by invariable
Experience, as alro that fuch Confidence is not to be con-
ciliated, efpecially among lefs informiecd People, any Way but
by long Acquintance, much Intercourfe, and many good Of-
fices, to wear off the natural Shynefs and Sufpicion, in&epe-
rable froim their feeing Adions not only new, but alfo incom-
prehenfible to them.- In the Knowledge of a Country, I
include its various Produas, and Connedions, as well as the
exterior Face of it.

In order to this, the Eirft Thing neceffary (indeed indif-
penfibly fo) is to fettle Colonies, to which the Natives may
refort at all Times, to gratify Curiofity, carry on Commerce,
or 'implore Affiflance in any Circumfiances of accidental Di-
ftrefs ; and- where they fhould always be received in an. hu-
malne, and friendly Manner, without any Appearance of im-
inediate Difiruif, though at the fame Time, without appearing
to relax the Vigilance and Care neceffary to preferve RefpeEa,
and obviatetheir being tempted by too great Security, to medi-
tate any Thing hoftile; which Colonies fhould be planted in as
many different Parts of the Country, as confiffent ' with
Conveniency, to make the Acquaintance with the Natives as
general as poffible, and prevent the Mifreprefentations, which
are always made, by thofe who go between different People,
for the Purpofes of Trade, in order to enhaunce the Merit of
fuch Mediation, and keep it exclufively to themfelves; and
this as well among favage as civilized Nations, from the fame
interefled Views.

The
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The Effe&s of fuch an Intimacy of Intercourfe are moi

obvious. The hofpitable Natives would communicate to their
beneficent Guefis, all the Knowledge which Nature had learned
from Experience. They would lhew them the Secrets. of the
Land, and affift thena with their Labour to turn every Thing
to their own Advantage.

Thefe Refle&ions, my Lord, are applicable to the firft
Principles of Colonization. In the prefent Cafe, the Condua
here recommended, would have thefe particular good Effets.
It would, in ail human Probability, enlarge the Fur-Trade,
the only Trade, as I have obferved before, now carried on
there, by the Difcovery of Animals not fought after at prefent
by the Natives, becaufe their Flefh is not efieemed by them
for Food, but whofe Skins might be a valuable Addition to
their Commerce; it would encreafe the ·Confumption of our
own Manufa&ures, in Proportion to the Increafe of our Ac-
quaintance with the Natives; and it- would be the mon
certain Means of difcovering that Paffage to India, which firft
led our Mariners into, thofe Seas, if any fuch Paffage there is,
or elfe put an End to the Trouble and Expence of making
farther Attempts for fuch a Difcovery ; and fo accomplifh the
firf Obje& propofed by their Charter.

Nor are thefe the only Advantages which would refult fron
the Eftablifhient of fuch Colonies. They would neceffariiy
extend to every other Branch of Commerce capable of being
purfued here by habituating our Peopleto the Climate and keep-
ing them upon the Spot, by which Means they would be ready
to commence their Work earlier, and able to purfue it longer

E 2 Iný
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in the Seafon, than they can at prefent, coming from afar,
and obliged to get away foon, to fave their Paffage home.

The only Objedions which can poffibly be made to this,
are the Want of People at Home to fpare for planting Co-
lonies ; and the Improbability of their thriving in fo fevere a
Climate. But' upon the leaft Examination, both thefe Ob-

jeEions will vanifh.

The Numbers of Beggars, who infeft our Streets, fhew
that we have more People, than we can give Employment
to, or at leaft, than will apply themfelves to the Employments
proper for them; and confequently, who can be well fpared,
to be fent elfewhere. It will be faid perhaps, that while the
Stree.s of our great Cities fwarm, our Fields and Villages are
thin; but this alters not the Cafe. Their Labour, not their
Number is an Advantage to the Publick ; and when that is
difcontinued, they become an Incumbrance to Induftry, like
Drones in a Hive, and had better even not to be at all, than to
be fupported at a Lofs. 'Till it is thought proper therefore to
put the Laws againft fuch Vagrants, in Execution, or to frame
others, if the prefent are infufficient to refirain the labouring
People from Ieaving their own Settlements, where their Work
is wanted, and crowding to the Cities, particularly the Metro-.
polis, where there is not proper Work fufficient for them; every
Scheme for removing them to Places, where they can get fuch
Work, makes an Addition of that Work to the general Stock,
and faves the Value of their prefent un-earned Confumption.
Befide the Notion, that planting Colonies depopulates a Coun-
try has been long refuted, it being proved by Experience, that

Mi
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in Countries where Induffry is encouraged properly, there will
always 'be as many Inhabitants, as there is good Room and
Employment for, an encreafed Generation, like Bees, fupplying
the Place of thofe who go away; and it is the Want of- this
Induftry, the Neceffity of which is feemingly removed, by
the Treafures returned from her Colonies, that has depopu-
lated Spain, not the Numbers of the People fent- to form thofe
Colonies.

As to the other Objeaion of the Climate, it is no more than a
meer vulgar Error, derived from the ancient one of uninha6itabe
Zones, it having been long proved, that there is no Climate under
Heaven to which the human Conlitution cannot be reconciled
by very little Care; the Neceßfity even of which Gare would
ceafe with the firfi Settlers themfelves, as the Climate would
be natural to their Children born and bred up in it.

Nor is there greater Weight in the Mifcarriage of the poor
Attempts hitherto made to raife Corn, and Vegetables for the
Support of thefe Colonies, in thofe Parts of the Country
which lie near to the Company's Forts; fuch Mifcarriage being
far from proving that better Succefs might not attend more
judicious Attempts made in other Parts, particularly on Moufe,
and Albany Rivers, which lie nearly in the fame Latitude with
London. Or even fhould all Attempts fail; Meal, Flour, Cheefe,
Butter, and efculent Roots may be carried thither at an eafy
Rate, and Fifh and Flefh, particularly that of Fowls, are moft
excellent in their Kinds, and fo plenty, as to be below Price.

Having thus, my Lord, fhewn the Lofs fuffered by the
Nation, from the injudicioufly granted, and more injudici-

oufly
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oufly (not to. give it an harder Name) condudéa Mnopoly
of the Trade to Hudfon's-Bay, and the natural :and eafy
Means of preventing fuch Lofs for the future, on a Revocation
of that Monopo!y, I muft beg 'Leave to trefpafs upon your
Lordfhip a little farther, while' I lay before you a £hort View
of the prefent, and propofed State of that Trade, brought to-
gether fôr Comparifon.

The Hucdfon's-Bay Company employ four Ships, and 130

Seamen. - They have four Forts, which contain 186 Men.
And they export Corniodities to the Value of £16,ooo

a Year,. and bring Home Returns to the Value of f 29340 -
which yield to the Revenue f 3734.

If the Trade were laid open, the Fifhery alone in Hudon' s-
Bay, Baffin's-Bay, and Davis's Streights, (in the laft of which
the Dutch find Fifh as Plenty as in 'apan, where they kill
them folely for their Bone) would afford Employment for 8oo
Veffels of every Kind, and i6ooo Men.

The Trade would require and fupport Twelve Colonies,
confiffing of 3000 fettled Inhabitants of both Sexes.-And,
t;e Exports would in the Courfe of feven Years at the very
fartheft, amount to f 320,000. the Returns to.£ 586,8.00,
which would yield to the Revenue £ 74,680, being twenty
Fold the prefent Amount of each, with a certain Profpe& of
farther Increafe. But fo it is, that all thefe national and great
Advantages are facrfßced tofatten afew worthy Indiviuails.-

I need not purfue the Subje& any farther. The Inference,
from what has been fhewn,. is obvious; and muft opcn the

Eyes



Eyes of all, who are not determined to keep them fhut.
Happy for the Nation, that fuch is not your Lordfhip's
Cafe ! That you hold not yourfelf above receiving Information
froni y<|>ur Inferiors ; and that Heaven has bleffed you with
Ability to turn that Information to the beft Advantage.

P. S. Among the Things negleâed by the Hudfon's-Bay
Company, and what will-always be negle6ed by every mono-
polizing Company, as foreign to their immediate Profit, I have
not made any Mention of civilizing the Natives, and inftru&-
ing them in the Chriflian Religion, though- to pafs over the
moral Duty of doing it, the great Advantages in Point of In-
tereft, which the French have reaped from their Labours in
this Way, in other Parts of the World, fhould be an Incite-
ment to other Nations not to negle& it. -

My LoRD,

T H E Country, I wifh I could fay Colony, that comesT next under Confideration, in our Return from the
North, is Labrador.

The ftrange Negled of forming any Settlement in this
Country, is one of thofe glaring Inftances of the Blindnefs of
Man to his beif Intereft, which prove the Infufficiency of
his boafted Wifdom, and the indifpenfible Neceffity of a ru-
ling Providence to lead him right in the plainef Road. For
though this Land does not immediately yield Gold, Silver,
precious Stones, or thofe Foods for Luxury and OfIentation,
which are in fuch mad Requeft, it would yield a Treafure much
more folid, permanent, and advantageous to the Common-
weal, in the Fruits of Induftry, which encreafes the Strength
along with the Wealth of a Nation; Labour rewarded by
Plenty invigorating the prefent Race, and encreafing Popu-
lation, in its happieft Appearance, an healthy and vigorous
Progeny.

The
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The Climate -o -the •Coaft -of Lairador is lefs fevere,

than that tof the-Connyes eonfning-on Nudfin's-Bay. The
Country is covered ýwit:h Foreifs of "valuable Timber, abound-
ing with various Animals, whofe Furs ,would be a mofn
profitable Addition to our Trade in that Branch, and 'whofe
Flefh in .the general, is mon wholefome, as that of the
various Fowls with which the whole Country alfo abounds,
is moif delicious Food. The Soil, with proper Cultivàtion,
is capable of producing Corn, and mofn Kinds of exculent
Roots, and Vegetables ; and, the Rivers and Sea-Coafts yield
Fifh, excellent for Food, as well as Trade, in a Plenty, that
almoif exceeds Conception. Ail this is immiediately on, or
near the Sea-Coaft; our Difcoveries extending but a very little
Way farther. Were the interior Parts of the Country known,
it is more than probable, that many other Advantages would
be difcovered in them; and of this the Fe-vnefs of the Na-
tives hitherto feen gives the ftrongefn Prefumption ; it being
much more agreeable both to Reafon and Experience to fup-
pofe, that thofefew we fee are onlyVagrants, and that the Body
of the People find Attachments to fix them in the Centre of
their Country, than that fuch a Country fhould be fo thiily
peopled throughout.

The only Attempt hitherto made to carry on any Trade
here, has been in the Fifhery; which makes the following
Exports yearly to Great-Britain, Portugal, -Spain, and
Italy.

' here are no Exports from Great-Britain, that can with
any Propriety be placed againif this. With the Natives we
have no Trade. In the Country we have no Settlement.; and
the Confumption of the People, employed in carrying on the
Fifhery, is fupplied by the different Places whence they come
every Seafon, and whither they return at the End of it; and
for the Time they ftay, confifis of the bare Neceffaries of
Life, and Implements of their Bufinefs, without entering at
all into our Manufa&ures.

How different would the Cafe be were thefe Colonies efta-
blifhed. The Advantages of fuch Enfablifhments have been
explained in the preceding Infiance of Hudfon's-Bay. Al
thofe enumerated there (except the local one relating to the
North-wef Pafage) are applicable to this Country, in the
ftriaeft Senfe. They would be filled with People of our
own, whom it were a faving to the Publick to fend abroad;
or with People of other Nations, who allured with the Ad-
vantage, would fettle with us, and become our own. They
would turn to proper Advantage the Articles of Commerce
already difcovered there, and moft probably difcover ifill
many more. They would take off our Manufadures, and
fend us in Return the Produce of the Country to be manu-

faaured
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fa&ured by us; and they would neceffarily encreafe the Nuni-
bers of our Shipping, and Seamen, the. beft Wealth, and
Strength of Great-Britai z.

The Number of Colonies proper to be planted here, is not
for me to determine. If we would begin with only two, or
even one, the Experiment would foon prove its own Utility,
and fhew where, and in what Manner we fhould proceed
farther.

P. S. Another (and that a moft important) Advantage that
would arife from the Eftiblifhment of Colonies, 'n this Coaft,
is the convenient Opportunky it woudd afford of boiling down
the Blubber, and making the- Whale-bone merchantable on
,the Spot;. by which Means -they might be carried dire&Iy to
Market, and the Lofs of Time and Expence of bringing them
Home in the Grofs, as at prefent,. faved.

My LoRD,

C ONTINUING our Courfe from the North, we come
next to the Ifland of Newfoundland. The Climate of

this Ifland differs not very much from that of Labrador; and
that Difference is fill lefs to its Advantage, the heavy Fogs
which hang over it, for fo great a Part of the Year counter-
ballancing any little Abatement in the Intenfity of the Froft.
The Country is well ffock'd with Timber fit for the moft va-
luable Purpofes of Ship-building. It bas many fine-Rivers;
and on the' Coaft are feveral large, commodious, and fafe
Harbours. But, on the othèrfI-land, the Sôil-is fo poor, and
unfit for the Purpofes of Vegetation, that the-.Heat of the
Summer, though very great,. cannot force it to produce any
Thing in Plnty, or'Perfedion.

This is on, or very near the Sea-Coaft, to which ouï
Knowledge of the Country has been hitherto confned. When
the interior Parts of it fhall be known alfo, it is far from
being in the leaft improbable, that this Complaint may

in
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in a great Meafure ceafe, and many Advantages, as yet un-
thought of, be difcovered.

But it is not the Ifland, or its Produce, that is the Objea
of our Attention. It is the Cod-Fifhery on the Coafi, or as
they are called, the Banks of Newfoundland, the greatefi, and
the beft Fifhery in the known World.

The Importance of this Fifhery to Great-Britain has been
loàg and well known to the People of this Nation. Would
to Heaven, it had been as well taken Care of by its Go-
vernors. At the Peace of Utrecht it was ceded to us by the
French, and difcontinued by the Spaniards; but both foon
broke through their Engagements, and refumed the Trade,
not indeed avowedly' in the Names of the refpe&ive Nations;
but in private, and feemingly clandeffine Attempts of Indi-
viduals, which were taken fo little Notice of here, if they
were not even connived at, that the French in particular be-
fore the breaking out of the laif War, had gradually worked
themfelves, into a great Share of it, which has been fince
confirmed to them, at the Peace of Paris.

I nuft not, my Lord, indulge my Thoughts upon this
Subje& ! It is too late ! The Deed is done, and all that
remains now is, to remedy its Effe&s, as far as poffible;
in order to do which, it is neceffary to take a diftinCt
View of the prefent Stgte of this. Trade,

The Ballance of £ 7', 6oo in the Favour of Great-Britain,
which appears upon the Face of this State, is by no Means to
be taken for the whole Amount of the Profits of the Trade.
The Prices here fet upon the Cod-fifh and Oil, are only what
they are worth upon the Spot. At the feveral Places where
they are difpofed of, they bring much more than twice that
Suam; fo that at the moft moderate Computation, this Trade
adds annually a clear Profit of more than half a Million to
the Wealth of the Nation.

The Importance of fuch a Trade proves itfelf at the firft View;
and the Variety, as well as the Amount of the Articles exported,
fhews how extenfively, and deeply it enters into ourManufaaures;
and the Numbers of the Seamen bred up in it, to every
Hardlhip of that laborious Life, make it the Nurfery of our
Navy, and therefore one of the main Sinews of our moft na-
tural, moft effential Strength.

Nor is this Importance bounded by its prefent State,
profperous as it is. The Profpe& extends ftill farther; and I
will be bold to fay, that the Advantages reaped from this
Fifhery, may be doubled within the Courfe of a very few
Years, if the proper Means are taken, and purfued vith
proper Vigilance, and Vigour.

I have
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I have obferved to your Lordfhip, that the Coaft of this

Ifland abounds with large, and fafe Harbours. The firft
Thing to be done to improve the Trade to its natural Ex-
tent, would be to plant Settlements on fuch of thefe- Harbours
as lie moft convenient to the Banks, for curing the Fifh,
where Stages, &c. fhould be ere8ed of Strength fufficient
for long continued Ufe, and preferved for it, fo as to fave
the Expence, Inconvenience, and Lofs of Time, experienced
from the temporary ones now ufed.

As the Quantity of Fifh upon the Banks is inexhauftible,
by 'having fuch Settlements eftablifhed, ready prepared for
curing them, we fhould immediately be able to fupply all
our Wef-India Iflands, with Fifh for the Support of their
Negroes, fo much cheaper than the Way they are fupported
at prefent, that they would be.sable not only to fupply the
Mother Country with Sugars for Home Confumption, infinitely

ceaper than at prefent; but alfo to underfell every other
Rival in the Trade at foreign Markets.-

Let Britain ever preferve its hitherto unfullied Honour
of keeping inviolable the Faith of Treaties! - Let the
French enjoy what they have gotten; but give them no
more, nor let them encroach beyond the Bounds (too exten-
five already) indulged to them.

My LoRD,

W E will now, if your Lordfhip pleafes, quit the Coaft
of the main Ocean, for a few Moments, and make

a fhort Excurfion up the great River St. Lawrence, to our
newly-acquired Dominion of Canada.

The Advantages that muft neceffarily arife from this
Country to Great-Britain, have been fo lately, and fo fully
canvaffed, as is the Cafe of all new Acquifitions, that it
cannot be neceffary to enter into the Proof of them here.
A bare Recital of a few of the moft confiderable for Refe-
rence, is all therefore which I fhall trefpafs upon your Lordfhip's
Time with at the prefent.

By
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By expelling an inveterate, a8ive, and infidious Enemy

from the Centre of our Colonies, on that vaf Continent, we
fecure them from the Danger of being attacked from behind;
and enable our People to attend with proper -Spirit, and
Induftry, to the Improvement, and Extenfion of -their Settle-
ments in the interior, and more remote Parts of the Country,
where the Fertility of the Soil, or any particular Produaion,
or Convenience, may induce them to fettle. It removes a
rival Power out pf the Sight.of the Naves, and leaves them
without Afiftance, or even- Hope of Impunity in any hoffile
Attempt againfi us. It brings their Refource for all the Con-
veniencies of Life folely to ourfelves, and thereby puts us in
the fole Poffeffion of their Commerce. It gives us an Oppor-
tunity to pufh that Commerce to its full Extent, and to en-
large it wth thofe farther Difcoveries of new Articles, which.
the litte Experinents A-e have hitheto been able to make,
give us juf Rea(on to expea there. It affords Employment
for a great A< n to the Nunibers of our Ships and Seamen;
and thereby encreafes oui national Strength. -And 1afnly, it
doubles all thefe Advantages ten-fold, in our Hands, by tak-
ing them out of the- Hands of our Enemies.

Your Lordfhip will obferve, that in fumming up thefe
Advantages, I fuppofe all proper Means to be taken for
making the moft of our Acquifition. On the contrary Sup-
pofition, the whole will be reverfed. The Advantages will

flip
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flip out of our Hands, and arm the Hands of our Enemies
againft us. Nor muf this be looked upon as only meer Spe-
culation, or raifingr Phantorms of improbalë' Darfger. The
Pertinacity, with which the FreWh Crown infifled on the
Reftitution of the Ifland of, Cape-Breton, when taken from
them in the War before the laft,-the enormous Sums expended
in fortifying it for, and defending it ini the la War,-and the
Reluaance with which they gave up their Claim to it,. after
it had been again taken from, and was evidently impoffible
to be recovered by them-. prove, beyond a Doubtï their Con-
viéaion of the Inportance of tlis Country, for keeping in their
own Hands the Command of the Navigation to which, as
well as for the Support of their Encroachments upon us in the
Newfoundland .Fifhery, thefe Fortifications were built, and de-
fended; as our unvaried Experience of their political Faith, and
Regard to Treaties fufficiently fhews their Intention in the In-
fringements already made by them upon the Bounds fet them
by the Treaty of Paris; and muif open our Eyes to what we
are to exp.ea, whenever they fhall find a favourable Opportu-
nity for fetting up a Claim of Right to what they fhall get
hold of by fuch Infringments.

The befi Means therefore of obriating fuch Intentions, are
the proper -Objeés of our prefent Confideration; as the E ffi-
cacy of thôfe' Means Will befF appéar fromn a Reprefentation
of the prefeiit Stateof oùr Commert with that Country.

into
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-Circumftances of the Country will fhew how fliort they fall
of what they may be.

In all new Conquefts, the Inhabitants naturally have a Dif-
fidence and Dread of their Cônquerors, however humane
in their Manfier of waging war, and beneficial in their Méa-
fures of governing after. If it fhould be objeded in the pre-
fent Infrance, that the only Inhabitants-o-f this Countty, who
can properly be faid to have- been conquered-, are the Freïch,
the Natives only exchanging. one Mafler for aniother, it alters
not the Cafe. The Dominion, which the Fren:3 had acquired
over the Minds of the ignorant Nativesý as well thbfe appa-
rently free and independent of themn, as their immediate Sub-
jea-{s,. by the Arts-of their Priefts and- Friars, always fuccefsfbl
in- Proportion to the Ignorance of thofe upon whom they are
pra&ifed; and the Animofity and Abhorrence which -they
infilled into them againrf us, have been feverely experienced
in too many Infances, during the whole CoUrfe ofthe War:
While any of thefe Priefis and Friars therefore ateeritted-
to remain among them to keep up thofe Prejudices, and fow
the fame pious Seeds of Difcord and Hatred, it is in vain to
expe&, that the Natives fkîouïld eiiter into fincere Amity, and
Confidence with us.

The lirif Thiig therefôre to be done, in Order to conciliate
their Confidënce,, is to banifl effeaually the French Pries, and
R'îgious of all Deno;*inatons,. and to fend in their Ioom a,
la6ziring Clergy of our- own, who breathing the true Spirit of
Chrifäianity theriifelves, and pra8ifing it in its moft facred
Fruits of univerfal Bene7volence, and Philanthropy, or in the

Phrafe
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Phrafe of holy Writ, in Charity to ai! Men, fhould fet fuch
an Example to their Flocks, as could not fail to eradicate their
Prejudices againft us, and implant in their Stead, Confidenice,
Refpe&, and brotherly Love.

The common P eproach brought even by ourfelves againft
our Clergy, that they follov only the Loaves and Fifhes of
the Church; and are too lazy, and too much attached to the
prefent Enjoyment of the good Things of this World, to la-
bour in the Vineyard of their Lord; and bear the Heat and
Burthen of the Day, in converting favage Nations to his Laws,
muft not be oppofed to what I have here offered. The Pains
taken to this End by fome Individuals, in other Parts of Ame-
rica, and the Succefs with which Heaven has bleffed thofe
Pains, prove that our Religion gives not a San&ion to fuch
Negle& of Duty ; and that Protefrants, can be as indefati-
gable in propagating the Gofpel of Chriff, as Papifts of any
Denomination whatfoever.

By Protefqants, ny Lord, I mean Chriftians protefing a-
gainfi fpiritual Tyranny in all its Exertions, and obeying in
the Freedom of Confcience the Laws and Dodrines of Chrifi,
as explained by the beft Power of Reafon, without fooping
to. enter into the nominal Diftinaions, into which the Reftlefs-
nefs of human Imagination, more than any real, Difference,
has divided that Name.

I mufn not, My Lord, be underftood by thus urging the
Baniffiment of the Popifh Clergy to contradia myfelf, and
propofe a Praaice oppofite to the Principles of Chriflian Li-

berty
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berty which I profefs. Where the Principles of any Set of
Men are profeffedly fubverfive of that Liberty, and exprefsly
contrary to the moif effential Principles of that Religion which
they profefs in common with us, the moft, indeed the only
effeauaf Way to preferve both, is to drive them out from a-
mong us; and that fuch are the Principles of thofe who af-
fame to themfelves a Right to put Shackles on the human
Mind, and limit God's Mercies to the-Profeffion of their own
Opinions, is too evident to require Proof.

The fecular Advantages to ourfelves, which muR neceffa-
rily follow from this Attention to the fpiritual Welfare of
thefe People are moft obvious. Informed in their Minds, they
would become civilized in their Manners. They would foften
from that Ferocity, which prompts them to thofe barbarous
Wars, and Murders, that have almoft defolated their Country,
and increafing in their Numbers would proportionably increafe
in their Demands for the Conveniencies of Life, with which
our Trade fupplies them; and would confequently apply them-
feves to procure an equivalent Encreafe of their own Produce
to give in Exchange. for them. They would affift us with
thieir Strength and Experience of their Country to improve the
Trade at prefent carried on between them and us, and to pro-
fecute with better Profpea of Succefs our Endeavours to en-
iarge it by the Difcovery of new Articles. And by their In-
tcrcourfe with us in the fraternal Amity of Religion, they
would acquire Knowledge of the Excellence, and be glad to
put themfelves under the Protedion of our Laws, and fo in
the End make their Numbers our Strength, and become one
P'cople with us.
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In enumerating thefe Àdvantages, your Lordihip miay pofi

bly be furprized at my confining myfelf to fuch as are imme
diately fecular. But in this I conform to the Humour (if I may
fo call it) of the Times, to which Propofals for Praéaice muni
never run counter: But I live, my Lord, in Hopes of feeing
better Times , when the Advantages of this Life fhall be
held in Effeem ônly as they are conformable to the more va-
luable ones of that which is to come; and no Means purfued,
at leafn profeffedly, to procure the former, which fhall not alfo
conduce to the latter. And in this Hope I am, humanly
fpeaking,, confirmed by the Experience of al Ages, in which
it has been invariably obferved, that when Things arrive at a
certain Point, they always change; and if Immorality and
Irreligion are, not arrived at their Height anaong us, Lord
have Mercy upon:thofe who are to behold their Advance!-

The next, and only Thing farther, which I would propofe
for the Improvement of this important Acquifition, is Agri-
culture. -The other Branches of its Trade are in the Hands
of the Natives, and fhould be left undifurbed with them, as
benl qualified to purfue' themn with Succefs, I mean the Fur,
and Peltry-trades, for any Encreafe that can poffibly be made
in the former of which, either in this, or any other Part of
our Dominions, or in any of- the- Countries where we have
Set lements, we can never want advantageous Vent; and for
a large Encreafe in the latter we have fufficient Room, and
fufficient Reafon to expea that Encreafe, particulaiy n th:
Article of Deer-Skins, a niuch gfeater GQuantity of whch
than is .now irnported could be brought with the gre-ate
Advantage into our Manufa&ures; but as for Tiiiage, they

Article of Agriculture, Canada may be made within the Com-
pafs of a, few Years, to reimburfe to Great-Britain, ail the
Blood and Tres.fure, expended in the Conquef of it.

F R O M Canada, we will defcend with the Streai1 t.
Nova Scotia,*- a former Acquifition from the. fame Powet,

fituate on the Mouth of the River St. Lawrence.

Though this Province has been in our Poffeffion abóve half
a Centùry, fnce the Peace <f Uirecht, little r no Advances
were made in the Settlernent of it, 'till after the War before the
la4, when a moft numerous Colony, amply provided with every
Thing neceffary, was fent anid fettled there, and an excel,
lent Dock-yard, &c. built for the Servi'ce of the Navy, fta-
tioned in thofe Parts of Anerica, with good Houfes for the
Officers and A-rtificers employed in it, and Barracks for the
Army, ccaipofing together the handfome Towû of Hai/fax,
ail at the great Expence of Goveinrhent. But the Succefs has-
no. Way anfwered this Expencey èžcèpt fo far as it refpe&s
the particular Service of the Navr ; the only Advances made
in cultivating and improving the Country, being confined
within the narrow Lirnits of -the immediate Environs of the
Town, all at anr Difiance remaining in th- farne unprofita-
ble State as before ; fo that there is not a fufEcient SupplV

of the poor Produas of the Place even for the Inhabitants, who
inftead of being able to make any Exports, are obliged to
depend for their own Support upon our other Colonies; which
they -wöùld not be able to pay for, but -for the Money fpent
among them by the Navy, and the Army; the only Benefit
received by them from the latte, who arc. found. totally inca-
pable of defending2them fron- the Outrages of the Natives.
How far this Benefit may be equivalent to the Expence ; and
whether Part of that Expence might not anfwer the End
better, if applied in another Manner, not to mentiontheLofs
of fo many Men's Labour and Lives, the Scurvy carrying them
fin-Nmbèrs are Points ëlt deferving the Atteneididof

As to the Navy, the Advantage to that is very great, as
îhe Shipping have nôt onlý a fafe and convenient Harbour
,tbe:laid 'p induring the Winter Seafon, when all Navi-
gation isAimpradicable in thofe Seas; but c.an alfo be repaired,
,nd fupplied with any Thing theymay want, without the
Fatigue, Danger, and Lofs of Time of coming Home, upon
every Occafion of the Kind, as heretofore.

The Mifcarriage in the Settlement of this Province, muRl not
.be attributed folely to any infuperable Incapacity in the Province
itfelf. The Climate, though far from being the befi, or moff a-
greeable, is yet equally far from being unwholefome, or unfit for
the Purpofes of Vegetation, if taken timely Advantage of, nor is
the Soil fo poor, but that with proper Cultivation and Care, it
would produce the moft valuable of all vegetable Produtions,
Wheat in great Plenty ; and many of the efculent Plants and

Roots
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Roots a Requetarnong ,if ot in fo high Perfeaion 'as
ôther CountriesV yet whdlefnme and good for Ufe.

The true-Reafon of this Mifcarriage, is the inveterate Hof-
tility of the Natives vho, though very few in Number, yet
by lying in wait always, and in all Places, frequently find
OpportUn ties of. coimnitting the mbof horrid Cruelties and
Mu.rders upon the Settlers; and even where they fail of this,
they keep them in fuch a State of continual Alarm and Dread,
Ahat they cannot apply themfelves to make any lafting or con-

-fiderable Tn>proement.'

An Enquiry into. the Caufe of this Malignity in the Na-
tives toward s oùr People is not fo imrnediately to the prefent
Purpofe. ThefirarThing neceffary to be done is to guard
againf the0EffeJs of it; and for this, fad Experienced has
proved that .European Soldiers are utterly unqualified, being
neither: aaive enough in themfelves, fufficiently acquainted
with the Cowitry, nor fufficiently inured to the Severity of
the Cliimate, to watch and purfue an Enemy poffeffed of all
thefe- Advantages, and aduated by the keeneft Hatred ind
Animofity. Infead therefore of fending Soldiers from hence,
the mofi effedual Means to put ai End to the Inroads of thefe
Savages,- obvioufly is to procure a Body of the Natives of
fome of the neighbouring Colonies, moft firmly attached to us
to encounter them. Thefe, from the natural Ferocity of their
Difpofition, miight be brought at a very trifling Expence,
comparatively to what we are now at to no Purpofe; and when
once let loofe upon the others, would in a very fhort Time
efnablifh the Country in a State of Safety, by cutting off all

thofe



thofe aérually engaged in Honilities nd her &periece
has proved it to be impoffible t reconcile to us arid taking
the ieft of all Ages and Sexes Prifoners, to be difperfed among
other diant Colonies, whe-e IheI.ihoad .Eut imbibe, nor
have an Opportunity of pra&ifing -fuch PTej&udices.

Ianvery far myfelf, my Lord, frorn approving- ofhe '-
tirpation of the Natives of:any Country, by their Coiquerors;
and even if .1 did, have the Honour ofkrowing your Ldiip
-too well to venture fuch a Proofal to -Bua Et herë the
Cafe is very different. The Country is fo 'large, ardà fo _ry
thinly inhabited, that our Settlements. upon it can hardly be
c-alled an Intrufion, and are by no Means cveh a.ïi iceiveni-
ence to the Inhabitants; notwithflanding whidh, ànd -Êôtwith-
fanding all the Advantages held out by us-to them,.w have
ever found it impoffible té fubdue thernfavage Htteýi in the
leafif;- So that this Severity aga.in them is fancifièd by the
great, and eternal Law of Self-prefervation. The Safety of
the Settiers being once eftablifhed, they woüld bè aebl to fèëk
eut, and effablifh their :Settlenments in thë Placés, moif fer-
tile n themfeves, and nion ceovehient for their different Pur-
pofes of living and Commerce; and foon make fuch Returns,
particularly in Wheat, Heinp, and Flax, for the Produâion
of which, the Soil of the Couùtry is in m n Places exël-
ientiy adapted, as would yreimbffe the E price of
fending therm thither.

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Difference is far from a Difadvantage to either, as it gives Rife
to an Interchange of their refpeaive Produts,. in its Nature
neceffarily attended with Advantage, which their Nearnefs to
each other frees from-all Inconvenience, or Danger of Inter-
ruption.

While the Inhabitants therefore of Nova Scotia apply theM-
felves to Agriculture, thofe of St. John's may turn their Lands
to Pafturage ; and thereby not only have their Tine more at
Command to purfue their own Fifhery ; but alfo be able to
fupply thofe engaged in the other Fifheries with Beef for their
Support, and to eftablifh a mofn profitable Trade in that Ar-
ticle, with the Wefl-Indian Iflands, where it will always meet
abundant Vent.-I do not mean by this, that Nova Scotia is
utterly unfit for Pafturage ; or St. John's for Agriculture. I
only fpeak of the Produce, for which each is mof fit, and
which confequently it muft be their Intereif to purfue princi-
pally, as a Point of Commerce.

The Spirit, with which the Seulement of this Ifland was
undertaken immediately at the Conclufion of the laft War,
and the Numbers, Rank, and Wealth of the Perfons engaged,
gave Reafon to exped a farther Progrefs by this Time, than
appears to have been. yet made in it; but whatever has been
the Caufe of the Delay, it is to be hoped that the bad Con-
fequences of it are fufficiently feen; and that the Undertaking
will be re-affumed with Effe&.

As to the Ifland of Cape-Breton, its Importance confifns
folely in its Situation, of which the French took fufficient

I Advantage,



Advantage, while it was in their Poffeffion, for the Proteaior
of their own and Annoyance of our Fifhery upon the Banks
of Newfoundland. But that Importance has ceafed upon its
falling into our Hands, who are in the acknowledged Supe-
riority of Poffeffion of the whole Fifhery - and therefore the-
Fortifications ereEted by them for their Purpofes, have been,
demoliihed by us, as not being of Ufe equivalent to the Ex-
pence of maintaining them,

The Ifland though does not thereby lofe all Ufe to us .
for as the-Cod-Banks extend up tô., and all along the, Coaft of
it, it affords a convenient Station for curing the Fifh caught
there, without the Trouble, Delay, and Expence of carrying
them to any other Place for that Purpofe ; not to dwelP upon
the Importance of its Harbour, to the-Navigation of the River
St. Lawrance.

Other Purpofes it can anfwer- but very few-; the Cliiate
being fitill worfe than that of Nova Scoria, and the Soil more
unfit for Vegetation of every Kind, both on. Account. of the
Rockinefs of the Ifland itfelf,. and its Expofure equally to the
Cold cf Winter, and Heat of Snummer, there being no Forefts
to fiheter Cultivation from them, as on the Continent. To at-
tempt making any permanent Settlements therefore on this

iland, muif be in vain, as they can never fucceed fuffici
ely to induce the People to.flay, or to reimburfe tht Expence.

It is moft delicate, my Lord, to mention any thing that inay
feem to allude in the remoteft Senfe to the unhappy Difputes.

at
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at. prefent fubfifing betwecn Great-Britain and her American
Children. I fhall therefore only obferve, that if the Trade of
this Colony, on it's prefent Footing, is fo advantageous, what
muft it have been before thofe Difputes arofe, when our Ex.
ports thither aniounted to near f 550,000 per Annum ? And
what fhould we not do to bring it back to that Amount ?

The Complaints made by the Colonies (this along with the
reft) of the Scàrcity of Con among them, muft not be
taken to invalidate what I have here advanced of our being
paid in Money, for the greateif Part of:our Exports to New
England. The Faa is the very Reverfe. That Money
comes not immediately from thence, but from the Coun-
tries where her Commodities are vended, whence it is brought
direaly to, us, the Imports of New England from all other
Countries but Great- Britain, bing too iconfiderable, to
have any Weight in the Scale of Commerce ; fo that the
Scarcity of Coin there proceeds neceffarily frorm their paying
us in Money, inflead of preventing it.

If it fhould be enquired how this Colony can difpenfe
with the. want of the feveral Articles of Commerce, their dif-
continuing to take which, as forrnerly, has made fuch a Fail

our Exports thither, the Anfwer is obvious. It appears
from the foregoing State of thefe Expoits, that by very much
the greateft Part of them confifts of the Luxuries, or at bea
the diJpenfr6le Conveniencies of Life, the Country fupplying
the Neceffaries in abundance. Now, as the Inhabitants pride
themfelves more than any other People upon Earth in that

Spirit
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Spirit of Freedorn, which firft made their Anceflors leave
their native Country and·fettle there; and do really, as In-
dividuals, enjoy more· Independency, from feveral peculiar
Circumaflances in their Manners, Laws, and Situation, it is
natural to conceive that upon the firft Apprehenfion (whethetr
juflly founded or not makes no difference!) of any Invafion
of that Freedom, and Independency, they fhould take Fiie,
and'facrifice to Refentrment, (May I not fay virtuous Principle?)
the Paiions whofe Gratification confumed thofe Articles of
Convenience, and Luxury, and confine themfelvés to meer
Neceffaries. That they have already begun to do this, is too
well known and-felt. How much farther they may proceed
in it, is far, from being pleafing in the Profpe&. Such Prin-
ciples gain Strength by Pratice; and that Pradice will foon
mnake thofe Wants, which at the Erft may have been moft
painful, become. fo familiar as to be no longer felt.

i am well aware, my Lord; that this contradias the
Notion of a neceffary Dependence upon us for thofe Articles,
which by artful and indufrious Propagation has become po-
pular here. But upon a proper Enquiry, this Notion will be
found unable to fupport itfelf. The People of New Englanc
owe that Independency of Individuals, in which the very
Effence of true Liberty exifts, and:which is the beft Protec-
tion of it, to a particular Law of Inheritance, by which the
Poffeffions of the Father are divided equally among all his
Children; fo that they are kept in that happy Mediocrity,
which by obliging them to turn their Thoughts to Induftry,
in order to avoid Want, exenpts them 'from Temptation to,

as.
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as well as denies them the Means of gratifying Luxury; and
at the fane Time, by fupplying them with a Foundation for
that Induftry to work upon, exempts them alfo from the Ne-
ceffity of fubmitting to any Encroachment on their Liberty.
A State, which they are known not to be yet refined enough
in their Tafie, to hazard, much lefs barter, for any Gratifi-
cation whatfoever; and confequently the Necef/ty of their De-
pendence for fuch Gratification, is meerly imaginary.

I have before obferved to your Lordfhip, that the Produ&s
of which this Country is capable, are fufficiently underftood.
The only Articles in which there is Room for Improvement
are Hemp and Flax; Commodities for the Produaion of
which their Soil and Climate are peculiarly proper, and of
which it is impoffible for us to raife too much, even for our
own Confumption.

The Advantages which muif necefarily arife from our having
a fufficient Supply of thefe moft effential Articles offer them-
felves to View, at the firfi Mention of it; nor can the In-
tereft of any Set of Individuals engaged in that Channel of
Trade by which they are at prefent fupplied, deferve to be put,
but for a fiigle Moment, in Cômpetition with that of the
Nation in General, fo nearly concerned in having this Trade
brought home thus to ourfelves.

to thefe it's younger Brethren.

The Produce of thefe Colonies- is moftly the fame as that
of New England; and their Trade with Great Britain car-
ried on in the fame Articles, and fo blended with it, that it
is more difficult, than it may feem neceffary, to draw the
Line between them in many particulars. However, in order
to throw as much Light as pofible upon fo interefiing a
Subjea, I here lay before your LordPhip a State of theiri fepe-

And now, ny Lord, as- the four Coloniesof New EnglanJ
Connefficut, Rholde- IßJand, and. NewI Hamphire. are fo infepe-
rably conneded with each- other in- every Senfe, I fiall· here
lay before your Lordfhip- fome farther Hints concerning them,
which will probably be found to affea the general Intereft of
them al; and confequently that of Great Britain, which is;
as infeperably conneded with them.

As the Importance of the Colonies arifes folely from the
Numbers of their Inhabitants, not from any Produaion of
their own, or Advantages of Situation for Commerce peculiar
to them ; the firft Thing to be thought of, is how to, turn-
thofe Inhabitants to fuch Purfuits, as fhall beft fupply their-
Neceflities, and at the fame Time engage their Attention too
clofely to give them Leifure for forming thofe Schemes, which
Contemplation of their Numbers might, in a. State of Idlenefs,.
fuggeft to -them.

For this Purpofe the two Objeas evidently noft .proper (if
not folely fo) are Agriculture and Manufaaures ; but thefe are--
to be propofed, to their Purfuit, on very different Principles..

Agriculture, as hath. been hinted before,. is impoffiblè to

bé pulhed too far, Confumers encreafing regularly with the
Encreafe of the Subjed to be confumed ; and a Foreign De-
mand being alwrays certain for any Excefs of Home Confump-
tion.. But in refpea to Manufadures, a very different Con-
dua1 is to be obferved. Inftead of giving a general and. in-
diferiminate Encouragement to every Exertion of Art, as in
Great Britain, their Endeavours fhould. be delicate]y and ju-
dicioufly direded to fuch particular Objeds, as there may be
jun Reafon to- expe& their fucceeding in; and thefe are the
immediate Neceffaries, or at.leaft the. almofi indifpenfible.Con-
veniencies of Life..

I muff not, my Lord, be underftood~to infinuate, by this,
a natural. Incapacity in. the -Inhabitants of thefe Colonies for
any Arts. The Contrary is well·known. Al I-intend by this
Limitation is, that their Capacities fhould be applied; to fuch.
Arts as the Materials and Circumfances of their Country are
proper for bring<ig to- Perfeaion; and as are exerted in pro-
ducing -thofe Manufacures,. which. the poorer Part of the
People are not able to purchafe, and cannot, or-at leafi will
not difpenfe with the want of, without Difcontent..

I arn well aware,- that felfifh, fhort-fighted Politicians will
inftantly take the Alarm at this ; and exclaim that, what I
propofe for the Benefit. of thefe Colonies muif neceffarily be
an equal Prejudice to the Mother-Country. . But I hope to
prove, that the Contrary is the Fai; and that the moU ef-
fedual Way of making them ferviceable to us,. and that in
the moA extenfive and' imþortant Senfe, is .by encouraging
them firR to ferve themfelves,. by purfuing thefe two Objeas.

The
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The found and falutary Policy of promoting Agriculture is
too well, and too univerfally known to require Proof The
firft and greatefn Advantages arifing from it, are it's fupply-
ing Employment and Sufenance at the fame Time. In the
prefent Infance the Application propofed to Manufa&ures ef-
feds the flrft, and comes nearefn to the. fecond of thefe Ad-.
vantages,- there being many Manufaéures, fcarcely, if at ail,
lefs neceffary to Life, than Bread itfelf. Where thefe there-
fore cannot be fabricated immediately by the Confumers them-.
felves, their Eyes are neceffarily tumed to thofe Places, whzre
they may be purchafed , and if Îhey want Money, the com-
mon Medium of fuch Purchafe, that Want is fupplied by
Barter of the 'Ïhings in their Poffeffion.

Thus fàr it may appear that the Progrefs is on right Prin--
ciples; and fo in the general it is. But particular Circum-
-lances make a material Difference in the prefea1t Cafe.

It bas been faid that-the Importance of thefe Colonies con--
fins folely in the Numbers of the Inhabitants ;ý and that thefe
Inhabitants enjoy a State of rndependence in a Manner pecu-
liar to themfelves. But it muif be obferved alfo that the very
Means by which that Independence is preferved to them, by
keeping them at the fame Time in- a State of Poverty prevents
their confuming a Quantity of- the Manufa&ùres of the Mo-
ther-Country proportioned to their Numbers, and even con-
fines their prefent fcanty Confumption to thofe Articles on
which the Profit of the Manufadurer is the loweff

To free them thexefore from this Poverty, without under-
mrnuung
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mining their Independence, is the readieft and moif effeaual
Method of turning their natural Importance to our Advan-
tage ; and this can be done eafieft, if not indeed only, by
the Encouragement here propofed to be given to Agriculture
and Manufadures.; the former, by fupplying them with Suf-
tenance, and: a Stock to trade upon, which will never fail of
a Market ; and the latter by enabling them to 'make a fuffi-
cient Quantity of thofe other Neceffaries, for which they now
barter that Stock, and thereby leaving it in their Hands, to
barter for other Conveniencies of greater Price, which they
cannot reach in. their prefent Circumftances, though they re-
pine- for, and never will be content without them.

Let. the Irrhabitants of thefe Colonies, I fay, be properlyr
encouraged to raife Flax and JHemp, to tan the Hides of their
Cattie, to fpin the Wool of their Sheep,. &c. &c. &c. and
work them up into the- mofE immediate Neceffaries.; and they
will ther' be able to apply the Price of their Exports, which
now goes to purchafe thofe Neceffaries, to the Purchafe of
other Articles, lefs neceffary, but of greater Price and Profit.
to the Vender ; and not only this, but they will alfo exert
their Induftry to: provide f1i1 more for Exportation, as foon
as they become acquainted with the Enjoyments thus procured
for them,.

Nor is this the- only Advantage that will arife from this
Meafure. It will divert them from the carrying Trade, the
only Track in which. they can poffibly interfere with us, and
leave it entiïey in our PoffeíiHon, by turning their Thoughts
wholely to internal Purfuits; an Advantage, fo obvious, and
great that the very Mention is. fufficient to enforce every Means
for obtaining it. it



It muft not be objeded, that the Increafe of Population,
which would neceffarily follow fuch an Application to Agri-
culture as is here propofed, might be an Incouragement to at-
tempt fhaking off Dependence upon Great-Britain. That is
only .the Fear of a moft contra&ed Policy. Our Poffeffions
on that Continent exceed any Ufes to which the Power of
Imagination can affign them. While the Inhabitants there-
fore Bnd Room for extending their Settlements interiourly,
and a certain Vent, and fatisfadory Return for the Produce
of them, they will never think of breaking the Conneaion,
from which they experience fuch Advantage; and by the
Breach of which they cannot exped even to keep, much lefs
to improve that Advantage. And this is that Commercial
Dependance, which has been fo much talked of, and fo little
.underftood of late: A Conneaion which, cemented thus by
mutual Advantage would become indiffoluble, and make their
Numbers our Strength, as I have obferved in another Inftance.

Thefe, my Lord, are fome of the Hints, I propofed fub-
mitting to your Lordfhip's Attention, under which I natter
mIVfelf that they may be improved to the End for which they

.are humbly offered., Others, not lefs important, are referved
for another Place, as being more g-eneral in their Nature, and
equally applicable to others of our Colonies.

vantage in the. Trade of thefe Prrovinces. The capital Arti-
ele of their Produce is'Tobacco, a Commodity,' which, ex-
clufive of the private Profits of Trade to the Merchant, yields
immediately to the Publick a Revenue greater than any other,
in the whole Circle of our Commerce.

To prove this, I muff beg kave to obferve to your Lord-
fhip, that of the 96,ooo Hhds of Tobacco imported annual-
ly into Great Britain -from. Kirginia and Maryland -only
13,500 Hhds -are -confurned at home, the Duty paid by
which,. at the-Rate of-£ 26 1 o per Hhd, amounts to

£C 351,675 -the remaining 82,500 Hhds being exported
by our Merchants to the. other Parts of Europe, and their
Value returned to Great- Britain.

It muft be. .unneceffary to enter into a Detail or Proof of
the Advantages arifmig from fuch a Trade, which from
the Overflowing of a Non-neceffary, keeps in our Hands a
Balance againft thofe Necefaries, which we are obliged to
purchafe from other Countries,· indifpenfibly, and therefore
at a Lofs They prove themfelves on the bare Mention of
them. I fhall therefore only add, that this fingle Trade gives
conftant Employment to 330 Sail of Ships, and 3,960 Sailors,
to flhew that it's Advantages are not confined only to our
Wealth, but extend to the moft effential Part of our National
Strength alfo.

It it natural to think that Advantages fo obvious, and fo
great, have fnot been negle&ed. The Truth is, the Cultiva-

tion
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tion of this Conmmodity has been carried as far as it wil 1
bear, there ,nottçnVent for anya greater Quantity than
is new raifed. But -this - does' not preclude thefe Provinces
fiom Improvement:,in -ther Inflances. Attention to their
Tobacco has nde thn n a great Meafure neglea the Tillage
of Corn, f C and t emifs even in- the Articles of Hemp

awhic they are moft happily fituated. To
thefe they £houl le -encouraged to apply themfe-lves with
Spirit, as alfo. to the Manufa&ures of moft immediate Necef-

The Evils indeed arifing from the Negleâ of thefe indif-
penfibly neceflary Articles, at length begia to be perceived
by the People of .hefe Colonies,. who have accordingly made
fome weak Efforts in Agriculture to raife the Corn neceffarv
for their own Subfiftence, and free themfelves from the Ex-
pence and Danger of depending for their daily Bread upon
other Countries, when put fo bountifully within their reach.
by Heaven. But the Attempts of Individuals are liable to
too many Interruptions; and at the beft will advance- too
flowly to remedy an Evil, that has taken fo deep Roor, if
they are not both encouraged and affifled by publick Mu-
iificence.

I prefume not, my Lord, to dire& the Manner in *whicli
this is to be done. The bare Hint is all that can come with
Propriety from me to your Lordfhip ; nor is it to be doubted,
but thofe to whom his Majefty has delegated the Care, will

rolina now fends to Europe. The two former muft neceffarilv
increafe, with the Encreafe of Inlabitants, from the Clearing
of the Country, as the Settlenents are extended ; and the
Certainty of a good Market will cncourage the Cultivation of

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the latter, as an Article of Commerce, as well as for Home.-
Confumption.

'The mofi obvious of the new Articles, which may be in--
troduced into the Trade of this Province, are Corn and Wine.,
No Arguient can be wanted to enforce the Cultivation of
thefe frP Neceffaries, if not Indifpenfi6les of Life, whereverb
Nature will allow it. Bread- (made of Corn) is " the Ste.
of Life :" and "l Wine maketh glad the Heart of Man."-
All therefore that can be neceffary for the prefent Purpofe
is to prove, that this Country is not improper for their Pro-
dudion.

And in this, my Lord, I have the Advantage of having
Reafon fupported by Experience. The Appearance of the-
Soil, and Temperature of the Climate foon tempted the Eu-
ropean Settlers to try the Growth of Corn in various Parts
of this Country, in every one of which the Succefs has in-
variably anfwered their moft fanguine Expedations. But they
have gone but little, or no further. Satisfied with the Ex-
periment, or unable to purfue it, at leaif with, any View to.
Commerce, they go on in the beaten Path, turning their
Backs to an Advantage fo obvious, and fo great. That
fuch Advantage muif really arife from the Culture of'Corn.
for Exportation, will fufficiently appear from this fingle Con-
fideration; that this is the lafi of the Briti#> Provinces, to
the Southward, that will produce Corn; and confequently
that it can fupply the more Southern Colonies, at a cheaper
Rate, than thofe at a greater Diftance.

Though
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Though the Experiments hitherto made for the Culture of

the Vine, have fnot, for obvious Reafons, been fo many,
nor fo extenfive as the former, the Succefs has been abun-
dantly fufficient to encourage the Purfuit of them ; and
fcarce leaves a Doubt but this Country is capable of pro-
.ducing the Wines of Switzerland, Germany, and France, in
Quantities fufficient to fupply all our Colonies, and of fuch
Quality, as perhaps in Time to tempt the Mother-Country
to give it a Share of that Trade with her, in thofe Articles,
which is now wiholly in the Hands of Strangers.

The Advantages, which munf refult from this, are in a
Manner felf-evident. Wine is in fuch univerfal Ufe, that the
Countries which cannot produce, muif purchafe it; as the
Want of it will not be difpenfed with by any.

That the Climate and Soil of Great Britain will not
bring the Grape to fuch Perfe&ion as to make it's Juice in
Requefi, .either for Health or Pleafure, lias been long
known! That tle Climate, and Soil of feveral of our
Southern Provinces in A;merica, beginning at this of North
Caroliia, -will, has been fufficiently proved by Experience!
Why we :fhould not then encourage our own Subje&s to
produce a SufEciency of it, not only for their own Ufe,
but alfo to fupply us, and fo give the ProfIts of the Trade
-to them, from whom it will return ultimately to ourfelves,
rather than to other Nations, cannot be reconciled with
any Principles of common Prudence, much lefs of found
Policy.

Province, but as the moft obvious, and eafieff to fucced in;

The only new Article, both of Commerce and Home-con-
fumption,- obvioufly and immediately neceffary to be intro-
duced into the Stock of this Country is Wine. The Expe-
diency of making this, wherever Nature will allow it, has
been fufficiently fhewn in the preceding Inifance ofNorth-Ca-
rolina. To what has been there advanced, it is fufficient to
add, in the pre.ènt Cafe, that South-Carolina has been proved
by repeated Experiments, to be capable of producing the faine
Wines of Switzerlan, Germany, France, and Portugal as her
more Northern Sifler, and that too with an equal, at leafi, if
not a greater Degree of Perfedion.

The fame may be faid with Refped. to Ctton, which,
though poffible to be produced hereý is yet the natural Pro-
duce of the more Southern Colonies, from whence it may, of
Courfe, be had with more Advantage.

I have not, my Lord, faid any Thing of the Probability
of difcovering valuable Mines, in either of the Colonies of
North or South-Carolina, for feveral Reafons. Where the
eertain Advantages are fufficiently great, it is unneceffary, if
not dangerous, to propofe fuch as are doubtful to the Pur-
fuit. Befide, that I really think the Riches earned by gradual
Induftry are in their Confequences infinitely more valuable,
than thofe which come upon us, as it were, im an accidental
Shower.

O U R next Province, to the Southward of the Carolinas,
is Georgia. Though the Neceffity of eftablifhing a

Barrier between our's, and the Spani/h Colonies, the firif Mo-
tive for forming a Settiement in this Country, has been re-
moved by thé Ceffion of the Floridas to Great Britain, the
Attempt has opened other Advantages of Weight abundant-
ly fufficient to determine us not to relinquifh the Undertak-

ing, the Soil and Climate being found to be particularly
proper for the Produaion of fome moft valuable Commodi-
ties, which our other Colonies cannot produce in equal Per-
fe&ion, nor at ail without much more Labour and Expence.

But before I enter into an Inveftigation of what this Coun-
try is capable of producing, I fhall firft lay before your Lord-
fhip a State of it's prefent Trade, according to the Plan I have
purfued,. through the Cou.rfe of this Undertaking.

The Climate of Georgia has been found to agree in every
Refped with the Silk-Worm; the Vegctables. ewhich are ifts
natural Food,- are indigenous to it; and the Silk, that Las
been. produiced thère, has proved equal in Quality to the'bft,
that cani be purchafed any where. The only. Obftacle then
that ppears to oppofe the Purfuit of fo advantageoiis an Ob-
jêâ, is the Want of a fufficient Nmber of Hands to prepare
it in fuch a Quàntitîý as may deferve publick Attention. But
even. this ObRacle leffens, when taken into nearer Confider-
ation.

• The oly Hanids, required to fit thé Work of the Si;k-
Worm? for Táde, are thofe of Womnen, and Children, before
they arrive at Age and Strength for more laborious Occupa-
tions; That the Application of thefe to this Branch will not
interfere with any other that èan be of publick Concern, is
obvious; as it is alf6 a known Fa, that the Num.berof
People encreafes in Proportion to the Encreafe of the Suppodr
which they can earn by their Induflry. While the Mcn thire-
fore turn their Attention and Time to fuch BuIincfs, a- they
only can execute, that'Part of their Farnilies, which would
otherwife be a Eurden upon their Indutry, and kCep thera
ia continual Want, and Depreffure of Spirits, wil,by th
Means iere propofcd, reverfe tIre whole Scene, filiing their
Habitations with Plenty, and their Hearts vith Gladnefs,. the
true, and never-failing Sources of Population.

WI -EX -are at length arrived at Florida, the Boundary of
the Brit/ Empire, and confequently the End of our

Travels on- the. Continent'of America. A new Acquifition
of Territory is. always the -Subje& of much Speculation, and
Controverfy. This of Florida has been fo much, and fo con-
trarily defcribed, fmce it came into our Poffeffion, that a
Word on eithër Side of the Queftion. is fure of meeting Con-
tradiaion. In fuch Cafes, the Middle Way is generally heId
to be the fafeif; in this it is certainly the right ; the Advan-
tages and Difadvantages, the Praife and Difpraife of this
Country being equally exaggerated, in every Particular, and
that from the fame Motive of Self-interefn. This will appear
when it is confidered who the Perfons are, who have given
fuch Defcriptions.

The People, who have obtained Grants of Lands in Florid/a,
and want to fettle or fell them, reprefent the whole Countryt
as a Canaan, " flowing with Milk and Honey," in order to
tempt Purchafers, or allure Adventurers to go thither with
them. The Army, who have been fent there to take and
keep the Poffeffion, exclain .againft it as an Aceldama, " a
Field of Blood," defigned to be the burying Place of all
Strangers, who are fo unhappy as to go there.

Contradi&ory as. thefe Reprefentations are, it is not fo dif-
ficult,. as it may appear,.. to. reconcie them The Sea-coafts.
wiere the Fordeffes, judged neéffary for prote&ing the -â-
vigation, and maintaining the Pofffion, have been ereded,..
are barren, and unhealthy, ~rn an.extream:Degree.. The in-
]and Country, from the Commencement of the Hills, is health-
ful, and not only fertile in al! it's abbriginal Produaions;

Florida is divided, like Carolina, into.two Provinces of the
fame Name, and diftinguifhed only by their, $itiuationi on
the Eafiern,, or Wefiern Sides of the Country..

Moif of the Difadvantages, indifcriminately imputed to thé -

whole Country, fliould be confined to Eafi Florida, which is,
for the greater Part, a flat, fandy, and 'almoft barren Defert.
The moít confiderable Fortrefs and Port for Trade in- this
Province is St. Auguine.

It is not to be expe&ed, that a Settlement fo new, and
under fuch Circumfances, can have yet made any very con-
fiderable Advances in Trade. Our Exports, to St. Augzfline
confift of the fame Conimodities, as thofe to the neighbour-
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ing Provinces of Georgia and Carolina, and amount to about
£ 7,oo annually. Imports from thence, we have yet rc-
ceived none worth bringing to Account.

It muù* not be concluded from hence though, that the
Country is incapable of producing any Commodities proper
for Exportation; or that it may not be brought to take off
much greater Quantities of ours, than it does at prefent.
The Contrary is the Fa&, in both Inifances. With proper
Cultivation it will produce Rice, Indigo, Silk, Wines, and
Cochineal, fo as to be brought into Commerce on advanta-
geous Terms. The Importance of thefe Articles requires no
Proof. The laif in particular will be one of the mofi advan-
tageous Additions, that can be made to, our commercial Stock,
as it enters deeply into the ManufaCturing of fome of our mofn
valuable Commodities, for which Purpofe we are now obliged
to purchafe it from others, at what Price they pleafe to im-
pofe; whereas if we produce it ourfelves, we fhall not only
fave the greater Part of that Price, and thereby be enabled
to carry thofe Manufaaures to Market on cheaper Terms,
than we can at prefent ; but alfo to turn the Scales, and fet
our own Price upon it to other Countries.

The Importance of this Colony though arifes not from the
immediate Produce of this or any other Article, however im-
portant in itfelf; but from the Advantage of it's Situation,
indeed of the whole Country of Florida, for carrying on a

fuch known Importance in Commerce, that no Argument
can be neceffary to enforce the Cultivation of them.

A Country fo rich in commercial Produce, and fo happily
fituated for the richeft Species of foreign Commerce, cannot
want People. It's Advantages only want to be known to
draw Men of Enterprize and Genius from every other Coun-
try to the Harveft, efpecially under the Prote&ion of fucli a
Government as that of Great Britain, .which enfures the free
Enjoyment of their Acquifitions to them; and fo makes every
Son of Freedom it's own.

-In what I had the Honour to fuggeft to your Lordfhip con-

The Acquifition of Florida, inftead of- taking'away, has
in, reality heightened the. Neceffity of:-fuch a Barrier, by
changing the Place of. it; .as it is evident, that 'the Spaniards
will be doubly jealous of, a Colony, advanced fo much nearer
to their's, and fituated fo coiveniently for a Trade with them,
that countera&s a - fundanental Principle of their Govern-
ment, .that of keeping the Supply of their American Domi-
nions with European Commodities entirely in their own

That-a rnilitary Force, and Fortrèffes, or Places of Arms
are indifpenfibly neeeffary for the Purpofe.. of prote&ing. a
Country that lies open to the Inroads of- Enemies is evident;

only Neceffaries in the prefent lnfFance; where the Indians,.

f mean not by this, my Lord, to flimulate théfe unin-
formed People, to A&s of- Violence againft others, which we

complain of ourfelves. I only fhew how we may avert this
Violence fron our own Heads, fo effeéually as even to turn it
againft thofe of our Enemies, if we ihould be authorized .by
Neceffity fo, to do.

Nor is this the only Advantage, to be propofed with: moral
Certainty of Succefs, from fuch a Condua towards the native
Indians. They would foor learn our, Manners, and, incor-

porating themfelves \with us, become a Part- of our own-Peo-
ple; I will confidently fay, a mon ufeful Part, as they would

at prefent are, and the greater which yet may be received by-
her from thefe her thriving Children. The Advantages reciL
procally tecëived by-the Colonies, require no Proof, They7
apþeaî féif-evident, from the Nature of the Conne&ion, and
Intercoüife between them. Theiz Wants arè fupplied! Their
Weaknefs is fupported ! They fleep in Peace, and they avwakeý
in Freedoin; under the Protedion of a powerful and indulg-
ent Parent!

It xvill probably be remarked, that in the Courfe of thefe:
Obfervations, I have univerfally recommended Agriculture,
and Extention of Settlement.~ The latter enablifhes itfelf-
it being evident, that the Wealth, Strength, and Impor-
tance, of every Country are in Proportion to it's Population..
As to Agti-cdtuc-re, however firange it may appear to thofe,
who fearch no deeper than the Surface, to prôpoféý the fàme
Thing, in fo many Countries, differing fo widely from each
other in every Circumftance, it will be found, upon clofer
Enquiry, that this is effentially, and cqually proper and ne-
ceffary for them aiL

The greateft Difadvanta-ge poffible for any Country to la-
bour under,- is not to -have the. indifpenfible -Neceffaries of
Life within itfelf pot only becaufe of the confiant Danger
of Delay or Mifcarriage of Supplies from other Countries;
but alfo becaufe thofe Countries àlivays have it ii their Power
to difIrefs the Purchafers by impofing what Price they pleafe
upon that, the Want of which. they know cainot be difpenf-
cd with, The firft Thing therefore to be taken Care of in

eftablifh-,



enablifhig fdreign Colonies, is te enable theni to raife their
own immediate Subfiflence at Home,. without being oblige.d
to depend upon other -Countries for it. Subfifterrcer may be
faid to be a Term fo comprehenfive as to include every Thing,
that may be eaten; but in the prefent Cafe, 1 ufe it in a
more. limited Senfe, and =intend only, that firft 1.Neeffary of
Life, Bread, whether made of ,or Corn,, or, of Rice, - the
-Corn of the Southern Hemifphere; any, if not indeed all,
other Kind of Food, animal or vegetable, being unneceffary,
in Comparifon with this.

This fufficiently. proves the general and indifpenfible Ne-
ceffity of Agriculture; a Neceffity for which Heaven has
made as Igeneral Provifion, there not being any known Coun-
try on the Globe, which will not, with proper Cultivation,
yield this Support, thi.Staf of Lffe. .And this Neceffity
was fo obvious, that Tillage was the firif Exertiôn of Human
Induftiy, and that to which the higheft Honour was an
nexed, in the uncorrupted Simplicity. ôf antient and true
Wifdom. Nor was the, Preheminence given onlv by Man.
The Purfuit of it has ever been encouraged by Heaven above
all others, with the Rewards of Health, Strength, and. In-
creafe, the firft Bleffings of Life.

I would not be underffood by this to recommend Agricul-
ture equally, in- ail Coímnries. Many Ciiçumftances may
vary the Degree, in which it flould be purfued. Climate,
Soil, Inconvenience for Exportation may clog. it with fo ma-
ny Difadvantages, that to. attempt more. than acquiring a

can be fo. This much is certain, that they havé learned their

greateft. Vices from us; and. therefore we furely have no Right

to upbraid them with then. For Good,- they naturally re-
turn Good: as they naturally return Evil for Evil; becaufe

they have not been taught otherwife, either by Precept or.
Example. Ought we then to complan if the Meafure, with,
which they mete to us our own, overflows ? Was their Re,

fpýe, their Efteem, their Affection von by good.Offices,. by.'
uîpnghît
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upright nd generous Dealing, they would return them an
hundred4old. They would lie down at our Feet; they would
work fr us by Day; and guard us by Night.

The Duty in a religious, is fill gréater than the Advantage
in a political Light, as befide the greater Excellence of the
Obje8, it alfo includes that Advantage. To explain this

Duty, to a People profeffing Chrifianity, would be an Infult
either upon their Principles, or their Underftanding. If they
know it not, they have the Scriptures! If they will not be-
lieve them, " neither will they believe the Voice of one rifen
from the Dead ;" much lefs that of a Man coming without
Power or Authority to fpeak to them. I fhall therefore only
fay, that to expea Advantage from any Undertaking, with-
out fir friving to- conciliate the Favour of Heaven by fuch
mof obvious, moft indifpenfible Means, is to contradi& the
Light of Reafon as well as of Religion, and flight the Expe-
rience of al Ages.

I. muft Lot prefume to fay more,. The Duty is fufficiently
known. The* Right, the Power -of enforcing it, with any
1Profpeâ of Succefs, is not in me.

My LORD,

T H O U G H I hope I have clearly proved by the un-
erring Evidence of Fads, the mutual Advantages

which. Great Britain and her Colonies reap from each other
yet as Mattèr diffufed over a large Space may not operaté fo
ftrongly upqn the Mind, as when colle&ed together, I fhall
beg Leave to draw the Whole into one Point of View, and
then leave Reafon to form it's own Conclufion.

The firft Ends propofect in planting Colonies, are to encreafe
the Strength of the Mother Country by providing Room for.
an Encreafe of People; and to encreafe it's Wealth by efta-
blifhing with them an- Intercourfe of Commerce, mutually
advantageous, Colonization in any other View than one of
them, or tending to thèm, being abfurd, and fubverfive of
itfelf.

That our Colonies,. on the Continent of /Irmerica, will abun-
dantly anfwer the firff of thefe Purpofes, has been proved by
Experience, wherever the Experiment has been made ; and is.
clear to Reafon in thofe others, where either Want of Time,
or other lefs juftifiable Caùfes, have hitherto prevented the
Trial in any Extent, as at Hudfon's Bay, Labrador, Nova
Scotia, &c. &c.

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The only Objeaion poffible to be made to pufhing this

Advantage to it's full Heighth, is the Danger of depopulat-

ing thé Mother Country, on a Suppofition of ifs not having

People to fpare for. fuch Tranfplantations: but this Suppofi-

tion, and -of Courfe the Apprehenfion -arifmg from it, are
groundlefs. The Overflowings of this Metropolis (London)

who, for want of being properly employed, are adead Weight
upon the Induftry of thofe who are, and upon the Tratie of

the Nation, -their unearned Confumption being the real Caufe
of the Scarcity and Dearnefs of the Neceffaries of-Life, which
makes ail our Manufa&ures corne.fo dear to Market, wotrld
afford a greater Stock to :breed, than would be requifite to

plant every Colony Ihave propofed; and confequently fend-

ing them out for that Purpofé, .inead of diftreffing the Mo-
ther -Country, would double the Advantage immediately to

ber, by delivering her from ihat dead Weight, as bath been
already fhewn at large *. The quick Encreafe- of Popula-

tion4 where îhere is.proper Encouragement, and Room for
1nduftry to procure Plenty, is fufficiently known.

That the fecond of thefe Ends, the Eftabliftiment of an
.advantageous Cormmerce has been already anfwered by every
Colony we have ý1anted, will be proved to Convia ion by
the State of the refpeaive Trade of each. How inuch far-
ther that Advantage may fill be carried, has been repeatedly
and clearly fhewn in the preceding Reiarks.
