With respect to those labors it may at this
time be permitted us to observe that no one can
be more sensible of their imperfection and short-
comings than ourselves. With but little assisy-
ance from Societivs and individuals in furnishing
materials for our pages, it must be obvious to
such as have an acquaintance with the manage-
ment of agricultural periodicals, that more time
and practical information are required of the
conductors of a fortnightly publication, thatit
may have all the desirable characteristics, than
we are able to command. To the pens that
have rendered us aid by favoring us with contr-
butions we hereby tender our hearty thanks, and
trust that articles from their pens will enrich the
pages of our next volume. Again we importune
such as feel an interest in the objects of this
Journal, to send us oceasional papers on subjects
coming within the range of thexr practice, read-
ing or observations; such contributions, how-
ever short or homely, will be always acceptable,

In consequence of the recent and great ad,
vance in the price of paper and the scarciness
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of communications either from our agricultural
societies or practical farmers, it has been deem-
ed expedient to publish this journal henceforth
monthly, commencing with the new year. The
single number will be larger than one of our
heretofore semi-mounthly nos,, and greater at-
tention paid hoth in reference to the brevity and
variety of the articles.—We shall introduce a
iarger number of illustrations in the next vol-
ume, the nnmbers will be published regularly on
the first of the month, and there will be & mark-
ed improvement generally in its mechanical exe-
cution. The Veterinary Department will be en-

No one can for & mcment doubt the gres
importance agriculture has acquired in Germsn)
by the establishment for its instruction, founds.
by Thaer in the year 1807. But the -agrice
tural colleges, founded ultifpately on the san
model, have dons more harin than good totn

) science—they bave the abell,'but-not the nuti
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the school at Moeglin. We know that Thaer
was not renowned a3 an_agriculturist, but ac a
doctor; he was a man who had reccived a deep
scientitic education, and all his merit consisted

. in his Leing the first to apply the knowledge he

had gained in science to practical agriculture.
No agriculturist would confirm his agricultural
calculations on the net cost and gain, or carry
out the idea of net and gross produce, without
a knowledge as deep as Thaer's of political
economy. ~ Without possessing the philosophi-
cal education of Thaer, it would be impossible
to draw out certain rules for guidance by the
help of agricultural facts as innumerable as in-
comprehensible. It would bestill more difficult
to apply the natural sciences to agriculture with-
out a knowledge of natural istory. The lessons
of Thaer were 30 useful, not merely because he
was a practical, but more because he was a
scieatific man.

In the time of Thaer a young man could ac-
quire no knowledge of physics, chemistry,
hotany, geognosy, or mathematics, without a
university course. Thaer, who saw the great
service all thesesciences would be to agricalture,
was obliged to introduce a part of each theory
into the plan of studies he traced for Moeglin.
These are the accessory circumstances wiich
caused the annexation of a rural estate, serving
a3 a means of instruction in practical agricul-
ture, and a school where all the accessory
sciences could be taught under the able direction
of Thaer, who knew 80 well how to preserve a
proper relation baiween theory and practice.
This double direction given to the studies was
useful, but it became the source of great evil to
agriculture itself, because it was kept up in all
the agricultural colleges subsequently fouaded:
the result being, that the direction of these
establishments was given to men possessing a
knowledge of the practices necessary for the con-
ductor of raral improvements.

Unfortunately, as it was impossible to find
men possessing practical knowledge of all parts
of agriculture, the choice was confined to those
who were capable of managing the culture of
wheat or artificial meadows. But the society
exposed itself by committing serious etrors in
measuring the ability of a man by the superior-
ity which he manifested in one special thing ;
because his exceptional abilities de .ended upon
the care, order, and activity whi- .« he displayed,
on the fitness or composition of e soil—in fact,
a thousand things which caunot be taught in a
school.

It is true, the culture of wheat and fodder is
the priacipal aim of agriculture, because bread
and meat stand before all other produce—such
a3 beetroot, oats, flax, tobacco, and the vine;
as the development of commerce does not per-
mit them to be considered of any significant
valee. For the same reason, one has a right to
say that the making of sulphuric acid includes
all manufactures not mechanical. However,

the culture of wheat does not constitite the
whole of agriculture any more than the fabrica-
tion of sulphuric acid constitutes the whole of
chemical arts. It would be as absurd to appoint
as director of a school of practical chemistry
and chemical arts a manuficturer of sulphuric
acid becauso he had distinguished himself in kis
trade, as it would be to place at the head of an
agricultural academy men whose whole talents
consist in being able to raise wheat and clover.

As we have to vonfide these institutions to men
devoid of all the qualities which hpve rendered
the influeuce exercised by Thaer at once so pow-
erful aud beneficiont—as we have to choose
them amongst men who possess other talents of
which, in one point of view, Thaer was inferior
to many practitioners, these schools have loat
their scientific character; and their influence
and their position have shown in an incontestable
manner that proctice alone—that is to say,
without the aid of science—is quite incapable of
making progress. Hunce, we can comprehend
the remarkable phenomenon of academies, often
richly endowed by the State, not assisting dur-
ing half a century in the development of agri-
culture. We certainly cannot accuse them of
having left the theory and practice precisely at
the same point to which Thaer brought it ; but
it ig certain they did not comprehend the aim
that great man had in view, and that it is im-
possible for them to learn it.

These academies lost much of the faculty of
ascertaining and comprehending the importance
of a scientific result, when the pressure of the
want was felt for experimental institutions
(versuch stationen) taken from the heart of
agricultural societies, and even recruited from
the circle of practical agriculture for the pur-
pose of experimenting on the practical results of
science, and thus enabling them to connect
theory with practice. The existence of these
experimental stations showed how little the agri-
cultural academies were in a state to put the
forces aad means at their disposal to the service
of progress, which is the most important of all
causes, In fact, if from the commencement the
schools had kept up their character, no one
would have thought of bulding other institu.
tions, half scientific and half practical. It is
not, then, to be wondered at that opposition
against the new scientific doctrires manifested
itselt in these schools, where the directors shonld
at least have shown themselves friendly to them.
But it is impossible for them to shine in their
schools, nor even to keep pace with the scien-
tific discoveries of the age, whilst they have a
career open before them for giving proofs of
their ability, of their agricultural knowled,
and acquiring for themselves reputaticn an
honour 1n the estimation of their superior offi-
cers, by augmenting each year the produce of
the “establishment entrusted to their manage-
ment.

A director, animated by a true scientific apirit,
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would consider, under ail circumstances, the -
terests of the school as being the most esgentinl
thing, and the revenue of the land as an element
very accessory, and that ought to be found in
every establishment for education.

From this false position procceds again, the
distance of agricultural acudemies from estab-
lishments for general instruction, which have
almost entirely excluded from them instructions
in natural history ; and that has hindered ihem
from participating in the extraordinary advance-
ment made in the science of nature since the
time of Thaer. One can scarcely picture to
himself the difference which exists between the
manner in which the most simple things were
taught in those schools and the present state of
saientific knowledge.  We ought not, then, to
be shocked to see the simplicity with which cer-
tain leaders of agriculture exhausted themselves,
to show thatthe culture of the fields is not sub-
ject to the laws of pature, and that practice 152
thing aliogether separate—entirely different

_from head-knowledge, or that which is called
¢ theory.”

The men who entitle themselves # practition.
er' have put forward, with immoderate entbu-
siasm, practice to the diminution of science. As
long as the conquests of science extended over
a limited circle, they passed unperceived; but
as soon 83 s importance mcereased, it was in-
capable of appropriating them to itself, Then
the right-thinking amongst the practical men
acknowledged that the old way was insufficient,
and that it had become necessary to open a new
oue for the advancement of progress,

At this time all the agricultural colleges have
completely lost their importance, and if they
are supported they will become the asylums of a
number of professors who have forced them-
selves into a position which they ave quite inca-
pable of filling honestly ; which is interdicted
to them by the absence of the necessary facul-
ties, and by failing of the acquirements they
profess to teach. Indeed, a great number of
men, who are incapable of finding the theoreti-
cal solution of the most simple problem put into
practice, promise to us agriculturists to solve
the most complicated questions of vegetable
physiology and culture, by means of a recipe for
the composition of a manure.  Agriculture is a
new country that science has to conquer, and
which, when it comes to discover a new land,
beging by falling into the hands of adventurers
and swindlers. It is only recently that the true
cultivators have arisen, who, by the sweat of
their brow, have succceded in the development
of the natural riches of the country, and in draw-
ing from it a portion of its resources, The
period at which this transformation in agricul-
ture will take place, is nolonger at a remote dis-
tance, for we begin to comprehend that the
agriculture of our times must renounce its pre-
judices, in virtue of which we thought it possi-

ble to succeed in husbandry with aless amount

of science than in all the other professions.
The agriculturist sees shat he must renounce the
vague perhaps ; that is to say, he cannot pio-
ceed iv rational practice withous possessing true
knowledge and acquirements; that he need not
fear compromising the results of his efforts aud
meditations by appropriating to himself what
wise and experimental men have feund by re-
flection, which they have left for the good of
humanity ; in fact that he ought not to be treat-
ed, in the lessons which are given him, as a
child whom one makes to sit at a small table,
and for whom ono cuts small pieces for fear he
should be choxed by swallowing large picces too
uickly.

Theygolden age of equality in ignorance is
past for agriculture; and we already see making
its appearance amongst them a species of hier-
archism, according to the state of their minds
and the amount of knowledge they have aco
quired.  Science is the force that conquers capi-
tal, and, consequently, power ; it chases then,
paturally and infallibly,the son from the heritage
of his father.

The agriculturist or manofacturer who uses
his eyes must certanly see that he lives in a
cruel age, regardless of persons, which renders
more and more difficult the subsistence of a man
ignorant, incapable, or weak, and that in the
gencration following it will be altogether im-
possible. He must understand that he ought
always to learn mure; that in no period can he
live quietly, or aveid taking part in the deter-
mined struggle of competition, and that all pro-
tection that hinders him from employing his
forces and development only hastens his ruin.

The agriculturists’ education would not have
been directed for a long iz in a different man-
ner from that of other prefessions, if, instead of
interfering in ther affairs by the protection of
schools of agriculture, the students had been
left to seek their own means of instruction. It
was, therefore, tseitly acknowledged that the
agricultural student was uncultivated, ignorant,
without education; that he necded particular
means of instruction; and that academies of
agriculture were calculated to hinder him from
rising to a superior position. In our scuools of
commerce and manufacture (which did not exist
in the time of Thaer) the agricultural student
may acruire amuch deeper knowledge of mathe-
matics and nataral histery than by following the
course of the academies of agrionomy; as it
teaches no political economy, nor chemistry,
natural philosophy, nor even the science of bota-
ny, whiea is particularly useful to the agricul-
turist. The union of establishments, specially
for their instruction, to the univetsities, is the
most powerful means of supplying the wants of
the agricalturists. Roscher considered that re-
union a8 being much more important than an
affiliation to & model establishment, If we en-
quire into the real state of these agricultural
scademies, we find they posseased a most miser.
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able stock of implements, indeed of all machines
and instruments for ay_iculture. The tools used
for the purpose of teaching practical knowledge
resembled those which come from Euglaund, or
those which are in use in our great rural estab-
lishments, as thejschools of brewering, disulling,
vinegar, suzar, and starch making, which we
find attached to these same academies, similar
to the brewerics, distilleries, aud vinegar factoz-
ies of our large towns, or rather to the manu-
factories of sugar and starch in the country.
The machines and apparatus are old—like child's
toys; in fact all that the scholar can learn
through their medium is what he cannot avoid
learning when he enters on practical life.  I3ven
the best moral institutions that the State sup-
ports possess faults, which increase from year to
year ; because the stimulus of competition, so
powerful to excite industrial progress, is alto-
gether excluded from & pablic establishment.
The agricultural academies bave outhved
themselves, like the pharmaceutical colleges
which flourished t1ll about twenty-five years ago,
and then were no more heard of.  The apothe-
cary needs as much scientific and practical
knowledge as the agriculturist, bat he no longer
now, as formerly, goes into a special institute;
he apprentices himself to an accomplisheé
agothecary for some years, and then finishes his
education at the university, That is the path
that Thaer preposed to indicate to the agricul-
turists—the object tha. they would attain much
better, and more surely without special academ-
ies, If the State would expend usefully the
money that it throws away in keeping up these
academies and model institutions, which arein
reality but child’s play, it would give the means,

n0w unattainable, of instruction. By procuring |

models of implements and machines, snd form-
ing permanent exhibitions in our large towns, it
weuld do mvre for t.e advancement of practice,
than the establishing of the most perfect xodel
school.

In every age, as now, our academical opera-
tions have been directed towards science. The
only problem that a session of learned men can
solve is the increase of human knowledge. The
only use that the people in mass, or citizens in
particular, draw from these discoveries depends
exclusively on the people or individuals ; in
fact, those alone can participate in the triumphs
of a scientific spirit who have succeeded in mas-
tering it.

Consequently, the effect of the operations of
an academy of science depends essectially upon
the intellectual elements that the nation possess-

es—the facility with which it approximates to.

itself the knowledge presented to it, and causes it
to fructify. It is the essential nature of any
intellectual work whatever to increase the
amount:of knowledge gathered in the domain of
amy particular science, and to-exercise an influ-
ence in a circle more orless extensive, Inmany
cases this effect is produced immediately ; in-

others, on the contrary, it manifests itself
only after a long course of years of changes,

material or intellectual, in the situation of the

human species. We know no means of measur-

mg in advance the inflwence of a scientific work,

and its value to the life of populatious. Every

great result has had a small beginning; every

important discovery may be compared to the

roots of the oak, which are sogfine that they

can scarcely be seen, but which must sustain a
trunk, branches, and leaves before bearing

flowers, and, still furthesfruit. Millions of
men taste the flavor of fruit without knowing
what myriads of rootlets and leaves must work
to extract from the soil the juices which fill them;

many are even ignorant that without the aid of’
these innamerable -agents the sterile tree would
bear no fruit. Thus, like the diferent links of a
chain, millions of discoveries precede the great
results which ara the fruits of the tree of scien:ce,

and to which is attached the name of a discov-
erer whom the vulgar proclaim inventor. The
smallest discovery,almost invisible when it bursts
from the mind of the thinker, reaches maturity
by the evolution of time, and thus arrives at the.
full development of the germs it contains, The
most enthusiastic man would not have dared to
predict, fifteen years ago, the influence that the
1d¢as and researches of Sommering were des-
tined to have over the incomes of men, nations,
and ports of the world. Who would have been
able to say that the discovery of new chemical
preparations, possessed of the property of taking
fire by collis.on, inaugurated a new epoch in the
a1t of war?  Could we divine that the works of
Fraunhofer would exercise a useful influence
over astronomy, and that thirty years would
pass away before the salt of Glauber was applied
to the fabrication of glass by the advice of
Gehlen, and that the liquid glass inveated by
Fuchs would give birth to a new process of
painting, and come inte general use in the
stercoscope?  Each scientific result is an ex-
pression of the life of the soul ; and it is in-its
nature to live for great things, just as the root
gives birth to a complete organism.

On ths Commercial Value of Artlﬂoml
Manures. :

Continued.

My attention has been directed to a remark-
able change which has 8f late years: come -over
the minds of some manufacturers with regard to
analyses and money valuations; many - of those
who were once much opposed to -such..proceed-
ings are.now most anxious to_have recourse .to
them for .certain. manures... The reason-for this
aaxiety is- obvious; for if.scientific men whoge
-names are well known to the pablic at large,
gravely state that.manures which are.actaally
sold ay £7 10s., seoording to-the usual..mode of

oomputing their value, are worth £11.10s:; it i
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but natural that manufacturers should desire to
secure 80 favorable, though unreasonable, a tes-
timooy. For years I have refraived from put-
ting a money value upon manutessent to me for
manofacturers; for it strikes me very forcibly
that if & maker has not sufficient chemical and
commercial knowledge to determine correctly
the mocey value of his own prodactions, he has
mistaken his preper calling.

Although the trade in manures is getting
more and more into the hands of a limited num-
ber of iotelligent and large manufacturere, thero
are still to be feund, here and there, small and
jgnorant makers, and farmers who make a few
hundred tons of artificial manures for their own
use and that their neighbours. Generally speak-
ing, & manufacture carried out on such a liwited
scale brings no advantage to the consumer, and
seldom benefits, for any length of time, the pro-
ducer, who has ceither skill, capital, or enter-
prise to compete with s firm wkich dces a large
trade. The price which a manufecturer has
paid for his raw materiai, including labour, car-
riage, bags, &c., i8 not necessarily a criterion of
the worth of the manure, because he may have
bought under serious disadvactages. A man
who has not sofficiedt chemical koowledge will
often relect raw materjals which are very good
in appearance, but, in reality, cannot be employ-
ed so profitably as others; or he may not have
sufficient capital to buy in materials which can
only ba obtained by taking a ahip’s cargo at a
time; o, if he has capital, he mey not have
sufficient commereial knowledge ard decision to
tale advantage af a favenrable turn in the mar-
ket. For these end similar reasons such a dea-
Jer will Icse rioney if be zells the manufactored
products at a rate which will yield a good pro-
fit to another vendor more favourably circom-
stanced,

Yo cominercial avalysis and calculations found-

ed upon them, the form and conditions of the
several constituents are too often overlooked.
This is especially the oace with respect to the
state of combination and mechanical cordition
in which tbe insoluble phospbates and nitrogens
ocenr. .
" lnoscluble phosphate of lime may be prerent
in any of the following forme—One half, or one
fourth inch bones, fine bone-dust, boiled bones,
bone-black, bone-ash, coprolites, apatite; Estra-
‘madura phosphate, Sombrero guano, and phos-
_phatic gnanos. ¢

Now, in most of these conditions insoluble
;phosphate of lime has a different commercial and
agricultural value. Oue feurth-inch bones are
-more effective und cost more than one-half inch;
fine dust-is still more expensive; and, generally
speaking, the fine bone-dust is the most power-
fol in ita action aud-the greater the cost of pre-

tion. When bones are acted upon by acid,.
"bat not applied in sufficient quantity to convert;
all the phospbate of lime which they contain in

to soluble phosphate, there remains in the mix-
ture a certain quantity of insoluble phosphate,
which, in this condition, is still more valuable
than in that of fiue bone-dnst. On the otber
hand, the insoluble phosphates in animal char-
coal (bone black) and even bone ash are of very
litt'e nee in a turnip manoure. Of still less use to
root crops, if p-seible, arc the insoluble phos-
phates in coprolites, apatite, and other mineral
phosphrtes. Iutermediate in their action be-
tween fossil phosphatic materiels and bones or3,
perhaps, ceitain semi-forsil pusnos; whilst in
Peruviau aod several phosphatic gnanos the in-
soluble phosphates are so extremely minutely
divided that I am iaclived to consider thom
worth twice as much a3 phosphates in the form
of ordinary bone dust.

It is, therefore, simply abeurd to put the same
valoe on insoluble phosphates, irrrespective of
the form in which tkey occur, since in a tarnip
manure their worth may range from abeolutely
nothing up to £7, £8, or even £12 a ton.

Asg regards nitrogen, this element may be
presen’ in the shape of ammoniacul salt, or of
nitrate of goda, or uric acid; or, again, in shoddy,
whale blabber, fish refuse, horn and hide clip-
ings, scutch, leather refuse, and many other
furms. In all these different forms nitrogen has
a different agricutural and commercial value,
and it is thercfore uoreaconable to assume the
same price in calculating the money value :{ the
pitrogen whioh a anure may contain in 80
many varied shapes.

Besides this, some purely practical matters
have to he well corsi ered before a fair estimate
can be given. In some instances superior com-
position in regard to ingredients may be more
than nentrali:ed by imperfect pulverieation or by
a damp and lumpy coudition, tending to ine-
quality of distribution and irregnlarity in the
growth of the crop. A fine state of division,
dry condition, and uniformity of composition
cannot be secured without a considerable in-
crease in the cost of manufacture: No allow-
ance, bowever, is generally mado for this ex-
penditure of money by our rule-uf-three chem-
ists ; or, if anything at all is sllowed, the same
manufaetoring expenses are asrumed whether
the manure be fine, dry, and uniform, or the re-
verse.

fal for the purpose for which the latter is recom-
mended ?—what facilities are there in a particu-
lar locality for procuring the required fertilisers?
-~and many similar questions that do not enter for
a moment into the mind of a,mere * calculating
maochine,” requirs to be well weighed before
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anythiog like a just estimea of the money value
of a manare can be given.
In a highly tonceatrated, well prepared saper-
. phospbate, I have already noticed that soluble
phesphate has o, somewhat higher commercial
value thao ia an ordinary sample. Concentra-
tion or dilution of all the more fertilising cou-
stituents similiarly eff-cts the commercial value
of other manures. It is, therefore, evidently
ufuir to take as a standard the price at which
ammuuia, phosphate &c., can be porchased in
Peravian guano, i calculating the meney value
ofnight-soil, sewage, and other bulky fertilicere.
A very striking example, showing how much
bulky and, comparatively sp2aking, valueless
watarials reduce the mouney value, is presented
tousin furm-yard manure. One ton of fresh
yard manure of fair average quality, I find, con-
taing :

Whilst thus the calcalated valae of farm-yard
mabure i esrly 13s. p:r ton, its real commer-
cial value is about 58, per ton,

Again, befove certain measares conld be ob-
tained that are now specially prepared to snit
per.icular soils, or particnlar crops, enterpriging
and intelligent manufacturers have fr« quently
incurred beavy expenses in trying all kinds of
fertilising mixiures before they succeeded in as-
certaing the states of combination and the rela-
tive proportioos in which thes: should be com-
bioed in order to produce the best practical
resuits 1t is, therefore, but fair that those who
profit by these researches should repay the
manufacturer for the time, skill, and expense
which ke has bestowed upon the production of
such special manures. Inestimating the money
value of such feruilisera this ought to be taken into
consideration, and allowance be made for more
than mere market price of the several uncom-
bined ingredients.

Perhape it may be suggested that all these
obeervations only tend to show the inability of
the ch~mist to give » reliable estimate of the
money value of a manure. I openly confess
concurrence in this sentiment if the name of

*i chemist”’ is applied to & mere human analysing

aod calculatizg machine, or even to a purely
theoretical man of science ; but strongly repu-
diate it if it indiscriminately refers to every
chemist. ) _
The errors committed by purély theoretical
me, . . the carelessness and ignorance of others
wb-  althemselves agricdltural chemists, show

not in a position to render most neeful services
+to the farmer by informing him whether manures
-eut for examication are cheap, dear, or moder-
ate, at the prices at which they ave offered for
sale. Unquestiocably, a considersble amount of
commercial aud agricaltaral knowledge, u.well
asjudgement and the fixed determivation either
to favour producer or consumer, are quite as
essential qualifications in sn agricultural chemist
ag analytical skill ; but thowe agriculiural chem-
ists who poseess the somewhat rare gift of uuit-
ing sound and ecientiic knowledge with good
eense and acquaintance with practical matters
assuredly are, or ought to be, in the vory best
poeition” properly to estimate the agriculiural
and money value of manures.—Journal ¢f Roy-
al Agricultural Sociely of Englund.

Flower Garden and Pleasure Grounds-

A friend remarked to us after the issue of
our last nnmber, that it was very discoursging
to be told that ten per cent. on the original cost
should he the estimated cost nf meintaining &
place after its completion. He theought if that
were generally known, it would prevént many
from entering on conntry life. My place,” said
he, “cost me about $20,000, and I should be
sorry to believe tiat [ had to spend $2,000 an-
nually to meiotsin it in decent order.” As our
friend’s place embraces but five acres, we were
enrprieed at the cost, but found he incladed his
house in the cum named. Allusion is again made
to the subject as otner parties may ‘have misun-
derstood oor remarks. We referred simply to
the garden and its embellishments, Those few
places in the Union that have had $20,000 spent
on pure gardening, will not find $2,000 too high
an edtimate for their anomal maintenance, and
never ought to find in that fact any discourage-
ment,

Fromremarks made by other friends, we leain
that the observations offered on this subject
have attracted considerable atteation. 'We are
pleased that they bave done so. Gardening
suffers no greater injury from- any source thaa
from parties who go ignorantly into ‘its pursuit ;
and we can do both it and the citisen proj
to go into the country, no grester favor than to
show plainly what gardening costs, as well::as
indicate the various ways in which'pleasure may
be derived from it. i

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bardy roces and vines may be protected in the
same way. When they are very long aud sien-
der they are taken down from their trellises, and
colled into circles as small as may be without
vi‘k of breaking them, and then the soil put on.
T ose things that grow late, such as many kinds
wiNoisette roses, should bave their immature
top shoots shortened a foew weeks before the
protecting process is commenced. The wourd
will then heul over, acd not cause the decay of
the upper poriion of the shoots, as is very often
the case when they are either cut at layiog down,
or not shortened at all. .

Of course, those roots that suffer by frost
shonld be taken up before danger. Gladiolas,
Madeira viwes, dahlias, tuberoses, ete., for in-
stance,

Towards the end of the month almoet ellkinds

tree seeds may be sown, except pine, unless
there is any danger from mice or other vermin.
It is, on the whole, best as soon as the ceeds are
at hand, to place them in boxes with 1aore than
a0 equal bulc of sand, and set them out to the
weather to freeze. They must be sown out in
the apring as early as the ground will work.—
Some seeds will not germinate till the second
year. If they do not appear early in the season,
they should not be disturbed. Many seeds that
ususlly come up the season after sowing, will
not do so if the shells are allowed to dry and
herden firet.  Cherries, peaches and most fruits,
will often lie 80, and halesias roses and thoros,
occaeionally stay three years. Beed-beds should
be selected in a deep, warm and rich coil ; and
one tolerably free from the seed of weeds, on
apy other it will not pay to raise seedlingse. In
States where the frosts are severe, seedlings of
all kinds tbat have not attained a greater height
than six inches, should be taken up, *laid in”
in a sheltered place thickly, snd covered with
anything that will keep frozen during the win-
ter. If left out they are liable to be drawn out
and destroyed. Young seedling stock received
from a distance, should be also so treated. In
the more Southern States they may be set cut
at once, and a8 much planting as possible be ac-
complished that will save spring work. Many
cuttings willfnot do well nnless taken off at this
season and laid in the ground under protection,
like seedlings, the quince, syrangas, or lilacs,
spircea pruoifolia, and some others. In the “mild
winter - States,” evergreen cuttings skould be
made pow, and -set out thickly in rows. The
leaves need not be taken off, but short, thickset
branches laid in under the soil. When rooted
pext fall they may be teken up and divided into
separate.plants. In more Northern Staies, ever-
ﬁu may 0o$ be 80 strack at this season, un-
protected by green-houses and frames,~—
‘Where these are at hand, evergreens may be
put in, in-béxes or pans all- thrugh the winter,
a=Grrdener's Monihly. . .
