A MAN-EATING STALLION.

The Hamblet,pian stallion Risingbaw, owned
by I'r. James A. Schaltz, of Middletown, N.Y.,
was .00t and killed on May 2, he being consid-
ered unsale to keep. Dr. Schaltz says the horse
was nsane beyond a doabt. He was twenty-one
.years old, and for nineteen years has beena con-
frmed mau-eater. More tan twenty Xkeepers
‘bave been crippled by him, and he has killed

three persons ontright. No professional horse-
trainer could subdue bim, and all the syatems
of horse-training and breaking havo been tried
in vain. He waa a thoroughbred, old Hasmble-
tozian being his sire, and his dam being a mare
of fine blood. He had been in harness but onee
in fourteen years, and that was receatly, when
Dr. Schultz had him hitehed up, it requining
geveral men to do it. The doctor then attempt-
od to drive Risingham, but the horse becamo 0
furions and unmansgeable that he was allowed
0 goat oncw to his stall, where he has remained
ever einco. The sum of ¥7,000 ww.s oncs offered
for bim, and rofused by his owner, in hope that
he might be cured. ‘he last feat that Rising-
ham porformed was to bite the right check of &
nogro keeper entirely off, the unfortanate groom’s
three immediate predecessors having lost zes-
pectively an car, threo fingers, and a thomb,
and :u0 muscles of the right torearm.

Fivo shots were fitud 10 tlie forehicad of Ris-
ingham as he steod 1n his stall.  They scemed
to have no cffect upon bim, oxcept to increaso
bis attempts to get at tho bystanders, and to
add to the ferocity of his kicking aud jumpiog.
By strategy Dr. Schultz managed to sever his
jugular vein, snd he bled to death, dying as he
had lived, exhibiting all tho Gierceness of & most
vicions natare. His last effort was an attewmpt
to seizo hiscwaer's arm in his teeth.

Speculation was very flat, the friends of
Hanlan not being inclined to give the odds
of 100 to 40 and 100 to 85 which were do-
manded by the supporters of the N>w York
man. Plaisted bad no local supporters, and
among our citizens the race was looked
apun as a foregons conclusion—being all
uver oxcept the shonting. Thu feehing, of
course, reduced the betting to a minimum,
winle the operativn of the Pool Bjil tended
to reduce even that amonnt. The interest
on the race was panfully cool when com-
pared to the excitement of the Hanlan-Ross
contest, fover heat was never reached, and
it was only spoken of in common-placo terms
with the weather, tho state of the crops, the
contemplated Fenian raid, or thelate Quobeo
election. ft did mot absorb conversation,
ard the probabilities and chances wers not
discussed with tho zest or zeal that one looks
for in & contest ui an 1aternational character
whereo a stake of $2,000 18 at issue.

Tho Plaisted party wers oxtremely reti-
cient. They gave no indication of tneir
feelings in the matter farther than the con-
fidence they oxpressed in their man. With
them interviewers were a bore, and thoy
kept their business and intentions to them-
selyes.

As s usnel in suoh oases all sorts of ro-
murs to the prejudice of one man or the
other weroin circulation. Haclan was ro-
ported to have & * sick ™ arm, a report for
which he was rzsponsible himself ; while
more damaging stories against his reputation
were rife. Whether these were put in cir-
culation for the sols object of reducing the
odds in ths finantial market or not the re-
sult of the contest tells.

The best 2 mile timeis, with a turn 18:214, by
James Riley, at Saratoga, N. Y.. August 9,
1876 ; although Chas. E. Courtney olaims
to have f)nlled the distance in 18:14 at a ro-
gatta hell on Cayuga Laks, N. Y., Oct., 18,
1876, but tho timeis not sufficiently well
anthenticated to bo considered a record.

SKETCR OF HANLAN.

Edward Hanlan is of lrish decent, and first
saw the light of day ai Toronto, Oant., on the
) : 1855. While quite young his
famil removed to the Island opposite the city,
and the subject of our sketch early daveloped a
foudness for rowing which was fostered by his
parents, He rowod bhis first race in 1871,
being ono of a fisherman’s crew, consisting be-
side of Berry and Denning, beating
Pat Gray.and two o.hers, in a two mile race on
the bay 1n 1873, ho wes engaged in & coople
of skift races and won them both handily. The
Yoar following, 1878, he made his first appear-

0 spnls o [ (O coanl ll
Douglaes, and on August 12th, of same year,
won the champlonship belt of Ontario, offor-
ed by tho Toronc Rowing OClub, single
sculls, two miles, and on the game duy wan
one of the winning crew in tho fisherman's
raco. Although Hanlan won all these soul-
ling races with the utmost caso, his groat powoers
a8 an oarsman wore not fully shown until his
expluits at the Centonnial Regatta, Philadelphia,
lifted biin at once to the top of the tree. On the
first day of the single soull heats (4th Septem.
ber) he pulled againat Harry Coulter, ot DPitts-
burg, and H. Thomas, of London, beating them
with tho greatest easo, three miles, in 21:34.
Next day he rowed-against Pat Luther, of Ritts.
burg (who had beaten Higgins, of Loudon, and
Morris, of Pittsburg, the day befure), and Fred.
Plaisted, of New York, who had defeated Mo-
Kaerl, of Now York, and came in ashe Jiked in
21:5644. On the 6th, he rowe - the final heat for
the championship against Brayley, of Bt. John,
N.B., who had beaten Greons, of London, and
Elli8 Ward in u provious heat, and dofeatod him
vory ensily in 21:09, which up to that time was
tho fastest on record for that distance, and
which continued to be tho premiere mark up to
August 28, 1877, when it wascut down to
20:473, by C. E. Courtnuy, at Saratoga, and sab-
sequently by Courtney again to 20:14}, at
Owego, N.Y,, Oct. 17, 1877. Upoa roturning
from his victory at Philadelphia, Hanlan had a
regal reception at the hands of the peopls of
Toronto, and shortiy afterwa .8 embarked in
the hotel businesse  After looking *round for a
match with some of the aspiring onos and get-
ting no one to pick up the glove, Hanlan betook
himself to Boston, Mass., and ongaged in the
Silver Lako Ropiatta aear that city on June 183,
where he was defeated by Fred. A. Plaisted ana
others iv a three mile spin for a purse, in 21:293,
tho Canuck having the misfortune to break an
outrigger, which pat bim hors de¢ combat. On
June 25, at samo place, he won a single scull
raco, beating Frenchy Johuson and Driseoll,
throe miles, for a purse of 3150, This purse was
given to allow Plaisted and Hanlan a chance to
como together again, owing to tho aceident the
latter met with on the 18th, but Plaisted de-
clined the chanco. He next appearcd at the
Boston Civic Begatta on the 4th of July, and
was disqualifiod {for fonling Plaisted, who proved
to bs tho winner in 14:24%. His last appearance
in a race was agaiust Wallace Ross, of 8t. John,
N. B,, 5 miles, $2,000, Toronto Bay, on October
15, 1877, which Hanlan won with ridiculouns
ease. Hanlan is a well boilt yonnog fellow, broad
shoulders, 4 small head set on 8 powerfal neck,
with & long reach. Ho stands 5 ft. 8in. hugh,
and will woigh walking around in ordinary con-
dition about 180 1bs.

SKETCE OF PLAISTED.

Frod. A Plaisted isa native of Saccampps,
nesr Portland, Me., where he first saw light
Nov. 1,]1849, is 6it. 113in. 1n stature, and scaled
161 1bs. He went down totbe sea in a big
ship when quite young, and continued to make
the hosom of Old Ocean his home for some
years. Beivg a young fellow of fine physiqus,
and acquiring considerable skill in handling the
oar, he appeared in public as a sculler about
aoven years ago in San Francisco, Cal., where
he bai then resided for some time. The several
ventures he made thers, however, wers not en.
couragingly successful. In 1874 he ravisited
the scenes of his childhood, and thence proceed-
od to the Hub ofthe Universe, where the oaric
science he eshibited attracted the atiention of
lovers of the sport, who proposed s mateh bo-
tween him and Michael J.° Ahearn. They
rowed two miles, witha tarn, for $——a side,
June 27, 1874, over the Charles river course,
and Pluisted carried off tne homors. 'Time,
15:32. His nexi customer was James McGee,
8lso of Boston, they rowing five miles, turn, in
working boats, for 8200, July 16 following;
and the result belng an ecasy win for the
returned Californian. Thomss U. Butler, who
on May 16 of the previous year had won
the New Exgland champion medal was rext
pitted against Fred, the race coming off over
the Charles river two-mile turning ocourse, for
$250 aud the championship of New England,
Oct. 10, same year. Plaistod was again the wip-
ner, this time by four lengths.

with good horses. Every inducement should
be used to foater the imporiation of the high-
est grade of horees, and after being brought
info the country a meqil_x}e, of. proteciion
thould be granted them. Owners of really
80od horses aze- a- anitin respect to this im-
post, and aze not orly willing but anxious
thal their interests shonld be protected by a
good fee. This is not & persoral mattor but

L LICENSING STALLIONS.

The evil causel by the use of low bred
and mongrel stallions is being recognizod by
tho breeders of tho Dominion, and measares
aro being asked for by which their opera-
tions will be greatly confined if not entirely
suspended. Somo timo ago we drew atten-
. {ion to this matter, and submitted as a pre-
ventive to tho Jamage that is beinz perpeta.
ally inflicted on the equine stock of the
.oontry that a system of liconsing should be
introduced, and that the terms for the privi-
lege should be placed at such a figure as to
drive tho worthleas runts ont of corapetition
with good horases. Every indacement should
bo used to foster the importation of the high-
est grade of borses, and after being brought
into the country a measure of proteotion
ghould be granted them. Owners of really
good borses ave & unit in respect to this im-
post, and are not omy willing but anxious
that their interests should hs protected by a
good fee. Thisismota personal matter but
affects the whole preeding interests of the
country. The higher the standard of exoel-
lenco can be raised the greater will bs the
value of the horse-producing industry to the
country. After the license fee is imposed,
horse owners should be farther protected by
alicn on the mare for the sevwices of the
horse; The dificalty of making collections
is one of the greatest troubles in connection
with thé business, and the per oceantage of
loss is allogether too large. We are pleased
{o see that our only agricultural paper, the
Farmers’ Advocate, takes up the question,
« and submits a plan for its oporation. The

tax of $60 & head would, we fancy, be too

gmall; the lowest licenss fee should bo st
least $100—a sum to which owners of good
stock horses would’ mmke 10 objection. "It
might be submitted that this scheme wounld
throw the entire business into the hands of &
fow, but a moment’s thought will scon con-
vincq any one that if the business was vro-
fitable, there would be found plenty who
would be willing to engage in it, and the
. supply of good sires wonld be equal to the
necessities, whilo the compstition would keep
the prices of serviceldown to living figures.
It is & measure of protection that for its own
welfare the country should introduce.. Our
horse-producing interest is a..national one,
and those who are striving their best to fos-
ter it should have suitable encouragesment in
their oundeavors. The Farmers' Advocate
suggests ¢ the imposition of a tax on entire
horses, i order to prevent inferior animals
