Among the Indians.

THORNELOE'S Vil
RIVEK.
To the Fditor of THE Atwora Missionary Nowe
Sik,--On March 8th, the Indian M-
sion at Garden River was visited by bis
lowdship the Bishop ot Algoma, accom-
panied by Mis, Thomelog, Miss Cather-
ine ‘Thorneloy, Rural Dean and  Mrs,
Renison, and Judge and Mrs. Johnson,
Leaving Sault Ste. Mane at ¢ aam,, the
panty hoped 1o reach the mission at 11
vclock, but owing to the many previous
snow storms the roads were very heavy
and they were a little late. Nevertheless
the Indians did not lose heart but met
them with a pleasant smile and the word,
*We expected you would be late : the
roads are so bad.”  Everything had been
arranged with an eye to comfort  ‘The
pretty hittle church was spotlessly clean
and well heated. After o few minuies
every one and all things were ready for
service, the Buhop rendenng part
English, and Mr. Rentson the remainder
in the Indian language, in which he is
quite as much at home as in s own,
Though many of the younger Indians un-
derstand Enghish therearesome who donot

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and none of the older ones.  His lordship
preached a very appropniate sermon from
St.John 1. 16, assuring and showing them
the many ways in which God had and
was proving His love to them 5 one of the
Indians acted as interpreter. The choir
was cntirely composed of Indian men
and the organist 1s the chief's grandson.
Both hymns and chants were very sweetly

sung.  The congregation numberedabout
11o. ‘There was a celebration of Holy

Communion of which about fifty rever-
ently partook. Indeed, throughout the
whole service, the reverence and attention
of the Indians were a pleasure to see and
one could not help feeling that they were
an example to many of ther white breth-
ren,  Service ended, the Bishop and Mr.
Renison wvisited and administered the
Holy Communion to the Chief who is
very old and ill, and a truly ioyal, faithful
soldier of the Church. He expressed
great regret at not being able 10 be pre
sent with them during theday.  On their
return the party were driven to the
“ Council House,” a spacious building put
up by the Indians themselves and in
which their various meetings regarding
temporal affairs are held, and where
on this occasion the Indians of ali the
Reserve, men, women and children of
all ages, from above the “three score
years and ten” down to infancy, had
flocked to participate. It seemed a real
‘“red letter day” in their lives. Atter
waiting for some time dinner was an-
nounced. It had been provided and
made ready by the Indnans, and it cer-
tainly did them credit. As it was then
about four p.m., it is needless to say that
the party enjoyed what was sct before
them. \When this was over they were in-
vited to the *“ upper courts ” for speeches,
ctc. His lordship first called upon Mr.
Renison who gave his few words in In-
dian, and though I did not understand
what he said, the Indians scemed highly
pleased. Judge johnson was next called
upon. He addressed them in kindly
terms of interest, teling them he would
be pleased to assist them whenand in any
way he could. Then followed two of the
Indians, one speaking in his own tongue,
the other in English, stating that they
were all glad to help on the Church work
in any way they were able, and although
they had done what work they could on
the parsonage now in course of erection
yet they were quite willing to finish it if
lumber, ete., could bLe provided, as they
were not able to give money. He closed
his speech by paying high tribute 1o the

party, especially the ladies, for honourning
them with a visit.  Lastly, the Bishop
spoke very encouragingly and in words of
fatherly kindness assuring them that he
wanted o be a true Father in God to
them, and that he would try and procue
means to fimsh the parsonage and send
them a clergyman at the eathiest possible
date. The Bishop dismissed the assem-
bly with the benediction. ‘The party
mmediately turned thew faces homeward,
reaching the * Soo™ at g p.m., feeling that
they bad enjoyed the day throughout and
had also made happy those they left be-
hind, which, after all, is the true essence
of carthly happiness,

Aspdin Mission.
REV. W. H. FRENCH, INCUMHENT.

Wednesday, February 24th, was a red-
letter day in this mission —we being fay-
oured by the visit of our new Bishop.
Morning Prayer was read by the incum-
bent, and the Holy Eucharist celebrated
by his lordship in St. Mary's Church,
Aspdin,  Owing to the large amount of
teaming going on in the “bush,” not many
men were present.  “The fair sex, however,
fully atoned for their absence, sote driving
over from Allansville to the service, which
began at ro.30 a.m. ‘There were thirty-
two communicants. After the service the
Bishop was introcduced to all who were
present.

In the afternoon a meeting of church-
wardens of the four parishes in the mis-
sion, presided over by the Bishop, was
held in the parsonage.

Evening Prayer was read at Allansville
Church at 7 p.m,, where a very large con-
gregation assembled, who were all indi-
vidually spoken to by the Bishop at the
close of the service, All at both services
were delighted with the able sermons
preached by their Bishop, and one and
all expressed their deep satisfaction with
the affable and fatlierly manner in which
he received and addressed them.

Itis the Bishop’s intention to visit, at
an early date, Lancelot and Stanleydale,
the other two congregations in the mis-
sion, and we are looking forward to the
event with no little satisfaction and expec-
tancy.

Collections for the Indian famine were
made and sent to the Montreal Star.
‘The amounts were: Allansville, $5.60;
Aspdin, $2.25; Lancelot, $2.05 ; Stanley-
dale, $1.70; total, $11.60.

Business was preceded by the shorten-
ed form of Morning Prayer, read by the
Archdeacon.

The Bishop then addressed the com-
wittee, which he for the first ume met,
assuring lus bearers that in his oversight
of the diocese he would be guided by
sound Church principles. He would need
the advice of the committee on some ques-
tions. His desire was to see the field on
every side in order that his administra-
tion might Le marked by strict unpartial-
ity. He then enumerated a list of sub.
jects upon which he wished to consuli the
commitiee, and asked for a most frec
discussion. The Bishop stated that he
had received notice of reduction in grant
to the diocese by the S.P.G.

A full and free discussion,on several
matters of great importzance to the diocese
followed, and was continued during the
anternoon session from 2 p.m. to 5.3 op.m,,
at which hour the Bishop pronounced the
benediction and the committee adjourned.

Magnetawan Mission.

REV. D. A, JOHNSTON, INCUMBENT.

The Bishop of the diocese was with us
on Ash Wednesday. He arrived by rail
at Burk’s Falls onthe previous evening
remaining over night the guest of Rev.
C. and Mrs. Piercy. On the same day
the incumbent of this mission drove to
Burk’s Falls, in order that he might have
fresh horses for an early start on the fol-
lowing morning. About 8 a.m. Mr.
Johnston’s “ jumper” was at the door,
No time was lost in getting away and the
Bishop was soon on the road behind a
fresh team on the way to Midlothian, the

most flourishing station i Magnetawan
mission. By crossing the ice-bridged
river and taking an * up and-down ™ bush
road the party reached their unmediate
destination after a drive of nine miles

fully five mules less than by the highway
St Peter's, Midlothian, contained a hearty
congregation.  The service consisterd of
Morning Prayer with Litany, the Commin-
tion and sermon by the Bishop.  Dinner
was partaken in the house of Mrs. Cutt-
ridge, where quite a few of the Clrurch
people came 1 to shake hands with and
welcome their Bishop.  On the way to
Magnetawan in the afternoon a stop was
made at the would-be village of Spence
in order that the Bishop could meet and
say a word of cheer and approbation to
Mr. G. B. Black, the superintendent of
the hittle Sunday School there.  Then on
to the village bearing the name of the
river.  There at the parsonage the not
very weary travellers were welcomed by a
few Church people who had a table spread
for tea. Among those present we are
given the names of Mr. and Mrs. Hunter,
Mr. and Mrs. Cowan, and Miss Nichol.
The Bishop preached after Evening Prayer
in the Church of St. George.  We are in
a position to state that the visit of the
Bishop to Magnetawan Mission pleased
and encouraged both priest and people.
Mr. Hay, the catechist at Dunchurch,
was on hand to take the Bishop to that
mission and about 10 p.m. the Bishop
started on a loncly drive of some twelve
miles. D.j.p.

A new correspondent writes from Mag-
netawan: At Christmas St.  George's
Church was beautifully decorated with
evergreens, white flowers, and red berries,
The font was wreathed in evergreen her
nes and flowers, suitable mottoes graced
the walls, the puipit, the lectern, and the
reading desk ; vases of flowers adorned
the holy table, above which was a cross
of white flowers, and over all the painting
of an angel by Miss Walton, of Glad-
stone, Man. (once of this place). The
mottoes hanging from the lectern, the
reading desk, and the pulpit were very
tastefully fringed with cedar leaves, but
the most striking part of the decorations
was a framework across the church before
the chancel, covered with evergreens, and
bearing the text in large, bright charac.
ters, “ Glory to God in the highest, peace
on eatth, good will towards men.” Taken
altogether, the decoration of St. George’s
Church reflects great credit upon Mr.
Johnston's taste and untiring energy, for
he worked upun them early and late till

they were all in place St Peter’s Chureh,
Midlothian, was also suitably and taste-
fully decorated.

The children of St. George's Sunday
School gave a concert on Christmas might,
in St Georges Hall, which was suitabiy
decorated with evergreens, mottoes, and
scriptural texts.  “The concert was a good
one, consisting chiefly of Chnistinas caruls
and Christmas hymns, well rendered by
children from four to twelve years of age
There were two Christmas trees hung
with books, toys, cards, and other gifts,
making a very pretty sight indeed.  The
thanks of this mssion are due to the
W.AL of St. George's Church and the
Church of the Redeemer, ‘loronto, for
the goods which they so liberally and
freely gave, and which enabled Mr. and
Miss Johnstone to give the children so
much pleasure,

On the night of the 30th December, at
North Chapman, another Christmas tree
entertainment was  held after ample
Justice had been done to the good things
supplied by the ladies. The tree was well
loaded, and the programme was well ren-
dered.

Altogether the Christmas services,enter-
tairments, trees, and decorations reflect
great creditupon Mr. and Miss Johnston,
who have been indefatigable in their
efforts to make everything in connection
with this most joyous scason harmonious
and successful. W,

Mission of St. Joseph's Island,

REY. ROBERT ATKINSON, INCUMBENT.

The Bishop visited this mission on the
17th of March and administered the holy
rite of Confirmation as follows: At the
Church of the Holy Trinity, Jocelyn,
where a class of cleven persons was pre-
sented, six males and five females. In ad-
dition to giving a most impressive ad-
dress to the candidates, the Bishop
preached a powerful sermon from the
words : * Be it unto thee even as thou
wilt.”  After the service an informal re-
ception was held at the house of Mr.
Christopher Young, a most enthusiastic
and firm Churchman. Here was noticed
the national flag, hoisted in honour of
the first visit of Bishop Thorneloe to St.
Joseph’s Island.

After a brief but very pleasant stay at
this hospitable place, we proceeded to
Emmanuel Church, Richard’s Landing,
where a crowded congregation was as-
sembled, and a class of twelve persons
recewved the apostolic rite of *‘ the laying
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on of hands,” including Mr. and Mrs.
John Richards, and other pronunent
people of this part of the island. His
lordship’s utterances were  hstened to
with rapt attention, and produced a pro
found impression upon all present. It
may be interesting to mention that the
Bishop has kindly promised to return be-
fore he leaves for England and conse-
crate this bheautiful church, provided that
the remaining small debt is wiped out at
once.

The Bishop celebrated the Sacrament
of the Holy Communion in Emmanuel
Church on Thursday morning, the 18th,
and also preached a most instructive ser
mon from the words, * or as often as ye
eat this bread and drink this cop ye do
show forth the Lord’s death until he
comes."’

In the afternoon of the same day the
Bishop confirmed four persons at St
John'’s Church, Marksville, and preached
from Heb. vi. 1. During tins visit to the
Island the Bishop confirmed twenty-seven
persons, and before leaving very kindly
expressed his pleasure upon observing evi-
dent signs of prosperity in this mission.
The incumbent and the Rev. Mr. Mc-
Connell, of Bruce Mines, assisted the
Bishop in all the above services.

Dunchurch Mission.

MR T. J. HAY, CATECHIST.

Hearing that the Bishop was coming to
Magnetawan on Ash Wednesday, a tele-
gram was sent to ask if it would be con-
venient for him to visit Dunchurch. Hav-
ing received a reply in the atfirmative,
naming March 4th, Mr. Hay drove over
to Magnetawan the day previous to meet
the Bishop, and returned from thence
after the evening service.

A smail presenta-
tion was made on behalf of the congrega-
tion to Miss Good, as a token of their ap-
preciation of her services as organist for
the past five months. She has since left
here tor her home in Shanty Bay, Ont.
All then sat down to a bounteous repast,
which had been prepared by the ladies.
‘I'he Bishop, accompanied by Mr. Hay,
had to leave rather hurriedly in order to
reach Burk’s Falls in time to catch the
evening train north. So eaded a visit
which will be remembered with much
pleasure by all present.

At Whitestone, a station connected
with this mission, good progress 1s being
made. ‘Twelve families have remained
steadfast.  Until Church services were
commenced, a few months ago, by Mr.
Hay, there has been no opportunity for
the people to join in our glorious Liturgy
since they settled here, more than fifteen
years since, a fact which speaks well for
their loyalty to the Church. One man of
Presbyterian  parentage has been bap-
tized, and with his family will join the
Church.

Services are being held at Dunchurch
every Wednesday evening during Lent,
On March 1oth the Rev. D. A. Johnston,
of Magnetawan, preached to a good con-
gregation and also administered the Sac-
rament of Holy Bapism to two children,
Mr. Johnston had the same day been with
Mr. Hay to Whitestone, fourteen miiles
distant, and there also baptized one adult
and two children.

Baysville Mission.

REV. A, W. HAZLEHURST, INCUMBENT,

Christmas services here were well at-
tended and were very bright,  They were
as follows: Celebration of Holy Com
munion, 8.30 a.m. (choral); Matins at
10.30 am.; Evensong at 7.30 p.m.
(choral). ‘I'he church was tastefully dec.
orated. After Evensong the choir sang
a selection of carols.

The Church people here have been
very busy this last fall building a parson-
age. It has been a big undertaking for
our small congregation, as we have had
no help from either diocesan or any out-
side source whatever. We have only
some dozen Church families in the village,
but all have doue some little towards the
crection of the parsonage. So far, we
have a debt on the house of $230, but
that is comparatively small—the house,
as it stands now, with the grounds, being
worth from $60o to $650. When com-
pleted, it will be worth about $9s0.

‘Ihere is a little band of willing workers
here, * The St. Ambrose Church \Vo-
man's Aid.” They have been a great
source of help to the clergyman and
churchwardens during the building of
the parsonage. I cannot speak too
highly of them ; they are always to the
fore whenever anything is wanted, either
for help in any good cause or work in the
church, such as decorations, etc., during
festive seasons. The band numbers fil-
teen. Officers : Mrs. Hazlehurst, presi-
dent ; Mrs. Burknell, financial secretary.

We had a visit from the Bishop on the
22nd of February., “The Bishop was ac-
companied by the Rev. J. Boydel), M.A.,
from Bracebridge. They had a very
stormy dnive of sixteen miles from Brace-
bridge. ‘They were the guests of Mr. and
Mzrs. Ellis, at whose house they arrived
about 6.30 p.m., and found a good tea
awaiting them, at which Mr. Hazlehurst
was also a guest. After having done
justice to the tea, his lordship, with Rev.
Messrs. Boydell and Hazlehurst, wended
their way to the Church of St. Ambrose
for Evensong. The Bishop also held a
Confirmation, for which Apostolic rite
three candidates were presented to the
Bishop by the priest in charge of the
mission. I may here mention that there
should have been five candidates for con_

firmation, but, owing to sickness, two were
prevented from being  present.  The
Bishop addressed the candidates on their
practical duties as confirmed Christian
Churchmen. After the confirmation the
Bishop addressed the congregation, which
was small (only thirty-five in number)
owing to sickness and bad weather, on
Confirmation,tracing its origin from Apos-
tolic times down to our own day., He
also answered many of the absurd objec-
tions that have been raised from time to
time against Confirmation.

On the following morning his lordship,
accompanied by Rev. J. Boydell and the
two Churcliwardens of the Church of 5t.
Ambrose, visited the Rev, A, W.and Mrs.
Hazlehurst at their new parsonage, where
the Bishop and party made a thorough
inspection of the house. His lordship
expressed his entire approval of all that
had been done, and before leaving spoke
very encouragingly to the missionary on
the work c. the mission both past and
present.  With Mr. Boydell, the Bishop
drove away on another stormy journey to
Braccbridge.

I may here mention that Rev, ). Boy-
dell was unable to take part in the service
on the evening of the 22nd, as we have
only the one surplice here. ‘T'o this fact
I would like to call the attention of the
charitably disposed of your readers, in
order that some one may have an oppor-
tunity of presenting us with an extra sur-
plice.

The St. Ambrose’s Churchwomens’ Aid
gave a social in the Town Hall on the
27th of February. An excellent tea was
provided, after which followed a very good
programme. Owing 10 a very stortay
evening, it was very badly attended. T'he
proceeds only netted a little over fifteen
dollars, which amount was given to the
building fund of the parsonage.

May I draw attention to the existing
debt on the parsonage? Some of the
lovers of the dear old Church may see
their way to help us to get rid of this
debt, for the love of Christ and His
Church.

It is getting rather late now for Christ-
mas tree reports, but it is only fair to say
that one of the most successfui congrega-
tional gatherings ever held here ook
place on the 15th of January last at Pur-
brook. The people’s warden (Mr. T.
Colson) again opened his capacious house

to us, and himsclf and famuly had cvery-
thing arranged splendidly ; whilst, as to
the tree itself, it would have been very
bard to find one more attractively dressed.
An excellent spread was made, which was
heartily enjoyed, and then an engaging
programme was carried out, chiefly by
the scholars. Then came the lighting up
of the tree, after which Mr. and Mrs.
Colson assisted the incumbent to distrib.
ute the gifts, and much fun, joy, and
gladness ensued. The incumbent gave
a timely address, some indoor games were
entered upon with becoming zest, and the
social qualities of the congregation were
thoroughly proven.  The national anthem
was rendered heartily, and the benedic-
tion ended a most gratifying time.

There are but few Church families here
at Vankoughnet, and no Sunday School
in connection with St. Stephen’s Church.

ly required. In lieu of a tree, however,
and with the generous aid of a few Church
members from Uflington, a concert was
carried through at the school-house, which
was much appreciated.  Unpromising,
indeed, the outlook was at first, as all the
local friends were late, and no one came
along with a boiler for the tea, nor lan-
terns to light up the school-house when it
became dark. At last Mrs. A. Cooke
came to the rescut with a boiler, and a
little enterprising activity scon changed
the previons condition of things, so that
a substantial meal was prepared and en-
joyed, accompanied by tea as strong as
it was safe to brew. The business proper
was opened by the incumbent, who intro.
duced the visiting friends in a cheery
speech, after which the varied programme
was proceeded with in as good a style as
a defective organ would allow of. Never.
theless the company present was well
pleased, and heartily thanked those who
had so kindly given their services. The
sum of $5 was realized towards church
insurance.

But how soon after sunshine comes
cloud. Afllictron, death, and funerals
have followed in rapid succession, and
the incumbent has been kept busy answer-
ing the calls made from different parts of
the mission. The motherly position of
our Church has been plainly demonstrated
amidst the bereavements that have taken
place, since her benediction has been
pronounced by the incumbent over the
remains ol members of four different

bodies, wiz., Lutheran, Roman Catholic,
Methodist, and Preshyterian.

‘The last call involved a ternbly deso-
lating gnef to one of our faithful wardens
(Mr. A, Cooke), masmuch as his loving
wife had died, leaving him with five
motherless  young  children. It means
alsv a serious loss to St. Stehpen's, for
she was a faithful helper, after the exam-
ple of her good mother (Mrs, Richard.
son), who is well known to Bishop Sulli.
van. Very great was the sympathy felt
for Mr. Cooke, and never was the little
church so taxed for even standing room
as when the coffin had followed the in-
cumbent within it.  The first portion of
our matchless unal service was read,
tender words were spoken, a suitable
hymn sung, and then the remains were
gently carried to their last earthly resting
place. ALA.

The Bishop of the Diocese visited this
mission last week.  #e had been expect-
ed abhom noon on Wednesday, March
1oth, and Mr. William Co'e kindly drove
over to Sheguiandah to meet him ; but,
alas, the uncertainties of Algoma travel
allowed Mr. Cole to return without his
charge. A large congregation assembled
in St. Paul’s Church, but were satisfied
with the usual service and the promise of
the Bishop’s presence on “Thursday even
ing. Late on Wednesday night Mr.
William Frost, son of our missionary, at
Sheguiandah, drove the Bishop to the par
sonage, or rather the pro-parsonage door,
On Thursday, the Bishop and ircumbent
drove to “The Slash” and dined with Mr,
William Leeson, on whose kindly hospi-
tality the incumbent often depends. At
one o'clock a very pleasant consultation
with the Church people was held in the
school house. ‘I'he Bishop congratulated
the congregation on its nuwerical
strength, and urged the necessity of a
simple church building, for the erection
of which material might be collected.
Mrs. William Leeson and Mrs. Richard
Leeson were confirmed.

We returned to Manitowaning just in
time for dinner, and service. The large
church was crowded, and the service most
enjoyable throughout, especially perhaps
in the singing of God’s praise.

Three candidates were presented for
Confirmation, viz., Misses Ida Cole, May
McLeod and Sibyl Ironside. After ser-
vice the church members filled the in-
cumbent’s house. Qut of respect for the
memory of Dr. Stephens there was no
wusic, but all enjoyed a quiet talk with
their chief pastor. After refreshments,
which were provided Ly the ladies of the
congregation, an address of welcome was
read, on behalf of the Church people, by
the incumbent, to which the Bishop
1eplied. A very pleasant evening closed
with the national anthem.

On Friday there was a furious snow
storm, but a pair of Indian ponies took
us out in good time. The weather was
such that few could venture out. Mr.
Winchester Green was baptized, and Mr.
John B.llentine and Miss Elizabeth Bal-
lentine were confirmed.

On I'riday evening the Bishop met the
Manitowaning vestry.

On Saturday morning there was a
celebration of the Sacrament of Holy
Communion for the newly confirmed and

Over half the class prepared for confir
mation were not presented.  Sickness,
absence from home, the snow storm, ete.,
heing efficient causes, but we hope for
another and a larger confirmation class
next fall.

At three o'clock a.m. on Wednesday,
March soth, Dr, Stephens died at the resi-
dence of Mr, Ross, local Superintendent
of the Indian Department. The deceased
came to Manitowaning in 1882 and since
that time has faithfully discharged his
departmental duties, as well as doing a
large practice amongst the white inhabi-
tants. A good business man, kindly and
quiet in his manner to all, he commanded
universal respect and made many friends
and well wishers. He will be greatly missed
by the people at large. It is, however, by
the congregation of St. Paul’s that Dr.
Stephens’ death will be most felt,  Until
increasing infirmity rendered him unable
he was a member our church choir, and
always took an active interest in Church
work, being ever ready both to advise
and to contribute,

‘I'he Church service was read at Mr.
Ross’ house hefore the remains were taken
to his o!d home in Collingwood in charge
ofa brother who had arrived just in time to
say good-hye, The people at Sheguian-
dah and Little Current, through which
the funeral passed, showed their respect
by joining the funeral train; but, per-
haps, the greatest tribute to his memory
was the unwonted tears of Indians as
their doctor left Manitowaning for the
last time.

Qur Work in Jerusalem.

Only recent arrivals in the diocese of
Algoma are unaware of the fuct that thereis
a rule of long standinyg that the offerings of
the faithfui on Good Friday are always de-
voted to missionary work amony the peo-
ple—the Hebrew nation—of whom, as
man, our blessed lLord came. In Pales.
tine the Anglican Church beholds a door
open such as no other commumon can,
with so great benefit, enter.  The appeal
of Bishop Blyth, printed below, will, we
trust, in Algoma meet with a liberal
response.  Recognizing that our offerings
on Good Friday, when sent to him, will
help on missionary work administered on
lines in accordance with the teaching and
practice of the branch of the Church to
which we owe allegiance, there is a guar-
antee that it will be expended wisely by
those whose knowledge gives the judg-
ment necessary so to do.

‘The following is the appeal issued to
every clergyman in the Anglican com-
munion :

REVEREND AND DEar BroTHeg,—In
making earnest request to you that (if you
are not already pledged, through any
other society or means, to assist Jewish
work) you will kindly give me, as your
representative at the  Mother City of
Christianity, an offertory for Jewish mis-
sions, I would urge the following plea :

We all know that it is incumbent on
every bapuzed member of Christ to do
something for missionary work in foreign
parts; and it is the general conviction
that God’s blessing 15 on the family,
parish, and nation that undertakes such
work for Him. Swce our missionary
spirit revived, aud we became a mission-
ary Church, we have been enlarged into
the Anglican Communion, including, with
the Irish and Scotch Churches, the strong
and loving sisterhood of the Churches in
our own coionies and in America. And
it is, indeed, a Communion powerful for
good influence in the world which we
represent at this city.

But being missionary we have a two-
fold duty, to the Jew and to the Gentile
—*“10 the Jew first,” said the great
Apostle to the Gentiles.  ‘T'he Christian
Church has strangely forgotten this part
of her commission. \We cannot be faith-
{ul to our commission if we regard (how-

ever devotedly) only one side of at, the
Gentiles. Wil you kindly bring this be
fore your people?  Will you strengthen
my hands hete to develop and extend ex-
isting work, and to take up new opeuings
which are so many and so urgent?  May
I press upon you the opportunity, of
which you hold the key, to close or to
open ; and I would say, less the respon-
sibility of closing than the happiness of
opening this enterprise to your people ?

I most gratefully acknowledge the sup
port sent to me from every provinee, |
may soon say diwcese, of our Com
munion ; and the growing sense that this
work is that of the whole Church, and it
emboldens e this year to make a mote
general appeal, for which Chnst’s service
tiere has most emphatic need.

Flashes from the Speeches at
S.P.G. Junior Clergy Associa-
tion.

A few paragraphs are given from the
utterances of those who addressed the
enthusiastic gathering of the above asso-
ciation in Exeter Hall, in November last.
We are all interested in the S.P.G. 1t
has done so much for us in Alguma and
Canada.

‘T'he Bishop of Rochester (chairman.)

‘“ It means, I think, that we are slowly
learning—how slowly yet! —what a great
cause 1t is which calls for our help and
which condescends to clum u. Slowly
we are learning how great a cause 1t is in
respousibility, i ditficulty, but also
opportunity and in privilege. It scems
to me as though the begimings of our
missionary work as a Church might almost
be compared to guerilla fighting Guenila
fighting, with this loose order, is sume-
times a briliant thing, It gives magni
ficent opportunities tor personal prowess
and individual distinction.  Splendid
dashes are made ; positions are captured
and then tost again ; successes are won ;
but nothing in proportion seems to follow
from them. But if, as the cuntest pro
ceeds, that fighting develops into regular
warfare, then things are done, sometimes
it may scem with less of romance and
less of halo about them, but wath infin-
itely more of effectiveness and weight, 1
cannot help thinking that now the Church
has, to some real extent, committed her-

selfl 10 tlns grieat warfare of the cross
agwinst the darkness and the evil of the
whole world.  And when that happens
we begin to see what the measure of 1t s,
For example, we find that it needs, as
warfare does, different kinds  of troops,
and diffetent kinds of methods.  We feel
to-day, as we did not feed a while ago,
that there must be, for example, a steady
call upon the Church for holy, devoted,
and consecrated hives, if the harder work
and the bolder ventures of mission-work
are to be done. We feel, again, that
those Lives must, 1 some cases —-we would
gladly see them muluphed tentold —be
grouped and  gathered  together  into
Lrotherhouods, if they are Lo gain that force
which union makes.”

Sir Charles A, Elhou, late Lieutenant.
Governor of Bengal, after poinung out
tnat mission work was a more difficult task
than some people imagined, said :

“1 think that, generally speaking, there
15 2 tendency to a mistaken npression
that the babit of mind of the Hindu
leads them to {ook up with great respect
to the English officials or the English
residents of the country, and that there 15
a certamn tendency to accept the doc
innes and the views laid before them—
somethung, perhaps, of the relation which
Man Friday bore to Robinson Crusoe.
This view is not altogether without truth—
or was not, at least, some years ago. There
18 no doubt that our position there as con-
querors, and as the introducers of a new
and most effective material civilization,
led the people generally to view with
acquiescence any principles which we
might lay before them, and partly to look
up to us as the most powerful r1ace, and
partly, perhaps, to bow themselves before
us as the possessurs of, and the persons
capable of giving, wealth and posiion.
But of late there has been a great change
in that respect. A Hindu revival has set
in, which has set the minds of the natives
of India very much against European
civilization in ail or in many of its forms.
Of course, there were alw.ys fanatical
opponents of the Christian religion and of
mussionary preaching, but the fanaticism
has now spread to a greater extent, and
has taken a slightly different torm,
creating a sort of incipient race hosihity,
and a tendency to oppose any dea Le
cause it is of English origin, and 10 boy-
cott any attempt at itrodueing furopean
forns of civilization,”

Testimony to quahty by Sir Charles A.
Elliou ¢

*There was a very interesting case of
the ruter of an  independent principabity
in the Khasia Hills. It was a very swall
territory, but still the ruler held t by
right of treaty with the British Govern-
ment, and, teck~ically speaking, he stood
on the same basis and held the same in-
dependence as the great chiefs of Central
India and Rajpootana. “T'he heir to ths
chiefship had become a Chnstian in Ins
youth. He had been converted by that
excellent body of Welsh missionaries who
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have uccupned  the Koasia country, and
his wife also was a Constian,  When the
chief died the people came to the heir
and said ., ¢ We hike you very much, but
we cannut possibly allow you to b chidf
su long as you are a Chustian.  There
are sacnfices to be wverformed o the
tnbal gods or the loral gods, who will
certamnly send plague among us, and kil
our children, and destroy our crops, if
they are not propitiated, and jou cannot
perform those sacrifices.  Give up your
Christianity, and we will take you back
with open arms.”  But he steadily refused
to accept this oppurtumty,  He stuck to
s Chnsuanty, and gave up what was
the greatest position and the highest rank
that a native in tis part of the country
couid pussibly attam to.  He gave up the
kingdom for Christ.”

The Bishop of Rockhampton :

* Let us do all that we canto unify and
concentrate our resources, . The
esser = of missionary work 1s alike, hoth
in principle and aim, whether among the
coloured heathen races, or among our own
countrymen in the colonies, or among
those who live in the slums of our great
cities. ‘Theclaimis one of very spedial
urgency at the present ume, inasmuch as
God has opened a very wide door of op-
portunity wiich 1s probably without pre.
cedent in the history of the world. Isit
not almost literally true that God has
given to the English people the heathen
for therr inhertance, and the uttermost
parts of the earth for their possession?
Vast dominions in Asia, Africa, Australia,
and America either owe aliegiance to the
British Crown, or, at least, claim kindred
with the British race. It has been com-
puted that within the sixty years of the
reign of the Queen no less than 6,000 ooo
square miles of territo.y have been added
to the sway of the Briush Crown. That
is an area equal to fifty umes that of the
United Kingdom. 1t s said that in a
very short time the English-speaking races
will constitute one-fifth of the whole pop
ulation of the globe.  This wonderful ex-
tension of the frontiers of this empire
means that there s gradually growing up
a pnmacy of English speech, of Englich
thought, of English commerce, and of
English power among the nations of the
earth.  What does this mean, but thet
God has willed to place England in the
foremost position of responsibility in
order that she may have at least a very
large share in the evangelization of the
world? As the English Church is fauth-
ful to that musston, God will, 1 Leheve,
honour her by making her His winister
in bringing about the reunion of Chris
tendom.”

In alook at lus own diocese, by the
Bishop of Rockhampton, there occurs the
following . * Sume people thnk that they
have unly to put a bishop down, and that
the diocese aud all its organizations will
grow up like Jonah's gourd. 1 have tried
it, but 1t did not succeed. 1 know what
1t is to be put down 1n a diocese like that,
without a single halipenny of diocesan

funds ur of prisate means, and 1o be ex
pected to make good bricks without straw.
At times 1 have felt that 1 was really
worse ofl than Hagar when <he took her
boy into the wilderness, for T had not
wven a picce of bread or a bottle of water.
Three months afier Istarted there came
the great commercial crash, and cleven
of the Australian banks suspended pay-
ment, and for a while the whole colony
was seriously impoverished.  Just at that
time this noble suciety came to the rescue
T'he diocese is now getting on preuty well,
and ws head is acarly whove water, Jhough
not quite. The number of dergy has
been doubled, and now stands at twelve.
Howeser, more are wanted, and I am
looking about everywhere for men of
strong fibre, and, above all, with the fire
of misstonary zeal in their hearts, to go
out and help me. I believe that befure
many years have passed the people of
the diveese will be able to supply ther
own clergy, and provide means for their
support , but atthe present they could do
ueither, and ¢f help did not come sovn 1t
woreld come too late.”
