At first ive hiad t> teachi ini a sîniali native
Iiut, the rooîîf of irhiuli iras $u low that
whien the 1Rev. Mr. Campbell 1iaid us a
visit lie struck bis hcand against it. We
have, hiowever, beeui able to raise sub-
soriptions in ifflnia to erect a iiew sceol
building whicli is iii(101d a great booii to
us aIl. The children are delighited withi it,
the large ivindows aidf dean niatting, beingy
sucli a contrast to tlieir own litile dark
anîd dreary hiovels. The nioro sensible
unothers aIso are glad that thecir children
hlave a place to go te instead of playing ahl
day by the road side.

Thiere are, liowever, soine very ignorant
