PRELIMINARY STATEMENT.

The Synod of the Free Church of
Nova Scotia having entrusted a Com-
mittee with the duty of issuing a Month-
Iy Record, it may be proper to commence
the work with a short statement of the
nature_and the objects of such a period-
ical.

The TRecord does not assume the or-
dinary character of'a Newspaper; for
it is not to deal in the sccular news of
the day. lIts subject matter is to he of a
strictly religious nature, such as ought to
be felt as interesting to all who are con-
cerned about the advancemest of the
Lledeemer’s Kingdom, and especially in-
teresting to those who hold by the prin-
ciples of the Westminster Standards —
That these principles are valued in the
Lower Provinces of British North Amne-
rica is evident in the fast of the exis-
ternce of the Free Church here, a fact
which inplies that there is a considera-
ble population whose attachment to
these principles is such that they are
willing to make sacrifices in order to
their maintenance. At the same time,it
is to be acknowledged, that with regard
to the Free Church, as with the other
religious bodies in these Provinces, it is
still but the day of small things. There
are extensive districts which are but sel-
dom visited by Free Church ministers,
organized congregations are compara-
tively few, and even for these few tLere
is not an adequate supply of labourers.
The very circumstance, however, that
with so large a population professing to
hold by these principles as really exists
in these Provinces, the means of grace
are so very limited, shows the need of a
veriodical such as this  The members
of the Church, in those localities where
they may be favoured with the ministra-
tions of a stated pastor, are (oo often in-
clined tosit down satisfied when their
own wants may bave been in some mea-

sure supplied, and they require to have
awmare extended view presented to them,
to remind them of the bond which con-
neets chem with their brethren who ace
still struggling with difliculties  from
which they may have been just deliver-
ed, and to stimulate them to testify their
gratitude for the privileges in which they
now rejoice,by stretching out theirhands
to help those who, in as far as public or-
dinances arc concerned. may have still
to spend many silent Sabbaths, remem-
bering in sadness seacons, now of rare
occurrence, in which they were glad
when it was said unto them “ Let us go
into the house of the Lord.” There are
many whose heavts, puvified, warmed,
and ecnlarged by divine grace, have
prompted them t3 ask “ What'shall 1
render unto the Lovd for all his henefits
toward me ?” and who, having had their
attention directed to the spiritual dest-
tution which so extensively prevails a-
round them, have, notwithstanding de-
pressions in their worldly affairs, which
they in common with others have expe-
rienced,in conseqnence of suceessive fail-
ures in the crops, felt themseives in cir-
cumstances to do sowcthing to relieve
their more destitute brethren.  There is
no reason to doubt that, had there been
means to bring the case still more fully
before them, ceven these might have
accomplished more than they have done,
and that others who have been altoge-
ther inactive might bave rejoiced to co-
operate with them in this work of faith
and labour of love.

T'o whatever extent there may have
been negleets and  shortcomings, where
means were enjoyed and opportunities
were presented of being usetul in pro-
moting the interests of the Redeemer’s
Kingdom, it is neverticless true that
great things have been aimed at, that
not a little has been accomplished, and
that inuch is now in progress; so that a
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periodical such as this hecomes a most
valuable organ througlh which the chureh
may give information to her people, not
only as to liclds of nscfulness in chris-
tian enterprise which they ought to ve-
cupy, but as to the way in which she ap-
plies the means which they place at her
disposal ~ The Presbyterian system re-
cognises and reduces to practice the
seriptural distinetion betwixt the rulers
and the ruied ; but at the same time, and
upon the same scriptural authority, it
repudintes any such distinction as would
smply that the rulers are lordsover God’s
heritage. It is the duty of the oflice-
bearers of the church so to act as that
they may carry along with them the
mind of an enlightened people.  As ac-
conntable to him whose servants they of-
ficially ave, they mnst exonerste their
own conscience in carnest dealings with
the conseiences of their people as to the
duties which they are called upon to dis-
charge, aud in a faithful application of
those means which their people may
place at their disposal for the benefit of
the church; but thereis a responsibility
under which they lic also to the people
themeelves, and,with respeet to that,they
must be careful so to act as that the mi-
nistry be not blamed. In discharging
themselves of this responsibility there is
much which they require to bring before
their flocks which cannot so convenient-
ly be presented to them in cennexion
with the ministrations at a meeting as-
sembled for pubiic worship on the Lord’s
day. DMeetings for religious purposes,
especially in o thinly peopled country,
are not very easily assembled at other
times; and while we see that, with all
the facilities for holding such meetings
which arc enjoyed in Scotland, where so
deep an interest s taken in the affairs
of the chureh, they still find the advan-
tage of having an ceclesiastical Becord
to civculate among the families of their
chavge, much more must such a channel
of information be needed in a country
such as this.

It is well too that the families of our
charge should know something of what is
doing in the same cause in other portions
of the Church. From the extended
views which they may be thusled to con-
template, they may come to realize more
distinetly their own individual position,
whether as to wants ov privileges, and to
feel more strongaly the obligation which
lies upon them as to their individual du-
ties. They may be stimulated by the
exawple of others, and may have their
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minds more fully enlighiened as to the
most advisable modes of acting; when
at length they ave browght to feel that
they are bound to be active in sccking
the good of Jerusalem.  ‘T'he most strik-
ing lessons of this kind way be found in
the proceedings of the Free Church of
Scotland ; and on this acconnt, as well
as hecause we ought to take a deep in-
terest in the procecdings of a Church
which has done so much for these Colo-
nies, it will be steadily held up for con-
templation. At the same time, it must
be evident that important lessons may
be learned from the proceedings of the
Presbytevian Church of Canada, which
is placed in civeumstances move nearly
resembling onwr own. There isa bro-
therhood with that Church which ought
to he especially cultivated; and while
we rejoice with them in the very decid-
cd progress which, every year, they are
making, we would do well to profit by
the experience which in this progress
they are acquiring. Nor is it to be for-
gotten that in England, in Ireland, and
in ofher British Colonies Lesides those
of North America, there are brethren
holding up the same banner, seeking to
cdify themselves and others in the same
most holy faith, and in whose proceed-
iugs therefore we ought to feel an in-
terest.

Our space is so vory limited that our
notice of the boilies to whom we have
reforred must be very shart, but still
there are other bodiss whose peculiar
principles indeed we may not regard as
5o Seriptural, but in whom nevertheless
we rejoiee to recognize the servants of
the same Lord, and workers in the same
vineyard. Many of these have not only
manifested much zeal, but have eunjoyed
mueh of the blessing of God, in their Ja-
bowrs to propagate the Gospel; and it
will be a pleasure to us, as we doubt not
it may be alse for the edification of our
people, to refer occasionally to their pro-
ceedings, as showing, throngh the varied
instruentality which God is pleased to
employ, the progress of that wark which
shall at length result in the completion
of that glorious temple which he is rear-
ing for himself, when the headstone shall
be brought forth with shoutings, grace,
arace unto it.

In endeavouring to carry out what is
thus proposed, we invite, and shall look
for, communications from our friends,
furnishing us with the materials for the
Record.  Yor the way in which they
conduct it, the Committee are responst-
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ble to the Synod unuder whose authority

they aet; aud as the price at which the

Recond is to be furnished 15 50 very low,

it is expected that it will be suitably

supported, especially by the families that
profess to hold by the principles of the

Free Church.

In conclusion, let us press upon those
whe may favour our pages with a peru-
sal the duty ol Learing the interests
avhich ave thus brought under their con-
sideration on their hearts at a throne of
grace.  There may be many whose cir-
cumstanees may be such that they may
hava little of worldly substanee with
which 1o aid the cause we are engaged
in, but the poorest may aid it very ma-
terially by theiv prayevs.  The difterent
subjeets have cach their own individual
importance.  View them in their indi-
viduality, view thew in the relation in
which they stand connected with each
other, view them in their bearing on the
grand object which we ought ever to
have Lelore us, and, in reference to each,
plead for the blessing of Iim who hath
said, “not by might, nor by power, but
by my Spirit.” Remember especially
the words of the Psalmist,  Pray for the
peace of Jerusalem: they shall prosper
that love thee. Peace be within thy
walls, and prosperity within thy palaces.
Tor my Lrethran awd companions’ sakes,
1 will now say, Peace be within thee.—
Because of the house of the Lond our
God 1 will seck thy good.”

PREFATORY ADDRESS
which we present to our readers, as bear-
ing upon the whole object which we have
it view :—

RoMays x. 13-15.~" Whosoever shall call
upon the name of the Lord shall he saved.
1ow then shall they eall on him in whom
they have not helieved? and how shall
they believe i him of whom they have
notheard ? and how shall they hear with-
out a preacher?  And how shall they
preach, except they be sent ? as ivis writ-
ten, How beautiful are the fect of them
that preach the gospel of peace, and bring
lad tidings of good things 1
The tine has come when all distineti-

on between Jew and Gentile has been

abolished.  Formerly that distinction
was a very watked one. “You ouly

have I known,” was the language of

God to his ancient people, “of all the
families of the carth.”  We eannot fath-

o the inserntable counsels of God, in
leaving so large a portion of'the world
for so long a time withous the means of
salvation, and choosing ouly a single na-
tion to be a peculiar prople to himselt.
One thing Is certain, that uo portion of’
the world could have claimed a revelati-
on from God, or his interference in res-
cuing our Joomed race from destruction,
But it is a dillerent aspeet of things that
is_presented now. IL is nota single
tribe that is eiveumseribed, and hedged
in, amd favourcd with the oracles of
(iod, while the whole world besides is
left in davkuness and ignorance, uncer-
tain cven of the existence of God, and
without the means of attaining, to his fa-
vour. The time has come when Joel's
words have been falfitled, ¢ Whosoever
shall call upon the name of the Lord
shall be saved.”  There is no difference
between the Jew and the Greek.  The
wall ol separation has been broken down.
‘The Jew has no longer the privilege of
which the Gentile is left destitute, Both
are alike now in the sight o’ God.  The
sume Lord is vich unto all that call up-
on him.  The Gospel is now asdiflusive
as the light of heaven : it is like the or-
dinances of heaven, whose line is gone
out throngh all the carth, and their
wonils uato the ends of the world.  The
firmament does not embrace a select
spot of carth. It encompasses the whole
world,  So the gospel dispensation is
wide, all-embracing, universal ! TheSan
of righteousness looks down upon every
fand. Ilis grolden beams gild the most dis-
tant mountains, the remotest shoves ; and
it any quarter of the carth has not yet
been saluted by thew, it is not  because
the Sun of vighteousness is not in the
spiritnal fivmament, but because human
obstructions have hitherto kept out his
influence. The dark forests of wild and
native ignorvance, the movasses of bar-
barizm, the deep ravines of rude aud sa-
vage life, have not yetadmitied the light
which would otherwise have gladdened
the hearts and improved the condition
of the poor idolator; and little or no
cffort comparatively has been made o
clear away the obstacles.  Blessed
be God, Lowever, the thme has come
when Jew and Greek can look up 1o
a common Lord, and believe in acom-
mon saviour—that the God of the Jew
is the God of the Greek also—that the
same Lord over all is rich nnto all that
call upon him: « Whosoever shall call
upon the name of the Lord shall be
saved ”
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‘True religion, or that which involves
or implivs salvation, is not deseribed by
a single expression in Sevipture. It is
represeated under difterent expressions,
and calling on the name of God is one of
these.  ‘The worship of the true God iy
perhaps what is meant—that homage, ov
devotion, to God, which may be regard-
ud as the primary or central duly of' re-
Hirion—the result of o saving state.  'f'o
call upon the name of the Lovd is thus
put for all the other duties of religion-—
it is the effect put for the cause—a pars
for the whole ; for as the Apostle him-
self' immediately adds, “ How shall they
call on him in whom they have not be-
lieved?”  Belief in God is necessary be-
fore we will call upon him.  But it may
still hold good that it we call upon him
we shall be saved.  Perhaps there conld
not be a better deseription of true reli-
gion than is contained in these very
words.  Caliing upon God may bu con-
sidered the lite of religion It mplies o
recognition of Gold—a humble afliance
in lim—a vevervential fear of him—a hv-
ing, practical, regard for him—devout
subnission to his will—the desive of his
favour—the dread of his wrath, and oe-
liet of his truwth—faith in that which he
has revealed to us as the ground of our
hope, and tae way of our aceeptance —
T'o eall upon the name of the Lord im-
plies all this. It is not the mere exter-
nal act of calling upon the nume of God.
It is not the mere formal duty of worship
and of prayer.  That of itself would ne-
ver save.  As well might we call upon
any other name, upon the name of a
salse God, npon the name of any of the
objects of heathen worship. It were no
more than an empty sound—the voice
in such a case would spend stself on air;
it would be words, anud no more  But
10 eall upon the name God must be o
real, a true act. In a more restricted
sense, to eall upon the name of God is
to call upon hia for merey ; it is to a1y
to him for help, for salvation.  « Arise,
and call upon thy God.” But we must
never take an isolated passage of Serip-
twre to Jeseribe any of its doctrines—we
must take the whole analogy of Serip-
ture; and thus, to call upon the name
of the Lord is to come to God in the
way of his own appointment; it.is to be-
licve in Christ; in the method of salva-
tion by himj it is to receive the méssage
of salvation conveyed in the gospel, to
comply with tnat message, and on the
authority of Giod’s revealed word to go
0 him, to scek his favour, to confide in

hig mevey,—and we are here informed
that whosoever dous so shall be saved.—
Al mankind are under the wrath of
God, exposed to his curse; and there
is but one way revealed in which they
can be delivered from this state.  God
has made known to us that way—Ile
lhay revealed to us the whole scheme of
salvation through a crucified Saviour--
1ic has opened up the glorious plan of
werey.  Formerly the knowledge of this
plan was confined to the Jews; now itis
published to the whole world, and the
apostle declares, * Whosoever shall eatl
upon the name of the Lord shall be
saved,”

‘The Apostle proceeds to reason:
“ Tow shall they call on him in whom
they have not believed ¢ and how shall
they Lalicve in him of whom they have
not heard ? and how shall they hear
without a Preacher ? and how shall they
preach except they be sent2” Faith in
Gud is necessary to our calling upon him
—hearing of God, again, is necessary to
faith, and preaching is neeessary to our
hearving, and the sending of him who is
to preach is necessary to his preaching.
We have thus the dependence of these
upon one another; so that if the one be
important, equally so mast the other.—
They arc liuks in a chain.  There can-
not be salvation without we call upon
Gd—we cannot catl upon Cod unless
we believe in him—we cannot believe
in him i’ we do not hear of him—we
cannot:hear of him without a preacher—
and the preacher cannot preach except
he be sent.  The sending of the preach-
er 3s the first Jink ; salvation is the last.
And what does this prove to us but the
importaree of the preaching of the Gos-
pelt?  Salvation dependsonit.  Preach-
gy is God’s ordinance for bringing sin-
ners to the enjoyment of sulvation. It
is by the preaching of the word that this
is done.  Faith cometh by hearing, and
heaving by the Word of God. We
wast believe in God, but God's word
alonereveals Godto us. It alone reveals
God to usas he is.  Solittle do we know,
learn,ordiscover, of God, otherwise, that
they towhom the word of God bas not come
are spoken of as if they had never heard
of Gud : * How can they believe in him
of whom they have not heard 27 Itis
not the true God of whom the heathen
naticns have heard, or whom they wor-
ship. Itis Gods of theix own imagina-
tions, and it may be of their own fashi-
oning  The truc Ged, asheis, inall
Iis puriry, in his essential attributes, in
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his relation to us, and above all as the
God of salvition, needs to reveal him-
self We have lost the knowledge of
this God. Tvery nation without the
word of Godl has been as ignorant of Lim
as it he did not exist, “Ihe utimost that
aven the Athenians could attain to was
toset up an altar to * the undnown God”
Lut the word of God rereuls him. 1t dis-
covers his true chavacter. It mahes
known his holy and awful perfections—
his law—-its solemn sanctions—the pen-
alty of' violating these~—the terrible dvom
of transgressors—all the fearful conse-
guences of departing from God s—and
then it opens up the way of pardon—the
way by which we may return to God—
the method of reconetliation—the meaus
of salvation throngh the blood of the
Cross—through the mediation of Gud’s
own son.  'The word of Gad does this,
and through the oreaching of the word
all this is marle known, is proclaimed, is
publisted, thast wankind hearing it, hear-
1y of God, hearing of the way of salva-
tion, and calling upon the name of the
Lovd, may be saved. It becomes of par-
amount importance, therefore, that the
Word of God should be preashed. Not
ctherwise will sinners be saved @ not o-
therwise will men call upon the name of
the Lord,  They must hear of Goil first,
and they cannot hear of himy without
preacher.  The preacher is God’s mes-
senger, to speak of him! This is the
great purpose and duty of the Preacher
—to speak of Gold—to make him known
10 sinners—10 proclaim all the words of
this lite, and to commmand anad besecch
sinners to trust in Gotl--t0 belicve in
his disposition to save all who eall upon
his name. It is to set forth the evil of
sit—its demerit  and  danger—the
holiness and righteousness of God, but
his merey in sending his son into our
world, in laying upon him our iniquities,
in exacting of hie the penalty of our
transgression, and  pardoning the guilti-
est sinner who  believes in Christ—
Such is the borden of the preach-
er's message—such is  the work for
which he 15 ordained, to proclaim the
word of God, to hold out the message of
salvation to all who will hiear and be-
lieve. Chuist himself gave to the preach-
er his commission, * Go and preach the
Gospel to cvery creature” The close
conucetion, however, Dbetween the
preaching of the Gospel, and the end it
was to serve, is what is here insisted up-
on; and we se¢  the necessity of the for-
mes, it the latter is to be accomplished-

If sinneirs are te be saved it is through
the preaching of the Gospel. It they
are to call upon the name of God, they
must first hear of him, and how can they
hear withoutapreacher? and howean they
preach except they be sent?  Christ
sent the first preachers  They were cal-
led sApostles beeause they were sent—
‘They were seut on the great embassage
of preaching the gospel U They were
Christ’s ambussudors — They were em-
powered to proclaim the words of eter-
nal life—to reveal the unknown God—
aud invite siuners to trust in him. This
was their message, and it is the message
of all who ix like wauner are called to
preach the Gospel  Aff who preach the
Gospel are in like manser the ansbassa-
dors of Christ. I'he commission of Christ
to his first Apostles applies equally io
them~—* Go and preach the Gospel un-
to cvery creature.”  Lhere was to bea
suceession of Ambassadors, of preachers,
of lieralds of the Cross, of Ministers of
the word, of teachers and pastors, to the
end of the world. It was not to the dis-
ciples, in theirown person, that the pro-
mise was given, “lo, I am with you al-
way, even to the end of the world,"~—it
was to them as the vrepresentatives, or
as stamling in the place, of all that were
to succeed them in their high commissi-
on.—The place or function of a minister
of the gospel is brought out here. 1le
is one of the links of the chain which the
Apostle brings Defore our notice.  The
chain would not be complete without
him. Now, just look at that chain.—
What is the last dink in it 2 Tt is stated
first, but it is in reality the last, “Who-
soever shall call upon the name of the
Lorid shall be saved.”  What would be-
come of that link without the foreqoing?
Al are necessary @ the believing i God
~—the hearing of hiru—the preaching and
the preacher  Would you break the
chain?  Wonld you sever the connee-
tion ? Would you dispense with any one
of the links ? 'Is it impovtant that we
besaved ? Is thisa grand, a paramount,
an all-important, matter?  Would we
choosu to bie lost?  Would we go down
to everlasting destruction 2 Would we
de so when there is a gospel that pro-
claims the way of salvation? DBat if we
would not, we must not dissolve that
chain  the links of which Christ himself
has woven. ¢ Faith cometh by hearing,
aud hearing by the word of God.” How
shall they call on himin whomthey have
not believed 2 and how shall they believe
in him of whom they have not heard ?
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amd bow shall they hear without a
Preacher? aud how shall  they preach
except they besent ? as it is written,
* How beaatiful are the fect of them that
nreach the Gospel of Peace, and bring
dlad tidings of good things 7

‘The last words of thiy beautiful pas-
sage are @ quetation from leaiah, (52nd
chap. 7th verse,) and are applied by the
prophet, in their literal and primary re-
ference, to a Messenger seen hureying
acrnss the mountains, with good tidings
to Jerusalem, nnder a state of sicee, be-
leagured by her exemies, or sunk in a
state ol depression, and with the chains
of captivity about her neck. It is the
tidings of’ a deliverer, of a savionr; of
peace inw time ot war, of freedom ina
time of capuvity  With the same joy
that such a messenger would be haijed
by acity in the circumstances deseribed,
should the preacher of the gospel be
weleomed ! Have you, rcader, hailed
the gospel preacher?  Have you wel-
come:l him as the messenger of peace,
of deliverance, of redemption to your
soul? What has been the effect of the
preaching of the gospel upon vou? You
have heard—you may have long sat an-
der—it.  ave you believed?  Have
youn catled upon the name of the Lovd ?
Without this it is in vain that you have
licard—that the gospel has been preach-
ed—that the preacher bas been sent.—
"This will but encrease your guilt, and
aggravate  your condemnation.  You
have turned a deat’ car to the message
of mercy—yon have refused to listen to
the offers of salvation~—you have har-
dened  yourself amid the melting re-
presentations of the wospel!  ill you
continue to doso?  Will you not kear
now 2 Will you not believe aund obey
now? Will you not now call upon the
name of the Lord? Sttt it holds wooil,
 Whosoerer shall call upon the name of
the Lord shall be seved ™ We invite
youto doso. We are warranted to say,
if you do so, you shall be saved; if you
call upon God—if you depend upon liim
—if you renounce your own worth—if
you cast yoursell wpon the merey of
Gol—it" you sce your own sinfulness,
and guil, and believe the gospel which
offers 1o you the righteousness of Chiist
~if you do this, you shall be saved.

And as we would be saved ourselves,
0 we should scek that the gospel may
be proclaimed to all our fellow-men—
that they may hear, and believe, and be
saved.  This is the end for which the
gospel was given. It was not to be cix-
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cumseribed ; it was not to be limited ;
w W hosveeer shall call upon the name of
the Lord shall be saved.” * For the
same Lord over all is vich unto all that
call upon him”  Have our readers be-
lieved the wospet 7 They will desire to
communieate . They will seek to ex-
tend it. They will diffuse it far and
wide.  They will help to maintain it, and
to send it to those who have never yet
heard the joytul sound.  This responsi-
bility lies npon them.  The Apostle was
not content with  handling the high
themes of salvation as he had been doing
in L2 previous part of the Lpistle. Tle
follows them ap with the praciieal con-
sideration contained in these words. e
warld lave the knowledge of salvation
universally extended, every where dit-
fused.  He called to mind that the mid-
dle wall of partition between Jew and
Gentile was braken down—that God put
no difference between them—that the
same Gospel was intended for all, Greelk
as weli as Jew.  Ile would bave all to
hear, and aul to believe.  Exemplity the
same spirit ! Seek to extend the Gos-
pel!  Ewmploy your means, give of your
snbstance, for this purpose. 1 you do
net youvsehves preach i—if you are not
yourselves called upon to proclaim the
tidings—will you not still scek to have
them proclaimed ? - It is the spivit ol'the
Apostle’s words to take all means to have
the zospel preached, 1o bave the tidings
ot subvation proclaimed to the ends of
he carth.

Till COLLEGE.

Of the existing schemes of the chureh
the most important, contessedly, is the
entire scheme in reivrence to theCollege.

The waut of an adequate sapply of
ministers has been long felt, and each
vear has been adding to the exient of
the field which remams to be overtaken.
The congregations aund stations in these
Provinces that may have been Jooking
anxiously for supplies from Scotland,
may be often tempied to think, that it
must be owing to & want of interest in
their behalf that their applications for
assistanze have remained so 'ong without
a favourable answer ; but those who may
have been led to think so need to be in-
formed, that they Jittle wnderstaml the
extent of ¢lfort that has been made by
the Free Church to provide them with
that amount of supply which has been
already obtained.  Applications for aid
bave been addvessed 1o that Church from
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all parts of the world. These applica-
tivns are every year, becoming more nn-
merous, and more urgent; and it is with
a home population stil} but seantily pro-
vided for, that. in the wenerosity of her
heart, she has been so extensively distei-
buting what, nevertheless, she conld but
il spave.

Convineed by experience, therefore,
that whatever efforts may be made by
those at a distance to provide ministers
for these Colonies, no adeguate supply
can be obtained but by providing means
for having them educated within their
own bomuls, the Synod, at its meeting
held in 1816, encourazed in the under-
taking by the Colonial Committee of the
Free Church of Scotland, appointed a
Committee to take sieps towards the ac-
complishment of that object.  The sub-
Jeer was still more fully considered at
their meeiing in the following year. The
Rev. Mr. Stewart of New Glasgow had
just retwrned from Scotland with the
assurance of the Colonial Committee of
the Free Chuarch there, that they would
open, and continue to support for a cer-
tain term of years, a Lheological Insti-
tation in the Colony, iu the urderstan-
ding that the Synod would, in the mean
time, raise & fund for the permanent en-
dowment of the Professors to be appoin-
ted  The Synod, accordingly, after full
and matare deliberation, resolved :—
« 1. That they shall endeavour to raise
£8000, during the next four years, to be
a permanent fuml, the mterest of which
shall go to support two professors. I
That, for accomplishing this most neces-
sary object, the Synod shall institute
Collecting  Associations within  their
bonnds, furnish them with collecting
cards,and mstruct Preshyteries to sce
that these Associations be put into ac-
tive operation, and that all monies col-
lected shall be transmitted to the Bank
of Nova Scoti, Halifax, before the end
of June, 1848

The Colonial Committee of the Iree
Church, in fullilment of the engagement
into which they had so generously en-
tered, sent out ,in October 1848, Yrofes-
sors King and McKenzie, who, opening
the session of College soon after their
arrival, had under their charge that
winter fifteen students.  Three of these
were o far advanced that they were in
circumstances to cater immediately on
the study of Theolozy. The remaining
twelve attinded the preliminary classes.
During the following session, the College
was sorely tried in the death, first of a
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highiy promising student, M Robert
MeDonaid, from small pox, and, second-
ly, of Professor MeKenzie, from a dis-
case under which he had been labouring
Lefore he came to the Yrovinee,  Eigh-
teen students, however, completed the
conrse of the session, of whoin seven at-
tended the classes of ‘Lheology, and ¢le-
ven atiended the prefiminary classes.—
During the current session, the College
enjovs the benefit of the able services of
Professor Lyall, appointed by the Colo-
nial Commiitee in the room of the e
Professor MeKenzie.  There are twen-
ty-two students in attendance, of whom
cighteen are attending the preliminary
classes, and four ave prosccuting ther
courst of Theology. Turee who had
been attending the Theological classes
during the last session, and who had but
a short time befove that come out from
Seotland, were constrained to return to
their native country, in consequence
of the state of their health jand we would
direct especial attention to this, as show-
ing how necessary it is that the Provin-
ces should look to their own population
for the supply which they need for their
pulpits.

There has, then, been a steady in-
crease in the number of students, in the
course of these three sessions.  Witn one
exception, the whole of tham, now inat-
tendance, belong either to Nova Scotia
or to New-Brunswick ; and the church
bas reasor Lo congratulate herselfon tie
promisc which they hold out, not only in
respect to their number, but still more in
respect to their personal qualifications.

The only remark which we shall make
at present in reference to the progress of
the Professorial Fund is, that the state-
ments which we have just suomitted
ave well caleulated to stimulate to in-
creased  exertions, for the formation of
that Fand, those who have been alrea-
dy endeavouring to do their duty to-
wards it ; and {o administer a rebuke to
such as may have been hitherto negli-
gent m a madter which so directly con-
cerns their own best interests, while
others have been showmg themselves to
be so much alive to their impor-
tance.

COLLEGE AND ACADEMY BUIL-
DINGS.

When the Synod of this Church felt
itself driven to the necessity of devi-
sing means for rearing a native minis-
try for these Provinces, if a ministry
is to bo enjoyedd at all, it was at once

seen that there were two objeets to
which they must address thewselves
It was necessary to insutute, first, a
College, for imparting instructions m
the higher branches that musr be
studied, in preparation for the migis-
try 3 amd, secondly, although first i
puint of order, an Academy  for cam-
municating instructions in the clussies,
ey, of a gher character than epuld
he obrained in the common schools off
the countryy, and which, notwithstan-
ding, would be necessary 0 prepare
the Students for prosecuting, with sud-
vantage, the more advanced sudives
to which they would have to give them-
selves in the College. In carrying
their resolution, therefore, into eflvct
with respect to the means for training
up a native ministry, tire Sysod kept
both of 1hese objeets in view ; and au-
thorised the renting of premises that
might afford accommodation both for
the College and the Academy. The
means which were furmshed for meet-
ing the current expenses thus incurred
have been very inadequate. A debr,
in consequence,was accumulating from
year to year ; aud, at the last meeting
of the Synad, the whole question of
these expences having been taken into
consideration, it was agreed that the
most advisable way of dealing with the
subject would be, to endeavour to raise
mouney for securing premises of our
own that might be sufficient for all that
was required both for the College and
the Academy. Different properties,
and,amongst others,the premises which
we at present occupy at an annual rent
of £60, were mentioned as what misht
be obtained ata moderate rate ; but
which, if purchased, would require
cousiderable alterations to render them
suitable for the objects in view. It
was algo considered how far it might
be advisable, if means were furnished,
to erect premises for ourselves. It is
this which is recorded in the minutes :
«That steps be taken with the view
of making provision for the erection
of a suitable building, for both College
and Academy.” Buzthis part of the
case i3 left quite open; so that the
Synod is at perfect liberty to make
the most advantageous use of the
means with which they may be furn-
ished. It was felt thet, in considera-
tion of the effort which isat present
in course of being made for forming
& fund for the permaunent support. of

Professors fur the Collegn, it woull unt
be advisable to address this call o
the Provinces ; andaceordingly it was
awreed that the Rev. Mr, Stewart ot
New Glasgow should, without loss of
time, procesd to Scatland to lav the
caze hefore the friends of the Chmeh
there, nd “to solieit their assistanee 3
and that Professor King, at the elose
af the current session, should  visit
the States for the smme objeet,
Mr. Stewart has 2rrived in Sentland

and laid the mauer before the Coloniud

Jommit ee of the Free Church, We
are happy to say thatthat Commitien
approve of the chjret, and have sane-
tioned 1t with a special reference to
the proposai of purchasing the prem:-
ses whieh we at present oceupy.  ‘T°he
following is an extract on the subjeet,
from the December number of the
Toine and Foreign Record of the Free
Church of Seotland :

*COLLEGEBUILDING AND ExnowniN-T.

—At a recent mecting of the Synod of No-
va Scotia, the Rev. John Stewart of New
Glasgow was appointed to proceed 0 Scot-
Iand, in order to awaken a greater interest
here in their collegiate institution, and to
obtain subseriptions towards the repairs of
the building which it at present aceupies,
and towards its Library and Endowment
Fund, while Professor King was appointed
to proceed to New York on a simikur ex-
rand. Mr. Stewart appeared at the last
meeting of the Colonial Committee, and
submitted to them a statement of his case.
When the collegiate operations were com-
menced as Halifax, the Synod were under
the necessity of renting an unfinished build-
ing (fermerly used as an acadeny) for £60
per aunum.  The reparr and furnishing of
the building, so as to fit it for class-roons,
library, &c., have, together with the reut,
cntailed an expense of £400. The whole
property may at present be acquired for
£900. To accomplish this object, together
with paying the debt, aud doing what may
further be neeessary  for completing the ¢
rection, will thus require 2 sum of about
£1500. The Committee, Lieing decply im-
pressed with the importance of upholding
the college, and heing satisficd. from what
they know of the site of the building, and
other circumsiances, that this would be an
eligible purchase, gave their sanction to this
proposal, as the most advisable in the pre-
sent position of the Church of Nova Scotia,
and agreed to recommend it to the counte-
nance and support of the Church, it heing
understood, that any sum which may be
raised over and above what is required for
the building, shall be devoted to the En-
dowment or Livrary Fund?

WEST-PORT CIIUGRCII, EDIN-
BURGIL

The West Dort is a district in Edin-
burgh which acquired an unhappy no-

toriety something more than twenty years
ago. The most wurthless characters
found a nestling place there, and it was
dangerous for defenceless individuals to
trust themselves within its precinets in
the darkness of the night. It is true,
even notwithstanding pollution such as
all this impiies, there were some individ-
uals and families in the district of a very
difterent character, and who were not
strangers tothe fear of the Lord; but
these formed but a small proportion of
the population. The bad character of
the place was established, and, with the
exception, it may be, of the visits of the
City Missionary, they seemed to be left
just to fester in their own corruption,
although their being so left must neces-
savily react, through their lawless con-
duct, in a just retribution on the pro-
fessed Christians around them, who were
so indifferent to their spiritual destitution.
At length, the attention of Dr. Chalmers
was directed to the locality ; and, having
obtained some information, especially
from the City Missionary, concerning its
wants, he took it up as a place in which
he might practically develop the views
which he had long pressed upon the pub-
lic, as to the true principles on which a
home missionary operation ought to be
conducted.  Christian friends placed at
his disposal means for carrying out his
lans. A church was erected within the
ocality. A minister was appointed to
try what the humanizing miluence of
the gospel could do there; and we al-
low that minister, the devoted Mr. Tas-
ker, to tell hisown touching tale of his
experience in the five years that have
clapsed since he was settled as minister
in the West-Port Church. We give his
own statement, without abridgment, and
we would just remind our readers that
while in all the wickedness which may
have characterized the West-port, wesee
how low man may sink, when abandoned
to the native tendencies of his own heart,
in the extent of change which has been
cffected, in comparatively soshorta time,
in that locality, seemingaly so hopeless, we
see also what the simple message of the
gospel can, through the divine blessing,

DR. CHALMERS' TERRITORIAL
CHURCH, WEST-PORT, EDIN-

BURGIL

BY THE REV. . TASKER.

On the forenoon of the first Sabbath of
Aypril 1845, the present minister commenc-
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cd his labours a8 missionary in the West-
Port. Dr. Chalmers preached in the fove-
noon t0 an overwhelming nudience, chiefly
of the rich aud the privileged class. All the
andience which the Missionary had in the
afternoon, amounted to seven adults and s
few children.

Trom that day, however, to the present,
by the good hund of our Gad upon us, the
work of reclamation has continued to ad-
vance with varioussuecess.  We remember
how we trembled to go to our tan-loft
church on the Lord's day morning after the
monthly payment of the pauper allowance
by our poor-house anthoritics, on account
of <he sensible diminution of our humble
congresation, and the palpable inerease of
drunkards on the streets.  We cannot for-
get how the parents helped their children at
the top of every entrance to point the fingser
of scorn at us; while the deus of dissipation
poured forth their willing vietims, to caunse
us to understand somewhat of being made
the song of the Grankard.

We remember of having the seventh sue-
cessive door slapped in our facs eve we had
time to tell our message. and of then going
to another tencment and entering house by
house only to tiud men and women rolling
on the floor of a desolate dweling in indis-
criminate Qrunkenness; whilst, mingling
with their curses and their blasphemics, the
heart-piereing looks and cries of theirinfang
children assailed us with irresistible appeals
for bread to allay the cutting pangs of hun-
ger.  We have given them bread, and seen,
before our own cyes, the mothers take it to
the nearest dram shop and sell it for whis-
ky. Wehave gone to the funeral of men
und women of this class, and have found
the whole of thewr friends drunk around the
corpse, s0as to be compelled to go ourselves
to beg as many reighbows to come as would
carry the body to the burying-yround, that
it mizht be by any means laid in the dran-
kard's grave.

~ We have had policemen and criminal oi-
ficers to guard our teachers and ourselves
from suftfering violence in the house of
prayer on the Sabbath evening, and from
heing stoned on leavin the school on the
other evenings of the week ; bat, assisted
by, the willing co-operation of zealous Chris-
tuus, we laboured from day to day, and the
Lord has given testimony to the word of his
grace.  As instunces of this, we ean tell of
one family, now mingling worthily in the
middle rank of society, whose head has un-
dergone, at wmiddle life, the drudgery of
learning to read and write, and who is fit-
ter than many who have been born to the
privilege. t0 sit amony the nables of the
land. We can peint to another who counld
barely read, but who, in consequence of
coming under the power of Christiun prin-
ciple, can now write and account, and is rais-
ed with his family to a position of Christi-
u respectavility above many iu thewiddle
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and even the higher ranks.  We can tell off
working-men who have cast themselves out
of empioyment because it involved Sabbuth
profanation, and who, at the expense of se-
paration from the bosom of their families,
went to lnbour in a distant town in order to
keep n conscience undetiled.  We ean tell
of oifers refused and sacritices made at the
bidding of conscience, as glorifying to the
grace of God as any that Scotland has wit-
nessed in these eventful years,  We ean tell
of one who spontancously declared to us,
that while he was sober and intent on mo-
ney-making as a merchantin the West-Port
before he beeame 2 member of the chureh,
vet, during the period of his forgetting God,
and selling on the Lov's duy, he never saved
any; and now. having kept the Lord's day,
and reverenced his sanetnary, and worship-
ped Jehovah in his family, he had realized,
in one year, £30 of profit, of clear gain—
We can tell of drunkards, who now never
drink, and of youns wen rising to positions
of respect and usefulness in their various
trades and professions; and many young
woren respected as house-servants, some of
whom gladden o~ hearts by being fellow-
labourers in the .~abbath-school and other-
wise, and most of whom adorn the doctrine
of God our Savionr. Nor should it be for-
gotten that there are natives, aud foralong
period residenters in the West-Port, whose
Christian walk and conversation are as
blameless as can be found i the smme sphete
of lite in all the land. Their hearts were
crushed and their spivits were chafed by the
bad notoriety which imported criminality
aave to the name of the West-Port ; and
fiom the beginuing shey cast in their lot
with us, and their prayers and co-operation
sustain us to this hour. "T'o the glory of Di-
vine grace, we reeord our firm  confidence
that not a few both of the young and the
old, have been called np from the member-
ship of our church to mingle in the songs
and the services of the upper sanctuary. In
one word, let any who were wont to pass
through the West-Port five years ago, pass
through it now on any ordinary Lord’s day,
and they will at once know the difference;
or let themn pass through it and then through
the Cowgate, or any other plebeian portion
of the city where ao such territorial chuvch
and schools are in operation, and they will
soon learn the contrast.

Some may allege, “The West-Port
church is full and prosperous, but it is prin-
cipally attended by parties other than West-
Port fanulies.”

In answer to this we present the follow-
ing figures, which it will be allowed are e-
qual to facts =—

There are 411 families resident in the
West-Port, which, reckoning 5 to cach, is ¢-
qual to 2055 souls.

Thus more than wonld fill the church
twice over have, by our operations dur-
ing the last tive years, been reclaimed
to church-going habits and the decen-
cies of the Chyistian life.

Al let it be remembered, that when 185
fawilies ave given as belonging 1o no church,
resident at this momeut within the bounds
of the West-Port, our frieads are gricvous-
1y mistaken if they conclude that these have
alt along resisted our appeafs and applinn-
ces.  Uf some, we regret to say, this is true.
But the great majority have come to fill the
dwellings rendered vacant by the removal
of Cheistianized families to other districts,
ard by the ravages ol disease and deaih
among their demoralized predecessovs, dur-
ing the last year ortwo, or even during the
lust few months.  Aud the pastoval attens
tions which we feel 1o be due 1o those al-
ready attending the Churceh, coupled with
the very limited wssistance that we enjoy
from male and female visiters, rénder the
case of such much more hopeless than when
we first began,  Here it may be asked, why
do reclaimed families not continue to dwell
in the West-Lort, to witness for that Savi-
our whose name they so lang taught their
fellow-stuners to blaspheme ¥ It ‘must be
crushing to the heart of a minister to see
his very success driving away Christianized
families, and their places filled by a new
importation of moral aud physical ahomi-
nation, or_ which lic has 10 begin anew.—
And so itis. But there is something to be
suid on behalf of those that move away.—
No man likes to have his eve fixed down
uight and day on the scene of his former
degradmion.  Besides, family after family

have, at our entroaty, attempted to reside
in dwellings contiguons to the low lodging-
houses towards the foot of the streets, and
have at Jength been driven oif by the bac-
chanalian neise that has ascended at mid-
night from these dens of iniquity  We un.

tained.  We ask why is it not enforeed 72—
Aud the decent inhabitants of the West.
Port, of whom, blessed be God. there arve
not « few, re-echo the question. Weremem-
ber how wemblingly 2 man, the head of o
fawily, thut had beest constrained by our
solicitations for a season o coutinue in his
hamble dwelling. came at last to say that
the deed was done.  Ile had vemoved that
morning.  Butr, said he, X have not gone
far; only to Ludy Lawson’s Wynd. "We
ashed him i thae was all the help we were
to expectfrom those whose present and eter-
nal good we were fabouring to secure. It
was a Monday worning. * Oh, Sir!” he
replicd, “ we could bear it no longer. They
drank and sang, and cnrsed and swore, and
daunced during all the Satarday evenivg and
all the Lord’s day. We were engnged in
family duaty (it was the first time that we
knew he had hegun the practice of family
warship), amd they forced open the door,
they howled and blagphemed, and recled in,
tae floor, while we were on our kuees; yea
they kicked at the soles of our feet until we
were compelled to desist and to vise. We
came away with heavy liearts to church—
We had slept noue all the night; and lase
night they did the same. And so this morn-
ing we fldted ; for oh, sir! we conld bear
it no longer,” Whac conld we answer the
man?  We simply remind the privileged
and the richthat these revellers labour none;
while the maoney that supplics them is ob-
tained from these rich people on the streets
and at their doors, and will be so, we sup-
pose, until God give them grace to become
Lerritorial visiters. Still it is to us & most
pleasing veflection, that inmany lands there
are witnesses to the faithfuluess of the God
of all grace, whom ile gatheved into the fold
of the good Shepherd by meaus of his ser-
vants in the West-Port. Somne ave in India,
seme are in Canada, in the United States,
in South America. and in Ausiralia; some
are in England and some in the sister Isle.
“The Voier from Ireland” bears evideyee
to the efficiency of catechists employed therve.
and of others whom the West-Port church
has supplied.  Obdurate must that heart he
that does notrejoice and give thanks to God,
that the West-Lort, instead of sending our
pollution on the earth, is furnisking frém
its bosom witnesses for Christ, labouring in
the vineyard ot the Lord in many Innds,
who are steadily bearing the gospel banner
aloft in the high places of the field *

* Reclamation has not precipited from
the West-Port only those that were sunk in
sin erc our operations began. A medicul
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In order to form a clear judgment of our
Christian progress, it may be well to con-
trast our present condition with thestate of
the West-Port when Dr. Chalmers and his
fellow-labourers began,  This we shall do,
by extracting one sentence from an address
detivered by Dr. Chalmers in December
1845. It gives the statisties of one district,
by no means the worst, but forming a fair

‘T'his part of our operations has heen coc-
val with the existence of the mission. Ttal-
so continues to prosper. It is open for de-
posits and payments every Saturday. The
returns for the past year are as follow =~

There is besides a children's suvings bank,
conducted by one of the lady visiters, in
which boys and girls deposit their pence aud
halfpence weeklv, and thereby frequently
purchase not culy the school-buoks that
they require, hut likewise avicles ef cloth
ing for themselves and their parents, tho
produce of the girls' induswy, which they
have the exclusive privilege of purchasing
at the price of the material; the remaindey,
if auy, being <old to other inhabitants of the
West-Port.  ‘The deposits here amount to
upwards of £20 per annnm, or abont 8s
per week.  There is likewise a branch con-
nected with the winser evening classes; so
that we feel warianted to say, that the whole
amount reaches yearly to nearly £200.

Many of our people nre, besides, members
of yearly socicties, and other mutually pro-
vident associations, which it is delightful to
sce prevailing among working men.  And
every reflecting person will remark that the
bare sum saved gives but a small indication
of the good hereby done.  The principal be-
nefit consists in_ the frugality and careful
foresight which it at once indicates and fos-
ters.  Ii shows, moreover, that ¥ the popu-
lation can do much for themselves.” In-
deed, if we were freed from the infliction of
sevenleen drinking-houses among us, the
yearly deposits, instead of £200, would be
£2000.

It would be to us apleasing duty, if we
did not fee! that we have exceded our space,
to deseribe in order our Library, our Read-
ing-room, and owr Washing-house, with bleach-
ing-green and dressing-apparatus. We sim-
ply say they continue to prosper, and recom-
mend atrention to the ample information in
the tracts published yegarding them.

As to the expense of this machinery, all
is conducted. every salarvied ofticial paid, and
every current expense discharged by asum
of uhont .£400 2 year.  .£300 of this is con-
tribatest by the people themselves, leaving
ouly £100 to be supplied «b eatra.

HOME AISSION OF THE FREB
CITURCH 0OX SCOTLAND.

Qur next extract shows something of
the efforts whica the people of that
Church by whom so much aid hag been
wiven to the Colonics must make, in order
to maintain ordinances damong them-
selves. There are some wealthy con-
gregations the members of which do
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much to assist their poorer brethren, but
these form only a small proporiion of the
whole. The great mass of the people are
of the middling and the working classes,
and many of their stations are crected in
distriets where the peeple are in much
poorer cireumstances than these are who
attend at our stations in these Provinces.
They ave made nevertheless to fuel the
necessity of doing what they can towards
the support of ordinances which ave tor
their own benefity and we trust the ex-
ample will not be without its inlluence
here.

§V. Our fonrth and fifih reporis refor
to a pansh in the West of Scotland,which
for senerations haa been notoriona for the
darkiening and deadeuing effects of au
shinost uninterrupted prevalence of Mo-
deration.  ‘I'he high rate of the contri-
butions which are given by the few poor
but willing friends of gospel truth in that

parish, ought to put to shame the state of

things in msny of our nimerons and more
favoured congregations, Whale the zeal
wise and faithful diligence of he proba.
tioner that labours there, and the devoted
zeal of those who actively assist hun, are
warthy of praise and imitatgn.

‘The Couvener of a Comm ttee of the
Presbytery of the bounds says, -

I have o report, on the part of the
commiitee upponted ut lust meeting of
Presbytery to visit , that having
vinited that stution, and conferred with
friends or the spot, the commitiee are of
opinion, that no increase on the sum
which this stution has heen endeavouring
o raise—viz.,, L£25 per aunum—can in
present circumsiances be reasonably look-
ed for; and for this plain resson, that
whilst there are mwany wmoare than fifty
wha attend occastanally on the ministra-
tions of the Free Church in that parish,
there ure notmore than fifiy real and de.
clared adherents, oid and young ; and, in
order 1o raise £33, these fifty adherents
must contribute at the rate of 10s. each,
[ubserve, not each family, but each ndi-
vidaal} whieh is a very high average,
and wnuch ubove the ordimary rate of con-
tribution amungst adfierents of the Free
Church geaerally,

And further, the committee are of o-
pinion, that those who have the chage
of collrcting the contributions of the ad-
berents of the Free Chureh in ———are
most active snd zealous in the cause—
nut only contributing largely themselves,
but sparing no exertions to secure the
contributions of others ; so that if,onany
occasion, the £25 ure not fully realized,
the failure is tn no degree 1o be ascribed
to any slackarees on the part of those who
have the charge of matiers, but is very
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much owing to the high rate of contri-
butions smoungst & people who have hi-
therto never been accustomed to give
anything fur the suppori of a goepel -
nistry,

writesy—

Tlise stertion cognged to gend £25 yearly
to the Susiemaben Fund @ but previous
to my cong hore, 15th December 1849
it had fallen very cons derably short of
implementing  its engagement. At the
end of my tist quarter we were able to
weet demands : st the expiry of the se-
cond we had just £6 10 hand—ourevening
sermon haviog been some time given up.
From this sum we had to pay £1 to defrey
locnl expences.

On rreeipt of my salary, 1 added £1,
and sent you L6, which 18 yet short of
aur stipulated sum. This was cur last
contribution. You will be satistied, I
think, that we are doing our utmost when
we state, that in order to rmise the sum
engaged to be paid, our people have to
mive on an average lls.each yearly, for we
are a very handiul. 1 must mention alav,
that winle our congregation 1s increasing
on one side of the house, it is decressing
un the oiher,

The bulk of nur half- resolved adhe.
rents is grow:mg, but the body of our
membership is duninishing. Very recent-
ly we have lost two families, and I have
greut fear of a third, by the exercise of a
farithful but wost affectionately sdminia.
t2red discipline.  These members were
i the habit of attending church about
once & month—not cfiener. On being
admonished and quietly dealt with, they
darted off, and tuld us they could get
sermons elsewhere—meaning the Estab.
lishment.  Thitlier they have gone, and
are safe now till their dying day from all
molestation of this sort.

‘T'lns parish, by reason of & dead Mode-
rate ministry, unhroken and undisturbed
since the days of Samuel Rutherford, is
sunk in a most appalling coudition of ig-
norance and ungadhness. The wmost
darkleatured sccounts that ever reached
You regarding 11, were not an exsggera-
ton of the sumpie truth,

When a preached gospel begins to take
effect upon the people, and vot til] then,
wiii our funds increzse.

Extract Letter from the Native Comvert,
Bunka Behuri Basu, to the Rev. Dr. Duff:

{t¢ is now well underitood that one
graud object contemplated by the Indian
Missions of our Church, has heen the

{sbuuring there
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rearing of an eflective native ministry.
‘The realization of such an ohjret even
in a Christinn country must be the wark
of time. {low much muore must it be so,
in a country replenished with the idola.
tries and superstitions of ages ! Already,
however, by the blessing of Gnd on the
measures adopted by s futhiul servants,
has this object been begun to be realized
much earher and more sausfactorily than
conld well huve been anticipated.  Let
us praise God for such an early reaping
from the seed sown. In this country we
have been eyewitnesses of some of the
precious first-frutts of our Indmn Hhy.
siansg, in the porsons of Dhanjibhai and
Rajahgopaul; and at the difterent sta-
tvons at Calcutta, Madras, Bombay,
and Puna, there are, at this momeat,
between twenty and thirty more native converts,
either already sct apart, or preparing to be st
apart, for the sacred worls of the Christian
muustry! These, in the first instance, wust
be supported by the Lwrd’s prople m this
lund, while they go forth us evangehsts
nmong their benighted conntrymen. let
this fact be distinctly borne in mmd by
ministers and people, oun the oceasion of
the fortheoming annual collection 1n be-
hall of our Foreign Missions.  And let
all unute in earnest prayer that, through
the Lord’s blessing on the labours of
these young evangelists, the uime may
be hastened when numbers of ivolaters
shall be turned from darkness to hight—
and be constituted into self-sustainmng
churches,

As we canuot expect to be visited by
many of our beloved native brethren in
Indum, it is cheering to think that, owing
to the superiwor course of education which
they are recewing, it will be in ther
power to address us, from time to time,
in the form of epistolary correspondence;;
and that, too, without the medium of
translation, in the Euglish language. A
letter, of the recent date of the 8t Octo-
ber last, addressed to Dr Dufl’ by one of
the youngest of the noble band now
preparing to enter on the work of the
wnnstry 1n Caleutta, has been placed at
our dispusal. In the following extract
from this communication, our readers
cunnot fail to uotice severat points of in-
terest-~such as the fine feeling of grati-
tude towards a Christian instructor—the
ingenuous confession of telt shortcomings
—the doar of entrance opened to inmelli-
gent native coaverts into tne hearts of
their countrymen, which would be whol-
ly shat agaiast foreigners—the affecting
allusion to the sudden death of Mra. MLl
ler—and the announcement of the pro-
bable accession of fresh converis to the
Christian faith.]

“ Believe me sir, that T ever felt, and
still feel, towards you all the reverence
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and aflection of a son to a father. Few,
indeed, nre the persons at whose bands |
hnd the unspenkable privilege of profit.
g so much.  Itis impossible for me to
forget those selutary lessons, both at
home as well as in the cligs-room, which
yon imprinted on the tablet of my heart;
those fatherly reproofs,thase heurt.search-
ing appeals which distilted from youc
month. Indeed, sir,likea fRithful friend,
Like an affectionete father, you tried your
utmost to discipline us in the schaol of
Christ,

¢ [ confess, sir, and that with shame
and confusion of tace, that since I came
10 know the only Redeemer of my never-
dymg soul, manifold have been my er-
rings and hackalidings, and that in the
very fure of these most precious and de-
lectable mculeations of divine truth. Ob
way the days past be euflicient for the
deeds of the flesh! Oh may the future
become the grave of all the tollies of tho
bygone days! Oh may [ henceforth walk
as becameth those who are the followers
of Him, who was holy, harmless, and un.
defiled '—1hoge who are destined to be-
came plante uf renown, to bloom and
blossnm in the regions of immortality in
heavenly Eden! Oh way 1 hencelorth
adorn the doctrine of my God and Savi-
our, by a holy, heavenly life—by an en-
tire devotion of sy heud and heart to his
glotious work—Dby a complete dedication
of all that 1 have to His service!

© Afier our examination 1 had the pri-
vilege of accompanying Babn Jagadish-
war Bhautachgrjya on his usual annual
preaching tour, the most cheering and
interesting part of which was that spent
in my own village. FHere we witnessed
most forcib y the native energy and ma-
jestie simplicity of soul-saving Chrisua-
nity.

' We all entered the house of my
father with the dolorous welcume of blas-
ted hopes und blighted expectations. A
midst an outburs: of teurs and lamenta-
tions, 1 was iniroduced to those who did
not sece my fuce before, (for, when very
young, I was braught to Caleutta to re.
side st my materaal grandfather’s house);
and they, together with my grandmother,
stepmother, complete the tragic
scene—n scene, the deathlike silence of
whieli was disturbed only by such qnes-
tivns as the fullowwng:—¢ Why did you
teave us?>’ ¢ Could you not have wor-
shipped God at home ?* ¢ Are our gud's
false, and yours only true? ¢ Are you
only the darling of Heaven, the favourite
of God, the heir of unfading joys ?’ ¢ Are
you only wise, and your forefathersa par-
cel of fonls?’ After giving a distinct an-
swer w0 each of these questions, no less
foolish than natural, my paternal grand-
mother began torelate, in a most hurrow-

ing description, the story of my father’s
death—a death caused by my brothee’s
decease, and my becoming o Christian.
You can anticipate, gir, with what feel.
ings I hreavrd the sceount. Tue truth is,
1 was completely overpowered by emoti-
ons,

«Within a few minutes the whole hoase
was filled with the villagers, who expres-
ued their earnest desire of henring some-
thing about our holy religion.  We were
very much cheered at this voluntary re-
quest, and the more sn afler witnessing
so tragic a scene. Babu Jagadichwar
told them, that ¢ if you all assemble toge
ther in this place iu the evening, | shall
be most happy to comply with your re-
quest, because this is the very reason
why we are here this day.’

At the uppointed hour, upwards of GO
people eame flocking to the house: and
after making them sit, in rows, Babu
Jagadishwar began to unfold to them the
riches of divine grace, the unparalleled
love of Christ Jesus in veiling his divini-
ty in the vest of humanity, for the salva-
tion of a world lying in sin and steeped
in iniqunity, enslav :d by wickeduess und
enthralled by Satan. The people, sim-
plo-hearted and unadulterated by preju-
dices, contracted from maost childish con-
ceits entertained against Chrisuanty, lis
tened to the word of exhortation with all
silence and attention as was nost becom-
ing. When he ended, they were asked,
if aught they had against what e said,
he would be most glad to heacand satis-
fy them ; but ull to a mnan apswered that
they can have nothing against what he
had said, since there is nothing that they
have heard but what is consonant with
reason, und in unison with the holy mind
and divine will 0f God? And at theend
they pressed us 10 remain the next day
also ; but, not being able to comply with
their request, we promised them to go
this year agnin,

*“As to the particulars of this tour 1
need not dwell at large, since the fulide-
tails of it you have already learned from
Babu Jagadishwar.

* You ere perhaps aware that we have
already passed two or three examinations
before the Presbytery, and will have a-
nother in November, chiefly on the doc-
trines of Christianity, which will end in
our becoming probationers.

¢ You would hear, I dare say, from our
missionary fathers the mourniul news of
Mrs. Miller's death —a death no less sud-
denand unexpected, than painful and try-
ing to the bereaved husband. Oh may
such ofilictive dispensations of our hea-
venly Father mnke one ever feel, always
reahse, and constantly bear in mind, 1he
uncertainty of'time, the brevity of life,

the evanescent nature and fleeting cha-
racter of every thing here below! Oh
may such sudden strokes of 1he king af
tetrors make me more tnd more sit lonse
to the things of this ever passing world
—placing all my sffectinns on those ever-
eaduring realites which nre above ! Ob
may I deposit my treasures in the banlk
of heaven, where no ruxt can carru pt, na
thieves can break throagh! Oh may f
consider death as the harbinger of a bles-
sed immortality—the sure procursor of
that eternal weight of glory which desth
will disclose betore our admiring eyes ¢
Yor the Liord Jesus has broken the sting
of death, and has triumphed over hum that
had the power of death, and thereby en-
abhing us to exclaim, O death, where is
thy sting! O grave, where is thy vic-
tory !

¢ Baba Gurudas Muitia’s* wife hos
made a greal progress ia the knowledge
ot Jesus Christ, and 13 ubout to be receiv-
ed by baptism into the visible Church of
Christ.  Oh may her head knowledge be
reduced into heart convictions, and may
she prove a mother in our Israel !

*¢ We yre all quite well here. Besides
the two, the account of whose baptism
you havealready learned, we expect three
more—one a Mohammedan {from the Mad -
risa College, and the other two from the
first year's college vlass of our own In-
stitution. Oh may those dayssoon dawn,
when not only two or three,but myriads
shall come, earnestly desiring to follow
Christ through life and through death !

¢ In conclusion, kindly remember me
in your prayers, so that I may be a burn-
ing and a shining hght in this dark and,
and, being fired with love to wmy perish-
ing countrymen, { may be privileged to
spend and be spent as a bumble instru-
ment in the salvauon of their immortal
souly.”
