LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,-I amn happy, on meeting the AssociatioflIn Convention this year, to be able to congratulate you on the greaeeetprogress towards the development of a teacher8' profession which h 5sbeen made since the Free School Act of 1864
The Teachers' Retiring Annuity Act is a distinct advance. JetIo

much more favorable to us ini several respects than the one formulaeedby the Association, for it practically pledges the Province to contribute
annually a great deal more than a year ago we ventured to ask. It a180relieves teachers fromn the semi-annual contribution proposed il'
our original scheme, obviateq the creation of a new Pro vinlcilBureau to co]lect these percentages from 2,500 teachers twice 'year, and to keep records of payments for 30 to 35 years Operhaips over 10,000 individuals. At the saine time, it assures Î'stability which the history of the other plan did not. Theyoung teachers I see before me may not ail realize the advantage.Of 0l)annuity so remrote as 30 vears ;for the.y may be planning to reMain bue
a few years in the service. But it was with similar sentiments the 40 or50 now making application for these annuities entered the profe@sioDand the rapid years will no doubt do for many of us what they ""aalraady done for themn.

The Act also suggemts that school sections owe a similar dutY totheteacher, and makes legal provision for the supplementing of the pro-vincial Annuity by Sectional Annuities, The city of Halifax has already
formulated a scheme which is now awaiting the final approval of teÙCouncil.

The very oldest among us, as well as the
younget, has bis limitations, flrst,in ottaining an im partial and true vieW,
and secondly, in expressing that view so^ as to be correctly understood
by others. Any one acquainted withi only at small portion of the endless
series of discussions on this subjeet in Europe for the past century, and
the later ones in America, must expeet not only the saine old arguments
but the sanie old intense feeling. The dialectic gaine, so far as humiitn
nature thrusts it on us, will, I trust, be plaved with. the tru e sports man's
spirit. But we are here for a more serious purpose. Our objeet is to
discover truth, and with open mind to receive it, so that we may be able*
to do the best possible for our common country. We are searcbing for
the facts, and in order to make wise deductiomis should endeavor to see
things from. as many points of view as possible; then support what'
appears to be best. That, ladies and gentlemen, is my mental attitude
as the resuit of the opportunities I have hiad to follow the educatiollal
movements in ont own and other couintries foi, the last flfteen years.

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sucli a rural sehool not two weeks ago, where the teacher gave lessons
in Latin after regfflar hours. In stili other cases, where there are twO
teachers, the Principal must have a few grades of the common school inaddition to three grades of high school students. Those higli school
students are ail looking forward to the saine Provincial examinations asthose studying in the fully equi pped higli sehools. The sebool with one
teacher lias to compote in the samne threù grades witb the Halifax
Academy, which has nine teachers.

lit is impossible for one teacher to observe the same allotment oftirne as that prescribed for a staff of three. Still less possible is it forthe teacher of an ungraded rura! Fchool who may have a few higli sehoolpupils, There are compensations however. Whatever high sehýool work
is donc under the latter conditions is donc by the pupil himself, who isonly occasionally assîsted by the teacher when an unusually difficaîtobstacle bas to be overcome. The rural pupil therefore may develOPmore"independent power and initiative tlian the pupiis who are continuallYled by the teachers in a large high. sehool. Suchi higli sehool pupils inungraded rural sehools forai what are gene rally known as " continuation
classes" in otlier countries. But in no country bas continuation of the
common sehool work been so extensively developed as in Nova Scotia.To entirely repress sticli work in the rural schools would not only be
unpopular but injurions to the public intereats. Thcie may be occasion-ally too much time devoted to a few of the more advanced pupils te the
negleet of the mass of the school. But the Inspector bas authority todecide any doubtful question of this kind. This year ' while over 2,150
pupils came up to the Provincial Examinations froin the incorporatedtowns which have fairly equipped Higli Sehools, over 2,250 came up fro0nthe schools of the rest of the province.

COMPULSoRY LATIN IN RURAL SCHOOLS.

What effeet will four years of compulsory Latin in the non-profes-sional work of clams B teachers have on these sehools ? lIn rural scho00l'
the usual motive of a pupil to pass the Provincial Examinations, is the
expectation of getting a liconse to teacli a sehool.

LATIN IN EUR-OPE.

of1 the Oberrealschule, The so-called I'gymnasium monopoly' lias been
broken « the question of privileges, which the Germans themnselves have

lecognized as a disturbing factor in true educatîonal progress, lias been

lln4llv schools witli modern 'reform curricula' have received not only

rec-OÎnition but officiai encouragement.

On Pa pae 429 lie adds: "ibTis reform bas been carried througli in
teeceOf 9united anid long-standing opposition on the part of univer-
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sities and learnied professions-an opposition based partly on the convic-tion that classical education alone properly fits for professional study, andpýartly, though perhaps less openly, on the fear ihat the learned profes-sions would become over.-crowded or would lose their social prestige and
exelusiveness by the admission of non-classical school graduates.

"The liberals see in this reform a far greater significance and moretruly appreciate, 1 believe, its importance, It is said thiattvht has beenýconsumrnated is nothinq less than the ouerthrow of the pillars of our
.present edlucational structure, and the foundinq/ of a new one-the over-tlirow ot the dogmýa of the unapproachable and incomiparable cuit urcdvalue of the classical languages. "

As Paul.gen, of the University of Berlin, who is rightly quoted asone of the authorities by our sub-comrnittee, says :-," With the SchoolConference of 1900, and the Royal Decree of Novetnber, 1900, thegymnasial politics of the niineteerîth century-politics that bore thestaînp of the new bumanism and the gymnasial monopoly-came to a'definite close. We have talcen our stand upon a new principle-theprinciple of t/ee equal value of miodern and classical education." It I"flot surprising, therefore, to ]earn that every year of late the percentag0
of non-classical students in Prussia is increasing-frorn 15 to 30 p. c. ina dozen years; the German empire as a whole increasing to ý35 in 1902.

The present year secs Sweden carrying out a course with Latin eut
down in the classical sehools from its original eight yeare to four yeftrisAnd even that is not likely to save the classical idea; for the non-cl5ss-ical schools which in 1875 nurnbered only 15 per cent. of the students,in 1903 numbered 53 per cent. Even with Latin cut down one-haîf, the
flon-classicals are in the majority.

In Norway affairs went even worse. In 1890 a commission wagappointed to do what we are now trying to do. In 1896 the report WSO$completed. But after extrernely able an'd even violent publie discussion,and the saving of Latin by the commission, the Legisiature decisivelYended the controversy by throwing it out of the course altogether.
Why sucli a sentiment in Europe ? Partly, at least, because of the

social and profes9sional privileges attached to the classics. and of the
attempts of classical teachers to make it compulsory on ail high sehoOl
pupils.

LATIN IN THE UNITED STATES.

In the United States, where it was flot attempted to make LatinCOMPUlsory to the same extent as in Europe, it was recejved in a kiiidîYspirit. And whet the attendance in high schools increased rapidly bY'
the influx of girls, who desired to prove that they were just as able 8'0the other Bex to master anything, especially languages, the Latin figureswent up. In the Latin classes there are about three girls te two boys.
But even in the United States, the percentage in the public and private
achools taking Latin, has been decreasing every year from 1898-9, 'Whelit was ý0.29 per cent., until 1902-3, when it became 49.42. In 1 9 03.4 1t
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becanie 49-96, The highest percentage was made this year in the South
Atlantie States, and was 62.69. Buit in the I-igh Scho!)s of the North

Atlantic States the percentage bas, withollt a single fluctuation back-

W ardsç, beeni dimiisiding every year. From 48.60 in 1897-8 it has fallen
t0 47.33 in 1903-4.

It ig, we believe, no exaggerati0flto say that froin one-fourth to one-third of the students' time has foryears been given'to Latin in the Bigh Schools.
"Now, so far as we can judge of the resuits of the training givei>the value of the aubjeet to Publie Scbool teachers is not at ai commiaen-surate with this expenditure of time.

" The lowcst grade teachers are neyer required to teacli Latin,' and,the study of the subject, as usually pursued by them at present, not oîijyhas little disciplinary value, but is in reality prejudicial to' clasSiCaleducation in the Higli Schools. A recent return t,. the Educati0»Department shows that, of the candidates at the last Junior Leaviflgexamination, *18 per cent. hrid 9tudied Latin only one year or less and22.8 per cent. of the remainder less than two years,, and tilat the averagetime spent by aIl the candidates in Latin was less than two and one-halfyears. This condition means, of cour-se, that in most of the Latin classesin the Province there are numbers of pupils wbo bave begun the subjectlate, and who desire to be possessed of just enough Latin to pasfor "teacber's certificate. With such students this work is simply a rmanthe work in the other -subjeets is also perforce of the same character-Under these circumnstances the study of Latin cannot but be distastefu1
to those wbo would specially profit by it under suitable conditions; whilethe training which the ot'ners receive is, f rom the very nature of th'case, of comparatively little value. For the large mijority of such Stu'dents the work in Latin, it must be remembered, stops at this point. ýo'educationist who knows the situation as we do, can hold that the traillirIg'such students obtain justifies the tirne spent upon Latin by the loves9tgrade of Public School teachers.

The only effective remedy for this condition of affairs would be tWraise the standard of th 'e examination. This, bowever, as we have shoWfl,could not be done without such a decrease in the number of teachers ""would, in a few years, leave very many of the Public Schools without'teachers, or with teachers holding ten2porary extended or distriel
certificates.

««We have so far looked at this subject chiefly fromn its beariflg 0"'the Public Schools, because we believe that the organization of a courseof study for Publie School teachers s9hould lie con4idered mnainly if 'Otsolely from this standpoint. There is bowever, another side tO thequestion. The making of Latin obligatoiy has, we believe, iiijuredgeneral education in the Province. Owing to the dominatioýn Of the~Teachers' examinations, the percentage in the subject has been more thandoubled since it became* obligatory.ý In 1894 only about 40 per cent.were in Latin. There was rio opportunity given in any of these grades to coflet OfleSingle mark in Latin frorm 1S64 to 1890. Even when in 1885 the -Pr"vincial Educational Association, after several years of commtittee WýOrk
and public discussion, formulated the original high scliool cour3seO
study, there was no recommendatioj for an examination in Latin.

UNIFICATION 0F COURSES.

The older members present wilI remember that from 1885 to 1896there was a high school course imperative on County AcadeinieS 0131Y;
but the real course in the Academies, other high schools and in t.herural schools doing advanced work, was the teachLer's syllabus of exa'
ination. In the towns, as in the Pictou Academy, pupils Who did 'lot
intend to teach worked hard to get a license, and therefore ,edlesqly
atudied school law, school teaching and managernent, in addition to theother sub.jects, in order to hold a document which proved some grade Of
scholarship. Yet we did flot bear so much about over-pressure inth
schools in those days, although the examinations were more severe than
the corresponding ones to-day. 2,058 went up to examination in , 8son both 8Cholarship and professional. subjects, but only 554 were sucoe4f ui. Next year 2,003 returned to the charge, of which onl[Y 101
s ucceeded.

Ifyou 811ou11d Say to me that in these statistics I amn inc]uding tho'eof a thousand partially graded rural sehools m-hich in other countrieSwould be placed in the category of continuation classes on],y, let me he.a few of our leading CountyAcad-emies as institutions approximatîngthuniversal standard of high shools.Pie
Halifax and Yarmouth Academies have .50 per cent. of theirPltaking Latin, a larger perce utage than that boaEsted of for the comnbi ledpublic and private bigh school-s of the United States. Truro 'shOesper cent. ; Pictou as lîigh a percentage as ini the German Empire. 65 Percent.; Amherst Academy, 67 per cent.; Antigonish, 72 per cent., tw0 'points ahead of Prussia; while Sydney, with a percentaue of 92, 0 11e,classes Prussia as it ivas a generation ago. Even our nineteenç, tAcademies, taken ail together, give over 51 per cent. in Latin, a higherpercentage than is reported f rom ail the high gchools of the United

States.

It is moreover a fact at present that the Province of No-va SeOtiabas a greater proportion, according to population, studying Latin, ,tbo'bas Prussia or even the whole of Germany.

D8'8of the Classics. 'They are old and revered, and dlaim our respect

eVen 'When their presence miay not be for the greatest good to the great-
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est number. And'we must hoid a place for their in our systemfo
,under present conditions they are necessary. Not ondy Latin but Greek
is desirable for those who are iikeiy to become leaders in science, as Weil
as in the literary profession. I enthusiastically admit the value of both
Latin and Greek to the few who ean benefit themse]ves and societY
through a knowledge of them.

But what do ail these opinions mean. however ? That they ail ap-
prove of the sub-committee's proposai ? Was this impression ieft on your
minds by what you have been reading?

Ladies and Gentlemen, there is flot a single one among ail those
authorities in favor of ciassics, who hoid (1), that Latin shoul(i be intade
cornpulsory in ail the higli scrosof any count'-y. Tire Germans triedit from 1816 to 18.59; but the people would stand it no longer. The haîfmeasure of reform granted grudgingly then was forced to be enlargled ifl1870, 1882, 1890, and iastly iii 1900. and 1902. So powerful were the
ciassicists iu the Universities and learuedl professions, that the Emperor
and the Education Department of the Empire had most energeticallY toassist the reforruers; and even with this assistance the progress was slow.Nova Scotia at thre present moment is probably the most üdvanced Cour'
try in the worid ini which an important committee would venture tO
propose even a tentative course making Latin conmpuigory in ail tire 1-igh
Sehools supported by public funds.

(2),-There is not a single one among these authorities who had inl
his mind the forcing of Latin on a system of rural continuation classes-
like our so-caiie1 rural higli sehools. It would be bad enougli to thjllk
of it in the half dozen communities in whiclî we e au organize a Wel
graded High School. Tire nature-study cuit instead is the donliflI~t
idea now for these schools.

,(3).-There is not a single one among, these authorities, so far 8scan discover, who ever thou ght of inakingLatin campulsory on the coin-mon schooi teachers. I know some of them are so strongîy iii favor O
the rettlistie as opposed to the Iiniguistie studies of the masses, that theYadvocate the introduction of more manual training than we have in Our
city common schools, into some of the secondary or High Sehoos. Dr.Saddler, quoted so largeiy by the sub-coînmittee, for years one Of roy
valued correspondents, is one of these.

<4)-Not a single one of these autiioritieq, I believe, if hte knew 0er
conditions, would reeoînmend the adoption of the ,.ub-cotmmnittcs tente'
tive prograru in its prescrit form, for eithcr our rural or urbain high
schools--much less for both.

AN ExI>LANATION.

B ef(ore ciosing, I mlhould perhaps state that 1 have been criticised for
aîlowing tire 8ub-cornmtt's report ta go to the~ public,' as if I fuily "P'
provedl of the proposal, for 1 was tire Chairman of the Committee Oý
nineteen, and was flot definitely pointedl out asdissenting in the report.

I
re1frained from doing 8o because 1 felt that the extrema Latinists had

THE FOUNDATION 0F TECHNICAL EDUCA'rIoN.

8ame )ocality, have beeu found to be so impossible, that even in GermallY,
where we have a remarkably great number of trade, industrial, conaDor'
cial and other continuation classes, different schools are now being COl'
bined, so as to have the advantage of a consolidation in what is COUIDOti
to both. So advantageous bas this principle been found, that the-
classical. educationiets who used to desire their eildren to comimenCe
Latin in the same stage as our grade VI (the opening grade of a'il the,
different German high schools) are content to take the subjecta com1inon
to the clamsical and non-classical courses for the first three yeai:s, 8e
begin their Latin in the classical side at the samne time they do no'W 'D

Nova Scotia-grade IX. These schools, called the reform schools, Oro'
increasing rapidly in Gcrmany, and since last year have becorne the'
national systemn ;f Sweden, where the non-Latin portion of the c0Urge
runs five years, from our grade VI to our grade X (both inclusive>.
The classical students now commence Latin at the stage oursetr
grade oleven, and continue in it for the remaining four years.

As it is practically impossible to obtain text books covering the subjects te the ex"eextent desirable by a majority ; and as it would be pedagogically unsound ta require eveflpupils ln the saine class-the one who nlay have a apecial ability and lîking for the subjeeb,as well as the one who has no ability or taste for lt- to do the samne amout of work ; andas it is generally desirable that a text shou]d contain more exercises and matter foratudents who may have thie power and the wiah to do more than the averagethe tebooks recomînended are selectedl with the view of cotltaining more rather than lesof Wha

would suit the average student.
The excess of the text recommended is therefore eqiialized by the device of 01oled0questions at examination. Examiiiation ques4tions are distributed as regularly as possibleover the field prescribed. When only flue questions are requircd for a foul Pa ert 81questions are equivalent to the reduction of the text by one-sixth, 8even ques-tions b y tWo.sevenths (nearly one-third), and so forth. Historyi and Geography ln IX and X will baVOeton questions equally distributed, of whielh five will mnake a full paper, two of which niulibbe on one subject and three ou the other.
