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N investigation into the cost of producing the
Ontario Readers is now in progress to deter-
mine whether the present retail prices of
these books arc or are not too high. The
body which has this question under considera-
tion and upon whose verdict the settlement

- of it depends, is a board of arbitration, made
up of three members, the respective ap-
pointees of the Chancellor nf the Province, of
the Education Departnment, and of the pub-

lîshers. In the commission, Judge Morgan is for the flrst, Jaines
Bain, Jr., of the Fret Library for the second, and Richard lrown,
of Ilrown Bros., for the third. The same gentlemen constituted the
board of arbitration which exanined into the fairness of prices on
thirty-cight other school text-books last spring. and whose award
verified the reasonableness of the publishers' prices on everything
but the High School Drawing Course. The numbers of this series
were reduced in price by that arbitration froin 2o to 15 cents each.

The issue of the present inquiry, even if it establish lower prices,
b will not of itself amend the unsatisfactorv conditions imposed on

retail trade in the authorized readers. The sole question which the
contract between the Minister and the publishers makes referable
to arbitration is that of deciding if the retail pices are too high.
That is the only question which the arbitrators will deal with. In
the publishers' contract there is no provision made for any altera-
tion in the scale of discounts to the trade. Any re-adjustment of
that all-important matter cannot be the immediate outcome of the
pending award. It is also difficult ta sec how such re-adjustment
zan be a remoter outcome of tht award. Even if prices are lowered,
the Minister is not invested with extraordinary powers to accommo-

date the discounts to the changed standards of value, so as to make
the absolute discount as much as formerly to the trader. The lack
in the contract of a provision to insure the retaiter in the continu-
ance of what lie gets now, virtually leaves the discount reducible,
although the rate of it cannot be shifted without a violation or
amendment of the contract. The comparative discount on the
Readers is much lower than on any other of the authorized text.
books, yet in the contracts with the publishers of the latter the value
of the discounts is not left precarious upon the award of an arbitra-
tion upon the prices. In those contiacts the rc-adjustment of dis-
counts is expressly provided for. Much more should it be where
the discounts have been, on all hands, from the outsct declared to
be too low. If the present arbitration fixes a lower scale of prices
it will reduce the value of the trader's discount.

lut if it is out of the competence of the arbitrators or the
Minister to increase the rate ofdiscounts now in practice given to
the trade, it is not out of the power of the publishers to do so. The
only point fixed in the scale of discounts by the contract is the
lowest. Publishcrs must give AT I.aST twenty per cent. on a
purchase of a dozen or more copies. Their liberty to give more
than that is not touched by any clause of the contract. In the past
thcy have made very little of shis discretion, so that the trade has
mostly receivcd only the minimum rate of discount. Should the
award of the commission now sitting find the prices of the books
too high, it will authoritatively confirm an opinion long publicly
held, that the publishers have been able to afford a paying discount
to the trade.

If there is any excess of the present prices over those submitted
by the arbitrators as fairly profitable ones, the re-constructed prices
should encroach far enough upon that excess to leave more than
the minimum discount as an increment for the trade. This, how-
ever, would be taking in a consideration that is not in the range of
the commission's enquiries, and it could only be dont as supple.
mental to their work by a revision of the contract. [[y whatever
means any further concession can be obtained foi the trade, it should
be got, and the publishers will be more reconcilable to a modifica-
tion of the contract in this respect, when they perceive that they, at
all events, have to gtn e up the whole overcharge, whether all to the
public or part to the trade.

The question of how much should bc given to the trade involves
more detail than at tirst sight seems to bt involved. There are
considerations of what is lue to the consumer, who has no choice
but to buy these books. There are also considerations of what is
best for the trade. If the claims of the consumer are netlected, it
is not even theti best for the trader that the discount should be very
high. As the profit increases the number of traders will increase.
It is tant well, therefore, that toc liberal a discousnt should be given,
as that would increase the number of school-book stocks and
diminish the proportion of the trade falling to each mat. It is
better that school-books should reach the public through fewer out-
lets at a fair rate of profit, than through more outlets at a high rate
of profit. The most energetic trading methods or enterprise cannot
stimulate consumption, as se many books have to be got and no
more will be. A fair minimum rate of discount, is the best for the
trader.

The Education Department thinks the rate of profit to the pub-
lishers at present to high. Only upon that condition dots the con-
tract provide for the question to be submitted to arbitration. The
majority of the people in this province will agree with the Depart-
ment in the opinion that the publishers are getting too much tor the
books. That was a very generally established opinion from the
eutset, and it has grown more deeply rooted in the popular mind
during the past two or thrce years. If the profit was too nuch five
years ago, it is greatly too much now. What has enhance it dur-
ing the past few years is the reduction in the cost of material.
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laper. ink and hmfdmfg have beconme much
che.iper. The clas ti paper prescribecd
in tle contrart 1s clcaper by ai least two
cent-% a potindtl ttan il wvas when the con-
tract was made. What mîakcs a further
shrnkage mn the tst of production is the
fart tchat the threc pblibah1îîng firns combine
tu buy their paper, and thus by tlle large-
ncs% of thicr orders. secure the highcst dis-
count. These ctimtafnces, and others
antecedenlt to then existing aI the lime of
the çontr.a t. appear to wtarrant the blhef
ta the book%. without any lowerng in the
qualîy ofi them, (an be suîîpplied Ko the con-
sumer for Iess than they now cost hiîîn.

Whiatever may result fron the prescnt in-
qulry, wlhcthcr il docs or does not bear out
the opinion of the Dcpartment and the pub.
lic that the prices aie tou high, one thing it
cannot do : i cannot make the contract con-
siderate of <he traders' interests. In the
opinion if the Dlepartment the public has
înot been sufficiently c-ons.idered, and that
opinion i% now being examnincd. But it is
manifcst to any one that the trate lias been
ignored. Thr minimum rate of discount
lias been fixed, and the holders of the
monopolv have it in their choice Ko increase
that discounit. This is almost equivalent to
inaking the discount immiioveable in cither
dirrction, 'o that it, ectreie lowness will be

pbrcserved. In the next place any onc may
buy a dozen book> or more as cleaply as
the retailer may. This is a menace to the
very e.istencc of a school.book trade, inas.
much as by it every twCItl person mîîight be
a retailer. Again, the prices. are liiitcd up.
wards, buit not downwartls. Telie bookseller
who relies on one lne of goods for a living
trade, nay find imiiînsclf undersold by. a gen-
cral dealr utie door Ko hon, who cai buy
at as Iow a price as tlle bolok:eller and can
sell at a loier prte, liasiuc h as lie can
look for prorit on oither hne% than books,
whilo the bookseller cannot.

A
letter was tead foni lresidenit Il. Fred.
Sharp saymig that the Ntmiiister of Edlucation
wanted rcprl.esitatives to give evidence be-
fore the Royal Commission tu ieet shortly
to contielor Ielither any change should be
made in the pr es of the l'ulîlt Shool
readers. 'lr. Sharp suîgges.ted that ain effort
be made to secure ail iiicret.edI discount to
the trade. It was statcd that a1 representa-
tive of BtoKs AND NotIONs hlad been iii-
fornicd by the Miinister of Education that lie
had il in bis liands to increase lte discount
ta the trade if necessary. li consequence
the Executive appointed Nfessrs. Wallace

and Wilson a sub-coiimittee ta interview
the Minister on the question. As there were
io further communications romi the Post-
master Gcneral regarding the reduction in
the postagc on foreign penodicals, the meet-
ing than adjournîcd to await the report of the
(ommiitte appointed to see the %I;nister of
Edication.

Another meeting was leld ai this office on
Tuesday, Airil 29. Mr., Wilson reported
that lie and Nfr. Wallace liaid scen the Miii-
ister of Education on Saturday. lie re-
ceived thcm vcry kindly and arranged to
discuss the question with a deputation on
Monday, May 5th, at p. i. It was decided
therefore tu invite the city retailers and as
many as could come frot outside to as-
semble ai the Departimint-on that day. It
was arranged that Messrs. Wallace and
Wilson should have an interview with the
publbshers of the Readers, and that Messrs.
Wallace and lorter should sec that the city
retail trade were well represented on the de.
putation before the Minister. The Minister
will be asked to give an increased discount
on lublic School Readers of 25 per cent. to
the retailers and 33! ta the jobbeîs and a
cash discount of 5 per cent. and a decrease
in the amount of fromi Si,ooo ta $500.

The following gentlemen gaticred at the
Etdurational Departmcnt on Monday last:

President Sharp wrote that lie could not ar-
rive in time unless lie left honte on Saturday.
The Minister of Education reccised the dep.
utation cortenusly. Mr. Nelles who was
Chairman made a few general remaiks on
the question, and called upon Mr. Day
who made out a gond case for the re-
tail trade. lie pointed out that it cost the
retail dealer 20 per cent. to do business,
and thcre was thercfcîre no profit in read.
ers witlh only a 20 percent. discount,especially
wlen they hal to give that discount, and
pay the freight to some of their custoiers in
villages near by. Mr. C. M. Taylor said that
il rost the wholesale trade 17,t per cent. to
do busmness and with the present discounts
they could not make a profit on the readers.
lie coiplained of the unfair way in which
the joblers were treated by the Schol Ilook
Combine. Mr. Ellis said the rcquest of
the trade for nc.reased discounts nas re-
asonable, and the publishers could easi-
ly afford to grant them ; he showed that
since the contract was made the cost of the
paper in the readers hiad been reduced fron
10 to 74 c. per lb.; ink fron $.25 to 40c.
pet lb. cloth from 5, to 43c. and the board
was also cheaper. Mr. Wilson said that
retailers in the States had a much larger dis-

count than we were asking, and Mr. Day re-
minded the Minister that on the old series
of school bonks they hai a discount Of 33il
to 5a per cent. Replying to the deputation,
Mr. Ross said lie thcught the request wvas a
fair one. lie would not promise that ans-
thing coild be donc in the discounts on gene-
ral school books until the expiration of the
present contracts in :89K, but he would en- b
deavor ta secure better terms. e proiised,
however, that if it were at aIll possible, thtat
he would give them a 25 per cent. discount
on readers.

DUTY ON BOOK PLATES.
Until the revision of the tariff proposed in

the budget for this year, the duty on electro-
type, stereotype or celluloid plates of stand-
ard books was ten per cent. ad valorem. elie
new tariff bill containied no explicit reference
to any alteiation in this duty, but custonis
officiais have held that there was an implica,
lion of one in item i50 of the bill, which
reads as follows: "Stereotypes, electrotypes
and celluloids for almanacs, calendars. illu-
strated pamphlets, newspaper advertise-
ments or engraving and aIll other like work
for commercial tradte or other purposes not
elsewi-here specified and matrices and copper
shells of the saie-2c. per square incb.'

In the words "or other purposes not ese-
wliere specificd" collectors hold plates for
books are included, as such plates are not re-
served in any other clause of the bill. Con-
sequently ever since the appearance of the
budget :c. per square inch has been collect-
cd at our ports on all such book plates.

In committee of the House, the Minister
of Finance moved "tthat the item imposing
a duty of la per cent. ad valorem on stereo-
types, electrotypes, and celluloids for stand-
ard bocks be anended so as ta iake the
duty two-thirds of a cent per square inch for
these articles which werc in whole or in part
of metal or celltiloid." Th i esolution was
carried.

'Tie item, however, impasing this ad
valoren duty is tint te be found in the new
tariff bill, but is in the old one. Evidently
the Mimister felt that this clause in the old
tariff bill iad not beenamiended by the clause
in the new one before quoted as that upon
which collectors are now otroceeding to tax
standard books. Therefre, until this
amendment in comnittee of the House, the
duty on plates of standard works must have
been ten per cent. The duty of 2c. per square
mch nianifestly refers ta advertising matter.

The deternination of the duty on plates
of standard books docs not settle the full
question between the collectors and the im-
porters. Plates orbooks that are not sta.nd-
ard will still be rated by the former as fall-
ing under the budget clause fixing the duty
at 2c. per square inch. Tlat is, the duty on
such plates is tbe bthree times that on plates
of standard books. No doubt the question
will soon be settled upon some importer's
appeal against 2c. a square inch on plates of
non-standard bonks.

Thealteration in the method oflevying the
dut), wli-i substitutes a space basis for the
value basis of duty calcufation, will not miake
much difference to the importer of standard
plates. Tht change is made ta secure the
amoiunt of duty originally contemplated and
yielded a la per cent. rate. A change in the
manufacture of stereotypes bas lately re-
duced the weight and the duty has shrunk
in correspondence with this. The two.
thirds of a cent duty is expected to restare
the old duty merely. ,

StR,-I am directed by the Postmaster
General to acknowledge your letter of the
tath instant, enclosing proof of an article
sînce published in BOOKS AND NoTiONs, on
the subject of certain disadvantages under
which Canadian news dealers are alleged to
be laboring as conpared with the news deal.
ers ofthe United States as regards the re-
mailing of British newspapers and periodi-
cals

In reply, I am to say that this matter has
had the Postnaster General's careful atten.
ton, and that he fails ta find that the news
dealers of Canada have any substantial
grounds of comnplaint in the matter to which
the article refers.

The Canadian postal regulations allow
news dealers in Canada ta repost liritish
newspapers and periodicals which they have
received by mail from Great Britain frce to
subscribers in Canada, whereas United
States dealers have to pay one cent a pound
on ail such matter, whether addressed to the
United States, or to Canada.

As regards the reposting ofsuch matter ta
addresses in the United States, the Post-
master Cencral doubts whether an assimila-
tion of the Canadian to the United States re.
gulations in this particular, supposing it
otherwise expedient, would have the effect
of causing subscribers in the United States
to obtain their British periodicals throuigh
Canadian newsdealers to any appreciable
extent. The Canadian dealers seen ta the
lostmaster Gencral to stand on very favor-
able ground in being able to repost such
publications to subscrnbers in this country
absolutely free of charge.

That the Committee is under the impres-
sion that you do not thoroughly urderstand
the contention of the Association. In your
favor referred to above you greatly over-
estimate the advantage of the remailing
privilage. When first granted the English
postage was only one penny on each maga.

zine or periodical regardless of weight, now
it is 8 cents per pound while on somte of the
larger magazines whbich formt the greater
proportion it is equal to about 8 .ents per
copy, a rate which practicall prohibits ticir
importation by post. In consequence the
grade both mn Canada and the Unmted Staces
bring thcir supplies by freight. Te rate
across the Atlantic to Torontoand aMontreal
is practically the sane as to New York. On
the arrival of the magazines at New York
the American dealer can mail thein ta sub.
scribers at one cent per pound, while on the
arrivai of the Canadian supplies we cannot
mail then under one cent per four ounces or
fraction thereof. The trade now desires ta
be placed on the same footing as our coin-
petitors by amending the regulations so as
to permit Canadian dealers to mail ail peri.
odicals at one cent per pound. This we
maintain will increase instead of dctreasing
the revenue as a very large portion of the
pernodical matter now coing mto C'nacla
by mail from England and the United States
and carried fret by our (;overnment vill be
madied in this country. Therefore, ne
ernestly hope that our humble request be
granted, which must be admitted is a just
and reasonable one.

THE NEWYORK PUBLISHERS'
SYNDICATE.

The merging of the great American pub.
lishing concernsinto one corporation is al-
most a comle)ted undertaking. A few pro.
minent firns there are which yet stand aloof,
though the overtures of the organnzers are
still kcpt before thittr consideration. Another
fact that will force itselif upon their <onsider-
ation is that of the odds against which itir
non-federation involves their comnpeting.
Should they renan obduratc, and open up
a campaign upon the prces of the houses
leagued together, in whatever hne their
price cutting operations run, thcy may expect
ta be undermined. A survey of the coin.
hined strength of the fcderating houses will,
therefore, be hîkely ta be followecd by the al.
liance of the few leading outsiders. The
consolidatcd concern, which goes under the
name of the John W. Lovell Company. has
obtained possession ofthe plates of the coin.
peting editions of standard sets, ta moas.and
pocts if fifteen great publishmng hnises. In
addition to the plates ofstandards, the stock
and plates of the paper covercd series of the
following New York bouses have been secur
cd: Geo. Munro, Norman Munro, National
Publishing Co. Only a very small residluum
(if the Aimcrican publishing interest is not
included

In so comprehensive an ainalganiation of
the lcading book producers, therc should be

guarantce of surcease front the cutting of
pnces, so far at least as the publishers are
responsible for it. Te only motive for any
more of it on their part will bc to extinguish
the etil in% tirns that negotiation fails ta
bring in. 'hese firns, as pointed out, are
few, .od t an oni for a % er short time hope
ta measure strength with the big aggrega-
tion that will he against tlhmc. They will,
therefore, be only a briefobstacle ta constant
prices.

The circular sent out by the John W.
Lovell Co. seeis ta be the shadow of better
coming events for the trade. These will be.
gin ta be realized towards the close of the
present year. First, there will be better
books. in the paper, print and binding
there will be iarked imrovement. Second,
there will be uniform prices ta ail the cus-
tomers of the John W Lo% ell Co. All jobbers
will have ta sign an order contract pledging
then ta sell ait the publishers' prices. Third,
dealers will be protected against any coin-
peting edit.ons which appear. Sucli shall
no longer be permitted to stagnate business
m lines they aun to displate. Fourth, no
discounts will be given to any but the trade.
This will remove that vicious uublishers'
comlpetition against tieir own custotmers, a
competition carried oan through the large
"universals " and the Ita stores of the towns
and cilles in Canada. All these objects are
tributary to the one grand object, that ot
building up and sustaiming a book-trade,
Such a trade the mcthods of American pub.
lishers have for saine vears been most hos-
tile ta. Their dismaying onsilaughts upon
the very existence of a stable system of
prices, and their ready sale ta gencral deal-
ers lad gone far towards destroying the con-
ditions ofa book-rad.

«T only solicitude that need now be felt
is a% ta the loyalty of mndividual retailers ta
the interests of tieir trade. lobbcrs will not
be stocked after they have broken prices.
But will the rc.til trade stancd out for the in.
tactness of prices ? It should require but a
grai of prudence in anv man ta restrain
him front taking hîberties w-ith prices tiat are
01nce asured. hIe trade needs ta co-operate
with the iublisihers. otlherwise the benefits
atoning front union anong the latter wil] not

avail ta make the book trade a taying one.

WHAT IS PROFIT?

P1rofit is that which remains in the hands
of the storekeeper after all of the vanaos
expenses of doing business are paid. Sell-
ing goods at an advance over the invoice
prce is not always profitable. The cost of
transportation, store rent, clerk hire, fuel,
lights, waste, spoilage and leakage must all
be taken auto consideration, and the mer.
chants who expect to do business and lve
must sell their goods at such an advance as
to cover all these expenres and leave some-
thing besides. There are changes in styles
that have to be considered; there are losses
ncurred by bad debts. There is the ex.

pense of carrying an over-supply of unsale.
able goos, in fact, there are lundreds of
thngs to be considered by every nerchant
who enbarks ii business and whoexpects to
be successful in lits undertakings. There is
fierce competition to be met, and hov to dlo
this and make a living profit taxes the in-
genuity of the storekeeper to the utmost.

It is becoming alnost imperative upon
storckeepers to reduce the ruiunng expenses
of their business to the utmost possible limit.
One excuse for trusts a the allegation that
they are forned for the purpose of doing
business at a reduîced expense; but the
trouble witli thein is that when they once
get coinmand of the market thley want ta
run it exclusively for their own benefit, so it
scems that sone othier way will have ta be
dcsisel for lebcning the -o.,t of production
and dlitibution.

There are too many men engagei in mer-
cantile business, without doubt, and therc as
not a lis ing prutit for aIl of them, su fierce
and close :s compcition. There are bouses
which have been in business for years and
which ai one timne flourisied and grew rich,
but now are on the dCcline on account of the
tierce competition w'hich thcy are cor.pelled
ta encounter, and which compels thema to do
business at a loss or go out of it. Not long
ago a prominent and long established firni
;n tlis city made an assignmnent, having be-
cone cranmped for funds an account of doing
business for somctine on a losing basis.
Firn after firni which has existed for ycars
has been wound up because it seemed clear
to the managers that ultimate failure was in-
evitable if the business was indefinitely con-
tnued. It would steem at the prescnt tise
that only the imerchants who buy close and
run their business econoimically can inake a
suress of merchandisng. This fact shaws
the importance of being posted. Store-
keepers cannot scan the narket reports too
closec) if they expect to make a success of
nerchandising. They must be encrgetic,
possess original ideas and conduct their

business as nearly as possible upon a cash
bas,s. They must keep posted on all tradr.
news so as net to fall bchind the age. in
almîost every branch of business there atc
goods which have ta be sild at a very tri
tling advance over the invoice price, and th.
grocer or general storekeeper who makes .t
landsome profit froi the conduct of li,
business during the year must not only bc a
bustier, but a slrewd and ambitious manager
The most successful business men to.day are r%
close readers of thir trade papers.

CHATTEL MORTGAGES, BILLS
OF SALE.

Ugly words these, aren't they? Not onis
to the man who gives theim but to the holder
too and still more so to the firi or indivi-
dual who is foolislh euough to gis e the cred<t
under them. It is an old and truc saymKg

that it takes a fool and a knave to iake .%
bet, and se it is with inortgages. No whole
saler compels a retailer to give himi a chatte)
mortgage without saying te himself, "No%%
he's got to do as I say or l'il close him up.
And what after all docs the giving of a
mortgage or bill of sale mean in the coi
mercial world? It simply means the <le

claration to all the wholesale trade, througlh
the medium of the Mercantile AgencyChange
Sheets, that so and so having lost his credit,
has been compelled ta hand over his whole
stock to soue one else in consideration of
his lending him a small sum of money or
not pressing him at the present time for the
accounts lie owes him. It does not meian
than this same wolf in sheep's clothing
intends to keep Mr. So and So stocked with
the goods his trade calls for. No, not by
any incans. On the contrary it generally
turns out that a scries of demands, accom-
panied by unupleasant suggestions, are made
on the poor store-keeper, who goes around
ta the other wholesale louses begging for
goods at any price, with no equivr.lent to
offer thei but the assurance that their wares
will be imnediately landed ocver to one of
their competitors while his own ability to pay
for them as away belowv nil. There are al-
ways a certain nuiber of unwary ones who
will get caught in the trap, but they are
rarelv bouses who self their goods at right
prces. When, therefore, the goods are ob-
taned, there is no profit made on thein un
competition wilh other storekeepers, and so
inatters gradually grow worse, until, finally
after iionths of prolonged torture, our poor
Inend has to give in. lis stock is sold by
auction, and the wholesaler loses. Every
one else is left entcly out in the cold, and
feel angry at a man whon they would have
been ready to help, lad he come to theni in
a bustiess like way ar d laid his difficulties
before them, instead of giving one creditor
the preference. MORA.-Never be fooled
into giving a chattel mortgage.

THANKS MR. MOWAT. We are not poli-
ticiansandwill neithervote foryounoragainst
you, but in the naine of the wholesale and
retail trade that we rcpresent, we thank you
hcartily for having the elections, aftcr so
short a space of time, and not as you did
last tune just tn the middle of our Xmas.
trade. Wc know of nothing short of fires
and floods that will break the back of bus-
iness worse than electioneering, and ihe
less we have of it the better.
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MERCANTILE INSURANCE.
In the Council Chaniber of the Board of

r-ade a paper was icad by Mr. lHenry Lye
on Mercantile Insurance as a preventative
of business demoralization and bad debts.
.r. Lye said:-

"Every new idea of 'ustice or equity,
every advance from anarc y towards order,

0 every amelioration of tme conditions of
society by the application of liberal principles
lias been stigmatized as an impracticable
innovation and assailed as the work of a
fanatic or destroyer and an enemy of bis
fellow imen."

The main argument of the paper was that
in regard to mercantile affairs there ought
to be a system of insurance such as obtains
for life and fire losses. Thespeaker pointed
out the method by which this inight be
donc. Mr. Lye spoke of business morality,
and naintained that as a general rule men
mn business are neither extravagant nor dis-
hountst, and that the failures in business are
not caused by those faults so much as by
those circumstances outside and beyond
their control. A mercantile insurance com-
pany, guaranteeing bad debts, would at the
outset require from the applicants such in-
formation as would warrant the transaction.
These "informations" would be a combina-
tion of such as are furnished to the different
Insurance Companies and the mercantile
agencies. Mr. Lye concluded by hoping
that the members would overlook its red
rag appearance and discuss il calmly, and
that they would sec in it a scheme by which
mercantile business would become free from
its present danger.

The chairman called for discussion, and
Mr. James Scott said a few words in high
praise of the paper and called for opinions
from the mercantile men present.

Mr. Davidson said the scheme of business
insurnace seemed reasonable and workable
and it was certainly desirable The duty of
the business man was first to avoid bad
debts and next to get some one else to pay
for them.

Mr. Headly hoped the paper would be
printed and widely circulated. Mr. Hugh
Blain said the scheme was ont he had no
doubt would be hailed with delight by busi-
ness men, if found practicable. The discus-
sion was continued by Messrs. Donaldson,
McCabe, H. E. Eddis, Johnston, Belleville,
and the Chairman, who said that the great
thing to be guarded against was immorality
in business; and there was no reason why
a good, dean, moral rsk should not be taken
in business as in either fire or life.

In answer to the vote of thanks Mr. Lye
said there could be no doubt that the pro-
posal, though an innovation, was one that
would ultimately come to the front.

WEBSTER

ANCIENT AND MODERN
DONT BE DUPED.

A so-called "Webster's Unabridged
Dictionary " is being offered to the public at
a very low price. The body of the book,
from A. to Z. is a cheap reprint, page for
page, of the edition of 1847, which was in
its day a valuable book, but, in the pro-
gress of language for over forty year, has
been completely superseded. Ilt is now re-
produced, broken type, errors and ail, by
a photographic process, is printed on cheap
paper and flimsily bound. It is advertised
to be the substantial equivalent of " an
eight to twelve dollar book," while in tact
it is a literal copy of a book which in its
day was retailed for about $5.oo, and that
book was much superior in paper, prnt, and
binding to this imitation, and was then the
best Dictionary of the timeinstead of an an.
tiquated one. A brief comparison, page by
page, between the reprint and the latest and
enlarged edition wili show the great supen-
ty of the latter. No honorable dealer will
allow the buyer ofsuch to suppose that he is
getting the Webster which to-day is accept-
ed as the Standard and Tifhe 11t

There are several of these reprints, differ-
ing in mnor particulars, but don't be duped,
the body of each is a literal copy of the 1847
edition.

The elfinitions are iimperfect,
requiring condensation, re-arrangement and
additions. The vocabulary is defective,
sonie of the commonest words of to-day, espe-
cially scientific ternis, for which a dictionary
is nost often consulted, being entirely ab-
sent.
