FINANCE AND INSURANCE REVIEW.
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ONEMME PAPEl*

Il the October number of the Bmnkers
MaIiîgczinle,, the paper read at the last
meeting of. the Amuîericani Bankers Asso-
ciation by Mr. George Hague, General
àlanager of the Merchants Bank, is pub-.
lislhed at lengt.h, and is a valuable con-
tribution to the literature on the subject.
'l'ie iumnediate object of the paper is to
point out the Lobjections to a Modern
practice of disposing through brokers of
whit is termed " oie name paper," and
which is obviously not whîat is generally
known as, business paper, which repre-
sents actual sales of mercliandize pay-
able at stated periods, for which the buyer
gives either,his acceptance or his pro-
nissory' note payable at a fixed date.

Mr. 1Hague lias pain ted out very clearly
the difeîrence between what is usually

terned business paper and loans, the
latter of which often'represent an ex-
penditure of capital onthe buildings or
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plant of manufactories in excess ofi wihat
may have been originally subscribed for
the purpose. These loans are often
unendorsed and unsecured, but in such
cases the position of the customer is so
well known ta the banker that the latter

is willing ta lend him noney without
security. Mr. Hague dwells very pro-
perly on the distinction between ordinary
discounts of business paper and loans,
whether the latter are or are not secured
by endorsement. The main object of
Mr.Tague's contribution is topaintout the
objections ta a class OF paper which seens
to be peculiar to the United States. It
appears that, owing to the necessity of
raising money while goods are in process
of production, a practice has arisen of
firis vriting out »rîssoary notes for'
vasious amounlts to the extent of their'
requiremsents, and then sending them to
brokers in Newv York or other iinancial
centres to be sold on account of the
nakers. One of the eviis of tiiis system
is tiat there is no communication ietween
the borrower and lender, which it is most
desirable shouild taike pla in the most
confidenliaii nner. Tie h i(tier oi couse
is wholly ignorant of' tei total amlsount, of
loans floated hy the borrower, which it
aippeas are sent fron ail parts of' the
United States to New York sind other
large cities.

As it is Weil known that Canaldian
bankers find it convenient to lend
noney in îNew York, Mr. HIague lias
had an oppor'tunity (of which lie did not
avail himself) of becomning acquainted
witl the practice, and of having had
opportunities of purchasing the one naine
unsecured bills of firms in New England,
Pennsylvania, Ohio, and almost every
state in the Union. A case was speciasily
ientioned, mier'ely as ilustrative ofi the
systen: 'Tie paper of a particular fir-i
was of'ered, but it became known tiat
the more of it vas sold, the more would
be oftfredi, and, as might naturally be
expected, the resuit. was a collapse.
Severai instances of tihis termination of
the vicious systein of borrowing, Nvhich it
was Mr. Hague's object ta expose, were
given, and it xnay lie ioped that the paper
will hiave a benelicial efl'ect.

TH E UE ASSOCIATION7, OF CANADA,

The Mutual Life Association of Canada
was started in 1872, Witli a guarantee fund
of $50,000 subscribed. Part vas paid in
cash at the time, but prior ta 1880 ai
1881 the amount paid up clid not exceed
$ 18,000. The subscribers were nien of
well-known standing, and the directors-

equally so. The subscribers were to re-
ceive 7 per cent per annun on the amount

paid up. The original prenium rates
were based on the Carlyle mortality table,
ive per cent interest. The coipany did
its business on these rates from tie date
of its inception in 1872 ta 1877. At the
change ofi management in-1877 the rates
were raised ta what was considered the
severer basis having due regard to the
rates used by other companies in order
not to charge too much in competing for
business. Some publicity was given to
the change of management in 1877 through
differences of opinion between the former
manager and the board, which differences
were conveyel to tile policyholders in
the shape of circulais and cois tes-circu-
lais.

The business securcd during the first
tiree years ai' the coimpany's existence
was rather fair and encaging and of
goocI volume, but the iard times in 1875
and 1876 causel a great Ieal of this
business ta lapse hefore tie company
ha(i timse ta recoup for tis expenses it
was compelled ta bear ii getting this
business through a high competition. In
1877, 1878 and 1879 tie business tiat
iapsed equalled, il' no, exceeded, the new
business procured.

The mortality fron 1874 up ta the pre-
sent time seems ta have been in excess
of tie mortality experienced by any of the
Canadian comlpanies for the same period,
whici fact may be.due ta the company's
inability ta place a sufficienst amount of
business on its books in order ta get an
average. Tie compansy's investmenîts are
all good,and mostly abovearpa,aid the large
suin of $104,000 is deposited with the
Governmnent. h'lie set hack which the
coapany received in 1874, 1875 and 1876
seens never ta have been recovered,
although in 1879, 1880, 1881 and 1882
progress was made in new business, and
improvenent otherwise was observed.
With the keen competition in Canlada,
and having ta contend with both home
and foreign companies, shany of whom
could boast the possession of assets
counted up ta tens of millions, a young
conpansy, and a weak one ait that, must
fail short in attracting first-class' agents,
or insurers viso insure for the sake of in-
surance. The comnpany's mortality, which
seemed somewhat excessive on the aver-
age sinlce 1874, cannot be traced ta the
accepting ofinferior risks, as the directors,
medicat men and managers appear to
have been careful in the selection of
lives. Since 1878 the conhpany has
valued the reserve morIality on the
Carlyle five per cent terminable reserves.

Previous ta 1878 no valuation had ever .
been made of its reserve liabilities.

In 1882 the company obtained an
amendment to its charter, giving per-
mission ta increase the guarantee fund ta
$200,000, of which about $50,000 was paid
up in cash I permission was also obtained
in the charter ta issue non-participating
policies wi th a view to attracting insurers
who might prefer. that class of policy. The
ratio of expenses cif management seemed
to be higher perhaps than the company
could afford ta pay, seeing it had aia ta
bear a rather higi rate of mortality. Of
the expenses, however, the proportion
paid to the oflicers could not he consider-
ed excessive; the Secretary's salary did
not exceed $l,000a year, and tise Man-
ager's salary vas only $2,000 a year up ta
1883 ; the chief expenses were therefore
for directly procuring new business.The
Directors received only the nominal fee
of $2 lor each meeting, and, consider-
ing that tLhey are nearly ail active busi-
ness men, and were frequently compelled
ta devote several hours to a meeting the
fee was certainly nat in any sense exces-
sive or ai equivalent to the time employ-
ed in attendiiing ta the conpany's affairs.

The excessive mortality last year was
chiefly among risks which it re-insured for
other companies, and in such cases the
selection of the risk can hardly be charge-
able ta the Life Association. The decision
to cease taking new business has been
arrived at by the Directors after carefully
weighing the existing chances of compet-
ing .successfully against the larger com-
panies in the field.

The usual annual meeting was not held
iast spring, and this gave rise ta the re-
ports that the company had offered ta
sell out; there were same who could even
name the precise figure. The attention
of Mr. Cameron for some time after his
arrivai on 'the acene was occupied with
making a thorough investigation into the
condition of the company, no easy task
with m depleted staff, one of whom had
been making free with certain small
amounts of the company's funds. As a
result it was deemed advisable ta discon-
tinue their efforts after new business, ta
collect balances, and ta notify policy-
holders to remit direct ta the head-offlee.
It is the intention ta call a meeting of the
directors and guarantee subscribers be-
fore long ta determine upon what course
ta pursue-whether' to sell out, go inta
liquidation, or continue the business.
There appears ta be at least one offler for
the business of the company, but liquida-
tion appears at present ta be the maost
probable course.
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TUE BANK STATEMENTS.

There are usually but few changes be-
tween the statements of August and Sep-
tember, and the present year is no excep-
tion to the rule. The circulation has ad-
vanced about 2¼ millions ; deposits on
demand have increased about half a mi]-
lion, while deposits after notice have fallen
off over a million. This latter is chiefly in
the Federal, which has lost nearly $330,000
during the month, but, singular to relate,
lias increased its' demand deposits by
4100,000. The Federal has, however,
reduced1 its " Loans from other banks "
from $811,767 to $551,266 during the same
period. The Ontario Bank has increased
its indebtedness to other banks by nearly
$300,000 within the month. Loans in the
financial centres of the United States
appear to have been slightly reduced,

-but the total of available assets has been
increasedl by nearly 24 millions, and is
within less tian a million of what it
was in September, 1883. Loans to other
corporations have decreased about $600,-
000, nearly ail by one bank, probably
through cotton settlements. As might
be expected, discounts have fallen off
over lIa millions, some indication that the

lessened demand for commodities is being
duly recognised, although a portion of it
has doubtlesa gone to swell the total of
4 over-dne notes." As conpared with
Sept., 1883, the falling off in discounts is
more remarkable, being over 15 millions,
but if we include "Loans to other corpor-
ations, w h'lsich, as already pointed out,
really form a portion of the regular dis_
count business of the banks except that
they are made to corporate conpanies, the
falling if is about 23! millions less. Even
as compaerod with Sept., 1874, there is an
apparent decrease of about 8 millions,
but an actual increase of about 5 millions
of dollars-that is, by including the ad-
vances to other than municipal cor-
poratioùs. Overdue notes have in-
creased some $350,000, although the
greater portion of these is secured. IL
will be observed that the figures of the
Federal Bank remain with little change
ani that., so far as that bank is concerned,
the totals are misleading. Why the de-
pairtient can continue to publish a
" rest " of 1l millions for that bank, or
hoy the returns are made in such a fashion
iunder the well known condition of the
affa'r of the concern, is one of those mys-
teries whichî are tied up in red tape. Mr.
J. M. Courtney, deputy Finance Min ister,
sigus the statements as having been
made by the banks to the department.

expression more particularly in - the
slauglitering process which breaks out
from time to time, according as the home
demand in the Un ited States falls below
the normal rate of supply, when manu-
facturers look to Canada to absorb a por-
tion. IL will not do to sacrifice these
goods at home-the domestic market
nust not be demoralized-psces must ho
maintained among their- own. customers.
The Canadian wh olesalers are approached,
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'and some goods are sold at Lwhàt seeni ta
be satisfactory prices. But the market is
nat yet sufdiciently relieved, and the
American travelier takes another trip in
time ta reach the retail custoniers of his
Canadian wholesale buyers, and the ses-
son ends in partial disaster ta the latter,
wholluwis that nearly all his du8tomers
have been approached in the same man-
ner as hiinself, and are fully stocked with
these goods. This has been chiefly con-
fined ta the dry goods and kindred de-
partients, but it found apt illustration
recently in the wvall-paper business, as
already described. Such a process le
difficult ta repeat,-wholesale men were
not usually taken in a second time.

The methodl is not unknown ta our own
manufacturers, and it is nat confined ta
the dry goods trade. Wholesale'grocers
have occasionally been made acquainted
by soap manufact urers ceast and West wich
ways quite as devious as those of the
Anerican slaughter traveller, if indeed
they do not l better the instruction." A
representative froin a Toronto soap manu-
factory visited Montreal sone.time ago
and arranged with certain firms ta handle
their goods. The price was arranged at
$3.50 per box, and it was distinctly under-
stood that no retail house was ta be sold
-the price ta the retailer heing .94. A
large order was given ta the manufac-
turers. Eatcl of the travellers of the
wholesale grocery firms took withl them on
their next trip a bar of the soap, but what
was their surprise ta find almnost every
retail customer on their. route supplied,
and at prices as low as the wholesalers
thenselves had purchased. And even in
soine instances where a respectable order
was placed there was a still further re-
duction. It was useless ta attempt mak-
ing a profit, and the goods were worked
off at a loss. Not long afterwards the
manufacturers agiin sent their agent ta
visit Montreal. Calling on the previous
customers lie was charged with laving
kept " Punic faith" with theni. He was
quite surprised,and denied having sold
so and Bo in Belleville, Kingston, etc., at
$3.50 and under,-insisting that any goods
sold the retail trade were nat cut belowv
$4. A telegran was sent a certain firma in
a town nearer Montreal than either of
those points, and the reply handed the
waitiig agent was

L!avei boxes for $30.03."

That soap factory will henceforth have an
opportunity of selling exclusively ta the
retailers, and bearing their proportion of
the many risks which the î-holesale
middleman assumes in his dealings with
the country trade

Some tobacco manufacturers in the
West are no less strangers ta this'method
of dealing than their fellow citizens in the
soap business. A wholesale firm in this
city arranged some time since to handle
the goods of a certain matnfacturing con-
cern, which also shall be nameless, on
condition that they were ta b the only
local house supplied. This was ata tie
when tobacco was being sold ta the retail
trade at an advance of one cent per pound,
which, it is needless ta say, would not pay
the expenses of selling. The new arrange-
ment-about 52 cents-would allow a
margin of eight cents a pound, but it
proved as delusive as the soap venture.
It was ascertained in a few days that
other liuses had also agreed ta handile
the tobacco, that the retailers in
every town and village lad been ap-
proached, and had purchased the article
cn equal terms. There are doubtless
circunistances occasionally in the affairs
of factories whichcompel them to resort
to such illegitimate practices as these, but
they must be desperate indeed when the
parties chiefly concerned risk entailing
such mischief upon thenselves as that
described. Of course it must be under-

stood that we do not here refer ta such
Canadian manufacturera as avowedly
cater for and sell directly ta the retail
trade.

CIIANGES [N l'lE FLOUR1 TRADE.

Amongst,the many changes causeil by
the ever-increasing impetus of competi-
tion is the revolution which bas taken
place in the methods of transacting busi-
ness in the flour trade within the past

year or two. Oddly enough, a sharp
rivalry now exists between millers an'd
dealers or middlemen, for the lion's share
cf the retail trade, which accounts for the
nuinber of small parcels that now change
hands on the floor of the Corn Exchange.
Many a reported sale of a car lot is actu-
ally an aggregation of smaller sales made
ta suit the requirements of the new re-
gime. Much of this disintegration of the
old mode of conducting business, when
the Ilne of demarcation was closely drawn
between the miller and the middleman,
lias been occasioned by a contravention
of the most vital principle of protection.
Through placing a higher duty an
the raw than on the manufactured article,
the flour trade of the Dominion bas to a
great extent been handed over ta the
American manufacturer, who will take
good care ta retain the advantages our
legislators have unwittingly given him
over the Canadian miller. Travellers for
American mills have not been content

with 'e]ling ta niiddlenme, but'in many
-instances they have gone direct to iÀkers
and offered flor at the saine price and on
the sane terms as ta dealerse. Cariadià
millers havétherefore been driven,-in self-
defence ta adopt an analogous course of
procedure, and it therefore follo's as"
natural corollary that the flour trade of
the Dominion-to use an American ex-
pression-has been I badly broke up." It
was stated by strong supporters of thie N.
P. that, as we had a good crop of wheat
thisyear, American flour would be driven
outof the market, but so far wve fail ta per-
ceire the slightest probability of such a
result. On the contrary, lacts appear ta
justify the conclusion that Aineíican
strong bakers? ifour has gained "sucli :A
firn foot-hold in Canada that it will be
a very difficult matter to expel it,
Bakers explain this by saying that it is
impossible ta make goo bread alone
froin Canadian' four, other than that'pro-
duced in Manitoba and that they mùst
mix American with the home article to
give it the required strength'. Late'
receipts by the Canada Pacifie Railway
certainly do not bear out the idea that
American flour is being superseded by
Canadian, nor do the low prices at which
Wisconsin and Minnesota brands are
offered here angur any material dimiln-
tion in thé demand therefor.

Not less remarkable perliaps; althaugh
of a different nature t- those above re-
ferred ta, are the changes which have also
characterized the trade' in English bread-
stuffs, as we learn upon the authority cf
a London miller who visited this city re-
cently that Minnesota, 'Wiscansin,, and
Texas mills sel[ direct ta in illers* in Eh-
land, who mix diffierent grades f- théir
own with American flour, and sell it as
English ground. Other millers do at
even mix it, but'sell the American flour
after re-fixing it, as hoù2e ground. o
puzzling in fact have become the chan ges
in the breadstuffs qun.stion that bakers in
Liverpool and Glasgow are now selling
bread made from the sane kind ai flour as
thatused in Montreal at 3c ta 4c perloaf
cheaper than'it can b& bought ln Mant-
real.

LOSSES IN THE CATTLE TRDE.
Five-and one-half cents per lb. live

weight at a point West of Toronto, wit'a
50s freight rate fron Montreal, were adn'
sidered at the timé favorable terms for
the shipment of a lot of cattle ta GlasgoW.
ion arriving at their destination thè'

were not offered immediately foi sale, aw
-ing ta the glutted coidition of te ma-
ket, but in a few days they vere'dieposed
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of in different lots, and the shipper was
advised of the sale by cable. Owing to
the not very plain wiolding o' the
despatch, the ovnier had to aiwait his
accout sales before le realized net
results. lhese have juist been received,
and to his anazement, lie discovered iat
his slipient of not qiite 100 cattle made
hini a loss of $1000, and it is appiehended
liat other no less disastrous reiurns vill

follow. We have belore adverted to the
important pair-t whicl losses accruing
froin the shipient of cattle luave played
in the private banîkinlg troubles in Wes-
temu Ontario, and froi reliable iiformi-
ation which ie have received direct froi
western dealers it appears tlat imost of
the reverses sustaiied throigh slipping
cattle to Great Britain have f'allen upon
the banks. I seems tiat it has been
customîary witl western bankers to loan
buiyers the anionts they required for
purchnsing cattie, simply on tlieir notes
of hanid. Tlie. shipments w'oilil then go
forvard, and if tiey made mnoiney tlhe
shipper derived the benefit, but if anîy
heavy loss occurred the banks, in ianiy
instances, hid to stand it. We believe,
hovever, hat since a niiiber of shippers
were wiiped out of iimost aill tliey pos-
sessed in the early part. of this season,
bankers here, ..as well as in the West
have beeli more careful ini acqir'i'ing col-

lateral as security fori advances. I any
event, the farminers ian .ne riskc, as they
geierally i'eceived cash upoin delivery of
the stock. The total exports of catile
shipped froi this loIt to date are valued
at nearly $5,000,000, and il is a great pity
tliat the middlemien and banks should
continue to lose money when in reality
the fiairIers shouiild receive so imuch less
l'or their cattle. Still the fault lies with
dealers in paying the higlh prices de-
mnanded. The Eiglislh mnarkets are
demoralized and lower all round.

Until Montreal lias ample elevator room,
and the saine facilities for handling grain
as those of other A tantie ports, she can-
not be expected to make much progress
in the race for the through carrying trade
from the Western States to the seaboard.
There is a trade rapidly developing, how-
ever, in the fertile uplands and prairies
of Canada's great Northwest, which is
destined to make us comparatively inde-

pendent of American tratlic, aihough we
notice that Detroit appears te be deter-
miined that we shall net lose it, if we
would. 'l'he deep interest which Detroit
nerchants take in making this port a
successful rival of New York is echoed in
the following, whicli ive take froni the De-
troitlrece Prcss: "Now if Montreal mer,
chants can put suificient capital and
eniergy into their grain business to make
ocean vessels secure of cargo, the ocean
rates will never be higlier in Nont.real
than in New York, and if the canals are
deepened to admit of a 2,000-tons pro-
peller loading in Detroit and going along-
side the ocean steamers in Montreal, or
discharging into the proposed riverside
elevators there, then it ia possible for De-
troit to compete with even cut through
rates, and the Michigan fariner lias two
customers instead of one." Our Detroit
friends, who take such a lively interest in
Montreal as an export outlet for their
grain, in preference to that of New York,
need not despair of seeing their desires
gratified, for not only have the hardy
Northerners of this Continent the will,
but it is well known that they possess the
capital, and, above all, the indomitable

pluck and enorgy necessary for accom-
phishing those possibilities, whlich are
bound to place the port of Montreal at
least upon an equal footing with that of
any other along the Atlantic coast. The
authioity abeve quoted-also says: " Now
it is a question whether the grain grown
ini the Canadian Northwest, at suchu enor-
mous cost to the oider provinces. in rail-
road subsidies, etc., is to find its way to
Europe-via New York or Montreal. With
all the untried possibilities of cheap'ening
transportation, the United States and
Canada should not despaih ef furnishing'
seventy-five per cent. of the ,wheat need
ed for Europe. Il is to ie hped our
neighbours ivill see their owu interests in
this inatter, for ttey are iden tical'with
those of the wholewest, 'and' especially

A great drawback hitherto experienced
by shippers of grain here bas been the
want of facilities for properly cleaning
and mixing grain, which gives Nev York
immuiense advantages over Montreal in
filling European orders. A remiedy, how-
ever is about to be applied, as the Caniada
Pacifie Railway Co. contemplates placing
in their elevators the best screeners ob-
tainable on this Continent. As an instance
of the usefulness and profitable nature
of screeners we may mention the case of
a large lot of pease received lere some
days ago, whicli was mixed with a con-
siderable portion of oats and other foreign
substances, and, owing to there being no
sereener available, the cargo had to be
sold at Is 6cd per quarterless thaîn it w'ould
have realized hal the shipper possessed
the means of cleaning it. Now, the
charges of screening would not have been
over jc or ¿c per bushel, but, in the ab.
sence of suitable facilities, a loss was en-
tailed upon the cargo referred to of fuîlly
4c. per bushiel. The neans for mixing
grain are also badly required here, as we
ouglt te have as good accommodations
for grading wheat, etc., as those possesseil
by Nev York, but we are glad to know
thiat there is a probability of having-them
next season.

F ARM ERS' DE BTIS.
It is needless to say that the law which cin

be îivoked te conupel a country storekeeper to
pay whint lie wes is equlally ellicacious as re-
gards the farmer. Bot the inerchant will lesi-
taie long before hiaving recourse to the lmia-
chinery of the law in orler to comiel slow
cuistomers to pay np. The wliolesale dealer
iinself kîiows somnething of lbis feeliig. He

also icsitates to sue a custoiner, but w'hen lie
loes tliere is little piobability that tie fact miay

beceine knîown'î beyonid tie iiiediaie viciniiy;
No sooner, however, does the coniutry imerc.hiii
iivoke the assistance Of the lawr, ail i t be-
coues known to tlie entre crcle of his cus-
toiers,-it is disciissed at every gatie-ring,
and the nerchant lias a cliance to get the relu-
tation o being a ' hard ian,1 " soie et' his
cuistoniers forsauke himîî according as they can,
t'rec themselves from lis debt, nld go across
the wauy to his rival or to the next Vilage.
'Tlie mrcliant who bus capitil or easy credit
often sattisfies hiîmselt with the prolit lie appears
to be iaking, and as lonîg as he îiriodically
gelts.paid someîthing on accoiut, iil le t a luiî;ge
bIl um on to tie verge etf-preseriptin.

Tiere
can be little doubt that the many wiser ces
among ther will avait themîslves of the fi rst
sleigh-roads te market their produce at what-
ever prices are obtainable, when it should be
reasonable to look for the much te be desired
improvenent in reinittances.

[i'E INSURANCE NOTES.

The German government. l questionably
paternal in its elyorts to extenil the law of
obligatory file in3kirance, with the object of
conpelling the dependent classes te provide
for a rainy day. The N. Y. Chronicle points
out thait, as tle irealthier class do not come
under the requirements of the statute, the
burden of imaintaining the piauper portion of
the population unjustly falls upon the middle
classes. Life insurance, as fregnently pointed
out in these colunns, must be left to private
enterprise clone, and the 'tast amount of good
annually distributed by such' institutions as
the Canada Life, the Standard, Equitable, Con-
federation, British Empire, and many others
prove-that they begin in the· riglit way-by
preventing: the evil which Kaiser Wilheli
wants te cure. The emigration te Anerica is
doubtless. bringing the matter hie to the
gov'erninet of one of thé'most pôwertul nations
ofthe agýè.

Altbough we hear occasionally of lasses by
peulation -amóng the officers ef life'insurance
companies, the cases are extremely rare
compared with other institutions of trust. The
Managérs and oflicers of insurance companies
are usually se occupied with the details of théir
business that they ftve little time for specuia-
tions on marginand thereby escape many of the
temiptations of the day.

Ins, Tiies:-Life insurance, reguîlar old-
line life insurance, is the great centre of great
facts. It às composed wholly of certainties
The billion dollars it has already paid to
widolvs and orphans is one ot ils great and
grand face. Its solid assets 'of ive lunidred
million dollars, and its pledges and -ability te
pay nearly two billion dollars, or fifty million
dollars or more every year, te the ftmilies of
its deccased policyiolders, are other magniti-
cent fiets whticit prove that it is the most
beneficent institution of the fige, and that the
htsband and fatiher wio neglects to enroll his
naine among the vast army of its members, is
behind the age, and sins agaiinst the liglt of
truthi and reason, and violates the plain injunc-
tions of duty anda Lonor.

If the facts couild e got at, it would be a
most interesting contribution ta statisties te
tabulate the number of lapses and surren-
ders of life policies, owing te intetmperance. A
record kept by a Scottisi sgent whlo Lad dons
a large and careful life bitsirness during a long
peride of years showed that the dropped poli-
cies wvere neariy 18 per cent. of tlhe whiol
number, of which less than 5 per cent. were
from ordinary causes, and more than 13 petr
cent. arse directly from excess in drinkling,
followed byhinancial pressure or insolveney.

The greatest tIîptalion to managers axieus
t oerkl up 'a'irge life business 0 in thedirec-
lion of doulitfiil risks. These are often for
large amuunts, and. it is disieartening to au
agent or "anvasser to be told tiat the doctor's
examnination sbows that the lite là somewbat
imnpaired. . Should the cholera raging in
southern Europe all summer but toueh this
side of the Atlantic, what a rush there will be
to lie life offices.

Renewal promissory notes taken for pre-
miuins are becoming too frequent in certain
oflices. The Life Association' of Canada for
one bas to many of these notesamongits assets.

assured. Now, this te just about what was te
bh explained ; and, therefore, for any oeie t'e
calculate on living te bs 70 is very foolish' in-
deed. Death is far more likely te happen be-
fore 60, or even 50 years ofag, than any one
is likely te live te sep 70.
