"T'ms is probably the earliest spring on record throughout Canada,
eepecially in the Province of Quebec. In the vicinity of Montreal
the plum and cherry trees were out in blossom about the 3rd to the
4th of May, and everything scems to promise well for an abundant crop
of emaller fruits. The season for apples in some district threatens to
be an off one. In Ontario the epring did not open quite so early,
and we hear of damage to the early peach blossoms by frost. Black
knot is complained of very much in its effect upon the plum and
cherry trees.

Rrrunns from all parts of Ontario, gathered by the Bureau of In-
dustries at Toronto, report the condition of the farm animals through-
out the Province at the opening of this month as much better than the
most sanguine could have hoped for some months ago. The effect of
the searcity of pasture, owing to the drouth, resulted in the practice of
greater economy than usual. The mildness of the winter was favor-
‘able to the keeping of live stock, and the open spring enabled farmers
to turn out their cattle three weeks or 4 month earlier than for many
years. Hay in many sections was cheaper in April than it was in
‘December. In the eastern counties, however, the cattle did not fare
go well, and in some districts cows were in danger of starvation, In
the root-growing Counties of Wellington, Waterloo and Oxford,
farmers saved their hay, turnips being so plentiful that they were
sold at 6 cents a bushel. . .

OUR DAIRY INTERESTS.

The fourteenth annunl report of the Agricultural Colle"e at
Guelph brings us the usnal number of good things concerning
that occupation in which the majority of the population :of all
countries is engaged. According as the virgin fertility of the
soil becomes exhausted year after year, it behooves our people to
devole more of their attention to the most approved and
geonomical methods of husbandry. In common with our Amenri-
can cousins, we are t0o given Lo boasting as to the productiveness of
the goil in the country of our birth or adoption, in our ignorance
that the average yield per acre of wheat on this continent islittle
more than one-hall what it is in Englgnd; and if we except our
newly settled areas, our course is backward rather than forward,
while in the moiher country the opposite tendency would seem
to prevail. . In other respecis, nleo, our farmers have much to
learn from their fellow agriculturalists in Great Britain—in oats,
barley, rye and vegetables, in horses, cattle, sheep and pigs, and
in everything save apples alone. When this is the case, it is
gratifying to witness the zeal with which 1he practical experi-
ments being made at the Agriculinral College are conducted, nnd
to note the results of these experiments.

In reviowing these reports heretofore, we have conﬁued our:
gelves mainly {o the endeavors of the dairying department, and
shall continue to do so. It is to be regretted that much of what

“has been done nnd written and printed in this respect would

seem to have been unavailable. As already pointed out in-thege
columus, the butter trade of Canada has been gradually falling
off of late years,in some degree because the manufacturs :of
cheese has boen found more profitable and probably more facile— -

contrary to experience in Turope—but chiefly because of ils in-
ferior quality and flavor—the report says distance from market—
as compared with ‘the product of the countries of middle and
northern Europe, where the system: is based on principles more
in accordance with the teachings of science thanis to be gener-
ally found in Canada outside the precincts of the model farms
established by the Provineial Governments. Of the whole num-
ber of pages in the present report, one-fourth is devoted to ¢ airy-
ing. Professor Robertson presses into these 37 pages, notwith-
standing the loss of the dairy record by the late fire, an amount
of information based upon practical experience that cannot fail to
be of incalculable benefit to all who apply it, whether & farmer
making his own butter for the ‘country store, or the dairyman,

or ithe man who employs the creamery systzm. The Ontario
Creamery under his management, established some six years
ago, appears to have been satisfactory in its returns; the real-
ized prices of its product were exceptionally high, while its educa-
tional influence upon the butter-making of the Province is re-
cognized as valuable for makers by both dairy and creamery
processes. A practical lesson i derived from the experience of
the creamery in consequence of the gearcity of fodder in the win-
ter of 1888 and the drouth of the following summer in Ontario.
During June and July its 137 patrons furnished cream to make
an average of 400 pounds of butter’ per day, but in August it fell
to 235 1bs, per day, at which point it did not pay for the expense
of collecting, and-it was discontinued. He recommends the sowing
of green fodder, such as peas and oats, oats and vetches,and fodder-
corn or millet to provide against possible midsummer drouth,

Losilage corn is recoramended for winter feed, a seven acres’

yvield being deemed sufficient for 20 milking cows from Novem-
ber until May. Those who furnish the cream are paid for it at
the price realized from the sales of the buiter product after all
expenses have been deducted, close economy being -observed.

Much depends on the distance to bo,travelled in gathering the
cream, and the number of patrons and the quantity collected are
yet very low for the ares covered. A cash advance was made
to each patron after the end of each month at the rate of 14 cents
per b, of butter for 3ay, June and July, and 15 cents for August.
Reference to our Toronto murket quotations for thesa months
shows that the price of medium qualities—as_good as the cream
suppliers could probably make—was 14¢ to 15¢ for May and June,
with an advance of lc per Ib. for part of July and August, The
patrons received about 2¢ per 1b. additional at the end of the

The withdrawal of so much. farmers,
butter from. the local market affected the pnce at Guelph, and
of this the goodwwes were,not slow to avail themselves. Nearly

1,000 Ibs. were sent weekly to Toronto. The bome markets, says
the report, show a disposition to absorb nearly all the creamery

butter made in the Provincé. The increased comforts of living o

laiterly demanded by the people bave probably not a little {o
do also with the lessened exportation of butter. Canadian salt
was used at the rate of nearly 1oz, per Ib, of butter.

A valuable bit of advice i3 tendered in respeet of setting the
milk, If this is done-while the milk is yet warm, fhe cream
rigses more readily and abundantly. TFrom n series of experi-
ments made by Professor Robertson, it was ascertained that by
the ordinary careless method of the farm dairy the butter yield
wag 8.03 1bs, per 100 1bs, milk, or about 1 1b. of butterto 33 lbs,
milk; by ordinary setting in ice water it was 3.57 1bs.; uud .
by the use of the Centrifugal Cream Separator 3.85 1bs. of bul.ter'
per 100 1bs, milk. The larger returns in butter from the Centri-
fugal system, point to an advantage from their use where the in-
creased cost of drawing the whole milk and returning to the
farms the skim-milk would not more than absorb the value of the
increase of butter realized. The professor states four points for
consideration on this live question for those contemplating the

THE UNITED STATES' BEST CUSTOMER.

The statement of imports and exports for 1888, published in
the recont quarterly reporl of the Burean of Statistics, at Wagh-
inglon, conlaing some significant figures concerning the trade
relations of Greal Britain and the United States. ILast year's
exporls of merchandise amounted to $691,778,000, nearly 24 mill-
ions loss than in 1887, being the smallest amount since 187,
with the oxception of that for 1885.

OUR RAILWAY INTERESIS.

T'he ever Increasing importance and magnitude of the railway
systems of Canada hasg recently been very forcibly made appar-
ont by the resulis of the annual meetings of ourfwo great trunk
lines and the examinations of the leading officials of those com-
panies before tho United States Inter-State Commerce Com-
misgion. The extension of railways in Canada during recont
years has certainly becn extraordinary, and it is now considered
a fact hbeyond dispute that the Dominion has more miles of road
in proportion to population than the United States.

For many years, traflic drawn towards the natural water
roule of the St. Lawrence and the great Iakes caused this coun-
try to appear to the oulgide world like a fringe of civilization on
the oulskirts of ihe neighboring Republic, and the eflorts of the
Government were principally directed towards the connecting
and deepening of water-ways. ;Vast sums of public moncy
were spent in these undertakings—wisely, no doubt, but still the
fact remains that, owing to climatic conditions, these channels of
communication were closed for six months in the year. Of late
years the policy of opening up and developing the interior of the
country by railways has been pursued with gratifying results,
and civilization in Canada no longer answers to the definition of
a line—length without breadth. Official figures show that on
the 30th June, 1888, Canada poscessed 12,702 miles of railway
and 540 miles were under construction, Six months later the
United States wera reported to have 158,172 miles in operation.’
Last year our domestic lines carried 11,416,791 passengers and
17,172,759 tons of freight. The total receipts were $42,159,152
and the working expenses $30,652,046, leaving only $11,507,100
for interest-on the ecapital invested, or a little more than 1} per
cent. Thess figures should go far to remove any impression that
the Canadian roads are grinding monopohes, a charge which
has been frequently made against certain American railways,

The annual meeting of the two chief lines has set at rest for
the time being the rumors of a possible amalgamation which re-
cently originated in interested London financial circles. Sir

" Henry Tyler, in presiding at the Grand Trunk meeting, severely

denounced the duplication of roads by the C. P, R. at competing
points in Ontano, and made asomewhat lengthy reference to
the vexed question of large government subsldles, claiming that
his rond was the largest taxpayer in Cauada. ‘ Mr. Van Horne
has answered these charges in a spirited manner, claiming that
the Grand Tnmk has shown persistent hostility to the Canmlian
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Pacific since its inception, and thdt the Grand Trunk hasg ab-
sorbed in Ontario more than two miles of railway for every one
made or acquired by the Canadlan Pacific, aside from iis main
line. Without independent connections and. branches he
claimed {hat hig road “would have come to ruin long ago, or at
hest it would have existed only ag a sickly appendage of the
Grand Trunk. Like o body without arms it would have heen
dependant upon charity—upon the charity of a neighbor whose
interest it would be to starve it.”" Sir George Stephen, in echo-
ing the president's remarks, stated that the partisans of the
Grand Trunk had made an organized attack of the most un-
gserupulous character upon the credit of the Canadian Pacific in
an unsuccessful attempt to prevent it gettmg the necessary cap-
ital to build the line from London to Detroit.

It is perhaps significant that Sir George was hemrtlly in ac-
cord with Sir Henry with regard to “‘any effort to induce the
TDominion Government to put a stop to the subsidizing of compet-
ing lines, most of which, if built, will only bring disaster to those
who may be induced to invest in them.”

things in the same light and act in the same spirit as it charges
the Grand Trunk to have done. Ttis not our intention to enfer
into the financial position of either company as this chiefly con-
cerns the shareholders and the figures have recently been pub-
lished in these columns, One point in the Canadian Pacific re-
port is interesting as showing the marked development of the
Northwest. It is the fact thail the total number of acres sold by
the company in the firsf four months of the current year have
been 72,441 for $259,922, as against 24,970 acres for $30,869 in the
same period of 1888, With reference to improved facilities the
connections at the Sault with the roads from Minneapolis and
Duluth have been complated, but the Short Line to the Maritime
Provinees will not be ready before June. The new works in hand,
aside from the Detroit extension and the eastern entrance to
Toronto, is o branch of ten miles in British Columbia, Other
connections considered necessary are those hetween Toronto
and Hamilton, Hamilton and Niagara Falls and Hamilton and
Woodstock, in all 120 miles; also a road to Dundee for the pur-
poae of enchnnging traftic with the Rome, Watettown & Ogdens-
Man,, to the Souris c:ml fields,

Thc Grand Trunk railway has made considerable progress in
improving its connections during the year. ' Three new portions
have been operated, One of these is a line 22 miles long con-
necting ¥ort Covington with Messina Springs and tapping the
Rome, Watertown & Ogdensburg by which considerable coal
traflic to Montreal is expected. 'Fhen there is the Beauharnois
Junetion road also on the South Shore and the South Norfolk
railway running from near Simcos to Port Rowan, on Lake Erie.
A line 35 miles long from Walkersville o Ruthven in Ontario is
a valuable ally opening up alarge timber district. The results
of the consolidation of the Northern and the Hamilton & North-
western are considered satisfactory, The Chicago & Grand
Trunk has been increasing its business to a mast gratifying ex-
tent, and during the past half year carvied 17 per cent. of the
east-hound dead freight out of Chicago. Considering the unpro-
pitious feagon of 1858, the cold wet weaather, bad harvests and
low rafés of freight, both the G.T.R. and the C.P.R. present het-
ter statements than might reasonab]y have been expected.

The ateady progress and consolidation of the Canadian roads
seems to have given rige to the impression amongsf the wise
senators of the U. 8. Inter-state Commerce Committee that our
lines have been making inroads on American traffic which, it

was alleged, they have carried at very low rates whilst charging’

exceptionally high local rates. Both Mr. Hickson and Mr, Van
Horne have imparied informatian {o this body which may con-
vince it that Canadian trafiic is by no means-inconsiderable and
unimportant and that the Dominion is not at all wholly depend-
ant on the United Siates in this reapect. - Mr. Hickson stated
that it was his belief, that the United :States roads derived as
much (if not more) revenue from the’carriage of traffic to and
from Canada, a8 the Canadian roads received for carrying traffic
through Canada for shippers in the United States. He also re-
marked that the local rates in Canada were probably quite as

. low as local rates in. the United States owing to our excellent

system of water communpication. The explanations given, in-
cluding those relating to subsidiea“to"steamsbips, ete., about
which most erroncous impressions have prevailed in the United
States, should have a good effect and lead to more cordial rela-
tions between the transportation interests of both countries.

~ SEVERAL SYSTEMS POPULARLY EXPLAINED.

L (No. 4.) ®

‘The whole life, limited payment life and endowment plansmny
beregarded as the staples of Life Insurance, and 8o long asingur-
erg_confine themselves {o one or other of these they can depend
upon getting good value for their money with any good company,
there is, moreover, much less liability to disappointment under
thege than under many of the specious plans at present placed
before the public more as a decoy to attract customers to the
particular company which originates them than for any special
merit or advantage in the schemes themselves. It will be
remembered that in the antecedent articles it wus shown that
the assessment and natural premium plans are practically tem-
porary insurances for a smgle year at a {ime but renewable from
year to year, subject to increase of rate as age advances until the

-.burden becomes quite insupportable. The ordinary life, or “old

line ” life plan as it is termed by rival advocates, differs essen-
tially from these latter in so far that compound interest enters
as an important factor into the caleulation, and the rates are not
subject to any such increase ag aforesnid, the risk being carried
until death at a uniform rate, (corresponding to the age at entry)
during the remainder of life, during n limited number of years,
say 5, 10, 15, 20, 25 or 30, or for a single premium, subject in sach

Comparatively few persons are in a position io adopt the
gingle premium plan, but in lieu of the eash payment of $293.35
the annual premium of $17.88 payable for the remainder of life
would he the equivalent thereof, or an annual premium of $36.87
payable for ten years only, or an annual premium of $23.39 pay-
able for twenty years, &c.

The essential feature of the endowment plan is that the
transaction is completed within the endowment period by the
payment of the full amount of the policy to the agsured at the
end of the endowment peried if e survives, or to his heirs or
beneficiary numed in the poliey if he should die before hand.

The prewmiums are calculated in a very similar manner to those |

under the life plan, and may be made by & single payment, or
by five, ten, fifteen or any number of payments as may be agreed
upon within or up to the endowment period, but they never, of
courge, extend heyond it. The endowment plan partakes very
largely of the nature of an investment, and although it involves
a larger ontlay for premiuma, it cosls much less for carrying the
risk, for the reason that the Reserve (or self-insurance) accumus-
lates much-more rapidly and the proportion of the risk carried:
by the company diminishes invercely with the increase of the
reserve, of which the insured gets the full benefit by a much
smaller propor tion of the preminms paid by him being consumed
in payment of his share of death claims. Tor a similar reason
an endowment policy always bears a higher cash or paid-up sur-
render value than g life policy, and if the insured should survive
the endowment peried (the probabilily of which undera 20 year
endowment age 40 at entry is nearly 4 chances against 1, and at
youngor ages it is still more favorable) the transaction will be
found {o yield & very much hetter resuit than an ordinary lile
policy. The pllxm is steadily increasing in popularity, and the
betler it is understood the more fully will it be appreciated and
adopled.

Now, au seriewr.  We think that the medical profession
in this - country offers, perhaps, a better opening to the
young man than any other. In the great cities the incomes of

tho lending medicnl practitioners are larger than that of their |

legal brethren, and that of the general:ty qmte on & par w1th
wearers of the long robe of the same length of practice, Asa
friend, and one who carries consolation into many homes inde-
pendent of his professional ugefulness, we place the medical
man in a high position. Many of us have had their anxieties
lightened and fears removed by a congcientious and clearheaded
medical man. The intimate relations between the patient and
the doctor which suffering produces form the s'rongest ties, ties
not surpassed, perhaps, in strong and enduring qualities in many
cases by those of the pastor and parishoner. In Canada the
medical profession has been repregented in the foremost ranks of
political life, It would indeed seem that the education of the
M.D. adapted itself easily and bappily to political life, While
apparently living among his students and patients, the medical
man votes and thinks with judgment on the issues of the State.
A careful scrutiny of the lists of our representatives will shew in
proportion to other occupations a larger representation of medical
men than one would suppose. The present High Commissioner
is an excellent oxample of success in’ public life atlained by the
medical praciitioner and, any one familiar with publie life during
the last half century will easily recall many instances. How
this devotion to public matlers agrees with daily attention fo
patients it is not easily to reconcile, but the legal brother who
devoles himself to politics would be equally removed from
attention to his clients. The early years of the M.D.are not
more arduous than those of the law, and his fees are quile as’
much, or—as little. We would, therefore, at least as confidently
place the career of the doctor of medicine before the young man
to be seriously considered by him as the means of attaining a
competence or of doing good among his fellow men as that of any
walk of life.

A COMPANY AND ITS MANAGER AGREE 10
SEPARATE, .

The members of the Iire Underwriters’ Asgociation in Canada
must need be men of energy and purpose. The difliculty of
maintaining harmonious relations and honest co-operation
among 80 large a number of companies, all earnestly competing
for business-in the same field, has lsd the friends of the associa-
{ion now and again almost to the verge of deapair. 'L'here were
so many ways by which companies so disposed could avoid-ihe
checka and the penalties imposed for infraction of the rules, that
it was scarcely to be expected that some would not be caught
tripping,. and means devised to evade the established rules
before the dssociation could reckon many years to its his-
tory. The feeling, therefore, with which certain statements
made by the Toronto manager of the Norwich Union. dur-
ing the recent gencral mesting in this city, already alluded
to, were received, was not ome of extreme surprise. It
appears that an old acquaintance of the manager referred
to, who had not become aware of the position to which the
latter had Leen called from his journalistic duties some years
before, met him by accident » few months ago and entered
into o friendly conversation with him respecting certain risks in
the City of London in Ontario, where the company had been
losing ground for some time. 'Lhig friend, a subordinate in the
company complained of, voluntesred to give the Norwich Union
man some “pointers” (hic) which would enabls him to increase
his business largely in that district. A number of well-known
rigks, bad boen taken by himself at 10 per cent. under the tariff
rates. The general manager of the offending company, on be- .
ing charged at the recent meeting in this city with these viola-
tions of the tariff rules of the Association, said he could neither
admit nor deny the charge, having no personnl knowledge of the
rigks in question, and insisted on having his books examined,
according to the practice in such cages. An examination of

On Tuesday, the
officers of the company were invited by Mr. Burke to lunch at the
Windsor atone o'clock, Attheclose ofthe entertainment, Mr. and Mrs.
Burke were presented with a hacdsome silver and cutleryservice, which
elicited a feeling reply from Mr. Burke, who was quite taken by sur
prise at this unexpected mark of appreciation on the part of his feilow-
officers, although somewhat Zors d2 combat from his excessive und
arduous duties of the preceding day. The building is in every sense
highly creditable to the enterprise of the company, who have thus
shown that they are no believers in the possibility of any interruption
to the good fecling that exists between the people of both countries.
The company war represented by Dr. Tuck, chief medical examiner,
Mr. Thornton, the inspector of agencies and Mr, Mortimer, all from
hendquarters in New York, Dr. F, W. Campbeil, the Montreal medi-
cal examiner, and the agents for Halifax, 8t. John, Toronto and Winni-
peg contributed not a little in assisting to promote the success which
characterized the several entertainments.

Toe recent exhibition of independence by the Senate in re-
jecting the grant for the construction of a road from Harvey to
Salisbury as part of the Canadian Pacific short line in the
Lower Provinces has been rather more than a ten days'
wonder. The impression bas widely prevailed that the result
arrived at did not justify the proposed exponditure, as the
saving of distance would not have exceeded seventeen miles.
The defeat has stirred up some ill-feeling, it being stated in Halifax
that that part has been side-tracked for the interests of St. John. It
may be stated that another line is projected through to New Bruns-
wick, au extension of the Temiscouata railrond, by which the dis-
tance from Montreal to Halifax and St, John by the Grand Trunk to
Quebec, the Intercolonial Railway to River du Loup, and thence by
the Temiscouata and ils extension would not exceed by more than 40
to 50 miles the distance by the Canadian Pacific Railway short line
through Maine, while the proposed line would have the ndvantage of
being entirely on Canadian ferritory and free from the restrictions of
the interstate commerce law of the United States or any interruption
of tho bonding system, and would bring the Grand Trunk Railway
system into connection with the ports of Halifax aund St. John and
the Provinces of Nova Scotia and New Brumswick by a route
practically as short as the Canadian Pacific Railway short line,

Proouess oF Srrixg Worr.~The Ontario Bureau of Industries re-
ports tho season an unusually early one for plowing and seeding., A
number of correspondents report the sowing of spring grain com-
pleted by the end of April: The bulk of spring work was little more
than half through by that time, but there were good prospects of an
early completion. Although sowing was carlier than usual (being
quite general in many localities in the middle of April), the cold
weather preceding the first of May retarded growth considerably. Still
a good report comes of the “catch ™ of the spring sowing, and the
young plants are even and strong, with every indication of the various
grain crops getting an exceedingly good start. An exception to the
general experience is to be found in some of the St, Lawrence and Ot_
tawn counties, where complaints are made of & cessation of spring
ope.raﬁons owing to heavy ralus. A good denl of fall plowing for
Epring sowing appears {o have been done in the Lake Erio Counties
which facilitated spring work considerably in that district. From
various parts of the Provincs come statements regarding a decrease in
the acrenge of barley, and an increase in the extent of spring wheat
sown. In Western Ontario a larger area of peas is reported, and oats
will alzo be more largely grown than ever. Taken altogether the
outlock for spring crops is & cheering one, '

A’ 00RRESPONDENT Writes :—T'he wheat crops around Essex Ocntre
look well, and if the weathor be favorable a large yleld is looked for,
There is promige of an abuondant fruit crop.- . If the frost keep away,
as it generally does in Bssex, there will be'an immense yield judging
from appearances now. The farmers are well on with their work,
Some have planted corn, which is considered very early A nicowarm
ghower of rain is hopefully looked for.

TuE recent gigantic copper scheme in France continues to farnish
lessons for those who need them. A Secretan, the orgaumizer of the
ring, has not merely lost a large fortune in his ventures, but is now
undergoing prosecution for an illegal attempt to manipulate the
markets. A wartant has also been issued for the arrest of M-
Hentsch, one of the directors of the bank ptinolpxyll'y concerned, which .
was drivep to bankruptcy by the copper scheme. «Thoy do things
better in France” A recent despatch to the New York Hirald says :—

«The nmount of copper held for moncy advanced to the syndicate
amounts to 175,000 tons, 150,000 tons of which is in Paris and the
balauce in Loudon The Pans holders are the Bank of Frauce, which
hns 60,000 tons, and the Rothschilds 40,000 tons. DBaring Brothers
are tbo largest Eoglish holders. 'The RlO Tinte Company insisted
that the American mines should send only twenty per cont. of their
surplus copper to Burope, a proposition that Ool. Livemore, represent-
ing the Calumet and Hecla Company, would not agres to. T'he cor-
respondent says : The conference has failed to arrive at any agresment,
written or verbal, and it has broken up without fixing a price. The
American committee have left Paris in disgust, and by tho time this
message is printed coppor w lll be put on the open market and be sold
for what it will bring.”

Wastep Powrs.—A correspondent directs tho attention of the
manufacturers of the country to the splendid water power which is to
be had for absolutely nothing at the Chaudiera Falls, just five miles
this side of Point Levi, and about six from Quebec. It is an acknow-
ledged fact that this beautiful fall is only second to Niagava. It is
stated on good authority that the height is about eighty feet. The
banks are 50 situated that the water can be utilised with very
little expense. There is suffizient water at all seasons to turn half
the wheels of the Dominion. The situation too is a good one, belng
one quarter of a mile from the Grand Truuk station of the samename,
and an equal distance from the junction of the Grand Trunk, Inter-
colonial and Quebec Central railways. Wood suitable for the manu-
facture of pulp and woodenware i8 almost inexhaustable for miles to
the south of the Falls.

Rerorts from the fall wheat districts of Ontario nre quite encour-
aging, although the alternate thawing and freezing dacing March did
gome damage in a fow districts. The reports gathered abound in such
expressions as *the best prospects since first settlement”; *fall
wheat cannot be better”; “itisa rare thing to see & poor field”;
and “the worst looks better than the best of last year” The crop
has been singularly free from insect ravages, and Lambton Gounty
seems to be at last getting free from the Hessian fly.

AN absurd rumor was bruited about during tho week, pointing to
some change of management in two of the leading banks of the Do-
minion. There appears to be no foundation whatever for it, as the
managers and directors of both bauks indicated have good reason to
be satisfied with the present condition of affairs. :

. LIFE INSURANCE LEGISLATION.

A correspondent sojourning in New York
wriles us a8 follows :—I herewith enclose you
8 copy of Insuranco Bill which the Governor
of thig State signed yesterday. You will per-
ceivo that clause 1 stops tontine companies
from issuing policies on ordinary life plans,
and strikes out the paid-up policy clause, as
is greatly done in Canada by them, leaving
the insured at tho end of ten or fifleen years,
1o other alternafive than to accopt the cash
value of the policy. And the circumstances
might be guch, that they require insurance to
{hat date, but by their policy, being issued in
the way they do issue them, it lexves the
insured without insurance, The rost of tho
Bill is o matter that has been advocated in
Cunada for some time, and | truat the depart-
ment will introduce a rimilar Bill at the next

An act relating to life insurance companies and
their ayents doiny business in. this Stute Agp-
proved by the Governory May 14,1889, Passed,
three-fifths being present.

The people of the State of New York, repre-
sented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as
follows :—

See. 1.—Life insurance companies doing
business in this State, shall not make any dis-
crimination in fuvor of individuals of the snme
class and of the same cexpectation of life,
cither in tho amount of premium charged or
in the relurn of premium, dividends or other
advantages, und no agent of any such insur-
auco company shall make any contract for
insurance or agreement ag Lo such contract of
insurance other thun that which is plainly
expressed in the policy issued, nor shall any
such company or agent pay or allow, or offer
to pay or allow, as inducement o any person
to insure, any rebates of premium, or any
special favor or advantage whatever, in the
dividends to accruo “thereon, or auny induce-
ment whatevor, nob spocified-in the policy.

Sec. 2—No person shall act as agent, sub-
agent or broker in the solicitation or procure-
mont of applications for, or pélicy of "insur-
ance, for any compnny or corporation referred
to in this Act, without first procuring a - cer-
tificate of nuthority from the superintendont
of the insurance department. Said certificnte
of anthority must be renewed annually, in'the
month of Junuary, and-a certified copy there-
of must bo filed by the person receiving the
samo, within thirty days from the date there-
of,in tho office of tho Olerk of the County in
which he is acting as such.agent, sub-ngent
or broker.

Sec. 3—Any person violating the provisions
of this Act, shall bo dcemed guilty of a niis-
demennor, and it ia hereby made the duty of the
superintendent of tho insurance department,
on the couviction of any perion acting: as
agent, sub-ngent or broker, to revoke at once
the certificato of anthority fssued to him, and
no such certificato shall bo thereafter .issued
to snid convicted person by said superintend-
ent, for the term of three yenrs from the date
of his convietion,

Soec. 4.—All Acts or parts of Act inconsiat-
ent herewith, are herely repenled,

Sec, 6.~ This Aot shall take effect immedi-
alely.

have to say by the increasing freedom of his
remarks concerning this Company, with
which his shareholders are entertained at
their half-yearly meetings, and which clearly
indicate that he lacks that' first requisite of
good neighborhood, the faculty of minding
his own business. We have, as you know,
scrupulously refrained from interference with
any of the projects of the Grand Trunk Com-
pany, or with its legislation or financial
operations ; and in our every day relations we
have as scruptlously avoided rate cutting and
unfair competition in any form. But almosf
every project and measure of your Company,
from the time of its organization up to this
day, has met with the active hostility of the
Grand Trunk Qompany at every turn—in the
Dominion and Provincial Parliaments, in the
money markets and in the public press, It is
bardly necessary to go beyond the reports of
the half-yearly meetings of the Grand Trunk
Company for proof of this. At these meet-
ings the most mendacious and absurd state-
ments concerning the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way seem to be received without question,
and insinuations against the ecredit of your
Company are greeted with cheers. At the
last meeting of the Grand Trunk shareholders,
only a few days ago, their president boasted of
the successful interferenco of their officers in
Canada with some of our recent legiglation —
unwarranted  interference with 'legislation
relating to our internal aff irs and in no way
concerning the Grand Trunk; and on the
same occasion he indulged again in his often
repeated hints about impending dieaster to
your Company. .Our offence is that in the
necesgary development of our railway system
—in sccuring that indupendence which you
know to be absolutely necessary to the success
of the enterprise, we have come into competi-
tion with the Grand Trunk in certain districts,
and that we have becn obliged to go and gét
what the Grand Trunk would not bring to us.
But when your representatives signed the con-

I ghould feel proud of the entire responsi-
bllity for the present geograpby of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway system if it all rested
upon me, for I believe that no -mistakes of
any consequence bave been made, and that
tho results have more than proved the wisdom
of all that Lins been done, and 1 am confident
that, with a knowledge of tho reagons which
have anctuated your direclors and with the
vesults before you, lhere ia little that you
would wish undone, or that you could afford to
have undone. Had you stopped at the comple-
tion of your main line across the continent
your enterprise would have come to ruin long
ngo, or at best it would have existed only ns
a sickly appendage of the Grand T'runk.
Like a body without arms it would have been

atarve it. But to.dny you have neither the
Grand Trank nor any other compuny to fear,
and the monthly returns of net profit may be
confidently depended upon to furnish a con-
clusive ungwer {o ull of the misropresenta-
lions which have been so industrivusly
showered upon us for the pust cight years. [
do not intend to refer ngain to such matters nt
these meetings, and 1 only do 8o now for the
purpose of putting our sharcholders on their
gunrd against unfavorable reports about our
affairg coming from Grand ‘Urunk sources.

In seconding the motion for the adoption
of the report Sir Georgoe Stephen said :—1
wish to ¢xpress my concurronce in every
word our President hag gaid about the sense-
Tess hostility of the Grand Trunk Ccmpany,
a8 manifosted by its president and some of its
chief oflicers towards our enterprise trom its
incoption to the present time. 1 was in Lon-
don in October last when Sir Henry Tyler,
fresh from Coanada and  posing before his
shareholdors a8 n well informed railway’
expert, spoke of the position and prospects of
the Cunadinn Pacific Company in most un-
warrantable and unneighborly terms, and for
no other purpose, so far a8 1 could see, than
to discredit this Company in the hope of pre-
venling our getting the necessary capital to
build the line from London to Detroit, the
construction of which bhad been forced wpon
us by the failure of our earnest efforts to lense
one of Sir Houry's spare lines. The parti-
sang of the Grand Trunk, following Sir
Henry's lead, made an organiz+d attack of the
most unserupulous character upon the credit
of the ‘Oanadian Pacific, which, however,
failed of ity olject, the Company having, ns
you know, secured the capital required on
much more favorable terms than ever before
ju its history. The flood of false nud damag-
ing statemonts which were put before the
public in one form or another day after dar,
frightened no doubt, a good many holders of
our shares and bonds into selling out at prices
far below the va'ue of their seeurities” This
T am sure you regret as much as I'do, 1T am
happy to believe that the results of the cur-,
rent year will so completely establish the
ability of your Company to pay dividends on
it ordiuary shares out of the not profits of
tho working, that Sir lenry Tyler will have
no need in {ature to concern himself about
the wolfare of its sharcholders. Wo have
seen nothing i Grand Trunk methods that
would justify us in ssking Sir Henry's advico
as to how wo should manago our property, or
how woshould shape our legislation or finances.
When the results prove that his methods are
right and ours are wrong, we may ask his
ndvice; but till then I, for one, will not thank
him for it. | have atways been most anxious to
see the two companies neting together in har-
mony and good will, for in this way only can

“tinues to

they properly serve the iuterests of their
shareholders. I know that this has been the
feeling of every one of your directors, and I
believe that no opportunity has been neg-
lected to give evidence of it. But we are
not likely to be frankly and fairly met by
the Grand Trunk officials on this side of
the Atlantic so long as their Prosident con-
exhibit such a feeling of
animosity 88 is evidenced by his half-yearly
specches to his shareholders, nor until he is
willing to accept the situation and recognize
in the Canadian Pacific an independent but
well-disposed neighbor—a neighbor who has
come to stay and is abundantly able to hold
its own. On one point I am happy to be able
to agree with Sir Henty, and that is as to
Government subsidies to competing lines in
districts already reagonably well provided
with railway facilitics. The only grounds on
which railway subsidies can be justified, ac-
cording to my views, are the ontire absence
of rallway facilities and the impossibility of
providing them by private and unaided enter-
prise, and I will promige Sir Henry my hearty
co-operation in any effort to induce the
Dominion Government to put a stop to the
gubsiding of competing lines, most of which,
if built, will only bring disaster to those who
may be induced to invest in them.

1 enrnestly concur in the hope of the presi-
dent that it will not again be necessary at the
annunl meotings of the shareholders of this
company to say anything about our neighbors
or to go outside of the body of our formal re-
port.

The tone of the mar-
ket for domestic manufactures at New York
continues good, and in cottons, brown sheet-
ings are strong, with some indications of a
speculative inquiry, encouraged by the ad-
vance in the price of raw cotton, low prices
of sheetings and stock in good shape. The
lower qualities of print cloths are raised 1-16c.
As to foreign dress goods Mohalrs, colored and
black, were in first choice, but the demand
oven for this almost phenomenally favored
fabric was very light. Fancy mohairs show
a marked decrease in favor, and small poorly
assorted lots are being offered in a few quart-
ers ab slightly reduced prices.
