The Charch, which is & memorial to the late
Mrs. Davidson, of Q1ebec, is a very sWocessful
building—indeed one of the most beautiful in
the conntry. The plans were drawn and geun-
erously presented by the Rev. Arthur Jarvis,
Reotor of Carleton Place, and were faithfully
carried out by the builders, Mr. B. F. Kezar, of
Stanstead. The ochurch is of wood, on a stone
foundation, 64 feet by 232, inside mensure, with
a tower ten feet square. The tower and rpire
are very successful. The people of Way's Mills
are particolarly proud of thoir new church.

After dinner, the clergy drove to Barnston
Corners, five miles from Wuay’s Mills, where
the new oharch was opened with a similar
scene. The Charch of Barnston Corners is a

replice of that at Way's Mills, with the excep -

tion of the tower and apire, which are replaced
by a poroch and gable, bell and tarret. Ia the
address bere presented to the Archdeacon, grate-
ful mention was made of the generous gifts by
Mr. Shorey, of Moutreal, formerly a residet in
Barnston, and with a very warm heart for his
old home, of the beaatiful stained glasson triple
lancot window in the chancel: the two haad-
some ohandeliers, and a pair of cnstly chancol
chairs, to which he has since adued a cabinet
organ. _This church is carpeted throughout
and is heated by a furnace, and is in every way
& successiul building. -

Ton much cannot be said in praise of the zea)
and devotion shown by the promote s of these
important works, whose succeis is their best
reward. Their names deserve to be here re-
corded. The Way's Mills Baildicg Committee
was composed of Messra, S. W. Sergeant, W. A
Cramer. W. H. Davidson, M. Cbamberlain and
O. E. Woebster ; that of Barnston Corners, of
Messrs. Patney, Irwin, Buackland, Stone and
Whelan.

In the evening several of the clergy returned
with Mr. Eames for a Missionary meet'ng at
Way’s Mills, which was well altended, and was
addressed by the Archdeacon and by the Rev,
James Hepburn, aod the Rev. W. T. Forsythe.

So ended an ever memorable day for Barns.
ton, and a day full of hope for the Chaurch in
the District of St. Fraucis.

DIOCESE OF ONTARIO.

KingsTox.—On Sanday morning the 30th
December, Rev. R. A. Olin, rector of Trinity
Church, Watertown, N. Y., officiated at the
dedication of the new Altar and Reredos, given
to St. Paal's Cburch by the Rev. W. B. Carey
a3 a memorial to his motber. Tne form of service
used was & most appropriate one, drawn up by
the Bishop of Niagara. The sltar is of red
quartered oak, with marble top. The reredos
13 of the same wood, and both are finished in
oil. The altar consists of three central pannels
and two narrow ones at either side, at the
north aod south., The centeral pannels
.contain carvings of the sacred monogram and

aI]glm. asnd Omega., The north and south pan-
nels are filled with Aarop’s rods, Qn account

;qE-ﬂ:d{Eaut window extending'much lower than
it should have done, thers was very grest dif-
fieulty ia designing a suitable reredos so as not
to obscure any of the beautifal medallions, in
the window, representing seens in the life of
our Blessed Lord. This great difficaliy the de-
signer has most artistically and effsctively over-
come by combining the reredos with the wia-
dow. The three lower medallions, represent-
ing the Baptiam, the carrying of the Cross, and
the Resurrection, are aliowed toshow through
the oak work, while gothic arches, filled with
tracery, and springing from flriated capitals
and shafts, rise heaveaward and partily fill the
spaces between the lowest and centre rows of
medallions. The three medailions immediately
above represent the Adnration, the Cracifix
ion and the Ascemsion. Oan either side of the
three open pannels are two seats of three
gothic paonely;, their arched heads all rest-
ing upon oarved oapitals and columns. Be-
tween the large ceutral paunnels and at each
side wall of the chancel stand handseme but-
tresses, finished with . earved crockets and
finiala, The central point of the middle gothic
top is finished with & suitable fivial and the em-
blem of man's salvation, which terminates im-
mediately below the crucificion figure in the
window ; the gothic tops all having carved oak
leaves running up their sides. lmmedistely
. bove and behind the aitar is the Ra-table with
the sacred text ¢ Holy, Holy, Holy,” carved
on & * picked out” ground on its front. Over
the Rstable and under the open panels are
three pacnels carved in relief. Taasin the
centre nas & chalice witb clasters of grapes and
panches of whent and grape vines and leaves
on either side of the chalice, 2ll emblematic of
the elements of bread aud wine used in the
Holy Sicrament. The pannels to the left
and right are carved with the came em-
blems and have two quatrefuils with a
Chi-Rho in the one and an Alpha and
Umegs intertwined in the other. Both
altar and reredos are the work of Me. B. H.
Carpovsky, of this city; aand the manse in
which he has conceived and oarried oat the
whole design stamps bim a3 baiog one of the
ablest artists and workmea in Caoads. Com.
petent jodges, who have seen the work, say
that they hive nowhere in Canada seen any-
thing saperior to this piece of charch furaiture.
As the beautifal Bast window was erected many
years sgo as & memorial to the hrst rectorot the
church 2 brass piate 1a placed at one side bear--
ing the following inscription : * This window
s aa offering made in memory of ihe late Rev.
Wiiliam Greig, A. M. clerk; and for eight years
inonmbent of this charch, died Docember Hih,
1853, aged 46 years. “Blessed sre the pure in
heart fur they shall see God.”’

Anothor plate at the opposite side reads as
follows : ‘*This Altar and Reredos are erected
to the Glory of God acd in loving memory of
Bllen E. Carey, mother of the fourth rector of
this caurch, who entered into rest May 3lst.,
18017."

Notes of a visit to the [ndian tribe of Chero-
keee :
There are two great parties in the Cherokee

nation; ‘the:Nationalists, angwering to the -
American Republicans, -and the. ‘" Downing”
similar to the American Demoorats. The
Nationalists had been in power for some {ime
past, but at & recent election they have bsen
defeated, and now the Downings were at . the
top of the tree, and their favoured candidate, Mr.
Mayes, was now the Governor. The next day
was to bethe opening of parliament, and the
newly elested Governor would deliver his
message. All thisI learned from the Cherokee
iady in her conversation with the Cherokee
driver of the stage. I learned moreover that
potatoes and fruit were oheap in the Territory
and that everything elzse was unnsually dear;
My, said the Cherokes lady, but 15 cts. for eggs
is's price | and turkeys they tell me are worth
a dollar apiece and ohickens 40 ots. a couple !
I ventured to moot the question what propor-
tion of the Cherokee Nation are full blood ?
The opinions expressed by the passengers and
drivor were a little varied, one sixth of the
whole population is fall blood, said one; aboat
thirty per cent, said another. We reached
Tallequah, the capital of the Cherokees at oné
o'clock, There were two hotels at Tallequah.
I went to the ¢ National ” and had dinner, It
wes not very oleanly or micely served, and the
bedroom they gave me upstairs was of a deoid-
edly third class character, they said bowever
that the place was overcrowded on account of
the opening of Parliament. After dinner I
sought out Benator Foot to whom I had a letter
of introdaction, they szid he was having a nap,
so I thought I would see him by and by, and 1
weniout to see what was going on.

In the square near to the hotel, and opposite
the entrance to the Parliament House was &
largs gathericg of Cherokees, and [ dropped in
among them. There were sevoral lurge trees
in the middle of the square, and under their
shade & platform had been erected, and just as
I joined the throng a stout, comfortable looking
gontleman of abont sixty summers mounted
the platform followed by twoor threesatellites;
this was the signal for & round of applause;
the gentleman who had mounted the plauform
was the Hon, J. B. Mayes, the newly elected
Governor, and his object in mounting the
platform was to deliver his message to the
assembled senators, councillors, and general
public. The Governor was not very much
Cherokee. I was told that his mother was half
Cherokee and his father was a fall blooded
Irishman., The election of Govermor it appears
takes plase: every fourth year. In the upper
House are lo senators, and in the lower House
are 36 oouncillors, all elscted every second
year. The Territory is divided into nine
electoral districts. Rach districtis entitled to
be represented by two senators and by from 3
to 8 councillors, Laws areread three times in
the Jower House and three times in the upper
House and then have to be approved and signed
by the principal Chiof or Governor. The
Executive Council consists of the Governor and
threo councillors, they hold office for four
years. It costs abbat $150,000 a year to ran
the Government.

-Provincial Synods, the matter of union would
have been much farther advanced tnan it is
now. One important point has to be taken
inwo ‘consideration. The prevailing sentiment
of the Church in the Northwest is strongly op-
posed to the relinquishing of Provincial sys-
tems. The constitution and provincial instita-
tions of Rupert's Liand have been built up after
years of labour and thought. British Colum-
bia is about to form a Provincial Synod. As
far as we are concerned, while there would be
probably modifications required in the Provin-
vial system, the union that would meet with
tavour here and in British Columbia would be
s union keeping intact the present Provincial
3ynods, inoreasing their number in the fatare
if uecessary, with & General or Dominion Synod
vinding us all. together. Amalgamation ,into
one unwieldly S8ynod is impracticable. A Con-
terence is imperatively needed to thoroughly
ventilate the whole subject.

We do not, as a rule, meddle w:th polities or
political matters, not c¢onsidering that such
subjeots full properly within the scope of our
work. - The frequency, however, with which
political elections have been voided and the:
innumerable contests which have taken place
within & fow years, seem to give rise to the
question whether The Chaurch and the palpit

bave not a duty to perform in regard to this
matter ?

Some definite and distinot teaching in regard
to the moral aspect of the political franchise
would seem to be absolutely necessary. It
cannot be denied that the effect of the frequent
avoidance of elections for bribery and corrnpt
practices, and indeed the delays and intrigues
consequent upon an election trial, most inju.
riously affect the moral sentiment of the com.
murpity, It is to be feared that at the present
time there is hardly any recognition on the
part of eleotors.of the moral responsibility st.
taching to them in the exercise of ihe franchise;
and everywhere people scem to rogard with
spparent equanimity the most unblushing and
barefaccd corruption. Perhaps in no Province
of the Dominion has this been more
fally illustrated than in this Provinoce of
Quebeo. It is only a few days ago that an ex.
member of the Government of that Province
was declared guilty of corrupt practices in
connection with an election in the neighbor-
bood of Montreal, and was disqualified for &
period of seven years; but so little did this
result shook the feelinge of the community, or
render the offender despionble, that it is forth-
with anpounced that dizquualified by law for
any honorable position in the Government, and
debarred from the exercise of his political

franchise, he would nevertheless appear as &
candidate for the mayoralty of the chief city
of the this Dominion !! And there are those .
who think that the mere fact of the judgment
having been rendered against him wili probably
benefit,—and it may be, secure,—his election.
If there were any moral sentiment snch as
should exist in every community, an effort of
this kind would ecarcely be poseible. 1t is high
time that The Church, through its vlergy, en-
forced the duty of obedience to law and taught
in unmistukable terms the heinousness of the
offence of bribing and being bribed ; and it is
high time also that such legislution was bad as
might secure speedy trial in all cases of con-
tested elections, snd mete ont punishment not
alone to the briber, but cqually to the person
accepting the bribe.

It does ot seem amiss in these days, when
members of religious bodieshave 80 vastly in-
‘oreased, all professing some form of Chris-
tianity, snd each alike claiming to be the best,
i not the only true one, to consider what is the
Oharoch of Christ, and how is faith in it of such
" yital importance as to warrant the prominent

place which it holds in _the Creeds.

IFf belief in the Church isa necessary concom-
itant ot a true apprehension of the mystery of
_ the Incarnation, a few words will show the con-

pection. Seeing that it was the will of God
that the creation of men should not be simul-
tapeous or immediate, but should prooeed_ by
of nature from one common progenitor,
:ggtv:)ﬁased God likewise that the remewsl ot
our race should be effected through one Man,
Christ Jesus our Lord, in whom dwelt all the
fulness of the Godhead bodily.
Now, because of the unity of the human race,
and because of that well known principle of
_conneotion which the permanence of nature
‘bears witness to, it follows tbat every Chll'd
born into the world partakes truly of Adam’s
gin. It is no more 1mitstion of Adam’s sin

.Now it is the great fact that our Lord holds
an exactly analogous relationto restored man
as Adam does to fallen man, which St, Paul so
repeatedly insists on. * The-first maun is of the
earth, earthy; the second Man is the Lord from
Heaven. As is the earthy, such are they alsio
that are earthy ; and as is the Heavenly, such
are they also that are Heavenly.” Thus, then,
there must be a real nsion with Him through
whom our natureis raised, in order that our re-
newsl may be effected, For as “original or
birth sin standeth not in the following of Adam,
bat is the fault and corruption of the nature of
every man ihat naturally is engendered of tue
offspring of Adam,” so the restoration of our
nsture can be wrought by no mere subjective
contemplation of Carist, bunt there must be &
real and vital participation in His sasred man-
hood. Aud here lot us note that it is because
of the perfect and indissoluble union of the
higher with the lower nature thatthe super-
pataral gifts, graces, and effects of that nature
are communioated to His flesh, which make it
of such sort &s to be a full and sufficient sacri-
fice for all sim, and the only instrament of re-
storation for fallen man. And thus, to quote
S Leo again, it was necessary that both the
Divine and Human substances should meet in
our Lord’s flesh and blood. that our mortal
nature might, through the Word made Fiesh,
receive aid alike from the birth and Passien of
the New Man; and so ‘“the union with the
the Godhead enabled,” as Hooker says, * the

Had God so wished He might, doubt-
less, bave effocte d the change in our nature by
an internal spiritual’ communioation of grace to
man's apirit, but He willed instead to come
smong men, a8 an object external to them-
selves, bearing the identical relation to renew-
ed men as Adam did to fallen man ; that as by
patural degcent we partake of sin from the old
man, 80 wo should partake of that regenerat-
ing influence which flows from the D.vine -
bumanity of the new man, by supernatural
birth. Faith, then, in Caorist is wholly in-
adequate and powerless to effect that change in
our nature, which alone is wrought by real and
actual nnion with the manhood of our Lord;
and thus in the words of & thoughtful writer,
*“ though the Divine nature is the prime foun-
tain of life o all, inexhaustible in itself, yet it
is a fountain whereof we cannot drink save as
it is derived unto us through the huaman nature
of Christ;” and St. Chrysostom very beaatital-
ly—* When, therefore, thou art told that the
Son of God is Son of David and Abrabham,
doubt not any more that thou too the son of
Adam shall be the son of Gud.” Now it is with
reference 10 the abiding presence of His haman-
ity with man 88 the perfect type which may
‘‘ leaven the whole lump" thatour Lord speaks
when He says, ‘I will not leave yon comfort-
less; I will come to yon; and lo; I am with yon
always, even tothe end of the world.” For as
God 18 everywhere, properly speaking He does
not come or go, for God is a spirit. Wherever,
therefore, there is a limitation of Presence, we
may understand it of that inferior nature whish
alone can bo absent. Now, it is becanse of the
union with the manhood of Christ that the
Church in Holy Scripture is cslled ¢ the Body
of Christ.” The Church then is nov a means or
process whereby we are united to our Blessed
Lord ; bat incorporation with it is union with
Christ, and thus the sacred rite of holy Bup-
tism, which engrafis men into the body of
Churist's Chu-ch, makes them also ¢ members of
Christ, the children of God, and inheritors of
the kingdom of heaven."

Seeing, then, our Lord became man and re-
deemed man's nature by uniting it inseparably to
Himeelt, and exaited in it that He received
gitts which He might bestow on man—and see-
ing that it is through the Church the benefits of
the lncarnation are applied to men individe-
ally—it follows thal the Sucramentsl media are
no mere exlernal forms by which we are re-
nminded of an absent Saviour, but they are the
pledges ot His presence in our midst, and sore
sand ocertain chanrels of His communication
with us. They are the veins, so to speak, in
which flows the life giving Blood which cleanses
from all sin. They rest in God for theireffivaoy ;
for it is by His Word alonewho is the incar
pate Word and the Creator of all things, that
eurthly elements are elevated into the kingdom
of grace, and become the media of God's choia-
ett gifis Lo men, and bind them in loving union

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':, Now 40 fail to recognise the absolute neces-
sity of Church'membership is to full into Ration-
" alism. For unless we acknowledoe that human
nature in inself is all sin, and therefore that it
could only be restored by the union with the
perfect natare of the Son of God, which is;
effected throngh the Church, we must neces-;
sarily hold that man in his fullen state can yet!
" apprehend-Ged a+d attain to the keowledge of
His truth. In other words, we sre forced to
admit that there is inherent in our nature a
germinant principle of perfestion which at any
time might be developed by man's unassisted
eftort. Thus the Sacred Humsnity of our Lord
is overlooked, the eoffect of the Incarnation
nullified, and Original S.n practically denied.
Bat the Church of God deals with ns as mem
bers of a fallen race, which we are counscious to
curselves ot being, and thus it takes us and
unites us one by one to the great Hoad of our
renewed nature, and puts us, even while on
earth, to sit in the Heavenly places, partakera
of the mnever-ceasing intercession of the one
Mediator; -borne up and strengtnened by actual
contact with His perfect Manhood, fed and
sustained by that Body which was given for the
life of the world ; and through our nnion with
the Hamanity of our Lord and Ssviour Jesus
Christ, weare actual partakers of the Divine
Nature.—Irish Ecclesiastical Gazette.

OUR MARRIAGE SERVICE,

It is something of an snomaly that there
should be & tendency in current thought to
regard scoisal institutions, however venerable, as
upon their trial. It is strange that there
shonld be & olass which effects to regard
ueages and customs which form an integral
part. not only of the life of naticns, but also of
civilization itself, as only makeshifls to be
tolerated until some more perfect condition of
social life shall be excogitated.” Institaution
which have stood the test of centuries are
haled by any self-constituted accuser to the bar
of so-called ‘advanced thought,’ where their
antiquity, if it do not at once procure their
cuzdemnation, is at least remembered against
them. There is no need to be eithera pessimist
or an alarmist, but one would be blind indeed
who did not see in the latest manifestation of
this spirit at once a menace and a warning.
That it should have occured to any one to con-
sider seriously, as likely to farnish conclusions
of more then personal application, whether any
substitute can be found for monogamy, indicates
8 lamentable departure from a healthfal stan-
dard—we will not ssy,of morality—but of right
thinking and well-being, for moral no less than
pbysical health is to a large extent not self-
oopsoious. Evil times must iudeed be at hand
if the very basis of the body politic is thus to
be attacked, and if the sanction of centuries of
Christianity are to be deliberately weighed
against & chimera and & theory which has failed
where, and whenever tested.

_It will, then, be but & minor wonder that the
Marriage Service of the Church of England
should be m#ide the object from time 40 time of
eriticism and of avewed dislike. It is not in-
tended hera to offer any apology for this office
of our Church, stiil less to defend that state of
life the-epntrance (0 which this service conse-
crates and hallows. Nothing more will be
attempted than to endesvony to make clear the

-humanity. The facts of our higher nature—
truth, love, justice—ure relative only, relative
that is to some mightier and grander reality of
vhich there are but the earthly adumbrations.
Hero is & case in poiot' The wedloock of man
1.d woman is-only the shadow of that perfeot
bond of union which subsists batween Christ
and His Church; it is the stepping-stone by
xbich wo may rise to that eternal verity, the
fall apprehonsion of which at present escapes
us. An unhappy marriage, therefors, implies
more than the saddening of two lives, it is the
depravation of a spirituel image, the darkening
of a spiritual type.

And then the opening exhortation proceeds

to speak of the care, the forethonght, and the
circumepection, with which this estate should
be adventured, This theme, in its worldly
bearings, at any rate, is trite enough: has not
Malthas written ? Bit the admonition has a
far wider scope, and is mot concerned salone
with mere temporal well bsing. We are to
learn that this estate of matrimony should be
entered upon by none save those who feel them-
selves called thereto by God; that jast a3 some
few men and women have a voocation for the
celibate life, 80 to others] and thoeae the major
ity, God sends & call to the married state, and
that the vocation is as true in the latter as in
the former oase. Marriage is loozed upon far
too much by both sexes as an inevitable aud
ordinary incidcnt in lite, aud as requisite for its
completness ; it shonld rather be regarded as
somothing to be consciously undertakenin con-
formity with God’s will and for His greater
glory,aud as distinotly not necessary to com-
plete self-realisation and dovelopment uuless
seen and felt to be in harmony with the spirit-
aal life.
- Tu connection with the impediments to mar-
riage, there is only one thing to be pointed out.
Noxt to the freqaenoy of divorce among us, the
gravest scandal s the carelessnessand the levity
with which engagemeats to marry are brokon
off and set aside, A contract to marry which
nas not been cancelled by mutual conseat of both
parties to it is really as fatal a bar to the mar-
riage of either with another, as though the
marriage had been consammated. If, instead
of that solemn farce known as su actiou for
breach of promise of marriage, the defanlter
were held to be barred from marriage with a
third party, the reform would be & most sala-
tary one,

Now, although the consent of the parties,
formally and publicly stated, plays a very im-
portant part in the conception and in the strac-
tare of the marriage ofive, yet the mutual de-
claration which follows the ebarge in reference
to any known impediment cannot be taken ss
conslituting the essence and gist of the service.
The declaration—couched, be it noted, in the
future tense—is the surviving representive of
the uncient betrothal—formerly & Bseparate
service—and thongh now incorporated in the
marriage office, is still purely introductory.
This is obvious from what follows. Although
the parties to be married have mutuslly de-
clared their consent, yet after that rththpriut.
inquires, ‘ Who giveth this womas Lo be mar-
ried? implving tbat she is still in the power
of some one other than her hasband. The idea.
seems.to be this, The .woman's relatians yield

aer sip40 dheChurch in sho person of the offlciat-

ing minister, and the Church gives her to the -
man. who thns,_;ike Adam, receives from God a
Relpmeet for hint;, - This may seém an unimport-
ant distinotion upon which to insist, but much
flows from it. If it be admitted that the
essenge of the marriage rite is the consent of
the parties, and.that all the Chursh does is to
witness the consent aud to bless theunion, then
the indissolubility of marrisge can no longer be
logically defonded, 'Wo shall only be playing
into the hands- of those who confessedly wish.
to see the marriage contrasi placed upon pre.

‘cisely the same footing s+ any other sooial or

even commeroisl agreement, by adopting sach
a view of the marriage rito, which is indeed -
nowhere to be found in the Prayer-book. If,
on the other hand, it is secn that the man and
woman have really been joined together by God,
and that the marriage rite is the authorilative
aot of an acoredited representative, tham an
separation short of that effeoted by death will
be rightfully abhorrent. It seceme difficult,
looking at the express language of the office, to
bold any other view but this. ‘Those whom
God has joined together let no mao put asunder.’
Could anything be more explicit? However
much this may traverse the sentiments of the -
age, il is pretty plain, and only that this is the
central thought of the marriage service, buat
that it is alao one of the fundamantal conceptions
wupon «which theinstitution rests.

We go back a little. to notioe the phrases in
which the woman plights her troth— a point
which more than any other in the service has
provoked, and does still elicit, much animad-
versioa. The promise to obsy naturslly comes
in for a great desal of vitaperation : how should
it be otherwise when the sense of anthority is
practioally dead among us ? Moreover, there
ean be no doabt that the position of woman is
gradually being oonsiderably modified. The
entrance of women upon varions worldly oall-
ings necessarily produced an important varia
tion in the ralation in which they stand to men.
And so people begin to think that the family is
a republic in microcosm But it is nothing of
the kind—an absolute monarchy would be &
fitter comparison. Christianity has, it is true,
effected an enormous revolution in the socisl
position of women, and so there are those who
olaim for women an equslity with men which
Christianity can never be made to sanction.
The whole trouble is dune to the fact that demo-
oratic nations have permitted almost every
relation of life. Aoccustomed to a bolief in a
theoretic equality of all men which nowheré
exists, men imagine that authirity is oaly to be
derived from the consent of equals. This may
be trae of the bady politio, but it i3 in no sense
true ofspiritualoffives The Member of Parlia-
ment may derive his anthority from the con-
gent of his fellow-olectors, but the Bishop does
not derive his anthority from the ¢lergy of his
diocese, nor the parish priest his suthority from
the members of hig congregation. If seounlar
sathority is derived from below, spiritual an-
thority is a-ways derived from above. If, there-
fore, there is to be an order in family life, any
obedience due and rendered, the authority of -
the head, as the representative of the Divine
aathority, must be derived not from the eonsent
of those beneath, bat s the gift of the power
above, Fitly, therefore, does the woman
promise to obey her husband—not ag yielding
gomething which might be withbeld, but as
recognising anaathority which demands obed- .

The mover und seconder of the
original consented to substitate
this, Mr. Imlach, as the mover,
explained that as the Provinocial
Syrod Commit:ce, to whom was
referred the Provincial Synod re-
solution, bad met recently and
would be prepared to repors there-
on at the meeting of the Provincial
Synod in Sept. next, there might
therefore be no immediate necessity
for the app inting of a special com-
mittee of this Synnd, a8 it was uot
probable that any farther action
could be taken until after the Pro-]
vincial Synod meeting. This
amendment would cover the ground
necessary to be talen ot p -eseunt
and wounld be sufficient to show
that Huron, 1 ke all the other
dioceses in thix Ecclesiastical Pro-
vince thut pas-ed similar resolu
tions, a8 alco dioceses in cther parts
of the Dominion, was willing to
consider the great and important
question of a consolidated Uturch
of England in British North
America. )

This lattor resolution was carried
upapimously.

The repoit of the Special Con:-
mittee to the Provincial Synod
will be looked forward to with great
interest by the whole Church of
England in the Dominion of Cun-
ada. As the fature consolidation
of The Church will largely depend
apon what action is taken aithe
next meeting of that Synod,
it may fairly be looked forward
to as the most important session
that bas ever been held by that

body.

Then Paul and Puter and
Buarpabas, Silas and Judo, came
even as far as Anticch, which was
then the maritime capital of Syria
Then was jourded the first Gentile
Christian Cburch at Antioch, where
the disciples were firat called Chris
tians (see Aocts xii) From theuce
the disciples went abroad, north-
wards into Asia Mioor, and east-
wards not only over Syria, but to
the confines of Persia (where the
daughter Charch of the Nestorians
or Assyrians still exists), and fur.
ther (ast of Asia, the Cuurch
spread, snd the word was received
with jry. Batin time the wordsof
the Lord were fulfiiled. D.vision
arose within, and persecution came
from without.

precerved. The present Patriarch
i8 the 144th ohisf Bishop, reckoning
from Su. Peler as the first Igpatins
the martyr and saint was the third
in succession. Among the fathers
of the Syrian Church were Eusebius,
Chrysostom, Ephrem, Syrus and
sthers. The Syrian Church has
been in successive persecutions, de-
spoiled of most of its ohurches, its

roperty, its precious manuscript

ooks, ivcluding copies of Old and
New Testament soriptures; bat the

faith in tho Saviowr is firm and ar-

~mall yet warm at heart, The
Bishop then recited the article of
faith concerning the Trinity and
our Savicur; and he then desoribed
the condition of the people—with.
out printed books, and withoat
schools and colleges—until the
Committee formed under the late
Archbishop Tait enabled the Patri-
arch to open elementary schools in
the Meropotamian district. Hoere,
‘above 2,000 children hdve been
given the first rudiments of learn:
ing. Bait in the diocese of the
Bishop himeelf, there are a8 yet no
schools at sll, nor & woman or girl
who can read at sll. The Bishop
pleaded for belp to earry on the
good work which has been begun.
The schools alreaiy opened have to
be kept up, and new ones opened
where there are none.

Money is needed; for in & coun-
try where the income of a Bishop
is sonroely £40 u year, and where
the other clergy have to work for
their own daily bread, it is impos-
sible to establish schools without
belp,  Two Commiitees (one of
gentlemen) bave been formed in
London to carry on this work. The
cbairman of the committes is Rev.
