§ The castle of O'Cahan, one of the clicfs of that
name, stood on a lofty rock, overhanging the stream
of the Roe. There nre at present the traces of his fish-
pond, with one solitary apple-trec growing where
his orchard was, but not a stone is to be seen where
this ancient cdifice once stood. T imegine they
have becn carried away for the purpose of building,
as a bleach-green has in late years been crected in
its Immediate vicinity, There are mmny stories
prevalent regarding great O'Cahan, who last inha-
Lited this beautifully romantic place, surrounded
even to this day by oaks and all other kinds of forest
trees which our country formerly abounded. I have
heard some people affirm that he would have sharp-
ened his sword in the morning, and come in at night
liaving it altogether blunted from the slazghter he
made among the Protestants; to this I am notin-
clined to give much belief, Another story is,that
he had arbitrary demands regarding every new mar-
ried bride, in consequence of which, e was almoat
killed by the O'Mullins, near tho village of Garvagh,
although this place was convenient to another pow-
crful branch of the same family.

1In 1207, the town of
Dungiven was founded by the same family, and this
cemetery was the chief burying-place of that sept.
In the south-cust corner of the chureh, lying in o
liorizontal pasture, is the effigy of Cosey Na Gall, the
last inhabitant of the castle of the rock. Above
him, on the castern gable, in former times, way his
coat of arms, but this has long disappeared. He bas
on the Celtic dress, which was the national costumo
at that period, with a brondsword in his right hand.
Around him stoad twelve images (two at cach end,
and four at each side), of a smaller sine, soemingly
as if they supported the greater image, It was un-
known what the meaning of these was, or whom
they represented, es O'Cahan’s children did not
amount to that number, Sowe years past, liowever,
not excceding half & century, one of the linenl do-
scendants of the O'Cahans had buried her husband
within the church, and as near as possible to the
great Cooey Na Gall, which grave scemed to have
infringed a little on the ground taken up by & cer-
tain gentlemsn of the ncighhorhood of Dungiven,
whose ancestors had come as strangers to that
placo.

The troops, now from the
top of the interveniog moustaln, had a full
view of the Antrim side of the Bann, to which
river the commander despatched a body of his
light-armed forces, the Kerns, that they might
geize a3 many boats as they could, and also the
boatmen, lest an alarm should be given. This
being done, and the main body having arrived,
they were transported to the farther bank in
safety.

O’ Donnell, having posted a strong guard on
the forry, for the purpose of securing a safg
roturn, then sending out his men in small de-
tachments, he remained in the centre of the
country, giving orders to sweep it of horses,
cows, and sheep, as ffar as they went, sparing
peither the infirm, the orphan, nor the widow.}
At the time of this irruption M!Quillan had
been 2 small distance from home, aud did not
hear of it until his return in the cvening, when
his ears were filled by the cries of his distressed
tenantry and followers, as they were called,
every one painting his distress in as good a
way as he could, and, among the foremost, was
M-<Tlvenan, clapping his hands and shouting in
the depth of affliction. When his patron took
posscssion of Dunluce, he assigned him a good
portion of land fit for tillage, together with a
tolerable quantity of rough ground as pastur-
age, in reward for his unshaken zeal to the
family. He was now becoming an interesting
farmer, and had his little patrimony as well
stocked as the olosest industry from him and
his partoer would allow.

AUTHORITY AND OBEDIENCE—ANGLICAN-
ISM FATAL TO BOTH.—THE IDOLATRY OF
SECULARISM. — THE FRUITS OF A COXN-
GRESS.

Respect for authority ia not a favorile text with
journalists. ¢ Obedience,” says Mr, Cariyle, though
he does not say to what, * a virtue univerially for-
gotter in these days, will have to become univers-
ally known agnin ;" but the journalists do not agree
with him, If authority be puroly human, they
agreo that it may be tolerated, especially when it is
able to compel submission; if not, authority iy
usurpation, and cbedience pusillanimity, The wo:ld
accepts this view of the matter, which may have
other merits, but is flagrantly anti-Christian, and
has not canduced much to public otder or the peace
of society, This is so evident that even the least
thoughtful Statesmen are beginning to be anxious
about the future. Everywhere they areasking, * What
next 2 The decay of authority, which isfound in
practiceto be inconveniont,is one of thelegacics of the
so-called Reformation, ¢ Protestantism,” the Church
Herald tells us, ‘“means only men's seiting them.
selves up against the rulers whom God has placed
over them in religious matters, as Liberalism means
their rejection, as of right, of all temporal rulers.”"—
The most persuasive teacher in England of this
right of revolt, both by preccpt and oxample, has
boeen the Natioual Church. Acnd it is reaping what
it has sown. The Bishop of Chichester obscrved
the otber day in the ‘ Bath Congress" that he  ve-
gretted the spirit of lawlessness which had grown
up among the clergy.” He scems to have been sur-
prised that after being taught for three centuries to
rebel against the Church of God, which ought to
have satisfied their appetite for lawlessnuss, they
should be s0 unreasonable as to disturb their own
“ When the Bishops appealed to their vows at or-
dination,” he continued, * they said that their con-
sciences were the only rale to them, thereby erect-
ing for themselves a solemn tribunal over-riding
all their vows, under the shadow of which, while
professing the utmost deference to the Bishops, they
disobeyed them.” And they announce, by the mouth
of Archdeacon Denison and others, and in the lively
pages of the Church Times and Review, with a rich
vocubulary of duerision and abuse, that they will
continue to do so. Their “1nsolence of tone and
language to Authority,” says the Church Herald, * is
one of the most startling phenomena of a more than
remarkable and restless age.”

Does the protest of the Herald give the promise
of better things? We are afraid not. We gladly
recognize the incontestable superiority of this jour.
nal in tone and temper over its rowdy rivals of the
Ritualistic press. With good reason it reproaches
those “wno think fo Lring about what they call a
Catholic revival, by burning incense and figuring in
divers-colored vestments, while the weightier mat-
ters are forgotten ;" and ¢ whose leaders are as shal-
low in their logic as they are violent and sweeping
in thewr adjectives” DBut in all-else, and cspecially
in the total suppression of reason as applied to ques-
tions of the soul, the temperate ZHerald cxactly re-
sembles “ the notorious and noisy clique” to whom
it gives such wholesale advice. The only differencs
botween them is one of taste aud decorum. The

~ Hlerald declines to be rabid and coarse, like Dr, Lit-
tledale and his journalistic patrons, but is quite con-
tent to be meekly lawless, and blandly self-willed.

Dbetter than sacrifice,” says our contemporary, a:nd he
adds that the Holy Roman Church is ¢ the highost
living authority.”” Notbiug can be truer, but how
does he treat this angust authority, which has sar-
vived every other, and will endwe to the end of
time? To obey no authority but one of our own
choico is the worst kind of revolt, and it would be
less criminal to deny the obligation of obedienco al-
together than to confess the law euly to brgak it.
But this is just what the Zerald does. “Thehighest
living authority” declares of the Anglican Church
that it is one of thoae * sectsof perdition” described
by St. Peter. The Herald only shakes its head and
looks the other way. The same authority affirms
that obedience to the Holy See is one of the first
duties of a Christian. The Herald goes quictly to
sleep. It declares all Anglican ministers to be
meraly laymer, guilty of an enormous crime every
timo they simulate priestly functions. The Herald
expands in a regretful smile. It proclaims all mem-
bers of the Church of England to be in deadly
schism. The Herald softly sighs reproof. Thisis
the way it treats what it confesses lo be The
highest living autherity”” The Church Tiwes or the
Record could do no worse, except that they would
employ more brutal langmage. Our contemporary
is irreproachable in manners, and knows how to
speak with subdued voice, yet he not only &corns
the very authority which he exalts so high, bat ex-
horts others to do likewise, He lives only to resist
it, and cares no more fer the Vicar of Christ than he
does for the Bishop of Durham. Dr. Littledale,
who calls the highest living authority ® apostate,” ia
at least more consistent, though only in guilt and
rebellion,

We lately pointed out the senseless extravagance

of supposing that the Anglican sect can ever be re-
conciled by a corporate reunion with the Catholic
Church. The Herald is not much impressed by our
observations. The union, it replies, is alveady effec)-
ed, if people did but know it. The proof is simple.
“Tet no Catbolic” meaning Anglican, ¥ recognizs
the divisions of Ohristendom,” and the thing is done.
 Let him "—the Anglican—*claim bis right, as a
Catholic, to recognition and communion from the
Catholic Church in every land he may visit.” Not
many Anglicans have the lenst wish to claim any
such right, and even if they had, the Herald perfectly
comprebends that it is no use asking for what they
know will bs refused” Still they ought to ask, be-
cause “even the ‘unjust judge' relented at last”
The unjust judge is the Roman Church. And she is
not only unjust, being quite insensible to the An-
glican % claim,” but has unfortunately many *sing
and corruptions,"—the ferald says se,—so that one
does not quite sec why people should be so anxious
to obtain her “recognition.” What wonld it profit
them ? Yet they ought to do it, for, as the Herald
observes : ¥ What is the good of people talking about
tha ¢ Unity of the Church,’ when they go on the Con-
tinent and delilberately ignore the very Mother and
Mistress of the Churches?” They are no doubt
very culpable, but may they not ask in their turn:
#\What is the good of people calling the Roman
Church fthe highest living authority,’ and ‘the
Mother and Mistress of the Churches,’ when they
impiously accuse Lec of ‘sins and corruptions; and
conaider themselves porfectly competent to instruct
hee?” We have no idea what answer the fferald
would make to this question.
Many such questions have been addressed in this
journal to our Aaglican friends, and they have never
reccived a reply. Will they tell us what they mean
by “authority ” on the one hand, and “ ebedicnce”
on the other? Or if this is too hard, we shall be
quite content if they will say, what is the authority
which they themselves recognize, and what sort of
obedience they give to it? 1t is not “the highest
living authority,” for that they despise, nor “the
Mother and Mistress of the Churches,” for her they
accuse of sins and corruptions. What, then, is it?
But we are sure they will not tell us.

And for this reason we justly say that they are as
irreconcilable encmies of authority as they are of
unity, and that the godless world learns every day
from their example to despise both. 1ts oraclescon-
fess the obligatien, Proofs ars multiplying on every

side that it is the contradictions and inconsistencies
of the national sect which are centributing to the

unbelief which its ministers profess to lament, but
can only aggravate, and to theconviction that Chris-
tianity is a failure.  Within her own sphere,” says
the Westminster Review, October, p. 448, ¥ the Church
(of England) has been weighed by ¢ the masses.’ and
found wanting, Thia instinctive appreciation of
what is genuine has been, like the touch of 1thuriel’s
gpear, to untask pretence. . . . .

¢ the irrepressiblo orator exclsimed:  Whether you
listen to me or not, I don’t care three siraws.” Upon
this display of Anglican harmony and brotherly
lIove the T%mes remarks, that the © fortunate consti-
tation ” of an Englishman * cnables him to swallow

to jostle one another into harmonious form.” Yet
there are people who profess to believe that this de-
plorable sect, of which the world never saw the like,
and which is a subject of ridicule even to its own
members, is, in fact, ¥ the Church of the living God,”
and ¢ the pillar and ground of the truth.”

THE ENGLISH PRESS ON IRELAND,

When the great Prelate of the West, Archbishop
MacHale, recently declared, in his letter to Mr.
O'Neill Daunt, his life-long adherence to the prin.
ciples of Home Government, certain papers were as
angry in their comments upon that which was
merely a matter of course as if the intense feeling
of the people of Ireland on the subject had not, un-
til that moment, ebtained authoritative cxpression.
Yet the West had not been *asleep,” and the Irish
Catholic papers—the voices of the people—swhich
truly represent the national views, were open to all,
friends and foes, who would take the trouble to read
them ; nnd whose opinions are certainly worthless
if not based on undeniable facts therein ‘recorded,
No sane man, acquainted with those casily ascer-
tained facts, can honestly deny that the fecling in
favor of Home Rule is a8 intense now as at any
former period of Irisk history, and additionally
strong from the circumstance of its finding expres-
sion in that constitutional manner in which poli-
tical parties within these kingdoms are used to plod
on to victory in the tecth of their opponents. We
are governed * within the Constitution” by majori-
ties; and, robbed of prosperity, trade, parliament,
and independence, Irish sections will at length
combine to creatc an “Irish vote” to recaover by
moral force those rights and privileges which have
been filched and retained solely by superior brute
force. Everybody whe cared to learn Lnew what
were the sentiments of the Archbishop of Tuam,
and of the Bishops and priests of other Dioceses
who have also recently declared themselves in favor
of Home Rule; and the critics must have known it
as well as they koow in their secret hearts that when
they speak of the national agitation as *an attempt
to dismember a portion of the Urited Kingdom,”
they utter a falsehood, foul, knowingly-baseless;
and mischievous to the best interests of the Empire
because it is a lie purpesely coined to further alicn-
ate the peoples now coming to understand each
other, after certurics of alienation brought about by
misrepresentation and class-government,

Thus one of these slangy-smart writers, whose
lucubrations on Irish matters may be described as
the quintessence of folly, tells us that we have sev-
eral times had ingenious politicians of the Whig
type suggesting that they had discovercd the real
remedy for Irish cvils. If Ireland were only gov-
erned through the priests cverything would go
smoothly. “This was a favorite doctrine with the
generation of Whig statesmen who followed the Re-
form Bil—the men who grew up to politica! man-
hood under the Melbourne and O'Conneli alliance,
but it is only recently that we have Lad the Roman
authoritivs in these countries themselves offering
their services in this capacity. According io Mon-
signor Capel, Rom:n Catholicism is our shect an-
chor in Ireland. He tells us, *It was only Cath-
olicism which kept the Irish people loyal to Eng-
land” This would be a great service no doubt if
we only got it done, but Irish loyalty amongst the
Roman Catholic masses has hardly yet taken any
visible shape. We cannot see its fruits. Are they
to be found in the Home Rule movement 9”7

This writer evidently has a characteristic disre-
gard for facts; he does not care to read the leading
Irish papers, which must represent genuine Irish
opinion, because—as his employers could tell him
—did they misrepresent, or ceasc to represent that
opinion, their “vital apark” would soon be extin-
guished ; and he might also recall that Fenianism®
was crushed out chiefly by ¢ Catholicism.” Irish
“loyalty” must be based on somcthing stronger
than subscrvient provincialism. Now, as in Cob-
betV’s day according to his own showing the right
remedy for Irish evils has yet to be applied. More
acute politicians, however, who note the signs of
the times, must observe that the leading Irish pa-
pers, and popuinr speakers at mass-meetings, show,
in proportion as their constitutional hopes brighten,
a decided fecling of friendship towards England, in
happy contrast with the bitter wordy-hate of not
very far distant days. The “Roman Catholic
masses” are only anxious to be “loyal” on such
terms as frecmen cnn accept. If there is again
' more menace than entieaty,” latterly it is clearly
ascribablo to the brutal tone adopted by unscrupu-
lous English publicists, who believe only in unmi-
tigated coercion as the means of *governing” Ire-
land. It is simply rcturning them a Rowland for
their Oliver, Our “smart writer continues: " We
know (?) how largely the priests and Bishops have
taken up Home Rule, how sweeping and reckless
are the terms m which they state their adherence to
the movement, Any one who reads Dr. MacHale's
letter to Mr, Q'Neill Daunt on the Home Rule ques-
tion seces at onpe that the difference between him
and the Fenian emissary is only a difference of pro-
cedure; a difterence of detail. In principle they
arc at ona. Itis evident upon the face of Irish life
that the great cherishers and teachers of disafivetion
are the Iiish pricsts, whose training and aspirations
put them in conflict with British law and British
institutions, and who find their strength in fostering
and developing the passions of the people.”

The admirable mendacity of this fine outburst
will, no doubt, be thoroughly enjoyed in Ircland ;
but, contemptible as it is, it is calculated to do se-
rious harm in England, where bigotry is rarely ap-
pealed to in vain. The Irish % people”—of whom
the priests form a part—had put forwurd a demand
which belongs to the renlm of secular potitice; and,
thanks to the action of the English and Scotch
members ou the question of a Catholic University,
a higher question than one of mere politics has
been mixed up with the agitation. When the Eng-
lish Parlinment told the Cutholic mnjority of the
Irish peoplo that they should be cducated, not ac-
cording to their own ideas, but as the Protestant
majority in the Imperial Parliament clected, the
eyes of all waverers werc opened fully to the bless.
ings of Home Government, An Irish Parlinment—
even if Protestant—would long since have conceded
a charter to a Catbolic University.

brated unbelievers of the last century said that they
should strangle the last king with the bowels of the
Iast priest.

keep their children far away from all condemned
collegea and achools, ' .

Mr. Nicholson sings a pean over the Archbishop of
Westminster for having used the word ‘deified’
about the Sacred Homanity of our Lord, and  asserts
that it is contrary to the Cutholic faith and to the
theology of bisx (the Archbishop’s) Church. Mr.
Nicholsow's sssertion is simply contrary to the
truth. S. Athanasins uses the expression in his
first Epistle in defence of the Niceue definition c.
3 :—* As we by receiving the Spirit do not lose our
own proper substance, so the Lord, when wmade man
fur us, and bearing & body, was no less Ged, for 1le
was not lessened by the envelopment of the body,
bat rather deified it, and rendered it fmmortal. S
Thomas Aguinas goes into the question, and gives
reasons why the human naturc may be said to be
deified :—* Humana natura non dicitur ecssentialiter
dea, sed deificata; non quidem per conversionen
ipeius in divinam naturam, sed per conjunctionem,
ad divinam naturam in uoa hypostasi’ ¢¢ Summa/
part 3, q. 16, art. 3). Mr. Nicholson's assertion is,
therefore, contrary to fact. I have many other
quotations at his service. You are guite right in
saying that, according to ordinary language, ‘to
deifly’ means ¢ to make God.” The Incaruation, how-
ever, isa thing apart. Since the flesh, the thoughts,
aflections, and actions of Our Lord are those of God,
it is quite intelligible to say that they are deified.
Nor, believe me, are Catholics in danger of making
a mistake, for they know their Catechism. Catho-
lic priests are, T assura you, as apxious as you
¢ that no kind of worship’ should Le ‘addressed to
the humanity or the aftections of Christ, without
distinct and conscious reference to His Divinity.
Indeed, throughout this controversy, it lus been
most strangely forgotten by our adversaries that the
Sacred Heart never is separated for a momout, even
in thought, from our Lord's Godhead, and is thercfore,
and therefore only, an object of Divine worehiy—

claimant did net appear, and thus all the previous
trouble went for nothing and the voto was lost.

stitution, and acknowledged the courtesy, and rea-
diness to give information, shown by the monk who
conducted them through the building. The school
is managed by thirteen Belgian Brothers of Metcy.

Tutelligence has been received of a great vic-
tory by the Carlists over the Spanish Govern-
ment troops after a desperate fight, near the
town of Mirandz del Arga, in the Province of
Navarre. The loss of the Republicuns was
very great, including among the killed Licut.-
General Primo de Rivera. General Morians
was wounded and taken prisoner by the Royal-
ists, with forty-onc other officers of the Gov-
crament army. The Carlists also lost heavily ;
among the wounded on their side is General
Ollo and other chicfs, Madrid despatehes re-
port that the Spavish government has advices
from Manila of the capturc by a Spanish war
steamer, in these waters, of two German mer-
chantmen, having on bourd as part of their
cargo, 2,000 rifles intended to be sold to Malay
pirates, The mews has created an excited feel-
ing in government circles at Madrid. ,

Prince Bismurck has laid before the Federal
Council the invitation of the United States
Government to Germany to participate in the
Philudelphia lixhibition, with a recommenda-
tion that it be accepted. It is probable that
the German Reichstag will soon be dissolved
and the elections for the new one ordered to be
held the last week in December.

The resolutions of the Irish bishops to re-
cogaise the Catholic University as a voluntary
institution independent of State patronage and
granting degrees on the authority of the Pope,
has been received with satisfuction by the
Tablet, which declares that the lesson of this
policy will not be hard to read. * Heretical
bigotry, warping the judgment of statesmen,
refuses education to the Catholics of Ireland.
The Pope, the constant friend of true liberty
and culture, throws open to the youth of that
sountry the domain of elevating literaturc and
exact science. The State may yet for a while
ondeavor to ignore tho validity of Catholic de-
grees. Let it be remembered, however, that
degrees are above all “things certificates and

badges of ,educdtionq.l attainments, and if the
Catholic University, as wo-do not doubt thatit
will, proves 1tsclf the home of real knowledge,
the Alna Mater of a learned and efficient pro-
fessoriate and of diligent and gifted students,
then it will become as impossible for the State
to refuse recognition of Catholic scholarship in
‘the face of a noble university in Stephen’s
Green, as five-and-forty years ago it became
impossible to refusc the political emancipation
of the Irish Catholics in face of O’Connell’s
election fer Clare.”

Sir John Duke of Coleridge has been ap-
pointed Lord Chief Justics of the Court of
Common Pleas, vico Sir W. Bovill, deceased.
Mr. Hawkins oa Thursday last, applied to the
Queen's Bench for an extension of time for fur-
ther hearing in the case of the Tichborne claim-
ant until November, 1874, which was granted.

There was a riot in Portadown, Ulster, Ire-
land, on the 5th instant, growing out of lhe
Guy Fawkes's celebration. The police had a
fight with the Orangemen,  and several persoms
werc wounded on both sides,

The New York World estimates the Demo-
cratic majority in the State at 14,843, and
makes the State Scnate a tio, James D. Centre,
one of the jurors on Stoke's trizl, was sentenc-
ed to 31 day's imprisonment and a fine of $250
for contempt of Court in speaking too freely
of the oase while the trial was in progress,

The Manitoba Assembly opened on the 4th
inst.

As we expected the fuller accounts come to
hand of the rcported great and decisive
victory by the army of the Madrid revolu-
tionists under the command of General Mo-
riones, over the Royalits under General
Ollo ; thoroughly refute the telegrams,—
The republican victory turns out to have been
a republican defeat, as the London Times of the
13th ull., cditorially frankly admits. It ap-
pear's,“ says that journal, ¢ from the stalements
of our Correspondent that General Moriones,
the Republican commander, was really worsted
in the cenflict, and had to give way, though it
is not so clear that he surrendered any impor-
tant military positions to his adversary.”—
From this the publie will learn what reliance
is to bo placed on the reports of republican
victories transmitted by the cable which is en-
tirely under the command of the revolutionary
party. The account of the battle by the Times’
oorrespondent, an eye witness, is interesting.

On the 6th ult., General Moriones with
8,000 men and 16 guns advapced upon Lorea
where, to oppose him, General Ollo had but
5,000 infantry, ome squadron 150 strong of
cavalry and four guns. At first the republic-
ans had the advantage, and the Carlists gave
way. The enemy crowned the heights the lat-
ter had abandoned, and affaizs looked bad in-
deed for the Royalists, when General Ollo got
his guns to play with cffect, and the columns of
the republicans fell into disorder. The con-
clusion of the battle is thus narrated by the

Times' correspondent :—

% Fresh shots followed fiom the Royalist artillery
men, and Moriones began to withdraw his men by
retiring in cchelon of battalions from the left. The
Carlist left wns then ordered to attack. A deadly
fire was dirccted at our men by the regiments formed
up on the Republican right to protect their com-
rades’ retreat; but nothing counld check the hot
blood of the Navarros and Alaveses. f Con la bayo-
nete’ had, been the order given to them, and the
bayonet is their favorite arm. Cartridges, too, were
wanting, and therc was nothing left but the cold
steel. Ata racing pacc the Royalist soldiery tra-
versed thewalley ; never ence checking, they doubled
up the hillside. Fathers might fall, struck by the
dendly hail showered from above, but sons did not
stop. ‘Adelante/ was the ery,and {he coemy,al-
ready cowed, at last ignominiously fled. General
Ollo did not spare himself; he and his son, a young
aide-da-camp, were throughout in the thick of the
fight, and the ordinarily calm General, for perhaps
the first time in his life, becamo a little excited.—
 Let the Cavalry come to the front, called out some
soldiers; ¢ Caballeris bs ——, or something in Span-
ish very much to that effect, escaped the General's

lips, and then, seeing me at his side, he laughingly
apelogized for the expression. - For what horsemen
could ride over this ground, he remarked ; ¢ a little
later, yss, but now it is tooabsurd! A$ this moment
bis servant was struck full in the chest by a shot,
and, staggering back a few yards, fell heavily to the
ground. A-few yards further we came upon an offi-
cer shot through the throat.’ ‘Poor fellow, he is my
first cousin,’ enid Ollo ; and then the bullets began
to bail around us ; man after man went down; and
an Artillery officer, riding up to the General, asked
him where the guns shonld be placed. ¢ There’ was
the answer, pointing to the heights of Santa Bar-
lara, from which point some of the enemy who had
rallied wore devastating the Royalist files, Dead
men were lying about the ground in all tho varie-
tics of grotesque and strange positions in which
they kad been when the Grand Destroyer laid his
scythe upon them, One was behind a low mound
in the act of loading his rific; the cartridge had
fallen, but the weapon was in the dead man’s hend,
and a stern expression still to be traced on the
countenance would muke the passer-by belicve that

.if tho owner of the rifle had fired bLis last shot it would

bave been aimed with a will to mete out to another
that lot just doled out to himself. It wae too late.

# The moon rose, and the ghastly remains of hu-
marity were thrown still more repulsively into re-
lief by its shadows. ‘Let the cavalry charge,’ said
the General, and away went our single squadron
helter skelter after the breathless Republicans.—
Here the ground was favorable, and if Ollo could
then have disposed of two good regiments of horse,
the whole of Moriones's artillery must have been
captured. Presently the squadron returned.. It had
taken some prisoners, killed a good many of the
foe, and its Lieutcnant bad sabred a Republican
commander, *There he lies, said the young officer
to Ollo, ‘ and here I cut him down,’ and the lienten-
ant drew a sword still recking with his victim’s gore.
There is something cspecially repugnant when we
attempt to analyze our nature and find how strong
the love of destruction is prevalent with the best of
us under certain circumstances. The officer in (ques-
tion is one of the kindest and best-hearted fellows
you can well imagine, but he was positively de-
lighted he had killed the Commandant.

# Along the best road we marched towards Cirau-
qui. ‘Where is A7 *Poor fellow! He is dead.
*And B? ¢Wounded! * Glorious victory! How
pleased the King will be; and such were the
themes of conversation till we arrived at our quar-
ters for the night.”

So much for the great republican victory, and
the crushing defeat of the Carlists,

The eclection of M. Loyson, as one of the
Cures in Geneva is accounted for in the report
of the Zimes, The Catholics of course took
ne part in the sacrilegious business, and the
election was managed by the enemies of the
Church, There were polled 1,256 votes, of
which 1,256 werc cast for the apostate priest.

If courtships contribute to inflame the breasts
of young people with the unhely fire of im-
purity, so aleo do balls and dances, Between
these two evils indeed there is but thig differ-
ence: courtships are the private schools, balls
and dances are the public schools of licentious-
ness, I am not speaking of those modest and
decorous dances with which the children of
Israel celebrated their deliverance from Pharoah
and the watersofthe Red Sea ; I am nosspeaking
of the dances with which the faithful people of
God returned thanks for the victory of Judith
over Holofernes; I am not speaking of such
dances as those with which King David greeted
the Ark of the Covenant on its journey from
the house of Obedodom to Jerusalem. The
balls and dances I would now derounce are
those balls and dances which are earried on as
our modern bulls and dances are carried on;
those balls and dances with their immeodest
dresses and lascivious movements which mo-
dern society tolerates whilst it cannot approve.
Behold our modern ballroom even in the
houses of those who are deemed discrect and
prudent as the world goes. A room lighted
up with a sensuous glare. Crowds of young
women rouged and painted; dressed, or rather
undressed, to the very verge of immodesty;
their forms exaggerated, their cvery movement
and attitude voluptuousness personified, Nothing
has been omitted in their toilet that can serve
te render them more attractive ; which is only
another phrase for more sensuous and provoea-
tive of carnal love. And thesc young women
dressed as at other times they would not dare
to leave their bed-room; these young women
are led about on the arm of young men heated
by wine, by the excitement of the moment, and
by the whispered remarks of their lewd com-
paniops, Can these young women call them-
selves pure and free from sin ? If there isa
purity of the soul as well as of the body; if
there is a purity of mind as well as of action,
can these young women claim to be beyond re-
proach? Alas! have we not assembled here
in this ball-room the whole of those threc forces
that arc ever battling against God ;—the world,
the flesh, and the devil. But music is heard,
and the dance begins. Gracious God of Hea-
ven! what do you behold? Can it be possible
that we are in a Christian land? cam it be
possible that we live 1 an age that deems
purity or modesty a Christian virtue? Were
a husband to enter his wife’s room suddenly,
and to discover a strange man or an acquaint-
aace with his arm- round his wife’s waist (I
speak plainly as becomes the gravity of the
evil) what would be his feelings, what estimate
would he form of his wife's virtue 7 And yet,
fy, oh, fy, Catholic mothers, this is what you
permit; nay! encourage and approve of in
your daughters, Watch your daughter, whom
you rcceived an angel of purity from the
baptismal fons; watch her circling round this
crowded ball-room with that young manm as
they dance the fast dunces. OQugbt you not to
die of shame ? ought you not to sink into the
floor to hide yourself from the gaze of man ?—
Aund if this merey is not, vouchsafed you, ought
you not to fly from your seat, to rush after
your hitherto pure daughter, to tear her away
from this shame, and to hurry ber home from
this erowd of sin before the anger of God is
provoked to call upon the walls to fall upon
you? Do not tell me that there is a difference
between your daughter’s case and that of the
wife, Yes, there is this difference, it is true,
and to your shame be it suid.

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THE POPE AND THE EMPEROR OF GERMANY.

The following correspondence between ‘the P_oge
and the Emperor, is publisbed in the Berlin Official
Journal. Some discredit was at first thrown upon
this correspondence ; the Archbishop of Westminster
Zowever, has written to the London Times, stating
that another letter written by the Pope haa not been
given to the public. The London Tablet eays :—

« Phe signatare of his Holiness is evidently incor-
sectly given, but for this, as well as for the substaunce,
ihe official German paper has made itself regpousible.
"The letter of the Holy Father is benevolent, carefully
moderate, and at the same time frank—a frankness
for which the Holy Father adduces as a reason his
duties to all who bave been baptized, whether they
are Catholics ornot. Even to this exception is taken,
but let this pass. What we wish to point out is the
studied disingenuousness of the reply. The Empe-
ror 8ay8 oF i8 made to say, tl_la.t ‘a portion of his
Catholic subjects have organized for the past two
years a political party, which endeavours to disturb,
by intrigues hostile to the S_tate, the re}lglous peaca
which has existed in Prussia for centuries. Leading
Catholic priests bave unfortunately not only ap-
proved of this movement, but joined in it to the ex-
tent of open revolt against the existing laws.” ¢The
existing laws!’ When, we would qsk, wero these
1aws passed? Did the differcnce begin by the Cath-
olic clergy revolting Against any existiog laws? It
js well known that they did not, m{d that th.erg
was no question whatever of their resisting the Civil
Power, until that Power claimed to prevent the
exclusion of hevetics from Cathelic communien and
to ugurp & control over the appointments and educa-
{ion of the clergy?

Buruiy, Oct. 14—~The Emperor has received a
letter from the Pope, of which the following is o
literal translation :—

# Vatican, August 7, 1873.

#Your Majesty,~The measures which have been
adopted by your Majesty's Government for some
time past all aim more and more at destruction of
Catholicism. ¥hen I seriously ponder over the
causcs which may have led to these very hard mea-
sures, I confess that I am unable to discover any
reasons for such a course. On the other hand, I
am informed that your Majesty does not counten-
ance the proceedicga of your Government and does
not approve the harshuess of the measures adopted
against the Catholic religion. If then, it be true
that your Majesty does not approve thereof—
and the letters which your august Majeaty has address-
ed to me formerly might sufficiently demonstrate
thatyou cannot approve that which now isoccurring
—if, I say, your Majesty does not approve of your
Goveroment cantinuing in the path it has chosen
of further extending its rigorons measures against
the religion of Jesus Christ, whercby the latter is
most injuriously aficcted, will your Majesty, then,
not become convinced that these measureg have no
other cffect than that of undermining your Majesty’s
own throne? Ispeak with frankness, for my banner is
Trutk. Ispeak in order to fulfil one of my duties
which consists in telling the truth to all, even to
those who are not Catholics, for everyone whe has
been baptized belongs in some way or other, which
to define mere preciscly would be here out of place
—Dbelongs, I say, to the Pope. I cherish the con-
viction that your Majesty will reccive my observa-
tions with your usual goodncess,and will adopt the
measures necessary in the present case, While of-
fering to your Most Gracious Majesty the expression
of my devotion and esteem, I pray to God that he
may enfold your Majesty and myself in one and
the snme bond of mercy.

(Signed) % P10.”

The Emperor replied as follows :—

& Beruis, Sept, 3, 1875 —1I am glad that your
Heliness has, as in former times, done me the hon-
our to writc fo mg. I rejoice the more at this, since
an opportunity is thereby afforded me of correcting
errors which, as appears from the contents of the
letter of your Holiness of the 7th of August, must
have occurred in the communrication you have re-
ceived relative to German affairs, 1f the reports
which are made to your Holiness respecting Ger-
man qnuestions only stated the truth, it would not
be possible for your Holiness to entertain the sup-
position that my Government enters upon a path
which I do not appreve. According to the constitu-
tion of my Statcs, such a case cannot happen, since the
laws and Government measures in Prussia require
my consent as Sovercign. To my soirow, a portion
of my Catholic subjects have organized for the past
two yciars a political party, which endeavours to
disturb by intrigues hostile to the State the religious
peace which has existed in Prussia for centuries
Leading Catholic priests Lave unfortunately not
only approved this movement, but joinad in it to
the extent of open revolt against existing laws, It
will not have cscaped the observation of your Holi-
ness that similar indications manifest themselves
at the present time in several European and in somy
Transatlaptic States. Itisnot my mission to investis
ante the causes by which the clergy and the faithful
of enc of the Christian denominations can be in-
duced actively to assist the enemies of all law, but it
certainly is my mission to protect internal peace
and preserve the authority of the laws in the States
whase government has been entrusted to me by God.
I am conscious that I owe hereafter an account of
the accomplishment of this my kingly duty. I shall
maintain erder and law in my States against all
attacks ns long s God gives me the power. I am
in duty bound to do it as a Christian monarch, even
when to my sorrow I hive te fnlfil this royal duty
againat servants of a Church which 1 suppose ac-
knowledges no less thau the Evangelical Church that
the commandment of obedicnce to secular authority
is an emanation of the revested will of God. Many
of the priests in Prussia subject to your qumes.s
disown, {o my regret, tho Christian doctrine in this
respect, and placc my Government under the ncoes-
sity—supported by the great majority of my loyal
Catholic and Evangelical subjects—ofextortitg obe-
dienco to tho Jaw by worldly means, I willingly
cutertain the hope that your Holiness, upon being
informed of the true position of aftairs, will use your
anthority to put nn end to the agitation carried on
amid deplorable distortien of the truth and abuse
of priestly nuthority. The religion of Jesus Christ
as, s T nitest to your Holiness before God, us-
thing to do with these intrignes, any more than His
truth, to whose banner, invoked by your Holiness,
I unroservedly subseribe, There i8 one more ex-
pression in the letter of your Holiness which I can-
not pass over without centradiction, ult_hough it is
not based npon the prevous information, but 1_Ehe
belief of your Holiness—namely, the expression
that everyonc that has received baptism beloags to
the Pope. The Evangelical creed which, as must
be known to your Holiness, I, like my ancestors and
the majority of my subjects, profess, does not permit
us to accept, in our relations to God, nay other medi-
ator than Our Lord Jesus Christ, This difference of
belief does not prevent me from living in peace
with those who do nat share mine, and oftering your
Holiness the oxpression of my personnl devotion
and esteem —J, &,

The London Telegraph, of October 16th, says that
in view of the grent public interest which has boen
excited by the correspondence between the Pope and
the German Emperor, it may be interesting to give
tranglations of the exact text of the documents and
speeches connected with the recent ceremony of
Bwearing in Professor Reinkens as Prussian Bighap,
"The form of oath administered to the new Bishop
was as follows \—

“I, Joseph Hubert Reinkens, swear an oath to
Almighty and Omniscient God, upon the "Holy
Evangelists, that I, baving been raised to the dig-
dity of a Catholic Bishop, will be subject, faithtul,

obedient and devoted to His Royal Majesty William
of Prussia, and to the legitimate successor in govera-
ment of His Most High Majesty, will advance the
interests of His Most High Majesty, according to my
ability, avoid injury and prejudice to them, will con-
scientiously observe the laws of the land, will par-
ticularly endeavor to achieve that a feeling ef awe
and fidelity towards the King, of love for the father-
1and, of deference to the laws, and &l} those virtues
which denote the good subject in the Christian, shall
be carefully fostered in the minds of the clergy and
communities entrusted to my episcopal direction ;
andI will not tolerate that my subordinate clergy
shall teach and act ina sense opposed to the above.
Mare especially I yow that I will not entertain any
asgociatioa, be it within or without the kingdom,
which may be prejudicial to public safety; and,
should I Lecome awars that propositions shall be
made anywhere which may result in injury to the
State, that I will signify the same to His Royal Ma-
jesty. I promise to fulfil all this the more irrefrag-
ably in that I am persuaded that my episcopal office
obliges me to nothing which can be opposed to the
oath of loyalty and fidelity to His Royal Majesty, or
to that of obedience to the law of theland. All
this I swear, so help me Geod and this holy Evan-
gelism!”

The patent of recognition signed by the King, and
handed by Dr. Falk to the Bishop after he had
taken the foregoing oath, reads thus:—

“1We, William, Ly the grace of God Xing of Prus-
sia, ete,, cte., give to know, and make hereby known
that we herewith, in virtue of the episcopal election
held in Cologne on the 4th of June, 1873, and of the
consecration to the Catholic Episcopate, performed
by the Bishop of Deventer, in Rotterdam, on the
11th of August, 1873, do vecognize the Ordinary
Professor in the Catholic Theological Faculty of
Breslau University, Dr. Joseph Hubert Reinkens, as
Catholic Bishop, and accordingly, we commaud our
Upper Presidents, Presidents and Provincial Colleges,
as well os each and every one of our vassals and
subjects, of whatsoever name, position, dignhity or
coudition herewith, graciously and earnestly, that
they shall recognize and respect the said Joseph
Hubert Reinkens as Catholic Bishop, and let the
some possess, bave and enjoy, fully and without
question by anybedy, #ll that which may be depen-
dent upon his office, nxay belong thereto, or may be
exacted in virtue thercof, in the way of honors and
dignities, profits and other advantages, on penalty
of our royal displeasure and heavy, inevitable re-
prebension; without prejudice, however, to ull that
belongsto us, and te our royal and territoral princely
privileges.

* In witneas whereof we have completed this pre-
sent patent of rccognition with our most exalted
signature, and have caused 1t to be sealed with our
royal signet, Thus given—Derlin, Sept. 19, 1873,

(Signed) “Winnerw."

The Bishop, in answer to Dr, Falk's address, ob-
served inter alia :—

" This oath is in no way a trammel to my actions,
for it only promises what I feel myself joyfully free
to fultil, Itis also a joy to me, taking into account
tha circumstance that those whose mission it is to
instruct the people respecting that sacred duty, obe-
dicnce to its superiors nnd their Jaws, excite the

masses and fill them with ill-will towardsthat duty,
to bear solemn testimony in this place to my con-
viction that such obedience is a truly religious duty,
and that he who infringes it is guilty of sin against
God. I declare, also, that T foresee no collision be-
tween the fulfilment of this duty and the exercise of
oy office; I contemplate the future with peace and
confidence, for the present Btate rovernment pursues
in its legislation as well us in its administration
principles, which not only appear suitable to the
gensible thinking mind (verniinfiiy denkenden Geist),
but also are eminently Christian, gencrated by the
spirit of Christianity. They, thercfore, do not hinder
me in, but stimulate me to the task allotted me.—
Should I, however, contrary to all expectation,come
into conflict with my oatl, I would instantly resign
my office rather than clash with that eouthin the
least respect. And T now declare once more that
every word of the oath subscribed to by me will be
sacred for mel

It is unuecessary to point out how entirely Bishop
Reinkens endorses the view of the relations of
Church and State which form the basis of the cecle-
siastical policy of the Emperor and Prince Bis-
marck.

Tne BURNING OF THE Bavaniay—FuLL PARTICULARS,
—0Ostrawa, Nov. T—The steamer Bavariun was
burned off this port on Wednesday night. She left
Toronto on her regular trip, with sis pasgengors and
a crew of thirty persons, The fire was discovered
about 8 o'clock, and seomed to envelope the centre
of the vessel instantly in flames. Two boats only
could be launched, and these ncarly filled with
water.

The agitation of t uf
public mind redoubled in intensity a8 the peried o
your reassembling approached, because it was requi-
gito to discuss the constitutional bills which neces-
sarily involve the question ot form of govgmment.
I 1ad neither to intervene in -these discussions 1or
to forestall your sovereign  decision, but merely to
confine the former within legal limits and provide
that the latter should be respected. Your power,
therefore, is intact~—nothing can impede its exercise.
Perhaps, however, you may think that in the present
sitnation, with party feoling so strong, the cstablish-
ment of any definite form of government presents
serious difficulties, and that it would be more prudent
to maintain existing institutions. Ifso permit me,
elected to an honor which I did not seek, to tell
you frankly my opinion.

M. Goulard demanded that.the motion of the
Right bo declared urgent. He gaid the country was
wunable to await the result of a long discussion on
constitutional bills.

The Duke de Broglie on the part of the Govern-
ment, supported]the demand for urgency. ]

M. Dufaure said the Assembly at its last session
had ordered that the bills orgunizing the executive
and legislative powers, should be distussed withina
month after recess. Notwithstanding this, the Gov-
ernment supported & motion which proposed to deal
separately with and thereby postpone the question.

The message of the Executive expressed a general
.desire for the adoption of a definite Government, but
yet advised the continuance of the present precarious
segime, He concluded Ly moving that all motions
topether with the constitutional bills be referred to
some committee.

M. Rouher said he could only vote for urgency if
all the propositions were referred to one committee.

After further dcbate on the motion of the Right,
it was declared urgent by a large majority..

The declaration of urgency for the motion of Baron
Eschasseraux, was demanded and was supported by
M. Thiers and Deputies of the Loft, but it was de-
fented.

AL Grevy in a speech supported Dufaure's motion,
and denied the right of the Assembly to confer on
the government a Jonger term of power than it pos-
sessed itself. He expressed a belief that the Right
renlly wished to defer the cousideration of constitu-
tional bills indcfinitely.

M. Goulard declared that he was sincere in his
intcation of bringing them to discussion.

Tre TriaL oF Mansman Bazaise~—Since the days
when Grouchy was accused of betraying Napoleon—
since the day when the gallant Marshal Ney .was
ghot under the Bourbon restoration for having been
too faithful to his old master—there has not been a
sensation in France like that caused by tha trial of
Mershal Bazrine.

Then, the place of trial is itself mingled {na most
curious manner with the bistory of the Franco-Ger-
man wars, which have concluded with the disaster
in which he was cngaged.

Trianon is a small palace, close by the magnificant
Palace of Versailles, which Louis XIV. had built at
the expense of thousands of lives and millions of
money. Now, when Trianon was approcching com-
pletion, Louis came to seeit. He was accompanied
by Louvois, the War-Minister, who was superintend-
fng the work. It struck the King that one of the
windows was parrower than the rest—he remarked
upon this, but Louvois maintained that the windows
were exactly of the same sizo. The King had an
accurate eye and knew they were not.  He returned
to the charge on his next visit, and calling & com-
panion who had a rule, he proved o Louveis that
the latter was wrong in contradicting his King.

Shortly after, Louvois rushed into a friend's apart-
ment, quite pale, and greatly troubled. “I am
Tuined,” ho said, “ the King has quarrelled with me
about a miserable window.” Then striding about
the roorn, “ but,” he exclaimed, * but I will get him
up a war that will give him something else to occupy
his mind, and make my services indispensable.”
The war with Germany broke out soon after, and it

is positively assertod that it owed its origin o this
cruse.

How strange it is, then, that Marshal Bazaine
sheuld be now undergoing his trial for the part he
had taken in & Franco-German war, in this self-same
Trianon. Perhaps the very window through which
tho light falls upon him is the one concerning which
that dispute arose which caused the commencement
of the France-German war in those days—from
whicl, a8 wars are fertile and engender ware, other
Franco-German wars had birth down to the recent
one, In those days!—there was an Irish Brigade in
the gervice of France.

Tuz Hoten 0k VILLE 1 Paris.—The work of re-
moving the ruins of the Hotel de Ville in Paris 15
progressing rapidly, the gallery by the Rue de
Rivoli has been taken down to the level of the
ground-tloor, and the pavilions at the corners of this
street and the Place Loban and Place de V'Hotel de
Ville have been also taken down to the same level.
Tt is expected that by the 15th instant the removal
of the materials will have commenced, and the ex-
cavations for the new 'foundntions will beat once
made. Itis hoped that the new building will bave
Legun to rise above the surface of the ground before
next January. Scaffoldings have been erected for
ihe purpose of taking moulds of such sculptures as
are to be repreduced on the new facade, and the
former garden of the Prefect hasbecome the depot
of statues, sculptures, &c., which can be re-erccted ;
among these things are two porticoes, which have
been faken down stone by stone, one of which is
very fine and is nninjured. The statues of Francis
1. and Louis XIV., which adorned the peristyle, are
but slightly injured.

SWITZERLAND.

Trr GENEVA GOVERNMENT AND Mor. MERMILLOD.~—
It is stated that the Government of Geneva has re-
quested the Federal Government to instruct Dr.
Kern, the Swiss Minister at Parie, to call the attention
of the Duc de Broglie to the ¥ intrigues” carried on
by Mgr. Mermillod within a few miles of the frontier,
These #intrigues” consist in the administration of
the Sacrament of Confirmation, the circumstances
attending which arc no doubt sufficiently disagree-
able to the Geneva Government to induce them to
make every effort to fix & political character upon
cach successive incident as it occurs. The Bishop
has been glving Confirmation at Veigy at Anne-
masse, and at Colonges-sous-Saleve, all villages
near the frontier, and the different parishes within
the Genevese territory where there were children to
be confirmed have been going ouf pracessionally,
with theic mayor und their parish-priest at their
head, to meet the Bishop on a foreign and free soil,
The Bishop was accompanied by the local French
authorities, and after the administration of the
Sacrament exhorted the Genevese who heard him to
“ keep inviolate their love for their country, even
when they were subjected to an odious persecution,”
and he protested against *the hypocrisy of those
who pretonded to preserve the Catholic religion
when they allowed it to be remodelled by Pro-
testant legislators, and who, by the help of a Pro-
testant clectoral majority, were attempting to force
& schism upon the Catholics who remained faith-
Aul® It is of course highly inconvenient to the
Government that the neighbouring populations
should have ocular proof of the vielence to which
the Gencvese Catholics are subjected.

Protest oF TeE Mavors op CaNTON GENEVA.—
We will lcave the Catholic mayors and deputy-
mayors of the Canton of Geneva to answer the as-
sertion of the Daily News that no Catholic citizen
of Switzerland has anything to complain of. They
put forth last week the following vigorous document:
% We arc in one of those moments when ns citizens,
it is our duty to speak in our own name, as we
spoke five months ago openly, m the face of the
country, Catholic citizens: Inspite of pour warn-
ings, in spite of the unanimous reprobation of the
communes, in contempt of treatics and the most
sacred engagements, in contempt of all liberty, the
law on the organization of Catholic worship isabout
to be applied inall its arbitrary rigour, Thiz law,
which presumes to impose on us a State religion,
is essentially schismatical and subversive of every
Catholic principle, Its avowed aim is to break
every connection with higher ecclesiastical authority
and te subject the Church to the omnipotence of the
Government. Under the shelter of this law an at-
tempt will be¢ made to get possession of your
churches and your presbyteries, without considering
whether they arc municipal property ; the Oomstitu-
tions are torn up, and no right of yours is any long-
cracknowledged. An oath will be exacted from
your clergy, which they cannot take without being
traitors to their faith and their honour. Up to this
day, dear fellow-citizens, you have enjoyed the liber-
ty of being Catholics ; this liberty you possess no
longer. Are they not about to convert your church-
s into ‘temples’? Does not this law hand them
over to foreign renegades sent here to preach egainst
your spiritual heads, ngainst your clergy, agninst the
religion and the Velief of your fathers ? Citigens of
a frec country, when you desire to worship, will
you not be forced to hide yourselves in some barn,
or will you not rather be compelled to seek on a
foreign soil a church to prayin? Inthe Canton of
Geneva the liberty of conscience is no longer known,
Catholic electors ., , ., . do not vote! To vote
is to give a certain recognition to an unjust law
which violates your rights; to vote is to give in
your adhesion to if. Let those who wmive
their vote know well that by this act alone they
cease to bo Catholics.” We have quoted this pro-
clamation, signed by twenty-seven officials, at such
length becauso of the danger that the real senti-
ments of the Catholics of Geneva shounld be further
misrepresented by the English press, The Cathe-
lics of the city of Geneva have issued another similar
document, to which fifty-nine signatures are append-
ed, and in which their fellow-citizens arc reminded
that, © for Catholics the parish of Geneva ig not va-
cant,” and " to voie would be to recognizc the law,”
and “to commit an act of schism” The warning
was well attended to, for even according to the
hostile telegrams the Catholic abstained altogether
from the clection.—Zadlet.

The Garibaldian Syndic, Pien-
eiani, shows all possible zeal in the work, and is
using every cflort to suppress the last vestige of
Christian education.

Within the Vatican Palace there is a manufactory
where pictnres are copied in mosaic. This process
makes a picture almost everlasting. Roman mosaic
is formed of tiny bits of opaque colored glass of vari-
ous shades, amonnting it is said, to the almost in-
credible number of 30,000 different and distinct
shades, 30 arranged as to form a picture perfect in
every detail—in light, skadow, shade and color. It
corresponds, in some measure, to the pictures formed
in Berlin wool. The various picces of colored glass
are placed in their pre-arranged order on & table
covered with a sort of cement, and when this tedious
process is over—for there are many thousand pieces
in one picture~the surface of this picture is then
smoothed and polished, The portraits of all the
Popes who have occupied the See of Rome from St.
Peter to Pius IX, made for that magnificent Basilica
of St. Paul's beyond the Walls, come from this
manufactory of the Vatican. It is said that each
portrait—a bust—takes over a year to finish, This
manufactory is the most celebrated in the world,
and the pictures copied in it are the grandest works
of the greatest masters. At present a large picturs,
designed by Raphael to be woven into tapestry in
the Jooms of Arras, representing the comversion of
St, Paul, is to be copied in this everlasting material.

GERMANY.

Tag BexenicTiNES ANp THE JESuITe. — From Ba-
varia we learn that the Government is now occupy-
ing itself in searching out an affinity between the
Denedictines &nd the Jesuits, in hopes that the
former wmay be brought under the action of the law
of expulsion. If by any chance they can manufac-
ture what they will call affirmative evidence, the
following result will be arrived at—that the abbeys
of §4. Boniface at Munich, and of Metten, founded
by Louis I. will be closed, to please Mesers. Bis-
marck and Lutz, by his grandson Louis II.

TuE BAVARIAN GOYERNMENT AND THE REDEMPTORISTS.
—According to the Augsburg Gazelle, the Bavarian
Government has found the new Imperial laws
against the members of Religious Orders impossible
to enforco in all their rigor. The populations have
complained through the Bishops of the scarcity of
priests, and the Government, being satisficd of the
reality of the grievance, has authorized the Bishops
to confer the cure of souls upon members of the Re-
demptorist congregation.

In Alsace-Lorraine the Germans are carrying out
their fatal initial biunder of setting their laws against
the strongest sentiments of the conquercd people:
Interest and Faith. They have actually ordered
the teachers in primary schools to teach no mere
French, meking the unhappy people more intensely
French than ever by vainly attempting to Germanize
them. Bismarck has perhaps been studying the
history of Ircland—an English version, without the
moral. An Alsatinn correspondent of I'Univers
says; “Persecution is the greatest of the Prussian
errors. It assails the noblest, the deepest, the
strongest feelings of the human heart, wherein 2
man becomes powerful from his weakness and in-
vincilble from oppression! Still it is a cleverly
planned persecution, Bismarck would place over
parishes such priests only as would pleass him~
trained np in his national Church rotions, and
obliged to military service before preparing for the
priesthood! Need we be afraid? Well, some de-
fections may, of course, occur. But how glorious is
the union that pow prevails between the Bishops
and the Pope, on the one hand—between the clergy
and their Bishops on the other.” The gates of hell
are not prevailing.—Catholic Opinion.

Deatn o o GErRMAN Bisuor—We regret to have
to announce the death of the Most Rev. Christoph
Florentins Koett, the Lord Bishop of Fulda, South
Germany, which melancholy event took place on
the morping of the 14th ult. His Lordship was in
his 73rd year, but there can be little doubt that age,
great as it was, had less to say to his death than had
the persecution, grief, and bitterness which have
been heaped on bis declining years by the German
oppressors of the Catholic Church. RIP,

: RUSSIA,

St. Prressnorc, Sept, 27—Qct. 9, 1873 —Events
in preparation at Versailles are occupying just mow
raore of our attention than eur home affairs, A
Bourbon réstoration is feared in Russia, chiefly be-
cause it ig thought likely to produce & return to the
old Bourlon policy of favouring Poland. Under
present circumstances the Grand Duke Heir Ap-
parent, who was charmed by his late visit to Eng-
land, makes no secret of his desire for an allinnce
with your nation, but the Emperor still entertains
a fear of giving umbrage to his uncle of Prussig, and
profers - expedients to manly resolutions. After a
reign of nineteen years there is no room for mis-
taking the mild but nonchalant character of Alex-
ander II, When he ascended the throne, after the
tervible reign of Nicolas, after the disasters of the
Crimea, ke found himself engaged 50 to speak, in
gpite of himself,in a process of reform. He en-
tered into it without fully understanding what he
was doing. Nicolag Milioutine caused the-reforms
to deviate from the line of Lilieralism to the line of
Socialism and of Cesarism ; the country meanwhile
hoping to see very shortly a Parliament agsembled.

The pistol-shot of Karakoz, the unfortunate Polish

insurrection, and the fear of Constitutional Govern-
ment, put the break on the wheels of the Reform
movement; the sfatus guo has since been maintained,
and no more movements in advance have been made.
There has even been some retrogression on cestain
points, and the odd thing is that the country—if not
exactly resigned to political stagnation, yet accepts
it a8 inevitable, and makes no effort to terminate it.
Just as Napoleon II1. used to allow the Siecle to cut
up the priests every morning, so here public opinion
has been let loose against the Poles and the Catho-
lics. Public opinion must have its bone to gnaw.
The truth is that the Emperor Alexander asks before
all things that he may have no trouble, either at
home or abroad—that he may be allowed to finish
his reign in peace, with the minimum of work and
the maximum of enjoyment. 7'his empire of showy
outsides has at Iast produced an Emperor devoid of
depth of any sort, wholly superficial, of natural
goodness, yet allowing evil to go on unchecked
sieply because he attends to nothing, secs into
Rothing, understands nothing thoroughly, and fears
nothing so much as the trouble of thinking seriously
about anything.—Corr. of London Tablet.

ArostaTEs AND MaRTYRS —The author of the doc-
ument mentioned in my last has been discovered.
I mean the Memorial published by Pere Martinof,
proposing to emancipate the Catholic Church in
Russia, from the Pope, and to amalgamate it with
the #Orthodox” Church.
