Qn Sunday last the * Camp” presented a meeting
well worthy taken vote of, the weather of the week
preceding not being of the most fuvourable kind, and
the eluy on tbe shore being naturally soft, those who
sttended the morning service left it quite broken up;

It will bo gralifying to manyof your readers to know
that those of the Battalion of St. Patrick who have
been reenmmended for decorations, and are at pre-
sent in Anagni, have already received them. This
joyous and imposing ceremony took plnce after the
wilitary Muss on Sunday lasl.  Lieutenant Kirby,
commanding our depot, accompanied by the other
officers, paraded the men on the square at St. Mary's
gate, and lmving addressed them in an able and elo-
quent speech, invited our Very Rev. Chaplaiz to
perform  the ceremony of decoration, which he did,
after having nlso nddressed the men at soms length,
Private William O'Brien, who was onc of the fore-
most in the desperate affnir near the burning house
nt Castelfidardo, and was severely wounded in the
leg, was 1ewarded with the decaration of Ping [X.—
Sergeant-Major Davis and Private Peter Dimond,
who distinguished themselves at Perugia, were award-
ed the Cross of St. Sylvester; the same decoration
was given to Sergeant John Buckley, who, together
with that brave tellow, Byrne of Dublin, worked «
gpare gun during the entire siege of Ancooa, with
admirsble effect.  Our excellent fourier, Mr. Patrick
Leahy—** honest Mick Stack” (one of cur * clenr-air
boys") —and Private William Walsh, were also ho-
noréd with the Gross of St. Sylvester. The bravery
of these three young fellows nt Spoleto was wjt-
nessed and applanded by the gallant O'Reilly him-
self, The ceremony was witnessed by many of our
brothers in arms, the nobly Zonaves, and by o con-
course of the towuspeople, and concluded with three
hearty cheers for Pio Nono. But you will be stili
more pleased to learn that all the authorities here,
includicg Monsignor de Merode himself, are greatly
dIspleased at the mistakes committed in the trans-
mission of the medals to Ireland. It was, of cuurse,
supposed that, having been forwarded by a Catholic
M.P., professing a great interest in St. Patrick s Bat-
talion, that these medals would have been delivered
to the proper authority, and consequently distributed
with becoming liscrimination. However, an order
has been issued that a thousand medals be coined,
and an equal number of brevets made cut, which
will be sent to our brave commander, Major O'Reilly,
to be by him distributed. This circumatance of the
medals, being accompanied by brevets, will render
null the former injudicious and unauthorised distri-
bution. I cannot explain to you how much satisfac-
tion this: Inte order of Monsignor de Merode hbas
given, both to our officers and tho men. As regards
arms, clothing, food and lodging, we have every
reason to be fully satisfied since our return from Mar-
seilles. Most of our complaints, when the battalion
first came out, were attributed to the fact of the ad-
ministration being in the hands of foreigners, und
this disngreeable arrangement was rendered indis-
pensable, on aceount of the Irish being unacquainted
with the language and the routine of administration,
These difficulties are already overcome, and the ad-
winistration is now entirely in our own hands. The
7ouavea and ourselves were inspected the other dey,
by General Kanzler, who, as he speaks the English
language fluently, hes had, consequently, better op-
portueities of knowing and appreciating the Irish.
He expressed great satisfaction at their efficiency
and soldier-like bearing. After the inspection, he
dined at the Zouave mese ; and [ wes informed by o
person present, that he spoke frequently, and in the
highest terms, of what he had himself witnessed of
the Irish- during the siege of Ancona, and gave ex-
-pression to the hope that the Bnttalion of St. Patrick
would 5000 be reorganised, as the state of efficiency
and discipline in which he found the depot would
entirely dbviate the difficnities that ocearred in its
first formation. This nnnouncement of the General’s
was most enthusiastically received by the Zouave of-
ficers, who are no less anxious for the augmentation
of the Irish corps than for that of their own.— Cor,
of Morning News.

AxTRiM.—The Orangemen have set the advice of
Lord Duongannon, their Grand Master, at defiance.
They marched in procession on the 12tk of July to
two places of rendezvous—one wns Legacowry, fonr
mwiles from Lisburp, and the other was the Maize
Race-course. At Legacorry there wete upwards of
100 stand of calors, and about 7,000 persons were as-
semblled. : Tents were erected for the sale uf li-
quors, fifes and drums were innumersble, and the
“ Boyne Water” and * The Protestants Boys” were
the principal tunes played. Orangemen from Lis-
bura drove in on cara ; one of the cars drove over a
child named Connor, two years old, and killed it on
the-spot. ' A mister to the child, in attempting to res-
cue her brother, got her arnrand collar-bone broken.
A men named Young got his leg broken by another
In Lisburn. there were three Orange arches
erected ; they remained up ali day. Five thousand
Orangemen assembled at the Maize, with upwards of
fifty flags. No disturbanee or opposition was given
to any of those Orangemen.

But under the
fancied idea that the nation will suppnrt the fami-
lies of the soldiers, these men spend ull the money
on themselves. They add 1o their rations, they dine
nt hotels, they support restaurants, they coansume
bad rim nod worse whiskey and send nat'one dollar
to their homes. The whole system needs to be logk-
ed ulter and corrected st ouce. It will beggar whole
househclds and demoralize the men.”

not able, a3 they would wish, to tender their services
to the sick and wonnded soldiers.

The time for evasion and falsehood is past;
the truth, in spite of the efforts of the revolution-
ary and liberal organs of opinion to support it,
must leak out ; and even the correspondent of
the London T%mes, the most hardened and un-
scrupulous perverter of truth, is by the sheer
force of facts compelled to acknowledge that
were, universal sufirage, or the general vote of
the people of the Two Sicilies, to be again ap-
pealed to, as betwixt Victor Emmaouel and
Francis I1., the verdict would 70z be in favor of
the former. Brute force may for a season
triumph over mght; a mlitary despotism may
for a time trample under foot the nationality
and liberties of the Neapolitans ; but the sacred
fire of freedom will not be altogether quenched
in the blood of the patriots and of the priests
whom, under Caldin’s orders, the foreign mer-
cenaries of Piedmont are shooting down. The
glorious struggle for freedom in which the Nea-
pelitans are now engaged, deserves, and receives,
the sympathies of every one who can appreciate
courage, and loyalty, and patriotism ; and though
deceived by the false reports of a lying press,
and blinded by their absurd anti-Catholic pre-
judices, the people of England still shout und
bellow for Victor Emmanuel, the cruelties and
atrocious massacres daily perpetrated.by his or-
der will open their eyes, and enlist their feelings
for a brave and generous people, whose only
crime 1s that they do not see fit to merge their
distinctive nationality in that of an alien and
hated race ; and who claim in their own behalf
the right which Lord John Russell challenged
for revolutionists in general—that of deposing a
Government which they detest, and of establish-
ing a form of government ot which they ap-
prove. Even the most inconsistent liberal who
ever uttered balderdash at Exeter Hall must be
ashamed to refuse to the Neapolitans in arms
against an alien monarch, that which they pro-
claim as the inherent, inalienable right of every
people against their native born, domestic, and
legitrmate rulers. Tested even by the code of re-
volutionary ethics of which Lord Jobn Russell
is the prophet, the Neapolitans have an indisput-
able right to throw off, or reject the rule of the
Piedmontese ; and if they have that right, surely
no honest man can condemn them for exercising it.

But then they practice such cruelties! that
they have justly forfeited . the sympathies-of the
civihised world. Violence no doubt can be im-
puted to the insurgents; they have actually at-
tacked, and fired upor the troops of Victor Em-
manuel, and have faintly retaliated upon the fo-
reign birelings of the latter, some of the cruelties
of which theic friends have been the victims.—
The reproach of cruelty is however strange in
the mouths of (he revolutionists, who shoot ia
cold blood, and make no secret of their determi-
nation so to shoot, all prisoners by them taken with
arms in their hands, and who practice every kind
of brutality against those suspected even of loy-
alty to the Bourbon dynasty. Here 1s what the
Naples correspondent of the London Ténes says
on the subject. After mentioning that the adhe-
rents of the usurper display their affected zeal for
Victor Emmanuel by ill treating and robbing .all
whom they can lay hold of, the same authorty,
writing under date of the 24th ult., continues :—

i1 can gusrantee it to you that on one morning
12 perzons brutally treated, under the excuse of be-
ing disaffected to the Government were brought into
the Questura, and on the followmg morning, 8ix;

“ priestly domination” to Catbolics. If ever
there was a iserable abject truckling to that
domination, it was by those Protestant sects of
which he professes himsell the admirer and dis-
ciple ; if ever a people were plunged to the lips in
the lowest form of degrading supersuition, it was
through hstening to the teachings, and obeying
the precepts of those mimsters of the Gospel
whom the Witness holds up to the Papists of
Canada as their redeemers and benefactors.—
Read your Buckle—a Pretestant lustorian, and
therefore an unexceptionable witness against Pro-
testantism — would we say to our Montreal co-
temporary ; see the picture, the but 100 faithful
pieture, of the moral, and intellectual degrada-
tion to which the Calvinistic clergy of Scotiand
have reduced the people ; look for a moment at
the grovelling superstitions of the Sabbutarians,
and hsten to the maudlin drivellings of the evan-
gelicals at a Revival—and then, if you dare, lec-
ture Catholics upon their. submission 1o “ priestly
domination.”  Physician heal thyself.

The bypocrisy of the Witness 13 exceeded
only by its marvellous powers of mendacity.—
The Witness, of all papers the most reckless and
unscrupulous in making, or insmnuating, the most
unfounded charges aganst all its opponents, bul
against Catholics especially, and which thougl:
constantly detected and exposed, has never once
retracted a falsehood, or expressed contrition for
the most malicious of its slanders, claims credit
for its readiness in acknowledging mistakes, and
for inserting corrections! This is impudence
raised to 1ts very highest power.

But a few week sago, the columns of the Wit
ness were filled with a false and scandalous at-
tack upon the Jesuits ¢f Montreal, whom, by im-
plication, he accused of Laving deceived, decoyed
into their premises, and held in confinemment, an
interesting - young Frenchman, a convert “from

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- Youc * rodern civedization? is, mithout doubt

a great institution, and one fastarriving at’a mar=:
‘vellous~ perfection.” Not content with “the ordi-
* pary laws of . morality-derived from the revealed
Word of God, it makes to itself a new God, and
another revelation with a moval code, revised and
corrected to meet the exigencies of the times.—
The old laws of “mexm” and “tuwm,” which had
so long kept the selfish propensities of our human
"nature in sowe kind of decent check, and which,

from their venerable antiquity at least, are en-
titled to some little respect, aré henceforth, thanks
to Protestantism and modern civilisation, to be
declared .obsolete ; and a wore enlightened mo-
rality of grab-what-you-can-especially-tront-
weak-monks and-nuns, 1s to become the ap-
proved order of the day. We had thought that
“ Hit him hard, he's Irish,” (und therefore Ca-
tholic) was confined to the refined circle of Eng-
lish bigetry ; but it would appear that the flora
of Prolestantisin is ever the same—producing the
same deadly and posonous plants, wiether under
the snows of Sweden, amidst the fogs of Eng-
land, or beneath the sunny sky of Italy. Tt mat-
ters nol, whether the money thus appropriated
under (lis wodern system of brag belongs ¢ God,
baving beer, left to be expended in His love and
service in the maintenance of communities whose
whole being shall be devoted to the praise and
honor of the Supreme Being and Creator of all.
The cxecration of sacrilege, and respect for the
temples of God, are to be reckoned as amongst
the ¢ darkuess of the middle ages,”” and as no
longer fit for the advanced stage of © modern
cuwilization.”’ Robbery of Church property bas
become one of the amiable weaknesses of Pro-
testant Govermments.

A Piedmontese minister of finance, the other
day, in answer to Mr. Pepoli, who begged as a
maltter of the commenest justice, that the slen-
der pension promised the religious bodies zit com-
pensation for the revenues that have Leen taken
from them, to meet the ezigencies of the State
should be punctually pad, affirmed that those
peasions had Dbeen punctually paid, and that
within the last three months a sam amounting to
a million of livres bad been expended for that
purpose. Now, as under the new code of mo-
rality, the vice of barefaced lying appears to
bave become as great a virtue as that of robbery
acd sacrilege, this assertion ought doubtless to
be put in the same category as that other cele-
braled assertion made in full Parliament some five
or six weeks ago by one of those same honest
minsters of King IHonest (!) Man, declaring
that the losses suffered by the Pledmontese sol-
diers in the kingdom of Naples, since the siege
of Gaeta, had not amounted to more than siziy
men, including the wounded. We had foolishly
thought that « n0body Ailled” was a Yankee tn-
stitution ; but this Predmontese senator appears
‘to have transplanted it as a chorce exotic into the
ltalian Parliament.

But to return to the religious bodies. If this
million has &een really sent from Turin, (7) it is
very evident that it bas never reached its desti-
pation, and must have been appropriated by the
distributors ; for all accounts agree in describing
the intense nusery to which the religious of both
sexes, but more especially the convents of women,
are reduced.

To give an example. In the environs of An-
cona, there is a convent which bas been stripped
of all its goods and revenues, from which - the
good Sisters obtamed a scanty livelihood. De-
prived of everything, reduced to the last ex-

" tremity, and seeing themseives upon the point of
being obliged to abandon their convent, these
poor religious, following the advice of several of
the surrounding gentry, sent an application to the
Government at Turin explaming the misery to
which they were reduced, and praying that the
small pension promised them might be duly paid.
Thrice was this supplication sent, and as often
received no answer. A fourth, accompamed by
the signatures of a large majority of the inhabi-
tants of the Commune, was more fortunate. It
received for reply—* That orders bad been issued
for the regular payment of the pension.” And
what was this pension, the fruit of four applica-
tions? Fifleen centimes (coppers) each per
day!

When English Protestantism, mmdful of its
early Cathohc traditions, determined to put a
stop to the slave trade in her colonies, she felt it
incumbent upon ber toindemnify the traffickers in
human flesh to the extent of ther claims. Mil-
lions of money were paid to the West India
planter for his emancipated slaves, to whose bodies
ke never had, and never could have, any right.—
But the Catholic religious, whose whole lives are
devoted to the service of God, whose whole
strength.is expended 1n the performance of acts
of charity towards their fellow-men, are not, be-
| cause they are Catholics, on a par with these
negro whippers, and are with difficulty indemni-.
fied for the forfeiture of their ample revenues, by
& paltry pittance of fifteen coppers a-day. It
would be a curious experiment, could it be only
ttempted, to see how the Marquis of Westmin-
ter with Ius :£1000 sterling per day, and the
Itled aristocracy of England.would feel, if- they
ere told by the British Government, that their
mmense wealth was altogether too much for

their legitimate wants ; that it ‘was needed by the
State j-that they. were.idle and.lazy, and able to

work ; and that'they should ‘be'recompsed, after

four applications, with the munificent allowance of

fifteen coppers per day.: But then the Marquis
of Westminster and the English. anstocracy are

- Protestants, whilst the good Nuns of Ancona are

Catholics; and that to Protestant bigotry makes
all the difference.

The Catholics of the Middle Ages are blamed
because it is erroneously affirmed that they
deemed 1t right and proper to rob and maltreat.
the Jew. DBat our enlightened modern civihiza-
tion extends even less indulgence to the Catholie
Nuns, albeit they are women withal.  An
unerring criterton of the degree of civihization of
agy particular nation at any particulur time, is the
estimate in which woman 1s held theremn. In
Pagan Rome, she wasa slave, destined to pass
her life 1 the basest servitude, as amongst the
Red Indians of our days. Christiamty emanei-
pated her, and gave to her her due rank w the
social polity. The cluvalry of the Middle Ages
exalted her alinost to a goddess, and made her
the main spring of its most noble and hLeroic ac-
tions. But the advancement of modern civiliza-
fion, as evinced in Predmontese Ttaly at the pre-
sent time, has degraded her-again to her Pagan
state, and deems 15 coppers a day an ample
dower. England vaunts herself as the defender
of the oppressed of all nations—a function she
has assumed with no small ostentation and med-
dling. The political culprits of Bourbon Naples,
who were attempting the life of their legitimate
sovereign, were her especial proteges. Ia her
opinion they were sorely oppressed; their dun-
geons were too damp—they were too ili-fed, and
too badly clothed—culprits, and would-be assas-
sins though they were—and for them she sent di-
plomatic notes of significant meaning. For them
her fleets were seut to the Bay of Naples ; she
had spies to watch over them aund report their
treatment, and Consuls whose busiess it appear-
ed to be to endeavour te ameliorate their con-
dition. But for the poor oppressed and plunder-
ed Nuns of Ancona, she has not a word of con-
dolence or sympathy. They are Popish Nuns,
and therefore out of the pale of her compassion.
To the lovers of Ltaly and coustitutional govern-
ment, and to all who take a common sense view
of the subject, untrammeled with religrous pre-
judice, it must appear in the last degree strange,
bow any people having the slightest pretensions
to civilization and morality can bave any sym-
pathy for 2 government that initiates its reign
by so flagrant violations of all order and justice.
The forced loans of the Tudors — attempted
again, but successfully opposed under the
Stuarts—were deemed illegal and flagrant usur-
pations of kingly power ; and in very truth they
were robberies on a regal and- gigantic scale,
which roused the nation to a pitch of frenzy that
would have led to open rebellion, If not relin-
quished in time. And yet those still more gig-
antic robberies of the goods consecrated to God
in His Holy Clurch—those gigantic confisca-

tions (as they are politely termed) of Abbey
lands that plunged England for two certuries
into a state of semi-barbarism, evoked not then
a whisper of condemnation throughout the length
and breadth of the land. Nor bay England
(cousistently at least, if unjustly) a word to say
against these same atrocious acts in Italy. And
yet, were the case but reversed, and were it
Protestant rehigious societies—(Orange Lindges

for instance)—that were assaled by Catholics—

we should have a fleet immediately ordered
round to the Adriatic—diplomatic inessengers
would be flying about Europe, and the spicit of
the nation would be in a moment aroused, and
evoking vengeance on the perpetrators. When
will Protestantism learn to dispense a biindfold
Justice? Sacerpos.

REPRESENTATION BY PopvraTioN.— The
press of the Upper Province i¢ by no means
upammous in favour of this measure, so evidently
dangerous, not to say fatal, to the autonomy of
Lower Canada, and to the religious liberties of
the Catholic body in both sections of the Pro-
vince. 'This should encourage the Lower Cana-
dians tn their determination to resist to the last,
and at every risk, any attempt that may be made
to give a preponderance in the Legislature to
the Upper and Protestant section of the Pro-
vince.

Oun Thurs-
day.-it clenred off, nnd Mr, Butt discovered in one of
his farma in Southwold, millions (ur innumerable even
on w sgnace rod; of catarpillara on his burley fields,
To-day, I accompaunied Lim over two fields of barley,
one of oats, Anid two of spring wheat, which are ac-
tually alive ou the ground, stem, straw, and fow re-
maining heads ; they are devouring all lefore them
cuting the leavesnnd heads of every stock they climb.
[ never aaw 80 much destruction iv u shorter period,
not even excepting the ant inthe West India Islands,
of which I often witnessed sud havoe in o few hours.
They were travelling in myrinds, at 11 o’clock this
a.m., baviog finished a barley field, with anadjoining
field of spring wheat. They cat all the grass beforo
them, and bridge drains full of water oa fallen stalks.
Three or four men were geattoring quick lime along
the fence, but of no use, whilst I looked on. I left
bim with u reaping rmacbine, cutting a swatharound
each field and ploughing it up, thao sowing quick
lime on top, to try and arrest their onward progress
of rapacity and ruio.

The barley field would have yielded eixty bushels
to the acre, by appearance of straw, now wou't aver-
age over fifteen, wllowing 1hat no more damage to
be done.

I just hear that auother farmer has loat a field, and
that they exist on other farms in the Southern part
of Soutbwold, destroying spring wheat, barley and
oats. Farraers would do well to look at their fields
and give us their experience, as to the remedy to

i stop the ravages of this customer, which throws the

weevil midge, and Persian fly in the shade.—Soulk-
wold Corr. of London Free Press.

Instead
of trying to keep up a hateful animosity between
two nations so susceptible in the same degree on
tbe point of honor, why has he not followed the
example of the Brights and the Cobdens—those
friends of humanity and uf progress-—those nen
who do not belong to the Governinent, but who
are profoundly devoted 1o it, and who do not
cease to be on the other side of the Channel the
‘indefatigable apostles of peace and concord?
‘We 1ejoice thal neither the Garernment of the
Emperor nor France as represented by the
Chambers, nor the opinion of the country as re-

-~ presented by the press, thinks of demanding from
the King of Ttaly the sacrifice of Sardnia, so
eminently Italian, and whicl would not separate
without angush and without mourning from the
niother comntry.  Let England, then, get rid of
her disquietude and let. her statesinen cease to
repeat against us unjust accusations. These ac-
cusation are withered by aur disain when they
do not fall before our loyal explanations.”

All thus would be very fine and very effective
did we know on what suthority the Constitu-
tionnel speaks. The Constitutionnel, like the
‘Patrie, hias also its free admissions at the Tome-
office ; but, like it loo,‘it‘_has often puid for l_he

A letter which T have just
received from Genoa tells me ot the mutiny of some
of them in the Romagnn. ¢ The volunieers of the
anuexed provinces, mswell asthe soldiers of the
lute Bourbon army, are trented like the vilest
glaves. At Castelfranco, in the Romagna, & few
miles from the Austrian frontier, there was & gar-
rison of two battalions—Garibnldians, Sicilirns,
Neanpolitans, Modenese, and Romgynoles—comumand-
ed by a Piedmontese Culonel named Fornaca, whose
brutal tyranny became at length so unbearable that,
a few days ago, 400 ot thesoldiers deserted in a body
and went over the frontier, preferring to serve the
Austrians to remaining under Piedmout. The rest of
the men, after their deperture, were treated with
extra harshness, some officers put in irons, and some
private soldiers shot. This jrritnted the men beyond
endnrance, and they mutinied, crying out (erch ae-
cording to lis nationality) ¢ Viva Francesco ! * Vira
il Papa? *Vira il Duca ! and the Government have
disbanded the whole of them, aud ordered them to

‘! be sent home to their respective countries. -

Short as his tenure of
commund bas been, however, he has countrived to
show too clearly that be ka3 not forzotten the pre-
cept zoptrined in his well-known bloudthirsty pro-
clamation, that * pity i3 8 erime*—and if ic has ap-
parently taken to more merciful courses, it is only
on compulsion, and his thirst for blood will be all
the greter for his present abstinence. The audacity
of Chiavone's recent proclamation has caused much
disquietude to the Piedmontese, which has not been
legseped by the large distributivn of portraita of
Bosco in Naples itself, where, as throughout the
country, the name of that preuz chevalivr is a tower
of streagth to his friends, and a terror to Lis enemies.
My correspondent tells me that the mogt extraordi-
unry reports of Bosco's whereabouts are in constant
circulation.

To-day he i3 in the Abruzzi, to-morrow in Sicily
und so on, In fact, no action takes place unfavour-
nble to the Piedmountese, but it is said, ¢ Bogco i3
advancing;” and what with the hopes his coming
inspires, and the desire for vengeance caused by the

that he was recalled, not fur that brutal avowal of.
his purposes, but for his indiserelivn in not bav-
ing done what be intended without & word of warn-’
ing! This seems to bave been the correct interpre~
tation -or we should hardly bave found him re-in-
vested with command iu- so short & time. Perbaps
some one witl usk our excellent Foreign Secretary
how be likes General Pinelli now, and whathe
thinks of his re-eppoiutment ?

AUSTRIA,

Pesrn, July 32. — The Royal rescript in reply to
the address of the Hungarinn Diet was read to-day
in the Lower House, and was hstened to with mani-
fest impatience. The House was crowded with

members. A resolution was passed ordering the re-
script to be printed.  The Upper House is now as-
sembling.

The Upper House having assembled, the Royal re-
seript was read, amid profound silence. Ouly a few
members were present. The rescript commences by
stuting that the relations of Hungary 1o, the whole
monurchy is, and tor three ceniuries has been, de
fuaclo, a real ugion, in as far as war, finance, and
foreign affairs are concerned; and that, when the
constitution was granted to the conatry, the consti-
tutional neceasities of the whole monarchy were na-
turally taken into consideration. The independent
internal edministration of Hungary, it says, 19 not
thereby endangered, but, on the contrary, will be
strengthened. The laws of 1848 cannot be re-estab-
lished, becouse they are incompatible witl the pre-
sent constitution. The Diet is requested ta proceed
to & revision of these laws, to send representatives
to the Council of the Empire in time to take partin
the financial discuessions which will come on ir
August next, to come to an understanding with the
Croatian Diet in reference to the relation of Croatia
to Hungary, aund finally to draw up a Jaw relative to
the uge of the nationnl language and the develop-
ment of the non-Huogarian inhabitants. The re-
geript declares the union of Hungary with Transyl-
vania to be for the present impracticnble, and says:
—4The affzirs of Servia shall be arranged on the
basis of the resoltions of the Servian National Con-
gress, It is useles to renew the act of abdication of
the Emperor Ferdinand, because Hungary i3 com-
prised in Austria. In conclusion, the rescript
guaraotees an amuesty on the occasion of the coro-
nation of Francis Joseph as King of Hungary.-. |

ViexNA, July 25.—An Imperial decree is published
to-day, dissolving the Diet of Istria on'account of its
refusal to send representatives to the Council of the
Bropire, notwithstanding the repeated requests of
Government. Tke same decree orders new .elections’
for the Diet. ’ ’

The following letter from St. Petersburgh of <he
18th inst. gives a very unfavourable description of
the condition of the Russian empire ;: —

“Far from improving, the internal state of the
country ig visibly becoming worse. All classes of
saciety have arrived:at such a state of -irritation
that an explosion i3 imminent. The great landed
proprietora do not conceal their rage. They com-
plain of being plundered, nnd addresses of adhesion
are_sent from all parts of our vast empire to the
Jockey Club at Moscaw, the members of which bad
the sad courage to swear in corpore that the eman-
cipation of the serfs should not take place 'accord-
‘ing to the terms proposed - by the Government, Itis
evident that this resolution: will infallibly produce
ac intestine struggle which will degenerate into a
war of extermination. Four yearssince when Aléx-
ander II. conceived the idea of emancipating-the
gerfs he went to Moacow to solicit the aid of ' the
nobility of that capital to carry out his humane plan
He said to them, ‘The state of slavery in which the
peasants are_kept is incompatible with the spirit of
the age. Assist me'in the difficult task of emanci-
pating the serfs. Let us take the ‘initiative.’ - This
was the langusge employed by the Emperor when
he nddressed the nobility of -Moscow, assembled in
‘the palace of the Kremlin, . It was unfortunate and
ill-timed language. = As antocrat Lié had no need to-
golicit the consent of his subjects. A ‘stioke of his
pen would have been sufficient to carry the Imperial
plan-into execation. By declaring that he would
remain  with . the-nobility unuil the people.. should
take the initiative in their emancipation he ostensi-
bly admitted the right of :the people to express their
will. The autocrat bowed his bead before demo-

more deeply engraven in the memory of every pea-
sant.
