Yeaterday two more deputations waited on his
Excellency st the Viceregal Lodge ia the Park, The
first was ‘rom the Dublin Chsmber of Commerce,
and consisted of some of the most eminent mer-
chants in the city. The President, Mr, Thomaa
Crosthwait, introduced tha deputation, and Mr.
Fraceis Codd, the bou. secretary, read the address,
After the usaal assurances of loyalty to the Queen,
and congratulations to his Excellency, the address
states that he undertakes the Government ‘at a mo-
ment of no ordinary interest,’ that the ‘short hut
brilliant course of proaperity, unaurpassed in rapidity
and extent, which marked the [ater period of aur
history has, uchappily, been arreated by a succession
of unfavorable harvests, which impoverished and de-
presged some of the moat valuable classes of our
community, and asaisted those allurements which
attracted emigration from every quarter of Europe.

vation, if pothizg else, gave them thew and sinew,
They bad mothing to look to except the workhouee
or beggary, and they determined to resort to neither.
By indéfatigable labor, by noble econemy, many of
them have worked therr way to high positiona.
Scores have built houses and mado properties out of
the guburban wagte which encompasses Lordon.
Others have venturéd into trade and coatrived to
extract enormous profits out of the simplest naces-
gacies of life. Others agaic have bafed theic way
into poeitions of trust,notto eay emolument, and
have .grown gc sbls in the services of employers,
that their labors at laat have grown indispensahle.

A writer 12 & Proteatant journal' of London, as if
frightened at the progress of Catholicism in Eng-
land, speaks as follows:—In the decade comprised
within 1831 and 1841, while the population increased
at the rate of 14 per cant. the Priests numbered 25
per cent. Inthe next ten yeara the proportion of the
Priesta was more than thrice that of the sugmenta-
tion of the psople ; from 1851'to 1861, when the po-
pulation increaged 12 per cent, the number of Priests
was nearly 37 67 per cant, In 1830, there were hut
434 Priasts for the whole of England ; but there are
now 1,242, The churches in that period, also, have
more than donbled, now counting upwakds of 872,
From 16 Convents, which the Romanists possessed in
1830 they have risen to 142, Lastly,whilein 1630 no
bouse of Religious men existed, in 1850 there were
11, but now they number upwaids of 53,

The ship Great Weatern was still detained at Li-
verpool, pending the imquiry into the case of Lhe al-
leged recruits for the Federal army, who were to
have been taken to New York by her, The matter
had not been brought before the Liverpool magis-
trateg, a8 the local au-horities did not intend moving
alone 1n the affair, but were waiting instructions
from the Governmeat. A large number of aflida-
vils, made by the men as to the terms of their en-
gagement for the New York Glasa Works had been
gept to the Home Oflice for the consideration of the
Home Seeretary. At the instance of Captsin Cup-
ningham, the commander of the Great Western, whe
wighed to put to sea, some polica authorities went
on board, and asked the passengers—some 400 or
500 in number—if they wished to ge to New York
or to go ashore. All, with the exception of four
young men, said they wished to go in the ship, aod
theae four were allowed o go ashore. Of courseon
bonrd it is said that from 150 to 200 bad been
brought from dierent parts of Lancasuire, 20d en-
gaged to work in the glass manufactory. A consi-
derable number, who refused to go on board the
ehip, had been sent to their bomes, while others re-
fmained in Liverpool in a state of starvation.

" Tee Times gives ths Jollowing particulars with re-
apect to the convict Mnller, and his conlesgion on
the scaffold :— :

‘¢ Afier the convict had been placed upon the drop
and the rope adjusted round bhis meck, Dr. CGappel,
sddressing him with great animation and solempity
gaid, ‘In & few moments, Muller, you will stand be-
fore God; I ask you again, and for the last time,
are you guilty or innocent ' He replied, ‘I am ia-
nocent. Dr, Cappei eaid, * You are innocent ?' re-

Cappel, ®God Almighty knows what you have
done !' again repeating the convict's own words;—
‘ Does God kuow that you havae done this particular
deed ? Muller replied, * Yes ; [ have done it;’ speak-
ing in German, in which language the waoole con-
vereation was conducted. The German expression
used by the convict was ‘Ich habe es gathen;' and
these were his last words. The drop fell, and he
soon ceased to live. So greatly relieved was the
rev. geantleman by the confession, thet he rushed
from the seaffold, oxclaiming, ¢ Thank Ged ! Thank
God I” and'sank down ia 8 chair, completely ex-
hausted by his ewn emotion. After recovering, he
repeated in Eoglish, in the presence of the Shariffa
and Under-Sheriffa and the representatives af the
press, of whom there were four, what had just pass-
ed betweea him and the convict, precisely as it had
been related nbove. The body, ofter hanging the
usual time, was removed from the public gazs, and
will be interred towards evening within the precincts
of the prigon.”

Paixros Sosng.—On Friday last an extracrdinary
sud paintal geene took place at Woodston, near
Phterborough, -The eldest sou of Mr, Thos. Powell,
a highly respectable farmer of the village, having
died, bis parents wished to have him buried in the
pretty little churchyard of the parish, As a matter
of courtesy, the Rev, A. Murray, [ndependest minis-
ter, to whose congregation Mr. Powell belonged,
waited upon the Rev, J. Ellaby, the incumbent, and
informed him that Mr, Powell was a strict Noncon-
formist, and cbjected to the use of some partions of
the Burial Service. Subsequently, Mr. Ellaby went
with Mr. Powell himself to the churchyard and
choze » site for the grave, aud no obsiacle of any
kind was anticipated. On Friday alterncon, when
the funeial procession approached the churehyard,
the grave was foond prepared. Halting at the on-
trance the corpse was placed on a chair, while the
Rev, A, Murray read & gimple gervice, such as Dis.
senters use on such oceasions. He was 80 engaged
when a messenger arrived with the intimativa that
the Rev. J. Ellaby was waiting in the church: A
courteous reply wasretlurned that the gervices of the
clergymau would not be required, and a move was
made towards the grave. AMr. Eliably iswsued from
the church, and declared in an excited maoner that
the corpse sbould uot be buried thers, Mr. Murray
stepped on ooe side, and gnid, * You are aware, Sir,
we have the privilege of silent interment’ ¢{ do
oot care for your privileges,’ the incumbent replied,
‘I will throw you into the Ecclesiastical Qonrt.’
He then left the churchyard, bidding the eexton
stand by the grave, Meanwhile the afiicted mourn-
erd were looking on in a stats of grief and perplex-
ity, which may well be imagined. At last the father
stood forward, and said, * It no one would fill in the
grave of hig cbild he would do so0 himself! He took
n spade for that purpose, but the sexton wrenched it
by force out of hia hands, A crowd had gathered
round, and hootings and cries o’ ‘Shame’ were
raised, but Mr, Sllaby did not return, and without
his authority the sexton would sllow no one to
touch the grave.. Eventually the relatives reluc-
tantly withdrew, leaving the body unburied. On
the following day the grave was flled in by the in-
cumbent's -orders, but whether ibe Qburch Burial
Service was read over it or not our reporter has been
uneble to agcertain.

The concluding passage is as follows: -

“ By calumniating him ; by heaping upon him
mmquitous reproaches ; by giving him arrogant
advice ; by holding him up as a legitimate prey
for spoliation : by speaking of him, though inno-
cent, with brutality, whiist ltaly, guilty—ten
thousand times guilty as she 1s—is only men-)
uoned with the most delicate forbearance, the
Pope has been driven to that limt where a Gov-
ernmeat abaudoned by nself, only holds on by a
kind of miracle, suspended, as it were, over a
vacuum ; no serious defence at home 13 possible
now that his army bas been butchered.

jesty. As for the General’s declaration on the
question of unity, it is perfectly clear and legiti-
mate. The Kingdom of Italy exists; 1t is re-
coznized by Fraace; and it must follow the na-
tural law of all Governments, and teod towards a
more complete assimilation. Nobody expected
ltaly to retrograde, and nobody could find fault
with Victor Kmwanuel for completing “slowly
and prudently” the noble euterprise to which he
has devoted himself,— Temes Cor.

Panis, Nov, 17.—1I have some reason for be-

It may possibly promote the in-
terests of Italy, but it is destitute of frankness,
uprightoess, and honesty, and the indignation of
Monseigoeur Plantier, if excessive, cannot be
held to be without excuse.— Standard.
Eoucation IN Paris.—From statistical accoucts
juat published it appears that there are now in Paris
109 schools for boys, containing 28,000 pupils, of
which 63 are kept by lay mastsrs and 46 by members
of religious confraternities; 111 schools for girle,
with aboat 27,000 pupils, of which 57 are managed
by lay miatresses and 54 by sisters of the religious
communities who devote themselves to eduecation;
84 infant gchools, with 15,000 children ; 62 clasges
of male adults; 18 of female adulis; 49 ouvriers or
workshops for the employmeat of poor females ; and
six special schools of design for men, and nine for
females. In addition to these there are 44 new edu-
cational establishments sauthorised during the pre-
gent year. Of these there are 11 for males, of which
six are directed by laymen and five by confraterni.
ties ; and niue for females, of which six are by lay
mistresses and three by the commanities. These are
maintained out of the annual funds allotted by the
Department of Public Instruction, amounting for
1864 to over 4,000,000f, including cost of instal-
ment, repaira, &c. In all there are over 60,000 boys
and giris receiving primary instruction. One cir-
cumsiance deserving of notico is the large number of
schools in Paris directed by the religious confrater-
nitiea.

Besides these establishments supported by the
State funds, the city of Paris pays an annual sum
for the maintenance of nine free schools for Soys,
goven of which ars directed by the Ghristian bre-
thren ; and eight for girls, all directed by nuns ;8o
that Paris with its University and its moral primary
schoois counts nearly a3 many congregationiat as

A rumor has been
apread that the Government are favorsble to the
movement ; as a proof to the contrary, we may state
that, a large band having besn formed destined for
the frontier of Friuli and the Tyrol, some of its mem-
bers have been captursd and jdizarmed by force, to-
wards whom the ordinary course of justice will be
pursued.’

The same paper adds that it i3 impossible for the
Government to permit a violation "of the frontiers,
nor will the Government on any account aliow itself
to be involved or compromised in the movement.

Roxe.—The principal events of the week, which
are extremely significant, and probably go further
towards the solation of this great European problem
than even the Franco-Italian Convention, are chiefly
from without and beyond the influenca of Piedmon-
tege statesmen., They may be enumerated as fol-
low3 : —The refusal of the Emperor of Russia to re-.
ceive the King of Sardinia at Nice; the change in
the Austrian Cabinet which prepares the way for an
English alliance, the natural connection between
both countries, and which generally developes itself
in view of any common danger, the actusl Northern
alliance being more agsured ; the right maintained by
the Oount de Rechberg for one and all of the Catho-
lic Powera to respond to the appeal of the Hoiy See;

All these sre healty symptoms that peoples and
things are getting into their proper grooves.

In the highest quarters there ia a atrorng belief that
we are approaching a general war, and that the steel
alone can cnt the koot. It is not herse the wish
which is ¢ the father of the thought,’ but the indefin-
ite prolongation of the solution is felt to be *intoler-
able! War is a frightful evil ; but there are always
many interests which would ba favored by it, and
mauy ambitions which are longing for it. They are
held in check by the fears and ioterests of those who
have more to lose than to gain by war; but this
check is withdrawn, and even coaverted into an im-
pelling power, wken the conviction becomés general
that the only road to peace lies through war, When
conflicting claims are known to be irreconcilable,
and when neither gide ie willing to concede what
thefother insists upon having, the only way outof
the diffcuity, is to agcertain which side is the strong-
er; and the shortest way of making that discovery
is to let both sides fight it out. It i3 quite right that
Catholics should bear and forbear. but rather than
theic forbearance should constitute the Sovereign
Pontiff the virtual prisoner of King Victor Emman-
uel, they had better fight.— Cor. of Tablet. '

GREAT BRITAIN, .

ProsiBLE INCREASE oF BUICIDE,—It seems. very .
probable, we should say it ig alme3t certain, that for
some years to come the offence of suitide will increase
in Ggeat Britain. The msnia for killing oneself re-
marked during the pnst month, which has attracted
the attention of the police, -and induced magistrates
to stultify themselves by threatening imprisonment.
to women who have already faced death has not
much bearing upon the .generai gquestion. . Moral
epidemics ef that - kind spread a8 rapidly and unace -
countably as disease, and are just as little amenable
to human control. Suicide sometimes breaks outin
a community like scarlet fever, and though society
by careful precauiion may prevent ils recurrence,
that particular outburst can never be arrested or -
cured, 1t must just run its course and die away by
degrees. Bat there are general tendencies at work
.which tbreaten to make suicide for .the future much
more frequent, and which may deserve to be closely
watched by the light of the rewuras of mortality.

In the first place the old deterrents to the offence
are either falling into disuse or rapidly passing away.
Juries have become not only unfavorable but hostile
to the verdicts of felo de se, and the ancient suicide -
that something unballowed is to happgn to his body
after death, hag disappeared from society. We sus+
pect it hed & good deal of influence that the burial
by torchlight, and the stake and all the rest of ec-
clesiastical penalties, cruel and silly ag they were,
had great weight with tha desponding class which
rids itself of life. The uneducated -eally feared them,
as they fear to this day the notion of being ‘ buried
in a ditch like a dog, and the educated, though
aware that the body becomes manure and passes in
the trees and grass and the flawers, whether in con-
secrated ground or at four cross-roads, still disliked
the disgrace such a burial reflected on theirrelatives,
Paople care for theic own corpees, If not from rea-
son, then from instinct, )

Sir Obarles Napier, who, like most wen of genins
bad & way of entering into the thoughts of people
below himself, once attacked a mania for suicide af--
ter & fashion very different from Mr. Qooke’s. The
better clasz women  of Scinde were killing them-
selves at’ an astounding rate—200 died in & very"
few weeks, and he nad an objection. to their doing
that or apything else without his previous permis-
sion, Accordingly he resolved to puta stop to the
practice ; bat, being a man of geniug, instead.of &,
member of Parliament, he did not order every woman
who failed. ic the first attempt to make a second,
under penalty of imprisonment and & heartless inves-
tigation, but proclaimed .that the body of the next
woman who die d should be bung up by one leg na-
ked in the market-place. Suicide ended. ‘

- Theun, strange ag it seems, the-more genial and.
truthful views of God sud death and the future which
are strikiog so deep into society, though they repress
crime, which always grows fierce with the ferocity
of the repreasing creed, alto tend, especially among
rough natures, to diminsh the foar of death. People
begin to perceive more clearly that God ig loving,
and with the strange perversity of human nature,
waich bewilders theologians, they fancy they will be
more directly under His cars in the next life than
they alrendy are in this.
