LONDON, Sept. 19.—The Germans 
have occupied Vilna, and by a wide 
sweeping mo\ ement to the north of 
that city have succeeded in almost, if 
not entirely, surrounding a portion of 
the Russian army, which Is fighting 
in the railway triangle between Vilna 
Lida and Vileika.

At any rate the Russian forces in 
this district either must fight their 
way out eastward or retire in a soulh- 
taslerly direction, for the only railway 
left entirely in their hands is that 
which runs from Vilna to Lida and 
thence t6 Baranovitchl- 

The army of Field Maishal von 
• Hindenburg, which took Vilna and has 
reached Vileika, to the east of Vilna, 
Is working in co-operation with that 
of Archduke Leopold of Bavaria in an 
effort to catch a part of the Russian

LONDON, Sept. 19—A British fleet, 

under Admiral Hood, returned to the 
bombardment of the German positions 
along the Belgian coast today, and did 
considerable damage to the Teuton 
batteries and emplacements- South 
of Ostend the Germans attempted 
reply, and the French heavy batterie 
In the Nleuport region shelled tho bat­
teries of the enemy that opened fire 
on the warships-

At some parts of the front the 
French artillery has gained an as­
cendancy over the German artillery, 
for the French war office speaks ef 
having established tho efficacy of the 
French. fire against «tie Gdrman ma­
chine guns and mine-throwers at sev­
eral points In Artois, also of directly 
shelling the enemy machine guns and 
artillery positions to the rear of the 
enemy front in the Roye region, and 
the continuance of a heavy bombard­
ment of German works and batteries 
In ihe Artois region.

An attack launched by the Germans 
in the Faye region, southwest of Per- 
onne, after they had exploded a 
powerful mine, was repulsed and a 
number of Germans was taken pris­
oner. Considerable rlfTe firing was re­
ported from a large portion, of the 
front during the night and a German 
anti-aircraft 
Mihiel was destroyed. A violent, hand- 
grenade conflict in Alsace is reported, 
with cannonading in the Sondemach 
Valley-

German bombardment of the region 
between the Aisne and the Argonne 
Is reported, the action being of great 
violence.

The German fire in answer to tho 
French bombardment in Artois dim­
inished on Sunday, while six French 
guns continued their direct opera­
tions against the works and batteries 
of the enemy.

PARIS, Sept. 19.—The entente allies 
have prsented a Joint note to the Bul­
garian Government asking in effect 
that it declare itself as between them 
and the central powers. The note, 
however, is not in the nature of an 
ultimatum.

The note, which was delivered to the 
government at Sofia two days ago, 
was sent in pursuance of a decision by 
the allied powers to test the good faith 
of Bulgaria by submitting the recent 
concessions made by Serbia with the 
view of securing from Bulgaria a defi­
nite statement as to her position.

Altho the note does not fix a date 
for a reply and is not an ultimatum, 
diplomate familiar with the contents 
cay it is of a nature requiring Bul­
garia to take a stand one way or the 
other. It points out that the allied 
powers are now prepared to offer the 
Serbian concessions on Bulgaria’s 
claims to disputed territory, and asks 
Bulgaria if the concessions secured 
thru the Joint offices of the allies will 
bring about Bulgaria’s co-operation 
with the other Balkan States.

Issue Clearly Defined.
What, if any, reference Is made to 

Greece is not disclosed, but it appears 
to be considered that Serbia’s conces- 
cessions should suffice to secure Bul­
garia's adherence to the Balkan union.

A visit paid today to all the lega­
tions here of the Balkan States re­
vealed them showing deep Interest, 
bordering on agitation, on the latest 
turn of events. Th general view ex­
pressed In Graeco-Serbian quarters 

that the note of the allies brought 
the question to a definite Issue, which 
would not permit Bulgaria to avoid 
reaching a determination whether to 
cast her lot with the entente allies or 
with the central powers.

The officials and diplomats are 
awaiting Bulgaria’s answer to the al­
lied note as the turning point in the 
Balkan situation.

WILL REAP PROFITS CANADIAN BRIGADE IS GIVEN 
HIGHEST PRAISE BY FRENCHCommission on Sale of Bonds 

Will Go to Syndi­
cate. Record of Dismounted Cavalrymen Who Went to 

Front to Fill Gape One of Most Splendid 
in British History.

NEW YORX. Seüt. T9.—The propos­
ed mammoth credit loan to Great Bri­
tain and France, It was reported to­
night, Is to he underwritten by a large 
syndicate of American financiers and 
brokers, who are to receive 
mission for their services. The 
ritles offered, It was said, will be Bri­
tish and French five per cent, govern­
ment bonds, and the price to the in­
vestor is to be par-

The amount of the loan, it was 
ported, is as yet undetermined, but 
will be between 8600,000,000, and 8800 
000,000.

Whether munitions of war will be in­
cluded within the scop» of the pro­
posed credit, so far as could be learn­
ed tonight, has not been decided-

The underwriting syndicate, it was 
reported, will be the largest of its kind 
ever established in tne United States, 
and probably will be open to nearly 
all national banks,trust companies and 
state banks that may care to partici­
pate. While the amount of the com­
mission to be paid these banks was 
not expressed In percentages, it is un­
derstood that the profit will be a small 
one, possibly one-half of one per cent.

Concession Made.
Elimination of the reported differ­

ences In opinion between American 
financiers and members of the Anglo- 
French Commission over the manner 
of placing the loan, apparently has re­
sulted in a victory for the American 
financiers. Previous reports were to 
the effect that the commission's views 
were that the loan should be placed 
by subscription, and that there should 
be no underwriting syndicate.

The interest rate, it is understood, 
has been definitely agreed upon at 6 
per cent.

Chief among other minor details yet 
to be worked out is the matter of Rus­
sia's participation, 
tonight that munitions would be ex­
cluded from the scope of the loan, and 
that another method would be adopted 
to pay for them.

Some 
banks have told customers that they did not want their accounts under 
such conditions. The banks will take up the loan, because they say that 
It Is absolutely In the interest of American business to take It up.

One of the most stirring patriotic 
meetings held in Toronto since the start 
of the present war was held last night 
In the Grand Opera House, under the 
auspices of the City. Recruiting League. 
The audience completely filled the build­
ing. The speakers were Archbishop 
Matheson, Anglican Primate of Canada; 
N. W. Rowell, K.C. : Hon. Findlay Mac- 
dtarmid, Hon. Thos. Crawford, and the 
Bishop of Westminster, wno is going to 
the front as a chaplain. Dr. Norman 
Allen presided.

A letter from Premier Hearat was 
read in which he regretted his inability 
to be present. The theatre was suit­
ably decorated with the flags of the 
allies. The orchestra of the theatre led 
the singing and played patriotic airs.

Hon. Findlay Macdiarmid, minister of 
public works for Ontario, said he appear­
ed with diffidence because the story of 
the present crisis had already been elo­
quently dealt with by public speakers, 
but wherever the flag of empire was 
unfurled men and women loved to gath­
er together to hear the story told of the 
valorous deeds being performed by Bri­
tain’s song.

The fact that Premier Hearst had to­
day two sons wearing the King’s uniform, 
ready to take their places In the 
trenches, to meet poisonous gases and 
to fight for King and country, showed 
the Interest the premier of Ontario had 
In the war;

His Lordship the Bishop of New West­
minster, Dr. DuPencler, who is going to 
the front as a chaplain, gave a stirring 
address. He pointed out that the pri­
mate of all Canada, the Archbishop of 
Rupert’s Land, had given his son as a 
soldier, and he was now in the trenches. 
The Bishop of New Westminster said 
that Canada had not yet begun to ap­
preciate the strength of the Germanic 
combination.

Against Drinking.
It was the duty of the citizens of Can-- 

ada to help the soldiers training in Can­
ada to say "No” when tempted by strong 
drink.

While passing by the Lambton Golf 
Club on Sunday , fternoon he had seen 
many out there playing golf and he 
thought the men could be better em­
ployed If they were 111 training for active 
service at a military camp.

A short but sparkling speech was de­
livered by the Archbishop of Rupert's 
Land. Primate of Canada. He said he 
had attended the meeting in order to 
show that the Church of England in Can­
ada was behind the great movement of 
recruiting. Every man that was not too 
old and could be spared from his home 
place should go on active service at once. 
1 Too few of the native sons of Canada, 
the primate said, had joined the colors.

Mr. Rowell's Address.
N. W. Rowell gave an eloquent address 

and aroused much enthusiasm. "You 
couldn’t gather an audience like this in 
France tonight," he said. "All the young 
men are with the colors. You couldn’t 
have an audience like this in Great Bri­
tain. for three-quarters of the'young men 
there are serving with the colors."

He called on the men of Canada to 
give up their lives If necessary for their 
country, for mothers to give up their 
sons, wives to give up husbands, and 
sisters to give up brothers.

If the war was not fought out to a 
victorious conclusion on the fields of 
Flanders, it might have to be fought out 
on the banks of the St. Lawrence, he 
concluded.

Australia’s splendid record in raising 
men for overseas service are given by 
the Canadian trade 
Melbourne. He states that on Aug. 12 
the commonwealth had organized, 
equipped and despatched 76,566 troops 
for active service abroad. At that 
time 40,400 troops were In training 
camps in Australia for despatch to the 
front. The government was determin­
ed to continue to train, equip and 
transport to the seat of war every 
available man presenting himself for 
service who succeeded In passing the 
necessary medical examination.

Big Forces Raised.
To date the grand total of the Aus­

tralian expeditionary forces raised has 
reached 117,000 men, excluding 8000 
troops of the citizen forces mobilized 
for home defence. Reinforcements are 
going forward at the rate of 5300 a 
month, and this number will be in­
creased to 10,600 in October and 10,600 
in November.

The various divisions comprise in­
fantry, light horse, ammunition col­
umns, artillery, engineers, army medi­
cal corps, flying corps, veterinary sec­
tions, bridging, train and pay corps.

Flying Corps to Gulf.
At the request of the Government of 

India, a section of the Australian Fly­
ing Corps was despatched to the Per­
sian Gulf, and is working in conjunc­
tion with the Royal Flying Corps. Fur­
ther reinforcements are to be sent.

In addition to artillery and other 
equipment, the whole of the troops 
have to be clothed and fitted out with 
the latest fighting kits. The estimated 
cost per man landed in Egypt is 
$413.67, of which $277.40 is the cost 
prior to embarkation. Some 24,000 
horses have ben sent abroad, and there 
were still about 6600 remounts re­
maining in Australia to fill future re­
quirements. This horse establishment 
had necessitated the purchase of 
enormous quantities of forage.

Rev. Dr. Price, rabbi of the Univer­

sity Avenue Synagogue addressed a 
congregation of 1500 In’that edifice at, 
the Atonement Day service on Satur­
day afternoon. Great interest yvas 
manifested in the representation pré-, 
sent in khaki of the Hebrew .troops 
from Niagara Camp, the commandant. 
Col. Logie, having given leave to sev­
eral hundred of the Jewish soldiers to 
attend the solemnycelebration in their 
home churches in various parts of the 
province.

The rabbi of the Goel Zedeck Con­
gregation, previous to the invocation, 
said: "We are invoking Divine . aid 
for the brave soldiers fighting for us 
at the front, because we appreciate 
their great ‘services and those off the 
Dominon Government." In an eloquent 
prayer Dr. Price called upon Provi­
dence to oftord Divine aid for the cause 
of the British Empire, as in the days 
of the Maccabees, and when the Jews 
were driven from Spain and found a 
refuge in America. He asked Divine 
guidance for the council» of the allies.

Rabbi
sermon on the subject, “What is the 
Jewish conception of Atonement?" 
The rabbi said the essential feature 
was that responsibility was placed by 
the Scriptures on each person indivi­
dually to make requisite atonement 
for sins committed, especially against 
others. Thus, atonement entailed due 
reparation. This could be best per­
formed by rendering service to those 
who had been injured.

.In concluding his sermon, he wish­
ed the congregation a year of pros­
perity. Cantor Bernard Bloodoeky in­
toned the ‘ four-hour, morning and 
evening services.

Five hundred members of the An­
cient Order of Foresters paraded yes­
terday from University avenue to the 
Metropolitan Methodist Church, where

Anger is Premature.
“It is all a question of ascertainable 

frets. Why, then, all this premature 
anger? The determining facts have 
not yet been published. When they 
teve been sifted and made known, the 
advocates of one view or the other will 
surely find that whole cylinders of 
fervor or ferocity have been wasted in 
attacking positions which they will 
then discover they ought to defend. 
Let the government have a fair chance 
to decide.

"The opinions I have formed as to 
the essential action are prompted by 
the sincere persuasion that nothing 
but the exertion of our whole strength 
will enable us to obtain victory, upon 
which so much depends. Having come 
to that conclusion I am bound to d-o 
Hv best to secure that loffort-twithout 
the least regard to the effect my ap­
peals may have upon my own political 
fortunes. , *

“The issue is the gravest .any 
try has ever been called upon to de­
cide. Let it be settled in a spirit 
worthy of its gravity.

“I withdraw nothing I have said as 
to the seriousness of the position. Na­
turally I take a hopeful view of the 
prospects of the cause I am concerned 
la, but I know too yell that to Ignore 
fengers which you can see with the 
naked eye if you Icok around is the 
most fruitful source of disaster ln all 
affairs. I for months have called at­
tention to the dangers in the present 
war. Events atone will prove whe­
ther 1 havebeen unduly alarmed. So 
far, I regret, they have justified my 
apprehensions.

•1 should, indeed, be a traitor if I 
dM not hope fervently that the course 
of the war would prove that I have 
overestimated the worst evils, but I 
have not written without warrant in 
facts known to the enemy as well as 
to us—facts which I should have 
thought would have already sobered 
the most fatuous optimists.

Note of Warning. 6
“I have, therefore, felt driven by 

the jeopardy of my native, land to 
sound a note of warning. I have done 
so in the confident belief that If it 
succeeds in rousing us ln time to put 
forth all our strength, we shall win. 
If for any reason I fail, It will be a 
sorry comfort to be able later on to 
taunt with their mistakes those who 
new abuse me for daring to call at­
tention to the coming storm before It 
overwhelms the land and because I 
strive to induce my fellow-country­
men to prepare in time for its on­
slaught."
