tario local boards of health show a 
remarkable Increase in deaths from 
varibus diseases, especially that of 
kghoid^ which is accounted for, how­

ever, by the recent epidemic at Otta­
wa There were a total, of 1022 cases 
with 94 (deaths, as compared with 210 
cages and 27 deaths' thruout the pro­
vince during the month of August, 
1911.

Altho there were 65 cases of measles 
during August, only three deaths were 
accounted for, while seven cases were 
reported during the same month last 
year, ,and one death. These figures 
demonstrate a decrease In the mortality 
by nearly 200 per cent, this year.

A remarkable increase in the num- 
bef of eases and deaths from whoop­
ing- cough are reported for the1 past 
japnlh. Last year there were 40 cases 
and four deaths, hqt 384 eases ahd 30 
deaths are the figuiÿs for August this 
year.

iCOBALT, Sept. 6.—The framework 
for the new Swastika stamp mill has 
been completed and the outside sheet- 
tag; Is now being placed cm the buibi- 
ing. This will bouse the. first mill In 
the new gold camp. Next week the 
management hopes to have machinery 
for the mill arriving- at the mine.

The mill he built a good deal on *e 
same Unes as the majority of - mills 
in this section. The ore goes thru the 
crushers direct to a ten-stamp battery 
end then onto amalgamating plates.
From these plates the ore goes thru 
classifiers to sand and slime tables.
