On going into committee of" the bitl
Mr. Ross held thit the steps ‘which
the former government hag proposed
taking in 1903 made . for .the _solution
of the problem in a better way than
the present bill. He took objection
firdt' to the proposed personnel of the
commission, claiming that under  the
old commission there would have been
direct connection between the cor-
porations and municipalities. -The
government’'s commission- was- -ear-1
marked for political purposes thru
having .on it a cabinet minister. -

Mr. Ross claimed that there was a
possibility of the province bécoming
discredited - thru undertakiing to
carry out too much. Under the ‘old
act, municipalities were themselves
responsible. The province }mght be
involved in an expenditure .of many
millions, and the smaller the prov-
fnce’s debt was the easier it would be
in future to borrow money.

Promice Liable.

The expenses of the commission
would be chargeable upon the conso:-
idated revenue, whereas it had for-
merly been provided that municipali-
ties should pay. The province was
only indirectly interested; the muni-
cipalities primarily; yet - the province
would be liable for the debt.

Mr. Ross claimed that in the case
of power transmitted to remote west-
ern towns the whole- of the province
would have ‘to bear its share of ‘the
burden. The municipalities should be
compelled to pay all the expense.

The speaker alluded to the limited
rate of taxation and foresaw oases
where municipalities would be led into
exceeding the limit, with disastrous
results, and municipal _debentures
now rated so high would be discred-
ited.

Tho Mr. Aylesworth has not been

chief executive of a great nation
attacking business interests, judges
and persons, in proclamations to
congress and in ‘interviews for the
daily press. It is so extra consti-
tutional and in violation of such
sacred individual rights, Kthat it
cannot be continued with safety to
our country. .

% Philadelphia Press, -
A discovery made - last
in an old Philadelphia
may reopen the
the celebrated Jennings estate,
which lingered in the chancery
court of England for more than a hun-
dred years, and was ‘findlly deciaed
snly about 30 years ago in iavor of the
present Lord Howe, who was given the
real estate, while the personal property

The estate originally, amounted to
only about $10,000,000, but while in the
custody of the court the accretions
causec it ro grow until it amounted at
the time of what was supposeq to be
the tinal decree, to $150.000,100,

The estate was left by Willlay Jen-
nens, as the name was spelled at that
time, in 1798. Jeénnens was a bachelor
and left no will. He haq intended mak-
ing one amnd the instrument was all
drawn up. When he went to the at-
torney’s office to sign it, he found that
he hag left his spectacles at home.
As he could not read it before signing,
he put it in his pocket, saying that he
would call again in a few days and
execute the instrument, That few days
passed, but the rich Ironmaster never
returned to the attorney’s office, He
dled_suddenly, and the unsigneg docu-
ment was found in his pocket, It was
without effect, and Jénnens was hard-
ly buried before the fight over his es-
tate began, which lasted a century.

It was a celéebrateq case, and on it
was based Charles Dickens’ tale of
“Bleak House,” in which the case of
Jarndyce v, Jarndyce, was the control-
ling motive. This story cast so much
ridicule on the procrastinations and
technicality of the practice in English
chancery courts, that they were ma-

 terially altered and improved.

The male line of succession ran out
in all the various branches of the Jen-
nings family, and the present owner of
the estate, Lord Howe, .Succeeds thru
the female line. ‘About three years ago
a new claimant appeared in the person
of Davig Jennings of Montreal, Can-
ada. He went to England ang began
to research among the archives to

| nrove his legal right to the property.
|- He has never;succeeded in getting his

case before the court of chancery, and
the prospects for his doing so are not
brilliant, unless the papers foung by
the Philadelphia plumber throws a new
Jight on the matter, which will Induce|
the courts to reopen the case,

The discovery of a lot of old papers
concealed in the attic of a house on
North 13th-street was accidentally
made a short time ago y Walter Stock,
a plumber of 1509 Summer-atreet. who
was making some repairs-in the house
in company with other men. During
the moon hour the men amused them-

- selves in hunting in out-of-the-way cor-

ners for relics”stth as are frequently
found in old houses, !

Stock made Hig way to the attic. The
attic floor @id not exteng quite ail the
way to the eaves. Stock made his
search by thrusting his hand and arm
under the floor boards. Ding this he
came across .a large roll which

| which he drew out. It was too dark

to make an examination of the papers
which constituted the roll- He laid it
aside, and when he left work in the
evening he took the package home
with him,

Tt contained an old powder horn, such
as was used by hunters in the early
part of last century, a box of percus-
sion caps, of the kind used when those
useful articles were first introduced,
and a big roll of papers.

The papers, on further axamination,
turned out to be a number of genealo-
gical trees. They all related to the
Jennens family and its various
branches. One went back to the 14th
century, many generations before the
time of the old ironmaster, who left
the big fortune for his heirs to fight
about,

Who left the papers there has not
been learned, and until they are €x-
amineg by some lawyer learned in the
law of succession, their value in con-

| nection with the lMtigation will not be

known. The genealogy of several of
the branches shows that in the case of
these particular branches the family
has run out. The name of Jennens, or
Yennings as it was written later, has
dropped out entirely, except in the
case of David Jennings of Montreal,
the last claimant to dispute the title
of Lord Howe to the estate. Lord Howe
bhelongs to the Curzon family, a mem=
ber of which married a female de
scendant of the olj millionaire. The
women of the Jennens family married
into several of the old anj most aris-
tocratic families in England. One mar-
ried. the Barl of Beauchamp, another
the Earl of Aylesbury. There were mar-
rages also into the Howard and other
well-known familles belonging to the
nobility.

MEDICAL COLLEGE CLOSES.

Not Sufficient. Patronage Now From
Women Wanting to Be Doectors.

The Ontario ' Medical College for
Women, whichs was founded 23 years
ago by Dr, Michael Barrett, is about
to be discontinued. Owing to the ad~
mission by Toronto Unlversity since
Christmas of women into the same
medical course as men the college,
which has always been affiliated with
the university, has only been working
in opposition.

The institution of the B. and b
course by the university four years
ago has been the ultimate cause of
the  disbanding of the college, The
course is known as the six year course
for ladies, allowing them to spend
three years in arts and three years in
medicine, entitling them upon gradua-
tion to the degrees of B8.A. and M.D.,
and since its inception the attendance
has been gradually dropping off at
the Ontario Medical College.

At present the registration is only
35, which, in the opinion of the faculty,
does not ensure the continuance of
the college. The charter, however,
will be held in case of a demand for
its revival, but such a revival is not
anticipated,and the property and build-
ing will be put up for sale.

The dispensary, which was connect-
ed with the college, will still continue
in operation, however, but new quart-
ers will soon have to be secured.
