: national agreement, subject to the endorse­
ment of the National Association, which 
will meet In New York tomorrow. The 
delegatee left for New York Immediately 
after the conclualon of the meeting ot the 
National Commission.

The agreement entered Into by the com­
missi 0)1 and like Tri-State League provides 
that the question of classification and cir­
cuit of the new member ahull be deter­
mined by the National Association. All 
players who have heretofore violated na­
tional agreement contracts will not be al­
lowed to play with any clubs except those 
of the Tri-Stnté League. Players from 
the Tri-State League, except contract Jump­
ers who have signed contracts with na­
tional agreement clubs, are to remain wlfib 
the clubs which signed them last.

All major league club players In the 'in­
state League who are not contract Jumpers 
are to revert to the clubs having title to 
them.

"I don't think that they would dare 
to shut out opposition to such a 
scheme. There should be lots of time 
given for a fair hearing of both sides. 
The Grand Trunk have been using the 
old route for fifty years and now at 
the last minute a new route Is pro­
posed which, apparently Is backed by 
the government.

To Amend Expropriation Act.
i "The root of the evil,” he continued, 
"is the Expropriation Act, and I am 
going to bring In a bill to amend It. 
This is a piece of pure vandalism on 
the part of the railways. It is merely 
a money saver to save the Grand 
Trunk from putting on an extra engine 
to make that grade, and the rights of 
the people are cast to the winds. If it 
was a new railway It would be differ­
ent. The Grand Trunk picked their 
route long ago and they should be re­
signed to that route. The old line ut­
terly" destroyed all the property In the 
neighborhood and the company want 
to go on and destroy another huge par­
cel of beautiful city property. It is a 
regula-r act of vandalism for the rail­
ways to go thru any personal property, 
no matter what the loss is, and cut 
and slash and lay lines when and 
where they please. It was not so bad 
many years ago, but since then the 
conditions have changed and there are 
Immense interests vested that cannot 
be compensated by a few dollars.”

When the railways expropriated the Esplanade property on the 

plea that It was required for the purpose of erecting a terminal sta­
tion, they dell}>erately deceived the board of railway commissioners 
and the City tit Toronto. They knew perfectly well that It was a 
physical impossibility to build a terminal station starting at Front- 
street and working south. It an ordinary traj$i of ten passenger 
coaches was lined up, starting at Front-street and heading south the 
locomotive would pretty near land In Toronto Bay, and it is only 
necessary to use this simple illustration to show the absurolty of the 
proposition to erect a terminal station on the property expropriated. 
The railway companies must go farther north If they Intend to erect a 
terminal station, but they required the Esplanade property for other 
purposes, and simply secured it under false pretences.

The same game is being played in connection with the proposi­
tion now advanced by the Grand Trunk Railway for a change In the 
route of their main line east of Toronto. Using the argument that the 
change is required in the public interest, in order to enable them to 
make better time and reduce the cost of transportation, they are 
attempting to secure control of the lake shore, (he most valuable sec­
tion of water front left for the use of the people. It is false reasoning. 
The route in question IS not required for the purpose indicated, and 
it is Imperative that the railway prove It to be Impossible for them to 
use the present route to advantage before consent is given to make 
the alteration. It would be an easy matter for the railway to make a 
material reduction in the grade on Scarboro Heights if they felt dis­
posed to do so, but they prefer to spend an enormous amount of 
money on an entirely new route, knowing that, If they aucceed in 
securing it, they will be in a position to exercise control over the 
whole of our water front, and will be compensated a thousand times 
over for the outlay. Fortunately, the people are at present intensely 
Interested in any question pertaining to transportation, and the pro­
position has raised a storm of/protest that cannot be Ignored by the 
government

The Grank Trunk Railway has used) the route via Scarboro for a 
great many years. It will not impose any hardship upon them to 
continue its use for some time to come, consequently there is no 
necessity for speed In dealing with the matter, altho the railway 
company hoped to have it rushed thru before the people realized the 
value of the property at stake. Fortunately, they have failed in their 
attempt, and in this particular case the government should make haste 
slowly.

LOCAL STOCK WATBIUWO.

Toronto is being treated Just now to 
another example of the way in which 
franchise-holding corporations inflate 
their capital in order to induce the pub­
lic to believe that the rates charged 
are fair and reasonable. This process, 
familiarly known as “stock watering" 
assumes many forma. The particular 
method adopted by the Toronto Electric 
Light Company is to issue $1,900,000 of 
new stock at par to its shareholders, 
altho the old stock is now standing at 
60 per cent, premium. This simply 
means that, in addition to the 8 per 
cent, dividend paid for last year, the 
stockholders will receive an additional 
dividend equal to about 20 per cent, on 
the old 88,000,000 of capital. That is a 
handsome enough gift at the public ex­
pense. but it does not represent the full 
amount of the loss the consumers are 
bound to sustain. y'

Assuming that the Electric Light 
Company needed $1.000,000 to meet legi­
timate capital expenditure, that amount 
could have been obtained by the issue 
of $650,000 of additional stock at the 
present market price of $160, and future 
dividends would have been payable on

The City of Toronto has notihing to fear from the railways, but 
they have everything to tear from the selfishness of some of their 
own citizens. For purely selfish reasons and in the hope of advanc­
ing their own personal interests, it is always possible for tihe rail­
ways to secure the active support of prominent business men, who 
should be ashamed to allow themselves to be made use of to further 
the schemes of the carrying companies. We can fight,the railroads in 
the open, when it is necessary to oppose any proposition advanced 
by them, but if is difficult to deal effectively with the men who are 
untrue to themselves and to their fellow-citizens. The officials of the 
railways cannot be blamed for trying to secure advantages that will 
improve their position. That is what they are paid fo~, and they 
would be false to their employers if they failed to do their duty in 
that respect. But there is absolutely no excuse tor men whose duty 
lies in' an entirely different direction, taking up the cudgels in behalf 
of the carrying companies, In order to secure for themselves some 
mean petty advantage over their rivals in business, more especially 
when, by doing so they are gaining their own selfish ends at the 
expense of their fellow-citizens. Such men are a disgrace to any 
community. The railroads are quite capable of protecting their own 
interests without assistance from the outside. They have the very 
best legal talent on the market, and the services of the best men 
available on their own staff, consequently there Is no necessity for any­
one else taking up arms in their behalf.

The railway act gives the railways the right to expropriate any 
land necessary for purposes of transportation, but the railway act 
is not the final court of appeal in this matter. The railway act was 
prepared by the representatives of the people, and It Is within the 
-power of the people, at any time, to demand a. change In that act If 
It Is working a hardship upon them. This should not be lost sight of in 
discussing the question at Issue. The railway act must be changed if 
it is necessary In the Interests of the people. It would be an absurd 
position to take to say that the railway act which our representatives 
made effective, overrides the wishes of the people. The interests 
of the people of thÙ country are the first consideration, and, railway 
act or no railway act, those Interests must be conserved.

The water front must not be handed over to the ral’way unless 
It Is shown that it is absolutely necessary in th-4 lnteeats of t^e 
people, and It should be understooi that the interests of the railway 
are of secondary Importance. The people are supreme, and their 
Interests are paramount. - V.-ses'' ■
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THE LOOAL ELECTIONS.
Taken all over the results of the muni­

cipal and other local election* are tboro- 
ly, satisfactory for the popular cause, 
and encouraging for the provincial gov­
ernment.' The powe$ bylaw has gone 
fJhru, as a rule,, by sweeping majorities, 
and the cities are practically a unit in 
their endorsement of the proposals of 
the hydro-electric commission.. In Ham­
ilton a healthy public spirit' has been 
exhibited, and the decisive victory of 
Aid. Stewart indicates the strength ac­
cruing from reliance on a policy which 
.appeals stralghtly to the people, and 
on pledges to suppotj .their Interest 
against corporation raids. The one un­
toward return comes from Berrlp,where 
the Nicholls flfty-Vear grab ' was en­
dorsed by the scant majof^ty of 43. But 
the effect of the vote Is entirely dis­
counted by the failure to give the elec­
tors a proper opportunity to grasp the 
contract submitted, or- to understand 
its true meaning and intent, and in 
view of the growing tlde-j>f popular 
feeling the new council will be well 
advised if it refuses sanction until the 
electorate have further pronounced 
upon it.

While local option has been turned 
down in a considerable number of local 
areas it would be a mistake to attribute 
this to any marked, change in popular 
sentiment. No part of the government 
Licensing Act has met with more pub­
lic favor than the power given to 25 
per cent, of the electorate to compel 
the submission of a local option bylaw, 
and this privilege has been largely exer­
cised In localities where the prospects 
ot success .were unfavorable. Hence 
the long list of failures either to obtain 
the requisite three-flftlis vote or even 
to command an absolute majority. But 
the general trend of the act has un­
doubtedly commended itself to the peo­
ple, while the returns, a, a whole, de­
monstrate the fact that the provincial 
government has maintained its hold 
upon the confidence of the electors. 
This must be a source of gratification 
to Premier Whitney and his cabinet, 
and should stimulate them to place In 
the hands of the citizens still greater 
powers to operate and administer their 
public franchises and to reclaim those 
already suffered,to pass under corpora­
tion control. The more the provincial 
government trusts the people" and vin­
dicates public rights the better It will, 
be supported and encouraged to remain 
true to democratic principles.

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Precisely the same question was rais­
ed during last year’s session of the Do­
minion parliament In connection with 
the bill promoted by the Bell Tele­
phone Company for power, to increase 
its capital. Then also that corporation 
proposed to issue the new stock to the 
shareholders at less than the market 
price, then about 160. Mr. W. F. 
Maclean, on the motion that the bill 
be read a third time, moved that It be 
referred back to the committee of the 
whole house in order that a clause 
might- be inserted, providing that the 
new stock be offered for sale by auction, 
and .that any stock not so sold be not 
Issued at less than Its market value. 
He then pointed out that in" "that way 
the capitalization is bound to be less, 
and the capitalization being less tire 
tolls charged to the public could be 
reduced. It," he said, “stock Is given 
to the shareholders for leas than what 
it will bring in the open market, then 
we are practically watering the stock. 
We are increasing the load that the 
tariff of rates charged upon the line 
must carry.” The amendment, as was 
to be expected from the corporation 
proclivities, of thè Dominion govern­
ment, was rejected, but the member 
for South York, and those who support­
ed him, stand on record as opposing a 
grave public wrong.

Stock watering in the case of public 
service corporations 1» now recognized 
thruout the United States as a totally 
unjustifiable method of extracting ex­
cessive rates and charges from the peo­
ple. It has assumed many forms, all 
equally objectionable, but all designed 
to accomplish the same illegitimate 
purpose. It provides an Irrésistible 
aigu ment In support of public owner­
ship and operation of all public fran­
chises, where the capital expenditure 
can be limited to the proper cost of con­
struction and equipment, and the users

He spoke of the 
meat Inspection and packing trâde and 
the new regulations, which he claim­
ed were working out quite satisfac­
torily.

In his address he said that the U. 8. 
law now In force only applies to four t»*o Issues. May yon 
kinds of animals—çattle, sheep, swine 
and goats—And as the work progresses, 
important amendments may be neces­
sary. As first enforced. It worked a 
hardship to farmers, the department 
ruling that carcasses of animals which 
pad been killed without inspection 
and from which' the viscera had been 
removed (each as animals killed upon 
the farm) could not be admitted Into 
establishments where inspection was 
maintained. This ruling was deemed 
necessary because of the fact that all 
meat inspection authorities agree that 
it Is Impossible to conduct an efficient 
post-mortem examination of the car­
casses unless the principal viscera be 
present and held with natural attach­
ments. It was, however, found poa^ 
sible to amend this regulation so as 
to permit the entrance Into establish­
ments where Inspection Is maintained,

The secretary is directed to cause ex­
perts ln sanitation, and other compe­
tent Inspectors,’ to Inspect all estab- 
ments ln which four animals are 
slaughtered and the meat Is prepared 
for Interstate or foreign commerce, ln 
order to determine the sanitary condi­
tion ef the establishments.

When a faramer desires to ship in 
interstate commerce, he certifies to the 
carrier that he Is a farmer; that the 
carcasses are those of animals killed 
by him On his farm; and that the meat 
U sound and fit for human food.

FARMER»’ INTEREST IN WIR.S 
111 TIES,

According to the Tariff Act now un­
der consideration by the Dominion par­
liament, gauges 9. 12 and 13 of galvan­
ised wire, heretofore free, will be 
subject to a duty of 5 per cent. As 
there Is practically no fence wire pro­
duced In Canada, this duty will neces­
sarily raise the price of farmers’ 
fencing about $3 per ton, or three cents 
per rod. Aa probably three-quarters of 
♦he fencing now ln use* in Ontario is 
ffither barbed wire, some form of wood 
o- wood and wire ln combination,which 
will have to be replaced within the 
next teA years with modern woven 
wire fence, and as there is on the av­
erage farm about 800 rods of fencing, 
three cents on three-quarters of this 
will amount to $18 added cost for each 
farm.

According to the proposed tariff this 
wire will come In free of duty from 
Great Britain, but this would be of no 
real benefit, as, owing to the great dis­
tance and consequent delays and other 
disadvantages, a fence factory could 
not afford to buy from so great a dis­
tance for the sake of getting supplies 
only 5 per cent, cheaper. Hitherto all i 
fence wire has been Imported from the 
United States, and. owing to the 
ne?s of the base of supplies, wise' can 
be laid down at the fence factories ln 
Canada In', from four to ten days. If 
England were the source of supply, at 
least three months would elapse be­
tween the time of placing the order 
and the receipt of the goods, and, fur­
ther, there would be danger of delay 
ln transit, which might put a fence 
plant in Idleness for months at great 
loss to owners and Inconvenience to 
customers.

There is only one concern manufac­
turing galvanized wire ln this country, 
and that only in a small way, its out­
put belifg "made up largely of other 
lines.

And, Indeed, It may be quite 
plausible for some old electrically 
charged Individual to take a crooked 
stick and. by placing himself In the 
proper position, to ascertain the pre­
sence of subterraneous water by the ac­
tions of this magnetic Influence. Adolph 
Schmid of Berne. Switzerland. li\ writ­
ing to The World, claims to have per­
fected an Instrument that acts auto­
matically for the detection of such 
springs. The machine rests on a tri­
pod on the ground and depends upon 
the exchange of electrical currents thru 
the earth for the active principle of re­
cognition. As the machine will not 
record ln. the vicinity of surface water, 
forest, or disturbances Its use would bo 
confined to dry lands. The Inventor 
claims that the machine will be of 
great use to persons ln the west, or ln 
those parts where the knowledge of 
underground currents Is hard to obtain. 
When the needle Is agitated a great 
deal, he believes that boring will reveal 
ln almost every case a well of spring 
water.
