WO TELLS A TALE OF HORROR,

Says He Saw Two Thousand Graves,in the
Klondike Country=Mcn Died
of Starvation.

Great Falls, Mont.,, July 23.—Frank
Moss, an old-time miner in this secton,
who four years ago was one of a party
of Americans to first visit the Klondike
country,returned to-day and tells a story
of horrors and starvation seldom equal-
led even in modern novels.

This transaction, in view of the actual
known insolvency of the company, forces
this conclusion on the suspicious creditor:

That a fire was the only way by which
the bank could get its full amount.

And the only way by which the Thomp-
sons could clean up $30,000 from the con-
cern!

Now, no one thinks for a moment that
the bank saw it in this light, or certainiy
they'd have never made the advances.

As for the Thompsons, they had put in
goods, money, services and saw all these
apparently going by the board, and with
a proper appreciation of the law of self-
preservation, they took the notes of the
company and discounted them. But who
suggested that the proceeds of these notes
should be turned over to the bank as col-
lateral? And having been so turned over,
and having been so turned over when the
company was practically insolvent, and
therefore only to be realized on in case of
fire, who first saw that?—no one at present
knows.

Before Examiner Bruce.

In the examination before Mr. Bruce, So-
licitor Parkes elicited from W. A. Thomp-
son sworn testimony that the John Eaton
Company (limited) never owed him more
than $10,000- at one time, and that the
company never paid him any considerable
sum, and never paid him $40,000. He re-
fused, however, to disclose anything re-
garding the true inwardness of the $50,00u
transaction. with the Bank of Toronto tn
December of last year.

T. C. Thompson swore in reference to the
above transaction that a $40,000 cheque, a
part of the proceeds of the $50,000 loan,
was made payable to the Army and Navy
Company. It was then endorsed to W. A.
Thompson, who then deposited it In the
Bank of Toronto, transferring the deposit
receipt to that bank.

Examined in reference to the Increase in
stock, Thompson said the stock had orig:
inally been $2000, but had been increased
to $100,000. Then the Thompson family
sold out the Dbusiness of the Thomas
Thompson Company (limited) to the
John Katon Company (limited), the latter
company assuming the liabilities and taking
over the assets of the former compuny.
The surplus represcnted the value of the
capital stock in the old com-
puny, and the shares issued in the
new .company to the Thompson family ior
the value of the' business. It is allegea
that 'W. A. Thompson alone paid for some
of his shares in cash, but all the other
members of the old firm paid for thers
in goods. These shareholders will be held
liable as contributories. :

Besides, we have not
been in the habit of using Canada very
well. . In the press of more important
matters we are prone to forget her and
her interests and sensibilities, whereas
Canada, being human, is sorely consci-
ous always of her existence and _con-
sequence. Our tariff and our alien labor
law, and the general selfishness that
goes with national bigness and strength,
have hindered Canada’s progress and in-
flamed her resentment., Thrpughout the
colony we are viewed with jealousy and
dislike. It is not strange, therefore, that
this population of imitation EngliShmen
next door to us should want to keep
their gold diggings from being overrun
and appropriated by Americgns.
Nevertheless, we doubt if the men at
the head of affairs in Canada will be so
short-sighted as te deerce that no citi-
zen of the United States shall be per-
mitted to dig for gold i Dominion.
Such a decree, however well warranted
on grounds of retaliation, would prove
extremely irritating to this country, and
it is profoundly to Canada’s interest, as
she regards it, not to jar the temper of
the overshadowing republic. Let the de-
cree issue, and every American who is
not a Mugwump would be moved to say

in Klondike, it appears, because Klon-
dike is in Canada. All right, let’s trans-
fer Klondike to the United States.” Of
course this transfer might not be made
at once, but beyond question the public
mind would be aroused to the incon-
venience and absurdity of allowing a
European monarchy to divide this con-
tinent with us and interfere with the
freedom and business activity of Ameri-
eans on the American side of the world.
The reasonableness, as well as the ma-
terial advantage, of annexing Canada
would be impressed upon great multi-
tudes who have never as tvet given the
subject a thought. And it is as manifest
as destiny that when the United ‘Smtes
really wants Canada, Canada will be-
long to the United States. 2

Unless, therefore, the Canadians de-
sire to speed the coming of the day
when they will be invited to come into
the Union—with -all the property of
which they are possessed, including gold
fields—with the alternative of cutting
loose from dear Old England and setting
up a republic of their own, like grown
men and Americans they will not com-
mand citizens of the United States to
keep off the Klondike grass.

of milk within the city. .
BMilk in Bottles.

As the preparation and deliyery of
milk by bottles was urged by your sec-
retary some 10 years ago as a step in
sanitary progress of the first importance,
he has naturally desired to enquire as
to how far the action of the City Health
Oflicer was founded on a basis of fact.
The fact that the milk, at once taken
from the dairy stables, is derated and
cooled, placed in bottles tightly sealed,
free ftom dust or contamination from
soiled hands or dippers, water or ice
added from unwholesome sources, as
well as that the exact quantity of the
milk be ‘always delivered to each cus-
tomer and the keeping qualities of the
milk being very greatly increased have
become so generally understood and ac-
cepted by all great Sairymen of Ger-
many, of London, and the great cities
of the United States, that bottled milk
is everywhere looked upon avith favor by
the better classes of the public, who are
well content to pay more for the extra
expense involved in its preparation.

Mtsapprehension of the Faets.

The City Health Officer in his last
morthly report to his. board has laid
great stress upon the dangers due to
the bottles coming from houses where
infectious disease exists, and, they be-
ing contaminated, going back to the
dairy and so infecting a general supply.
Under the methods which have been pur-
sued in dealing with scarlatina in 'P'or-
onto during the past six lnonthg, where
as in the case of this single dairy some
22 000 bottles were delivered in a single
month, it well may be that some bottle
coming from an infected house, unknown
to the dairympan, and where there was
a0 means, either to the dairyman orfthe
health officer, of knowing \\'hythorf or
uot such a bottle had been disinfected—
may have infected the hands of the de-
livery man, but to attempt te lay the
blame for .disseminating disease upon
the milk vendor, and to be oblivious to
the fact that neither of the two essential
and degal conditions of protecting the
public, viz., a removal of the patient to
the Isolation Hospital or the placarding
of the house, has been' carried out would
seem to indicate a misapprehension of
the actual facts of the situation, or a
conviction that the public at large will
accept such published statements with-
out examination. Such a statement is,
however, wholly contrary to the facts.

The Secretary’s Analysis.

In order, however, that the actual dan-
gers arising from the distribution of
milk to?the extent of 22,000 bottles
may be -accurately estimated, even nn-
der these conditions, your secretary has
analy;, the total cases during May
and “five days in June on the returns
supplied by this health office, with the
following results: Of the total 280
cases reported to the City Health Of-
ficer during the period, 63 were re-
ported ‘customers of one dairy. Of these
63 cases, 41 were reported as atten:d-
ing school, or 65 per cent. of the whole
cases supplied by this dairy.

Now, the régistered mumber of pupils
in the city for the year, excluding the
Model School, was 26,571, or schools
with slightly more than one-tenth of the
pupils had 27 per cent. of all the school
cases.

Of these schools, moreover, thé Model
School had 23 cases or11.6 per cent.
of all the cases in a school population
of 26,5671. A closer examination of
these cases is of stil more . interest.
From May 1 to May 31, 15 of these 23
cases had occurred, and only three of
them on the route or the condemned
dairy. From the ages of the children
so far as given they divide apparently
into two school classes or rooms, or, in
wther words, were exposed to two com-
mon sources of infeetion. T am informed
by City Health Officer that he has had
constantly to struggle against the con-
stant attempts to hawe children certified
free from the disease by physicians re-
turn to school, This, with perhaps some
non-reported cases, amply serves to ex-
plain the presence of] infectioh in the
schools.

The quarterly meeting of the Provin-
cial Board of Health began session at
the secretary’s office at the Parliament
Buildings yesterday morning. There
were present Dr. McDonald, Hamilton;

George; Dr. Cassidy, Toronto, and the
secretary, Dr. Bryce. i

Secretary Will Investigate,

Dr. Bryce was instructed to investi-
gate a complaint Te bad sewerage in the
town of Smith’s Falls. He will also go
down to Picton to look into the cause of
the diphtheria outbreak there, in ve-
sponse to a petition influentially signed.

To Frevent Impesition.

Mr. John Ross Robertson, M. P., ad-
dressed the board regarding difficulties
connected with the admission of indoor
and outdoor patients to hospitals. In
'‘the Toronto Sick Children’'s Hospital
there were 5000 outdoor cases, or con-
sidering the fact that they returned two
or three times a year, actually 15,000
cases per year. Of 100 cases investigat-
ed about 10 per cent. could pay some-
thing for the care received. Of 20U
other cases 25 per cent. could pay. 'L'he
fact that 20 cases of direct imposition
had been discovered by investigation
showed that some action on the part of
the board towards preventing such prac-
tices was desirable.

The board will consider the matter.

ealth Gemerally Satisiactery.

§varlutinn had shown a more than
average prevalence during the quarter,
but the outbreaks had been mild. Re-
garding the outbreak in Toronto the
several months of 1897 showed the fol-
Jowing proportion of deaths: January,
wcases 104, deaths 3; February, cases
172, deaths 13; March, cases 265, deaths
15; April, cases 205, deaths 11; May,
cases 212, deaths 11; June, cases 180,
deaths 100. 7

For the first time in 15 years Toronto
had had a widespread outbreak of scar-
let fever, while the Province had been
practically free. The cases are infec-
tious from the very begiuning of the
sore throat and febrile symptoms, while
after the first exposure to inspection, the
germs incubate in from 2, 3 to 4 days.

The death rate is comparatively low
to what it formerly was as the death
rate of 5.5 per cent. would show. But
that the epidemic has attained large pro-
portions is shown by the fact that the
rate was 12 cases per thousand~n ‘'Lor-
onto during the past six months, while
the highest rate in London in the past
five years was 8.6 per 1000.

A CANADIAN ROUTE TO KLONDIKE.

The establishment of a Canadian route
into the Klondike country is a matter
of immediate and practical interest. Tl}e
fmportance -of the recent discoveries in
that district fully justifies the Govern-
ment in taking action this fall to estab-
lish a route from the interior right into
the heart of the gold country. As The
World e'nggosted yesterday, an expedi-
tion should be organized at once to
locate the mest feasible and practical
route. We learn through The Vietoria,
B. C., Times that the British Colmnbia
Government has opened up a new. trail
through Canadian territory that prom-
ises to become the quickest, best and
cheapest .route to Klondike. Am - accur-
ate description of the trail is given by Mr.
A E. Mills, one of the Government of-
ficials. 'The starting point is Tort
Wrangel. Thence the route is via the
Stickeen River, 145 miles to Telegraph
Creek.: From that point the route runs
to Teslin Lake. From this lake to the
Klondike there is water communication
all the way. Athough the trail was omly
started in May dast three pack trains
have already passed over it to the Klon-
dike. Mr. Mills thinks that eight thou-
sand dollars is all that is required to
make the route a success. This money
woud be used bridging rivers, ditching
iand general clearing out.

Mayor Fleming Says He is
Not Required Now.

KEATING MAKES A BIG KICK

And the Board ef Control Recom-
mends That $4000 Be Restored.

Facts and Figures In Favor of the Propoesed
Victoria Squark—The Regulation of Ma-
ternity Hespitals—The RMayor’s Scheme
for New Parks Sent on te Council—
Money Found to Repair the Track Al-
lowances-City Hall News.

‘At the meeting of the Roard of Control
‘yesterday, the question of reducing rhe
staff in the Engineer’s Department was
taken up, and the discussion, while it
lasted, was decldedly interesting. ' It will
be remembered that the Council reduced
the appropriation for salaries in this de-
partment from $24,000 to $20,000, and in-
structed the Board of Control to investi-
gate the departinent and make changes
that were deemed necessary, the Mayor
having stated that, in his opinion, some
reduction in the staff could be niade.

When the question carue up yesterday
the Mayor was asked to name the men
whose services might be dilspensed with.
His Worship accepted the challenge, and
named Engineer Fellows,. who has charge
of waterworks matters. He said that
when the Waterworks Depariment was
transferred to the Engineer s Department
Mr. Feilows displaced Mr. Williams. He
claimed that this was done simply to keep
Mr. Fellows in a position. ‘There was no
doubt, in his opinion, thar the services of |
Mr. Fellows and of others in the depart-
ment could be dispensed’ with, and that if
it was Mr. Keating's own departinent, it
would be conducted much cneaper. 2

Mr. Keating maintained that Mr. Fel-
lows did not displace Mr. Willinms., Mr.
Williams was placed in charge of the me-
chanical work, and Mr. Fellows in charge
of the outside waterworks matters. Mr.
heml'ug reminded His Worship that the
staff ‘had been reduced by 14 men since he
took charge of the department, and that
no further reduction could be made with-
out destroying the efficiency of the de-
partment. There was as much and just
as important work going on now .as he
had bad under his supervision since he as-
sumed charge of the department. He
would not thiak of entrusting the iaying of
the pipe at the Island to anyone else but
Mr, Fellows or Mr, Rust, and Mr. Rust's
tl{ue was fully taken up in other matters,

fhe Mayor referred to the placing of
valve chambers’ under the tracks by Mr.
Fellows as an expensive mistake, but Mr.
Keating replied that Mr. Fellows was act-
ing under instructions.

Ald. Graham thought that it was un-
saie to make any further reductions at the
top, but he was of the opinfon that there
were too many inspectors.

Ald. Leslie remarked that, while the
Mayor claimed to have the utmost confi-
dence in Mr, Keating, His Worship refusea
to accept Mr. Keating's judgment that no
reduction could be made. As for himself,
?io'h;vas satisfied that Mr. Keating was
