French Riders in New York.

New York, Oct. 19.—On the steamship
Navarre, which arrived at her dock in New
York yesterday, came to this country for
the first time "Henry Fournier, former
champion cyclist of France, and at one
time holder of the world’s iuternational
championship. With Fournier came Gas‘on
Ricard, a Krengh racing cyclist of promi-
rence, Unlike bther European riders who
have visited America within the last 12
months, this pair came on_ their own  -e-
sponsibility,and are not under contract to
any racing organization. They brought
with them three machines, in each of which
human power is supplemented by pezrole-
um. One of these ls a single bicycle, an-
other a triecyele and the third a tandem,

The ‘machines are the first of the kind
brought to America, and, accordin 10
Kournier, have many points of super ority
over the electric tandems which had a
vogue in Paris for a time, On the tandam
a speed of 50 kilometers per hour for eight
consecutive hours has been attained, and
for shorter distances the rate of travel is
much greater. The Frenchmen propose to
use the petroleum tandem for pacemaking
purposes, and also in races against au-
tomobiles of every character,

The Krenchmen will remain here for the
indoor racing season, and will go south to
train, Fournier says that Jean Gougoultz,
who spent last winter here, and Jap Eden,
who returned to Europe in the spring, will
sail for New York within a fortnight, and
that the two will probably form a team
for tandem races on indeor tracks,

He Will Be Under the Wing of the
United States Church Until He
Has Two Colleagues.
Washington, D.C,, Oct. 19.—The House of
Bishops of the BEpiscopal Convention took
final action to-day on the establishment of
a bishop in Brazil. There has been a di-
vision of sentiment as to whether this
bishop should be directly r nsible to
the church in the United States, or should
be free from responsibility here.

EMPEROR “BILL’S” TOUR.

Great Reception to the Emperor
and Empress at Constantinople.

Constantinople, Oct. 19.—The Emperor
and Empress of Germany were  heartily
cheered while driving to the German schoeol
yesterday, Their Majesties engaged in a
long conversation with the teachers and
children, and made minute enquiries as to
the progress made by the school. :

Emperor Willlam remarked that there
were a large number of foreign children in
nttendn:rie at the school, and he sald this
.demonstrated the *“victorious force of Ger-
manism.” ¥

A number of songs, including the Turkish
hymn, were sung. The Emperor afterwarids
drove through the streets, preceded and fol-
lowed by two squadrons of cavalry, and
accompanied by a numerous suite. The
houses of all the German residents were
festooned with' evergreens and decorated
with German and Turkish flags. At the
gala dinner given at the Yildiz Klosk yes-
terday evening 120 covers were lald. The
focal newspapers publish sympathetic ar-
ticles on the visit of the Emperor and Ens-
press of Germany to Turkey, and assert
that it will further consolidate the friend-
ly relations between Turkey and Germany.

A MOST AWFUL CRIME,

Father and Four Children Murder-
ed in the Galician Settlement
of Manitoba.

Winnipeg, Oct. 19.—There are no fresh

The court held other-
wise.
The Wire Companies.

The assessment of $612,144 on the poles,
wires, etec., and of $24,000 on the buildings
in the city of the Bell Telephone Compauy,
were also confirmed.

In the morning the court declined to re-
duce the assessment of $1400 on the U. C.
Rible Society store, at 102 Yonge-streat;
of $1200 on that of Farmer Bros.,, or of
$1200 on The Evening News Bullding. Mr.
Fleining says they should be raised in that
quarter rather than reducad,

Market Improvement Would Stop
This.
