AT BULLER

Lyttleton’s Brigade Now Bombarding the Boer Position at
Potgieter’s Drift—Warren’s Force Also Advancing
—Enemy Are Entrenching.

Six Australians Ambushed and Captured at Rensberg—Colonial Dutch Still Making
Trouble — How Buller’s Forw'é’rd Movement Began— Bulletins  From the

Seat of War.

There is no truth in the rumor cabled from
Cape Town yesterday that Gen. White’s
beleaguered garrison had been relieved.
The War Office officials were inclined
to believe that serious fighting must
precede the relief of Ladysmith.

Gen. Buller wires to the War Office from
Spearman’s. Camp, Jan, 18, that one
field artillery, Howitzer battery and
Lyttleton's brigade are across the Tu-
gela at Potgieter's Drift. The enemy’s
position is now being bombarded. Five
miles higher up Gen. Warren has cross-
ed the river. He hoped by evening to
have advanced five miles to his right,
where the enemy was entrenching.

despatch from Durban, dated Wednes-
day, says Sir Charles Warren has ar-
rived within 17 miles of Ladysmith, and
that British wounded are arriving at
Mool River fileld hospital by every train
from the front, indicating that there
has already been severe fighting. These
reports, however, have mot been con-
firmed.

Gen. Lord Roberts cabled to the War Of-
. fice from Cape Town yesterday the
brief details of Gen. Buller's move-
ments in Natal, which were contained

in The World yesterday morning.

A despatch from Rensberg, Cape Colony,
.states that a patrol, composed of 16
men of the New South Wales Lancers
and South Australlans, were ambushed
on Wednesday, and overwhelmed after
a sevete fight. Fight of the detach-
ment returped to camp. One Australian
was killed, one was wounded, and the
remaining six were captured.

The enemy bombarded Mafeking on Jan. 3,
and deliberately fired six 9-pounder
shots into thewswomen’s laager, killing a
little girl and wounding two children.
The strategieal position at Mafeking
was unchanged on that date.

A story has been printed in The London
Times, from their special correspondent
at Lorenzo Marquez, stating that a
big reverse for the: Boers would be fol-
lowed by a wholesale dispersal of the
Free Staters, who are disgusted with
the Transvaalers. The Free Staters are
in bad shape, and owing to the lack of
transportation the men at the front
have often to go without food for
days.

Smallpox is said to have broken out among
the Boer forces in Natal.

London. Jan. 19.—(4 a.m.)—Military critios
fn affiliation with the War Office consider
that the expected battle along the wide arc
south and west of Ladysmith can hardly be
delayed beyond to-day. From Durban it is
reported that fighting has already begun.

Buller’s Forces.

General Buller's forces, engaged in the
fianking op.m'minn across the Tugela, are
some 13,000 or 14,000 bayonets, 1200 horses
and 40 guns. The disposition of his other
15,000 or- 20,000 men is not known, altho
the assumption is that the whole army will
be in action when the hour for combined
movement arrives. Three weeks ago Gen-
eral Buller had 30,000 men.

He Has 35,000 Men,

Considerable reinforcements have since
reached him, giving him probably 35,000
/men .and 80 guns, all told. Kstimates of
‘h«w many guns and men the Boers
have to oppose him are mere guesswork.
One eorrespondent mentlons Gen. Buller's
wheeled transport of 5000 vehicles, which
conneets him with the rail head about 30
miles to the rear. Among thesge vehicles
are 30 traction engines, which draw from

Tke trend of events is
shown by the fact that the Bank of Eng-
land has reduced its discount rate from 6
to 4% per cent., and that Britlsh consols
are steadily rising in London. -

“The Barl of Ava was very popular In
South Atrica, as he was the best of good
fellows, a delightful compamion, and an
all-round and thorogoing sportsman, He
was about six feet tall, a splendid boxer,
and played first-class polo., His courage,
too, was beyond reproach, as he once gave
e cause to remember.

“We were on a hunting trip togethler,
and had been out about four weeks, and
while we were anxious to get some lions, if
possible, we had so far come across 1o
trace of them until one day we met a Boer
farmer trekking across country. You know
how they trek—by inspanning from ten to
fifteen teams of oxen 10 an enormous cart,
which contains all their household and a
variety of other goods, and in the back of
which the family lives. 7This farmer told
us that the night previous lions had attack-
ed his cattle and killed two steers, and
described where the attack had been made.
Ava and myself rode to the place, but
found the body of only oue steer, altho the
ground showed plainly where the other
steer had been dragged away. As I had
never hunted lions before Ava told me to
take my station a short distance from the
body of the steer, and told me that the
lion would probably come back to finish
the carcass auring the night. He sald that
the llon would indicate his»presence either
by a terrific roar or by growling, but not to
shoot at him until he had tasted blood, as
he would then be less llable to run away.
He than started off to follow the trail of
the llon that had carried awag the other
steer. I must confess I felt a bit nervous,
and my nervousness increased as the night
shut down. Nowhere in the world is it s0
quiet after nightfall as in the tropics. 1
believe you could hear the flutter of a
bird’s wings for a quarter of a mile, so0
absolutely “still does it become.

SUBMARINE STEARING GEAR,

Lieut -Commander Colwell, U, s.
Naval Attache in London,
Watched Experiments,

London, Jan, 18,—Lieut.-Commander J. C.
Colwell, United States naval attache in
London, witnessed yesterday at Yeovil, the
test of an invention vffered to the United
States Government for steering torpedoes

and submarine craft by means of a wire-
less electrical device, on the lines of the
Marconi systeni. «

The patents are held by Mr. Cecil Varicas,
an Knglish inventor, an employe of Mr. A.
C. Higgs, United States Consular agent
at Weymouth.

After the test, Lieut.-Commander Col-
well, who will make a report on the subject
to the Navy Department, said: *I Le-
lieve the experiments have fully proved the
practicability of the theory, but a declsize
opinion cannot be risked until the invention
has actually been applied to full sized
craft, and submitted to aqueous atmos-
pheric conditions.”

Cloak Manufacturing Company Asg-
signed on Wednesday to

On Wednesday afternoon the Cloak
Manufacturing Company of Toronto, Limit-
ed, made an assignment to E. R. C. Clark-
son. The company’s affairs are at present
in rather a muddled-up shape, but it has
been discovered that the liabilities are
about $95,000.

The firm did a considerable credit busi-
ness, and the late A, D, Benjamin, who
died a few days ago, was the president.
Since his decease, customers’ promissory
notes and the firm's paper, endorsed by
Mr. Benjamin, have begun to fall due,
and as the banks were pressing for pay-
ment the firm was compelled to assign.
I'his step, it is understood, will geriously
affect a number of the customers, who
thought that when their notes fell due they
would be renewed as formerly.

The company was first incorporated in
1896, with a ca&ltnl of $30,000, but only
ahout $8500 of this has been paid in cash.
Notwithstanding: this, the firm has enjoyed
a good credit, owing, it is said, to the fact
that” Mr. Benjamin was behind it,

The concern, which was a limited liabll-
ity company, was not connected with any
other business house in the city, and al-
tho it did fail, other firms with which Mr.
RBenjamin had connection will not be affect-
ed in the least,

CORLISS’ CABLE' BILL.

The Michigan Representative Has
Introduced His Measure for
the Pacific Cable.
Washington, Jan.18.—Representative Cor-
liss of Michigan has introduced a bill for
the construction and operation, under the

Government of the United States,of a cable
between this country and Hawall, Guam,
the Philippine Islands and other cou 8,
The bill is substantially the same as fiat
of last year, providing for a Government
cable, except that the section e¢reating a
cahle commission is eliminated, and the
President is empowered to determine the
route, the maintenance, operation, etc., of
the line, being placed under the control of
the Postmaster-General, the Secretary of
War and Secretary of the Navy. The bill
limits the cost of the cable to $8,000,000.
Authorization is given the President to ar-
range with Japan and China for cable land-
ing points,

The City Solicitor wrote the following
letter with reference to future St. Lawrence
Market:

By report No. 42 of your Board for last
year, 1 was Instrucied to report- to the
Council as to the power that the Council
at present possess of having the wholesale
produce of the city centralized as much as
possible at the St. Lawrence Market, and
it the Council has not such power, I am
instructed to report what legislation would
be necessary to enable the city to provide
for the centralization of the wholesale fruit,
poultry, egg and butter trade at ihe St.
Lawrence Market. After tully investigating
the matter I have come to the conclusion
that the city has no power to require the
wholesale trade in unr of the articles men-
tioned in the resolution to be brought to
the St, Lawrence Market, Many years ago
\‘\'hcn the eity collected market fees in the
St. Lawrence Market it was provided in
the bylaw by virtue of the provisions of
the Municipal Act that any person could
sell farm produce usually sold in the market
anywhere In the city without paying the
market fee, but that the market fee is only
to be imposed upon those persons who vol- |
untarily brought their articles to the mar-
ket for sale. 'The city has power to regu-
late the sale of articles upon the market,
and can make such reasonable regulations
as to the locatioy of the articles brought
upon  the market, etc., which may be
thought advisable, but I do not think the
city has power to compel persons carrying
on a wholesale trade to go to the market
whether they will or not. I have not con-
sldered what legislation would be necessary
until I find what policy the city wish to
adopt in reference to the wholesale trade.
l:or instance, it is contemplated by the
city to compel those persons only who
bring their market produce into the city
upon wagons to go to the market, or fs
it contemplated that If the market produce
is brought to the market by trains it
must he taken by the rallway or other au-
thority to the market before it is delivercd
to the wholesale or commission merchants

The London Times  Correspondent
Shows Up the Afrikander Dis~
Joyalty—Schreiner’s Position.

London, Jan. 19.—The Cape Town corres-
pondent of The Times discussing Afrikan-
der disloyalty says: “I believe the sym-
pathy of every Dutchman in South Africa
s with the fwo Republics, and that a gen-
eral rising Is still gunite possible. How-
ever, there is nothing to implicate the Bond
party as a whole in an officially organized
conspiracy against the Imperial Govern-
ment, altho the Bond leaders have winked
at or pandered to sedition in order to pre-

serve their popularity.
Decisive British Victory Needed.
“The British failures and the appearance
of the Boers on British territory have ®o-
mented rebellion, but even now, a decisive
British- victory would prevent its further

spread.”’
What Schreiner is Doing.

This correspondent testifies to the value
of the services rendered by Mr. Schreiner,
the Cape Premier, who is In an embarrass-
ing position. He speaks less highly of Mr.
Hofmeyr, the real leader of the Bond
party and severely condemns the Dutch
press of the colony, which, he says, “is do-
ing its utmost, while keeping on the windy
side of the law, to promote rebellion and
to envenom raclal antagonism.”

DUTCH PRESS DANGEROUS.

False News is Put Out in Cape Col-
ony to Stir Up the Rebellion
-A Lie Nailed.

Cape Town, Jan. 19,—What the British
designate as a dastardly libel was exposed
to-day. After the battle of Modder River
the entire colonial Dutch press published a
story about the murder of 80 Boers by the
Argyll and Sutherland Highlanders. This
caused so much excitement that the Pre-
mier of Cape Colony, Mr. Schreiner, asked
Gen. Methuen about the report. Gen.
Methuen positively denled the story, and
the Premier thereupon wrote to the editor
of The Cape News, acquainting him with
Gen. Methuen’s denial, and asking his au-
thority for the original story.

The editor of The News replied that his
informant was the head of an important
financial enterpries in Cape Town, and he
—could not give his name. He went on to
say that this gentleman received his Infor-
mation from an engine-driver, who had
When subsequent-
ly asked to disclose the name of the en-
gine-driver, the editor refused to do so.

To-day the editor makes this statement:
“My informant states to-day that he has
heard from his original informant that what
really happened was this: A party of Boers
stood outside a house and fired into the ad-
vancing troops, who supposed all the Boers
had left. Another company of British
troops approached from behind and shot
the Boers, which, as you know, was justi-
fiable under the rules of war. I have done
my best to reach the source of the original
statement, but regret to say that I have
been unable to succeed.”

but it is generally recognized that with an
enemy so resourceful as the Boers have
proved themselves to be, it is idle to in-
dulge in overconfidence. The net result,
so far as known, is that Gen. Buller occu-
ples two commanding positions north of the
Tugela River, thereby securing at least two
crossings, by which he can bring up neces-
sary reinforcements.

Fighting Must Come First,

London,Jan. 19.—(12.30 a.m.)—At midnight
the War Office announced that it had no
further news for publication. When ques-
tioned with regard to the rumored British
victory and the relief of Ladysmith, the
officials replied that they had received no
information to bear out either feature of
the fumor, and were inclined to think that
gerious fighting must precede the relief of
the town,

BOERS KILL A LITTLE. GIAL.

Deliberately Shelled the Women’s
Laager at Mafeking With
Nine-Pounder Shots,

London, Jan. 18.—The following despatch
has been received from Mafeking, under
date of Jan. 3:

“The enemy began a renewed and vigor-
ous bombardment Jan, 1, and deliberately
fired six nine-pounder shots into the
women’s laager, killing a little girl; and
wounding two children. The strategical
position is unchanged.

HAS THE TIDE NOW TURNED?

War Office Satisfied That the News
Henceforth Will Be of a More
Hopeful Character,

London, Jan. 19.—The officials of the War
Office here are satisfied that the tide has
turned in Natal, and that news of a more
hopeful character from a British point of
view will hercafter be the rule instead of
the exception. That the British advance
in a northeasterly direction will be fiercely
resisted is fully anticipated, The: Boer
force is probably superior to the British,
and the despatches show the burghers occu-

py strong positions,
Is Warren at Sproenkop ?

There is some doubt as to whether the
Sproenkop occupled by Gen. Warren is
identical with Splenkop.. If so, the Bri-
tish are within a. few miles of Acton
Homes, the scene of the earlier conflicts
between Gen. White's forces and the invad-
ing Free Staters, whence there is a good
road direct to Ladysmith.

Boers Fired on Advance-Guard,

While Gen. Warren's forces were Cross-
ing the Tugela River, the Boers occupied
a thickly-wooded plantation a mile north
of the river, and sent several volleys into
the advance guard. 'The British replied,
and the artillery opened on a neighboring
kopje. As the British pushed across the
river, the Boers found thelr position un-
comfortable, and retired to the hills.
The Whole British Force Crossed,

Immediately after the pontoon bridge was
completed the whole British force crossed,
It is thought probable that a combinred for-
ward movement has since developed. Inm
the meanwhile the naval guns on Swartskop
had been persistenly shelling the Boer en-
trenchments facing the kopjes occupled by
Lyttleton’s Brigade.

ROBERT BARR ON THE BOER WAR.

The Novelist Opens the Eyes of the
Pro-Boer Sympathizers in
the United States,

New York, Jan. 18.—Robert Barr, the
novelist, has arrived here from England.
Speaking of the Boer war, he sald:

“The interest of all England, of course,
centres on the Boer war, to the exclusion
of everything else. The feeling there Is
tense, but I should not say they felt appre-
hension. They are angry, too, that the
Boers are better armed, outclass them in
artillery and other machinery of war, but
in spite of the losses already sustained,
England has resolved to see it through at
all hazards, and personally I have no more
doubt of the British conquering than I
have .that our troops must overcome the
Filipinos.

“But how long do you think this country

of ammunition, and go systematically to
work to drill her population? Do you think

west of you, and everywhere else the open
sea. Now, to attack whom are you making
such preparations?”’

Surrounded by British territory,
they have made warlike preparations, and
Tngland forebore to question; and with all
the talk there has been of this being a war
of Pngland’s seeking, the foot of an Eng-
lish soldier has not as yet been sSet on
Boer soil.”

WERE LOOKING FOR A FIGHT.

What a Member of the Canadian
Contingent Belmont
Wrote on Dee, 10,

Frank Webb of this city has received a
letter from a member of the first Cana-
dian contingent. The letter is dated from

Belmont, South Africa, Dec. 10, 1899.

“We expect an engagement to-morrow.
Our scouts have just returned to warn us
that the enemy is only five miles away,
and 600 strong. We have to sleep n our
clothing all the time, and get up in the
morning at 3.

“I have been over the battle-field to-day,
and found a number of dead Boers whom
the British were unable to bury, because
of the rocky ground. They have been dead
ten days. Of course, the Byitish dead were

at

I

buried, but the Boers were more numerqus,
and some had to be left.

“We expect to be in at the battle of
Spytfontein. We have captured four sples,
as well as much goods and many cattle.

“There are two things about the climate
that are trying—the bhot sun, and the
scarcity of water. At some places we have
had to drink muddy water.

“After the sun goes down, it gets dark
in 15 minutes, Our meals consist of hard
tack, coffee and canned beef.”

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PUBLIC BE D——D.
According to Hon. Mr. Mulock’s organ,
the Attorney-General is not called upon to
interfere in the city’s case against the Con-
sumers’ Gas Company. The arguments ad-
duced are such as the Attorney-General
himself did not urge and would not urge.
They are so ridiculous that they do wore
harm than good to the people, in whose
interests they are urged. It is a case
where Mr. Mulock and the Gas Compauy
may rightly demand to be saved from thelr
friends. We are told that the Attorney-
General should not interfere in the city's
case, because the whole province is not in-
terested, but only the cities. The cities of
rOntnl'lo represent one-fourth of the popu-
lation of the province. Very few pubtic
questions arise which have a direct bearing
on so large a proportion of the public. But
it is not a fact that it is the cities alone
that are interested In this case. Every re-
sident of this province, from the Ottawa
River to the Lake of the Woods, has a dt-
rect pecuniary interest in it. As we point-
¢d out the other day the Ontario Govern-
ment's gas bill in Toronto is some $7000 a
year. If this were reduced 30 per cent., as
it should be, the province would save $2000
a year. According to the Gas Company’s
organ the Attorney-General should render
no assistance to the people and should
make no effort to see that the statutes pass-
ed for the benefit of the people are enfore-
ed. When the people have a dispute with
a corporation the duty of the Attorney-
General is to side with the corporation and
not with the people. The Attorney-Gen-
eral in short occupies his position to de-
fend the corporations against the people.
What the corporation s fighting for is that
a few score wealthy individuals shall be
assured of a ten per cent. dividend against
every conceivable contingency and for all
time. What the people seek is the assertion
of a right which means a betterment in
nearly every household in Toronto. With
gas at 60 cents the coal cart and saw
horse could be dispensed with by every
family for at least 8 months in the year.
Mr. Mulock’'s organ advances the theory
that it Is the favored few and trot
the people at large who should have
the benefit of the Attorney-General's
interference in - the enforcement of
the law of the land.- It is a long
time since any newspaper in Toronto ex-
bibited such slavish subserviency to cor-
porate influence. The organ’s whole argu-
ment leads up to Commodore Vanderbilt's

famous saying, “The public be damned.”

DERELICTS.

To the general public there is always a
weird interest in the wind-up of politiclans
who have been wrecked on the high seas of
public life. These -political derelicts are
scattered all over the highways of the coun-
try and threaten disaster to all who come
in contact with them. Some stand out in
bold relief against the sky line with decks
awash, as it were; others, with overturned
hulls visible above the waves of public
opinion. All fhat remains of some is a
broken spar or a painted cabin top. Gther
of these political wrecks are so waterlogged
that they have disappeared entirely out of

sight, but woe betide him who runs his
prow over their sunken hulls. The public

safety demands the remoyal_ot these de-
relicts, and strenuous efforts have been
made from time to time to rid the country
of the ever-present danger that threatens
the people. 4

One consplcuous and much-talked-of de-
relict was seen a year or so ago, tossing
Bopelessiy about in the vicinity of this very
city. -This old hull, stripped of its one-
time belching smokestack and rakish masts,
this relic of a once-proud ocean-going ship,
"is now floating aimlessly on the high sea,
the sport of every wind and wave. It is
with difficulty that this derelicf can bhe
recognized as that one-stime pride of the
maritime world, the R, J. Cartwright, rated
| A1 at Lloyds. Not only is the old hulk
absolutely useless, but disaster is in store
for him, who runs up against it. The Lau-
rier Government will never breathe freely
until the hull of the R. J. Cartwright is
safely towed behind Government House
anchorage, which was the nearest harbor
to the wreck when last observed. '

Probably the most dangerous derelict in
Canadian waters at the present moment is
the abandoned hull of the CHff Sifton.
Everyone remembers the day when this
stern-wheeler was launched on the banks
of the Saskatchewan. The trouble with the
Sifton was that its owners put into com-
mission on the high seas a rig that was
built for service on the canal. Needless to
say that the CIliff Sifton had not been long
in service till it succumbed to the raging
elements. Its weuther-beateq hull stands
as a terrible warning for all marine mad-
caps who would venture to cross the At-
lantic In an Erie Canal barge. A charge of
dynamite that will shatter the derelict Sif-
ton has been ordered in the West. It may
arrive at the scene of the wreck any day
now. A sudden flash, a loud bang--this
will be the grand finale of the weak-mind-
ed steam barge that essayed the role of an
Atlantic liner.

A dangerous derelict that has just been
removed from the political sea is the Tom
Greenway. This craft plowed the deep
for many a year, but finally it turned pirate
and flew the black flag. Not many weeks
ago the Greenway was wrecked in a skir-
with @& heavily armored prairie
schooner. Having blown up the Greenway
the schooner dynamited the wreck, and
mariners apprehend no more trouble from
the Tom Greenway and its pirate crew.

Ald, Dumn never spoke truer words' than
when he told the Property Committee the
other day that the Toronto Cattle Market
was a school for crime. Boys playing
truant from the Niagura-street school are
found there nearly every day. Some of
them, it is true, try to earn a little money
by driving cattle for the dealers, but many
of them mingle wilh young men who are
their seniors in years and in crime. There
is a bad gang around the market, and little
effort has been made to rid the place of this
undesirable element. This state of affairs
has gone on from year to year notwith-
standing the fact that there is a truant
officer who is paid by the city to look up
just such boys as are found at *he market,
The Property Committee are considering
the advisability of appointing a cattie mar-
ket detective, but this will be useless if
he is like the police who visit the market
at present. If the police staff d'd thelr
duty, many of the market hoodiums, who
can be hired to do anything in the shape
of stealing, would be serving séatences as
vagrants. A few sentences to the Central
Prison would put a stop to the stealing of
cattle and switch-cutting, about which
there has been so much talk lately. We
believe it would be an improvement to ap-
point some persons whose duty would be
to receive and take into account all live
stock coming into and leaving the market.
There certainly is room for re-organization,
and the turning of a few handsprings at
the cattle market, as wel as at the City
Hall. If Chairman Burns will make the
present officials at the market do their
duty, there will be few more needed than
are already there.

HISTORY AND SPELLING REFORM.

A correspondent objects to the, principle
of reformed or phonetic spelllh(g because
the new form will obliterate the histori-
ca! changes thru which the word has pass-
ed from the time of its origin down to the
present day. He prefers ‘‘programme”’ to

As well should we insist that
no machine shall be improved because the
plan upon which it was originally Muilt
would be obliterated, as that our spelling
should not be simplified because the ori-
ginal outline and history of words would
be lost. There is just as much reason for
reforming our cumbersome and unseient!fic
spelling as there is in adding improvements
to locomotives or sewing machines. We are

James McRae, a Much-Respected
Resident of Galt, Passes Away
After Long Illness.

Mr. McRae was a native of Rothiemur-
chus, Invernesshire.

MINISTER OF EDUCATION SPEAKS

Small Salaries Are Due to the Law
of Supply and Demand
and Hard Times.

The spring term,of the Toronto Norxal
School began yesterday afternoon with
commencement exercises. The theatre of
the school was well filled. On the plat-
form were: Principal Scott (chairman),
Hon. R. Harcourt, Chancellor 'Burwash,
Rev. Dr. Potts, Inspectors Chapman, Til-
ley and Fotheringham and others.

Teachers Poorly Paid.
Principal Scott welcomed the students
rieasantly. Rev. Dr. Poits was reminiszent
of the early sixties. He thought teachers

were poorly pald, and wanted a law pass-
ed to protect the profession from boards of
trustees. 1t was mean for boards to ad-
vertise for teachers and ask salary expect-
es to be stated. He emphasized the sanc-
tity of the teacher’s trust.

More Women Than Men,

Inspector ‘Fotheringham thought teachers
should be protected from themselves. He
waxed witty over the fact that 117 of the
students present were wowen, and but 15
men. Chancellor Burwash said the studeats
should work with the motto “‘Exceisior”
ever before them. Inspector Tilley and Rev.

The Minister Speaks,

The principal speaker of the aftecadonm,
Hon. Kichard Harcourt, was  introduced.
His speech was a very eloquent one, but to
the pupils, in regard to salaries, not a
very encouraging one.

Pacific Mining Letter No. 39—Re-
lating to mines on the .coast of
British Columbia and on Texada
and other outlying islands,

Van Anda, Texada Island, Dac., 20,—Most
of the attention hitherto devoted by eastern
mining men to British Columbia mines has
been directed to the interior of the Pro-

vince. The Kootenays and the Boundary
reglons have been exploited, but of the
coast districts comparatively little has been
heard.

For the reason of this state of affairs we
bave not far to look. It is a well-known
fact that in the first place American en-
terprise was responsible for the birth Of
the mining industry in British Columbia.
Our cousins from Spokane and other poiuts
in the United States, recognizing the wealth
that lay in ~the Canadian mountains, im-
mediately north of the boundary line, came
over and opened up such deposits as those
of the Le Roi, War Eagle, Centre Star,
Iron Mask, Cariboo and Payne mines, and
afterwards Toronto, Montreal and English
capital fell into line. The preseat, fame of
the interior of British Columbia is therz-

_ fore partly at least due to its geographical
position. Lying farther away from the
headquarters of 'the energetic American
pushers, the coas$ districts have not yet
been brought into prominence. But at last
the United Stateser has turned his eye this
way and the indications are ‘that the moun-
talnous and deeply indented coast of the
Province, with its out-lying archipelago of
islands, will shortly become fashionable.

One condition especially favorable to ‘min-
ing In this part of British Columbia_ Is
tound in the accessibility of smelters from
sither the main land or the coast islands.
All ore may be carried by cheap water
transportation either to the Van Anda
Reduction Works on Texada Island, or to
the Everett and Tacoma smelters, on the
American coast line.
The Isiand of Texada.

Two yeals ago the site of the town from
which this letter. is dated was an un-
broken wiiderness; to-day, as a result of
Awerican push it is one or of the liveliest
little. communities upon the eastern shores
of the worid's greatest ocean. The es-
tablishment of the Van Anda Mining and
Smelting enterprise on Texada Island has
resulted in a veritable hive of human in-
dustry. ‘

In that arm of the Pacific Ocean which
lies in between the islands of Vancouver
and the mainland, as does the North Sea
between Great Britain and the Continent
of Kurope, we find numerous islands, aud
of these the largest is Texgda, an oblong-
shaped body of laud some & 1es in Jengin
and from 3 to 10 miles in width. 'I'his island
stands up strongly from the wateis of the
ocean and evideatly constitutes the crest of
a subterranean range of mountains.
Texada's rocky surface is thickly be-forest-
ed with fir and cedar trees of larxe di-
mensions, but, containing as it does little
land favorable for agricultural purposes,
the island has until recentiy been consid-
ered worthless except as one of nature's
storehouses of timber. Within the past
four or five years, however the hardy
prospector has disclosed the fact that to-
wards the northern end of the Island there
lles a mineral belt of considerable propor-
tions and much promise. This mineralized
area- is gold, silver, copper and iron bear-
ing, and so far as ascerfained it extends
for about six miles in a northerly and
southerly direction, and boasts similar la-
teral dimensions.

Favorable Mining Conditions. '

The country rock of this belt iuclud>s
granite, porpbyry and limestone, and the
mineral belts occur for the most part in the
contaets of these formations. The leads
have a general easterly and westerly
trend, and for the most part are very large
and strong and some carry high values.
These general deductions are based npon
the development work already dome upon
the deposits, which is of course only in its
initial stage. In addition to these minoral
resources, Texada is remarkably we’ll
equipped with many gccessories, necessary
to the economical carrying on of mining
and smelting operations. It is surround-d
by deep tide water, which allotws vessels to
run right along the shore at almost any
point.
ers make six round trips weekly between
Van Anda wharf and Vancouver c'ty, to
say nothing of the once-a-week hoat from
Vietorla and Nanaimo. The presence close
to the shore of large deposits of lime and
fron, and the availability, by cheap water
transportation, of coal and coke from the
Dunsmuir mines on Vancouver Island, a
few miles away, together with a plentiful
supply of timber and fresh water on the
fsland, fills up the cup of favorable condi-
tions that render mining and smelting easy.

In Vancouver Harbor.

Vancouver, at which one takes the stean-
er for Texada, is the baby city of tha
coast region, but it is a very precocious in-
fant. A mere hamlet 15 years ago, it now
boasts a population of 30,00Q, people, a busi-
ness quarter containing buildings of exten-
sive proportions and much eclegance, and
residential sections that would do an east-
ern city proud. Its docks, which make it
an embryo Liverpool, front upon a moun-
tain-enclosed arm of the sea in which a
number of fleets might at wne and the
same time ride at aochor,

At these docks and in the harbor may be
geen assembled Alaskan llners, down-coast
steamers from California and Central Am-
erica, sailing vessels from
Horn,” Japanese trading steamers and
merchantmen from far Cathay, The beautl-
ful yacht-like linesof a big C.P.R. “Em-
press’ as she lies at the docks form a fit-
ting centrepiece for the collection of vari-
ous craft moored or swinging at anchor
iz the bay. Everything about the harbor,
from the small army of Japs and Chinamen
around the docks, to the sea breeze which
comes in from the hosom of the deep.thra
the Straite of Juan de Fuca, is suggestive
of the Orient, and the whole atmosphere

The Town of Van Anda,

The shades of evening .weré failing, ere
the Comox, as our sieamer wias called,
reached our destination on Tesadu Island,
and tied up in the deep water alongside
the Van Anda Company's whart in the bay,
on which fronted the town of Van Anda.
In the uncertain light the swelter contd
be made~ont ruouing at full blast to the
left of the dock, while to the right a saw-
mill was ripping the logs into lumber. and
the flluminated windows of the village it-
self were to be seen spread over the ris-
ing land in the background.

n rising nest morning I got .a better
view of the town, which congists of a large
number of new and well constructed frame
houses, grouped within a range of half a
mile around the company's smelter, saw-
mill and gencral store The comfortable
official residence of Mr. Treat, the gen-
eral manager of the enterprise, locally
known as the ‘‘White House,™ cccipies a
point on a promontory overlooking the
entire scene of activity. Some of the pro-
perties which the company is developiig
are situated very near the town, and
others a good distance from it.

A Mining and Smelting Enterprise.

A feature of the Van Anda Copper and
Gold Company is that it owns everything
in sight, including the mines, smelter, saw-
mill, docks, the supplies store and the
town site. A flaxen-haired, blue eyed. atn-
ietic young American-born Saxon, W.
"Treat by name, is president and general
manager of the enterprise, and Is, there-
fore, like Robinson Crusoe, monarch of all
he surveys. His co-directors are C. I.
Pooley and Henry Saunders of Victoria,
A. B. Knowlton of Van Anda and Mr. Ed.
Blewett. The capitalization of the concern
ig £5,000,000, and the company’'s pronerily
carries, besides, a bonded indebtedness of
$75,000. We will first take u[; ie smelter,
and afterwards the mines that supply it
with ore, and after that again the other
branches of the industry.

At the Smelter,

A lover of the spectacular should choose
the dark hours of the night to visit the
Van Anda smelter. The red glow of the
reduction works, and the streams of molten
metal and liguid rock which pour from the
furnace make a vivid impression on the
mind. Noiselessly the plant does its work,
but week in and week out it never ceas2s
to boil the gold and silver and copper out
of the rock and deposit it conveniently in
the shape of matte in. little pots prepgr?d
for the purpose, which, as soon as they-are
filled up, are carried off by workmen on
little matte wagons.

The site of tne smelter has been blasted
out of everlasting stone, and is situated
near the inner end of the company’s whart,
A tramway running up the dock serves to
transfer the ores and coke which arrive
by boat. Most of the ore at present being
treated, however, is being drawn by
wagons from the mines near by. The coke
bins are located immediately behind ‘he
smelter, and within a few hundred yards is
found a quarry of lime, a substance neces-
sary for the preparing of fluxes and the
handling of the highly siliclous ores of the
camp. A flat area of ground close at hand
is devoted to the preliminary roasting of
the ores before they go into the furnace.

By a system of tramways the ore, coke
and lime are easily assembled on the up-
per floor of the smelter, where,’ by means of
graded weigh scales, the adjustment of the
proper fluxes is determined, In this portion
of the works a sampling plant Is installed
for the checking of the values of customs
ores treated, in the smelter, but o far the
company has handled its own ores almost
exchusively, s

From the weigh scales the fluxed. ores
are shoveled into the top @f the furnae2,
out of the hottom of which there flow two
molten streams, one of preclous metal and
the other of melted rock.

The smelter is des'zned to have a capa-
city of 200 tons a day. but at present only
a 50-ton .furnace is in pesition. The in-
creased capacity can be obtained by the
simple installation of -the extra furnaces,
the rest of the plant necessary for the en-
largement of the works being already on
the ground. It should he added that owing
to the excess of silica in the pres now he-
ing treated the smelter handles only about
25 tons of ore every 24 hours. Tt has rua
night and day ever since It was blown in
on July 15. The plant employs 35 men
and Is equipped with an R0.horse-power
hoiler and one 50 and one 25-horse-power
engine,

The Copper Queen Mine.

The smelter is. at present supplied with
ores from the company's two chief min2s,
pamely, the Copper Queen and the Cor-
nell. The former lies about half a mile
from the smelter and is reached by a godod
wagon road. The deposit on this property
consists of a bornite-and-calco-pyrite-bear-
ingledge lying in a contact between lime
and porphyry, and alongside the ore body is
a feldsite dyke. The main vein varies trom
3 to 22 feet in width and is said to carry
10 per cent. in copper and $10 in gold and
$3 in silver to the ton. The feldsite dyie
is mineralized all thru . with ‘copper, goid
and silver, but is of too low grade to be
treated in a crude state, - it will be .later
concentrated and treated In condensed
bulk. The equipment of the Copper Queen
includes a six-drill air ('omri)ressr)r plant,
an 80-horse-power boiler and a hoist good
“for sinking to a depth of 1000 feet. Its ma-
chinery is all installed in an immense and
commodious shaft house, The development
on the property at the time of my visit
consisted of a double compartment vertical
shaft down 450 feet, with crosscuts to
catch the lead at the 100, 200, 300 and 400
foot levels, Owing to lack of time I was
not able to descend the shaft, but Mr, Treat
informed me that the ore chute thus far
opened in the mine measures about 125 feet
in length, and that on the first and gecond
levels the ore body is seven feet wide,
and on the third as much as 22 feet wide
in places. On the 400 foot level the man-
agement Is now crosscutting to catch the
ledge. The ore, as is comes from the sha ft,
is dumped on to an ore table and there
sgorted by eight Chinamen and dropped
down chutes into the ore wagons, in which
it is hauled to the smelter,

The Copper Queen employs from 50 to
60 men and produces, [ am told, about 20 |
tons of ore per day.

The Cornell Property.

The Cornell, which is named after Mr.
Treat's alma mater, lies three-quarters of a
mile farther along the wagon road and 14
miles from the smelter. This proposition,
which [ inspected boasts a ledgze from 6 to
20 feet in width, outcropping along the sum-
mit of a hill about 100 feet in height. The
deposit lies hetween lime and feldsite and
the values are said to include $10 in gold
and $3 in silver to the ton, together with
6 per cent. in copper. The gangue matter|
of the ledge consists of quartz and granitic
rock. The vein has been opened up hy
two shafts and two tunnels, The shafts|
have heen sunk 80 and 50 feet respectively
on the vein from the summit of the hill. |
The ore treated at present is being taken |
from the tunnels. One tunnel was run 50
feet from the face of the hill before it |
caught the ledge at o point where it mea- |
sures 30 feet in width. This werking glives |
a “hack’” of 90 feet om the vein and the |
ore is being rapidly broken down and sort-
sd hy Chinamen and then taken to the
reduction works. The other tunrel was rum |
180 feet hefore it got into ore. Where this |
working reached the vein the ore bhody I8 |
about eight feet wide. These two tonne's
the vein at points abont 200
feet apart, and the management is now
Ariving along the lode with machine dri'ls |
to connect the two. |

At the same time Mr. Treat has start-d
to sink a permanent working shaft on the
ledge. While it is being put .down the oie |
required hr the smelter will be taken from !

The property is producing
ahont 20 tons per day. The compressed
alr nsed at the Cornell mine s pined fron
the Conner Queen compressor three-quarters !

five-foot leagé, occurring in llm%?(%ne’&nd
ﬂujry'lng calco-pyrites, has I'¢en found.
This proposition lies only about 150 Ieet
from salt water, and the shaft is down
upon it a distance of 95 feet. It is pro-
posed to develop the Little Billee on a
consgiderable scale. Mr. Treat informed e
that 50 tons of ore from this proposition
ran 18 per cent. copper, £3 golﬂynnd $1.50
in #llver to the ton. The cumpany owis
about 20 other prospects, many of themn
bhaving well defined leads, which carry good
values. - These will be opened up by the
company with a view to ascertaining which
of them are mines.

Outpuat of the Smelter,

As to the output of the Van Anda smeltor,
I understand that it ships about two car-
loads of matte'per week to New York, he-
sldeg turning out a considerable numb-r
of ‘“‘copper bottoms.” For instance, the
day 1 visited the property a shipment of
a carload of matte and two tons of copper
bottoms was made. The copper hottoms, I
understand. carry ahout $2000 per ton in
gold, $50 in silver and 98 per cent. in cor-
per. The matte shipments give 50 per cent,
copper, $80 to $100 in gold and $20 in silver.

1 am informed that the cost of mining
and laying down the ore at the smelter is
about $6 per ton, and that the cost of
smelting runs up to about $6. It is also
stated that the ore averages $30 a ton,
which would leave a margin of prodt »f
£18 to the ton to the company. ‘The menth-
lg shipments of the Van Anda Gold and
(.olppor Company reach in gross value about
25,000, These are the figures given me of-
ficially.

Other Assets.

A valuzble asset of the company outxide
of its mining interests is found in its large
tracts of timber lands, which contain moag-
nificent fir and cedar. The sawmili, whi:n
the company is running night and day,has a
capacity of 20,000 feet per day of 10 hours.
The local demand for lumber and shingles
alone Keeps the plant running incessantly.
The sawmill, I am informed. of Itself,
makes a nice profit for the company.

As before Indicated the Van Anda Com-
pany runs its own general store, which car-
vies a stock of from $10,000 to $12,000, The
store is said to yleld a profit of $2000 a
month,

Town Site and Wharf.

The company owns its own town site
and operates it on a sort of veoperative
systewa, The site includes 360 acres, and
lots are selling at from $50 to $350 aplece,
During the past three months 40 new
ouses have been built. All of these bui.d-
ings are of a much better class than the
oruinary workinginan's dwelling, and there
are no ‘‘shacks” in the place.

Mr. Treat has a peculiag method of en-
couraging house building on the compauny s
land. He picks out the best miners that
he can find, preferably men with rfamilies,
and to ensdre their belng permanent =ziti-
zens he sells them lots and furnishes theia
with lumber and carpenters to build their
Louses. This being done, he allows them
to pay for their lots and houses in monthly
instalments of $5 each. The employes have
to pay six per cent, interest- on all def:r-
red payments.

The wharf which the company owns and
manages runs out a distance of 400 feat
into 20 feet of water, and is equipped wi‘h
good freight sheds. The company nas its
own tug and barges for local transporta-
tion weork.

What About Dividends ¢

The company employs between 250 and
275 men, and there are 400 residents in the
village of Van Anda. There is a postoftice
in the place, the Government is just build-
ing a school house, and the people are erect-
ing a church. The workmen enjoy the pri-
vilegés of a nice clubhouse, with hot aad
cold water baths. And it should not be
forgotten that Van Anda boasts a weekly
newspaper, The Coast Miner, to wit.

I asked Mr, Treat, nwho wmanages the
whole enterprise, with the aid of lieuten-
ants in charge of the different departinents,
what the policy of the management was
as to payments of dividends. His reply was
that he thought the shareholders would
begin to reap profits before the end cf
1900. The company, he remarked, was now
spending a lot of money in doing dead work
and opening up new properties, and his
idea was to get the propositivn on a per-
manent basis before paying dividends. He
thought that within six months he would
bave a sufficient ore supply to warrant the
increase of his smelting capacity to 100
tons per day.

Mr. Treat, who is the ploneer of the dis-
trict, owns a !ot of other propcrties, both
on Texada Island and on the ccast of the
mainland. He is opening up half a dozan
of them this winter.

At Marble Bay.

Another property on Texada TIsland, ly-
ing in the neighborhood of Van Anda is
the Marbte Ray mine. This property, to-
gether with others, is owned by Mr. Wil-
ltam Christie, senior partner of the woll-
known Toronto firm of Christie, Brown &
Co., biscuit manufacturers, and Mr, J. J.
Palmer, president of the Toronto Type
Foundry. These gentlemen have spent
considerabhle money in opening up the pro-
perty. About 35 men are employed on the
Marble Bay proposition. The work so far
done upon it has heen the sinking of a
shaft to a depth_of 150 feet, with 700 feet
of drifting at the 70-foot level, It 1s said
that over 1000 tons of ore are now .on the
dump. In connection with the Marble Bay
and an adjacent lime and marble quarry.
the owners have started a town site,which
they have named Texada City.

On the Mainland Coast,

Among the ,properties on the mainland
coast, of which much is to he heard, the
Howe Sound copper deposits stand promi-
nent. These deposits are of low grade,
bnt very large. About 75 miles farther np
the coast, on Shoal Bay, lies the Dorothy
Vorton, a cyanide proposition, which has

| produced some bulllon, but which s at

nresent for some reason or othe= closed
4own. Many other finds of mineral have
heen mode at different points along the
shore of the mainland, and some of these
wil! be developed the coming scason.
On Vancouver Island,

Vancouver Island has long Leen known
for its valuable coal mines, which lie in
the neighborhood of Nanaime, Comox and
Cnion, but there has of late sprung up con-
glderable activity in metallurgical mining.
Near Chemainus, on the east coast of the

»| island, about 40 miles from Victoria, is lo-
! cated the Lenora mine which is the pro-

perty of the Mt. Sicker, B.C., Development
Company, in which Mr, Henry Croft of
Victoria is largely interested. I did not
see the property, but I am told that ths

! Lenora ledge occurs in schists. The smelt-

ing returns give $2.50 in gold.and 414 ounc:s
in silver to the ton, besides 9% per cent, in
copper. The proposition has been develop-
ed by a 450-foot tunnel and a 200-fyof
shaft, with numerous crosscuts. Mr. Cro’t
says that the company has 1000 tons of

| shipping ore on the dump, and 10,000 toas

in sight in the mine, and that on the iirst
of the year the management will commence
shipping 1500 tons of ore a month.

West Coast of Vancouver Island.

On the west coast of Vanconver TIsland
are also to be found a number of mining
propositions. One of these, owned by the
Nahmint Mining Company, of which Mr.
(. H. Hays of Victoria is vice-president
and managing director {is located on Al-
berni Inlet, an arm of the sea, and Is abont
135 mlles distant by water to the north
of Vietoria. The property boasts copper
gold and . silver ‘bearinxz ledges, and the
veins are sald to vary in width from 2 to
30 feet, and to earry gold values. Two
thousand feet of development work has
heen done and the management is preparad
to shin in the spring. The company claims
to have a lot of ore in sight.

Another property on Alberni Inlet, now

Lhe company
clalms to bave gotten good gold and-copper
values from these deposits.

This rambling letter will serve to give
the public a slight idea of the preliminavy
development work that is being carried ou
upon the Pacitic coast of Britixh Columblu
and upon the Islands adjacent to It.

Deadliest of Modern Guns,

In accordance with the recommendation
of Parliament, writes & Wooiwich * corres-
pondent, the British navy is being strength-
ened by the addition” of a new gun which
will insure the supremacy of Great Britain
over the seas for many years to come. It
is knoavn as the 12-inch steel and wire gun,
and is not only the best weapon which the
royal navy has ever had, but is far superior
to any gun possessed by any foreign navy.

1t weighs fifty tons, is 41 feet long, has
a muzzle velocity of 2367 feet per second.
The projectile weighs 850 pounds, the
bursting charge being 83 pounds, and the
firing charge 167% pounds of cordite,

The admiralty has ordered 450, at a cost
of 110,000 each. Of these 150 have been
completed, and 300 are still in the hands of
the contractors.

Kach man-of-war will carry four of these
formidable weapons, and when the navy is
supplied they will be used at the forts on
the sea front. The new gun will be the
heaviest in the service, and will take the
place of the 110-ton, 100-ton, and 80-ton
guns, of which no more are.to be made.

The best Krupp guo can tiren shot twelve
and one-half miles, and the United States
Giovernment is constructing at the arse)al
at Watervliet, a monster gun, which, it is
said, will carry a heavy shot twenty-one
miles. The new British naval gun, tho
less than half the weight of the American
weapon, mounted on the heights of Dover,
c¢an, however. drop a shell on the shores
of France. No accuracy of aim could of
course be obtained or maintained at this
ong distance, the effective range being 16,-
000 yards, or between nine and ten miles,

VAGHAYS WAR PRSI

Uncertain Tone Regarding
the Conﬂict-_

CATHOLIC PAPER BACKS HIM.

A Notice to tl;e Vatican to Curtail
ihe Anti-British Expressions
in Its Organ.

New York Sum

A war pastoral lately issued by Curdinal
Vanghan to his clergy in England Is looke_d
upon as a deflance to the European Catholic
nations that are antagonistic to Bngiand at
the present time. It is even said by Eng-
lish Catholics that the Cardinal has meant
his pastoral as a reply to ‘The Osservatore
Romano, a journal publisted ‘n Rome,which
is sald to represent the Vatican and which
has been outspoken in Its opposition to Epg-
land. The part of Cardinal Vaughan's pas-
toral that is looked upon as mennt especial-
ly for the Catholic enemies ‘of Yagland is
as follows :

“It is now a question of sgmethlng more
than what ‘s lawful. The guestion Is, shall
the Eritish Empire be allowed.to fall to
pieces by supineness and by want of de-
termination and seif-denial? The apswer
is, No. This Empire has been ralsed up by
the same Providence that called the Roman
Empire into existence, and, as God nsed
the one toward the attainment of His own
divine purposes of mercy, so does He seem
to be using the other. In spite of the blun-
ders and crimes committed by many of her
sons in building up the Empire, the HEm-
pire has made for peace, for liberty, for
law and order. An Empire that has power
to establish these conditions, which are
preliminary to the spread of Christianity,
is possessed of a great and sacred trust rot
to he surrendered until God Himself shall
demand the surrender, At the present mo-
ment countiess millions in the Dark Con-
tinent depend for their temporal and eter-
nal salvation upon the establishment of
that reign of luw which usually follows
British supremacy.’” !

New Era Backs It Up.

The New Era, a Catholic newspaper pub-
lished in London, regards these words of
the Cardinal as highly significant. It says:

“We commend this message to the careful
attention of the editor of The Osservatore

Romano and of those, whoever they may
be, who are behind him. We have been
told by The Osservatore, and by other
Catholic papers in Rome and - elsewhere,
that the downfall of England would mean
the downfall of the greatest Protestant
power and should therefore be desired by
Catholics. If we are not mistaken, the
words which we have quoted are Cardinal
Vaughan's reply to that contention. His
Eminence plainly Intimates, what we our-
selves have already pointed out more than
once, that the claims of English atholics as
such are purely religious aims, and that,
when politics are concerned, we are almpl{
Knglisamen. We know how to distinguis
between religious and political ‘claims, and
we have not the least intention of bein
made ' the instruments of any politizal
schemes by any foreigners, whether Catho-
lics or mnot."” i

It is belleved in well informed Catholic
circles here that the war pastoral of Car-
dinal Vaughan and the comments upon it
as quoted are Intended as a notice o the
Vatican authorities that their organ, The
Osservatore Romano, must be made to
cease Its attacks upon England* Another
significant thing is the fact that the Car-
dinal, in another part.of~his pastoral, de-
clares that the war with the Boers is jus-
tifiable on England’s part and orders that
his clergy offer prayers for the success of
the British arms. The Catholic bishops
of the Umited States, with one or two ex-
ceptions, did not go so far as that in the
late war with Spain. They merely ord:red
prayers for peace. The action of Cardinal
Vaughan, therefore, s looked upon here as
somewhat in the nature of a challenge to
England’s Catholic enemies.

CAVALCADE EIGHT MILES LONG

As Buller’s Forces Aﬁ"anced From
Frere to Chieveley Camp-—

The Frere camp counsumed 30,000 Ibs. of
fresh meat and about 40,000 Ibs. of bread
dally, to say nothing of the other rations,
and everything served out has been of the
best quality.

General Buller,

The correspondent thus describes Gen,
Buller: Gen, Buller has been with the
column for @ week now, and when I saw
him walking about this morning he looked
a picture of health. It is remarkable the
contidence everyone feels in that strong
man’s ability to sweep the enemy before

him, and the moral effect of his presence
at an engagement would be tremendous.
The incident has not previously appeared In
print, but I know for a fact that last week
the staff officers were startied for the safety
of their esteemed leader. It came about
in this way. A small party, cousisting of
Gen. Buller, his staff, and a few advisers
well acquainted with the country, rode out
to inspect a certain quarter where Boers
were not expected to be encountered. How
ever, while some distance from camp, a
scout rode up breathless to report that a
force of 3000 Boers occupled a neighboring
kopje, the information falling like a thun-
derclup on the select party. Not knowing
which way to turn to avold the vigllance
of the enemy, the offer of a volunteer offi-
cer to scale the hill and reconnoitre was
gratefully “aecepted, By the aid of his
field glasses he was able to discern that the
“enemy’’ consisted of a mob of horses peace.
mllyd'grnzlng, and thus the situation was
saved!

Army and Navy Journal: Some of the
stories about bayonet charges and bayonet
wounds coming from the battleflelds of
South Africa, which appear to be taken se-
riously by clvilians, are simply humorons
t» those acquainted with the actual experi-
ences of war. In the “Medical and Burgi-
cal History of the War of the Rebellion”
we find this statement under the head of
*Jlesh Wounds of the Upper Extremities’:

“QOver 50,000 cases, or about a fifth of all
the wounded reported by name, were re-
turned as shot Hesh wounds of the upper
extremities., There were sixty-nine exam-
ples of bayonet wounds of the fleshy parts
of the arm, or forearm, or hand, and for:y-
four cases of similap injuries by othen
pointed weapons, There were elghty In-
s'lanr.-'es of sabre cuts of the upper extremi-
tles." :

This is in the propnrtlon.of a little more
than one-hundredth of 1 per cent. of bay-
onet wounds, or 725 shot wounds 10 one
bayonet wound. As a bayonet wound is
more likely to be In the upper extre nitles
than In any othep por(ion of the body, it
is apparent that the' proportion of the
whole number of bayonet wounds would be
no greater. Nor is it at all likely that the
proportion can be any greater where the
modern weapons with their long range still
more widely separate the fighting lines. Is
it strange, then, that we should have small
respect for the English newspaper ac-
counts of the behavior of the Igr‘l:lsh wo0l-
dier in battle when we find them filled with
reports of bayonet encounters?

“Silencing a Gun.”
Army and Navy Joarnal.

There is a great deal of ignorance as ta
what “silencing a gun” means. A g I«
sllenced when the gunners are disabled on
driven back and the gun or gun carriage
damaged.

Employes Arraigned,

He explained the difference between mur-
der and manslanghter and claimed neglect
of duty by two employes was charged In
the case. A corporation cannot be arraign-
ed, but its employes can be held respon-
sible when a déath occurs.

Company Must Take Care.

The company must be careful in operating
electrie cars. It.has not the exclusive right
to the ear tracks, and a traveler is not a
trespasser thereon if he udes them reason-
ably. He must, however, get out of the
way in time, as the car has the superion
right of way.

On the other hand, the motorman must
take every precaution to avold an accident
and not stand on his rights alone.

Speed of Cars.

As to the speed of cars, His Lordship
stated, it may be regulated by the Govern-
ment or municipal ordinance. The City
Council adopted no regulation, and what is
a reasonable rate of speed is a question for
the jury. .

Driver’s Negligence,

Turning to the duty of the sleigh driver,
the courc claimed any negligence on his
part would not absolve the motorman from
blame.

CANADIAN POWER AT NIAGARA.

Vige-President Rankine Says His
Company Will Develop .Their
Plant in the Victoria Park,
Niagara Falls, Ont,, Jan. 18.—(8pecial.)—
The fact that the Canadian Niagara Power
Company will develop their plant in the
Vietoria Park is now assured on no less
authority than Mr. W. B, Rankine, vice-
president of the company. The actual work

will, commence next fall, altho some prelim-
inary steps will be taken before then. The
Canadian - plant will ‘be completed within
two years, as this was the period required
to sink the wheel-pits and construct the
tail race on the American side. The first
development will consist of from 15,000 to
25,000 horse power, and the plans are now
,being shaped to accord with this electrical
installation.

Another pleasing fact is that the insur-
ance on the burned power house of the
iNlagam Falls Park and River Railway has
|been paid, and in all probability this plant
,wm be rebuilt in the spring, That is the
intention of the Interpational T'raction
Ceompany, which is virtually the power com-
pany at this time.

Big Offer Refused,

An Incident which clearly goes to show
ithe intention of the Canadian Niagara Pow-
jer Company to go ahead with the develop-
ment of its plant is the fact that the eom-
{pany has recently received an offer for its
‘charter gnd rights in the park. This is
ilearned on unquestioned authority. The of-
fer was sufficiently large to cover all ex-
penditures of the company, and leave a
substantial margin. It came from a wea'-
ithy Canadian syndicate, but was Tefused.

The Duty on Power,

The agitation regarding the duty on elec-
{trical power, which parties are making with
ithe United States Government at Washing-
'ton has revived the interest considerably
{in power matters on this side of the river.
It, is feared tbat should the American Gov-
ernment seek to impose any duty that pow-
{er development would - receive a severe
black eye in this locality. The American
Power Company, which also controls the
Canadian Niagara Power Company, will op-
pose any such move by either Government.
The ‘companies claim that should the Am-
erican Government seek to impose such a
barrier on electrical power it would seri-
ously handicap the Canadian development,
48 the Canadian company desires to dispose
of any surplus power at its Canadian piant
{on the American side.

Power From the Other Sidg.

| Temporarily the American company will
supply the Canadian consumers with power
from the American plant. A conduit has
been’ consiructed to the American end of
the upper steel arch bridge and the cable
|brought to the Canadian end, The applica-
tion of the Canadian company to carry it
across the Government reserve at the end
of the bridge was laid on the table by the
Victoria Park Commissioners at thejr last
meeting, and no action taken. Meanwhile
the consumers are compelled to await the
decision of the commissjoners. The pow-
er company will take the cable up over the
high bank behind the Hotel Lafayette, and
connect it with the pole line that connects
with the Industries using the power.
