Hydro-Electr%?&uestion Re-

ceives Most Emphatic
Approval. ;

All three bylaws carried at the munici-
pal elections yesterday in Toronto. The
Hydro-electric Power Bylaw was carried
by 20,369 to 1566, or by a vote of 13 to 1.
The Medical Inspection carried by 22,-
769 to 6369, or by a majoriey of more than
three to one. The Daylight Saving Plan
was adopted by almost two to one.

Never was a bylaw adopted by such an
overwhelming majority in the City of To-
ronto as that received by the hydro-elec-
tric bylaw. From the inception of the
project there was not the least doubt that
Toronto would ‘approve of the plan, but
such an overwhelming majority ih a year,
when the thoughts of the people were
more on the struggle in Europe than on
civic politics and with no great; interest’
in the mayorgjty,, board of control or coun-
cil, was quite unexpected.

The vote is the strongest possible ap-
proval of the policy of public ownerghip,
as exemplified in the Hydro-electric Sys-
tem, and is also a vote of confidence in
Sir Adam Beck and his policy regarding
hydro-electric power, Mayor ' Church
said last night that it was a ‘‘red letter
day for public .ownership in Toronto.”

Berlin, Jan, 1,  via London.—The
press version of the reply of the en-
tente powers to Germany‘s peace pro-
posals was received here yesterday A
definite’statement regaraing the official

attitude concerning the document can-
rot pe given before the official text
has been received, but officials intimate
that the reply is just about what had
been expected, taking into considera-
tion the preliminary announcements
from various statesmen in the entente
countries and that Germany, while
disappointed that Her hope of the end
of the blood-letting and destruction
has vanished., is prepared to carry on
the war with increased vigor and with
a united people back of her.

The entente statement, it is inti-
mated; will probably evoke an answer
in some form, Germany laying down
from the government’'s standpoint the
resulta of the peace overtures and
analyzing the question of responsi-
bility for a further continuanee of the
war.
