Rey. Fr. Sprankling Thus Refers to Refusal to allew
the Host to be Carried in Yesterday’s Procession-
What A Roman Catholic Organ Says About the

Eucharistic Congress.

Rome, Sept. 14.—The Correspendica Ro-
ma, a Catholic organ, published the fol-
fowing communication, which evidently is
inspired by the Vatican, comcerning the
carrying of the Host in the Eucharistic
procession in London yesterday: The pro-
cession did not occur. Although regret-
ting this omission, we wish to point out,
snd we appreciate the liberty and respect
which surrounded the Eucharistic Con-
gress under the shadow of the British
flag. It has been said that thie proces-
sion could not be allowed, as such proces-
sions are forbidden by a law passed in
the Sixteenth Century. This is not a ser-
jous matter, as everybody knows that

such a law like similar laws, became au-|

tomatically obsolete through religious lib-
erty granted later to British subjects.
. A few Protestant societies, were merely
<he proverbial fly trying to drag the
‘coach. Had the fly been alone the anti-
Fucharistic coach of the sixteenth cen-
tury would never have left the museum of
religious persecution. What moved it
was the efficacious intervention of certain
voliticians who depicted the procession as
& manifestation disagreeable to  the
¥rench “bloc” and thus hurtful’ to the
jnterests of the Anglo-French entente, as
to see the French prelates participate in
YLondon in this procession, an act which
would send them to a prison in their
sweet French country, would have given
umbrage to Paris. For the same reason,
the words of the Pope to the French Pil-
grims on Monday were taken advantage
of, the enemies of the church pretending
that the pontiff had praised British liber-
ty for the purpose of punishing at the pil-
lory the small tyrants of Paris. These
same persons urged the British govern-
qment not to be the tool of the Vatican.
The trouble is that in Monday’s impromp-
tu speech the Pope merely paraphrased
the words of Archbishop Aix, the leader
of the pilgrimage, who himself compared
British liberty with what he termed
¥rench tyranny. Thus the Popes words
werapdistorted, first in Paris, and then in
London. :
Nevertheless, the Kucharistic Congress
remains a glorious memory for the Catho-
Yic world, as well as a proof of British
Jibesty and hospitality. The omission of
the procelsion will serve to show to the
public from which quarters come directly

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London, Sept. 14.—It is evident that the
Catholics, because of the -refusal to per
mit the Host to be carried in the pro-
cession yesterday, consider that they have
been badly treated. Father Sprankling,
administrator of St.George’s Catholic Ca-
thedral in this city, in all the masses yes-
terday referred to Premier Asquith’s ac-
tion as one that would go down to posterity
as an insult to millions of Catholics.

Cardinal Vannutelli, in an interview, af-
ter the procession said: ‘““lt has been @n
admirable affirmation of faith and sym-
pathy which will not easily be forgotten
by those who witnessed ic. The remon-
strations of sympathy came spontaneous-
ly, and were well accepted by all non-
Catholies, who, by their demeanor, pro-
tested against the attempts of the arti-
ficially conducted,- to foment hostility
against our pacific reunion. If those who
solicited and obtained the prohibition to
the carrying  of the Sacrament intended
to inspire the faithful with greater enthus-
jasm they can boast that they have suc-
ceeded even beyond their expectations.”

The London morning papers in their
editorials, take the line in most cases of
careful avoidance of anything calculated to
fan the nilames of the controversary, and
they condider “alls well that ends well.”
Nor is there any attempt to make politi-
cal capital of the incident, beyond some
expressions of regret at the delay in mak-
ing: the government’s views known. Sev-
eral of the papers frankly call for the re-
peal of the obsolete laws which caused the
trouble and strongly deprecate the fanati-
cal attitude of the Protestant societies.

TFhe Daily Telegraph strongly denounces
the weakness of the government and its
irresolution, and its subsceptibility to the
clamor of a few extremists. It congratu-
lates the Catholics on the calmness and
dignity with which they bore the bitter
disappointment. Some of the' government
organs greatly regret that the premier
vielded to fanatics instead of boldly delin-
ing to interfere. 3

The Times in an editorial says that the
government blundered ‘conspicuously in the
Eucharistic affair, and that hardly ever;
has there been correspondence in which
the British prime minister was seen t0
such disadvantage.

Chicago, Sept. 14.—One woman was in-
stantly killed, five persons so seriously in-
jured that their death is expected, and
twenty eight other passengers were more
or less seriously injured in a wreck on
the Lake Shcre and Michigan Southern
Road early today, at Chesterton, a small
town forty miles from Chicago. Shortly
\fter midnight a suburban train from Chi-’
tago -crashed into the rear end of an ex-

rursion train bound for indianapolis from
Chicago over the Lake Erie and Western,
while the latter was standing at the sta-
tion. The rear of the excursion train
was badly wrecked. . .

Three women dnd two men seriously in-
jured and unconscious, are in the hospi-
tal. still unidentified, and their death is
pujpable.

' Today marke the real opening of the ex-

hibition so far as a complete show is con-
cérned. All exhibits are now' complete
and the noise and bustle of the opening
night are things of the past.

The weather in the early morning creat-
ed some uneasiness but as it cleared and
the sun came out the grounds assumed an
appearance of great activity.

The live stock exhibits are now com-
plete. All the cattle pens are filled, ex-
tra pens are being built along the south-
ern side of the grounds for the overflow in
the sheep classes which- could not be ac-
commodated in the regular space.

VON BUELOW SCOUTS IDEA OF
A GERMAN WAR WITH ENGLAND

London, Sept. 14.—The Standard this morn-

ing prints a long interview with Prince Von
| Buelow, the German chancellor at Norder-
| ney. It deals mainly with the relations be-
| tween Great Britain and Germany and with
| Princo Von Buelow's opinion of an article
| which recently appeared in the British peri-
| odicals. .

| With reference to British apprehensions in
! the matter of German naval aggression, the
chancellor thinks that it would be more ex-
cusable if the Germans were apprehensive
| of being attacked, polnting out that Great
IBrltain has not been invaded since the time
of William the Conqueror. Continuing, Prince

Von Buelow says: ‘‘I can assure you that
no one of any sense in Germany dreams of

picking a quarrel with England, much lesy
is there any insane idea of invading Eng:
land. But for Germans there are far morq
tangible reasons for apprehensions through
our exposed geographical position, let alone
a dark historical background.

““So far as the idea of Germany's powes
being a menace to other countries is concerns«

There were 3,968 admissions, ‘which is
only a few: behind the number on the
first day in 1906.

The ceremonies in the. amusement, hall
were attended by about 1,500 people and
the speeches which were 'bright and cheer-
ful replete with optimism.for the future
of St. John and the province of New
Brunswick, were well deceived. The audi-
cnce was delighted with:the singing of
Miss Darling.

A. O. Skinner, president of the exhibi-
tion association, in opening the proceed-
ings, expressed his satisfaction at seeing
such. a large attendance, and said he hop-
ed they would be repaid for their attend-
ance by the eloquent speakers who would
address them. He impressed on his hear-
ers that they should return every evening
and bring their friends to the exhibition,
so that, with a continuation of fine weath-

er, it might.be, the most successful affair,

of the kind ever held in St. John.

The exhibition, he continued, would be
all finished and in running order by Mon-
day and they would all find eomething to
instruct .and amuse them. All depart-
ments had been well-filled and it needed
only fine weather to ensure a great suc-
cesp. Mr. Skinner then introduced Hon.
J. D. Hazen, the premier, to declare the
exhibition open.

Mr, Hazen was received with much ap-

plause. It afforded him a great deal of

pleasure, he said, to comply with the re-
quest of the directors of the exhibition
association and take a small part in the
proceedings and in the absence of his
honor the lieutenant-governor of the prov-
ince, to declare the St. John exhibition of
1908 duly open. i

He extended a hearty welcome to Hon.
Sydney Fisher, the minister of agriculture
and spoke of the advantage of exhibitions,
especially from an agricultural stand-
point. He congratulated the exhibition
association on their having such a large
increase in the entries of live stock, more
than double that of two years ago.

He referred to the greatly improved
condition of the ‘grounds and expressed
the hope that the. exhibition would ;go
down in history as the most successtul
yet held.

The importance of the meetings - being
held by the agricultural commission was

touched ov’ﬂd he expressed regret that:

Hox. D. V. Landry commissioner of agri-
ciilture ‘for “the province was unable to
te .peresents ,

He spoke of the prosperous farms, great
fishery resources and partly developed and
no doubt much undeveloped  mineral
wealth of the province.

“It has .been said in the past,” eon-
cluded Mr. Hazen, “that these exhibitions
have not been patronized as they deserve.
No doubt many of our merchants and
citizens are very busy at this time with
their customers but I trust that the
statement made will not be true of this
exhibition when it is over. I would ap-
peal to every citizen to come and see
this fair and roll up the largest attend-
ance ever known. Mr. Chairman, ladies
and gentlemen, in the absence of his hon-
or, the lieutenant governor, I take great
pleasure in declaring the exhibition open.”
(renewed -applause.)

Mayor Bullock was the next speaker-

and was warmly welcomed by the aud-
jence. He extended the welcome of the
city to Hon. Mr. Fisher and said he felt

the. management were to be congratu-

lated on giving the citizens an oppor-
tunity of hearing such an array of talent
as had been gathered together for the
occasion.

The presence of the large audience aug-
ured well for the success of the exhibi-
tion. He thought the committees had
worked nobly and the amount of work
that had been accomplished could hardly’
be realized. Exhibitions had become a
feature of the life of every nation. They
marked the national growth and move-
ments of yniversal importance. A fea-

ture of the recent France-British exhibi-

tion in London was the demonstration
of the progress of Christianity in all na-
tions. S

He spoke of the changes that had tak-
en place since” the first exhibition was
held here more than half a century ago.

Mr. Skinner then introduced Miss Dar-
ling, prima donna of the Boston Opera
Company, who was given an enthusiastic
welcome. Her first number, the recita-
‘tive and aria “Ah forg’e lui,” from
Verdi’s opera La Traviata, afforded full
scope for her fine soprano voice which
throughout this exacting work was heard
to great advantage. In response to an
encore Miss Darling, greatly to the de-
light of the audience, sang Annie Laurie
with much feeling and perfect expression.
She was compelled: to return and bow her
acknowledgments. D. Arnold Fox acted
as her accompanist.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley, minister of public
works, was next introduced and was fe-
ceived with hearty applause. He pre-
faced his remarks with pleasing refer-
ences to the acceptable singing of Miss
Darling and the bachelorhood -of his
friend, Hon. Sydney Fisher.

Much has already been daid of agricul-
ture, he said, and the fine gathering of
farmers and farmers’ wives were de-
lighted to hear from Farmer Hazen and
Farmer Bullock (laughter). A great prob-
lem was how to keép the boys on the
farm, and yet, if all the farmers’ sons
stayed on the farm, what would the cit-
ieg do? He was a farmer’s boy, himself,
and while he did not count himself much
he could name a large number who oc-
cppied positions of trust and promin-
ence.

The speaker referred to the changed
conditions of the last fifty years and told
how the cold storage warehouse here made
it possible for the farmers to hold their
goods for a good market.

He spoke of the advantages of a St.
John Valley Railway to tap the fertile
lands along the river, and suggested that
he and Premier Hazen, while differing in
politics, might work together in this mat-
ter.

Dr. Pugsley spoke also of the prospects
for terminals at Courtenay Bay and of -2

visit to the west side shipping facilities.

with Hon. Mr. Fisher. He thought Mr.
Fisher since seeing what St. John had
done for itself would more readily listen
to the petitions fromy this city. !

The exhibition was not intended solely
for the agriculturalists. It was intended
to mguk the growth and. progress of the
city, which was rapidly increasing in in-
fluence and wealth and had enormous pos-
sibilities for the future. If he was a young
man he would feel like forming a club of
young men all pledged to do their ut-
most and to enlist others in the move-
ment to make the population of St. John
75,000.

Hon. Sydney Fisher, who followed, was
given a great reception. In his opening
remarks he thanked the directors for their
invitation and the audience for their re-
ception of “a lone old. bachelor who had
wandered far away from home.”

He ‘was glad 'to be present, he said, and
it was not the first time he had been at
a St. John exhibition. As minister of
agriculture, all exhibitions were under

| his notice, but, this more particularly re-

ferred to international exhibitions the
Jocal ones being left to the provincial auth-
orities. He rather admired their pluck in
calling the present fair an international
exhibition. He understood they welcom-
ed competitors from all parts of Canada
and the world outside. He was sure that
even under those -circumstances
Brunswick would win her share of the
prizes.

It ‘had been said that the country need-
ed lawyers, doctors and men of other
professions, but it was the farmers who
made the country successful and were the
peers of any business. The man
knew the science ®f agriculture was the
man who succeeded. Success came to the
man who applied his brains, not to the
man who rose at 4 o'clock in the morning
and toiled all day without using them.

As he had said, New Brunswick agri-

culture was well known. The dairy eshool
at Sussex was taken as a model all ovew
Canada. In no part of the dominion wag
dairying more practically carried on than
in the county of Kings. There was no
reason why, by instruction and study,
farmers should not be as successful as in
the west. He would suggest to the pree
mier an agricultural college for the provs
ince of New Brumswick. Old-fashioned
farmers used to think that the collega
bred farmer was not much good. Tha
trouble had been that lads on the farmd
had grown tired of drudgery and wanted
to get away, but those who understood
what was taught in such agricultural cole
leges as Guelph, were going to make the
best farmers and be the most successful.

The speaker went on to refer to the
great wheat crop in the West and of the
need of having it carried to the outside
world. In this regard he spoke of St,
John as one of the great national ports
through which the grain would have to
pass, and. he thought the people of iLe
West would be as willing to build up
this port as it was to improve the St.
Lawrence route.

He was glad that he had had an op-
portunity of looking over the city from
the hills during a drive he had takem,
He had heard of Courtenay Bay, but had
never realized its importance before. He
had been told of the opportunities for
additional port accommodation and the
probability of the G. T. P. coming to
St. John, and he felt he must again con-
gratulate them. The G. T. P., which the
government was determined to put
through and finish within the allotted
time, would be another feeder and bring
Canadian products to Canadian ports. He
thanked them for the attention they had
given him. He had had a pleasant talk
without any suggestion of politics. It
was a good thing that as Canadians they
could meet once in a while and talk out .
things which would build up the' nation
which to-day was recognized as a new
power in the empire to which they bes
longed (loud cheers).

Miss Darling then appeared again and
sang the famous waltz song Il Bacio, by
Arditi, her rendering of which was !iwd-
ly applauded.: She responded with The
Last Rose of Summer and gave the plains
tive melody with much charm and deep
feeling. ‘L'he audience did not fail; to
mark their appreciation of Miss. Darls
ing’s. beautiful and . highly cultivated
voice in all her songs.

She wore princess lace with pearl %ﬁﬂ- .
qie and with her -fine dnd ‘commnfnding
presence created a most favorable ims
pression, After her first number she wag
the recipient of a magnificent bouguet
from the directors of the exhibition asso
ciation.

Dr. J. W. Daniel, M. P., was the last
speaker, and he spoke of the material
progress made in the passing years a$
shown by exhibitions. He referred ta
the province of New Brunswick as being
unequalled for scenery and of its advan¢
tage for farming. Dr. Daniel alsc spokd
of the need of an agricultural college,
and said a school was very much neede
in' the lowér provinces. © In closing, he
congratulated the directors on the ad-
vanced stage of the exhibition at the
carly dater and wished every success to
the big fair. ; .

FARMERS AND EDUCATION

There was food for thought in the re-
marks of Hon. Mr. Fisher and Dr. Dan-
* fel, M.P., at the opening of the exhibition
on Saturday evening, on the subject of
. agricultural education.
Mr. Fisher pointed to the fine agricul-
tural colleges at Guelph in Ontario and
. at Ste Anne in Quebec, and declared that
New Brunswick should have a similar insti-
tution. He pointed out that when the
Guelph institution was established the
farmers were ekeptical as to thesvalue of
book-learning, and that the promoters of
the new school had to go through the pro-
vince urging and pleading with parents to
send their sons to take the course. As
time passed it was discovered that, other
things being equal, the college trained
tarmer, who had leaméd the science of
farming, which is simply the knowledge
of how best to do the work of the farm
te px"oduce profitable results, had a great
advantage over his untrained neighbor,
snd now the value of the Ontario insti-

tution is beyond questiom. :

Dr. Daniel set forth with much force
the argument that if a farmer is to make
of one son a lawyer and of another a doc-

tor, and of a third‘ son a farmer, he
should be just as anxious to give the last
mentioned the benefit of the best avail-
sble training for his life work as he gave
the other two. It was as important that
the one should know the science of his
profession as the other.

The effect of such addresses as these
should be salutary. Whatever arrests
thought and directs attention to a line of
action which human experience has shown
to produce beneficial results must in the
very nature of things prove to be of gen-
eral value. Dr. Pugsley stoutly maintain-
ed in his address that man for man the
farmers of this province are as intelligent
and progressive as those of other pro-
vinces and Mr. Fisher's complimentary
remarks bore out the statement, which
was further strengthened by Premier
Hazen’s account of the deep interest
shown in the enquiry being made by the

agricultural commission. And yet, assum- |

ing all this to be true, it merely péints to
the fact that if this intelligence and pro-
gress are to become more manifest they
must soon express themselves in an agri-
cultural college in the province of New

Brunswick.

The agricultural com-
munity generally speaking has had a fav-
orable season, and altogether the busi-
ness outlook, financially and commercial-
ly, is exceedingly promising.” x

TUBERCULOSIS

In an article in the New York Tri-
bune, Dr. Lawrence B. Flick, who is in
charge of the Henry Phipps institute for
poor consumptives in Philadelphia, re-
ports a perceptible falling off in the mor-
tality from tuberculosis in that city. The
number of deaths last year, he says, was
3,600, a reduction of 300 as compared
with 1908. If the diminution could be
maintained at that rate, Dr. Flick is
confident that consumption would be
practically wiped out in 15 years.

Commenting on this statement the Ot-
tawa Citizen observes:—

“While the doctor’s application of the
mathematical process may possibly fore-
tell results of a rather roseate nature, it
is beyond question that the progress
which has been made in the treatment
of consumption gives promise of ultimate
triumph over the disease. Mal-nutrition
and improper ventilation having been de-
termined to be predisposing causes of
consumption, the open-air treatment,
combined with dietetic regulation, was
adopted as means of cure, and by edu-
cating the people generally upon those
principles much has been accomplished
towards the. successful combatting of the
plague. As the Tribune points out, al-
though - bacteriologists have so far failed

WILL OUR GLACIERS DISAPPEAR?

Glaciers, it is well known, are always
either advancing or retreating. On the
whole, says a scientific authority, they’
lose more than they gain, and there are
even prophets who predict their total dis-
appearance. A number of test measure-
ments were taken on the Oberland in
1907, and the results have now been pub-
lished. The heaviest loss, we learn, was
sustained by the Elger glacier, shorh of
no less than sixty-seven metres pf ice.
The Upper Grindelwald glacier, during
the same period, dwindled by sixty-three
metres, that of the Wildhorn by twelve
metres, the Gelten glacier by nine
metres, and the lower Aar glacier by
seven metres. The gains to be set
against these losses are those of the Low-
er Grindelwald glacier (twenty metres),
the Gamsschi glacier (fourteen metres),
the Blumlis Alp glacier (four metres),
the Stein glacier and the Kanderfirn
(half a metre each). It:can be domon-
strated by mathematics that the net loss
lin the cases observed amounts to exactly
119 metres.

LOOKING FOR STONE OF DESTINY

The historic Hill of Tarn, the residence
of the kings of Ireland, where the lrish
Parliament met long before the Parlia-
ment of Westminster was thought of, is
to be subjected to a scientific examina-
tion and excavation.

The'already
moving wheels of returning industry
must be enormously accelerated accord-
ingly, and 1909 should fine us well along
the road towards rudely blockaded pros-
perity. The outlook is certainly reassur-
ing.
RAILROADS.

The railroad reports that are mow com-
ing in are beginning to be encouraging.
Gross earnings still show heavy decreas-
es, but net earnings are better, andllln
cases like Union and Southern Pacific
show phenomenal increase. It is argued
that the enormous cut in expenses made
by the railroads to meet loss of gross
earnings is to the detriment of the struc-
ture of the roads themselves. This is

not wholly so, and in fact, the increased ||

efficiency of labor accounts for much of
it.. It may be said that the emergency
of necessity has developed a skill in
economical operation that is genune,
and not only is not destructive of the
properties, but will show wonderful re-
sults in increased net earnings when
gross earnings again become large.

STEEL AND IRON.

Conditions in the iron and steel trade
have been steadily improving. The pro-
duction of pig iron is gaining each week.
Eighteen more furnaces were in opera-
tion on Sept. 1st than on Aug. lst. This
production is not increasing stocks on
hand; showing steady absorption of pro-
duct. The earnings of the Steel Cor-
poration are estimated at $8,000,000 for
the current month and $90,000,000 for
the year.

PRICES OF STOCKS
ARE NOW VERY HIGH

An Astonishing Recovery Dur-

in Business.

(Montreal Witness.)

As long as monmey continues to- be a
drug, Wall street will probably work to-
wards higher pricés unless something un-
foreseen and adverse occurs. At the same
time, prices appear to have reached a
level from which they react frequently and
with ease,.and the market is beginning to
assume an over-bought aspect. Specula-
tors will be inclined to take advantage
of all bulges to.realize profits to be in 2
position to buy back on the reactions,
ae it seems improbable the market will
have any violent upward movement from
the present level, but will be more or less
narrow for some time. Prices of stocks are
very high, the average for the active
shares being the highest this year and
the highest since May, 1807. Some of
the leading shares are selling at the high-
est figures on record, and it is safe to
say tgat the bulk of the losses suffered
during the panic have been recovered. As
the shrinkage from the high point in Jan-
uary 1907, to the lowest poimtin December
of the same year amounted to about $3,-
500,000,000, it can be seen to what an
enormous extent recovery has been made.
That in the space of ten months security
values should so fully recover from an
acute panic is evidence of rapid recuper-
ative ahjlities, but it strongly suggests
the necessity of caution, as well as the
desirability of a period of waiting un-
til she stability of the rige has been fair-
ly tested. Inflationary influences are ac-
tively at work, and these are being taken
full advantage of by the ablest of opera-
tors. - These people are still under the
market, and no one can tell how far they
may be able to push the upward move-
ment. There is reason to surmise that
important . financial plans are under way,
and that the present manipulation is part-
ly for the purpose of floating new security
issues. 1

It ie interesting to note that this aston-
ishing recovery of stocks has taken place
during a period of depression in business,
when railway and industrial profits suffer-
ed heavy losses, and when dividends were
either reduced, paesed, or unearned. The
disaster in this case found United States
merchandise markets freer than on former
occasions from over-production, this alone
averting the demoralization of bukiness
which has often delayed recuperation af-
ter upheaval.

LINERS CRASH IN
VERY HEAVY
FOG

Malin Head in a Collision in
the Lower St. Lawrence---

The Head Liner Beached.

Montreal, Sept. 13.—In a dense fog ac-
centuated by thick smoke from the forest
fires raging op both sides of the lower

St. Lawrence the steamship Corinthian,
of the Allan Line, and the steamship Ma-
lin Heéad, of the Head Line, collided at an
early hour this morning off Crane Island
flats, forty miles below Quebeé.

The Corinthian left Montreal for Mon-
don and Havre on Saturday morning with
75 second and third class passengers. The
Malin Head was inward bound from Car-
diff wkith a general cargo.

From advices which have reached the
head offices of the Allan Line here the
Corinthign after thie éollision” immediate-
ly turned back to Quebec but lost her
way in the dense fog and finally reached
her wharf at the anciént capital * late
this afternoon. e

McLean, Kennedy & Company, the lo-
cal agents of the Head Line, state to-
night that the Malin. Head was struck
amidships and her engine room.flooded.
It was necessary to beach the steamer at
St. Laurent in order to prevent her from
sinking. The Malin Head carried no pas-
sengers. .

From, what can be gathered -here' there
were no casualties although the shock of
the collision brought the passengers of the
Corinthian tumbling from their berths to
the deck in much excitement. The excite-
ment was speedily controlled by Captain
Dunlop and his officers and after the Ma-
lin Head was beached the Corinthian re-
turned to Quebec which port she left at
4 o’clock this morning.

Nothing can be stated by the Allan Line
tonight as’ to probable danlxage sustained
by the Corinthian as the vessel will have
to be placed in dry dock. The passengers
will be sent forward to their destination,
in all probability on the Hungarian which
reached port today.

Captain Campbell, an old servant of the
Head Line was in command of the Malin
Head at the time of the collision.

EASY MONEY AND
BUMPER CROPS

(Montreal Witness.) .

With big crops and easy money it is
hard to see how business conditions in
the United States should remain quiet.
There are a plethora of money and bump-
er crops. Not in a great many years has
New York entered the fall period with
such a strikingly easy money market.
Although there has been some slight de-
mand for funds from the interior upon
such centres as Chicago and St. Louis,
the effect on New York has been very
slight indeed. This is in strong cohtrast
with the more or less anticipatory move-
ment of funds from New York to the in-
térior in previous years, even as early as
the first week or two of August. Of
course one of the reasons for the plethora
of funds exhibited at all the money cen-
tres, not only of the United States, but
of the world, is more or less idle trade,
and to the extent that idle trade influ-
énces adversely the earnings of corpora-
tions it is of course a bad thing for secur-
ities. However, the extent of that influ-
ence on the earnings of particular corpor-
ations can be determined to some extent
from time to time. During the past week
or two there has been a marked improve-
ment in the steel and iron trades.
United States Steel Corporation is now
operating 61 per cent. of its plants, and
new orders are slightly larger than for
July. The rail mills have received new
rail orders from several leading railways,
placing heavy orders for heavy section
rails for this year’s delivery. The equip-
ment companies have received orders for
thousands of cars, and the coal trade has
shown a marked revival due to the in-
crease in. business by the manufacturin
concerns of the country. ot
