struck off from the top of it, and some of the stones

From this paint the lightning descend=
ed “into the church, which it filled, and where its
shattering effects are visible in nearly all the lower
windows_in the body of it. “The solid walls have
been in several situations -pierced through by the
subtle fluid, whose course is wonderfully traced.
Under one of the arches of the south aisle it seems
to have meandered without doing much mischief;
as there is a burned zigzag mark oo the stones, an
irregular dotted live of smoke, presenting one of
the most singular evidences of the harmless pre-
senceof electric phenomena eyer beheld, the marks}

and the walls are much damaged. [In the chancel
aud body of the church, which bas been handsowe-
ly new pewed mithin a few years, little damage is
done. At a distance, the venerable edifice, from
its elevated station, shorn of its top and picturesque
fane which towéred above the trees, looks dismal=
ly. The fane”was picked upon Tuesday morning
iu a paddock 60 yards distant from the steeple, in
a west direction; and the same ground wascovers
ed with the stones, as if they had been discharged
from artillery.. *Had they been driven eastwardly,
they mast have greatly damaged the houses of Lady
Aon Noel and the Rev. Mr. ‘Hardyman, which
. are within thirty yards of the church, and have not
been injured in even the least degree. _ The parish
clock was stopped by the concussion, sud the
strong iron spindle of. the weather-cock was bent
and precipitated amongst the bells. It is remark-
able that this visitation at North Luffenham has
bappened exactly on that day twelvemonth (the
10th of June) which saw the similar dilapidation
of Carlby church and steeple, five miles east of
Stamford. The effects of the storm were also se-
vergly felt on the premises of Captain Orme, at
Edithweston. A large new building standing with-
in 20 yards of his own house was rent from top to
bottom; the electric matter cutting through the
freestone “sills of all the windows, and removing

ICE-BERGS.

The following novel account of an Ice-Berg, is
from a Review of Kotzebue’s Voyage of Discove-
ry. in the last number of the Quarterly Review.

Ou a prowmontory, which juts into the south-
eastern part of the bay, the party who bad landed
made a * singular discovery :""—

¢We had climbed woch about during our stay,
without discovering that we were ou real icesberygs.
The doctor who had extended his excursions found
part of the bank broken down, and saw to his
astonishment that the interior of the mountain con-
sisted of pureice. At this news we all’ went pros
vided with shovels and crows, to examine this
phenomenon more closely ; and soon arrived at a
place, where the bank rises almost perpendicolarly
out of the sea, (o the height of a hundred feer,
and then runs off, rising still higher. We saw
masses of the purest ice of the- height of a hon-
dred feet, which are under a cover of moss and
grass; and could not have been produced but by
some terrible revolution. ‘The place which, by
some accident, had fallen io, and is now exposed
to the sun and air, melts away, and a good deal of
walep*ms into the sea. An indisputable proof
that what we saw was real ice, is the quantity of
mammoth’s teeth and bones, which were exposed
to view by the melting, and among which [ myself
found a very fine tooth.
