FRENCH POLITICS
Writing from Paris on Nov. 10, the
Marquis de Casteliane predicted the fall
of the Rouvier ministry. It has not fall-

en, but M. Berteaux bas resigned the
ministry of war. The Marquis wrote:—

“For the benefit of those who are inter-
ested in internatiomal politics, T predict
the fall of the Rouvier ministry in the
early days of this month. Everybody
knows that discord reigns in this' extra-
ordinary ministry. I eay extraordinary,
because it seems almost ineredible that M.
should
have the audacity to ealute the red flag,
which is the ensign of the revolutionists,
and that' he should stand by and listen
quietly while the crowd sings the “Inter-
nationale,” which is the hymn of the cut-
throats, and in which all officers are de-
signated as worthy of a death which is no-
thing short of assassination.

“In mo other eong known to the French
populace is the army held up to ridicule
as it is in this. If the French constitution

VERY INTERESTING WITNESS

Charges That Odell, Harriman
Suit Against Mercantile
. $75,000.

New York,Nov. 14—James Hazen Hyde,
former first vice-president of the Equit-

.| able Life Insurance Socicty, whose resig-

nation followed the sensational disclosures
last epring which lead to the investigation
of the company, was the witness today.

Mr. Hyde's attitude on the stand was
! one of composure and deliberation and his
replies to questions from counsel were
calm, deliberate and quick, and cleared
up many points that have been in the
dark

Mr. Hyde was called to the stand short-
.ly after the session opened this morning
and he was under examination all day
until a few minutes before adjournment
was taken. In anticipation of his presence
as. a witness there was a greater crowd
than attended the sessions of the commit-
tee for some time and extra police were
stationed in -the ~corridors without the
committee room.

Sensational testimony was given by Mr.
Hyde conc2rning former Governor Odeli
and Mr. Harriman relative to the settle-
ment of Mr. Odell’s suit against the Mer-
cantile Trust Company invblving the ship
building company’s bonds held by him.

Mr. Hyde said that Mr. Harriman call-
edon him and advised the settloment of
Odell’s. suit, as he feared that otherwisc
powerful influences would be invoked in
{ retaliatory. measyrers. Mr. Harriman sug-
| gested that the revocation of the charter
jof the Mercantile Trust Company miqn
i be one of the measurers, Mr. Hyde knew
‘of no actual steps that were taken nor
of any bill that was introduced, but he
| was: beset with rumors on. the subject.
The Equitable he said was not implicated
beyond the connection he had with the

Trust Company.
* Mr. Hyde eaid the suit was settled by
paying Mr. Odell about $75,000.

Charges .of conspiracy to get him out of
the country were made by Mr. Hyde
against Henry C. Frick and E. H. Harri-
_man, in connection with the reported as-
' pirations of ‘Mr. Hyde to become ambas-
sader to France. He said Mr. Frick, in-
spired the idea, Mr, Hyde said he took
it' as a joke at first, but when Mr. Frick
bronght. it up later he was flajtered, and
 both ‘Mr..Harriman and Mr. Frick promis-
ed %o use their influence to -secure the
appointment, Again Mr. Hyde’grew bit-
ter in his explanation of the extraordinary
interest these gentlemen had in: his: ab:
sence from the cauntry. ¢
Mr. Hyde. .charged Mr. Frick; with
bresch of faith in leading him to believe
that the Frick investigating' committee
wae “friendly’” to him and was doing-all he
could to dissuade him from selling his
stook at the same time, as Mr. Hyde said,
“doing everything he could to knife me
and destroy the value of that stock.”

Mr. Hyde was excused until tomorrow
when his examination will be resumed.

James H. Hyde, former first vice-presi-
dent of the Equitable Life Asesurapce So-
ciety, was the most conepicuous figure at
the opéning of today’s scesion of the Arm-
strong committee on insurance inveéstiga-
tion. Extra police had been stationed in
the corridor outside the committee room,
and were on hand to control any great
crowd that might appear.

He had
traveled and studied with that object in

SENSATION

Everett Blackwood Arraigned
Yesterday on Charge of
Shooting Alfred Howarth.

Moncton, N. B., Nov. 14,—(Special)—
Everett Blackwood, an employe of the I.
€. R, was arraigned before Stipendiary
Kay this afternoon on a ¢harge of unlaw-
fully killing Alfred XMowarth, the ten year
old son of Matthew Howarth.

At the investigation today James Friel,
clerk of the peace, appeared for the crown
and Hon. F, J. Sweency appeared for the
accused, Blackwood.

In his evidence, Howarth, father of the
dead boy, told a most heart rending story
of the shooting. As the boy lay with his
life blood ebbing away he beﬁed his
father to wshoot [ Blackwood. Howarth
pointed his gun at Blackwood and com-
pelled him to put his gun down and thex|
demanded that he render assistance.

Previous to the discharge of Blackwood's,
gun Howarth said young Banke, who was
walking with Howarth’s boy, sang out
that he was 7oing to shoot and ran. Im.
mediately aiter a report followed and

Howarth said he asked that Blackwood
be veleased’ from custody after the death

He was sur-’
prised to learn the facts in connection with |
the case and thought Englishmen would
have a very poor opinion of the administra-
tion of justice in this country if this mat-
ter was not fully inquired into.

The proceedings started by Howarth eo
long after the shooting occurred, is sup-
posed to be the outcome of what he be-
lieves wae an attempt to shoot him a few
nights ago. The inquiry was adjourned
until Thureday morning.

Human love became too often the
mainspring of knightly deeds, but with
the Knights of Columbus love had a
higher and holier meaning. A’ Knight of
Columbus was a soldier mailed in the
armor of religion, with God as his leader,
eternity as his object, the cross as his
emblem.

All must be soldiers of the cross. This
was true of every servant of God, but the
Knights. of Columbus were the special
soldiers of the cross, and they had been
placed in the advance guard of the church
militant. He did not eay they should be
unduly aggressive, but it was necessary
their lives should show the world what
they believed. Their¥ public and private
lives should be such as to show the good
of religion.

Somie said the ideal of the christian life
was impossible for the layman. The
preacher reviewed comditions of the world
today and eaid in answer that knighthood
demanded th to rise superior to their
environments, It was not impossible that
the Apostle Paul, looking down the years
to come, preparing for what he saw was
to be the world of today, sent a let-
ter to the people of Ephesus in which he
wrote: ‘put you on the armor of God.”
“take unto you the Dreastplate of
justice,” etc. S

Tn the message, the preacher said, was
the true knight described in words inspir-
ed by the Holy Ghost, telling that the
order had the sanction of Apostolic tradi-
tion.
