London, July 25—The British

issued this afternoon. The Germans brought up reinforcements of
infantry and guns, but the counter-attacks everywhere were re-

pulsed by the British.

of infantry and guns to the Somme front.

houses. Our troops chased the Germans
from some trenches north of Verman-
dovillers and occupied them.

“Between the Oise and the Aisne we
dispersed with grenades several recon-
noitering parties which attempted to
reach our lines in the sector of Tracey-

Le-Val.

“On the left bank of the Meuse an
enemy attack with hand grenades
against Hill 804 failed under machine
gun fire. On the right bank there was
violent bombardment in the region be-
tween Fleury and Laufee.

“In Alsace, after artillery preparation,
the Germans delivered an attack upon
our Balschwiller Bositions northwest of
Altkirch. After lively fighting the en-
emy was driven out from some elements
of the trenches where he had gained a
foothold. :

“On July 22, Sub-Lieutenant Nun-
gesser brought down his tenth German
aeroplane. On the night of July 24-25
one of our aeroplane squadrons, bom-
barded the railroad stations at Pierre-
pont and Loguyon and the bivouacks
near Mangiennes.”

Enemy Report.

Berlin July 25—Teutonic troops on
the southern Volhynian front, have mada
a successful stand against Russian at-
tagks in the Berestechk sector, close 1o
t%(‘-a.lician border, says an offirial
statement issued by the Vienna war of-
fice under date of July 28. The state-
ment follows:—

“Russian front:—The situation is un-
changed. Russian attacks on the heights
north of the Prislop saddle, behind [.u-
baczowka (ten miles northwest of Ber-
estechk), were repulsed.

“In East Galacia, approach of Russian
detachments was frustrated bv our ar-
tillery, North of the Dniester, Austro-
Hungarian troops carried on successful
nocturnal surprise attacks.

“Italian front:—All attacks by the en-
emy have been repulsed. Our naval air
squadrons bombarded military establish-
ments at San Giorgio. Dinogara, Gorgo
and Monfalcone, causing fires to break
out. Our aeroplanes returned undamn-
aged.”

' Regarding the fighting in Southern
Volhynia yesterday’s German official re-
port said:

“Northwest of Berestechk strong at-
facks by the Russians were completely
repulsed.”

Cleveland, Ohio, July 25T wenty,four
are dead, the police say, as the result of
a 'waterworks tunnel explosion last night.
Twenty-one bodies are thought to be
in the tunnel and three men rescued by
relief parties have died in the hospitals.
Among the dead is Gustav C. Vanduzen,
superintendent of waterworks construc-
tion, who was at the head of one of the
relief parties. A third relief party is
being organized and will enter the tun-
nel as soon as a sufficient number of
oxygen helmets are secured.

An explosion of gas occurred about
100 feet from the crib in the new tan-
nel under Lake Erie, which will connect
with a big filtration plant recently erect-
ed on the west side. Ten men were
caught in the shaft. XEight men who
. were in the crib at the time and neard
the explosion rushed down to investi-
gate. They found the air lock jammed,
but William Dolan, lock tender, cut his

‘way through from the inside with an

axe and admitted the rescuers.
They plunged into the tunnel, but
themselves were overcome. ' Dolan man-

aged to drag two of them out and reach
the elevator in the crib shaft. All three
were dazed from the gas, but managed
to give the alarm. Buckets were sent
up and the telephone was used to bring
aid. Life savers and the fire tug crews
rushed to the crib and organized the

.

remaining workers at the crib into a
rescue party in' an effort to reach tie
imprisoned men, but no headway -oull
be made on account jof the gas.

Finally Vian Duzen arrived and with
ten picked men started into the tunnel.
They got through the air lock and res-
cued one of the first party of res-
cuers, but nine of the Van Dugen party
were overcome by the gas and the re:-
cue was abandoned.

A third party was organized in an
effort to reach some of the Van Duzen
party, Thomas Clancy, stepson of Van
Duzen, taking the lead. They reached
the air lock, and through the bull’s eye
could see four men of the Van Duzen
party lying inside. By smashing the
glass, Clancy and others, although part-
ly overcome by the poisonous gas, man-
aged to drag out three men. When they
got them to the surface the men woare
apparently dead, but strenuous efforts
made to revive them were rewardad.
Efforts will be made #oday to reach the
rest of the men in the tunnel,' most «f
whom, it is believed, are dead. A general
call for gas helmets ﬁ been made and
with these 'it: is' expected the rescae
party will be. able to reach the men.

FQUALLED ONLY
BY THE FIGHT
 OF THE SERBANS

Panic in Bukowina as Cossacks
~ Appear

PEGPLE TERROR-STRICKEN

Refugees Without Food — Bedies
of Those Who Die of Exhaus-
tion Are to be Seen Every-

where

London, July 25.—A despatch to the
Morning Post from Budapest, dated July
15, says: .

“Some Cossack detachments succeed-
ed in crossing into Hungary yesterday,
creating a panic throughout the frontier

towns and villages, and causing thous-
ands of refugees to swarm onto the
plains. The Russians penetrated about

thirty miles, and then rapidly withdrew,
fighting continuously with detachments
of grenades.

“Correspondents explain the panic of
the populace by saying that a dozen
Cossacks are sufficient to frighten and
put to flight 100,000 women and chil-
dren.

“These refugees,” continues the cor-
respondent, “have greatly embarrassed
the local authorities, who cannot supply
them with accommodations. Moreover,
they block the road, hampering military
transport and holding up supplies. The
refugees are entirely without food. The
cattle which they drove with them, also
have had nothing to eat, owing to the
sparse vegetation in the mountains.

“Newspaper men who have seen the
exodus in the Bukowina region say.that
only the Serbian flight into Montenegro
and Albania can be compared with it.
Everywhere are to be seen bodies of
persons who died from exhaustion and
often, beside them, the carcasses of hor-
ses.” e

She
was built in 1900. The ‘steamer was
taken over by the Admiralty some time
ago and it is understood that they as-
sume all risks for the cargo and insur-
ance,

DARK- PICTURE
- OF TREATMENT
BY THE GERMANS

Barbarous Way Interned Civil-
ians Are Dealt With

HERDED IN-HORSE STALL

Poor Light, Inadequate Heating,
Overcrowded, Not Even Given
Soap—Sixty Four Men in One

' Siable Loft

London, July 25—A dark picture of
the treatment of British prisoners at the
Ruhleben camp in Germany, where civ-
ilians are interned, is given in a report
by Dr. Alfonso E. Taylor, attachee of
the American Embassy in Berlin. The
report reached Viscount Grey, the Brit-
ish foreign secretary, from Jas. Gerard,
American ambassador to Germany,
through Walter Hines Page, the ambas-

sador to Great Britain.

“The barracks at Ruhleben,” says Dr.
Taylor, ‘“‘are overcrowded. It is intol-
erable that people of education should
be herded six together in a horse-stall
and in some lofts. The bunks touch one
another, the light for reading is bad, and
reading is a necessity if these poor pris-
oners are to be detained during another
winter. 'In the hay lofts above the

the sides, where sixty-four men live.

“The .light from the little window,”
says Dr. Taylor, “is so faint that che
prisoners’ eyes will be seriously injured
if their sight is not permanently lost.
And this semi-darkness will undoubted-"
ly cause depression and mental trouble.”

The report complains of inadequate
heating of prisoners’ quarters, and the !
lack of facilities for drying the clothes!
of the men, who often have to answer!
the roll call in ‘the heavy rains outside.!
Many things, like soap, which are usual-'
ly given prisoners, even in jails, '
Taylor says, are not given prisoners at
Ruhleben.

The report of Dr. Taylor says that
the writer is satisfied the camp officials |
are aware of what can be done to better|
the conditions of the prisoners, but that
they have not the authority to make *he
needed improvements.

Great Britain finds itself at one of the most critical stages of the war,
again distracted by wranglings ovsr the old problem and with no light ahead,

London, July 25.—A significant re-
mark was made in the House of Com-
mons yesterday afternoon by Premier
Asquith at the conclusion of a debate
on a motion for adjournment made by
John Redmond, the Nationalist leader,
following an annsincement by  the
premjer that the government had no in-
tention of introducing any home rule for
Ireland bill with regard to which there
was no substantial agreement among all
parties. In appealing to the National-
ists - not to throw away the opportunity
for bringing home rule into immediate
operation- Mr, Asquith said:

“I ask the house, and will ask the
country, if necessary, if the govern-
ment’s proposalz are not fair.”

Just before the.motion of Mr. Red-
mond was voted dosvn, Mr. Asquith di-
rectly addressed the Nationalists, deny-
ing that any partiality :ad been shown
to either side during the. negotiations.

Mr. Asquith declared that™the excep-
tion of the six Ulster counties rrom the
home rule act was, to his mind; the
greatest “give and take” arrangement
ever made in the history of a political
controversy, and he asked the National-
ists not to break off the negotiations.

Fhe Daily - News . reports that David
Lloyd George,. in. view of the failureof
the Irish negotiations, in which he was
the chief agent, offered to resign his of-
ce. §
“The premier's attitude,” says the
News, “is understood to be that if Mr.
Lloyd George resigns he should con-
sider himself obliged to resign also.
“There is no doubt that events of the
last week, culminating in the Irish
fiasco,” adds the paper, “have weakened
the coalition government’s position.”

The Editors’ View

All the London papers commented ed-
itorially, earnestly and gravely on the
collapse of the Irish negotiations. The

T.1 Daily Telegraph says:

“The abandonment of the recent
hopes of a settlement means trouble—
trouble in Ireland and trouble in the
House of Commons. We have the old
millstone tied- once' more around our

shape than ever, and we shall be fortun-
ate if it does not hamper our progress
at every step through the deep waters
to be traversed.”

The Dally News says: “The collapse
of the negotiations Yeaves the Irish prob-
lem not merely unsettled, but worse than
it has been at any time since the eight-
ies.” ¢
The Press says: “The whole business
is a deplorable tragedy. There has been
a plethora of delay and misunderstand-
ing, until now we are faced with the
breakdown of a political truce which
has existed since the beginning of the
war, and the leaders of the nation, who
should be devoting all their minds to de-
feating the enemy, are again to be dis-
tracted by an internal feud and dissen-
sion.” !

The Graphic says: “Once more the
attempt to establish home rule has fail-
ed, because, like previous home rule
schemes, it neither satisfies Irish senti-
ment nor secures justice for Great Bri-
tain.”

COMPENSATION IN CASE
OF MERCHANT SEAFARERS
UFFERING IN WAR

A British government scheme which
provides compensation in the case of
merchant seafarers who are killed or in-
jured through the operations of the war
has already proved a great boon in al-
leviating considerable distress which
otherwise would have prevailed.

In connection with this matter, the
Imperial Merchant Service Guild has
lately succeeded in establishing an im-

portant principle in respect to our sea-:

farers who have been interned in Ger-
many and Turkey. It has, unfortunate-
ly, happened that three of their mem-
bers have died during internment. The
guild have investigated the whole of the
circumstances and with the help - and
influence of the chairman of their par-
liamentary committee, Basil E. Peto, M.
P, have urged that cases of this kind
should justly be regarded as due to the
operations of the war and that compen-
sation to their dependents might rea-
sonably be forthcoming under the gov-
ernment scheme,

The Board of Trade have now agreed
that where death is due to the:circum-
stances of internment compensation
slkould be allowed. One of these cases
which the guild has taken in hand on
behalf of a widow of an interned of-
ficer left with three children has now
been settled and the Liverpool and Lon-
don War Risks Association, which ad-
ministers the government scheme in this
particular case, is paying over to this
lady the sum of £500 by way of com-

On Eastern Front.

Although unofficial reports have cred-
ited to the Russians big gains against
the Germans in the Riga sector of Rus-
sia, neither the Petrograd nor Berlin
communication has as yet, recorded any
important changes in territory there.
Petrograd claims the dislodgment of the
Germans from the village of Galitchanc,
on the Lipa river in Volhynia, while
Berlin says that near the Galician bor-
der, in Southern' Volhynia, strong at-
tacks by the Russians against the Ger-
man line were repulsed.

Emperor William is reported to have
left the French front to observe the
operations in the east.

This is an indi-
eation not only of the determination of
the government to keep up the supply of
men and munitions, and to lend financial
assistance to Britain’s Allies; but of the
amazing financial strength of the coun-
try. But for Britain’s power in this re-
gard it would not have been possible to
create the great British army, .;ncrease
the strength of the navy, and assist Al-
lies that were financially weak to keep
up the titanic struggle. It is this finan-
clal strength that will finally turn the
scale and bring complete victory. It is
dlso worthy of note that apart from war
expenditures Great Britain and her peo-
ple have contributed and continue’ to
contribute immense sums for the rrlief
of Belgium and other yictims of'the was.

Last night’s cables report that wh':
there is a slight lull in the western front,
during which the Allies are gathering
their forces for another drive, the Kaiser
has hurried to the eastern front, wh:-e
the continued Russian advance has cre-
ated a critical situation. It is now made
clear that German forces from Verdun
have been withdrawn to fight on ‘the
Somme, thus decreasing the pressure up-
on the French at ‘Verdun. The Crown
Prince has suffered enormous losscs in
that field without gaiming any combca-
sating advantage. Reduced man power
and constant pressure on all fronts make
the German situation daily more serious,
while the time when Austria will be
completely overcome grows appree'abl;”

OF INTEREST TO ST. JOHN

Will St. John be represented at the
meeting in Montreal in August of the
Union of Canadian Municipalities? The
Canadian Municipal Journal declares
that our municipal councils will not
have such another opportunity to get a
line on how to prepare for after the
war conditions.
_Sir Frederick Williams-Taylor of the
Bank of Montreal and Mr. Thomas
Bradshaw, the finance commissioner and
treasurer of Toronto will discuss muni-
cipal finance. The subject of muni-
cipal responsibility in Canada’s prepar-
edness, including such problems as re-
turned soldiers, the patriotic fund, im-
migration, public employment offices,
and encouragement to industries will be
discussed by Sir Herbert Ames and Dr.
Page, the latter the immigration offcer
at Quebec. Mr. W. D. .Lighthall will
introduce a discussion on different
forms of municipal government; and
Mayor Hardie of Lethbridge will speak
on the commission plan, Commissioner
McLagan of Westmount on the city
managet plan, and Commissioner Yor-
ath of Saskatchewan on civic govern-
ment as he has experienced it. Mr.
Thomas Adams will discuss town plan-
ning. Other subjects to be considered
are good roads, proportional represen-
tation, municipal accounting, the intro-
duction of modern systéms. of municipal
work, and others of great impom:nce‘.

Such a convention, bringing together
representative men from all parts of the
country, all interested in municipal im-
provement, must be of great benefit.
There is always something of advantage
to be learned, and those in attendance
return to their own cities with a broader
outlook and a keener interest in matters
of local municipal development,

THE ENQUIRY JUSTIFIED

The Conservative press hails the re-
port of the Meredith-Duff commission
as a complete vindication of everybody
but J. Wesley Allison. The report
makes it perfectly clear that the action
of Col. Carnegie, the Shell Committee
and Sir Sam Hughes made it possible
for Allison and his American friends
to get an enormous rake-off; and it
also shows that they not only gave
American - concerns contracts which
should have been given to Canadian
mamufacturers, but that in a contract
for graze fuses the British taxpayer was
called upon to pay $1,666,000 more than
was necessary. The Toronto Globe,
therefore, is perfectly justified in say-
ing:

“Apart from the complete and crush- ||

ing exposure of Allison, there has been
enough revealed in connection with the
work of Col. Carnegie and the shell
committee to amply justify Mr. Kyte
in making the charges he made, and Mr.
Carvell in following them up before the
commission with characteristic ability
and persistence.”

The partisan tory press must defend
Sir Sam Hughes and the Shell Com-
mittee, but the Conservative Toronto

Telegram speaks its mind on the whole |

matter. With regard to the expressed
opinion of the commission in regard to
time fuse contracts, it say:

“Canada is favored with the opinion

of Sir William Meredith and Hon. L. P,
Duff to the effect that the Shell Com-
mittee would have been guilty of ‘sin-
cere folly’ in attempting the manufac-
ture of time fuses in Canada in May,
1915. The opinion of Sir William Mere-
dith and Hon. L. P. Duff is just as
good as the opinion of any two law-
yers of equal brain powert The opinion
of two lawyers is no better and no
worse than the opinion of two laymen.

was erroneous, and the -Nova Scotia
Steel and Coal Company has benefitied
very largely by shell orders in this
country. If it is true that Mr. McCurdy,
said to be a large shareholder in the
Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Company,
in his capacity of parliamentary secre-
tary of the militia department acts as
administrator of the department during
the absence of the minister, it brings
the department of militia very close to
the munition contractors. The new of-
ficial took occasion on the floor of the
house of commons last session to brand
as a deliberate falsehood a statement in
the Citizen that he was a large share-
holder in the Nova Scotia Steel and
Coal Company. The Citizen at once
confronted the member for Queens-
Shelburne, with the paid and published
announcement of the company which so
described him, and asked him if he
would repudiate this authority on the
floor of the house, as he had contradict-
ed the assertion in the Citizen a few
days before, There was no response
from Mr. McCurdy.

Refuge in Silence

“Then the Citizen invited the honor-
able gentleman to deny the report of
the company and promised to print his
denial and accept it. The offer was re-
peated several times. - It was finally
printed a few days before the session
came to an end in order to give the
member for Queens-Shelburne a last op-
portunity to explain the awkward posi-
tion in which he found himself. Mr.
McCurdy took refuge in silence, there
was no response from the indignant rep-
resentative who had accused this jour-
nal of deliberate falsehood under the
protection of parliament.

London, July 24—Confirming pubhcly
today the suspicion that the capbinet had
been unable to reach a decision in regard
to the home rule amending bill, Premier
Asquith, in the house of commons, an-~
nounced that the government would not
introduce any bill of this kind with re-
gard to which there was no substantial
agrecment among all parties, This was
taken in the lobbies of parllament to
mean that home rule had been dropped
for the moment, and that Lloyd George’s
negotiations had come to naught.

The stumbling block appears to have
been the retention in the imperial par-
liament of Nationalist representation in
undiminished numbers.

John Redmond, leader of the Nation-
alists, moved an adjournment of the
house to discuss the premier’s reply, and
a lively debate, when the regular busi-
ness of the house of commons was con-
cluded was anticipated.

“Having attained the consent of our
supporters to this agreement, ' T was
faced on my return ‘to London by an
entirely new proposal from the Marquis
of Lansdowne, which came as a bolt
from the blue. Lord Lansdowne, in a
speech in the house of lords, declared the
bill to be introduced would contain cer-
tain structural alterations of the act of
1914, which would be permanent and
enduring, and I immediately protested.

“Saturday last Lloyd George and'the
home secretary informed me the cabinet
had decided to insert in the bill two pro-
visions—one for the permanent exception
of counties and another cutting out of
the bill the agreement for the retention
of the Irish members at Westminster
during the transitory period. This de-
cision was declared to be absolute and

Sir Edward Carson said that when he
went into negotiations he thought only
of what was best to help win the war,
compared with which home rule or any-
thing else mattered little, He would never
have touched the negotiations, except as
a war measare, and had made it per-
fectly clear from the beginning that the
six Ulster counties must be struck defin-
itely out of the home-rile act: “He was
not asking, however, for permanent ex-
clusion, Sir Edward added. No settle-
ment made by this. parliament_could be
permanent. He stood by the agreement
announced by the prime minister, that
the Ulster counties: could be included
without a bill, ' Concluding, Sir Edward
appealed to the Nationalist members not
to lose all the good that had come out
of the negotiations.

William O’Brien, leader of the In-
dependent Nationalists, said, “fortunate-
ly for England and for Ireland the parti-
tion plot is dead and damned. Millions
of the Irish race will rejoice, with all
their hearts, tomorrow over its death.”

| AUSTRIANS MOW

DOWN COMRADES

Kill Their Own Men in De-
f\nding Bridge

The Russiahs at Lipa

Correspondent  Gives \Details of
Victory—German Prisoners Re-
fuse to Believe News of DBritish
Advances

London, July 26—In a despatch dated
southwest front, July 16, a correspond-
ent sends the London Times a descrip-
tion of the latest Russian victory,. in
which General Sakharoff’s army cap-
tured 12,000 prisoners and advanced sev-
en miles to the River Lipa. He says:

“] reached the headquarters of a cer-
tain Siberian corps, about midnight on
July 15, to find artillery preparation in
full blast. By midniz}t ten breaches
were made in the barbéd wire, each ap-
proximately twenty paces broad and the
attacks were ordered for three o’clock in
the morning.

“Rigsing at & a. m., I accompanied the
commander of the corps to his observa-
tion post on the ridge. The attacks had
already swept away the resistance of the
enemy’s first line.

“Thousands of prisoners were in our
hands, and the enemy was retiring rap-
idly. We moved forward and began to
meet from the battlefield, first, the light-
ly wounded, then ' Austrian prisoners
helping our heavily wounded.

Whole Army Moving Forward,

“At quite an early hour the entire
country was alive:. Every department
of the army was beginning to move for-
ward, All roads were choked with am-
munition, batteries, and transports fol-
lowing up our advanting troops, while
the stream of returning caissons, wound-
ed and prisoners equalled in volume the
tide of advancing columns. The com-
mander took up his position on the ridge
which but a few hours before had been
our advanced line. ‘Thence the country
could be observed for miles. Each road
was position with - moving troops,
pushing forward on the heels of the en-
emy, whose fleld gun’ shells were bursting
on the ridges, T

“Just beyond here I met the com-
mander of the division and hig staff.
Evidently the size of our group was dis-
cernible from some distant enemy. ob-
servation point, for within five minutes
came the howl of an approaching pro-
Jjectile, and a six-inch shell burst with a
terrific crash in a neighboring fleld. Its
arrival, which was followed at regular
intervals by others, ranging from four-
inch upwards, apparently was unnoticed
by the general, whose interest was en-
tirely occupied with pressing his advant-
age.
“Before and beneath us lay the aband-

ated from ours by a small stream, where
since daylight the heroic engineers had
been laboring under heayy shell fire to
construct a bridge to enable our cavalry
and guns to pass in pursuit. Our troops
had forced the line here at 8 a. m,,
wading under machine gun and rifle fire
in water and marsh above their waists,
often to their armpits. '§

“The Austrian end of the bridge was
a horrible place, as it was congested with
dead, dying and horribly wounded men,
who, as the ambulances were on the
other side of the river, could not be re-
moved. A number of German ambul-
ance men were working furiously over
their own and the Austrian wounded,
many-of whom, I think, must have been

The Passing 0f
Dan Patch And
__Hls_ Owner

As recorded in the Bangor Commer-
cial, the death of Dan Patch, the speed
king of all harness creation, and world’s
champion sire of extreme speed for his
age, died at Minneapolis, Minn., July 11.
Familiar to the horse world as was the
horse, hardly less so was his owner, M.
W. Savage of Minneapolis, and it was a
shock to the fraternity to learn the fol-
lowing day that Mr. Savage had passed
away suddenly but 32 hours after the
death of his favorite steed. Mr. Sav-
age had been ill but a short time and
although there is no apparent connec-
tion between the two deaths, the death
of jthe famous pacer must have been a
severe blow to him.

The complete biography of the life of
M. W. Savage would read like a ro-
mance, for from an humble beginning
‘he became the master of millions and
one of the dominating figures in his
state. Years ago he began peddling a
stock food from farm to farm in the
states of the middle west. The busi-

$60,000. for Dan Patch, the highest
price ever paid for a pacer, $21,000 for
the former  stallion king, Cresceus,
2.02%;, and Directum, 2.05%, was bought
for $12,100. In the nineties he estab-
lished the{ International Stock Food Farm
at Savage, Minn., which later became
known as the International 1.55 Hbrse
Farm, and the first sire ‘of any prom-
inenee in the stud there was Online, 2.04.
He later bought Directum, d after
the death of Online, Roy Wilk, 2:06%,
was his selection for a pacing stallion,
He bought Dan Patch early in 1902,
Arion, 2.07% passed into -his ownership
in 1904, Cresceus became his property
in 1905, while Minor Heir, '1.58%, and
George Gano, 2.02, were his latest ac-
quisitions. Mr. Savage was 57 years
old, and his passing will be keenly re-
gretlt;d throughout the light harness
world, !

Dan Patch

Dan Patch was. the son of . Joe
Patchen, and the greatest pacer of all
time. When raced under the guidance
of Myron McHenry he made an envi-
able record. He' raced through . the
grand circuit, beating all his opponents,
and in 1901 went down the line losing
only one heat. He raced at Readville
when the light harness racing was good,
and his ability made him the fastest
sidewheeler the world has ever seen.

He held the world’s pacing record of
1.55, made at St. Paul, Minn,, Sept. 8,
1906, behind a runner in a sulky carry-
ing a windshield, which is also the best
record for a mile paced by a stallion.
The big handsome bay held the figures
of 2.04% for high-wheel sulky, made
at Macon, Ga., Nov. 30, 1908, and he
paced the fastest half-mile at Memphis,
‘Tenn., Oct.” 27 of the same year, when
he stepped in 56 secondss The same
day that he made the high-wheel rec-
ord for a mile he also bettered the two-
mile mark of 4.17. - Another mark
which the wonderful stallion held is a
mile to wagon against time of 1.57Y,
made at Memphis, Oct. 27, 1908. He
retired from the track an unbeaten
horse.

Through  the performances of  his
colts, Dan Patch became the world’s
champion ‘sire of extreme speed for his
age, and he won this honor in spite of
the fact that up to a few years ago he
had been trained and campaigned
without cessation. Some years ago his
owner, the late M. W. Savage, made
the prediction that Dan Patch would
some day rank with the world’s greatest
speed getters. He has produced eighteen
2.10 performers, surpassed only by the
great sire, McKinney.

During the season of 1908 Dan Patch
appeared in nineteen exhibitions, tak-
ing a record of 1.56% at Memphis, Tenn.
Harry C. Hersey drove the champion in
his exhibitiogs thereafter, and on Oct.
26 of the-following year his record was
reduced to 1.56 at Memphis. It was at
Lexington, Ky., on Oct. 7, 1905, that
the crowning effort of his wonderful
career occurred, for it was on that day
tl:at Hersey drove him a mile in 1.556%.
On Sept. 8 of the following year the
stallion paced a mile in 1.55, but it was
not allowed by the American Trotting
Association, and consequently never ap-
peared on the official records, his final
appearance before the public being in
1909

Dan Patch paced fourteen miles that
averaged 1.56%, thirty miles averaging
1.57Y%, and forty-five miles at the rate
of 1.58. The half mile record of .56 is
held by him and his two mile record of
4.17 being the best in the books. The
world’s recorda of 1.57% to wagon is to
his credit, the half-mile track record
