The address of C. H. Vernon, of
Xruro; counsel for the accused, occupied
the greater part of the morning session
today of the trial of John Paris, c ged
with the murder of Sadie McAulecy in
St. John on August 2. Mr. Vernon
started immediately after the court
opened at 10 o'clock and completed his

* address soon after noon. Hon. J.
Byrne, the attorney-gereral, then opened
his address on behalf of the crown and

ras still speaking when adjournment
made at 1 o'clock.

The Prisoner’s Counsel.

Mr. Vernon thanked the jury. for the
attention they had given to the evidence.
He warned thé jury that they wesssnow

_ . entering upon the most momentous
veriod of the trial—a period which con-
cerns the very life of tlie prisoner. The

| prosecution, he said, would ask the jury

! to take away the life of John Paris—
he knew that they would do their duty,
let their conscience- act for them and
he was sure they would come tg the
conclusion under those circumstances
that' the prisoner was innocent.

Should the man be convicted
called upon to pay the penalty which,
was death, and subsequently it was
found that Paris was innocent, it would
not be possible to make reparation. He
therefore pointed out that it would be
more desirable to release than to con-
viet,

The erime, he said, was an atrocious
one, and if Paris was guilty, he was not
worthy of consideration. But because
it was a terrible crime was reason
why John Paris should suffer.”™

He stressed the importance of the law
that a man must be held innocent until
he was proven guilty. He felt that

Sthe prosecution had not aecomplished
this proof. The only evidence which
the crown has produced which had any
connection with the crime was that of
Walter Humphrey. Other witness told
of seeing him here and there but none
of them connect him directly with the

» Crime. :

"™ He asked if the jury would take away
the life of the prisoner on the uncorro-
borated testimony of such a miserable
creature as Walter Humphrey. Mr.
Vernon said he was an admitted thief;
his story a most unreasonable one. He
contrasted the demeanor of the prisoner
and Humphreys on the stand, saying
that Paris came through a gruelling
cross-examination well.

Was it reasonable, he said, to suppose
that if John Paris committed the mur-
der he would tell Humphrey about it?
Was it reasomable that he would ask
another to go back the next day to help
him bury the body when the park was
swarming ‘with people looking for her?
Why was he not seen there by these
people?”

He did,not see where -the evidence of
Mrs. Calvin, Alice Brown or Alexander
Day could be taken as corroborative of
Humphrey’s testimony, as they said they
saw Paris in the vicinity of the park.
Law of Moses.

Mr. Vernon quoted from the laws of

. Moses that a man’s life should not be
taken from him by the evidence of one
witness. - He said that the defence had
an alibi which would show that Paris
was not in St. John on the day of the
crime was committed or the day after
on which Humphrey testified he! had
conversation with him. He said if this
evidence raised a reasonable doubt in
the minds of the jury, then the prisoner
was emtitled to acquittal.

The evidence of John Best, he said,
corroborated the defence’s contention
that Paris was not in St. John on Aug-
ust 1 and 2. Could not' the crown have
produced a witness to show that Paris
was not at the Brittain fish. fire—only a
few yards from his home?

THREE ARE DEAD
~ AND TWO DYING

Gunmen and Posse in a Re-
volver Fight in Woods.

Telephone Lineman, Cutting
in on Wires, Keeps Police

ate Combat When Bandits
are Surrounded.

(Canadian Press) »

Canton, . Ohio, May 05—Three men
were dead and two bandits dying early
today, the result of gun battle in
woods flve m1tes north or here, late yes-
terday between an armed posse and
four gunmen following the kidnapping
of a motoreycle policeman who had ar-
rested the men for speeding.

The gunmen, the police say, had come
here in a stolen automobile to assist in
the release of “Oklahoma Slim” John
Stevens, a member’ of their gang, who is
in the local workhouse and who is said
to be wanted in numerous middle west-
ern cities on charges of bank robbery.

The dead are: — Ralsh W. Hoffee,
Canten, contractor, member of the
posse; Eddie Stevenson, Cleveland, gun-
men; unidentified gunman. Harry Har-
per and George Brainer, the other gun-
men, were shot through the head. Phy-
sicians said they could not survive the
day. Two others of the posse also were
shot.

When the gunmen were arrested by
Motorcycle Policeman John Wise, they
forced him to enter their automobile
and drove to the woods where they
bound, gagged and tied him to a tree.
J. C. Campbell, a telephone lineman, who
witnessed the kidnapping, notified the
police. He then jumped into his auto-
mobile and followed the gunmen. Sev-
eral times he stopped, climbed a tele-
pole cut in on a wire with his ‘testing
apparatus and notified the officers of the
course of the fugitives.

As the officers neared the bandits, the
latter opened fire and fled into the woods
where they were surrounded by the
police and scores of citizens. The bat-
tle ensued.

When the fire from the gangsters stop-
ped, the posse found all four sprawled
on the ground.

The story of how Eric Skogstadt, a
Norweglan bank president, was parted
from ten $10,000 bills in the peaceful
town of Troy, New York, was revealed
upon casbled advice of the arrest in
‘l;la.ris of a pair of international swin-

ers.

Skogstadt has gone back te Norway
minus $100,000 and, the incidental ex-
penses of a sightseeing trip out of New
York City on which he waa piloted by
two jovial and nt oputent, stran-
gers, said to besthe pair seized in an
expensive suite in the Crillion by gen-
darmes who ‘acted at the request of the
American Embassy. In Troy there re-
poses an indictment charging the z(llr
and two others, not yet apprehended,
with conspiracy to defraud.

And once they were sure the elléged
prineipals in the affair were under lock
and key, the authorities disclosed the un-
fortunate outcome of the banker’s ven-
ture abroad under the tutelage of men
whose prepossessing portraits adorn the
section of the R ' Gallery st New
York Police quarters rveserved for
international confidence men.

When Skogstadt decided to visit Amer-
ica last Octeber, he booked passage on
the Aquitania and went to London to
await the vessel's departure from
Southampton. At thet famed meeting
place for strangers the Savoy bar, two
friendly wen contrived Skogstadt's ac-
quaintance. Soon the banker knew that
one of them was John Prescott of Mel-

MINING THE AIR

(London Daily Mail.)

.Few people realize to what an extent
the alr is today being “worked” for raw
materials. _

Many millions of pounds’ worth. of
chemicals is being extracted from the
atmosphere every year, among them be-
ing some of the newly discovered ele-
ments which, until quite recently, were
regarded as rare scientific curfosities.

Some years ago the term “mining the
air* was used by Sir William Crookes,
who was among the first to foresee the
possible bottling of its constituents as
marketable commodities.

The air we breathe consists roughly
speaking of a mixture of the gases, nitro-
gen. and oxygen, in the proportion of
four to one; but it contains consider-
able quantities of argon and meon' am-
ong other things, which have already as-
sumed a serfous commercial importance.

It has been recently stated that the
annual “output” of otygen in the United
States alone amounts to a thousand mil-
lion cubiec feet of the present value of
nearly three millions sterling.

Oxygen is used on an enormous and
rapidly increasing scale in the engineer-
ing world, with acetylene, to make the
intensely hot flame which cuts through
steel rails like a knife, for welding, and
a dozen industrial processes.

Nitrogen is being trapped from the
. air on an immense scale for the manu-
facture of fertilizers.

In Norway 115 tons of calcium nitrate
fertilizer was made with atmospheric
nitrogen during 1905; by 1909 the out-
put had increased to nearly 10,000 tons.
Today it is enormous.

PLATINUM SUBSTITUTE SOUGHT
(Philadelptia Public Ledger)

“White gold,” as it is called, is now
used extensively in the manufacture of
Jjewelry. It is an alloy of gold and
palladium, & metal closely allied -to
platinum, and closely resembles the lat-
ter. There is great demand for plati-
num in the jewelry trade, partly on ac-
count of the beautiful and intricate de-
signs that can be made from it, and
partly because of fashionable fad. Its
very expensiveness renders it desirable
from the viewpoint of luxury-lovers.

During the war platinum was held
{by the government at a fixed price of
18105 an ounce—a triffle more than five
1times the value of gold. Today one c¢n
buy it for $756 an ounce. Some platinuin
comes from Colombia, but the main
source of the world’s supply is in the
district of Perm, in the Ural Mounfains.
Nuggets of large size are rare; the big-
gest ever found, weighing *wenty-one
and two-third pounds, is in ‘the Denidoff
Museum at St. Petersburg.

Platinum is used in many industries.
It is indispensible in the “contract pro-
cess” for making sulphuric scidPand in
plants for the fixation of nitrogen.
Chemical laboratories could not ge* along
without it; it is utilized in dentistry, and

necessity.

The Bureau of Mines has been trying
to find substitutes for platinum, end
with some success, though none has been
yet discovered that will meet certain
chemical requirements or serve for “high-
duty” eléctrical contacts.

Effect of Genoa on Prospect
of the Elections.

Some Social Functions of the
Coming Season in London
—Traffic in Cocaine—Pre-
mier as Follower of Movies
—The Derby.

(From our -own Correspondent.)

London, April 22—The general expect-
ation seems to'be that we are now in
for a somewhat tranquil political inter-
lued. This is based on the Easter recess
and the prime minister's absence at
Genoa. It hardly takes count of the
threatening character of two very seri-
ous domestic problems, those presented
by conditions in Ireland and in the in-
dustrial world, neither of which can be
regarded as decided]y hopeful. Nor does
this optimism quite pay adequate atten-
tion to the attitude of the die-hards,
who usually seize on the prime minister’s
absence to stir up some uinexpected
trouble, and just now are smarting un-
der the sting of their recent trouncing
on the floor of the House of Commons
by Austen Chamberlain. Folks are talk-
ing now of the general election having
been definitely postponed until, :t earl-
jest, the autumn. As to this. matter, I
fancy the intelligently .cautious prophets
will wait for Genoa developments. That
crucial test of the prime minister’s_cap-
acity In the role of political Hercules
may have the most sudden and sensa-
tional denouement.

‘London’s Busy Season.

It is now possible to enumerate some
of the most important functions which
will go to make the forthcoming season
in London one of the busiest for many
years. In fact, it promises to a very
great extent to approach pre-war stand-
ards. One of the first functions which
the king and queen will perform after
the return of the court to town during
the first few days of May will e a virit
to the Royal Academy. I should not be
surprised to find that the royal visit
will be on the first Sunday, in the after-
noon.

The king and the queen are much in-
fterested in art, and delight to wander
‘through the galleries at their leisure, and
.Sunday afternoon affords this facility

" without any interference with the public
days. Then comes the state visit td Bel-
gium, and during May there are one or
two race meetings which the king will
attend, and Derby week will see the king
and queen at Epsom for the race on the
81st and the Oaks on June 2. A fort-
night later follows Ascot week, when
the cotrt will be at Windsor Castle
again.

Among the town engagements which
will be honored by Their Majesties is
the military tournament at Olympia,
which will épen on May 18, and almost
§mmediately followed by the Internation-
al Horse Show, which this year, I am
told, premises to surpass all past ones.

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The return of the Prince of Wales in
June will mean at least two functions
of semi-public importance, whilst the
garden parties, ‘which . are to be sub-
stitute for evening courts, will engage
Their Majesties for at least three after-
noons during the season. Goopdwood
races and Cowes at the end of. July'will
bring the season to an end.

The Paris-London Air Disaster.

The chances against such an accident
as that which has befallen the Paris-
London Air Service were gbout a million
to one, and it was the -million-to-one
chance that happened.i Probably in the
fog which prevailed the pilots did not
catch a glimpse of each other until they
were a few yards apart, and no human
skill could then have avoided collision.
Both machines were flying low on ac-
couht of the dense mist, and they were
traveling in opposite directions on the
same route. Unfortinately there are no
means of signalling in the air such as
enable ships to give warning to each
other. Anything in the nature of sound-
signalling would be useless, since any
conceivable signal of this kind would be
drowned by the roar of the engines.
Nevertheless the accident is sure to give
an impetus to those inventive minds
seeking some means whereby air pilots
may signal their whereabouts to each,
other in foggy weather.

Vanishing Engiand,

Civil engineers, and especially those
engaged on the supervision of our coast-
line under the Office of Works, are be-
coming distinctly alarmed at the rapid-
ity with which several portions of the
foreshore are being washed away. This
{s in many cases directly due to the erec-
tion of haphazard habors, the case of the
jetty at Shoreham, near Brighton, being
a glaring example. This pier was built
in 1874, and since then something like
nine million tons of shingle have been
held up on the west side that should
have traveled along the coast with the
general coastal drift. The result has
been serious erosion at Rottingdean to
the east and the loss of acres of valuable
land. Engineers are now pleading that
a_ national policy should be adopted to
prevent the natural protection of the
drifting and shingle being interfered
with. An amusing instance of lack of
co-operation comes from 'the Isle of
Wight, where a short time ago, on one
side of the island, the admiralty were
making a fuss because someone had been
removing shingle, while on the other
side the war office was busy doing that
very thing in order to build a fort.

‘beneficiary funds as the general synod
may establish. And with this end in
view we recommend that our own canon
governing this fund be brought into line
with the terms under which the general
synods’s fund will be administered.

“Pending action on the part of the
state. with regard to our suggestion of
last_year that notice of intention to
marry be compulsory, we strongly urge
that as.far as possible the requirements
' of sthe prayer book be adhered to, name-
ly that marriage be by banns and be sol-
emniged in church wherever possible.

“Whereas we are committed to con-
tribute to the maintenance of the Mari-
time Home for Girls at Truro, we rec-
ommend that steps be taken at this
synod' to discharge those financial obli-
gations for which we have already be-
come responsible and in the matter of
the proportion of the amount required
from ‘this diocese in the future, we rec-
ommend’ that the Social Service Council
confer wiin the 'dlocese of Nova Scotia,
segking a more equitable adjustment of
the byrden. 5

“In view of the thirty-three years’ ser-
vice which have been rendered to the
church and diocese by Archdeacon
Newnham we call, upon the synod to
express their grat_i{udc to the secretary
for his splendid and unremitting labor.
Having thoroughly discussed the wholé
situation we recommend that the execu-
tive take up the matter with the seare-
tary, with a view to. retaining his valu-
able services and at the same time ren-
dering him such assistance as his ever
increasing work demands.

“With ‘reference to King’s College we
hear with pleasure of the effort to unite
all denominational colleges in one great
university.

“Deeply conscious of the desirability
of the reunion of Christendom, we urge
the synod to support your lordship’s in-
terpretation of the Lambeth appeal.”

This repert on the bishop’s charge
was adopted after considerable discus-
sion, particularly regarding the sections
relating to the widows® and orphans’
fund and to the publication of the banns
of marriage.

Respecting the widows’ and orphans’
fund, the feeling was expressed that the
inclusion of the unmarried clergy insuch
a pension scheme would werk untold
hardships on them. This section . as
amended was adopted.

‘Congerning the publication of the mar-
riage banns, it was felt that in seme
special cases this might not be advisable.

The afternoon session opened:with the
introduction of two notices of motion
given previously regarding the taking up
of collection for the Protestant Orphan-
age homes in St. John. Considerable
discussion ensued during which the in-
formation was divulged that there wére
three orphanages in St. John—the Pro-
vineial Memorial, the Wiggins Home and
the New Brunswick Protestant Orphan-
age—accommodating 175 orphans.. The
feeling was expressed strongly by Canon
Armstrong and endorsed by other mem-
bers of the synod that these three insti-
tutions should be amalgarated.

Canon Vernon, general secrétary of
the Social Service council of Canada, was
given permission to speak. He said that
he was opposed to the synod authorizing
the collection of money for any institu-
tion no matter how worthy it is, in
which the synod has no repreesntative.
He was opposed to all orphanages.
mothers’ allowance act should provide
for fatherless children while motherless
children should be adopted by private
families. After a lengthy discussion a
motion by his honor, Judge Armstrong,
that the first Sunaay of November of
this year be set aside for the taking up
of collections in all Anglican churches
for the Protestant orphans was passed.
The motion that this money be granted
to the three homes in St. John to be di-
vided in proportion to the number of
orphans accommodated was lost. The
original motion by Cenon Armstrong, of
which notice had been given previously,
ithat the money so collected be devoted
to the New Brunswick Protestant or-
phanage alone, was carried by a large
majority. This latter motion as ex-
pressed by the feeling in’ the synod is
an attempt to force amalgamation on
this home to which all the proceeds of
this collection are to go.

Following the conclusion of this dis-
cussion the results of the balloting were
announced.

QUESTIONS VALUE
OF SOME GEM TESTS

Filing a Diamond May Chip
Its Edge, Says a Practical
Jeweler—Heat May Frac-
ture It.

In the March issue of The Scientific
American are given six simple tests
which, it is asserted, will determine
| whether a diamond is genuine or not.
Most of these tests, according to Julius
Wodiska, New York, either will not do
what is expected of them or will dam-
|age the stone on which they are tried.
‘Mr. Wodiska is now in his fifty-third
year as a member of the jewelry
trade, and during most of this period
has been a manufacturer of diamond
jewelry.

“To begin with,” said Mr. Wodiska in
| discussing the tests, “the suggestion
that a file be used on a diamond to test
its genuineness is a very dangerous one,
| especially if it is used against the edge
| of the stone. While the file would not
}have the same effect on a genuine dia-
| mond that it would have on a glass
| stone, which is easily damaged by filing,
| the test would prove an expensive one
lfor the owner of the gem. This would
be especially true if the diamond had
a sharp girdle, which is one of the prime

| factors of a well-cut stone, because the
{edge would very likely chip under the
icontact of the file.

«“The suggestion holds out another
danger that apparently did not occur
to the writer of the article. Not know-
ing the difference between an imitation
' diamond and a real one, a layman
might get possession of a white sap-
phire, which comes next in hardness
to the diamond. Testing the sapphire
and finding that the file did not attack
it in the same way it would attack a
glass stone, he would be very apt to
think the gem was a real diamond.

The second test, in which it is sug-
gested that the stone under examination
be covered with borax, heated and
dropped into cold water, holds more
dangerous possibilities for the gen than
the test with a file. If the edge of astone
is chipped by a file, the damage can be
corrected with more or less loss of
weight and the expense or recutting
This, however, is not the case with the
water test. If a diamond is heated
above a certain-degree and then sud-
#enly immersed in cold water a coating
of a borax will not prevent it from
fracturing throughout the stone and
thus becoming valueless.

“It is true that diamonds are very
often put through fire while in a mount-
ing that is being repaired, but after sal-

“If the diamond subjected to the heat-

ing test set forth in the article is a per-
fect stone the greater the risk of the ex-
periment because of its greater value. If
the diamond is imperfect, no matter
what the nature of the imperfection may
be, the possibility of a fracture resulting
from the immersion is still greater be-
cause of the air that may be imprisoned
within the imperfection. I have known
of instances in which diamond jewelry
has been thrown into a stove by acci-
dent. When it was found what had
happened, the owner ignorantly threw
water on the fire with disastrous results.
When the water struck the hot gems bad
fractures promptly occurred. Diamonds
heated above 900 degrees Centigrade,
which is equivalent to 1,652 degrees
Fahrenheit, without
eovering will volatilize or the outer sur-
face will burn. The longer the diamond
is kept heated in this condition the more
deeply it will be burned.

. “There is also an objection to the as-
sertion that the genuineness of a dia-
mond can be determined by pulting a
drop of, clear water on it, because this
test will not prove true in every case.
Every genuine gem is cold, many de-
grees colder than glass or paste stones.
Because of this a drop of water placed
on the face of a diamond will not spread,
but will remain globular. The catch in
this test, however, arises from -the fact
that the drop of water will act in iden-
tically the same way if put on the face
of a white sapphire, a white topaz, or an-
other genuine mineral. How, then, can the
layman tell from this test when he has a
diamond? Further than this, if the dia-
mond tested in this way is in a mount-

«T'he suggested hydrofiuric acid test is
a good one, generally speaking. If the
tested ‘gem’ is glass, the acid will dis-
solve it. However, there are imihtl.on
diamonds made from the genuine min-
eral which hydrofluric acid will not at-
tack. If the layman does not kmow or
consider this, he is likely to get ‘trimmed’
just the same.

“There is really only one safe way for
a person not professionally famillar with
‘diamonds to be sure he is getting & fair
deal in buying these gems. That is to
buy them only from responsible jewelers.
There are a very large number of
jawelers in this country whose word is
as good gs their bond. If they are pat-
ronized, there will be no need, of testing
the purchase in an attempt to find out if
the purchaser has obtained his money’s
worth.”

The ana-
conda lives in tropical lands and it is
said it may reach a length of thirty
feet. Trees, water and land are equally
home to the anaconda and it lives on

ous but kills its prey by constriction,
crushing it with its powerful body and
“reducing it to the condition of a sau-
sage in order to swallow it. The par-
ticular skin in the museum was taken
from a snake that had just killed and
swallowed a lamb.
