IMPEACH  SHERIFF IN

“Special Message By Governer|

Starts Proceedings Against
Official

Augusta, March 28—Impeachment pro-
ceedings againet Lewis W. Moulton, as
gheriff of Cumberland county, for alleged
non-enforcement of the prohibitory law
were instituted by Governor William T.
Hamnes in a special message to the legis-
lature. Similar proceedings in one or more
of four other counties may be expected.

Governor Haines, in commenting on the
general situation in the state, informed
the legislators that: “The most flagrant
and complete case which has been present-
.«d to me, is that in the county of Cum-
berland, particularly in the ecity of Port-
land.

WASHOUT

IN INTO

CARS BURN

Serious Accident in Nova Scotia, But
No One Hurt--Macaan Washout Makes
Trouble on Intercolonial

Bridgetown, N. 8., March 28—A terrible
smash-up and destruction by fire took
place on the Dominion Atlantic Railway
just east of Roundhill station, last night.

The west bound freight in charge of Con-
ductor  John Mennie, struck a washout
that niust have taken place after the sec-
tion men had left for the day.

The train of 14 cars including a big
tank of gasoline, went into the hole. The
engine remained on the track while the
tender ‘was ditched. Just behind was the
tank of gasoline. This ignited and ex-
ploded in three seconds. In a moment 8ix
cars were in a blaze. These were all burn-
ed.

One of English goods and the others
were .loaded with lumber and serap iron.
Fortunately no one was hurt. An auxil-
liary train went down after midnight from
Kentville and rendered assistance.

Moncton, N. B., March 28—Melted snow
and the steady downpour of rain of the
last twenty-four hours have resulted in
the country being flooded. The marshes
in the vicinity of Moncton are flooded,
streams are overflowing their banks aqd
it ig feared that considerable damage wgll
be done to bridges. About midnight a big
washout was reported on the I. C. R. at
Maccan Station. A culvert under the
tracks was reported down and the tracks
themselves were said to be submerged
more than 500 feet while there was four
feet of water in the cellar of the station
house at Maccan. The water at the point
where the culvert gave way was estimat-
ed to be more than ten feet deep.

No. 9 west bound  midnight express,
and two immigrant specials were stalled
waiting for the water to go down. The
washout took place at the west semiphore
at Macean. Opposite thiz point and locat-
ed a short distance from the track are
an old pond and dam the property of the
Eastern Coal Co. There is a small sluice
way under the tracks to carry away the
overflow from the pond but this is not

very large and it is reperted that the dam
gave way under the greatly increased wa-
ter pressure caused by the snow and rain
A later report was that more than 100
feet of roadbed had been washed away.

A telegram offering aid from the citi-
zens of St. John for the flood sufferers was
gent to the governor of Ohio last evening
by Mayor Frink.

Among those in St. John who are espe-
cially interested in the disaster are: —
H. 'S. Culver, American Consul, whose
home is in Delaware, which is in the flood
district, and the friends of Mr. and Mrs.
Walter H. Mullin, who have been residing
in Omaha.

The heavy rains of the last few days
have done considerable damage in some
sections of the province, and have loosen-
ed the ice in the rivers to a great ex-
tent. The smaller gtreams and rivers have
become very much swollen and where
there are bridges to obstruct. the flow of
jce to the sea, a blockade has occurred.
Reports are that several bridges of more
or less importance have been severely
damaged. No word of washouts on the
local sections of the I. C. R. or C. P. R.
has been received but in other parts there
have been cases where washouts have oc-
curred. The early Halifax train due here
this morning at 6.15 did not reach the city
until about 9.30 owing to the washout at
Maccan and passengers for western points
missed connection. The Montreal train
due at noon today was an hour late.

In a run-off at Benton on the Wood-
stock sub-division of the C. P. R., about
97 miles above McAdam Junction, which
occurred yesterday eight cars of a freight
train left the track and some of them
were somewhat damaged. The track was
also damaged to the extent of $250. Repair
work was in progress this morning dnd
it is expected that the line would be clear-
ed this afternoon. The accident was caus-
ed by a broken flange of one of the car
wheels.

SUENT BIG
PLOT BY
SMUGGLERS

Arrested in New Yerk and Sen-
sational Revelations are Made

New York, Mareli 28—Officials in the
office of the United Btates District Attor-
ney eay that.one of the biggest plots in
the history of the United States customs
service has been uncovered as the result
of statements made to them by two wo-
men.

Before the plot was discovered an as-
sistant United States District Attorney
said, goods valued at miore than $3,000,000
were smuggled into the United States.
Some of the articles came by way of Bos-
ton, where it is alleged an official of that
port and several customs inspectors were
in league with the smugglers. Others were
brought here from Canada by young wo-
men in the employ of the New York smug-
glers. ;

Bertha Haldrane, arrestéd here several
days ago, was one of those who posed as
noblewomen. She bas made a confession
to United States District Attorney Wise,
in which she named eeveral prominént
New York persons as having been mem-
bers of the smuggling “band.

Not until Kate Brennan, president of
the Misses C. Donovan & Co., milliners,
of 29 East 55th street, was arrested in
Boston, did Mr. Wise learn of the gigantic
smuggling conspiracy.

Kate Brennan was a buyer for her com-
pany. She made two trips a year abroad,
always eailing from New York, and re-
turning by way of Boston, it ie alleged,
under an assumed name,

Boston, I_arch 28—Although the local
United States Custom officials are dumb
on the subject and refuse to make any
comment without authority from the
Treasury Departmenit at Washington, the
wide operations of'a smuggling ring are
said to involve Boston, people, including
at least one and ‘mayhe several past or
present employes of the government. The
sensational methods, 86 far as are known,
reveal some of the cleverest schemes for
defrauding the government out of duty
on imported finery and in the interests of
a number of New York dressmakers.

According to the story told unofficially,
the smugglers would New York for
Paris and London under their own names
and return from Euxbpg'by way of Bos-
ton, landing with:their baggage here un-
der assumed names. WWhat the special
treasury agents heve have learned has war-
ranted action on thi.pars of United States
Attorney Wise omx'Ym‘k. One raid
has already been nisd.m-New York, but
othiers are expected it is said.

IN EARLY MORNING
FIRE GIVES CAPITAL
BRIGADE. SOME WORK

Currie Brothers Wooden Building
in Queen Street Destroyed—
Presentation to Rev. Mr. Mac-
Donaid

. Fredericton, March 28—Fire, which at
one time threatened to assume serious pro-
portions, early this morning destroyed a
wooden building in Queen street west,
owned and occupied by Currie Brothers,

grocers. James Lyons, who lives in an
adjoining building, was awakened at two
o’clock by .the smell of smoke and gave
the alarm. When the firemen reached
the scene a few minutes later the build-
ing was a mass of flames. A strong west-
erly wind was blowing but fortunately
rain had fallen during the early evening
and this greatly aided the firemen in pre-
venting the flames from spreading to ad-]
joining structures.

The fire did little damage outside of the
building in which it originated. It was
five o’clock before ‘‘all out” was sound-
ed.

The burned building, together with the
firm’s brick store adjoining, was insured
for $3,000 and there was $2500 on the
stock. The insurance is held by the Na-
tional of Hartford and Yorkshire of
which F. W. Porter is local agent. The
origin of the fire is a mystery. It was
either of incendiary origin or was caused
by electric light wires.

Adrianople, March 27—King Ferdinand
of Bulgaria today entered the fortress of
Adrianople which recently fell before the
assault of the combined Bulgarian and
Servian armies. He drove through almost
endless lines of Turkish prisoners and pro-
ceeded to the military club, where Shukri
Pasha the heroic Turkish commander-in-
chief, handed him his sword. King Ferdi-
nand returned him the weapon, with a few
complimentary words.

Soon aft erwards, accompanied by his
two sons and Generals Michael Savoff, Ni-
kola Ivanoff, and Racho Petroff, His .la-
jesty reviewed 'his victorious troops.

The attempt made by the Turks to de-
stroy the railroad bridge over the Maritza
Riyer, was partially successful, but re-
Ypairs are being carried out and trains will
be running within a week.

Copstantinople, March 27—The recent
ﬁghtmg between the Bulgarian and Turk-
ish army at the Tchatalja lines resulted
in a complete reverse of the Turkish troops
- who, after a short but stubborn defence
of their advance positions, began a 1e-
t'rez:t which soon became a panic stricken
rout.

In spite of the stories of long continued
and desperate fighting, only 500 wounded
soldiers have been brought to the hospi-
tals in the capital.

The news of the capture of Adrianople
by the Bulgarians and Servians has cast a
gloom over official circles, while the press
generally expresses the opinion that recent
events will make the task of the Euro-
pean powers harder and peace is believed
to be further away now than it wes eome
days ago.

DEATH LIST MUCH REDUCED TODAY

Revised estimates which came in early
today from the flooded districts of Ohio
and Indiana, showed that reports of loes
of life in many cities and towns had been
exaggerated. The greatest anxiety &till
centred about Dayton, where an accurate
estimate of the number of the victims cf
the flood continued to be an impossibil-
ity. The death tolls promise to be much
less heavy at Columbus, Ohio, than first
reports from the western part of that
state indicated.

In the parts of Dayton which have been
explored in motor boats, the death list
has been greatly reduced from first esti-
mates, and until the number of victims in
the north section of the city ig found to
be large, the dead in the entire city may
not number more than 200.

In Piqua, where more than 500 persons
were reported drowned fewer than twenty
lost their lives, according to a despatch:
today. .

In Chillicothe, where the number of
drowned was reported to bé in the neigh-
borhood of 500, the dead will not exceed
twenty-five. Similar results were expected
as ‘to Zanesville and other Muskingum
Valley towns.

Indiana points continued to report im-
proving conditions during the night, with
the estimates as to death ehrinking as
fmore accurate reports were made.

_Evansv’ille, Ind., March 27—The Ohio
Rwer rose five feet and two-tenths over
night, and the local United States weather
forecaster issued a warning at 8 o’clock
this morning, saying:

“All stock and moveable property affect-
ed by a forty-eight foot stage of the river
at Evansville should be moved before sun-
down tonight.”

Mayor Hillman is directing the collec-
tion of skiffs and motor boats to move peo-
ple from the flooded districts and the city
aunthorities are constructing flood gates to
keep the rising waters out of the city. A
record-breaking flood stage of the river is
feared, the waters rising this morning at
the rate of three inches an hour.

Cincinnati, Ohio, March 27 —Another
flood-stricken village was heard from today
when Coroner Foertmeyer was notified
that thirty-two lives had been lost at Ven-
ice in Butler county. The dead were mem-
bers of five families. One mother was sav-
ed. Three bodies have been recovered.
The post-office of the Venice settlement
is Ross, Ohio.

INITHER NEW SUB-
DVSIN NEAR
CIY ANNOUNCED

A new sub-division, to be known as
Fairville Centre, is to be placed on the
market within a few days, and will be
distinguished as the first of the additions
to offer building lots on streets already
laid out and with water and sewerage in-
stalled. . The property is located on the
southern side of Fairville opposite the
junction of Main street and Manawagon-
ish road. It is connected with Main
street and the street car line by Charles
street and connects with the corner of
the Manawagonish road by Orange street.
In addition to these, George and Peters
streets already are laid out and partially
built up, and Arthur, Frederick and Coster
streets have been surveyed. It consists
of about twelve acres of land.

The property was owned by George J.,
Charles and Arthur J. Coster, and was
purchased by a French-Canadian syndicate
in Montreal. The purchase was made
through Taylor & Sweeney of this city
and they will handle the sale of the lots.

 HOUSING N ST J0RN

The city commissioners spent an hour
this morning discussing the housing prob-
lem. After reviewing the situation they
were inclined to take the view that the
lack of houses was not due so much to a
lack of land as the lack of money for
building purposes or the necessary enter-
prise to undertake the work. They will
continue their investigations in an effort
to learn whether there is anything which
the city can do to relieve the situation.

Another view of the matter was present-
ed to a Times reporter thie morning by a
prominent citizen who has been interested
in building residences around the city. He
said that he was willing to undertake fur-
ther building operations if they could be
made profitable, but he found the cost
would be too great and for this he laid
the blame on the workingmen, some of
whom were complaining most bitterly
about the lack of houses at low rents. To-
day he would have to pay one hundred
per cent. more for the labor besides much
higher prices for materials. He said that
if the working men increased the cost of
labor still more by cutting an hour off
their day, the cost of building would bhe
so great that nobody could undertake the
erection of houses.

WIRES DOWN IN ALL DIRECTIONS

Montreal, March 28—-With telegraph
wires down in every direction, telephone
service within and without the city seri-
ously impaired, and trains delayed from
all points, Montreal was, until noon to-
day, cut off from the outside world. By
twelve o’clock communication by wire had
been established with the maritime prov-
invees and with Ottawa.

but he was uninjured.

All are very sanguine over the outlook
for the coming season. There seems to
be no doubt that the league will be form-
ed, composed of teams representing Ban-
gor, St. John, Calais and Fredericton.

Paul’s church frequently between 1905 and
1908, was held yesterday at the Cathedral
church of 8t. Paul’'s in Boston.

Bishop Jaggar died in Europe last De-
cember. His successor in Southern Ohio,
Bishop Boyd Vincent, will preach a mem-
orial sermon at the Cathedral next Sun-
day morning. It was expected that Bish-
op Lawrence would attend the funeral
but he was delayed by the storms in Co-
lumbus, Ohio.

Schooner Men's Rough Night
on Fundy Waters

QUCKSTEP GOES ON BEACH

Had Fish Cargo for Eastport;
Sheltered in St. Mary's After
Hard Time, Parted Cable and
Chain and Went Ashere ;

.
(Special to Times)
Digby, N. 8., March 28—A telepuione
message at three o’clock this morning an-

nounced that the American schooner
Quickstep, Captain Mathews, was ashore
in 8t. Mary’s Bay about one quarter of a
mile west of Speicht’s Cove and that the
crew were safe after a terrible night's ex-
perience in the bay. The Quickstep has
between 70,000 and 90,000 pounds of fish
on board and there is no insurance om
either vessel or cargo.

In an interview over the telephone with
Captain John Simms, who is a member
of the crew, your correspondent learned
that the Quickstep left Barrington at day-
light yesterday for Eastport to land her
fare. The wind was then about east south
east. After getting around the cape the
wind blew away their jib. The mainsail
was reefed and they decided to rum for
Westport, Brier Island.

The fog then became dense, as Yar-
mouth Cape was passed at two o'clock but
it became so rough that they decided to
run up St. Mary’s Bay. Captain Simms
says that the seas were the worst he
has experienced in that locality in thirty
years. After running until dark they an-
chored and tied up everything giving the
vessel the cable anchor with seventy-five
fathoms and the other ome with' all the
chain she had.’ In less than two hours
both the cable and chain parted. Sail was
again made, soon after which thé jumbo
sheet parted and the sail became useless.
With both anchors and headsails gone
the vessel became helpless but neverthe-
less she was cleverly handled and the
captain and crew endeavored to beach her
where they could save their lives and also,
if possible, the vessel, She struck west of
Speicht’s Cove, back of Clementsport, be-
tween one and two o’clock this morning
just before high water. ‘

She appears to be very'little dama.ggd
if any. The tide has left her and she will
not float again before this afternoon. The
wind was west southwest when. the ves-
sel struck but has since hauled more west-
erly and will probably go northwest,
which will be directly on shore. The Digby
agents of the vessel, are D & 0. Sproule.

LABOR TEWPLE FOR
SYDID, LS, PLANED

Three Story Building is the Pro-
ject—Some of the Details

Sydney, N. 8., March 98—Sydney may
have a labor temple. i

The Sydney Trades and Labor Council
has the echeme under consideration. It
will involve the erection of a large build-
ing for the home .of labor unionism in
the city. .

The plan cofitemplates a structure of at
least three stories. On the ground floor
there would be one or two large stores.
The establichment of a co-operative busi-
ness to handle only union made goods ie
one of the details for consideration.

The second and third floors would be
fitted up for the use of the trades unions
and railway brotherhood. One floor would
be converted into a workingman’s club.
In this way the trades unionists of Sydney
expect to overcome the tendency of many
who frequent the saloon and other resorts
of that nature. The remaining floor would
be laid off in lodge rooms, organization
offices, committee rooms and the like.-

Funds to cover the construction are to
be raised in the usual way from the mem-
bere of labor unions in Sydney and other
places, by the sale of shares in a joint
stock company to be incorporated for tb
purposs.

DEPORT SUFFRAGETTES
10 ISLAND HIS PLAN

London, March 28—Lord Robert Cecil,
member of the House of Commons for the
Hitchin Division of Herts, and son of the
late Lord Salisbury, in a letter to the
London papers advocates the deportation
of Suffragettes convicted of militancy.

Forcible feeding, he says, is futile; so
the courts ehould be empowered to sen-
tence the women to deportation to some
distant island. Once there they could be
left at large. Food and lodging would
be offered to them, but no compulsion put
upon them to accept it.

Lord Robert Cecil says that the women
would have no right to object, because this
would be treating them like prisoners of
war, and would be identical with a epecial
kind of treatment adopted for certain
criminals.

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THE HOUSING PROBLEM

The meeting that was held in City Hall
last eveming to discuss the proposition to
open up city lands on the Gypsy Settle-
_ment Road for building purposes was only
ueeful to the extent that it placed addi-
tional emphasis upon the need of better
housing facilities and of closer union be-
tween the city and the outlying parishes.
After hearing all the various speakers had
to say the commissionéers said that no ac-
tion would be taken until a comprehensive
scheme for town planning had been ar-
ranged. Before this can be done a town
planning commission must be dppointed,
with the approval of the governor-in-coun-
¢il. The commissioners are doubtless more
deeply impressed after hearing the various
speakers last evening with the need of
prompt action in this matter. The sug-
gestion that a workingman’s house could
be erected for $600 did not appear to be
genefally accepted, even if the working-
man himself should do a good deal of the
work. The sum of $600, when we consider
the presenf high cost of material and
wages, and the movement for a shorter
working day, would certainly not go very
far, nor would e house built for that sum
offer very much comfort or attraction to
a family in which there were & number of
children. It is very desirable, however,
to have this matter discussed, and to have
the attention of the people generally di-
rected to the question of better housing
accommodation. Unless all signs fail there
will be a considerablé addition to the
population of St.*John this year, and
since a state of congestion, so far as hous-
ing is concerned, exists at the present
time, it is perfectly clear that much worse
conditions/ will exist next winter. unless
immediate steps are faken to provide more
houses. The extension of the street car
lines into the suburbs will encourage peo-
ple who have a little money to provide
themselves with homes in the outskirts,
and thus improve the conditions in the
city itself.

THE PURISTS AT OTTAWA

Political reform as it is understood by
the Conservatives in power does not ap-
pear to be the kind of reform wuich they
advocated when in opposition. There is a
fine illustration in the records of the de-
partment of Hon. J. D. Hazen, minister
of marine and fisheries, and member for
“8t; John.® The facts have already been
set out in the press of Nova Scotia, sbut
were once more spread before an admiring
country yesterday in the house of com-
mons. Briefly it was shown that on the
recommendation of a defeated Tory candi-|
date & man who had been convicted of
forgery and was undergoing a sentence of
imprisonment for twelve months was ap-
pointed to office in the marine department
and was released from jail long before his
sentence expired. One can easily picture
.the purists of the Tofy party boasting of
their great work in purifying the public
service, and citing the case of thiz Nova
Scotia gentleman as the proud proof of
their success. Doubtless the fact that an
army of moré than a thousand villianous
Grit postmasters fell under the scythe of
the reformer and that from the Atlantic
to the Pacific the head-hunter has achiev-
ed great victories would also be cited as
irdisputable evidence that the axe had
been ‘even more successful in the country
than the steam roller in the house of com-
mons. Political reform is a great achieve-
ment. Any Tory politician would assert
the fact. and most of them appear to be
willing to prove their fidelity to the cause

. by seizing any office within their reach.

AN INTERESTING EXPERIMENT

The United States Bureau of Education
#ells of an interesting experiment that is
being made in Kansas. city for the benefit
of school children over fourteen years of
age who have only reached the fifth grade,
and to whom the ordinary work of the
publie schools is distasteful. What has|
been called the Lathrop Industrial School
hae been organized for the special bene-
fit of such pupile.  Of its course an ex-
change eays:—

“Courses in bench wood-working, shop
drawing, patternmaking, printing, carpen-|
try and ehop electricity are provided for'
the Boys; cooking, sewing, millinery m1di
embroidery ~ for the girls. Classes in
plumbing, bricklaying and concrete work
will be formed as soon as the demand
warrants. The academic branches are also
taught in this continuation echool, but
they are taught in close relation to the
industrial subjects. Arithmetic concerns
the problems of the shop. English ccn-
gists of practical instruction in unecessary
business forms; no attempt is made to
teach technical grammar. Geography and
history are taught from the commercial
viewpoint, and local gogernment is an im-
portant subject. The course ig three yeers.
During the first two years the teacher
divects the choice of the pupils, but for
the last year each boy is allowed to se-|
lect his work in the trade He wishes to |
learn. Time is about equally divided be-
tween industrial and academic branches.
Work such as that done in the Lathrop
School promises to make valuable citizens
out of c¢hildren who might otherwise nev-
er find themselves.” LY

The backward pupil presents a problem
that is receiving more and more attention
from educational authorities everywhere.
The plan of having in a school one un-
graded class where individual teaching
may, be given to each pupil has been trhd

with good results in some places, «und has
been introduced in Canada, though orly
in one or two places. In time no doubt
we shall have such classes in connection
with the public schools in St. John, for
it is alike uneatisfactory to these pupils
and to their more clever and studious fel-
lows to have them all in one claes, and it
also presents to the ambitious teacher a
problem which is very discouraging, and
which cannot be solved except by the in-
troduction of the ungraded classes.

Premier Flemming has great faith in the
future of St. John. He believes this city
is in the lead in the race for a shipbuild-
ing plant.

THE LANCASTER LANDS MATTER

The proposals to open up the city land
on the Gypsy Settlement Road for build-
ing purposes was discussed at a meeting
of about thirty citizens with the mayor
and city commissioners last evenming. Vari-
ous suggestions were made, but the com-
missioners took the stand that they could
undertake no such work until the town
planning echeme had been completed.

Mr. Hatheway outlined his plan which
was that the land should be laid out in
lots 50 by 150 feet with 66 foot streets and
the lots sold from $100 to $200 on easy
terms to workingmen who would be re-
quired to erect houses costing not less than
$600 in order to retain the title. Mr.
Hatheway had been assured that if fifty
families settled there the St. John Rail-
way Company would extend its line to the
district.

Commissioner Schofield said that, as the
district was not within the city limits, the
city could not undertake the laying out
of streets or supplying water and sewer-
age.

Mayor Frink suggested that development
work might be undertaken more easily if
the parishes of Simonds and Lancaster
were included in the city limits.

Commissioner Wigmore urged the need
of developing the land back of Fort Howe
and in Stanley ward. Tle understood that
some of those who were advocating selling
the city lands,at low prices were holding
tracts of land elsewhere for fancy figures.

Commissioner McLellan referred to the
necessity of coping with the housing prob-
lem, eaying that in one place he found
seven persons living in three rooms.

Churchill's plan of giving small dinners to
the elect of her husband’s party, llut she
rented a house some ten or twelvé miles
outside London and began small week-end
partiea of a strictly political character.
These entertainments at first went far to
Te-establish Mrs. Asquith’s prestige and
influence as the leading Liberal political
hostess, and if she had confined her guests,
as she did at first, to Deople of political
importance, these week-end parties would
probably have succeeded in bringing about
the result they were intended to achieve;
but this is just what Mrs. Asquith did not
do. A foreign woman who is the leader
of some freak religion made her appear-
ance at one of the week-end entertain-
ments; and after that they became simply
smart week-end functions, where one was
sure to meet some curious and entertain-
ing people, but their political importance
dwindled.

Mrs. Asquith’s greatest mistake as &
political hostess, however, was the way in

which she mercilessly snubbed Mrs. Lioyd

George. Now Mrs. Lloyd George is a
quiet, kind-hearted, unpretentious sort of
woman who finds herself somewhat lost in
the great world in which her husband
moves so forcibly. But for all that, the
wife of the chancellor of the exchequer
is, in her own way, a person of some in-
fluence.

The wives of the middle class manufac-
turers who form so strong a section of the
radical party, regard Mrs. Llloyd George
as a person of the greatest consequence
and to offend her was to offend them. Mrs.
Winston Churchill had the tact to per-
ceive this, and when she “took up”’ Mrs.
Lloyd George and made her her special
friend she did as clever a thing as Mrs.
Asquith did a foolish thing in snubbing
her.

Mrs. Churchill's friendship for  Mrs.
Lloyd George has cemented the social
bonds between the middle class and the

-aristocratic and exclusive ladies of the

Liberal party. They both meet at Mrs.
Churchill’s house, and it is a testimony
to the real cleverness of their hostess that

they can do so without any quarrels aris-
ing between them.

At the Churchills’ house you may see
the most exclusive liberal hostesses, like
Lady Crewe and Lady (Granard, hobnob-
bing with the wives and daughters of the
middle class manufacturers from the north
and the latter depart delighted and charm-
ed and full of party loyalty. These new
gatherings have been a tremendous suc-
coss and a tremendous triumph for the
talented wife of the first lord of the ad-
miralty. 7

And so the Churchills’ house has now
become the recognized headquarters of lib-
eral social activities, and it is Mrs. Win-
ston Churchill whom the great liberal la-
dies come to consult when arranging their
own social programmes. Mrs. Asquith re-
mains, of course, the official premiere
liberal hostess. The official dinners to the
party leaders are given at her house, and
she, of course, controls the invitation lists
to the foreign office receptions. But it
is Mrs. Winston Churchills’ house and not
the premier’s residence in Downing street

that has become the real headquarters of
these social activities which so profound-
ly influence party politics in England.

put up $10,000 apiece to meet the ex-
pensés of this eongress—eight of wnich
have already egréed to do so—two yet to be
seen; that opportunity be afforded at the
close of the conference to all of these dele-
gates to attend the regular meeting of the
general assembly, convening on the 4th
of June; that all the different departments
of the church be asked to correspond in
arragling a program for the congress,
and that in the reports to the general as-
sembly the different departments of the
work be made a special feature. .

8., drew attention to the appointment of
Andrew Landry, a convicted forger, un-
der sentence of twelve months’ imprison-
ment, to a position as buoy inspector and
wharfinger by ‘Hon. Mr. Hazen on the
recommendation of J. A. Gillies, defeated
candidate in Richmond, N. 8., and the
subsequent pardon of Landry by Hon. Mr.
White, acting .minister of justice, in the
wbsence of Hon. Mr. Doherty. The gov-
ernment *had been’ warned that Landry
was a convict, but the appointment
was made and Landry was released on the
testimony of his nephew.  Mr. Kyte's mo-
tion of censure of the appointment was
defeated.

Hon. Mr. Whyte, minister of finance, for
the second time in twenty-four hours, was
forced to withdraw a statement made be-|
fore the house of commons. Hon. Mr.
Pngs\ey drew attention to Mr. Whyte's
statement that Liberaliem was attempting
to obstruct the passing of the bill ratify-
ing the West India treaty, as he said they
had tried to obstruct the naval bill. “Has
it come to a point where no member may
discuss any bill without being charged
with obstruction?”’ he asked.

The minister said that he did not mean
to use the term in an offensive eense, but
repeated his etatement that obstruction
had been practiced.

M. McDade, in Moncten Alfter
North Shere Trip, Speaks of
Good Outlook

Moncton, March 27—Michael McDade of
8t. John, who is here on his return from
North Shore towns where he has been
spending the last two or three weeks, has
something to say of the devélopment of
the Bathurst iron mines of interest to
the people of St. John in view of the pos-
sibility of ore being smelted at blast works
in the winter port city in the not very
distant future.. .
“This is the third year, said Mr. Mec-
Dade, that there-has been any  actual
work going on at the 'mine in the way of
output and altogether there has been sold,
for this year’s exportation 100,000 tons,
and  that is within 15,000 tons of what
was ‘exported for the previous year. The
Canadian Iron Corporation has already
spent nearly, if not upwards, of three
quarters of a million of dollars in con-
nection with the mine.

BY USE OF ELECTRICITY

Skowhegan, Me., March 27—The poultry
raisers and would-be raisers had a chance
on Tuesday, to see chickens hatch for the
first time in this section by electricity.
This new method is being used by ¥. W.
Bucknam, a druggist in Skowhegan, who
is making a record in poultry raising.

Mr. Bucknam’s first chickens came out
Tuesday and every one hatched so far by
this method is healthy and it appears as
though he would get a hatch greater than
with the old method. This electric incu-
bator is fed from the electric light wires
and is run on the plan of an electric pad
and is all the time kept at 103 degrees.

Mr. Bucknam has one of the most in-
teresting poultry plants in Skowhegan. Al-
though he has been engaged in the busi-
ness as a side issue and largely for his
own enjoyment, yet he is making a good
profit from each hen.

“Not until a fund of $1,500 is subscrib-
ed by the citizens as a foundation with
which. to do business am I prepared to
enter a team in a league and embark on
another baseball undertaking for this sea-
son,” declared the active head of the Fred-
ericton Baseball Club of 1912 to The Glean-
er yesterday afterncon.

“I am willing to give up my time as I
did last year and to contribute as much
as anybody else to the funds.” he con-
tinued, “but, when it comes to going
through another such experience ag we had
in going around and gathering funds last
year, then I draw the line. I wouldn’t do
it again.”

And if that programme iz adhered to
the baseball situation in Fredericton is
certainly deserving of serious attention. As
conditions have been the last couple of
seasons about $1,500 has been necessary
from the citizens in subscriptions and pub-
lic benefit functions in order %o carry the
club through the season. but at the same
time it seems like an unreasonable stipula-
tion that this amount must be subscribed
and ready before a team is entered in
the league for this seasen.
