Blast in Cut in Censtruction Werk
in Canadian Northera Buries
Workmen—One Threwn Quar-
ter Mile and Body Mutilated
Against Rock

Kingston, Ont., June 2—-Eight men kiil-
ed, and six men are in the general hospital
seriously injured as the result of an acci-
dent in a construction camp of the Can-
adian Northern Railway six miles east of
Stone’s Corner, Perth road, twenty-five
miles from Kingston on Saturday after-
noon. The men were working in a rock cut
snd met death as a result of a premature
explosion of black powder.

Of the eight men killed all but one are
Roumanians. Prescott Northrup, aged 35,
walking boss for the two miles of road in
the vicinity where the accident occurred,
was a. New Brunswicker. Northrup was en-
gaged in setting off the blast and his body
was blown to pieces. He had been engaged
on the construction work all this summer
All that was found of his remains was
one hand, with his working glove én it,
and part of his clothing.

Eighteen men were working in the cut.
They were loading a thirty foot hole when
the powder exploded before the time set
for it. Coroner Mundell, will open an in-
quest at the scene of the accident.

A massive pile of earth, estimated to
be from 300 to 400 cubic yards was thrown
into the cut, burying the men. One lived
only fifteen minutes.

The man who assisted Northrup in load-

ing the hole, a Roumanian met a terrible

death. His body was found a quarter of a
mile away from the sceme. It had been
driven against a rock and battered beyond
all recognition. .

London, June 3—Many honors will be
showered upon the Prince of Wales when
he attains his eighteenth birthday on June
23. It is understood that he will be pro-
moted to the rank of lieutenant in the
navy, and receive a commission in the

army, being temporarily attached to the
19th Hussars until such time as the 10th
Hussars return from India.

His former regiment now forme part of

the first cavalry brigade at Aldershot,
and it is expected that the prince will
pay a flying visit to his brother officers
before returning to Paris.

In due course, the prince, who is already
a Knight of the Garter, will be made a
Knight of the Thistle and a Knight of
St. Patrick. He may be admitted to the
Seottish order as he returns south from
Balmoral with the king and queen, a halt
being especially made at Edinburgh for the
purpose, but it is not known when he will
receive the ribbon of the Irish order.

GATHERING IN THE EVIDENGE
IN THE HALIFAX MURDER GASE

Prisoner Said to Be

of Tragedy

a Native of Anti-

gonish, N. S., But Has Been Living
in Boston—Knife Found Near Scene

(Special to Times)

Halifax, N. 8., June 3—Bit by bit the
evidence is coming in against Hubert
Grant, charged with the murder of
Thomas Donaldson at Rockingham. The
identification of Grant by Coady, as the
man who did the killing, and the finding
of revolvers near the scene, which revol-
vers have been identified by Mr. Egan as
having been stolen from his store, are late
features.

Yesterday afternoon another link was
added to the chain, when Alferd Cave, of
Merlin's Mills, picked up the lost hunting
knife near Birch Cove, about ten feet
from the road on the western side. The
knife, a wicked looking weapon, was
without its sheath, and is believed to be:
long  to the -sheath picked”up near the
scene of the tragedy and bearing the pri-
vate price mark of Egan’s shop.

The knife tallies with the description
given by Mr. Egan a few days ago. Its
blade is tinged with new rust in spots,
and would seem to have been exposed to
the elements for but a short time.

The supposition now is that the mur-
derer, having committed the crime, hur-
ried from the scene, throwing the revol-
verg and knife into the bushes as he went.

Today Chief of Police Rudland was in
receipt of a communication from Chief

of Police George Rideout, of Moncton,
that a man who had been around the
Moncton police station said that he knew
Grant well. Grant, this man said, fre-
quented Joe Freno’s saloon, at 133 Court
street, in Boston. He further said that
Grant formerly came from Charlottetown,
P.EI, and that last summer he worked
on a Boston boat. Grant may have at
one time lived in Charlottetown, but
Chief Rudland and Detective Hanrahan
have not the vestige of doubt that Anti-
gonish is the town of his nativity. “He
was born in ‘Antigonish all right,” said
the chief this morning.

That Grant is not a “dope fiend” as
wae at first supposed, is now well estab-
lished in the minds of the authorities.
Deputy Sheriff Seriven said: ‘“We have
watchetl the pri i he was
arvested and he shows absolutely no signs
of being addicted to the use of drugs.
Were he a dope fiend of even the very
mildest type, he would have ere this been
asking for the drug. On the contrary,
he does not seem to think of it.

“The sccused is not kept in solitary
confinement in the county jail, but is
given the run of the corridor. He is with
some four or five other prisoners, con-
verses with them and seems quite con-
tented. He displays no nervousness what-
ever.”

New York, June 3=It costs more to live
in this month of June, 1912, than ever be-
fore in the history of the United States,
except perhaps during war time.

Prices were high 8 year ago, but today
they are on the average nearly ten per
cent. higher yet, according to trade auth-
ority = quotations. Food products are the
highest on record. Meat, eggs, butter, fish,
potatoes, coffee, tea, Bugar, salt, molasses,
beans and pease average twenty-two per
cent higher; wheat, corn, oats, barley,
flour, etc. thirty-three per cent higher.
Fruits are the only things good to eat that
have grown cheaperduring the last twelve
months, but they are still higher than in
1910.

Leather products cost twelve per cent
and chemicals and drugs thirteen,per cent
more than a year ago. Textile goods are,
however, a trifle cheaper..

The average increase in food products is
pearly twenty per cemt which means that
the housewife must pay 86 to fill a market
basket that cost her only $ to fill in
June 1011, in other words $1 will buy only
five-sixthe as much as it did a year ago.

The biggest advamnce bas been in meat
products, beef, twemtysix per cent, hog
products, forty per gent and mutton more
than fifty per cente Dealers lay the in-
crease to last yeuﬁq poor hay crop and
the general high cost of animal provender.
Poor crops are also held responsible for
dearer breadstuffs, Beonomists differ as to
the reasons for genéral upward tendency. of
all commodities duFingFecent years, which
has been world ¥ R« ;

Mrs. Scott had brilliant prospects as a
painter, but with the exception of doing
an occasional miniature she has given up
her career and submerged all her interest
in art in the work of her husband.

Wife His Model

The wife of II. O. Tanner, painter of
religious subjects whose works are n the
Luxembourg gallery, the Corcoran gallery
in Washington and other muscums, has
been the model of the majority of her
husband’s paintings. Sometimes she has
posed for two figures in a composition.
Her intelligence and grace have lent
themselves to a higher conception of the
religious type than could be derived from
the ordinary atelier model. Mrs. Tanner
was born in San Irancisco and came
abroad to study singing, her voice being
a phenomenal one. She studied at the
Royal Conservatory, Dresden, where, for
a time, she was the youngest pupil.

HARD TEA BISCUIT

Two pounds of flour, one-quarter of'a
peund of butter, one salt spoonful of salt,
three gills of milk; cut up the butter and
rub it into the flour, add the salt and milk,
knead the dough for half an hour, cut the
cakes apout as large as a small teacup and
half an inch thick, prick with fork and
bake in a moderate oven until a delicate
brown.

LIGHTNING CAKE.

Put into a cup two eggs unbeaten, four
tablespoons of melted (not hot) butter;
fill the rest of the cup with milk, add
one teaspoon of vanilla; then pour iuto a
bowl Put into a sifter one cup of flour,
one cup of sugar, one teaspoon of baking
powder and sift these into the bowl with
the other ingredients, and stir all togeth-
er rapidly a few minutes. Bake in a loaf
tin or two layer tins. Half a cup of
broken nuts, currants or of citron makes
a pleasant change.

TUTTI FRUTTI PUDDING.

Cover half a box of gelatine with half
a cup of cold water; when soft add 1 1-2
cups of boiling water and two cups of
powdered sugar; cool a little, add the
juice of two lemons and strain. Place the
dish in a pan of chilled water and when
it begins to thicken stir in a third of a
cup of  blanched and chopped almonds,
half a banana, four figs, six dates and one
orange, all eut in small pieces. When firm
take from mold and serve with whipped
cream slightly  sweetened and flavored
with vanilla.

Death of an [llustrious French-
man—Life Story of Count
de Sabran — Ponteves In-

It seems strange to me that the press
should have taken so little notice of the
death of a most important and pictures-
que person belonging to one of the highest
families in France, and who was promin-
ent in the military, and afterwards in the
political and literary world during many
years past. When he had exchanged a
sword for the pen.. As a rule we are ac-
customed to find in the papers a liberal
space given to the death of one who has
been much in the public eye, and who
has up to the moment of his death. con-
tinued to attract towards himself general
notice.

The illustrious man I am alluding to is
Count Jean de Sabran-Ponteves. The
tfiame alone, indeed, sounds in one’s ears
like the swift swish of a sword cleaving
the smoke of battles. Besides being a gal-
lant soldier, he was a chivalrous political
enemy, a staunch friend, and a writer of
the highest grade of talent, “laureat de
Academie Francaise (prix Montyon).” if
you please, and published, under the pseu-
donym of “Jean Le Hutin,” several books
such as “L’Inde, a fond de train,” “Un
Raid en Asie,” *“Lettres a Phanette,” and
“Les Veilles du Gerfaut,” a delicious vol-
ume dedicated to his daughter.

The now ducal house of Sabran-Ponteves
descends in a straight line from the twelfth
century, without a break. Indeed, it may
be said in passing, that it is mach older
than that, if one follows the line back,
counting such ancestors, for instance, as
the sovereign Count of Forealquiers; the
Forcalquiers, as is well known, being
amongst the few great nobles who ruled
the lands as absolute sovereigns, long be-
fore the Crusades were even thought of.

King Louis IX of France was numbered
among their allies. Marguerite de Prov-
ence daughter of Raymon Berenger IV,
sovereign Count of Provence had four
daughters. The first, as I have just said,
married King Louis, the second, Eleanor,
married Henry III. of England, and the
third, Jeanne, married Raymond, sovereign
Count of Toulouse .and the fourth, Beat-
rice, married the reigning Count Charies
of Anjou. Beatrice, sister-in-law of St.
Louis, was one of the ancestresses of that
branch of the Ponteves, belonging to the
antique nobility of TLanguedoc; for, to tell
the story as it should be told, the Pont-
eves, who were the founders of the fam-
ily, developed into two branches, when
one of the two Ponteves brothers, Bretons
brave and true of the type of Du Gues-
clin, the famous knight, separated, one of
them wandering off to the south of France
whilst the other remained on his own
lan ls.

The Count Jacques de Sabran, who has
just died at his chateau of Gerfaut, in
Touraine, was the uncle of the present
Duie- Helion-Louis-Marie-Elzear, fourth
Duke of Sabran-Ponteves as also Marquis
of Ponteves, ete., etc., and who is now
about thirty-seven years of age.

Jacques was the veritable type of war-
rior of the olden time. Looking at him,
one would have thought that he had only
just removed hig Crusader’s armor, and
modernized himself  sufficiently only to
head the present Loyalist party, which al-
though greatly diminished, still exists in
certain faithful and stubborn provinces
of France.

His geniality, simplicity of manner, and
elegance of demeanor were amusing to
wateh, as well ag hig calmness of gesture
and fine commanding figure, when one saw
him galloping every morning, as early as
SIX or seven o’clock in the Bois de Bou-
logne as real sportsmen’ are wont to do.
Beneath the simple accoutrement of a
sportsman of today, he has’ managed some-
how or other to give one the impression
of not belonging at all to our age, or to
the ages immediately preceding it.

A “bhoon companion,” they called him;
but he also had inherited, very likely from
that little land of stone, heather and gorse
which was the cradle of his race, the im-
mcense stubbornness which is characterist-
tic of wave-beaten Brittany. When once
this debonair gentleman got an idea into
his handsome head, it, was an impossibility
absolute and l'nn)p]f't(;. to make him yield
in any shape or fashion.

A small anecdote concerning that time
typifies the man. During that particular
electoral contest, he spoke a very great
deal for the first time in his life, and
with very much success too, altl‘_xough as
might be expected, his adversaries were
as numberless as the sands of the sea-
shore. One night, attending a meeting
at the schools of the Rue Bolivar, which
ig situated in the midst of the “Mgrclnste”
quarter, he created a sensation well
worthy of being related. M. Lepine, pre-
fect of police, and the bravest man that
has ever held that post ,nevertheless had
sent one of  his agents to the Count de
Sabran, hoping to dissuade him from go-
ing to the reunion, as there was a plot,
of which he knew, to assassinate him. I
need not add, having already sketched the
character of this modernized knight, that
this warning only added fuel to the
flames ,and that it became for him a sup-
preme reason why he should show himself.

He therefore started at once, accompan-
ied by his private secretary, Count Gatbnel
de Pontac (who is the son of his sister,
Marguerite de Sabran-Ponteves, Countess
de Pontac) and actually forced bis en-
trance into the great hall where the bat-
tle between the two parties had already
begun. It need not be said that at _Such
a meeting the elements were extrgordmar-
ily mixed, and that when the Comte de
Sabran took his place, a regular storm of

applause and hisses burst forth; but, alas, |

amid the din could be heard, high nr}d
shrill, the cry of “Mort a Sabrani,” while
revolvers were drawn from many
ockets.
pThc hubbub lasted so long, that at
length M. Lepine with hisl able agents,
followed by the regular police, came f(jr-
ward to interfere.

troopers: - “If you want to kill me, here
I am. Go ahead, but don’t make so much
noise about it.”

The French always were, and are to
this day, an undoubtedly brave people,
who passionately admire bravery ,and at
these words silence fell like a shock up-
on the whole assembly, gazing in un-
bounded amazement and admiration upon
the haughty, broad-shouldered 1
standing there alone, in a place of im-
mediate danger, as though he did not
care a rap for any ome of the black mass
surging on every side. -

In another second, with the smm_ﬂar
right-about-face so common to situations
of this sort, thunders of applause repl:}c‘
ed the execrations first launched at him
and, much to his amazement, a little while
later Count Jacques de Sabran found that
he had obtained by this irresistible im-
pulse of his, 5,000 votes for his (-Iertinp.
Indeed he was carried from the place in

Circular Letter to Priests of Quebec
Issued by Mgr. Archambault

Montreal, June 2—A strong attack on
certain schools of thought, and a claim
concerning the rights of the clergy in ad-
vising the voters and using their influence

in a circulat which Mgr. Archambault,
Bishop of Joliette, has just issued to his

clergy.

He declares that there are certain po-
litical questions where the clergy can and
should interfere in the name of religion.
There are, he claims, political questions
touching the spiritual interests of souls
either because of their connection with
faith and morals or because they effect
the liberty, independence, or existence of
the temporal rights of the church.

In such cases the clergy should speak
with authority to the electors, to the can-
didates, or to the constituted authorities,
telling them that to vote in such and such
|a way or to do such and such a thing is
y wrong.

His lordship declares that in the past
thirty vears great progrees has been made
by achools of thought hostile to the church
while on the Catholic side is to be found,
very often, apathy and personal intevest
dominating all other interests, while there
is a complete absence of collective effort.

“Our enemies,” he says, “are well or-
ganized and are attempting by books,
papers. clubs, secret associations, and pri-
vate conversation to influence the people,
the family, public men and even the gov-
ernments.”

This was the greet-|
ing of F. Maclure Sclanders, commissioner
of the board of trade of Saskatoon, who
arrived in the city today on a short hoii- |
day trip.. Mr. Sclanders has taken a large
part in the development of Saskatoon and
his opinion with regard to civic develop-
ment and his advice on the subject is well
worth listening to. In discussing the pos-|
sibilities of this city this morning he could'
not have been more earnest and enthusias-!

_ “When we think of what we have done
in the west in building prosperous cities
on the virgin prairie and consider the po-
tentialities of a city like St. John our
people find it hard to understand why St.

have to sit down and think what they can
say in favor of their place. There is noth-
ing that you could say about St. John that
would be.too strong but ou are not taking
advantage of these opportunities.

John could make would be a civic ap-
propriation of not less than $15,000 for
publicity purposes.

ustrial League to assist new industries
and the same could be done in St. John.
You are sending enough money to all the
ends of the earth for investment and
speculation to finance any number of sub-
stantial industries in your own city where
you could see the results and make sure
of the profits. There is enough money ly-
ing idle in the banks for the purpose. All
that is needed is to make this money
available and the results will come. The
new industries are not subsidized but from
this fund enough money is taken to supply
working capital for a concern which can
give satisfactory proof of its substantial
nature and preferred stock, usually at
seven per cent, is secured by first mort-
gage on the plant.

“If there was not enough money to de-
velop new industries it would be easy to
get it if you went after it. Owing to con-
ditions in Great’ Britain, an immense
amount of British capital is being sent
abroad for investment. We are getting
any quantities in the west. The C. P. R.
is spending $50,000,000 this year, all Eng-
lish money. If you went after it you
could get your share.

London, May 22—As generally happens
in this country, not too little, but too
much money has been. subscribed by the
public for the relief of the sufferers by
the Titanic disaster. The lord mayor’s
fund now amounts to more than $1,300,000.
which is a lot more than is needed, but
still subscriptions keep pouring in, and it
has just been announced that the big sur-
plus that is likely to remain after all the
vicitms of the recent disaster have been
helped will be placed in the hands of the
public trustee, and will be available in

future emergencies of the same kind.

This will mean still another addition to
the colossal sum of money which is lying
ownerless, in this country. In the vaults
of the Bank of England alone is more
than $5,000,000, whose owners are unknown
and which is doing nobody any good. This
represents unclaimed dividends on debt-

BEEF PRICES HGHEST
SINCE VL WAR

‘Meat in Chicago Has Taken
Another Advance

Chicago, June 3—Meat has advanced to
#he highest price known since the Civil
.fWar. Retail butchers began charging from
four to six cents a pound more for prime
cuts of beef, veal and mutton than a week

There was, again,
more than enough money for sufferers by
the Llanerch colliery explosion in 1890, and
for the women and children of the men
killed at Abercorn. A few years ago, the
trustees of the two funds had nearly $125,-

of this kind was the Newbury explosion
fund, the final balance ob which is $350.

THE BURNS FARMS AND
POEMS MWRITTEN THERE

(Scottish American.)

A correspondent askg for (1) a list of
the farms occupied by Robert Burns and
his father between 1750 and 1796; (2) the
titles of two or three of the most import-
ant pdems written on each; (3) the date
of Burne’s marriage, and (4) the date of
his death.

1~—When Robert Burns was born, Jan.
95th, 1759, his father William Burns, (or
Burness), was employed as a gardener
and overseer for a Mr. Ferguson, of Doon-
holm, near Ayr. In 1768 William Burns
became a tenant of the emall up-land farm
of Mount Oliphant, a few miles above the
mouth of the Doon. He remained on this
farm for ten years, and then removed to
a larger farm a little farther north, in
the parish of Tarbolton, on the banks of
the Ayr. He continued in possession of
this farm for seven years, until his death
in 1784. After the death of the father,
in 1784, the Burns family removed from
Lochlea, and Robert and hie brother Gil-
bert took the farm of Mossgiel in an up-

land country, near the village of Mauch-
line. In 1786 the “ploughman poet” left
Mossgiel for Edinburgh, and spent the
next two years in the city or in travel
about his native land; and in 1788 he re-
turned to his old calling es a cultivator of
the soil. He leased the farm of Ellieland,
on the banks of the Nith, a few miles
above Dumfries, which he kept for three
years, giving it up to take the situatior
of excise officer for the district of Dum-
fries.

2.—Among the published pieces of the
Tarbolton days and before are: ‘“‘Winter,
a dirge,” “The Death of Poor Mailie,”
“John Barleycorn,” “Corn Rige are Bon-
nie,” love songs, etc. While following the
plough on the Mossgiel farm Burns bad
his~inepiration for such poems as ‘“To a
Mouse on turning up her nest with the
plough, November, 1785,” and “To a
Mountain Daigsy, on turning one down
with the plough, in April, 1786,” ‘“The
Cottar’s Saturday Night,” “Hallowe’en,”
the “Epistle to Davie, a brother poet, lov-
er, ploughman, and fiddler,” are among
the well-known poems written by
farmer of Ellisland.

3.—His marriage with Jean Armour was
publicly acknowledged on August b5th,
1788. There had been an irregular mar-

OUTLOOK
HOME RULE
18 CHANGED

New Atmosphere of Irish Ques-|
tion Most Noticeable
In Green Isle

ULSTER TONES DOWN

New Matters Arise for Censider-
ation ard Trade Unionism i-
One—Marked Growth of Pross
perity---Self-Government Looked

on as Sure to Come

(Times Special Corespondence.

Dublin, May 20—In no part of the Unit-
ed Kingdom ¥s what may be called the new
atmosphere of the Irish question more ap-
preciable than in Ireland itself. The pas-
sions of the past are dying down rapidly,
and if the reign of rehson has not entirely
begun, the third home rule bill is discuss-
ed in very different temper from its pre-
decessors. That applies to all parties.

The Nationalist is disposed to be rather
more critical and careful as to what he ac-
cepts. Any bill which did not meet the
Irish demand would have had short shrift
at the Dublin convention the other day,
for the Nationalists have waited so long
that they would rather wait longer than
take a measure which was not satisfactory
to themselves. They have learned patience
in the passing years, but they are determ-
ined to have the fruits of that patience
in practically full control of Irish affairs.
At the back of the mind of every Nation-
alist Trishman is the conviction that home
rule must come, if not from the Liberale
from the Conservatives. The lesson of the
coquetting with federalism of last year has
not been lost. The belief has grown up
that if the present bill were killed in any
way it would not be long before a measure
as favorable to Ireland would be offered by
the Tory party.

Let me be perfectly frank about this as-
pect of the question. An Irishman who
knows as much of the currents of feeling
in the country as probably anybody whom
one could meet, said to me, “We feel that
if you Liberals were forced to go to the
country at the present time you might be
beaten. Labor unrest, the insurance act,
and half a dozen other things would tell
against you. But if you were beaten there
is no sign that you would be badly beaten.
The Conservative majority would be small,
and in all probability a Conservative gov-
ernment could be formed only if there
were an arrangement with the Irishmen.
Already the Unionists have shown them-
selves open to a bargain for the Irish vote,
and we should get as much out of such a
bargain as we are offered in the home rule
bill. Two or three years hence the condi-
tion of affairs will probably have changed.
Labor may be more settled, the benefits of
the insurance act will begin to be felt, and
you may win in a general election. What-
ever happens, we Irishmen are certain to
get what we want.”

The average voters in Ireland do mnot
argue, so subtly as this man, but they have
caught the spirit of his beliefs. They are
quite certain that one way or another, and
sooner rather than liter, home rule will
be given to Ireland.

Ulster Tones Down

If that accounts in part for the quieter
tcmper on the one side there are equally
influences at work in the north which are
giving a softer and more cautious aspect to
the Ulster opposition. Judging by the ut-
terances of a few fire-brand orators, it
might be imagined that Ulster was as viol-
ent in its antagonism to home rule as ever
it has been. These men still talk of shoot-
ing and of dying in the Jast ‘ditch. It is
creditable to the sense of the porth that
people there are learning to smile at: these
vaporings and to regard them as just a
liftle comical. :

'That is one point of view, but it does
not account altogether fot the real Qhange
in the, force and passion of agitation m
the north, a change which is illustrated
in one aspect by the marked revival of
the old Liberalism which is being witnee-
sed in Ulster, and especially in Belfast.
“We are thinking of things a little near-
er to our own time than the battle of the
Boyne,” remarked a Belfast man to me
a couple of months ago. In other words,
new questions are arising in Ireland. Peo-
ple are agitating about wages and hours
of labor. They are thinking seriously of
the sweating which permeates the linen
trade of Belfast. They are beginning 10
realize the disgrace of the slums which
have conquered whole areas of that city.
Trade unioniem is spreadly rapidly and,
whether employers realize it or mot, there
are in this corner of Irelapnd all the ele-
ments of a very big conflict, in which
Catholic and Protestant workens, men and |
women, will be fighting side by side for
common rights and a better place in the
sun. This growth of trade unionism is
one of the big facts of Irish life today,
and yet is being ignored by people w?\o
profess to understand Ireland. By its aid,
the eharp edges of the older religious and
party differences are being worn down,
and the minds of men are beingt turned
to social problems whieh have nothing
whatever to do with the time of William
111,

Of what is happening in this particular
the party orators whoee speeches are most

quoted in this country have no conception
whatever, judging by their platform utter-|
ances. 'They are uttering the same tags!
which did duty, twenty-five years ago. |
Every one of their speeches might be re-
produced almost verbally from the newe-
papers of 1886 and 1893.

Yet if they pause to think they must
realize that there is a difference in the |
response which is evoked. Away from‘:
some of the wilder country districts one |
hears little echo of the old savage enthusi-
asm. JKven the leaders, although they
do not admig the fact in public, are con-
scious of a change of conditions.

Pro-perity

Any review of the alogether calmer tem-
per in which both parties in Ireland are
facing the probability, of home rule wouid
be incomplete if it failed to take account
of the influence of the greater prosperity
of Ireland. The better conditions are ap-
parent in Dublin itself, where the streets
and the shops give every suggestion of
well-being in the population. The capital
city is feeling the influence of happient
times. But the change, although remark-
able enough in Dublin, is marvellous in-
deed in the west, where the benefits of
land purchase are producing a well-to-do
peasantry which is self-reliant and pro-
gressive in spirit. Mud-cabins have gone,
to be replaced by eottages. Holdings are

cultivated as they have not been cultivat-

ed before. The people are cleaner amt
happier, and—a small point, but one o
real significance— the cottage with close
windows is the exception all over tix
west. The lessons of health, which have
gone hand in nand with the lessons o
government, are being learned, and con
sumption—the most awful scourge of thes:

ANNUAL REPORT
OF CONSERVATION
COMMISSION

A Summary of Matters of Publi
Interest in Third Year's Issue

~.
——

In its usual attractive form, bound in
cloth and illustrated with maps, diagrams
and two-color illustrations, the Third An-
nual Report of the Commission of Con-
servation has just come to hand. Publie
hgs]th, agriculture, forestry, fisheries,
;mnergls and water-powers are dealt with
In various important aspects, probably the
most immediately interesting subjects dis-
cussed being the consolidation of tha
varioug public health services of the do-
minion and the measures for the protec-
tion of forests from fire that have recent.
ly become law.

Forests.

As a result of the agitation carried o
by the commission ever since its incepe
tion, a law was passed last year by which
railways are held responsible for damages
mﬂlcted. by forest fires caused by their
locomotives and are required to patrol
dangerous portions of their lines during
the dry season. A few weeks ago the
railway commission promulgated regula-
tions under this law, and Clyde Leavitt,
forester of the commission for conserva-
tion, who is also chief fire inspector for
the railway commission, is now in Brit-
ish Columbia to see that the railways
put these regulations into effect.

The report also contains an address by
R. H. Campbell, director of the forestry
branch of the interior department, on the
new Rocky Mountains Forest Reserve, an
area of 17,900 square miles, recently set
agide as a reserve largely through the ef-
forts of the Commission of Conservation
and the Canadian Forestry Association.

Public Health Services.

The public health section of the report
states that the dominion spends yearly the
sum of $377,485 on various public health
services scattered among four different de-
partments, and shows how economy could
be effected and efficiency gained by con-
solidating these under one public health
branch. Other public health topics discus-
sed are meat inspection, uniform vital
statistics, biological laboratories for pre-
paring vaccines and anti-toxins, and hous-
ing and town planning.

Fur-Farming.

Fur farming is one of the interesting
matters discussed in the section devoted
to fisheries and game. Foxeg are now
being successfully raised for their fur in
western Ontario and in Prince Edward
Island. On account of the almost prohibi-
tive price of furs the commission has de-
cided to issue a well-illustrated report on
this industry in order that more people
may be induced to engage in it. Other mat-
ters dealt with in this section are ghe
oyster fisheries, which are in a decliping
condition, and the shad fisheries, the pro-
duction of which has fallen off fifty per
cent. in the last decade.

Agriculture.

A (detailed account of the agricultural
survey being conducted in every province

by the commission is given, as well as a

description of the illustration farms mow
being started in connection with it. Not
the least attractive part of this section
of the report is a number of diagrams
showing graphically just what progress
weeds are making against the farmers of
each province.

A detailed account is given of the work
being done in taking stock of the water-
powers of the country, special attention
beéing given to the Athabaska river.

Peat for Fuel.

That peat fuel can now be manufactur-
ed at a price to compete successfully with
coal is the announcement made in the
minerals section of the report. The im-
portance of this can be realized when it
is known that Canada has 37,000 square
milezs of peat bogs, ranging from five to
ten feet in thickness, and that two pounds
of average air-drted peat ave equal in fuel
value to one pound of good hard coal.
Other topics treated of in the minerals
section ave the briquetting of slack coal,
the plugging of gas wells and mine acci-
dents. Altogether the report contains a
great deal of valuable information well
worth preserving for purposes of future
reference.

GENEROUS TO MT. ALLISON

Sackrille, June 1—When Dr. Borden,
president of Mount Allison University,
was in the west a few months ago he had
a conference with Edward 8. McQuaid,
Mount Allison 1905, in the city of Edmon-
ton. Mr. McQuaid subscribed the sum of
$1,100 toward the Endowment Fund of Mt.
Allison, $100 to be paid at once and $209
to be paid each year for five years.

Recently Dr. Borden received a letter
from Mr. McQuaid, enclosing his cheque
for $500, and stating that he intended to
pay $2,000 more towards the Endowment
Fund within a year. Mr. McQuaid is a
native of Alma, Albert County, and has
done exdeptionally well since he went west
a few years ago.

Minister of Agriculture Makes
Sorry Showing at St.
Louis Meeting

FALSE PAY SHEET OF TORIES

The Evidence Placed Befere
Government Member's Eyes as
Great Crowd Applauds—Again
Declines to Fix Date for Buc-
touche Meeting

Richibucto, N. B., June 2—Today, after
thurch, P. J. Veniot met the government
speakers at St. Louie before 1,000 people,
who remained until the end of the meet-
ing without dinner. The meeting ended
at 3 o'clock.

Mr. Veniot had stated at a previous
meeting that he could prove fraud in
bridge work, false pay sheets and forged
endorsement on checks, and the - frauds
were perpetrated in the vicinity of St.
Louis. :

Today he reiterated his charges, produc-
ed copies of the checks, copies of the pay-
lists and produced the laborers whoge
checks had ben cashed and the names forg-
ed on the endorsement.

The laborers stood on the platform side
by side with Mr. Veniot, and as he drove
home ‘the evidence the government speak-
ers wilted under the tremendous applause
of the immense crowd. :

Mr. Veniot in his fifteen minutes epeech,
with the documents in his hand, giving
page after page of the auditor gemeral’s
reports, showed the minister of agriculture
to have misrepresented the figures, and
when he asked the minister to open ‘the
report at the pages indicated he refused
and abandoned the platform, going over
to a crowd near a fence.

Mr. Veniot leaves Kent tomorrow for
Madawaska calling off at Bathurst for a
meeting Monday night. Again the min-
ister refused to fix the date of the Bue-
touche meeting where Mr. Veniot promis-
es to prove further frauds. He will hold
a meeting there whether the minister fixes
the date or not.

On Friday night, Dr. Landry and his
colleagues addressed a large meeting at
Kouchibouguac, an English district, and
here again the auditor general was held
up to criticism by Colonel Sheridan. The
minister of agriculture supported the Col-
onel in his attacks by his repeated ‘“Hear,
Hear.”

Mr. Veniot again met the government
speakers and although he spoke before Dr.
Landry, when the latter spoke he touched
nothing new but had to content himself
with trying to defend the administration.

Hear again he refused to deal with his
own department, although repeatedly asked
by Mr. Veniot to do so. As a minister of
agriculture he seems to know more about
other departments than his own, and his
attitude in this respect proves hie incom-
petency as the head of this important
branch of the administration.

Dr. Landry promised, if returned, to
have $20,000 expended on Kent county
roads.

“What arc the other counties going to
get,” asked Mr. Veniot. This was a stick-
er for the doctor.

Kouchibouguac is going to give a major-
ity to the opposition. Friends of the gow-
ernment openly admit defeat in this coun-
ty and are denouncing the minister of
agriculture for having invited Mr. Veniot
to their meetings. This invitation wae
issued by Dr. Landry without consulting
his colleagues, who are indignant at it.

BRITAIN'S MEDITERRANEAN POLCY

Malta, June 1—The conference to decide
Great Britain’s future policy in the Medi-
terranean, which began here May 29, was
concluded today. Among those who par-
ticipated were Premier Asquith, Winston
Churchill,. first lord of the admiralty, Vis-
count Kitchener and General Ian Hamil-
ton. An official statement issued this
evening says:

“The lords and commissioners of the ad-
miralty, having concluded an inspection
of the Mediterranean fleet and naval es-
tablishments at Malta, desire to express
their satisfaction at the efliciency of the
organization.

“It ig their intention to make full use
of the facilities of this important and com-
plete naval base, the value of which to
the British navy is of permanent charac-
ter.

SPEAKS N OPERA HOUSE

ing with the French. Canadian traditions
and religion and -particularly with the
Catholic church marriage lawe. Colonel

Mr. Hockin in opening his speech refer-
red to the fine people who dwelt in the
maritime provinces and he said that many
men went from New Brunswick to Ontaz-
io and that they all made good both in
business ard politics. The speaker praised
the work that the Protestant churches
were doing in Quebec and he said that the
Protestant religion was making some head-
way in that province.

He referred to the ambition of the
French Canadians which he said was to
spread their religion and traditions -all
over the eastern part of Canada ‘and the
United States. In the northern part of
New Brunswick, said the speaker, th.c
Fnglish speaking farmers were selling their
farms to the French and the English were
gradually removing from that district.

Mr. Hockin affirmed that the people of
Quebec were the most illiterate of any
people in practically the whole of the em-
pire and this was the result of the priests
trying to keep their people in ignorance 80
that they would be able to completely
control them.

The speaker declared that some of the
newspapers of Quebec were not at liberty
to print what they pleased, but that the
liberty of the press was one of the bul-
warks of the British natjon. If the news-
papers were not permitted this freedom
this nation would be in a class with the
people of Ruesia and China. :

Mr. Hockin denounced the marriage
laws of the Catholic church and said that
although the Roman. Catholic church did
not sanction divorce, still by dispensations
the same object was brought about and
husbands and wives were separated. Some
of the speciai dispensations of the Roman
Catholie church were- worse than the di-
vorce decree of Reno.

In closing Mr. Hockin said that the only
way to judge the workings of Romanism in
(Canada was to see what is being done in
Quebec and other places where the Roman
Catholic church held sway. He urged his
Learers to wuphold British _institutions,
which have been the bearers of civilization
for 500 years.

DOUBLE FATALITY ST0PS
GERMAN. AVIATION: MEET

First Contestant and an Army
Officer Passenger Dashed to
Death When Monoplane Crash-
ed to Earth

Bremen, June 2—Albert Bauchstaetter,
one of the best known of the German
aviators, and his passenger, Lieut. Stille,
of the German army, were killed today
when their monoplane plunged to the
ground just after starting on the north-
west aviation circuit of 425 miles.

The monoplane, guided by Bauchstaet-
ter rose and was taking a curve prepara-
tory to straightening out for the long
journey when the accident occurred. Ap-
parently the aviator overbanked his ma-
chine. The monoplane dropped so heavily
that it was half buried in the earth and
had to be sawn apart before the bodies
of the two men could be extricated.

Fifteen professional aviators, with mem-
bers of the Army Aviation Corps as pas-
sengers, had entered the contest, but
when the accident occurred the circuit
was abandoned. The calamity was wit-
nessed by a distinguished gathering,
among which was the Grand Duke of Old-
enburg.

The northwest circuit took in the cities
of Muenster, Hanover, Brunswick, Lubeck
and Hamburg. Bauchstaetter was an ex-
perienced aviator who had made several
notable flights during 1911.

North Yakima, Wash., June 1—Aviator
Phillip O. Parmelee was killed while at-
tempting a flight in an aviation exhibition
today. A gust of wind caught the tail
of his aeroplane and overturned the ma-
chine.

Parmelee had been up about three min-
utes on his first flight of the day and had
traveled almost three miles from the fair
ground at a height of 400 feet, when a gust
of wind struck the machine. The bi-plane
dashed to the ground crushing the avia-
tor beneath it.
