Bolton is a colliery and manufacturing
centre about fifteen miles from Manches-
ter, Its population is about 200.000.

ers had gone down below the surface to
gin the days work.

The cause and extent of the disaster
was in doubt for several hours. The ﬁl'st_
rescuing party to reach the scene succeed-
ed in bringing seven men and a boy to
«afety and later recovered the bodies of
five victims who had no chance to escape.

At the moment of the explosion, flames
‘spread through the affected passage and
smoke and poisonous gas fumes filled the
shaft. The plight of the iiners was ren-
dered more desperate hy a mishap to the
machinery of the shafts where the cages
refused to move for a time, preventing
a quick escape and interfering with the
ventilation. The rising gases were check-
ed by obstructions and driven back upon
the entombed men. Meantime, the fire
raged fiercely. and it is supposed that
many who were not killed by noxious
fumes were burned to death. :

The rescuers were unable to go direct-
Iy to the spot where the miners were en-
tombed. and there was some delay while
they sought access to the place through
adjoining leads.

Word of the accident was carried quick-
1y to the homes of the miners and thou-
sands of persons .soon surrounded the
mouth of the colliery. As always on the
occasion: of - sueh disasters the anxious
throng included hundreds of half-crazed
wives and children and the pitiable scen-
es familiar to coal mining districts were
enacted.

Mexico, City, Dec. 21—The fighting at
Mal Paso described in despatches from
Chihuahua is said officially to be not an
attack upon the troops train but upon
a small force under Col. Guzman which
went ahead of the train tq reconnoitre.
Official despatches describing the affair
have just reached here, /

Colonel Samuel Garcia, chief of the pres-
idential staff, gave to the Associated Press
the following statement relative to Sun-
day’s encounter:

“It is truc that Colonel Guzman ‘was
wounded in a reconnoitering expedition
that he made at the Mal Paso canes to
ascertain thé number and position of the
revolutionists. He had left his train be-
hind. Col: Guzman found the enemy’ hid-
den behind boulders and in a thick forest
on the sides of the canon. Their position
was naturally one of a great advantage.
| *At 7 o'clock Sunday night Col Guzman
collected his dead and wounded and pro-
ceeded to his headquarters at Bustillos.
| “The official report is that nineteen were
! killed and twenty-five wounded.

**Although Col Guzman was not serious-;

Iy wounded, he was unable to continue
with his command and was ordered to
Chihuahua.
| “We do not consider that in tllis en-
counter the result was in any way|a de-
feat of the government forces. Oply a

Lepine then ran into the house and,
locking himself in, blew out his brains be-
fore the police arrived, a few minutes.

The shooting was the culmination of a
long period of misunderstanding and es-
trangement between Lepine and his wife.

'MILLIONS LOSS IN FIRE;
'DEATHS, TOO, ATTEND
~ ON BLAZE IN CINCINNATI

Manufacturing District Swept By Con-
flagration; Building After
Building Goes

| Death

Eight Structures Destroyed and Ten Firms Burned
Out—Firemen Caught as Wall Collapses--Electric
to

Light Pole Topples Over and Crushes Boy

Cincinnati, Ohio, Dec. 21—The loss en-
tailed by a fire which swept the manu-
facturing district in the neighborhood of
ninth and Sycamore streets in this city,
early today will approximate two million
dollars.

One fireman's body has been recovered,
an unidentified spectator was killed by a
falling' pole, another fireman fatally burn-
ed and another seriously injured. At 4
‘o'clock this morning the fire was burning
| fiercely and ‘spreading to other properties.
i The fire has consumed all but two build-
ings in the block in which the conflagra-
tion originated and one of these is on
fire at 4.25 a.m.. Automobiles valued at
$200,000 are in imminent peril. Deputy
Fire Marshal Timothy Hurley and two
!more firemen have been taken to hospi-
tals seriously injured.

' Another Big One

Another fire broke out in the plant
of the A. J. Nurre Mfg. Company in
Broadway early today and has already en-
| tailed a loss estimated at $225,000 and is
Istill beyond contral.” It is supposed that
‘sparks from the gration in Syca-
more street. one: block west, set fire to
the Nurre plant.

The fire originated in the ‘building of
the Krippendorf-O'Neil Shoe  Company
and quickly gained such headway that
the entire eight story establishment was
soon in ruins. The Sycamore street Sta-
ble Company’s bujlding and the building
!and plant of the Victor Safe & Lock Co.
have been badly damaged. All of the
available fire fighting: apparatus: of central
and down-town parts of the city were
rushed to the fire but the firemen experi-
enced great difficulty because of the ex-
treme cold and bura%g ‘pipes.

LATER.

Cincinnati, Dee. 2]— The fire caused
damage estimated at’$2.000,000, the death
of ‘a fireman and.an unknown boy and
the-injury of -sixi other firemen.

Eight Buildings Burned

The fire, which started at'2 oiclock, was
one of the most disastrous that the local
fire department had to battle with for
many ‘years. At the time it broke out a
high wind was blowing. ‘When the flames
were finally brought under control ten
firms had been burned out and eight large
buildings destroyed. :

The dead:—

Robert D. Grear, pipeman, Engine Com-
pany No. 4.

Unknown boy about 10 years old.

An entire block from Ninth and Syca-
more streets to Broadway was swept by
the flames. The firms burned out are:—

‘Jered heavy falls of coal and slack that

Krippendorf & O'Neil Shoes Company;
Taylor Poole Leather Company; Cahill
Shoe Company; Twin Lock Company;
Sycamore Street Stable Company's barn;
Griess Pfleger Leather Co.; Victor Safe &
Lock Company; warehouse of the A. and
J. Nurre Company; picture frames and
mouldings; Duncan paper box factory;
Wildberg box factory.

The fire, it is believed, started in the
engine room of the plant of the Krip-
pendorf-O’Neil Company. Hardly had the
fire been discovered when the flames leaped
from every window from cellar to roof.
When the fire apparatus arrived it was
seen that the shoe factory was doomed,
and the firemen turned to the work of
trying to. save adjoining buildings. They
practically surrounded the fire with wat-
er, but it had too much of a start and,
aided by the wind, it continued to spread
from building to building. While the fire
was at its height a wall of the Krippen-
dorf building fell and buried  Robert
Grear. His body was recovered. Four
other firemen were also caught by the
falling wall, and all badly injured.

Boy's Life Crushed Out

Tireman Luhn was at work in a stable
in the rear of the Griess Company when
he stepped into a hatchway and fell ‘two
stories, breaking several ribs and other-
wise injuring himself. He was the most
seriously hurt of any of the firemen.
Hardly had he been taken to a hospital
when an iron electric light pole, two hun-
dred feet from the apparant danger zone
of the fire, toppled over' and crushed a
boy. He died on the way to the hospital.

The Krippendorf<)'Neil building was ap-
parently doomed when the firemen ‘arriv-
ed and they directed their efforts to con-
fining it to that structure, Suddenly the
great walls crumpled and fell, burying the
four firemen under them. One taken to
a -hospital is seriously injured.

The body of Robeirt Greer, a fireman,
was taken out. half an hour later and there
is little hope that-the other two missing
will be found alive.

The work of rescue was . continued
bravely amid discouraging ¢onditions. The
rescuers, wearing helmets for their own
protection; ‘went boldly ‘into .the pit and
succeeded in extinguishing the flames in
an area 150 feet in length, but encount-

had been loosened from the roof of the
mine by the explosion. !

At 2 o'clock this afternoon only.eight
of the 200 imperilled men had escaped,
and the outlook for the rescue of others
was dubjous. At that hour a total of ten
bodies had been recovered.

SCREAMS BRING HELP

Kitchen Ablaze and Fire Envelop-

-~ ing ‘Her as ‘Family Hurry to
" Aid—Town Contract for Ten -
Years Lighting of Amherst
Streets

Amherst, N, 8., Dec. 21— (Special)—A
serious ‘fire occurred this morning in the
ho?n‘e of George T. Douglas, local super-
intendent of the Canadian Car & Foundry
company’s plant here. Mr. and Mrs, Dougs
las were "alarmed about 7 o’clock by
scréams from the kitchen and on rushing
down fotind the maid in the front part of
the 'liouse, her clothing in flames, and
the fiigchen fire.

V'I'hey covered the girl with Tugs, extine-
guishing the flames, and then sent in am’
alarm. - The girl was terribly burned from
head to foot, her clothing being complete-~
ly destroyed and no hopes at all being
entertdined for: her recovery. Both Mr.
and Mrs. Douglas were also severely burn-
ed about the hands.

The firemen were promptly on hand and
soon had the fire under control, but not
before the kitchén was badly damaged
and some portiers in-the front of the house
set .afire from the girl’s clothing. It is
supposed that she undertook to light the
f;re with oil, causing an explosion. The un-+
fortunate gitl is in Highland View hos-
pital.  She is a Scotch girl, nineteen years
of age, ngmed Effic Petrie, and has been
in this country only a short time.

CITY GOVERNMENT
The city of Montreal is not happy with
its board of contral. There is so miuch
friction between the city council and the
bord of control that legislation will "be
sought by the latter at the coming session
of the Quebec house, to change the con-
ditions. This is not a very good recom-
mendation of the board of control system,
and, as The Times has pointed out, there
is dissatisfaction with the same system in
Montreal and Toronfo. =~ The Montreal
Ktar makes this somewhat biting comment
on the conditions as they exist in  that
' city:—
“There has never been a time in the
history of Montreal when the feelings of
' the city council were so easily outraged
and thé sensibilities of the individual al-
dermen so deeply wounded by casual criti-
: ¢ciem. Speak harshly to an alderman and
he will Jook at you with a reproachful
. sadness which is more expressive than
words; intimate that there are still weak-
nesses in the city council and he will be
fnoved to tears; suggest that its judg-
_ments, when they run counter to the
- opinions of certain tried and proved city
officials, are almost invariably wrong and
he will threaten to call you before the
bar of the council. All these symptoms
of a moribund system would not be of
much significance except as indicating the
necessity of the change which the legisla-
. ture will be asked to authogize at its next
, sessjon, if it were not that ‘il}leyv occasion-
., ally inconyenience officials who hiive some:

thing more important to do than to spend'

time soothing needlessly indignant alder-
men.”

FAIR PLAY FOR THE EAST

The question raised by the Canadian
(lourjer concerning the development by the
federal government of a more effective
castern immigration policy, so that east-
ern Canada may benefit along with the
west in the expenditure made, is one that
will not be settled until it is eettled right.
There is not at the present time so great
urgency to abpcal for new settlers far
the west. That country has been so well
advertised and so many settlers have pour-
ed in that the movement would continue
even if the efforts of the government were
relaxed. The east, however, does qot ask
that any less attention_be paid to the
west. 1t has a right to ask that the east
also be considered, so that all sections
of Canada may progress together. A
citizen of New Brumswick, prosperous and
contented, ought to be of :as much value
to Canada as a citizen of Alberta or Sas-
katchewan.. There are fine _opportuuities
in the castern provinces for new settlers,
but apparently the people of the mother
country, Scandinavia, and other portions

* of northern Kurope are not well advised
ow this point. Systematic effort should
he made to exploit eastern Canada so that

_ immigrants to whom the peculiar advan-
{ages of this region would appeal may have
the knowledge and the opportunity to do
that which they would prefer. The fed-
eral government in its immigration policy

" may fairly e asked to give more atten-
tion to the eastern provinces.

When this has been said, however, all
has not beem said. The provincial gov-
ernments are not doing their duty in the
matter. There should be hearty co-oper-
ation, without any rvegard whatever to
politics, between provincial and federal
governments in this matter. 1f they
would get together they would have no
difficulty in fornmlating a poiicy which
would not only attract immigrants to the
eastern provinces but would take care of
them when they come. This has not been
done as it should have been done in the

4 past. Immigrants have come, for exam-
ple. to New Brunswick, and have either
failed to realize their ambitions or have
moved on. There can be no doubt what-
ever that had the immigration authorities
of the province devized a system to keep
in touch with new settlers and help them
to solve their problems in a new environ-

" ment for the first few years after their
coming, the result would have been of
very great benefit in every way.

trade. The cities profit by the growth, of
rural population.

|, Panama City, Dec. 2I—The total length
of the proposed Panama-David railroad,
according to the survey of the line, re-
cently finished by the engineers of the
Panama railroad, whose services were
loaned to the Panaman government b:\'
the United States authorities,” is approxi:
mately 35) miles. The data secured, antd
the necessary maps, are being incorporat-
ed in a report that is to be submitted
at an early date.

The length estimated includes the main
line, extending from Empire, in the Ca-
nal Zome, to David, in the province of
Chiriqui, a distance - of 280 miles; a
branch line. about 65 miles in length from
‘a point near the Santa Maria river, which
forms the boundary between Cocle and
Los Santos provinces, to Pedasi, in Los
Santos province; and a branch line, about
four miles long, from Penonome to An-
ton, in the province of Veraguas.

Panama, on account of the relztively
great extent of its coasi line in propor-
ition to its area, is capable of being open-
ed up by railroads with unusual facility.
'The contract of the Panama government
! with the Panama railroad, now in the
ihands of the United States, is the first
.step to such railroad development. Chiri-
the weaternmost -one of
Panama, and as David is. situated not
{more than thirty miles from the Costa
‘Rican border the railroad will traverse
i almost the entire region west of the ca-
{nal. This vegion is the scene of the prin-
icipal agricultural development that has
i been accomplished. David is about nine
miles from the Pacific coast. and has be-
tween 4900 and 5000 inhabitants, and is
growing rapidly, ita importance having
heen lessened in no wise by the project
to run the railroad through from . this
capital. At present the river port of Ped-
regal furnishes an outlet for the conn
merce of David,

'fhe province of Chiriqui. notably the
David distvict, is an ' excellent farming
country, being exceptionally well adapted
to cattle raising.

“We recognize the reasonableness of
Sir Wilfrid’s public statement on the tar-
iff, thit so long as negotiations were pend.
ing with reference to reciprocity, no ac-
tion could be taken on the tariff.”

GREAT GROWTH OF THE
TRADE OF CANADA

Ottawa, Dec. 20—The trade figures for
the first eight months of the present fiscal
vear show an increase of $72,498,530, or
nearly seventeen per cent in Canada’s total
trade, as compared with the eight months
ended with November of last year.

Tmports totalled $304,318,375, an increase
of $64,200,944, or no less than 25 per: cent
over last year,

Exporis of domestic products totalled
$193,639,731, an increase of $10,500,000.

Exports of foreign products showed a
slight falling off. The increase in exports
was mainly fn agricultural products, which
totalled $56.994,632. .

Exports of manuf-ctured goods amounted
to $22,799,863, an incgease of nearly two
and one-half millions. .

Tor November imports totalled $41,633,-
227, an increase of $6,190,188. '

Exports of domestic products for the
month totalled $35,518,616, an increase'of
$200,000 over November of last year.

John D. Rockefeller Receives
Check for $2,500,000 In Oil
Dividend :

New York, Dec. 21—John D. Rockefel-
ler and the other stockholders of the
Standard Oil company received their divi-
dend checks covering the final quarterly
pavment of the year last week. The
amount distributed was $10,000,000 and of
this sum Mr. Rockefeller, assuming that
he owns 25 per cent. of the capital stock
of the corporation, received  $2,500,000.
Since 1882 Mr. Rockefeller. it is calculat-
ed, has received in dividends on his Stan-
dard Oil stock about $180,000,000 out of
a total dividend disbursements of %709.-
812,620.

Of this amount he has received 8§90,
000,000 in the last nine years. The pro-
fits of the corporation since 1882 have
i been $1,129,442,064, leaving a surplus of
$419.679,444, after dividend. Mr. Rocke-
feller’s equity in the total net profits since
1882 exceeds, it is estimated, $280,000.000.

Port Limon, Costa Rica, Dec. 20—At
least seventy families, variously estimated
at from 150 to 175 men, women and chil-
dren. were drowned following the sinking
of their island homé on Saturday. The
island, in the centre of the Hopango La-
goon, off Salvador, disappeared after a
series of earthquake shocks, and slid intp
the depths of the lagoon, carrying with it
nearly all of the inhabitants.

The sinking of the island is said to have
fololwed a series of earthquake shocks
which were felt throughout the republic.
The shocks began early in the evening.
and grew in frequency and in violence as
night progressed, until midnight, when
the watchers on shore heard the sounds
of guns from the people on the island.
Shortly after that a huge bonfire  was
lighted on the island. and at about 1
o'clock a boatload of the frightened wo-
men and children reached the mainland.
The survivors reported that other boats
were coming as fast as they could be fil-
led. as the island was slowly sinking un-
der the feet of the inhabitants.
