This 
year we hav$ been able, through the kindness of Mr. Blake, to do 
more.than ever in the way of training in domestic service, and when 
the Lord, our Provider, places more money at our disposal in this de­
partment, ouri first work will be to engage a professional teacher in 
domestic science, and thus place within the limits of the purses of 
our members, a thorough and systematic course of training in this most 
important of all professions.

We now'set our faces to the future, and go forth to new duties,

Another year, with all its possibilities and opportunities for work 
in the Master’s service, improved or unimproved, is numbered with the 
past, and we are again called upon to give an account of the perform- 

- ance of the work given us to do.
In giving this account it has been thought advisable to present a 

short review of the origin and work of our organiiation.

H

HISTORY.

The Young Women’s Christian Guild, which was the outcome of an 
earnest desire on the part of some philanthropic friends for the eleva­
tion and benefiting of the young women of <St»r city, was organized in 
Shaftesbpry Hall on May 30th, 1887, Mrs. John Harvie being elected 
President. A regular religious meeting was at o^ce established, as 
were also classes in general improvement, book-keeping, shorthand 

. and music.
At the end of one year the membership had greatly increased, and 

with it the necessity for larger and more commodious quarters. Ac­
cordingly rooms were rented at 201-205 Yonge street, where the work 
was carried on more extensively, many new subjects being added to 
the class work.

The movement continued to grow, and in 1890 the officers and mem­
bers began to think of and labor for the attainment of a building of 
their own, where the work could be carried on on a larger and more 
influential scale.

By their earnest efforts, and the liberality of warm friends, they 
were enabled to accomplish their desired object in 1891, when our 
building on McGill street, costing about $40,000, reached completion.

We are social beings by nature, and by placing us in this world 
God meant us to have a life of enjoyment. Special attractions are 
offered that will help to cultivate the social nature and give pleasure 
at the same time. In our Society may be found educational classes 
which help to train and culture the mind, and thus assist the student in 
her preparation for her future life work.

Many a girl and woman is receiving to-day a small salary when she 
might receive a much larger one had she even a good common school 
education. Then we have classes in physical culture and gymnastics, 
which help to develop well-rounded, healthy bodies.

In reviewing our work for the year we have to report God’s guid­
ing hand directing our steps and leading us safely through.

What has been accomplished, great as it has been, appears small 
when brought into contrast with what has been left undone. We have 
not reached one-twentieth of the young women of our city, while in the 
ranks of our active members how few there are who are active workers 
for the Lord Jesus.

While we cannot in any concise way give a full report of our work— 
spiritual fruits cannot be weighed or results counted—yet from the 
facts which we present some idea will be gained of the manifold work 
of our Society in its varied departments during the past year. Our 
Committees, of which we have had 11, have done better work this 
year than ever before, as will be seen by their reports. We are glad 
of this, as there is no better criterion of any society than the work 
accomplished by its members. The Devotional Committee, with Miss 
V. Kelly as Convener, has taken charge of the Monday evening meet­
ings, some of them have been especially marked by a deep spiritual 
interest and have resulted in the spiritual growth of young women. 
The Conversational Bible class, held on Saturday evening, has been a 
means of blessing to all attending it Sometimes we have been dis­
couraged, bût have continued the work in hope, believing that the 
Master has been with us and that good results will follow. We have 
had a membership of 26 with an average of 8.

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Thompson has done all in her power to make the class helpful, and 
this year, as last, Drs. Davis and Thomas were the medical examiners 
for the girls. A director is needed for graded classes meeting at dif­
ferent hours, and not an in one class, as has been the case. Another 
department of our work which we trust will grow in helpfulness is the 
employment bureau. It has proved an invaluable means of drawing to 
our rooms both those who wish work and those who wish to employ 
workers. The following figures show that this department has minis­
tered to the physical needs of our young women in a practical way.

We have during the past year had over 1,117 calls for help of vari­
ous kinds ; this may be divided into the following divisions 81 house­
keepers, 138 for office, or stores, 90 dressmakers and seamstresses, 274 
nurses or housemaids, 426 cooks and generals, and 107 charwomen, 
while 536 have applied to us for the services of young women.

Work has been found for a large number. Many instances could 
be cited of direct personal help to young women. Their hearts have 
been cheered as they have told their troubles to a sympathizing mem­
ber. Sometimes we can do no more than this, the wants are so mimer1 
ous and the needs so varied, and again, there are many unpleasant fea. 
tures of this work when girls are unappreciative of help rendered ; but 
we try not to see the discouragements and keep on, wishing often that 
we might do more.'

The past year has seen a larger influx of girls and women into the 
city than ever before. This has made wages lower and work scarce 
and has caused us to say : “ Oh that girls might receive a training in 
some line of work, thus fitting them to earn a living for themselves.’’

GENERAL OR SECRETARIAL WORK.
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Much of this work is such as cannot be reported, kind words spoken 
here, work given there, a letter of introduction, a quiet chat, a giving 
Of one’s self constantly. We cannot tell of all these things, yet we 
know that the Master blesses the giver as well as the receiver.

We have distributed 6000 circulars, sent out 2000 copies of the 
Guild Omette every month, thousands of invitations to the different 
socials, concerts and Bible classses, written 413 letters, 795 postals, 
received 439 letters, 371 postals, made many calls, recommended to 
boarding houses 181, written 83 letters of introduction and have re­
ceived 33. These letters are often very helpful. A youhg i 
away to a strange city carrying a letter of introduction to 
or a private individual feels that she is not alone, and w 
know that they are not disappointed.

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In making out our report we can scarcely realize that it is time to 
retrace our steps mentally over another year’s work, twelve months for 
which weare responsible for our share in this great undertaking, and 
though it is not pleasant to review work .wherein we have failed in 
doing all we anticipated, yet it often acts as a stimulus to greater 
efforts in the future and we feel it shall be ad in this case. -

We organized our Committee with 13 members on our list, planned 
well what we should do, taking as our work, calling upon absentees 
and looking them up, visiting the sick amongst our members, trying to 
secure new members and trying to get all the strangers who come into 
our Society acquainted with one another and thus making them feel at 
home.

We fully realized the importance of all this, for though our member­
ship is 'large, the majority of those who come here have very little 
time at their disposal and ish to make good use of it, by taking 
ad vantage/of the class work, hey are not able to join, as they might 
wish to, jm pleasant social intercourse with the many strangers who 
come in their way.

We want the lonely and troubled ones who so often enter our build- 
>ng to always find “ a heart at leisure from itself to soothe and sympa­
thize,” even though our Secretary is busy, and we felt we had not 
always filled that place as we should have.

Now we know much has been done by some of our Committee in this 
part of our work and we feel that they shall always take more interest 
in strangers in the future, from the past year’s experience in seeing the 
need there i« for sympathy'and help.
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a very severe winter. A large box of clothing was sent to us from 
Tavistock, containing a number of warm quilts and comforters which 
proved a boon to many in the cold weather. We also had parce’s 
from Brussels and Malvern, all of which were distributed to the best 
advantage. At Christmas we held a pound social and gave out sixteen 
large baskets to those who received no other aid. A good deal of 
visiting has also been accomplished, some going regularly to the 

• hospitals, gaol and reformatory.
In looking over the past year we seem to have done very little for 

the Master in comparison with what He has done for us, but even the 
little has been done “ In His Name,” and if we have helped in ever so 
small a measure to bring His Kingdom nearer to those who are lonely 

* and sad, we shall have accomplished something.
