CAN'T BULLY BULGARIA.

DOM.

Partis, Dec. 20.—M. Herbette, the
French minister at Berlin, has advised
Foreign Minister Ribot that the German
government supports Bulgaria in her at-
titude in the Chadouine affair and holds
that M. Stambouloff had no option but
to act ashe did and that France is not
justifiedin the rupture of relations with
Bulgaria. The attitude of Germany as
regards the affair, however, will not alter
M. Ribot’s policy, which is approved by
the whole cabinet. A communication to
the press gives a forecast of M. Ribot’s
statement to be made in the Chamber
of Deputies in reply to H. Millevoye's
inter-pellation. In this statement
the minister will maintain the illegality
of the arrest and expulsion of M.
Chadonine and will assert that the
general hostility of the Bulgarian Gov-
ernment was shown in the watching of
the residence of M. Lanele, the French
charge d’affaires. At the same time he
will ‘announce the determination of
France not to submit to the violation of
treaty rights.

THE PORTE'S REPLY TO FRANCE.

In regard to the note sent M. Cambin,
the French ambassador to Turkey, in-
structing him to present.formulated de-
mands to Porte for an apolegy from
Bulgaria and that she be made to re-
scind the order of expulsion against
Chadouine, it is now stated here that
semi-official advices from Constan-
tinople are that the Porte will
reply that the matter is an in-
ternal affair of Bulgaria which does
not come under the jurisdiction of the
suzerain and that as France only applied
to the Porte after the rapture it is im-
possible now to interfere.

The report that M. Ribot has recalled
all the French consuls in Bulgaria is pre-
mature. The government does not de-
sire to precipitate events.

WHAT THE GERMANS THINK OF IT.
Beruiw, Dec. 20.—The view taken in
official circles here of the quarrel be-
tween France and Bulgaria arising out
of the refusal of the authorities of the
latter country to allow a journalist nam-
ed Chadouine, who was recently expelled
from Bulgaria, to return is that it will
result in mischief. A despatch was re-
ceived from the German Embassy at
Constantinople, containing the sub-
stance of the protest made to the Grand
Vizier by M. Cambon, the French am-
bassador at Constantinople, in which M.
Ribot, the French foreign minister, ac-
cuses the Bulgarian Government, be-
sides the illegal expulsion of M. Cha-
douine, with insulting the French agent,
M. Lenel, by, setting a police watch up-
on his residence, and, upon owue .0CC&~
sion, with arresting M. Lenel himseif by
mistake as the agent was entering his
office.

M. Lenel appears to have been suspect-
ed of secretly giving assistance to the
Russo-Bulgarians, who were complicat-
ed in military plots against the Govern-
ment. M. Ribot contends that Bulgaria
under the capitulations of the Berlin
treaty ‘ought to have applied to M. Lenel
for permission to arrest M. Chadouine,
that the Porte must now insist upon Bul-
garia apologizing and rescinding the or-
der of compulsion issued against M.
Chadouine and thus wipe out by a pub-
lic, official recognition the insult to the
French agent.

BULGARIA WILL REMAIN FIRM.

The Grand Vizier, immediately upon
receipt of the protest, communicated
with the government at Sofia and receiv-
ed a prompt reply. In this answer the
authorities at Sofia expressed regret
that the incident had risen, but declared
that they would adhere to their right
to expel M. Chadouine. The Bulgarian
agent at Constantinople, in a communic-
ation addressed to the German and Aus-
trian embassies couched in
the most cordial terms, asseris

FIGHT IN A SYNAGOGUE.

Hebrews Cometo Blows, and One of
the Leaders Gets Badly Injured.

Expedition to be Sent to Aid the
Party.

PorrLAND, Me., Dec. 21. — While Lieu-
tenant Peary, brave little Mrs. Peary,
and the other members of the party are
passing the dark days of the Arctic win-
ter in northern Greenland, they are by
no means forgotten by those who sent
them out. Itis announced from Phila-
delphia that an expedition will be sent
to Greenland for the relief of Lieut.
Peary early in the spring. Dr. Robert N.
Keely, Jr., who was one of the party
that accompanied Peary to Greenland,
says that an expedition will be fitted
out, and that the Philadelphia Academy
of Natural Sciences will defray the ex-
penses, provided the funds cannot be
raised in any other way.
¢ Dr. Keely and one other of last year’s
party willgo on the expedition. Who
will constitute the entire party is not de-
finitely known. Dr. Keely is of the op-
inion that unless such a party is sent
fully equipped for an Arctic season
Lieut. Peary and his associates will nev-
er reach civilization.
Of course nothing has been heard from
Lieut. Peary either by the Academy or
by his relatives and friends in this city
since the return of the vessel that took
his party up there. He is far beyond
where even whaling vessels are likely
to go.

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BRITISH POLITICS.

The death of the Duke of Devonshire
which took place yesterday will make
an important change in the aspect of
British politics. The Duke of Devon-
shire never amounted to anything pel-
itically or otherwise, the best that the
publication called “Men of the Time” is
able to say about him being that he has
done much to develop and improve his
property, and that he has & great patron
of fine arts and of literature. His son, the
Marquis of Hartington, who now becomes
Dake of Devonshire is an important polit-
ical figure, having been a member of the
House of Commons ever since 1857. The
Marquis of Hartington stood next to Mr.
Gladstone among the Liberals, and after
Mr. Gladstone’s retirement from the
leadership of the party in 1875 he was
elected leader, which position he held
until after the general elections of 1880.
In 1886 on the formation of Mr. Glad-
stone’s cabinet which was committed to
Home Rule, Lord Hartington de-
clined tojoin it, and became the leader
of the wing of the Liberal
party known as Liberal Unionists. He
has occupied this position ever since,
and has given a strong support to the
Conservative government of the Marquis
of Salisbury, although declining to join
it. The constituency which he repre-
sented, Rossendale in Lacanshire, will
now become the scene of a vigorous con-
test. In 1885, before the Marquis of
Hartington deserted Mr. Gladstone he
was elected in Rossendale by a
vote of 6,060 against 4,248
given to his Conservative opponent, Mr.
Ecroyd. In 1886, after the Marquis of
Hartington became the leader of the
Liberal unionists, he was re-elected for
the same constituency by a vote of 5,399
against 3,949 votes given to Thomas
Newbigging the Gladstonian Liberal
candidate. The vote polled in 1886 was
nearly one thousand less than in 1885,
and the Marquis of Hartington’s major-
ity was reduced by 661. On the other
hand the Liberal vote was more
than two thousand less than it
was 1n 1885. If the Marquis of Harting-
ton received the solid Conservative vote
in 1886 as seems probable 1150 Liberals
must have abandomed Mr. Gladst
and voted for him, while nearly as
many stayed away from the polls alto-
gether. It is not likely that the candi-
date of the Liberal unionists, who ever
he may be, in Rossendale will be as
popular as the Marquis of Hartington
was, and the contest for the seat will be
invested with much interest. If the Lib-
erals who did not vote at all in 1886 now
return to the support of the Gladstonian
candidate their nnmber < will be
almost sufficient to elect their
man even if the new liberal unioniste
receives as many votes as Lord Harting-
ton did. Ifon theother hand the lib-
eral unioniste candidate is considerably
weaker than Lord Hartington the chances
of a Gladstonian Liberal being returned
for Rossendale would seem to be good.
In any case the liberal unionists in the
house of commons will be considerably
demoralized by the loss of their leader,
no person of equal weight being avail-
able to fill the Marquis of Hartington’s
place. .
