St. Petersburg, Oct. 3.—The court- 
martial at Kronstadt to-day began the 
trial of the three ringleaders of the 
mutiny on board the torpedo gunboat 
Kazanatz on August 2nd. Next week 
the court will begin trying 205 mem­
bers of the crew of the battleship Al­
exander II, who refused to obey Capt, 
Petroff’s orders to enter the ship’s boats 
and assisst in supressing the mutiny 
at Kronstadt.

A court-martial at Libau found 23 
sailors of the transport Riga guilty of 
mutiny in August last and has sen­
tenced them to various terms of im­
prisonment at hard labor.

The seriousness of the August mutiny 
■was revealed at the court-martials 
since held at Kronstadt, Helsingfor,Rê­
vai, Riga, Libau and practically every 
Baltic port, showing that the whole 
fleet was honeycombed with sedition.

An unreported mutiny of the twenty- 
first Siberian regiment which distin­
guished Itself in several battles in Man­
churia, has been disclosed by the ver­
dict of a court-martial held atBla- 
govieshtohensk, Asiatic Russia, which 
sentenced six of the ringleaders to 
death, three others to hard labor and 
nineteen to serve various terms in dis­
ciplinary barracks.

There 
was another deal, the Kamloops Lum­
ber Company purchase. Stated rough­
ly and briefly, Fowler formed a syndi­
cate to buy that company out, got pri­
vately an option on it for $150,000, per­
suaded his partners that $225,000 would 
be a fair price, which they paid to 
Ryan, and took $55,000 back from Ryan 
as a private perquisite. As the evi­
dence goes at present, it was a simple 
steal from his partners (they were 
using Foresters’ money), by Fowler 
and those who knowingly shared it 
with him, of whom Pope is indicated 
as one.

"There may possibly be something 
yet to come out regarding the com­
plicated facts to exhibit some or all 
of the parties concerned in a better 
light, but it is difficult to see how, un­
less there are new developments. We 
would imagine that, so far as the pub­
lic is concerned, the usefulness of the 
parties implicated is gone.”

New Orleans, La., Oct. 2.—Forty-Four 
lighthouses either swept into the sea 
and lost or so badly damaged that no 
lights can be shown, and four light­
house keepers drowned during last 
week’s hurricane Is the summary of the 
report made by the United States light­
house inspector Sears, of New Orleans.

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MINERS ENTOMBED.
Attack on Cashier.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 3.—A bold attack 
made by a number of revolutionists 
this afternoon on the cashier of the 
branch custom house here was frus­
trated by the quick action of the police, 
who captured several of the attacking 
party after a fusilade during which one 
man is reported to have been killed. 
The firing occurred at the Bourse end 
of the palace bridge, one of the most 
frequented thoroughfares in the city. 
The affair caused great excitement 
among the operators on the Bourse and 
the general public.

More Than Sixty Men Supposed to Be 
Imprisoned.

Bluefield, Va., Oct. 3.—As the result 
of an explosion this afternoon it the 
West Fork mines of the Pocahantas 
Collieries Company, where the explo­
sion of 1902 occurred, In which Supt. 
O’Malley and sixteen others lost their 
lives, from sixty to one hundred men 
are supposed to be entombed.

Two rescue parties have entered the 
mines and up to 11 o'clock to-night two 
men named Dolbert and Godash have 
been rescued and revived.

The mine is reported to be on fire, 
and the work of rescue is retarded. 
The cause of the explosion is not 
known. , Great excitement prevails in 
the neighborhood of the mines. Crowds 
of men, women and children remain 
about the drift at the mouth of the 
mine, anxiously awaiting news of rela­
tives and friends.

The explosion took place in what is 
known as the St. Paul entry of the 
mine.

The force of the explosion was hard­
ly noticeable at the mine’s mouth, as 
the entry in which it occurred is two 
and a half miles in the mountains. A 
number of men in the south mine were 
almost suffocated before they were res­
cued.
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JAPANESE BANK ROBBED.

Manager Murdered and a Clerk Fatally

bank and disappeared.

Tosa Maru, Capt. Kato, from the 
Orient this morning news of the bois­
terous state of the weather off this 
coast during the past few days was re­
ceived. The Tosa reports having run 
into the worst hurricane she ever en­
countered Immediately off the coast, 
that will certainly affect all inbound 
shipping as It will undoubtedly the out­
bound steamers. The Empress of India 
with the over-seas mail which left here 
On Tuesday may experience the tail- 
end of the storm, and If she escapes 
this will assuredly meet the heavy seas 
which always follow in the wake of 
such a hurricane. The result may mean 
a delay to the big white liner which 
she may not be able to make up on the 
remainder of her voyage.

The Tosa met the storm 180 miles off 
the Cape and wallowed about in it for 
twenty-four hours. Officers say that 
any small craft caught within its path 
would suffer seriously. The wind blew 
from the southeast and soon raised a 
tremendous sea which the steamship 
had to meet bow on, going full speed 
ahead. With her propeller revolving at 
a rate that would give her at a good 
thirteen and half knots an hour under 
ordinary circumstances, the Tosa at 
times was forced astern, while for 
twenty-four hours her average head­
way was two knots an hour. At times 
the sea formed in apparently an insur­
mountable wall ahead, and into it the 
vessel’s bow would go down as If to be 
instantly engulfed, but fortunately no 
sea broke. As the steamer dipped her 
nose Into the great seas she would rise 
beautifully to the crest of the wave to 
the admiration of all aboard, 
storm was responsible for the ship ar­
riving one day late.

A. J. Brace was born In Surrey, Eng­
land, in 1877, of Welsh parents, and 
came to Canada with the family In 
1885. The reason for their emigration 
was the assumption, by his father, of 
the control of the Toronto agency of 
Fegan’s Emigrant Boys’ Home. After 
five years in Toronto he started out at 
the early age of thirteen to begin life 
for himself. He first tried farming and 
stayed with that occupation for six 
years, laying the foundation for the 
splendid physique that stood him so 
well later on. Incidentally, during this 
period he learned butchering and horse­
shoeing. For three winters he worked 
for his board, and was then enabled to 
attend High school. But even then he 
did a good days’ work, milked twelve 
cows twice a day and did .many other 
chores.

When he was about nineteen Mr. 
Brace was led into definite Christian 
experience after some years of unsat­
isfactory wild oat sowing and intellec­
tual and spiritual doubt. Upon his 
conversion he at once volunteered for 
practical mission work and was sent by 
Montreal Methodist Conference to New 
Ontario. In this region he spent the 
next four years, working in lumber and 
mining camps and keeping bachelor’s 
hall in log cabins. His field of labor 
as a missionary covered an area of 
hundreds of square miles. He entered 
heartily into the work, having about 
3,000 mining and lumbering men under 
his charge. The last summer of the 
four years spent In that district was In 
navvying on the Algoma Central Rail­
way, by which means the money neces­
sary to attend college was raised. Dur­
ing this time the subject of this sketch 
engaged in bossing a gang of Italians 
by day and at night and on Sundays 
doing Y. M. C. A. work among the men 
in a tent.

He entered Victoria University, Tor­
onto, but when volunteers for the 
South African war were called for Mr. 
Brace gladly offered his services, enter­
ing the Second Canadian Mounted 
Rifles In November, 1901. The previous 
experience did him good service in 
South Africa. In addition to taking all 
the military duties, guard mounting, 
outpost and plcquet duties, he made 
an extra shilling a day shoeing horses 
part of the time, and for another 
period made four shillings extra as 
butcher for the troops. Throughout the 
whole time, however, Mr. Bruce kept 
up Y. M. C. A. work among the troops 
without interfering with his regular 
army duties.

During the campaign he was con­
stantly on the firing line. He was one 
of the few troopers who after a deter­
mined fight with the Boers succeeded 
In reaching Klerksdorp after a tramp 
of 55 miles.

After peace was declared and the 
Canadian troops returned home in Sep­
tember, 1902, Mr. Brace resumed his 
studies at Victoria University, remain­
ing two years there. While attending 
college he made over $1,000 by lecturing 
on South Africa, the money thus raised 
assisting him materially In his wort. 
During the summer Mr. Brace engaged 
in other work, one year being in charge 
of a canoe party taking provisions to 
the Hudson’s Bay Company post at 
Moose Factory. Another summer was 
spent in running a meat market in

French Anti-Military Association Asks 
New Recruits to Leave the Army.* * •

An extraordinary story containing seri­
ous allegations against Russia is publish­
ed in vernacular papers. The Kinsho 
Maru, a Japanese sailing ship, left Otaru 
for Maoka, on the west coast of Sak- 
halien, on July 19th. She arrived at her 
destination on the 26th, and left the next 
day for Kotanotor, about 70 miles north 
from Maoka. On the voyage the vessel 
encountered a heavy storm, and was 
driven into Ot Bay, on the Siberian 
coast, on August 4th. Two days later the 
Russian destroyer Bodry (?) entered the 
bay. Officers boarded the Japanese ves­
sel. and she was taken to Imperatovsky, 
accompanied by the destroyer. The 
crew, fourteen in number, were then con­
fined on board the destroyer, and the 
ship’s cargo, with the exception of a little 
rice and salt, was carried off by the Rus­
sians. The Japanese were then forced— 
so the story goes—to sign a paper pre­
pared by the Russian officers, which they 
presumed was an account of the officers’ 
examination of the cargo. On August 
12th the Japanese crew were put on board 
a Russian transport and sent to Alex­
androvsky, where they were detained by 
the police until August 25th, when they 
left for Vladivostock in a Russian 
steamer, Jhe Japanese papers comment 
strongly upon the conduct of the Russian 
officers In taking such an outrageous ad­
vantage of a ship that had sought shelter 
from a storm.

of gold filled with coins dating back to 
the reign of George III bearing the 
date of 1770 and bills tied in knots 
stuffed in vasès and cups, were found 
yesterday in most unexpected places 
of the Robinson homestead at Hud­
son, where four weeks ago the neigh­
bors found the body of Miss Frances 
Caroline Robinson.

Until the hidden money was found 
it was supposed that Miss Robinson 
left not more than $6,000, but with the 
finding of the coin and treasure, the 
estate is brought up to more than 
$50,000. The finding of the hidden treas­
ure will, it is thought, cause a con­
test of the will that Miss Robinson left. 
The next of kin will probably take the 
matter into the surrogate court on the 
ground that Miss Robinson was of an 
unsound mind, although she was al­
ways regarded as alert in business 
transactions. The will divides the es­
tate into four equal parts one to the 
American Seamen's Friend Society,1 
one to the American Bible Society, the 
third part to the American Tract So­
ciety and the fourth portion to the 
Hudson Home for the Aged.

Miss 
Robinson was an odd character sixty 
years old and a recluse known to every­
one of prominence in the city.

ed into between the license holder and 
the corporation.

applicatiôn for renewal need not be for­
mally applied for is suspended, and any 
license holder refusing to come in under 
the new conditions will have to make a 
special application for renewal.

Provision has been made for police 
supervision of licensed premises and for 
a police report on application coming be­
fore the court.

Provision is also made obliging a license 
holder against whom any well grounded 
complaint is made, being brought before 
the court upon application to renew, and 
this is in addition to the statutory power 
authorizing the hearing of certain defined 
complaints at any time. The board will 
thus be enabled to exercise a more gen­
eral control over the mode of the conduct 
of liquor businesses than heretofore.

Pure Food Commission Insists on 
Whitening Process Being 

Abandoned.

New York, Oct. 2.—The Tribune to­

day says: “Unless the United States 
pure food commission changes its mind 
the people of the United States will 
soon be using granulated and other 
sugars that have a distinctly yellowish 
tinge. The commission has decreed 
that no mineral blueing substance be 
used in bleachlngs. Sugar refiners and 
their chemists are much disturbed. 
Sugar chemists say they use four 
pounds of a mineral blueing substance 
to every million pounds of sugar for 
bleaching purposes. This the sugar 
chemists say is not adulterated. The 
pure food commission cannot see it In 
that light and Insists that whitening 
processes be abandoned. If that is done 
the result will be that all sugar refined 
under the commission's new directions 
will be of a distinctly yellowish shade.”

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UNDER THE WORKMEN’S
COMPENSATION ACT

Former Employee of Paint Works Brings 
Action—Civil Assize Sittings 

Opened To-Day.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
The County court opened yesterday. 

The most important case coming before 
the present sitting is that of Green­
wood vs. B. A. Paint Company. This 
is an action brought under the Work- 
Men’s Compensation Act. The plaintiff 
claims damages under this statute for 
injuries received in the company’s 
works. The case is being heard before 
Judge Lampman and a jury. A. E. 
McPhillips, K. C„ 
plaintiff, and W. H. Langley for the 
defendant company.

Before proceeding to this case some 
judgment summons and short actions 
were disposed of.

Another interesting case to be tried 
at this sitting is an appeal from the 
conviction of Police Magistrate Hall, 
in which S. Waldron, of the Colonial 
hotel, was fined on a charge of selling 
liquor to an Indian on an information 
laid by T. O’Connell, special Indian 
officer. In this case H. Dallas Helmc­
ken, K. C., appears for Mr. Waldron, 
the appellant, and W. Moresby for the 
crown.

Three defendants under Judgment 
summons failed to appear, and orders 
were made for their commitment for 
ten days each. They were for J. W. • 
Ross,. R. Williams and Mr. Bust, the 
latter being ^described by the attorney 
appearing in the case as a remittance 
man, who owed the debt concerned for 
clothing.

In Hobbis.vs. Cutler, the defendant, 
E. Cutler, was ordered to pay the at­
torney’s fees concerned in an action 
which H. Hobbis had entered against 
him for $15.50. Mr. Cutler paid the 
claim and the sheriff’s fees, but he 
fused to pay the lawyer, S. Perry Mills, 
because he disliked him.

Yesterday afternoon the plaintiff in 
the case of Greenwood vs. B. A. Paint 
Co. gave his evidence. He explained 
the circumstances connected with the 
accident, which took place in June. 
He had been told by H. Penray, who 
was in charge of the work to tighten 
the nuts which held a bracket carrying 
a shaft. In the act of carrying out 
these instructions his sleeve wae 
caught by a set screw on the shaft re­
volving close to the nuts. He was car­
ried around the shaft and received in­
juries which he said had unfitted him 
for as hard work as he could have per­
formed before the accident. Hë: con­
tended that there was neglect on the 
part of the company in not having the 
set screw protected in such a way that 
it would have been impossible to get 
caught by It. At the time of the acci­
dent there was no way of signalling to 
the engineer to stop the machinery, he 
says, but since that there has been a 
system of electric signals put in. In 
not ordering the machinery stopped 
before he began to tighten the nuts 
the plaintiff contended that he 
but carrying out the instructions of 
Mr. Pendray, who did not tell him to 
have It stopped. In reply to His Honor 
witnéss said that he sometimes had the 
engines stopped to do certain work 
without immediate instructions to that 
effect from Mr. Pendray. The scene of 
the accident was visited yesterday 
afternoon by the judge and Jury. The 
case will be continued to-day.

To-day the taking of evidence in this 
case was continued. Several expert 
machinists were called, including J. K. 
Rebbeck and Mr. Ramsay. The form­
er held that an exposed set screw such 
as was on the shaft which caught the 
plaintiff’s sleeve was dangerous. They 
should be protected, and in England 
such protection was required.

Mr. Ramsay favored the protected 
set screw, but said that up to a few 
years all these were unprotected.

The taking of evidence was not 
finished when court adjourned for 
lunch.

The abrupt change in Great Britain’s 

naval policy has affected stations in 
almost every portion of the Empire. 
On the majority the effect has been 
adverse from the point of view of peo­
ple directly interested, who are not, of 
course, the taxpayers of the United 
Kingdom; on a few the effect has been 
stimulating and strengthening. It has 
been pointed out that in the last 
twenty-five years Great Britain has 
spent over £260,000, or *1,250,000, in for­
tifying the Sciliy Isles, which, lie off 
Land’s End, and the guns of whose 
fortifications command the Lizard. 
Now, owing to the economic policy of 
the Right Hon. R. B. Haldane, Secre­
tary of State for War, the fortress is 
being dismantled and the heavy coast 
artillery which was placed in position 
only a year ago is being carted away 
to the shore and will shortly be ship­
ped to Gibraltar. The Sciliy Isles were 
particularly strongly fortified during 
the Anglo-French unpleasantness of 
seven years ago, and now the defences 
are being abandoned not so much, per­
haps, to save an item in Britain's war 
budget, as a tribute to the growing 
Anglo-French entente cordiale, a re­
markable phase of which was set forth 
in these columns last week when the 
new English and French naval pro­
grammes were compared. These 
islands, which will now probably revert 
to their time-honored occupation of 
cultivating early vegetables for the 
London market, were the scene of parl­
ous episodes in the middle of the sev­
enteenth century. They held out for 
the King against Cromwell and in 
1645 afforded shelter to Prince Charlie 
Just prior to his escape to Jersey. Four 
years later Sir John Granville made 
them his headquarters, whence he is­
sued to sweep the neighboring seas un­
til his surrender to a fleet under Blake 
and Sir George AyscUe.

MARINES LANDED.

Seven Hundred ~Men From United 
States Warship Now Camped 

in Havana.

Havana, Oct. 1.—A brigade of mar­
ines, consisting of 760 men, was landed 
at 8 o’clock this morning from the 
United States warships Kentucky and 
Indiana, arid proceeded by trolley to 
Camp Columbia.

There was no demonstration of any 
kind.

The departure of Senor Palma from 
Havana has been postponed until to­
morrow.

Washington, Sept. 30.—Senor Ques- 
ada, the Cuban minister here, has tend­
ered his resignation to the provisional 
government of Cuba.

Paris, Oct. 1.—Dr. Ferrar, the Cuban 
representative here, has cabled to Senor 
Diago, acting chief of the state depart­
ment at Havana, placing his resigna­
tion at the disposal of the provisional 
government of Cuba. The resignation 
is offered in a perfectly sympathetic 
spirit, and with the view of facilitat­
ing and not embarrassing the task of 
the United States, Dr. Ferrer being 
convinced that American intervention 
was the only course open under the 
circumstances.

Havana, Oct. 1.—Governor Taft to­
day visited the University of Havana 
and participated in the annual opening. 
He presented the diplomas to the 
cessful students and made a speech 
plaining the spirit of American inter­
vention, which was enthusiastically ap­
plauded. In his address Mr. Taft said:

“It recently has fallen to the lot of 
the people of the United States, who 
have struggled along the road to popu­
lar government and fallen down and 
picked themselves up again, to aid 
some countries who have not had that 
experience in coming to the enjoyments 
and the benefits of popular government. 
The republic of Cuba has progressed 
so rapidly in the last four years as to 
almost intoxicate the believers in 
ular government. It

that the Cubans should be warned that 
the foundations of self-government 
must be broad and solid rather than 
high and conspicuous.

“It is saddening to me to be called 
to Cuba, and still sadder to President 
Roosevelt, who is so identified with 
her liberation, that we are here at the 
time of a stumble in Cuba’s progress 
toward popular government, but it has 
given us an opportunity to assure you 
in the name of President Roosevelt and 
the American people that we are here 
only to help you. With our arm under 
your arm, we are lifting you again on 
the path of wonderful progress you 
have travelled. We shall, I am con­
fident, be able to point with pride to 
the fact that the United States is not 
an exploiting nation, but that she has 
such deep sympathy with the progress 
of popular government as to be willing 
to spend her blood and treasure in the 
spread of such principles.”

by Its Inept Illustration. "The facts 
as they stand to-day," we are told, 
"are that the Dominion has the right, 
and is about to take, over three and a 
half million acres of valuable agricul­
tural land, for which this province has, 
as a matter of fact. Just received no 
équivalent.” . No? ,What are we re­
ceiving an altogether insignificant 
matter of "one hundred thousand dol­
lars aiyiually in advance for?" It has 
been said that that somewhat substan­
tial source of Income was made over 
to the province in consideration of the 
grant of land conveyed to the Domin­
ion to be used for the encouragement 
of railway building. This land was at 
one time considered of so little value 
that the C. P. R. Company when It 
undertook to build the first Canadian 
transcontinental railway line preferred 
a few million dollars In cash in lieu 
thereof. So it will be observed that 
there are arguments that may be used 
from the point of view of the Domin­
ion. It took chances the railway com­
pany did not care to take. It accepted 
the land as a speculation, and now if. 
it be true that the venture has proved 
a successful one—though we fear hard­
ly as pronounced a success as the Col­
onist would have us believe—does that 
constitute a reason why the public 
men who represented the Dominion 
should be reviled as Shylocks insisting 
upon their pound of flesh? The facts 
are that at one time certain represen­
tative men of the province thought 
they had made an excellent bargain, 
while the representatives of the Dom­
inion on the other side were just a 
trifle doubtful respecting the merits of 
the contract from a federal point of 
view. They would never have put their 
hands to the instrument had it not been 
for the sentimental consideration of 
“rounding off confederation.” They 
were not greatly impressed by the ap­
parent material advantages of the bar­
gain they had made. Now the situation 
is changed and the matter appears to 
the eye in its true perspective. We 
think the federal side of the compact 
has proved the more advantageous. 
But when ali the circumstances of the 
case are considered, it does not appear 
that there is any reason for a display 
of bitterness on our part as we ap­
proach the central power to ask for a 
modification of the terms of union.

It has al-was, an editor, of course, 
ways been found advisable to take an 
editor or two along when ministers 
thought they ought to make a trip to 
Ottawa to discuss "better terms.” Ed­
itors, as our readers well know, "know 
all.” And if they have not mentally 
stored up the accumulated wisdom of 
the ages, there is no reason why they 
should not assume to have gathered 
more than is within the capacity of any 
single head. So while we realize that 
the words which proceed from the lips 
of an editor ought to be, and doubtless 
will be, received with becoming defer­
ence and reverence by the great men 
who are assembled from all parts of 
the. country at the federal capital; still 
we do hope the Premier will not be In­
duced to base his plea for better terms 
on some, of the editorial articles that 
have appeared In the Colonist. We 
submit that the subject ought to be 
treated seriously, although we have no 
doubt whatever as to the light in which 
Premier McBride beholds it. For ex­
ample, if the Premier were to get up 
In the meeting of the premiers and of 
others, and with tears in his voice were 
to put up that plea about Sir John A. 
Macdonald forcing us to pay thirty 
millions of dollars in assets to secure 
the construction of the E. & N. Rail­
way, what would the effect be? Would 
not the Premier of Canada be inclined 
to ask, “Who are these mummers or 
burlesquers who have come from the 
Far West to give variety to the pro­
ceedings by introducing a farcical ele­
ment?’’ That at least might be the 
effect. Nor will it do for oui* repre­
sentatives to stand apart6 and refuse 
to have anything to do with the gen­
eral case for better terms, simply be­
cause it is assumed that we have good 
reasons for making special demands 
upon the Dominion. Let our delegates 
remember that a bargain was entered 
into which from our point of view at 
one time appeared such a good bargain 
that to throw in a trifling matter of 
three or four millions of acres of land 
was not worthy of a second thought. 
Thirty years of experience has altered 
the point of view. But still if we are 
going to ask for à revision of the terms 
of union, let us do it in a dignified, 
manly way, without whining that we 
were swindled, attempting to falsify 
the facts of history, or resort to ques­
tionable methods of any kind. Plead 
that experience and developments have 
greatly altered the aspect of the bar­
gain; that in view of the physical fea­
tures and proportions of our province 
we are entitled to a revision of the 
terms of union and to preferential 
treatment; that the union has proved 
of less benefit to us than to any other 
section of the confederated regions; 
conceal the fact that successive pro­
vincial governments have distributed 
our great natural wealth and sources 
of revenue as though they possessed no 
value whatever, and that now our need 
is great; do anything at all that ap­
pears to be likely to advance our 
cause, except put in evidence state­
ments that can easily be confuted by 
public documents. Is the position of 
the Times sufficiently clear on the sub­
ject of better terms?

1 EARL GREY AGAIN.

It has been remarked already that 
Earl Grey, our accomplished Governor- 
General, must have kissed the Blarney 
Stone during one of his visits to Ire­
land. And yet we are not sure that it 
would be fair or true to apply the term 
“blarney” to the exceedingly pleasant 
speeches of Earl Grey. Rather His 
Excellency should be hailed as a pro­
phet, because in his description of the 
possibilities of our fruit lands and fruit 
industry he has assumed a distinctly 
prophetic role, and calm consideration 
of the situation might compel the con­
viction that His Excellency can never 
be condemned to death as a false pro­
phet. We believe the present genera­
tion shall not pass away without giv­
ing testimony to the truth of Earl 
Grey's prediction, “What I have seen 
and learned of your fruit industry has 
inclined me to believe that rich as are 
the separate streams of wealth that 
flow from your minerals, your lumber 
and your fisheries, their joint and 
mighty volume will be Inferior to that 
stream of national wealth, the domestic 
contentment, which is one day destined 
to grow from out of the orchards of 
British Columbia." But Earl Grey is 
a poet and artist as well as a prophet 
and practical-minded man of rare fore­
sight. The time will come when the 
fruit industry of British Columbia will 
be of greater value in the aggregate 
than all the other productive resources 
of the province cwnblned. Nor is the 
final dominance of this provincial in­
dustry to be brought about by opening 
our frontier gates to cheap Asiatic la­
bor. Our Governor-General has drawn 
an artistic picture of the future of 
British Columbia, but neither in the 
foreground nor in the background is 
there to be seen an Oriental figure. 
"Fruit growing in your province has 
acquired the distinction of being a 
beautiful art as well as a most profit­
able industry. . . . "Gentlemen, here 
is a state of things which appears to 
offer the opportunity of living under 
such ideal conditions" as struggling hu­
manity has only succeeded in reaching 
in one or two of the most favored spots 
upon the earth. There are thousands 
of families living in England to-day, 
families of refinement and distinc­
tion, families such as you would wel­
come among you with both arms, who 
would be only too glad to come out and 
occupy a log hut on five acres of a 
pear or apple orchard In full bearing 
if they could do so at a reasonable 
cost."

BETTER TEfRMS.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)-
The Colonist is just a trifle nebulous 

on the question of better terms for 
British Columbia. - The Times does not 
regard nor treat (he better terms agi­
tation as a joke. It is a serious busi­
ness for the province, and when pre­
sented to the Dominion for consider­
ation will be received with a gravity 
becoming the Importance of the issues 
involved. But the Colonist’s treatment 
of the matter must be considered from 
an altogether different standpoint. Our 
contemporary has not strengthened the 
case of the province by anything it has 
published on the subject. And if the 
case set forth by the Colonist is the 
case its late editor is going to lay be­
fore the representatives of the Domin­
ion on behalf of Premier McBride, and 
if British Columbia's case is to be kept 
entirely separate from the cases of the 
other provinces of the Dominion on the 
ground that our claims are in a speci­
ally preferred class, then all we have 
to say is we are sorry British Colum­
bia is likely to be so ill-served. But 
then we do not know anything about 
the course Premier McBride is going 
to pursue in his negotiations for bet­
ter terms, and it would be bootless to 
pursue the discussion as It refers to 
the probable course of the delegates 
from this province.

There is just one feature of our con­
temporary’s argument presented this 
morning that we fear will not be re­
ceived with great favor in any quarter, 
considering the matter from â purely 
political point of view.

SNAILHAM IN VICTORIA.
a season Pay a Short Visit Here—They Will Re­

turn to Victoria To-Morrow.W. Snailham, a pugilist who will be re­
membered by Victorians, is in the city 
on his way to San Francisco. He expects 
to spend several days here before leaving, 
and may arrange for an exhibition. His 
plans, however, are most indefinite. Since 
his last visit to Victoria Snailham has 
developed to a marked extent, and is now 
considered one of the fastest of the light­
weight class. Within the past few days 
he has had serious trouble, even now be­
ing under a one thousand dollar bond to 
appear in Everett to answer any charge 
that may be laid against hifn.

It was the fatal outcome of the bout 
between Billy Snailham and Johnny 
Crowe at Everett which resulted in the 
former's arrest. About two years ago 
these men met and fought twenty-two 
rounds at Sacramento. Since then Snail­
ham has become stronger, and in the last 
contest inflicted such severe punishment 
upon his ojrponent that he utterly col­
lapsed In th& thirteenth round. Although 
three doctors worked all night on the 
prostrate boy he rever regained con­
sciousness.

W. R. Maclnnes, of Montreal, general 
freight traffic manager of the C. P. R., 
and F. W. Peters, of Winnipeg, freight 
traffic manager for the Western lines, 
arrived in Victoria last evening by the 
Princess Victoria from Vancouver. They 
proceeded by the same steamer to Seattle 
a few hours later, making a very brief 
stay here. It is the intention of the offi­
cials to return to Victoria to-morrow. The 
visit to the Coast at this time is one of 
the regular tours made periodically by the 
officers of the railway company to ac­
quaint themselves with conditions.

In the course of an interview given in 
Vancouver, Mr. Peters, referring to the 
general prospects In the Northwest, said: 
“There is a big crop moving and large im­
migration still continuing; in Western 
Alberta, conditions are good, .and in Brit­
ish Columbia lumbering especially was 
very prosperous. There Is a complaint 
of shortage of cars, and a fairly jubt one. 
The company, however, has been doing 
its best, and for two years the car shops 
have been working to full capacity in an 
endeavor to produce the rolling stock re­
quired. With the great expansion of 
business following the rapid development 
of the country, the demand for cars is 
far greater than the supply, and It will 
be some time yet before we can catch up. 
Construction of* rolling stock is delayed, 
too, by the inability to get the requisite 
lumber from British Columbia, for con­
siderable of the timber from this province 
enters into the work. As it is, about five 
out of every seven cars coming 
Coast are brought here empty.”

Mr. Peters was asked if the growing of 
winter wheat in Alberta and Its shipment 
to the Coast would not supply another 
item of freight to fill some of the empty 
cars.

“It will when the cultivation of this 
cereal produces enough for export,” he re­
plied. “About 3,000,000 bushels are grown 
now, but there is not a great deal over 
what is required for seeding purposes. A 
large number of people are taking up 
land in Western Alberta and the present 
growers get better value tot their wheat 
when they sell it for seed than they 
would if they sold it for export.”

Mr. Peters said he did not have definite 
figures to hand concerning the settlement 
on the irrigated lands, but very satisfac­
tory progress was being made. He stated 
that the wheat harvest came on sooner 
than was expected, owing to the very 
warm weather, which caused more of a 
rush than would have been the case had 
the wheat ripened when expected. About 
450,000 bushels per day were being-moved. 
The grain this year grades higher than 
usual, and very little of No. 2 Northern 
is to be found.

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RETURNED LEAKING.
The steamer Santa Anna from Seattle 

for Dutch Haroor, put back to Clallam 
Bay yesterday, having sprung a leak in 
a gale outside. The ship’s condition was 
s '.arming. Capt. Armstrong, in a dispatch 
from Clallam Bay yesterday, says: 
"Steamship Santa Ana beached here, in 
a oinking condition, 
landed. Women and children sent ashore 
in first boat. At noon yesterday when 
fifty miles outside of Cape Flattery, 
bound for Valdez, the ship sprung a 
]p,ik. The wind was blowing a gale from 
t ie southwest with seas running moun­
tain high.

“The ship was put about and headed 
for Neah Bay, seas continually broke 
o'er her. All the pumps were started, 
but soon the firemen were standing ankle 
deep in the water, while trying to keep 
y : earn. Then the captain had all the 
passengers notified and all the ship’s 
boats cleared away for launching, but 
It v/as decided to stick to the ship as 
long as possible, as it seemed impossible 
to launch a boat and get clear of the 
ship in such a raging sea. -

“Steam was got un on the donkey 
boiler between decks, but still it was 
found necessary to slow down the engine 
so as to keep steam for the pumps. The 
deck hand pump was started and finally 
the mate served notice on every male 
passenger on the ship to start a bucket 
brigade and bale for their lives. Dark­
ness oame on and we could sec the coast 
line of the breakers where the Valencia 
was lost near Cape Beale.

“The firemen were now up to their 
kpees in the water, which was sloshing 
to and fro under the furnace grate bars. 
We had a little head sail on the ship, and 
this, with the donkey boiler, probably 
saved her, for we just managed all night 
long to skip the ends of those awful 
reefs along the Vancouver Island coast.

“We could not get steam enough to 
work up to windward for Neah. Bay, so 
just skimmed along the edge of those 
breakers all night, making about two 
miles an hour. Every man was working 
for his life. If we let the water up an­
other six inches the fires would be put 
out and those big pumps would stop and 
all was lost. About midnight the captain 
had the women and children moved up 
into his room on the upper deck, so as to 
be close to the lifeboats.

“But all this time we were slowly 
working up the Straits, and about day­
light we commenced to get out of the 
sea some so we could slowly work over 
on the Washington side of the Straits 
and out of the sea.

“Here at Clallam we beached the ship,- 
as the water had put out the fires and 
every man was wet, hungry and exhaust-

“The new vessel is 
described as one In which the general 
details of the Jefferson will be followed, 
but improvements are to be added. The 
plans and specifications are practically 
completed now and the contract will be 
let shortly.

COLLIERIES ACTIVE.

Northfleld Mine, at Nanaimo, Is to Re­
sume Work With 250 Men.

General Manager Stockett, of the West­
ern Fuel Company, has made the cheering 
announcement that Northfleld mine, at 
Nanaimo, will resume operations as soon 
as matters can be arranged, probably in 
about a week, and that the outlook is 
favorable for continuous work through­
out the winter. Both President Howard 
and Mr. Stockett have been working to­
wards this end for some time past.

Work will be given to about 250 men at 
once and the number will be Increased to 
the old complement as rapidly as the con­
ditions and trade warrant.

The mine itself is in condition to com­
mence operations at a minute’s notice. 
Ever since the shut-down several months 
ago, the pumps and fan have been kept 
continually going so that the mine is 
clear of both gas and water.

a little to windward of us. Immedi­
ately a boat was lowered and after 
some difficulty the carcase was secured 
alongside the vessel. The sea being 
pretty rough the little City was yank­
ing and tugging at the badly decom­
posed body so forcibly that It produced 
an qdor which In strength and perfume 
was far superior to attar of roses, even 
if Imported direct from Zanzibar. 
Chopping and hacking at the walrus’ 
neck commenced. It was a difficult 
task. Sometimes it would be three feet 
above the water, then again that un­
der it. At last, with

the head was severed from its ‘trunk 
and triumphantly hoisted on board. 
The tusks were cut out at once and 
they proved to be the most magnificent 
ever secured in Behring sea. 
cleaning and polishing process com­
menced in earnest, and after attaining 
the highest polish possible, they were 
richly engraved with the most artistic 
designs imaginable, making them fit 
ornaments for royal palace.

Finding four barrels of our. extra 
mess beef unfit for use and our coal 
supply very low, “bumming” com­
menced. Settihg all kites we hunted 
for schooners. The graceful Victoria 
being the first one, her captain obliged 
us with a barrel of beef and nine sacks 
of coal. He stated that one of his hunt­
ers, Alex. McKenzie, died off Middleton 
and was buried at sea.

Next in turn was the ever-trim Dora 
Steward, Whose captain is the most 
generous of the whole sealing fleet. He 
allowed us another barrel of beef and 
five sacks of coal. . We spoke a good 
many other schooners but couldn’t bum 
anything of them, with the exception 
of Capt. Jacobson of the Eva Marie, 
who allowed us luxuries in the shape 
of a sack of spuds and a flask of good 
old Hudson’s Bay. This trouble settled 
we discovered to our dismay the water 
supply very low. English Bay being 
the nearest and most convenient place 
to water, we steered straight for It, 
arriving there on August 28th. While 
there we were Informed that a Jap­
anese schooner had attempted a raid 
on the rookeries, but being fired at 
from shore two men were killed, one 
wounded and the rest fled on board.

Leaving English Bay dn August 28th, 
we entered Behring sea once more. The 
same old story—no weather, no seals. 
Desperate cruising for several days 
only added four more skins to our very 
modest catch of 413 skins. Some of the 
schooners we spoke had between six 
and seven hundred. If the weather 
don’t improve towards the end of the 
season this year’s catch will be far be­
hind that of last year.

Disgusted with all and everything, 
sails were set for home, sweet home. 
Passing through Unimak straits we en­
tered the Pacific on Sunday morning, 
September 9th, where we were heartily 
welcomed by a delegation of goonys 
who, for some unknown reason,

Never Enter Behring Sea.
They are classed by sailors as first cou­
sins of the albatross. A fresh, favor­
able wind carried us six hundred miles 
nearer home, then it got lighter, veer­
ing from west to south. A few hundred 
miles further on got us into lovely 
weather—warm sunshine, with clear 
blue heavens richly embellished around 
the horizon with the most artistically 
formed Snow-white combers, here and 
there slightly touched with tiny silvery 
streaks of cirus, which strongly re­
minded us of the northeast trade 
winds. With equinoxtials gradually 
drawing near, the weather chang­
ed from its fair normal aspect to 
shifty, misty, boisterous winds, veering 
from west against the sun back to 
southwest, with nasty rolling seas from 
all cardinal points of the compass. 
Most of the time the winds being fav­
orable the little City with her tall 
masts and immense spread of canvass 
walked along admirably over the cross 
and turbulent seas. On she kept, rac­
ing with schools of porpoises for her 
distant home, and amusing herself by 
poking her staunch jibboom into some 
slow, lazy moving sea which to her 
fancy wasn't lively enough to get out 
of her way. This way scooting along, 
we sighted the shores of Cape Flattery 
on the afternoon of September 26th, 
and on the same night with lively rain 
squalls and variable winds we found 
our way in the straits. The morning 
of the 27th Inst, brought us a pleasant 
day. With a light westerly breeze and 
lots of company, all large square rigged 
ships, she was stemming the tide to­
wards Keye’s rock splendidly. Already 
we saw the familiar shores of Victoria, 
which we left eight and a half months 
ago with our heads full of hopes and 
our castles, now—clear heads, with no 
air castles—but strong, good resolu­
tions.

One more hour, and the little City 
will be at home, enjoying the feW 
months’ rest that she so well deserves 
—the sweet little pet.

LOCAL DELEGATE AT
THE TORONTO MEETING

MEMBER OF CREW TELLS
INCIDENTS OF VOYAGE

TeHs of Royal Reception Tendered by 
the City to Visiting Repre­

sentatives.

Many Varieties of Weather Met With by 
Schooners of the Victoria

Fleet
Thehis Index finger,Immersing

(From Tuesday’s Dally.)
Speaking to-day respecting the meet­

ing of the Sovereign Grand lodge of 
Odd Fellows in Toronto, from which 
he has just returned, accompanied by 
Andrew Sheret. another British Colum­
bia delegate, Aid. Fred Davey stated 
that it was one of the most remark­
able gatherings which the order has 
ever held in the Dominion. The meet­
ing lasted from Monday, 17th of Sep­
tember, to the following Saturday. 
There were upwards of 200 In attend­
ance from the States and all parts of 
the Dominion. While s, great deal of 
routine business occupied the atten­
tion of the body there was nothing 
done along the legislative line for the 
reason probably that It required four- 
sixths majority to carry any amend­
ment to the organic law. A strong at­
tempt was made to make the age limit 
for initiation 18 Instead of 21, but this 
failed. A great deal of Interest, how­
ever, attached to this matter in Bri­
tish Columbia owing to many other so­
cieties taking in members at the 
younger age. Officers were elected for 
two years with the result that E. S. 
Conway, of Chicago, who last year 
served as deputy grand sire, was ele­
vated to the position of first rank, and 
he was succeeded In the office vacted 
by Judge J. L. NOlan. The grand sec­
retary Is J. B. Goodwin, of Georgia. 
There was however, strong opposition 
to his election. A Mr. Hoe’s name was 
placed in nomination against him, and 
the effect was a close run. Mr. Good­
win's principal office will be in Balti­
more. The choice of the meeting for 
grand treasurer was Richard Muckle, 
of Philadelphia, a man who has filled 
the position acceptably for a number 
of years.

Still another Item of business of pub­
lic interest was the selection of a place 
In which the next annual meeting is to 
be held. This will be the 83rd in the 
history of the organization, and St, 
Paul proved "the lucky city.

Mr. Davey speaks very enthusiasti­
cally of the reception accorded the 
Odd Fellows by the city of Toronto. He 
says that the city treated them roy­
ally. There was a reception held, at 
the Lieut.-Governor’s residence, which 
was presided over by His Honor and 
Mrs. Clarke in a most hospitable man­
ner. This was held On Wednesday. 
There was a military band In attend­
ance, and on the ground there was a 
large marquee,'In which refreshments 
were liberally dispensed. Then on Fri­
day another reception was tendered by 
the city in the large city hall. The 
building was brilliantly illuminated. 
There were two bands present, and in 
addition to the excellent musical pro­
gramme there was an abundance of 
refreshments. This reception was on 
Friday. On Thursday there was a 
monster procession, one of the largest 
ever seen in Toronto. Fully 10,060 
were in line; members of the Uniform 
Rank, the Patriarchs and subordinate 
lodges. There were many bands in at­
tendance, and the procession was so 
long that it took it over an hour in 
which to pass a given point. During 
this time it blocked all street traffic, 
giving cause for much complaint. By 
it the street cars were stopped, people 
missed their trains, which they were 
hurrying to, and inconveniences of 
various kinds were so numerous that 
the Torontonians say that there never 
must be another such procession.

Mr. Davey, with McKenzie, of New 
Westminster, were the only Grand 
Lodge delegates from British Colum­
bia, Mr. Sheret having been a delegate 
from the Encampment.

The following graphic story of the 
recent sealing cruise of the schooner 
City of San Diego was handed to the 
Times by a member of the crew. It 
tells in picturesque language the many 
Incidents of the voyage:

On the early afternoon of the 20th of 
January we cast off the lines of our 
schooner, the City of San Diego, and 
after waving good-byes to our friends 
commenced our eight months’ roaming 
cruise after fur seals, by being towed 
to aea. Once outside, sails were set 
and our course shaped for Cape Flat­
tery. In the straits we were met by 
head winds. The following day the 
winds became light and variable. In 
the afternoon the weather assumed a 
dark, gloomy, threatening aspect, as 
if it had a dirty southeaster in store 
for us, and being off Callahoun bay we 
made tracks for it, dropping anchor 
late In the evening. We found there 
already several large vessels anchored 
for shelter; four-masted schooners and 
full rigged ships, all outward bound. 
Twenty-four hours later the much 
dreaded southeaster did arrive, and in 
grand style too, accompanied by the 
most terrific rain squalls imaginable. 
Blowing with all the violence it could 
muster, hurling its unlimited wrath 
with demonical roar at the shelter- 
bound fleet laying timidly under pro­
tection of the high mountains encir­
cling Callahoun bay.

The night was as dark as pitch; rain 
pouring in blinding torrents; the sea 
a mass of glowing phosphorescent 
lights, and on such a night we were 
unceremoniously treated to a mixture 
of salt and rain water, which only the 
terrific volleys of

The Wicked Southeaster
know how to mix and apply effectively. 
Some of the volleys were more violent 
than others, forced alternately one rail 
and then the other of our staunch little 
craft under water, tearing and yanking 
fearfully at her anchors and chains. 
Sometimes it seemed as if she couldn't 
withstand such fierce onslaughts much 
longer, and to be blown out in the 
straits on such a fearful night meant— 
pass in your checks.

It was a night of which one could 
say; “Who wouldn’t sell a farm and 
go to sea.” It was the night, vivid to 
every one’s memory, when the illfated 
Valencia went to her doom. Our 
schooner, although not quite as large 
qs the steamer Indiana or Nebraska, is 
64 tons register, hung bravely to her 
anchors and the anchors to every inch 
of ground they claimed.

Next morning by dawn the backbone 
of the gale was broken and by the next 
twenty-four hours it had played itself 
out entirely. The rapidly rising glass 
indicated a spell of steady weather. 
One by one the members of the large 
shelter-bound fleet unfurled their sails 
for the open Pacific, seeking their des­
tinations. Not caring to be the last, 
we also spread the wings of our craft 
tc the fresh easterly breeze. Being in 
the prime of her life and in good trim, 
as, also well supplied with a set of 
brand new sails and cordage, the little 
schooner did not care a snap for her 
larger sisters. Gliding gracefully Into 
the open ocean, only marking her wake 
by a slight white streak of foam, she 
soon overhauled and passed a large 
four-master with an immense deck­
load of lumber on, and, before .many 
hours elapsed the shores of Cape Flat­
tery were lost below the horizon. On­
ward she sped towards the pleasant 
sunny south, where we expected to run 
into seals thicker than bees. One bleak, 
dreary morning, while going at full 
speed we commenced to see them quite 
numerous in all kinds of poses—finners, 
rolling, head up and tail up fellows, 
cutting up all sorts of antics. Down 
went the kites and in a hurry the 
schooner was rounded to, riding the 
seas as gracefully as a gull. The breeze 
being too stiff and the sea too rough 
for us to lower boats, we lay watching 
and praying for fine weather. Three 
long, tiresome weeks passed in waiting, 
with no improvement in weather 
Patience gave out, and once more up- 
sticks for further south. Cruising for 
several days in mild southern latitudes,

Claret In Mid-Ocean.
Well, well, what next? Knowing 
Noah’s ark to be still standing In some 
Inaccessible cliff on Mount Ararat, we 
concluded this barrel to be one of his. 
His ark being filled with his enormous 
menagerie, he carried his claret bar­
rels on deck—reasonable enough—and 
In a heavy gale lost one of them over­
board. Bolling the barrel aft and plac­
ing it in the cabin, the sampling pro­
cess commenced. Several draughts of 
Noah's fine claret had us all singing, 
and we sung from classic music to 
Martin Luther’s favorite song, the 
chorus of which runs thus:
And who don’t love song, wine and wife, 
Remains a fool for all his life.
Wishing old Noah good luck and 
drinking his health, we quit.

Weather on the pup grounds not be­
ing more favorable than elsewhere, and 
with half of July already gone, we 
made tracks for Behring sea. While on 
the road we fell In with the old Casco, 
and after conversing without a code 
of signals, It was understood that we 
were going to have reindeer, moose or 
buffalo hunt on some Island of the foggy 
group. The Casco being the pilot, 
we followed her with all kites out, and 
twenty-four hours’ good sailing brought 
us to an island and excellent harbor. 
Hurrah! now for good reindeer, moose 
or buffalo hunting. Hunters of both 
schooners were busy loading shells, 
sharpening knives, packing haversacks 
and making general preparations for 
an early start. Next morning, punctu­
ally at 2 a.m. they started on the ex­
pedition, headed by the captain of the 
Casco. Way up the mountains they 
climbed whose summits were covered 
with snow and shrouded In a misty veil 
of clouds. Below the valleys were pro­
fusely garbed In green and studded 
with millions of wild flowers of all 
colors. Late in the same evening the 
hunting party returned In a sad state, 
tired and worn from climbing, bruised 
by falling Into deep, soft snow of the 
tundra up to their ears, and wet with 
perspiration and water, having stum­
bled headforemost in a dozen or more 
mountain streams as the occasion it­
self offered, with, after all, no reindeer, 
moose or buffalo, A few good draughts 
of Noah’s claret soon toned up our de­
jected hunters. Having gone In the 
wrong direction, they discussed new 
plans for to-morrow. Next morning, 
dull and grey, saw our

disperse In groups of twos and threes 
in different directions and disappear in 
the fog-enveloped mountains. Night 
came, and they, too, in a worse plight 
than ever. Still no reindeer, moose or 
buffalo. They said there were none to 
be found on the whole confounded isl­
and. Well, yes, you may as well look 
there for Brazilian parrots or musk 
rats, as for reindeer, moose or buffalo 
on the foggy group. The following 
morning was a really beautiful one. 
The pleasing dry atmosphere was filled 
with the fragrance of the sweet scented 
wild flowers, which thickly cover the 
slopes and terraces surrounding the 
cosy little harbor. Further inland im­
mense mountains rise high above the 
water with sugar-loaf shaped peaks 
covered with everlasting snow sparkled 
brilliantly in the rising sun. The wind 
rose to a fresh sailing breeze. With 
swelling sails we left the cosy harbor. 
Gradually drawing away from the 
magnificent view, some of the boys 
looking back would mutter Incoherent 
sentences about reindeer, moose, buf­
falo and pup-grounds and other things, 
which one doesn’t see printed in Sun­
day school books.

A fresh southeast breeze with light 
mist was pushing the little City at a 
lively rate towards one of the numer­
ous gates of Behring sea. Lucky for us 
that Saint Peter wasn’t there to dis­
pute our entrance, or else we would 
have had to tack ship. Once in Beh­
ring sea we kept on going for our 
happy hunting grounds, until we got 
there. Arriving there, we put the City 
under small canvas and locking her 
wheel, for once we let her go where 
she pleased. Several days were spent 
in drifting and waiting for fine weath­
er, during which time we sighted and

Spoke Several Japanese Schooners. 
They told us of having been within 
three miles of Pribyloff islands and 
having seen but very few seals. It was 
a very nice how-do-you-do. Nimrods 
of Japan are privileged to cruise with­
in three miles of the rookeries with all 
kinds of firearms, but the white hunt­
ers of Canada have to stay outside the 
sixty-mile roadway fence in the bow 
of our boats armed to the teeth with 
a two-pronged spear-pole eighteen feet 
long. They look like legions of Roman 
warriors ready to kill any living seal 
that should venture within reach of the 
dangerous spear point. There must be 
something wrong, somewhere—perhaps 
the foxy Japs have during the arbitra­
tion process in gay Paree bribed some 
of the influential members and thereby 
secured the exclusive privilege.

Ten days were spent with stiff west­
erly winds, and no seals. By the thun­
dering Jupiter, if the weather don’t 
improve, no fresh frock for baby this 
good winter.

At last the weather moderated, and 
in two calm, foggy, drizzley days we 
captured ninety skins. Then another 
spell of two weeks’ boisterous winds, 
but by shifting our stumping ground 
we ran into more favorable weather; 
lowering boats now and then with very 
small pickings of skins. During all this 
time it was miserable, foggy, drizzly, 
and intensely cold. We expected every 
hour to encounter drifting icebergs, 
with polar bears sitting on top of them. 
One breezy afternoon while moving 
along slowly we sighted: a dead walrus

A NEW FACTORY.

For the Manufacture of Mining Machin­
ery to Be Oplrated in Victoria.

H. J. Gaine and Arthur Wheeler, Jr., 
machinery superintendent and secretary 
of the Canadian Mine and Smelter Supply 
Co., Ltd., of this city, returned Sunday 
morning from a trip to Seattle under­
taken to purchase a plant for the com­
pany’s shop on Mason street.

Interviewed "by the Times, Mr. Wheeler 
said that his company had experienced 
much difficulty in securing the necessary 
machines on account of the excessive de­
mand for all wood and iron working ma­
chinery on the Coast. So great, indeed, 
is the demand that shipments received at 
Seattle are rarely uncrated, being usually 
sold en route, from catalogue. The ship­
ment purchased leaves Seattle to-day 
and is expected during the present week. 
Some of the plant is already installed, all 
the shafting is hung and the motors in 
place, so that an immediate start will be 
made and the first exclusively mining 
machinery manufacturing concern in 
British Columbia makes its debut in Vic­
toria.

Mr. Wheeler reports that his company 
is simply loaded with orders for Immedi­
ate delivery. Last week an order was re­
ceived from Golden for twelve concen­
trating tables, and later on in the week 
another from the same point for an entire 
plant including a 1,200 ft. tramway. 
Plans are in hand for all the orders 
secured and a very busy season is as­
sured.

Among the machinery en route here is 
the necessary equipment for an ore test­
ing plant which will be put into commis­
sion right away. This is the first of its 
kind in British Columbia, and will be a 
very great boon to miners and mine own­
ers. At present the nearest test plant Is 
in Denver, Colo., and the sending of ore 
there entails a heavy expenditure to the 
British Columbian. The present venture 
will save all round. The company here 
will receive ore for testing purposes from 
a ton to a carload, test it, give results 
and expert advice on the necessary treat­
ment. Should it need concentration, the 
owner can learn for himself how it should 
be run to obtain the best results and the 
closest saving of the mineral.

The company’s advent into Victoria 
means much for this city. While the pay 
roll at first will not be large, it will be 
an appceciable quantity in the city pay 
rolls, and, in addition, all material for 
manufacture will be, as far as obtainable, 
purchased right here.

RECORD YEAR FOR
MINING IN PROVINCE

B. Jacobi Says the Value of Output 
Will Surpass That of 1905- 

Bright Outlook.

“British Columbia's mineral produc­
tion this year promises to considerably 
exceed that of any previous year In the 
history of mining in the province,” said 
E. Jacobs, editor of the British Colum­
bia Mining Record, when asked by a 
Nelson Dally News reporter a few 
days ago for an opinion concerning the 
progress made by the mining industry 
In 1906. “The statistics published week­
ly by the Dally News give particulars 
of production in the chief lode mining 
districts of the province, the aggregate 
tonnage of which Is now nearly 1,200,- 
000 tons. Add to this the production of 
the coast districts and Hedley camp, 
Slmifkameen, and a grand total of be­
tween 1,300,000 and 1,400,000 tons for the 
eight expired months of the year will 
be obtained. -Further, there is the 

Increase in the Average Prices 
of silver, lead and copper for 1906, as 
compared with 1905, to take Into ac­
count when estimating the value of the 
year’s production. Taking the quan­
tity of these several metals produced 
last year and calculating the enhanced 
value at this year’s average prices It 
will be found that even If the- produc­
tion for the current year were to show 
no increase in quantity the value would 
be fully $1,880,000 greater than that of 
1905. But when it Is remembered that 
the quantity of ore produced this year 
by the lode mines of the province has 
already exceeded that of the whole of 
last year It will be evident that If 
nothing occurs to Interrupt production 
during the unexplred portion of the 
year it will be

Quite Reasonable
to look for a considerable increase in 
quantity and a larger Increase In total 
value, the latter as the result of the 
higher average prices for the year 
above referred to.

“While no statistics of the current 
year’s production of placer gold are as 
yet available, there Is good reason to 
also look for an increase in this dir­
ection, conditions having been gener­
ally favorable to a larger recovery of 
gold In the placer mining districts dur­
ing the season now drawing to a close 
than in 1905. It is probable that both 
Atlin and Cariboo will be found to have 
made a larger total recovery, while the 
outlying districts of Cassiar will add 
an appreciably large amount to the 
year’s total. Coal and coke, too, 
should exhibit a substantial advance, 
notwithstanding that conditions have 
not been favorable to the ordinary 
average output of the Vancouver Isl­
and collieries being maintained. The 
Crow’s Nest Pass Coal mines have al­
ready produced more coal this year 
than during the whole of 1905, so that 
If no serious interruption to production 
takes place to prevent the last quarter 
of 1906 from contributing a propor­
tionately large output, a considerable 
Increase in

Total Tonnage
should be the result of the year’s coal 
mining operations. Building materials, 
as well, will show a larger total value 
thafi in past years, for there has been 
an active demand fbr brick, stone, 
cement, etc., and these are included 
under the head of non-metallic miner­
als when making up the statistics of 
mineral production.

“But It is not the largely increased 
production of the year that will most 
impress capitalists with the progress 
and prosperity of British Columbia’s 
mineral industry; it is rather the con­
vincing evidence afforded by the pay­
ment of a comparatively large sum of 
money In dividends that will most 
strongly appeal to them. When It shall 
become widely known that a number 
of British Columbia’s mines are at last 
in a position to

Distribute Profits
periodically capital will not be difficult 
to obtain for promising mining enter­
prises, and since it is capital for de­
velopment that Is most needed to bring 
about the utilization of the enormous 
mineral resources of the province on 
a much larger scale, It is certainly 
gratifying to at last find conditions be­
coming favorable to the encourage­
ment of capitalists to put money into 
mining In the province. While a total 
distribution of between $2,000,000 and 
$3,000,004 of bona fide earned profits 
this year may not be a very large 
showing, It Is an earnest fact that the 
corner has at length been tamed and 
that mining and smelting In British 
Columbia are now offering considerable 
Inducements to capitalists to engage in 
these Industries in the province.”

STUDYING MINING METHODS.

D. Daru, of Bombay, India, Has Spent 
Fourteen Months In Canada.

D. Daru, B. A., B. Sc„ of Surat Bom­
bay, India, who has been in Rosslancl 
studying the camp for the past fort­
night as the guest of R. W. Brock and 
the geological survey mess, on Satur­
day accorded a representative of the 
Rossland Miner an interview in which 
he spoke Interestingly of his visit to 
Canada. During the past fourteen 
months Mr. Daru has toured the length 
of the Dominion, with the solitary ex­
ception of Prince Edward Island, mak­
ing notes of the mineral development 
with a view on his return to India of 
presenting an exhaustive report to his 
home government.

Regarding the tour he said: “I was 
sent to Canada by the government of 
India to acquaint myself with the min­
ing conditions, occurrences of ores and 
the methods of extraction and treat­
ment in vogue here, and especially the 
procedure followed by the prospector 
in locating mineral deposits. I have 
been engaged on the work for nearly 
fourteen months, and while it is pos­
sible I may go into some of the big 
camps in the United States before re­
turning home I hardly think my time 
will permit.”

Asked if he would give an opinion of 
the mineral resources of Canada, the 
distinguished visitor politely declined, 
neither would be communicate his im­
pressions of the Rossland camp simp­
ly remarking that It was "immense."’

he stated that gold mining, while not 
carried forward on any extended ? ■ ; . 
produced 50,000 ounces per month- 
product of the coal mines totalled in 
round figures 8,000,000 tons per annum. 
The magnesia production ranked sec­
ond to any in the world, and the output 
of mica was equal to the combined 
output of Canada and the United 
States. “These are the four important 
mineral productions of India. The" 
has been some talk of the discovery of 
lead, and last year copper ore 
found in some quantity, though I can­
not speak definitely of the results ot 
the development.”

Mr. Daru is a graduate of the m - 
versity of Bombay, and spent four 
years in England, passing through ar 
winning his degree at the university 
London, besides studying at the Royal 
College of Mining and Gray’s Inn. V

Prince Albert, Sask., Oct. 2.—-At last

Shot Himself.
Edmonton. Alta., Oct. 1.—On Satur­

SEVERAL MEN WERE
SLIGHTLY INJURED

Strike Called Off When Railway Com­
pany Promised to Consider 

Grievances of Men.

Fort William, Oct. 2.—The strike ' of 
dock laborers here took a rather seri­
ous turn to-day. Some three hundred 
strike breakers were brought in by the 
company, three-quarters of whom were 
left off at Port Arthur. On the arrival 
of the remainder here trouble occurred 
between the officers and a number of 
shots were fired. Two strike breakers 
and an officer were hit but not serious­
ly wounded. One of the strikers, a 
Greek, was also wounded and taken to 
the hospital, where it was found his in­
juries were not of a serious nature.

The riot created a great deal of ex­
citement in town at the time and as 
further trouble was anticipated the 
Mayor was requested to call out the 
militia to assist in the preservation of 
order and the protection of property. 
Fortunately this extreme step was 
found quite unnecessary, as shortly af­
ter the melee the strikers sought a con­
ference with the C. P. R. officials, and 
after receiving the assurance of Mr. 
Bury that if they returned to work at 
once their grievances would receive 
every consideration, they declared the 
strike off.

The shooting occurred just at noon 
when a mob of Italians and Greeks at­
tacked the C. P. R. Company’s board­
ing house in which were domiciled 50 
Galicians who had just arrived from 
Winnipeg to act as strike breakers. 
The C. P. R. police, twenty in number, 
defended the boarding house, and in 
the exchange of shots one of the police 
was slightly injured and a number of 
the Italians were shot In the legs.

Mr. Bury told them they would have 
to return to work unconditionally and 
their grievances would be considered in 
a fair and proper manner afterwards.

Furs From North.
Athabasca Landing, Oct. 1.—Hisflop &

Body Recovered.
Lindsay, Ont., Oct. 1.—The body of 

R. H. Hopkins, who has been missing 
since Wednesday night, was found 
floating yesterday morning about four 
miles north of Lindsay. Search parties 
were at work night and day since the 
finding of his empty launch about half 
a mile from where his body was found.

On Large Scale.
Toronto, Oct. 1.—General Otter has 

planned on a big scale for the military 
manoeuvres here on Thanksgiving Day. 
Besides the various Toronto regiments 
there will be regiments from Brant­
ford, Hamilton and St. Catharines, in 
all about 4.000 men. Operations will 
take place probably in the neighbor­
hood of Long Branch, the general be­
ing desirous of getting as far away as 
possible from the crowd which usually 
hampers work of this kind, the idea 
being to introduce as many conditions 
of active service as possible.

Home Missions.
Calgary, Alta., Oct. 1.—An important 

meeting of the home mission commis­
sion of the Presbyterian synod of Al­
berta and British Columbia has just*" 
concluded here. The work of the com­
mittee was distributing $19,000 for mis­
sions and the placing new ministers in 
mission fields. An important move­
ment is now being considered in con­
nection with the subdividing of the Ed­
monton and Red Deer presbyteries, as 
at the present time they are rather 
large. In case this is done it will mean 
that in future Alberta will have six 
presbyteries while British Columbia 
will have four. A summarizing of the 
present status of the society made at 
the meeting just ended, shows that they 
have now between the synods 45 self- 
supporting congregations, 35 augment­
ed charges, and 140 mission fields, of 
which 90 are supplied with ordained 
ministers. Besides this, they have a 
mission hospital and training school at 
Vegreville. After reviewing all these 
facts, the committee were more than 
gratified, especially as each member 
thought that even more progressive, 
measures to further the cause would be 
taken this year. The present synodical 
committee has been divided by the 
general assembly into two where here­
tofore it has been one. However, as 
the general assembly does not meet un­
til April next, and as this committee 
meets in February, it was decided that 
they shall once more meet jointly, and 
the meeting, it was decided, shall be 
held in Vancouver.

C. P. R. Earnings.
Montreal, Oct. 2.—For August the 

gross earnings of the C. P. R. were 
$6,170,452. The working expenses am­
ounted to $3,707,873, leaving net profits 
at $2,462,579. For August, 1905, the net 
profits were $1,791,646, and for the two 
months which ended August 31st, 1906, 
the figures are as follows* Gross earn­
ings, $12,138,420;
$7,304.030; net profits, $4,834,390. For 
the two months which ended August 
31st, 1905, there was a net profit of $3,- 
429,124. The increase in the net profits 
over the same period last year is, there­
fore, for August $670,933, and for the 
two months which ended August 31st 
there was an increase of $1,404.967.

The Salvation Army.
Toronto, Ont., Oct. 2.—Commissioner 

Coombs, of the Salvation Army is con­
ducting great anniversary meetings 
from October 10th to 16th in Toronto. 
There will be officers from all parts of 
the Dominion, between 300 and 400 be­
ing present, and also some hundreds of 
soldiers and local officers. Mayor 
Coatsv/orth will welcome the delegates 
in the Temple building on Wednesday 
night, October 10th. The night follow­
ing there will be inaugurated a great 
holiness movement. On Sunday after­
noon at 3 o’clock, in the Massey hall, 
the commissioner will conduct a great 
memorial service. There will be mass­
ed bands and white-robed songsters. 
In the Massey hall at night a service 
entitled “From Bethlehem to Calvary” 
will be given by moving pictures. This 
is the first time these pictures have 
been shown in Canada. The congress 
will end on Monday, October 15th, with 
a “Day With God” in the Temple 
building. It is expected that the com­
ing congress will surpass anything that 
has ever been done in army circles in 
Canada.

BRUTAL MURDER.

Daughter of a British Army Officer Killed 
in Public Park at Essen, Prussia.

Essen, Prussia, Oct. 3.—A great sensa­
tion has been caused here'by the murder 
of Miss Madeline Lake, daughter of an 
English army odicer, whose body, terribly 
mutilated, was found on Monday even­
ing in the city park. The police have been 
unable to throw any light on the mys­
tery surrounding her death. Both tem­
ples were beaten In. her throat was 
lacerated by the hands of her murderer, 
who evidently strangled her in addition 
to beating her terribly about the head, 
and her arms and. body were severely 
bruised.

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Fishery Commissioner Babcock Tells of 

the Results Obtained—Arrived 
Home Last Night
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VERMONT LEGISLATURE.

Montpelier, Oct. 3.—The 129th biennial 
session of the Vermont legislature opened 
here to-day. On Thursday the farewell 
message of Governor Charles J. Bell will 
be presented at a joint session and Gov­
ernor Fletcher D. Procter will be inaug­
urated.

Fishery Commissioner Babcock ar­
rived from the mainland last evening 
and will be in the'City for a week or so 
before returning to his duties on the 

-/Fraser. He went down to Vancouver 
’to attend an executive meeting of the 

fisheries commission for consideration 
of an interim report on the Fraser 
river fisheries, and afterwards came to 
Victoria.

Mr. Babcock says that there has 
been a good deal of comment on the 
dispatch sent out from Seattle on 
the agreement between the Can­
adian and Washington commissioners 
entered into in Vancouver last month. 
The story contained in this dispatch, 
he says, never emanated from any 
member of either commission. “Some 
newspaperman being unable to obtain 
an authoritative statement, has tried 
his hand at a forecast and he missed 
it a good mile on almost- every point,” 
says the commissioner. “That agree­
ment will not be known to the public 
until given out either by the minister 
at Ottawa, or by Governor Mead at 
Olympia. The agreement is hot sup­
pressed because of any desire on our 
part to keep it from the Interested 
public, but out of courtesy to the 
executive that created the commis­
sions.”

Speaking of conditions on the Fraser 
Mr. Babcock says: “For an ‘off year,’ 
the condition of the Fraser river beds 
is most excellent. More spawn sock- 
eye reached the headwaters this sea­
son than in any years of a poor run of 
which I have personal knowledge. The 
hatchery collection and output of eggs 
and fry will probably exceed that of 
any year since the hatcheries were 
built, save that of last year. The fish, 
which reached Quesnel, Shuswap, 
Seton, Anderson and Lillooet lakes 
this year appear to have entered the 
river previous to the beginning of the 
sockeye fishing season—July 1st. Sock- 
eÿe in numbers reached the dam at 
the outlet of Quesnel lake the first week 
in August. A few. were seen there as 
early as July 26th. From August 8th 
to 18th they passed through the fish­
way in good numbers. Mr. Gavin 
Hamilton ‘kept tab’ for me at that 
dam this year, as he did last, and later 
I saw the sockeye in the Horsefly 
river. - Hamilton thinks the run there 
this year was a good off-year run, but 
that the entire run this year did not 
equal that of any two days of the big 
run of last season. Four years ago the 
fish that reached the dam did not get 
into the lake, as there was no suitable 
fishway there then.

"There was a good run to the Shus­
wap lake section in August. Mr. David 
Mitchell, superintendent of the hatch­
ery there, has collected six and a. half 
million sockeye eggs from this year’s 
run. That hatchery was built then, 
but only in 1901 and 1905 have any con­
siderable number of eggs been taken 
from the tributaries of the Shuswap. 
This is the first off year in which he 
has been able to secure any number of 
eggs from Shuswap streams. In 1903 
and 1904 the combined collection did 
not exceed a million, because there 
were no fish there.

"I have already told you that we had 
* good off-year run at Seton lake this 
year, but lost our fish because a flood 
washed out our weirs before we had 
taken their eggs. We had just begun 
operations when we were wiped out. 
We had only taken one and a quarter 
million eggs. We should have taken' 
eight or ten million as we had enough1 
fish. We may get a million or two 
of spring and cohoe eggs later, but do 
not look for any more sockeye this 
year.

"While the heavy rainfall damaged 
thi weirs in the Birkenhead river, at 
fhi head of Lillooet lake, it did not 
destroy them altogether. Mr. Robert­
s''!]. the superintendent, had at last 
accounts over fifteen million eggs, and 
tile prospects of getting many more 
were good. The run to that section has 
been very consistent during the six 
seasons I have been studying the 
spawning grounds of the Fraser. Whe­
ther it is a natural condition or the re­
sult of the years of propagation of 
Harrison-Lillooet running sockeye can­
not be said. That the Birkenhead loca­
tion is a good place to operate is de­
monstrated by this year's work. I se­
lected that site • in 1902 and had the 
lands declared a hatchery reserve in 
1904, and built a cabin there for the 
use of my field observers, had my plans 
ill drawn for a large hatchery and 
ready for use when the provincial gov­
ernment arranged with the Dominion 
government to build and operate a 
hatchery there and gave it the reserve.

The hatchery is a good one, but 
should be enlarged. Under normal 
water conditions eggs enough to have 
filled all the Fraser river hatcheries 
could have been obtained there this
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The by-lafw embodying the majority 

of the suggestions included in a report 
of a special committee of the city coun­
cil respecting the regulation of the li­
cense premises of Victoria will come 
up for its first reading at the next reg­
ular session of the civic fathers. Al­
though very little has been heard, re­
cently, of this owing to the fact that 
the" water question has eclipsed all 
other municipal matters in the public 
mind, it is of the utmost importance. 
Its adoption will mean the placing of 
power in the hands of the authorities 
for the control of saloons and all hold­
ers of licenses in the community. By 
this statement it is not intended to in­
fer that the corporation has not some 
power over these premises at the pres­
ent time, but the new regulations will 
make the restrictions more stringent 
and give fuller scope for their enforce­
ment.

Already the principal changes it is 
proposed to make have been outlined 
in these columns. As a matter of fact 
they are given in the report of the 
committee which was published in full 
by the Times. However, a brief resume 
of what is intended will not be out of 
placé. The city has the power under 
the Municipal Act to enact regulations 

.Ip tela lion to. the licensed premises pro­
viding they do not conflict with the 
Provincial Licensing Act. Hitherto full 
advantage has not been taken of the 
privilege, in fact there have been prac­
tically no such rules. It was with the 
object of introducing these, thereby 
placing the authorities in a position to 
keep a tighter rein upon what is con­
sidered the more immoral element, that 
Mayor Morley appointed a special com­
mittee to bring in a report shortly af­
ter his return to office. That action is 
only now bearing fruit. The by-law 
which comes up on Monday next pro­
vides specifically when saloons shall 
open and close, upon what lines they 
shall be operated, what shall be con­
sidered a front entrance and what a 
back door, and, in addition, outlines 
certain penalties which should make 
the license holders hesitate before per­
mitting an infraction of the law, if it 
becomes such by receiving the endorse­
ment of the aldermanic board.

Another matter of importance from a 
municipal standopint will come up, it 
is understood, through the instrumen­
tality of one of the local delegates to 
the Union of Municipalities, at the an­
nual gathering of that body at Kam­
loops on the 24th and 25th Inst. It is 
a proposal to eliminate the present 
municipal act and have in its place one 
simpler in its phraseology and giving 
the first class municipalities a broader 
scope; indeed to make them a govern­
ment unto themselves. Many weighty 
arguments are advanced in favor of 
such a move. Objection is taken to the 
present act because of its legal intrica­
cies, on account of the fact that the 
cities of over 10,000 inhabitants are 
hampered by it, having to refer any 
changes to their form of government, 
however trivial, to the legislature be­
fore being able to carry out their 
wishes. They contend that inasmuch 
as the population of British Columbia 
is largely found in such centres and, as 
the people as the dominant power in 
the country, th'ey should be able to for­
mulate and control their own Institu­
tions without interference. Therefore 
they claim that it would be an im­
provement to wipe out the Municipal 
Act as it now exists and replace it with 
a broader measure which would give 
them the additional powers mentioned.

Some of the most radical of those 
advocating this reform go as far as to 
say that the new Municipal Act, if it 
is introduced, should simply provide 
that the citizens should conform to the 
criminal law of Canada and to the 
other, general laws of the country, 
leaving in their power the inaugura­
tion of a constitution suitable to the 
prevailing local conditions. Others are 
not quite so extreme in their views but 
are anxious to obtain considerably more 
power for the municipalities than they 
are endowed with.

As there are very few communities 
in British Columbia not desiring some 
changes along the lines suggested it is 
quite probable that the expected de­
bate at the union municipalities ses­
sion will be productive of important 
results—some strong recommendations 
to the government.

Only Temporary.

Paris, Oct. 3.—In an editorial arcticle 
this morning the Temps depreciates 
the insinuation of certain French 
newspapers against the motives of the 
intervention of the United States In 
Cuba. The paper voices high praise of 
secretary Taft and expresses profound 
respect for the sentiments which in­
spired President Roosevelt’s course of 
action. Nevertheless, the Temps re­
gards the peace which the United 
States assuresd they will bring to Cuba 
as only temporary and as a postpone­
ment only of the ultimate solution of 
the Cuban problem.

Disarming Natives.

Havana, Oct. 3.—The disarming of 
the rebel forces in the immediate vicin­
ity of Havana began to-day without 
opposition. Many of the men were al­
lowed to keep arms which they claimed 
were their personal property. Special 
trains during the day will convey the 
dismantled troops homeward, 
trouble is reported to have occured in 
any part of the island.

Preparations are being made at the 
palace for the reception of Governor 
Taft who will establish his office there 
this afternoon.

Running a pipe di­
rect from the filter beds to Elk lake 
and then draining Beaver lake would 
cost an enormous sum and besides 
would diminish the capacity of Beaver 
lake by over one-sixth, because the 
latter’s area is only 135 acres. While 
this was being done • sufficient water 
could not be obtained. At present there 
is a lot of old grass in Beaver lake that 
might be cleaned out that would re­
move the vegetable taste that this 
grass gives. In some places the grass 
is ten feet long. It goes to seed under 
water, and to stop its growth Aid. Hall 
thinks impossible. The mistake was 
made, he says, when it was first pro­
posed to utilize Beaver lake. The lake 
should then have been dredged and 
properly cleaned. Engineers say, Aid. 
Hall now states, that the lake cannot 
be properly dredged without being 
drained, which, as mentioned, would 
mean cutting off that portion of the 
city's water supply.

With respect to present improvements 
Aid. Hall would suggest that the lake 
be fenced so as to stop all stock en­
tering it, that all the eel-grass possible 
be removed, and. that it be cleaned 
without diminishing the supply of wa­
ter to the city.

Dr. Hall says that in the proposed 
expenditure no allowance has been 
made for any changes in Beaver lake 
more than to clean it sufficient to tide 
over until the city can decide on a 
greater supply of water from another 
source wherever it is, which would take 
a period of at least two years. There­
fore in order to increase the present 
supply for the above period,-say two 
years, this can only'be done by placing 
a pump from the 12-inch main, which 
Mr. Adams states is the easiest, cheap­
est and best, providing that there is no 
material change in the redistribution 
system. The reason that the redistri­
bution, Dr. Hall continued, Is not re­
commended at present is that it would 
require, according to Mr. Adams, a 
much larger amount of water than the 
pump proposed could give, and that if 
the redistribution system was put in 
and sufficient water taken from Elk 
lake to supply the same edequateiy, 
which would mean probably a million 
and a half gallons more per day, the 
lake would soon be lowered so that the 
water would not even run out. There 
are now only about 18 inches or so of 
water over the filter beds, and when it 
falls seven feet below the filter beds 
the water will not run out of the lake.

Aid. Hall says that the city could 
get an increased supply of water for 
next year In no other way than by the 
installation of a pump as proposed.

Governor-General Expresses His Views 
on the Subject at New Westmin­

ster Exhibition.

Hls Excellency Earl Grey at the 
opening of the New .Westminster ex­
hibition on Tuesday was presented 
with an address from the city, to 
which he made a suitable reply. Fol­
lowing that the Agricultural Society 
presented an address, when the Gov­
ernor-General replied as follows:

"Mr. Trapp, -ladles and gentlemen, 
before I proceed to formally open your 
provincial exhibition. In accordance 
with the invitation, for which I heart­
ily thank you, I desire to eay that t. 
Lady Grey and all the members of my 
family and party will leave to-morrow 
the Pacific shores of your beautiful 
province, with the greatest regret. We 
have all spent a most enjoyable time 
among your hospitable and warm­
hearted people. We are all really sorry 
that the time has come to say good­
bye. We ail eagerly cherish, the hope 
that is contained in the familiar phrase 
of ‘au revoir.’

“Gentlemen: I am looking forward 
to a close Inspection of the exhibits 
which are at once a proof of the fer­
tility and wealth of your district, and 
an assurance of its future growing 
prosperity. What I have seen and 
learned of your fruit industry has in­
clined me to believe that rich as we are 
the separate streams of wealth that 
flow from your minerals, your lumber 
and your fisheries, their joint and 
mighty volume will be inferior to that 
stream of national wealth of domestic 
contentment, which is one day destin­
ed to grow from out of the orchards of 
British Columbia.

“Gentlemen, I have formed a very 
high opinion of the future which awaits 
you as a fruit-producing country.

“Fruit growing in your province has 
acquired the distinction of being a 
beautiful as well as a most profit­
able Industry. After a maximum wait 
of 6 years, I understand the settler may 
look forward with reasonable certainty 
to a net income of from $200 to $260 
per acre after all expenses of cultiva­
tion have been paid.

“Gentlemen, here is a state of things 
which appear to offer the opportunity 
of living under such ideal conditions as 
struggling humanity has only succeed­
ed in reaching in one or two of the 
most favored spots upon the earth. 
There are thousands of families living 
in England to-day, families of refine­
ment, duiture and distinction, fam­
ilies such as you would welcome 
among you with both arms, who would 
be only too glad to come out and oc­
cupy a log hut on 5 acres of a pear or 
apple orchard In full bearing if they 
could do so at a reasonable cost.

“Now, what is necessary to enable 
hundreds of selected families from 
England, aye and hundreds of hard­
working miners in British Columbia 
also, to become the owners of these 
desirable orchards? It appears to me 
that all that is wanted is the estab­
lishment of such an organization as 
will enable you to take advantage of 
your great opportunities. You have 
the land and all that is required is 
the capital and labor to clear and 
plant it. The capital required can, I 
believe, be obtained. I know men 
who would consider it not only a plea­
sure, but a privilege, to advance capi­
tal at 6 per cent, to a well-managed 
organization, which would undertake 
to clear and plant land and offer it at 
cost to selected families.

"There is no investment which 
yields higher dividends, moral as well 
as material, than that which brings 
in a certain revenue of 5 per cent.; 
the feeling of satisfaction that the 
capital earning this 5 per cent, has 
contributed to the upbuilding of a 
nation. The required capital can, I 
am confident, be obtained; it only re­
mains to obtain the other requisite, 
that of labor.

“That the labor required for such a 
puropse as I have described, should 
be obtained, I know you will agree. 
How to obtain it is a question which 
is for you to settle. I would only say 
that the necessities of your province 
appear to require that such additional 
labor shall be obtained from outside 
as will enable you to unlock the doors 
of the treasure house and to enjoy the 
riches which lie stored within and 
which I believe to be beyond measure 
or computation.”

PHEASANT SEASON
OPENED YESTERDAY

,Some Good Bags Reported—Results of 
Field Trials at Ladners- 

Sporting Notes.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Pheasants and quail became legal 

game yesterday. Although there was 
not the same exodus of sportsmen as 
there generally is on the 1st of Sep­
tember, the E. & N. train and that 
leaving the V. & S. depot were crowded 
with hunters followed by well trained 
dogs. So far little has been heard of 
the success of the hunters, so that it js 
difficult to say whether the birds are 
plentiful. The average bag reported so 
far ranges from ten to twelve, although 
several of fifteen and sixteen have been 
heard of in sporting circles. From 
these figures it would seem that the 
pheasants and the quail are just as 
plentifnl as heretofore, that they have 
not followed the example of the grouse 
and decamped just before the crowds 
of eager enthusiasts were let loose up­
on them.

While it would appear that the 
pheasants are as numerous as hereto­
fore the majority of the civilian hunt­
ers labor under a handicap In compari­
son with previous years. They cannot 
shoot over the Oak Bay suburban 
lands, they cannot trespass upon the 
property of farmers in the Gordon 
Head district, in the municipality of 
South Saanich without obtaining spe­
cial permission from the farmers and 
complying with other formalities. With 
such restrictions some claim that a 
close season for pheasants might just 
as well be declared as the result is 
much the same. To an extent the con­
tention is true as the birds mentioned 
are certainly more plentiful in the 
Saanich and other districts mentioned 
than anywhere else. But still they may 
be found In limited numbers elsewhere. 
There are many to be obtained In the 
Cowlchan valley, and, although the 
farmers there object to the depreda­
tions sometimes caused by contingents 
of hunters, they have not yet taken de­
cided action to prevent encroachments.

Now the hunting season may be con­
sidered in full swing. Not only are 
grouse of all varieties, the pheasants 
and the quail legitimate spôrt,.but the 
deer and all water fowl to be found In 
the vicinity also are legal prey for 
hunters. For the next few months the 
true enthusiasts will spend the most 
of their spare time In the woods. 
Though the grouse are not as plentiful 
as formerly the other game Is still far 
from depleted and before the hand of 
the law again intervenes many Vic­
torians will- have spent some pleasant 
and exciting moments In the chase.

Mayor Morley, at the outset, claimed 
that he had taken no unfair advantage 
of the water committee in forcing them 
to speak first. It was always the pri­
vilege of those favoring a 
under consideration to open the pro­
ceedings. He did not wish to prejudice 
the electorate, but there were some 
points in the by-law which did not 
meet with his approval. In view of 
that he considered it his duty to define 
his position.

The Mayor asked for the Interven­
tion of the chair upon the ground that 
he had allowed the previous speakers 
to proceed uninterrupted.

Continuing he outlined the communi­
cations between the council and Expert 
Adams. He went on to state that what 
had been reported upon by the latter 
was not contained in the by-law to be 
laid before the ratepayers.

It had been stated that the commit­
tee was not in favor of abandoning Elk 
lake. They took Mr. Adams as their 
guide, but he ail through recommended 
such a course. He wished to say that 
Elk lake was a much abused body of 
water. Personally he favored the use 
of that body of water to its full capa­
city. To-day it was eleven feet 
ahead of the game, despite the fact 
that It had been taxed heavily and 
much maligned. He did not wish to 
contend, however, that no other source 
should be looked for. The trouble of 
the present water supply was the de­
plorable way it had been neglected. 
While It had been cleaned regularly 
and proper attention given the filter 
beds there had been no bad taste to the 
liquid, in fact no fault was found with 
it then in any respect.

The proposition to be put before the 
citizens provided purely for a pump 
system. He pointed out how the ex­
pense entailed in this respect could be 
reduced materially by reversing the 
conditions and having the bulk of the 
supply served by gravity instead of by 
pumps. This, of course, could only be 
done by the installation of a larger 
main. He contended that if the 24- 
inch main had been constructed right 
through to the lake years ago it would 
have been possible to effect a saving 
sufficient almost to pay for the pipe. 
Pumping then would have cost from 
$2,000 to $2,500 annually, whereas the 
expenditure now amounted to $8,000 for 
the same length of time.

Speaking of the reservoir at Smith’s 
hill, the Mayor stated his reason for 
thinking it unnecessary. Expert 
Adams, it was true, said it would be 
needed no matter what source of sup­
ply was adopted. But in his references 
he dealt with the question upon the 
assumption that some one system 
would be accepted. It stood to reason 
that with a combination supply the 
expenditure of money upon a "poppy­
cock" reservoir, upon an elevation 
which was not sufficiently high for 
what was required, would be money 
wasted. Elk lake itself was a reser­
voir, and he said should be used in 
connection with whatever permanent 
supply was chosen.

He did not wish to be personal, but 
he thought that the city’s officials had 
been somewhat overlooked in consid­
ering the water situation. Some sug­
gestion had been made that there was 
reason why the previously mentioned 
gentlemen supported him in his views. 
He had never brought any. influence to 
bear upon them, but had always treat­
ed them with the deference due their 
position and knowledge of the condi­
tions. H had asked them among other 
questions whether Elk lake should be 
abandoned under any conditions. Their 
answer had been an unqualified nega­
tive. In this they went right up 
against Expert Adams. He said hav­
ing secured a new system “you should 
abandon Elk lake." _

It had been said that the new pro­
posal of the committee was only a 
temporary expedient, a makeshift. He 
thought Victoria had had enough of 
makeshifts upon the water system, 
even if it was only for a period of two 
years.

His scheme, though not before the 
people, he felt called upon to defend. 
If the by-law was voted down he cer­
tainly Vouid move for a reconsideration 
of the resolution shelving his report. 
He spoke of the advantage of gravity 
for purposes of protection from fire 
compared to pumps. He argued that 
the use of machinery for forcing the 
pressure was unsafe. If pumps were 
to be used duplicates were needed for 
each main to ensure safety.

Some supporters of the committee’s 
proposition contended that it 
cheaper. He noticed that one tiem 
included in the by-law was $35,000 for 
the construction of connection between

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CITIZENS ADDRESSED
BY CIVIC FATHERS

Members of Water Committee Explain 
By-Law Coming Before Ratepayers 

To-Morrow—Mayor’s Views.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
The council chamber of the city hall 

was well filled last evening, the occa­
sion being the public meeting called by 
His Worship Mayor Morley for the 
purpose of discussing the water ques­
tion. Addresses by members of the 
water committee and the Mayor en­
abled those present to obtain a clear 
idea of the two proposals which have 
been advanced by sections of the coun­
cil ever since a solution to the problem 
has been sought. They were marked 
by some warmth, the remarks of some 
of the aldermen betraying a personal 
antagonism to the Mayor, which the 
latter did not fail to resent. The result 
was heated repartee and an outline of 
some of the business proceedings of 
the council in connection with the plan 
for the improvement of the Victoria 
water works system. Among those in 
attendance were the following: E. P. 
Eiford, R. Porter, L. J. Quaglotti, L. 
Crease, R. B. McMicking, Col. Prior, 
E. B. Ersklne, R. Hall, M.P.P., L. P. 
Luxton, G. Grant, W. A. Gleason, W. 
P. Marchant, R. L. Drury, M.P.P., J. 
Kingham, W. J. Wilson, T. Lubbe, J. 
Sayward, and C. H. Lugrin.

Senator Macdonald was elected to the 
chair. He called upon Mayor Morley 
to explain the purpose of the gathering. 
The latter stated, in response, that it 
was to discuss water works improve­
ments. There were present members of 
the council who had introduced the by­
law now before the ratepayers. Prob­
ably they could say something upon 
the matter at issue.

Aid. Stewart, chairman of the water 
committee, disclaimed the intention to 
speak before His Worship, the insti­
gator of the meeting. The latter, he 
said, had arranged for a public session 
for the purpose of carrying out a threat 
to slate the committee's by-law. He 
wanted the Mayor to speak first and 
then he would have something to say. 
(Applause.)

Responding, the Mayor spoke warm­
ly. The meeting had been called sim­
ply for the purpose of discussing the 
water question in an unbiased manner. 
He was sorry that Aid. Stewart had In­
troduced the same tactics as had 
tnarked the water committee’s attitude 
throughout. With these words the Ma­
yor retired amid applause.

‘Aid. Stewart then consented to de­
liver his address. It would be interest­
ing, he thought, to go into all the de­
tails. But that would take a long time 
and he simply wished to enter into that 
scheme now in the form of a by-law 
before the people. The Mayor said that 
his proposal had been supported by the 
officials. That was very questionable. 
If it was necessary he had document­
ary evidence to prove different.

The speaker went on to refer to Ex­
pert Adams, whose advice had been 
taken in the formation of the 
pleted scheme. He was the Pacific 
coast authority upon water matters, 
and therefore it would have been fool­
ish not to have accepted his recom­
mendations even If such a thing neces­
sitated a change in their preconceived 
plans.

At this juncture Aid. Stewart read an 
extract from Expert Adams’ report, 
which, he contended, proved that the 
committee's proposal as embodied in 
the by-law was the "easiest, best and 
cheapest” way to improve the system.

Taking up the scheme in detail Aid. 
Stewart mentioned the Smith Hill 
reservoir. The cost was $90,000, and in­
cluded the cost of the site. Then there 
was the connection at a cost of $20,000. 
Thirdly came the union of the reser­
voirs and the distribution system. 
This, he pointed out, provided for two 
large pipes which would give the city 
ample protection in case of emergen­
cies. The pump on the twelve-inch 
main was the next in order. The latter 
would deliver 700,000 gallons more wa­
ter daily and entail an expenditure of 
$15,000. It had been said that the 
money should not be borrowed for that 
purpose. Perhaps that was right, but 
he wished to say that the $200,000 in­
volved in the carrying out of the pro­
posal would be an absolutely necessary 
expenditure in any other scheme. 
Therefore whatever was done in the 
fqture the committee's recommended 
improvements would be needed in com­
pleting Victoria’s system permanently.

Elk lake, Aid: Stewart went on, had 
a total capacity of 2,400,000 gallons 
daily. Victoria was constantly grow­
ing, arid the consumption having al­
most reached the limit of supply, It 
was Imperative that another source 
should be sought.

In reference to meters, he thought 
fhey should be purchased. If considered 
necessary, from the general revenue.

Aid. Stewart retired with the remark 
that there was so much to say upon the 
matter that he would give others an 
opportunity to express their views. 
(Applause.)

When called upon Aid. Hail wanted 
to draw particular attention to two 
points. If an expert were employed he 
thought surely his opinion should he 
considered. The committee’s report 
was based entirely upon expert advice. 
The second matter he wished to touch 
upon was the fact that Victoria West 
was not supplied from Goldstream but 
from Thetis lake. He was totally op­
posed to purchasing from anyone. His 
stand was not pergonal animosity to­
wards the Esqulmalt Water Works 
Company. Why did he oppose the buy­
ing of water by the method mentioned? 
Because, he said, It practically meant 
the payment of four per cent, interest 
or half a million dollars annually. And 
then, he added, the city would have no­
thing to show for their Investment He 
did no.t think It expedient to make any 
large expenditure on the water system 
at the present time. There were twe 
matters pending. Finally there was 
the Highland distrlot - proposal.
