A;\*'INDEPENDENT OPINION. .

The Toronto Telegram is one of the
most independent and fearless newspa-
) gers in Canada. It is the! defender of
people’s' ¥ights in al parts of ‘the Do-

minion. Hear what it has to say regard-
. ing ‘the spoliation of public lands in this
district. It says:

“Phen there is the Kootenay Valleys
Company. This company secured from
the provincial government a charter to
construet a canal connecting the head
waters of the Kootenay river with the
Columbia lakes, in which the Columbia
river has its rise, and providing unim-
peded navigation from Golden, on the
Canadian Pacific railway, through to the
Montana boundary. As a subsidy for
the work the provincial government
granted the company 30,000 acres of
land to be chosen as the company saw
fit. 'The canal was built and in use one
season. Conceived in ignorance and ear-
ried out with stupidity, it flooded land
and threatened to turn -the Xootenay
river entirely into the Columbia and de-
stroy it;as a navigable stream through
200 m'les of its course in Canada. So
the canal was abandoned.

“But here is the chief evil of the job.
.Whoever drew up the agreement be-
‘tween the canal company and the govern-
ment culpably omitted to insert a re-
versionary clouse that, in the event of
the company not providing a serviceable
eanal. the land should revert to the peo-
ple. As it is, the company have pos-
session of the finest land in Southern
British  Columbia, and the people have
in exchange for this fair proportion of
their patrimony—a ditch.

“So between them, the Canadian Pa-
cific company and the Kootenay Valleys
company own most of the cheicest land,
for be sure those people put their stakes
only in what is the best; when there is
a choice to be made. And Bast Koot-
enay is practically closed to the agri-
culturist. until the proprietors can make
money out of him.”

Vaporize Quickeure for
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Alaska's Collector of Customs Here ou
His Way to 8t. Michaels—He Talks
of Whiskey Seizures.

He Says the Canadian and American
Customs Officia:s Are Now Work-
ing Harmoniousiy.

At the Victoria Hotel are Collector

"of Customs J. W. Ivey and Mrs, Ivey.

They are here awaiting the sailing of
the steameér Garonne, which sails to-mor-
row; on which they will take passage to
St. Michaels. Collector Ivey is taking up
ten officers with him, some of whom will
be stationed at St. Michaels, others at
points along the river, and some will go
to Dawson to look after the collection
of duties, prevent whiskey °smuggling
and attend to all ‘other matters in con-
nection with the customs department.

Collector ¥vey, during his short -resi-
dence in Alaska, has made more enlemies
than the majority of the residents and
transient population on ‘account of his
crusade against thé whiskey smugglers.
It has been a hard fight. he says, and
as long as the law prohibiting the im-
portation -of liquors into Alaska 'is in
force the fight will continue. The smug-

‘glers adopt all manner of means 4o get

the liguor into the country. A man can

‘nearly.always find a case ¢f whiskey or

other spirits amongst a seemingly un:
suspicious shipment of drygoods; -grocer-
ies or:other merchandise, for the -mer-
chants never lose an oppéftunity to stamd
in ‘with the whiskey “ring:” Mauy times
the collector has been oblj to ‘threat-
en merchants of the coast: with ar-
rest owing to the manner in" which ‘they
have aided the smugglers. As can be
imagimed the life of Collector ‘Ivey has
been one that wasn’t “all beer and’sgkit-
tles,” and several times he has been
threatened with blackmail, and in some
cases with death. When he got together
the 80 tons of seized liquors' which-he
brought down on the George W. Elder
a few weeks ago, some of the whiskey
men were openly threatening “that  his

‘blood would stain Alaska’s soil if he at-

tempted to take the seized liquors down.”
“But”—and he smiled as he reflected—*1
did not lose any blood, and I brought
down the liquor.” :

Collector Ivey, says that his force ‘was
much too small to put down the smug-
-gling and many a keg-of illieit liquor
was landed at dead of night at the coast
cities. At Skagway, he said, it was a
common thing to hear a small boat out
on the bay, then to hear the sound of
muffled oars, and see a light being swung
away off about a mile or so along the
beaeh. Theforce at his command ‘'was
totally unequal to the weork of getting
to each scene of operations evén though

they could see plainly by the series of |

signs that kegs were being rolled ashore.
Besides the smallness of his force he
had other difficulties. There was the
hostilities of the saloon men and.their
friends, whose name was legiod; the
hostility of the merchants who got their
price for allowing the contraband whisky
ta be shipped in as pickles or other
wares, and the hostility of the Alaskan
papers, who for the most part seemed
to. be in league with the, whisky smug-

glers. Y

.Oollector Ivey says a number of yery
misleading reports have been sent down
in reference to the ‘way in which the
American -customs officials have  im-
posed on Cahadian voyageurs. Trpe it
is that owing to the delay in reegqiving
instructions : from - headquarters, ;those
taking geods through in bond | were
obliged to fake a' consort; "This ‘wag¥ex-
pensive ‘and’ the ,colletcor says he was
sorry - that it -was found necessary,; It
however, is a thing of the past, and in
common with other customs matters in
the north, has been adjusted to the sat-

cials and his officers were working very
amicably and harmoniously, and he
trusted that it would so continue.

'SHIPPING NEWS.
'The Happenings of a Day Along the
Water Front.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

The department of marine and fisheries
have arranged for a system of signal-
ling at Littlte Canyon, on the Stikine,
to prevent collisions therein, and are
about to establish a station at each
end of the canyon, at which signals will
be displayed for the guidance of vessels.
A white ball or disk hoisted to the top

of a mast will denote that the channel |

is clear and that a vessel may enter the
canyon from the end at which the ball
is displayed. A black drum or square
will denote that the channel is not clear
and that a vessel may not enter the can-
yon on any consideration when the drum
is displayed. The dram and ball shown
together will ‘be a signal between the
two stations for the information of the
signal men, and no vessel may enter the
canyon when this signal is shown, .im
the event of vessels approdching the can-
yon from both ends simnltaneously, the
upward bound vessel will be held below"
the ‘canyon until the descending vessel
has run the canyon.- One prolonged blast
of a steamer’s whistle will be a request
to the signal men to give the all clear
sx.gnql. In any other part of the river
thhlp_ Canadian territory if a vessel is
warping up, a downward "bound vessel
must keep clear of her and her warp-
ing lines, stopping and tyiig up if“feces-
sary to prevent collision. Tn the event
of two vessels approaching simultaneous-
ly .-where warping is required, the up-
ward bound vessel must allow the down-
ward bound vessel to pass before running
out her warping lines. Two long blasts
followed by two short blasts . of  the
steat_ner’s whistle will be the signal that
she is" actnally engaged’ in" wiirping.

Steamer Boscowitz, Capt. Steele, re-
turned from.northern Brrtish Coulmbia
ports yesterday, bringing a small com-
plement of passengers, mostly prospect-
ors; and as freight a number of bales of
bear skins. Among her pasengers were
wesses. Uotton, Aldan and Willard. who
bring’ news that about 100 miners Are
stranded at the head ‘of Portland canal
and the majority of them are scantily
provided with food. The stranded min-
ers were bound tc the head waters ‘of
the Nm}s, but were obliged to return as
some time pasti but now the Indians
have bqen supplying them with food fer
some time past, but now the Indinas
have gone, the salmon fishing having
called them away. 'The three who came
down on the Boscowitz made their way
down Portland canal in an Indian canoe.
Two other passengers. were Messrs., Jo
O. Roeolsz and Nelson David, of Hazel
ton, they having made their way to that
spot over the Ashcroft route, of which
they speak in wvery disparaging terms.
Rather than pursue their way to. the
gold fields by eontinuing in on that route,
the men made their way down from
Hazelton to Port Simpson . and came
down on the Boseowitz to proceed by the
water ruote. On  her way down  the
Boscowitz sightfed a number of men at
work at Kum-e-leon arm salving the
Iskoot.

The underwriters have begun to feel
uneasy about the long voyage of the
Penrhyn Castle, now. 112 days ont from
Newecastle for San Francisco with coal
She was chartered to.load wheat. The
Penrhyn Castle is the third vessel of the
1897-8' fleet to find her way into the
“missing’’ list. The first of these was the
British bark Craigend, which sailed from
Philadelphia for Hiogo with oi] on May
3rd, 1897. She was spoken June 10th in
10 south and 35 west, and has never been
heard of since. The Midas, another of
the oil fleet, arrivel. at Japan all right
and started across the Pacific. February
11th, and bas not since been sighted. An
insufficiency of ballagt is believéd o ’pe
the cause of the loss of the Midas, and
the Craigend and is thonght to have en-
countered a hurrciane, which wrecked a
nomber of vessels 'in "abotit the same
position as where she was lgst sighted.

Captain Roberts, of the steamer Prin-
cess Louise, has reported, to the depart-
ment of marine and fisheries that his
vessel struck and greatly damaged her
starboard paddle wheel on an unknown
rock in Schooner Passage, Rivers Imnlet.
The rock ig about 70 yards from the
western shore, and f8 awash at extreme
low tide. A mid-channel course will
clear the danger. The approximate posi-
tion on admiralty chart No .1923b, is
latitude 51, 33, 17 N., longitude 127, 36,
30 W. Captain Roberts also reperts that
the.rock shown on the chart on the east-
ern .side of the southeérn entrance to

Schoqner Passage dries at an extreme
low tide.

The British ship Penrhyn Castle, on
which 10 per cent. reinsurance was paid,
and which was classed as “missing,”
has arrived at San Francisco from New-
castle.  The vessel had been a long time
off the drydock and was very fonl. Be-
sides that, light winds and calms were
encountered during the voyage, and these
two facts account for the long trip. Very
severe weather had prevailed along the
route taken by sailing vessels, however,
and this, coupled with the long time the
Penrhyn Castle was out, caused the un-
derwriters to reinsure.
