- Ooncord, N, H., Nov. 23—After a fruit-
fless night’s search for traces of the murd-
erer of Charles H. Fellows, a grocer at
Bow who was shot as he was about to
enter his yard late last night, the assist-
mnce of the county authorities was invoked
today.

Mr. Fellows kept a store about a mile
from his home, and was in the habit <f
driving to and from it, with considerable
‘money in his pocket. He returned at
11.30 . p. m. and just before he drove into
his yard two shots were fired, evidently
at close range.

One bullet entered the right breast and
passed through the body, while the other
struck the left breast and was found em-
bedded in the shoulder. It was from a
B2 calibre weapon. The wounded man stag-
gered into the house, and gasping, “I am
shot,” expired n his wife's arms.

The neighbors were aroused and for the
rest of the night a constantly increasing
crowd of men searched the vicinity with-
out finding more than a few footprints on
the soft earth. ~Measurements of these
marks were taken.

The authorities believe that robbery was
the motive, and that the highwaymen
discovered that Fellows was not killed by
the bullets and did not dare to rob him.

Neighboring cities have been asked to
Jook out for suspicious characters, al-
though in the .absence of any tangible
clues, the local authorities have little hope
pf definite results. -

€. Bruce McDougall, editor and publish-
er'of “Free Speech,” who has been con-
fined in the jail since August 19 'ast, will
have to spend a further period of eight
months there as a penalty for publishing
defamatory libels in his paper,

Sentence was passed on McDougall this
morning by Judge White at the adjourned
sitting of the September circuit court. The
sentence of the court was for 'eleven
months in all, one period of four months,
two periods of three months and one per-
iod of one month. The two periods of
three months, however, run concurrently,
to offset the time the prisoner has already
spent in jail, so that he will have eight
months to serve from today. :

Not Nerveus

The prisoner showed little signs of his
imprisonment, as he walked into court be-
tween two constables, and took a seat at
the barristers’ table. When addressed by
the court he stood up promptly and with-
out any appearance of nervousness. At the
conclusion of the sentence and as he was
led back to his cell, he was seen to smile
slightly. a

Much interest has been evinced ‘in the
outcome of the trial and there was quite
a large crowd present when the  _court
opened at 11 o’clock. .

Attorney General Hazen, at the opening
of the court, announced that it was not
the intention of the crown to proceed fur-
ther in the counts on which the jury.had
disagreed.

On Sunday night last Glover was found
lying on the doorstep of Dr. N. W. Cous:
en’s office in Waltham, whither he had
crawled after being shot in a room of the
Waltham FLaundry, close by.

Glover was proprietor of the laundry,
and had driven there in an automobile, ac-
companied by Miss LeBlanc, who was a
servant employed by his wife. A mute
story of struggle was revealed when the
police examined that room of the laundry,
where collars are-starched.

Here were. found .a pin that the Le
Blanc girl had worn on her waist and a
back comb that had been in her hair.
Both were picked up from the floor. On
a chair was a cap that was identified as
one Glover had worn when he left home.
One chair was overturned and on the
floor were fresh marks, apparently made
from the shoes of persons engaged in a
struggle. :

He spoke of the seriousnese of the pris-
oner’s offence in publishing cbscene libels
against private citizens, wantonly and
without provocation, which injured the
citizen and caused pain to the family. The
court had set forth that the libels were
obscene and indecent and the jury was
warranted in the verdict they had reach-
ed.

The Sentence

His honor then imposed sentence as fol-
ows:

“The sentence of the court is:—That in
respect of the offense of which you have
been convicted under the second count of
the indictment that you be imprisoned in
the common jail of the city and county
of St. John for the term of four months
from today. .

“That in respect of the offence of which
you have been convicted under the fourth
count of the indictment the sentence is
that you be imprisoned in the common

David A. Dearmond Was Oldest Member of Con-
gress—Wife and Daughter Escape—Son Pre-
vented From Dashing Into Flames

Davenport, Ia, Nov. 23—J. A. .Dear-
mond, of Davenport, Towa, today received
word from Butler, Mo., that his brother,
Congressman David Dearmond, with his
grandson, had been burned to death in a
fire this morning. No details were given.

Mr. Dearmond was one of the best
representatives in congress.

Kansas City, Mo., Nov. 23—Representa-
tive David A. Dearmond, one of the oldest
Democratic members of congress and his
grandson, Waddie, aged six, were burned
to death in a fire that destroyed the Dear-
mond home at Butler (Mo.), early today.
The other members of the family escaped,
and it is believed none was hurt. Neither
the body of Congressman Dearmond nor
that of his grandson has been recovered,
and it is believed they were incinerated.
Other occupants of the house at the time
of the fire were Mrs. Dearmond and a
daughter.

The home of Congressman Dearmond was
situated across the street from that of his
ison, James A. Dearmond.

BOSTON GETS CANADA

GRAIN FREIGHT TRADE

(Extract from New York Herald, Nov.
he 5th, 1909.) :

Freight and insurance rates have brought

about a curious situation in connection

to England. Despite the large increase in
the grain output from the Canadian west,
Montreal is getting less of the grain
freight trade than it has had in past
years.

The explanation is that freight rates
from, say. Boston to Liverpool are ome
and a half cents a bushel cheaper than
from Montreal to Liverpool, and that
though the extra cost of transporting the
grain from the Canadian west to Boston
brings the total cost of freight from the
wheat fields to Englend to twelve and
three-quarters cents in each case, the in-
surance on the freight from Boston is 'ess
than one-third of that on grain freight

other words, American ports are getting
Montreal’s grain export trade e
the insurance rates on grain cargoes from
these ports are about seventy per cent
less ]than those on such freight from Mon-
treal.

MODEL IN FORESTRY.

Biltmore, the Vanderbilt
North Carolina, is cited as a model in
forestry. There the first wealth of 130,-
000 acres is both producing and growing.
By selection there are cut every year 4,
000,000 of lumber, 5,000 cords of acic
wood and fuel, 1,000 cords of tanbark,
and several hundred cords of pulp wood.
At the same. time, it is stated by the
forest service bureau, the forest is stead-
ily increasing in value. It is guarded
against fire as no other tract in the Unit-
ed States is guarded. Every workman em-
ployed is a fire guard.

Men Out Alive—One of Those Rescued Dies

Cherry, Ill., Nov. 23—Fire in the second
gallery of the St. Paul mine resulted to-
at Ladwavvsas e G carth blociing r &
cue work to the east. In this section will
be the best chance of finding survivors.

After experiencing all the terrors of his
long imprisonment and the joy of being

‘Cherry, TIl., Nov. 23—Cherry rested for
a brief period early today before begin-
ning the crucial struggle to rescue the liv-
“ing or' carty the bodies from the 500 foot
level of the St. Paul coal mine.

At midnight miners had forced their way
into the third vein preparing the way for
a rush of their comrades to the same
vein today. They declared the air in the
gallery stagnant but capable of sustaihing
life.

Robert McFadden and Barney Dougher-
ty, two youths, had scarcely emerged from
the shaft, when tidings were spread that
the fire in the second vein had broken out
anew.: Rescue work was halted while

Chicago firemen attacked the blaze, which
threatened the main  shaft.

That scores of men are alive in the lower
level was the almost unanimous assertion
of miners who listened to the story of
McFadden, and Dougherty. No miners,
living or dead, were seen and the one ob-
ject indicating = their ~ occupancy of the
vein, was a dead mule that had been teth-
ered near the escape shaft through which
the rescuers entered.

The two penetrated 100 feet into the
vein and shouted, but no response came.
Then they hurried back to- the cage.
“There is no reason why they should not
be alive,” said Dougherty.

After learning that the lower shaft con-
tained air, not too impure to sustain life,
many reasons were: advanced to show that
the men may be still alive.

“There is plenty of water there,” said
Wm. A. Smith, one of the few miners in
the vein to escape after the fire; {‘the air
is endurable and there are plenty of corn
in the mule stables. They have some of
the shrewdest and nerviest miners in the
country down there. We'll find them bar-
ricaded and ready for another week's wait
when we reach them.”

This optimism of the miners was not
shared by the company officials.

FOOLISH PARTISANSHIP
The attempt of Dr. Daniel and other
Conservatives to fasten upon the federal
government the responsibility for the
wreck of the steamer Hestia is quite in
accord with the foolish policy of the oppo-
sition party. The Standard says that “Dr.

_ Daniel did the country a good service.”

This was to be expected. Before there was
any enquiry the Standard was publishing
untrue statements concerning the wreck,
and doing its best to create prejudice in
the public mind. Dr. Daniel has now
taken up the case, which indicates that it
has reached the Jast stages and is about
to drop out of sight as a political issue of
any value. The minister of marine has as-
sured parliament that there will be a thor-
ough enquiry into the charge that officers
of the department failed in their duty. In
his reply to Dr. Daniel the minister show-
ed very clearly how unfounded were the
charges against the department with re-
spect to the buoy on Old Proprietor, and

" made it clear that the condition of the

buoy was not the cause of the wreck. He
very properly censured Dr. Daniel for con-
veying in his speech the impression that
the entrance to the Bay of Fundy was
dangerous for navigation. As the repre-
sentative of .the city of St. Johm, Dr.
Daniel should” be “the last man to” convey
any such impressioﬁ. The steamer Hestia
was far out of her course, and went on
the rocks. The enquiry, conducted by a
competent authority, has shown that the
responsibility for the wreck rests upon
those who navigated the vessel. The op-
position does not gain anything by its at-
tempt to hold the government responsible.
The incident, however, gave Dr. Daniel
and Mr. Crocket an opportunity to ad-
dress the house, and from the Liberal
party standpoint this is not at all objec-
tionable. The more they talk, the better
for the Liberal party. They probably did
not reckon on the effective reply of Mr.
Todd, the member for Charlotte, whose
constituency includes the islands near the
Qld Proprietor ledge, and who is in a
postion to speak with authority relative
to navigation and the aids to navigaton
in those waters.

THE INTERCOLONIAL

Dr. Black, M. P., has given notice of a
motion in parliament which will raise the
whole question of ownership and control
of the Intercolonial Railway system. His
resolution declares that it would be in the
best interests of all Canada to have the
I. C. R. controlled and operated by one
of the transcontinental railways. The gov-

It may be taken
for granted that Dr. Black’s motion will
find some support, and that the debate
will be very interesting to the people of
these provinces; but that the public in-
terest can best be served by government
ownership will in the end be the decision
of parliament.

DRY DOCKS NEEDED

The New York Herald states that Bos-
ton has an advantage over Montreal in
the grain trade because of heavier freight
and insurance rates. The Herald points
out that freight rates from, say Boston
to Liverpool, are one and one-half cents
a bushel cheaper than from Montreal to
Liverpool, and, though the extra cost of
transporting the grain from the Canadian
west to Boston brings the total cost of
freight from the wheat fields to England
to twelve and three-quarter cents in each
case, the insurance on the freight from
Boston is less than one-third of that on
grain freight on the Montreal route out-
waxd bound.

The Free Press points out
that the Admiralty never at any time pro-
posed that Canada should build one Dread-
nought a8 a means of meeting thes situa-
tion. We quote:—

“Three proposals were made by the Ad-
miralty. The first was a direct contribu-
tion. That was out of the question. in
view of the passage of the resolution by
the Canadian House of Commons o
March 20th last. The second was the
creation of a fleet unit to be placed upon
the Pacific coast. This, also, was re-
jected by the Canadian delegates in view
of our double coast line and also because
a fleet on the Pacific alone would in no
way meet the sentiment of the Canadian
people in favor of the creation of an all-
Canadian navy. It stands to reason, look-
ing at the position of this country geo-
graphically, that a fleet on -the Pacific
would in no sense meet the views of the
Canadian people or be in any sense a
Canadian navy. The third proposition
was the creation of a local navy, to be
divided between the Atlantic and the Pa-
cific oceans. That was the policy whi¢h
was agreed upon. 1t is true that two plans

along these lines were presented and}

that the publié ‘does not yet know which
of them has received the endorsation of
the Canadian government. But at no
time during the deliberations of the con-
ference, or before or after, did the Ad-
miralty ask for the construction of

Dreadnought alone. The only mention
of the Dreadnought was in connection
with the fleet unit proposal and this would
have involved an ‘initial expenditure of
$17,500,000 and an annual upkeep of three
million dollars. It is just as well to bear
these facts in mind in any discussion of
