Sydney, C B. Chief of Police Gives Valuable Tip 
—Woman Wanted on Charge of Murdering 
Clarence Glover at Waltham, Mass. Last Friday

Winnipeg, Nov. 23—(Special)—The first 
real wintery weather has descended upon 
the middle west, the mercury taking a 
sudden dip to the frigid zone. At Earl, 
Bask., last night, 25 below zero was regist­
ered.

Judge Specifies Counts and Sen­
tence Under Each—McDougall 
Must Now Come Under Rules 
of Jail—Many in Court

Concord, N. H-, Nov. 23—After a fruit­
less night’s search for traces of the murd­
erer of Charles H. Fellows, a grocer at 
Bow who was shot as he was about to 
enter his yard late last night, the assist- 
nnce of the county authorities was invoked 
today.

Mr. Fellows kept a store about a mile 
from his home, and was in the habit cf 
driving to and from it, with considerable 
money in his pocket. He returned at 
11.30 p. m. apd just before he drove into 
his yard two shots were fired, evidently 
at close range.

One bullet entered the right breast and 
passed through the body, while the other 
«truck the left breast and was found em­
bedded in the shoulder. It was from a 
82 calibre weapon. The wounded man stag­
gered into the house, and gasping, "I am 
phot,” expired m his wife’s arms.

The neighbors were aroused and for the 
rest of the night a constantly increasing 
crowd of men searched the vicinity with­
out finding more than a lew footprints on 
the soft earth. Measurements of these 
marks were taken.

The authorities believe' that robbery was 
the motive, and that the highwaymen 
discovered that Fellows was not killed by 
the bullets and did not dare to rob him.

Neighboring cities have been asked to 
look out for suspicious characters, al­
though in the absence of any tangible 
Irluee. the local authorities have little hope 
bf definite results.

The 
sentence of the court was for eleven 
months in all. one period of four months, 
two periods of three months and one per­
iod of one month. The two periods of 
three months, however, run concurrently, 
to offset the time the prisoner has already 
spent in jail, so that he will have eight 
months to serve from today.

On Sunday night last Glover was found 
lying on the doorstep of Dr. N. W. Cous- 
en’s office in Waltham, whither he had 
crawled after being shot in a room of the 
Waltham Laundry, close by.

Glover was proprietor of the laundry, 
and had driven there in an automobile, ac­
companied by Miss LeBlanc, who was a 
servant employed by his wife. A mute 
story of struggle was revealed when the 
police examined that room of the laundry, 
where collars are starched.

way organizations throughout the country 
have appointed delegates to this conven­
tion which, it is expected, will be the 
greatest assembly of its kind ever held 
in this or any country. The Ohio Im­
provement Association alone will send 
one thousand delegates. The Great Lakes 
to the Gulf Association expects to be re­
presented by not less than five hundred 
chosen appointees. President Taft is ex­
pected to deliver the opening address to 
the congress.

In this connection it is interesting to 
note that a New York organization, pre 
sumably inspired by the activity of Ex 
Senator Root, has undertaken the erection 
in Washington of a memorial hall to the 
first president, George Washington. The 
citizens of Washington have made two or 
three abortive attempts to build a conven 
tion hall, adequate to the reception am 
uses of such conventions as the one ex 
oected here on the 8th of December.

Other cities have large convention halls 
Washington, which is the Mecca of more 
conferences, congresses, leagues and socie­
ties than any other city in the country, 
has no adequate hall. A number of the 
citizens of Washington have subscribed 
liberally to a fund for the erection of a 
convention hall and a site has bèen select­
ed near the White House and near the 
state, war, and navy department and bor­
dering the grounds of Potomac Park, but 
the cost of the hall will be not less than 
a million and a half dollars and, inasmuch 
as the citizens of the United Stat 
interested, it is hoped by the' promoters 
that the doutttrÿ at large will be disposed 
to assist in the enterprise.

There is, of course, much interest 
throughout the country with reference to 
filling the vacancy in the supreme court 
of the United States made by the death 
of Justice Peckham. It is thought that 
the president will appoint someone from 
the south, either Judge Lurtin or Judge 
Judson, both of whom are southern Demo­
crats. Judge Lurtin is an intimate friend 
of the president, and was associated with 
him when Mr. Taft was a United States 
circuit judge.

The investigation of the customs frauds 
in.New York is at present exciting great 
interest in administrative and political 
circles. Many members of congress are 
opposed to congressional investigation. 
Some believe that the campaign conduct­
ed by the attorney general and ' secretary 
of the treasury for the improvement of the 
customs service will develop such abuses 
as may exist and result in the punishment 
of those who are guilty.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 18—It is ex­

This board consists 
of ‘ men well versed1 in tariff, commercial 
and industrial questions, and they will be 
engaged in the task of gathering data bear­
ing on trade discrirqjnations against .this 
country. When their work in this respect 
is completed the president will have them 
investigate every phase of the tariff ques­
tion. He made his intention clear in a 
conference with them last Tuesday. In 
order to carry out this programme it is 
expected that he will call on congress for 
an additional appropriation. The attor­

Replying, Hon. Mr. Fielding said it was

Dr. Daniel, in moving for papers relat­
ing to the condition of the buoy on the 
Old Proprietor Ledge, in the Bay of 
Fundy, where the steamer Heetia was lost 
last month, criticized the marine depart- 

He alleged thé department had 
neglected to properly look after these aids 
to navigation. He said navigators had not 
been notified through the British Board 
of Trade that the Old Proprietor Buoy 
was out of order. Some years ago the 
St. John Board of Trade asked for a light­
house on Old Proprietor Ledge. The de­
partment had answered that a lighthouse 
would cost too much. A whistling buoy 
and light had been established instead. 
The agent at St. John said that in Janu­
ary last the buoy was not working 
and the only action he had taken was to 
advertise in three St. John papers that 
the bupy was out of order but would be 
fixed as soon as possible. Ten months 
later, when the wreck occurred, the buoy 
was still out of order. Thirty-nine lives 
had been sacrificed to the neglect and in­
capacity of the responsible officer of the 
department at St. John.

Dr. Daniel asked what was the more 
important business, which had been re­
ferred to by the department, as prevent­
ing the defective buoy from being re­
paired. This was one of the most import­
ant buoys in the bay, lor according to the 
testimony of Superintendent Gillies, of the 
Donaldson line, that locality was the most 
dangerous in the whole bay, yet the min­
ister had spent a whole year attending to 
what he called more important business, 
while department steamers were lying day 
after day in the harbor of St. John do­
ing nothing.

Dr. Daniel quoted statistics showing the 
number of vessels that passed in and out 
of the Bay of Fundy and read the letter 
of Third Officer Stewart of the Hestia, 
which appeared in the St. John press, 
protesting against the conditions of the 
aids to navigation on the coast where the 
wreck took place and complaining that 
the Old Proprietor buoy had neither light 
nor fog signals, though it was listed as 
having both. It might have been thought 
that under the circumstances a careful 
investigation would- have -been ordered. 
There had been a so-called investigation, 
one that was incomplete and farcical.

Ottawa, Nov. 22-The “All Red” steam­

ship proposal xvas brought up in the 
House of Commons this afternoon by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, who stated that negotia­
tions were in progress, but an agreement 
had not yet been reached.
