A Witticinm. One of our wor- 
thy eastern exchanges, the ' ‘On­
tario Journal” in commenting on 
the present session of the Domin­
ion Parliament says in its issue 
of Aug. 27th: “Parliatnent is 
called to meet again — on Labor 
Day, Sept. 1. There are now 
eight vacant seats and the Union 
Government so far has not had 
the courage to call the elections 
for these. Under ordinary cir- 
cumstances, there are three im­
portant Ministers who are not 
elected and who can never ap- 
pear in the House of Commons 
at all. Among these are the 
Minister of Labor and the Post­
master General. Since last Ses­
sion, three other ministem have 
resigned, the Minister of Finance, 
the Minister of Public Works and 
the Minister of Agrieulture. So 
tbat during the Corning Session 
the following important depart- 
nients will not be represented 
among the elected legislators of 
Canada: Finance, Agrieulture, 
Post Offices, Public Works, Labor 
and Soldiers’ Re-establishment 
Look them over again. They 
are tha most important in the 
whole gevernment of Canada. 
Still the unionists prate of de- 
moeracy. They may have re- 
stored itin Europe but apparently 
there wasn't enough to go round. 
At any rate there seems to be 
Utile of it left for ourselves. 
There are two chief reasons for 
eelling the members together. 
The first is to ratify the Peace 
Treaty; to give our consent to it, 
as it were. I wonder what would

happen if we didn’t consent. 
Horrors! I suppose we would 
pass anotherconscription law and 
send our boys overseas again to 
fight Germany, Austria, Turkey 
and Bulgaria single-handed. Of 
course every sensible man knows 
that when Great Britain ratified 
the Peace Treaty, the whole 
thing was settled so far as Cana­
da was concemed. We had noth­
ing to say in making the war, 
we had nothing to say in closing 
the war, and we’ll have mighty 
little to say if there should be 
another war. In the Tneantime 
we have to pay the piper. This 
year Canada will spend 800 mil- 
lions of dollars and our national 
income is only something 
than 200 millions. It is no wonder 
the Finance Minister got from 
under by resigning. His succes- 
sor will have a man’s-size job to 
get the rr.oney without bankrupt- 
ing the country. The second and 
real reason why Parliament meets 
again (twic^in the one year) is 
in order to give the members 
another indemnity of $2500. It 
looked as though the Unionist 
party would break to pieces un- 
less they got the extra cash-so 
they are going to get it The 
session is expected to last five 
or six weeks. It is sure to last 
at least 30 days. If it doesn’t, 
the members will get only $10 
day. Nuff sed.’*—To the above 
we may add that, neither do we

They would l>e required to register 
annually until citizenship wascon- 
ferred. Fraudulent entry would 
be puniahable by tive years im- 
prisonment and $1000 fine to be 
followed by deportation.

— The first 100,000 of the re- 
cruits asked for the permanent 
regulär arrny have volunfceered. 
This number was reaehed in the 
week ended Aug. 9, and the rate 
of enlistment continues at over 
4,000 a week. “It is an interest- 
ing fact that of the 100,000 re- 
cruits over 68,000 ave re-enlisfc- 
ments,” Secretary Baker said. “Of 
tliese, nearly 35,000 saw servier in 
France.”

Dominion Government acceded to 
the demands inade by the War 
Veteran« and prohibited the further 
publication of newspupers in enemy 
languages. Some modifications 
have been inade since with reiet- 
ence to this measure, but the pa­
pers in the German language are 
still under the ban, in spite of the 
fact that it has been frequently 
stated that it was not a fight againet 
the German language or even 
against the German people, but 
inerely a fight against German 
autocracy and militarism. And 
were does the consistency of such 
a measure come in, when the Dorn- 
imion Government themselves have 
tens and thouaands of pamphleta 
in the German language printed 
and distributed arnong these people 
duving the Victory Loan and now 
in the War Savings Stamps Cam­
paign? When German-American 
papers ave allowed into* the eoun- 
try and delivered by a Government 
agency, the postal authorities?

These papers were the only means 
by which laws and regulations of 
the authorities have been inter- 
pr^ted to hundreds of thousands of 
our German-Kpeaking population, 
most of their first gencration being 
unable to correctly understand the 
intncacies and all the fine points 
of the English language.

Is th^s fair? Isthisjdst? Is this 
British? These people have not 
forced their presence upon this 
eountry; they have been invited 
aud persuaded to come, fully trust- 
ing that the promise of true liberty 
would be kept under any circum- 
stances, unless they themselves ab- 
use such liberty and forego the 
right to be treated according to the 
principles of the British constitu- 
tions. Are these people to be 
punished for not complying with 
the laws and regulations of this 
eountry when tfyey are unable to 
correctly Interpret them?

SeriouR as the question just men- 
tioned is, there is one still more 
serious, and that is the demand of 
the Wholesale deportation of the 
alien enemies in our midst, which 
by most people, is understood to 
mean.all of them, ineluding those 
in possession of their naturalization 
papers. It is high time that the 
Dominion Government or the Dom-' 
inion Parliament, respectively, ex­
press themselves definitely on this 
point. These demands and the un- 
certainty caused by them have al- 
ready been the cause of unealcul- 
able harm from a business poiyt of 
view. These people do not know 
where they stand or what is going 
to happen. They are naturally 
afraid to invest any of their savings 
or to go into any enterprise that 
might be of more or lese benefit not 
only to themselves, but to the whole 
community in which they live. The 
retumed soldiers must be provided 
for, of course, the very bestthing is 
just about good enough for them. 
The alien is now being reproached 
for having lived on the fat of the 
land during the war, but what 
about the cry: “Keep the home- 
fires burning?” What about the 
fact that Canada would not have

According to the moatauthoritativeorofficialstatistica, the deatha 
directly due to the war or indirectly inflicted by it number between 
16,000,000 and 20,000,000, over 7,000,000 of which were military 
and over 10,000,000 civilian.

Of the civilian deatha, over 100,000 were directly cauaed and 
nearly 10,000,000 indirectly cauaed by it. In the firat category of 
civilian deatha there were the 292 Americana and the 20,620 British 
subjects killed at sea, 1,270 British victims of air raida, 30,000 Bel- 
gian and 40,000 French victims of the German invaaion, and 7,600 
neutral victims of theU-boat. The second category includea 1,086,- 
441 Serba dead through starvation or disease, 4,000,000 deatha from 
influenza and pneumonia, beyond the normal figure, and the 4,000,-

While they, one the one hand, 
have, therefore, carried out their 
pari of the mutual agreement, can 
the same be said in favor of their 
Engliah-apeaking fellow-citizens ? 
What have the latter done after 
the arrival of these people here in 
Canada? True, they have given 
them land and they have them em- 
ployed on various Jobs, but beyond 
that they have not gone. They 
done nothing in educate them up 
to Canadian citizenahip or to Brit­
ish ideale. On thecontrary, many 
unscrupuloua politicians have not 
heeitated in cormpting them. These 
people knew nothing of auch elec­
tion machinations aaalippinga five 
or a ten dollar bill, or in many caaes 
a bottle of whisky into their liands 
in Order to get their vote, and it 
goes without saying that probably 
the majority of them fornied their 
own opinions about the ideale of 
citizenahip whenever they were 
told of the latter.

But all thia has not prevented 
these people from becoming pros- 
perous, from taking a very impor­
tant pari in the development of the 
vast area to which they were in­
vited and from becoming, in gen­
eral, a part of the community in­
ferior to none and superior to many.

Then the Greak War broke out. 
And it must be admitted that our 
German-speaking fellow-citizens— 
at least by far the greater majority 
of them—have kept faith. Wliat- 
ever individual open antagonism 
may have been sliown, the behavior 
of the great bulk has been beyond 
reproach. That their sentiments 
were with the land of their birth, 
where in most cases tliey have near 
relatives, is natural, and any man 
with common senke must in fair- 
Uess admit that they would not be 
good and desirable citizene of this 
their eountry of adoption if it were 
otherwiee.
