He believes in
looking after the Mttle things pertain-
ing to farm work, and dis furnished
with steady  employment twelve
months in the year. The crops raised
on his farm are exceedingly good, and
from one acre of land he raised 1,000
bushels of turnips, weighing from: 12
‘to 27 3-4 pounds each, and this excel-
lent crop clearly shows that skill and
good judgment must have been
broughtt info his turnip field. In the
first place he sent.to the experimen-
tgl farm at Otiawea soil from four dif-
ferent flelds to get them analyzed to
ascertain ‘which piece of land was
most adapted to raising turnips, and
after receiving a meply proceeded to
follow out his plans. He concluded
in the spring that we would likely
thave @ dry season, so he manured his
tumip land and sowed his seed four
inches deep. The result. has been
stated before. Mr., Tompkins has a
root house, in which he keeps his tur-
nips, holding about $00 bushels. .
Last summer Mr. Tompkins accused
some of his cows of not paying thelr
boand, and as this was a criminal of-
fence ithey were held for trial. This
trial lasted for itwo weeks, and after

* the evidence was all in the case was

laid before the judge, who was a very
fine specimen of ;the Backcock (tester.
He was not long in giving his verdict,
and semtenced four of ‘them 'to two
moniths’ imprisonment ' in the barn,
with bhard labor, after which . fthey
were to be guillotined; the rest of the
stock proved their innocence and were
remanded  until such time as  Mr.
Tompkins felt it his duty to test ¢hem
again, He feeds his cows for the pro-
duction of milk, and they pay him
handsomely. He: intends building a

; dairy building this spring, patterned

after T. C. B. Milbury’s at Bath, of
which I furnished him a plan. The
butter he is making at present is put
up in one pound prinks bearing the
mame of Granite Gilen Dairy, and his
own name and address. This butter
is sold for 19 and 20 cents per pound
at the present time.

He sells his pork about four times
each year and raises nothing but pigs
which he sold as high this fall as 6cts.
per pound. He claims that by feed-

. ing oats at 20cts. per bushel to his

pork he ican make 'as much money as
he could from any other line he is en-
gaged in, even though he had to sell
for 41-2 cents per pound. He studies
the markets and does not put his pork
in the the market when it is not want-
ed, therefore he is able to get a bet-
ter price. He does not raise old hogs,
for he cannot mmake them pay, but he
is willing to pay $1.50 for a pig three
weeks old,, to any one who cares to
sell, providing, it is the right breed
and build. I was ‘introduced to his
poultry department and to this de-
partment he devotes considerable time
to breeding, feeding and care. He
keeps during the winter 30 hens which
are all pure bred and comprise Ply-
‘mouth Rocks, White Bramhas, Leg-
horns and ' Cochins. It costs him 60
cents to feed @& hen a year and any
hen that does not give him in return
at least $1 he ‘kills. In the spring he
sells his eggs for $1.50 per ‘dozen for
hatching and during the fall he sells
his chickens for from 75 cents to $1.50
each, depending upon the breeding and
size. His henery is about 15 by 20 feet
with a cement fioor, plenty of light and
in general well construocted.

From his ‘17 sheep he sold $78 worth
of lambs and wool, his lambs selling

fo1' $2.15 each. Mr. Tompkins has been,

travelling with me in the interest of
the F. & D. A. and at every meeting
he was successful in organizing  a
locat' 'dairy etation.

‘Winnipeg, Man., Nov. 18.—In g4
leading editorial congratulating Sifton,
on his elevation to the Laurier cabinet,
the Free Press says: There has beep
a good deal said to the effect that the
portfolio of the interior is the rewarq
Mr. Sifton obtains, and for which he
worked, by bringing about a settle-
ment of the school question. This is
not borne out in the light of events
which have occurred since the acces-
sion to power of Mr. Laurier. It rath-
er appears  that there never was any
doubt as to his having been the choice
of the premier, and the delay has not
arisen from hesitation on Mr. Laur.
ier’s part in inviting him to a seat
with him, but from the refusal or
Mr. Sifton to accept until there was
an agreement in Manitoba treatment
of the school question, This point has
now been reached and it is expecteq
that the terms will be made public
immediately and Mr. Sifton’s accept-
ance of office may be takxen as expres-
sing his confidence that there will be
general acceptance of them here. In
whatever way settled, there will be a
general feeling of relief that the ques-
tion is about to be removed from the
political arena. It so overshadowed
all else for the past five years that an
accumaulation of other matters will be
found demanding attention. A vogor-
ous policy of western development pro-
mised by Hon. Mr. Laurier’'s govern-
ment and vigorously carried out by
the new minister of the interior will
be the most effective means of enabl-
ing us to forget it.
