Streets Are Quieter Now—Russians 

Surprised at Recent Fighting— 

Situation in Russia.

And the Peaceable People Are In the 

Middle of It—Troops Going Go­

ing to Their Assistance.

Evidence Shows How the Trust Com­

panies Make 20 Per Cent, on the 

Insurance Co.'s Money.

BAKU, Caucasia, Sept. 7, 6 p. m.— 
The situation here tonight shows no 
signs of amelioration. It could hard­
ly be worse. The terror stricken in­
habitants are fleeing from the citiy, 
knowing that the garrison is utterly 
Inadequate to protect them; and, al­
though the worst scenes of fire and 
massacre have not yet occurred In 
Baku itself, none dares think how far 
the excesses may proceed.

The entire oil and commercial quar­
ters at Balakhan, Sabunto and Nom- 
anl have been griped out by fire, and 
the inhabitants remaining behind were 
massacred and thrown into the flames. 
Bibiebat continues to burn and is 
threatened with the same fate as Bal­
akhan.

The consulates, hanks and adminis­
tration buildings in Baku are guarded 
by troops. All of the English residents, 
and almpst all other inhabitants of the 
better class have boarded ships and 
gone to sea to escape from danger. All" 
available steamers have been employ­
ed for this purpose.

Martial law has been proclaimed In 
the city. Nobody Is allowed on the 
streets after eight o’clock at night, 
and Inhabitants of houses are held 
strictly responsible for shot» fired 
from them. 'Artillery was employed 
against one house from which shots 
were fired. The walls were breached, 
the house was stormed and all the 
people Inside were killed. There Is qi 
general panic in the city.

The whole army of hungry workmen 
driven in from the suburb» has flocked 
into the city. There is the greatest 
destitution, and measures for trans­
porting the workmen from the city 
are imperatively necessary.

Reinforcements of troops are arriv­
ing dally, and it is hoped the authori­
ties soon will have the situation bet­
ter In hand.

following is a brief review in se­
quence of the events of the last six 
days as witnessed at Baku:

At about 6 o’clock on the afternoon 
of Saturday last reports began run­
ning from mouth to mouth that the 
Tartars and Armenians 
sacrlng each Other. Everybody 
Immediately greatly alarmed, and a 
Panic prevailed. Stores were closed 
and windows and doors were barricad­
ed. Twenty minutes later sounds of 
rifle firing were heard from the vari­
ous quarters of the city and everybody 
wished to flee, but no one could fell 
whether safety lay within or without 
the city.

At 7 o'clock in the evening patrols of 
Cossacks and other soldiers 
with rifles began to arrive from the 
barracks, and these troops lmemdtately 
engaged the rioters. The firing be­
tween the warring factions continued 
all of Saturday night. On Sunday the 
situation showed no improvement and 
firing was in progress during all the 
day, the streets being deserted except 
for the. combatants. No one dared to 
leave the house of the 
oral. At 8 o’clock on Sunday evening 
the first reflection on the sky of fire In 
the “Black Town" quarter was noticed 
and It was learned that the Nobel oil 
reservoirs were burning.

Sunday night was more fearful than 
the preceding ones. Fires broke out In 
several quarters and the firing of the 
troops was uninterrupted.

NEW YORK, Sept. 7.—The affairs of 
the Equitable Life Assurance Society 
and the Mutual Life Insurance Com­
pany held the attention today of the 
legislative life insurance investigating 
commission in session in this city. 
Nothing particularly new was develop­
ed in regard to the Equitable other 
than ’ the statement drawn from one 
of the officers that the society does not 
know the present whereabouts of Thos. 
D. Jordan, the former comptroller. It 
was stated that Mr. Jordan was want­
ed as a witness to explain the loan of 
2685,000 made to the Equitable Society 
by the Mercantile Trust Co. It 
also stated tl>at James H. .Hyde, form­
er first vice-president of the Equitable, 
later will be called as a witness be­
fore the committee.

Inquiry into the Mutual Life Insur­
ance Co. was begun. The testimony 
drawn from an officer of this company 
showed that the Mutual .controls many 
trust companies, among them the Mor­
ton Trust Company, the Guarantee 
Trust Company and the United States 
Mortgage and Trust Co. On deposit 
with these companies the insurance 
company keps hundreds of thousands 
of dollars against which it does not 
draw.

It was explained that the prosperity 
of the trust companies meant the 
prosperity of the insurance company. 
The Insurance deposits draw 2 per cent. 
Interest, and the trust companies pay 
as high as 20. per cent, dividends on 
the par value of the stock, or E per 
cent .on the market- value.

Frederick Cromwell, treasurer of the 
Mutual Life, said the company had 
bought securities from the syndicate; 
that officers of tiie company- also 
bought securities from the syndicate 
and received Individual profits by sell­
ing these bonds to the company. He

mConsumers of coal suffered 
heavily at the time in the increased 
cost of fuel.. They paid for the strike 
the first year, and they have paid for і 
it two or three times Since. Between 
three and four times the additional 
■cost of mining the coal has been added j 
to the price during the whole period 
since the pay was raised. The coal 
owners have simply been coining mil­
lions out of the last strike.

It is understood that in anticipation 
of trouble, the owners have been
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ducing coal far beyond the demand. 
They have piled it up In all available 
storage places at the mines and at the 
points of distribution. This stock may 
amount to a year's output ,or say 60,- 
000,000 tons. When the strike begins 
the price of coal may be Advanced a 
dollar per ton. Subsequent advances 
will depend upon the cupidity of the 
owners. It Is quite possible that the 
striking miners may add $100,000,000 to 
the value of these coal piles over the 
profits already claimed on them. By 
the time that handsome sum has been 
realized the parties will probably be 
ready to settle. The men will have 
exhausted their reserve funds, and 
consumed all that can be collected 
from kindred societies.

Some concession may be made to the 
men. This burden also will be trans­
ferred to the consumer with a few 
hundred per cent added.

On the whole the strike will be a 
sad thing for the housekeeper, whose 
fuel Is already very high.

THE TARIFF COMMISSION AND 
THE PREFERENCE.

It is altogether probable that the 
tariff commission will hear a good deal 
during the autumn , tour against the 
Canadian tariff preference. The truth 
is that the one-sided preference is not 
intensely popular in this country. 
Canadians are more than willing to 
join the other parts of the Empire in 
the adoption of a policy of mutual 
preference, but it is not quite the 
Same thing to give tariff concessions 
to countries which admit foreign 
goods on the same terms as those from 
Canada.

An awkward statement made over 
and over again In England by Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier in the Jubilee year has 
stood in the way of a declaration 
which the government has often been 
constrained to make. Sir Wilfrid, un­
fortunately, is on record as having 
told the British people that the Cana­
dian preference waa a free gift, and 
that no tariff concession to Canada 
was expected in return for it. The 
Premier went farther and declared 
that this tariff reduction, then made 
equally to all nations which met the 
reciprocal conditions, was the first 
step taken by Canada tn the direction 
Of the free trade policy of Great Brit­
ain, a policy which he advised the 
mother country to retain. By these 
declarations Sir Wilfrid obtained the 
Cobden Club medal.

Year before last Mr. Fielding in his 
budget speech gave an intimation that 
his standpoint was somewhat different 
from that of his leader. The minister 
Of finance then observed that the Can­
adian preference did not seem to be 
Valued highly In Great Britain, and 
that if this indifference remained the 
preference might be discontinued. Fol­
lowing this notice there wae a read­
justment of the tariff on 
fabrics. Instead of continuing the full

certain

preference on these goods Mr, Fielding 
fixed a minimum rate much higher 
than would be given under the 
1er preferential system. The anti­
dumping clauses since adopted are a 
further modification of the one-sided 
preference and a departure from its 
original principle#.

When Mr, Fielding stated that the 
Canadian tariff preference was not 
appreelated in the mother country he 
was Justified by the whole tenor of 
tariff discussion in the United King­
dom. TEvery day Mr. Chamberlain is 
challenged to aey whether canada 
Will give any concessions ln exchange 
for the proposed imperial preference. 
The question efther assumes that a 
out of one-third in the Canadian tariff 
to favor of Great Britain is not worth 
taking into the account or that this 
preference is a permanent feature of 
the Canadian system and has nothing

If no Canadian preference 
had been given the offer of a out of 
one-third to the Canadian eustems 
duties on British goods would be re­
garded as a substantial and valuable 
undertaking.

Chamberlain refuses to recognise the 
Canadian preference as an element in 
the case. Be asks what Canada will 
do ,and asks it in a tone which 
sûmes that Canada has done nothing.

The eut of one-third ln 
the duty on their goods coming into 
Canada, together with the surtax on 
German sugar, has transferred 
tioally the whole of the Canadian sugar 
trade to the British Colonies ln the 
West Indies and South America. But 
in Jamaica that is accounted as noth­
ing, because the Canadian refiners 
have hitherto paid one-half the amount 
over to the Jamaican exporter in the 
form of a bonus.

But the thing was 
done, and the school has been main­
tained ever since, growing larger, In­
creasing its staff, equlpmefat and ef­
fectiveness, and adapting itself to 
modern requirements. All through 
that half century the grand old men 
of that diocese, who was with the 
school at the beginning, has been In 
close association with the college. He 
is now the chairman of the governing 
board. Bishop Cameron of Antlgonlsh 
will soon reach the age of fourscore. 
His chtirch in Eastern Nova Scotia, 
and the cause of higher and lower 
education there, would not have been 
in so good a position had he retired 
from active service at the age suggest­
ed by Professor Osier.

MR. BURNS AND OTHERS, ’

We have new ln Canada two mem­
bers of the imperial parliament from 
London city. These are Mr. John 
Burns, leader of the labor party, and 
also one of the chief men on the lib­
eral side of the house of commons, and 
Mr. Baker, who recently won for the 
liberals the by-election to Finsbury. 
While Canada is always a good coun­
try to visit, we would probably not be 
wrong in attributing to the Chamber- 
lain programme some part U the influ­
ence which brings So many public men 
to the Dominion from Great Britain 
this year. Mr. Burns le a passionate 
free trader to everything but labor, He 
is a strong protectionist In MS theories 
of supply and demand In work. It is 
net likely that a tour tn Canada will 
cause any serious change to his views 
as to imperial tariff relations. We 
suspect that this question is closed 
with him. But he Is a man of discern­
ment, and will not be able to spend a 
few months in Canada without learn­
ing enough to prevent his making such 
wildly incorrect statements as are 
continually heard from some of his 
eolleagues. Nothing but good can come 
of these visits, even though they do 
not produce all the good that would be 
pceslble if the travellers were open to 
conviction.

There is anger ln Токіо over the 
terms of peace. This must have been 
expected by the commissioners who 
toads the treaty, and by the Mikado’s 
advisers. But they have shown tht 
same courage In braving the displeas­
ure of the multitude at home that they 
have displayed In other directions. 
This anger will soon die out, or at least 
will cease to be openly exhibited. Ja­
pan has got more than she fought for. 
Her people have now open to them 
many new fields of enterprise and ae- 
tlvity. Probably those who are mak­
ing demonstrations will find In Korea 
or Manchuria room to work off their 
surplus energy.

But whether the Japanese people be­
come satisfied or not the treaty stands. 
It is not subject to popular ratifica­
tion in Russia or Japan. The only au­
thorities Whose approval is required 
are already parties to the agreement.

EASTPORT, Me., Sept. 4.—The 
famed Scott Act has been considered 
too slow by many of the leading Can­
adian citizens of Campobello Island, N. 
B., and on Sunday night they got busy. 
About one hundred residents armed 
with fence rails and clubs made an 
unannounced call on the newly-opened 
barrooms of Collins and Hunt and de­
molished the windows and fittings. 
Then the stock of liquor was handed 
out on the wharf and spilled by the do­
minion islanders, who had concluded 
several days ago not to allow another 
rum shop to be opened.

It was a quiet crowd and aside from 
the closing up of this place no other 
disturbance was made and none were 
injured.

Hunt and Collins belong in Eastport; 
they had gone over the border several 
months ago when warrante were Issued 
for selling liquor here, and since then 
they have been at Campobello. They 
recently secured a former shop and 
stocked up last week ready for busi­
ness, even with the Scott Act in force.

Sunday night's demonstration closed 
their shop for good, and it is rumored 
that the crowd may make a call to­
night on another barroom farther down 
the island and break up the stock and 
fittings there.

With the Sturgie law in force here 
not one barroom is open, and conse­
quently considerable trade has been 
directed over the border to Campo­
bello.

“The tooth of 
time," we call it, and only the perman­
ent can .withstand its attack.

Common experiences make this all 
plain. Here are the buildings the hand 
of man hath wrought. The adobe, the 
tepee, the hut of logs crumble and 
vanish away.
stands. The great cathedral endures.
Wood, and clay, and stubble, and Into 
Whatever erection there hath entered 
sham, or pretense, or a lie, endure but 
for a day. Permanent material and 
faithful workmanship abide from gen­
eration to generation. It is the same 
with human character, 
men even do not equally stand the test 
of time. We may Imagine something 
of how eternity will reverse our earth­
ly Judgments, when we see how they 
are modified by time.

Dr. Waters dwelt eloquently upon 
the literature of a hundred years ago, 
how men famous then were almost for­
gotten by the youth of today; paid tri­
bute to many statesmen and authors 
of the past, alluded to the changes of 
the times and continued:

Jesus was the Messiah, In the popu­
lar mind the Messiah was to be a king, 
who should rule the world from the 
throne of David. If Jesus Christ had 
been willing to meet the popular ex- 
pectattoh He would have succeeded.
'All Palestine was ripe for evolution,
Rome had already become too degener­
ate to have reconquered that moun­
tain people. Again and again the peo­
ple pressed upon him to be their king.
To Christ, as to Ceaaar upon the Lup- 
ercal, there caifie the offer of a crown.
For one moment only He looked at it 
and then threw it so far away that no 
man ever again could associate Him 
with those who wore soft raiment and 
lived in kings’ houses. “My mission," ^ ,

Himself, "Is not to reign" that we Parents forget that beyond all
others and deeper than all else, and, 
indeed, that everything besides Is as 
hay and stubble beside this gold, to 
this fact that fathers and mothers are 
brought into the world to bear witness 
to their children to the reality of 
righteousness. I don’t care how big 
your house is; I don’t care how much 
you spend a year to live; I don’t care 
what fortunes you settle upon your 
children—if you have not' revealed to 
them as the rib and backbone of God’s 
universe those eternal Verities called 
righteousness and truth and love, you 
have been a curse to your children and 
not a benefit. You have damned them 
and not trained them. Better if they 
had never been horn and better for 
you to have had a millstone tied about 
your neck and been cast into the 
depths of the sea. These were Christ’s 
own words .when He talked about 
those who caused the little ones to 
stumble.
