Every 
forward movement in the Church's 
missionary work, whether at home, or 
abroad, means of course, the expendi­
ture of more money; and that fact 
leads me to say something upon the 
general subject. Let me. to begin with, 
say that I deprecate most earnestly 
Indirect methods of raising funds for 
Church support. I do not say that there 
are no circumstances under which 
something of the sort might not law­
ful’^ be done, but those circumstan­
ces must be regarded as exc 
The main method, the only 
upon which we have any real right 
to lean, Is the direct method—the 
free will offerings of the people.

If Indirect methods of raising mon­
ey are to be abandoned, then It be­
comes all the more necessary to en­
courage the practice of voluntary 
ing. Nothing is more needed all 
through the diocese than the systema­
tic education of the people in this 
Christian principle.

My dear brothers of the clergy and 
the laity. I am persuaded that the 
main difficulty in almost every strug­
gling narlsh Is want of systematic ef­
fort. Put some business into your 
work. Appoint a committee on finance 
to share with the church wardens the 
responsibility for making the parish 
meet its just expenditure. Make an es­
