“Nevertheless, the Russian emperor 
magnanimously assisted Montenegro to 
attain her legitimate aims, and warn­
ed King Nicholas that pursuance of 
personal aims with respect to Scutari 
would only condemn his people to use­
less massacre.

“These warnings were ignored, ap­
parently because King Nicholas be­
lieved that continued resistance would 
embroil Russia ‘and the greater pow­
ers in an European war.

THE TREATY OF UTRECHT AND 

AFTER.
Two centuries ago today, April 11, 

1718, the ministers of Great Britain, 
France, and all the other allies, sign­
ed the treaty of Utrecht, by which 
the wars of Queen Anne were termin­
ated, and France ceded to England 
Newfoundland, Nova Scotia and Hud­
son Bay Territory. The conflict thus 
ended had lasted eleven years and on 
this continent had been marked by 
many mrrlble Indian massacres.

While Acadia was annexed to Eng­
land. under the old title of Nova Sco­
tia, or New Scotland, the land and 
expedition against Montreal and Que­
bec was a failure. Sir Hovenden Walk- 
er, in charge of 15 men-of-war and 40 
transports bearing about 7,000 men, 
met disaster on the rocks at the mouth 
of the St. Lawrence, losing eight ships 
and a thousand men.

With the remainder of his fleet Sir 
Hovenden Walker returned to England 
while the land force marching agdtnfc't 
Montreal retraced their steps.

In his report of the investigation 
of the bank's affairs. Sir William 
Meredith places the blame for the 
failure upon the management.

"The subsequent management of 
the affairs of the bank," said Sir Wil­
liam, “was characterized by gross ex­
travagance, recklessness, incompeten­
cy, dishonesty and fraud, and has re­
sulted in the entire loss of the paid- 
up capital and the whole of the de­
posits, and. after allowing for ail that 
can be extracted from the shareholdr 
ers on their double liability, a loss 
amounting to no less than $1,806,437, 
making a record unparalleled in the 
history of any bank In Canada, or, as 
far as I am aware, in any country."

The two chief lessons to be learned 
fiom this failure, it would seem, adds 
the Monetary Times, are that greater 
safeguards must be taken at the time 
of a bank's organization, and that it 
should be possible for a suspected 
bad management to be visited by the 
proper authorities, without notice and 
without apology. These matters are 
dealt with by provisions in the pro­
posed bank act. and without doubt 
should become law. Incidentally, the 
personnel of a bank cannot be too 
carefully chosen.

CARVELL CROSS AND INSULTING.

Mr. Carvel! was at it again yester­
day with his sledge hammer and in­
sulting methods of addressing the 
House at Ottawa. The success which 
attended the application of a simple 
rule of the House of Commons on 
Wednesday has evidently aroused 
Messrs. PugsK y and Carvel! to parox 
yarns of anger. They now see their 
chances of obstructing the country's 
business slip away, for, with the new 
rules in force, the “Blockers Bri­
gade" will be as dead as Queen Anne.

4THE PASSING DAY.
oTHE LATE CHARLES READE

Twenty-nine years ago today, April 
11. 1884. the English-speaking world 
was deprived by death of one of Us 
greatest novelists, Charles Reade. The 
author of “The Cloister and the 
Hearth" was born In 1814, and his cen­
tenary will be widely observed by lit­
erary societies on both sides of the 
Atlantic next year. The approach of 
the Reade centenary has already re­
sulted In a revival of interest In his 
works, and much that is interesting 
about his career has recently been pub. 
lished in the Ixmdon press.

The London Bookman recently pub­
lished an “account with literature* 
made out by Reade In 1851, after a 
twenty year struggle toward the goal 
of literary success. It gives In grtfphlc 
language the record of his fight for 
fame and the paltry reward he re­
ceived for the first eighteen years. 
Mr. Reade thus described hie early 
struggles :

"In all one hundred and five pounds. 
That Is to say. about half a crown a 
week for eighteen years—not enough 
to pay for pen, ink and paper, leaving 
copying and shoe leather out of the 
question."

It was not until 1856 that the tide 
turned. During his long apprenticeship 
Reade had aspired to the drama, but 
his friends convinced him that he 
would find his real vocation 
elist. In 1855 all England was arous­
ed by the trial of the governor of 
Birmingham prison, on a charge of 
cruelty to the convicts committed to 
his care. The revelations of brutality 
were of an appaling nature and so 
tired Reade with Indignation that he 
made a study of penal conditions, on 
which he based “It is Never Too Late 
to Mend.'*

Five minor novels followed, and then 
%tear5?', lu 18G1’ hi8 masterpiece The Cloister and the Hearth." He 
never quite equalled the high mark 
set In that novel, although he contin­
ued to write masterly tales until the 
year of his death.

GIBRALTAR, AN IDEAL BASE.

Judging by the consensus of opin­
ion in the British press, the most im­
portant pronouncement made by the 
First Lord of the Admiralty when he 
introduced the Navy Estimates was 
his announcement in flhgard to the 
ships to be contributed by the Over­
seas Dominions to form ap Imperial 
Squadron to be based on Gibraltar. 
This Imperial Service Squadron, Mr. 
ChurohiW stated, would consist of five 
battleships, of uniform speed, that 
would be contributed to the Naval 
Defence of the Empire by*4£e Domin­
ions of Canada and New Zealand and 
by the Federated Malay States. The 
squadron, be added, could be strong 
thened from time.to time by further 
capital ships, oi^Ay fast cruisers, if 
any of the Domiflions thought fit.

The selection by the Admiralty of 
Gibraltar as *a base 'will occasion no 
surprise. No naval station in the Em­
pire is so centrally situated. This 
Imperial Squadron would be the "piv­
ot force" of the Empire, protecting 
the entrance to the English Channel 
where the great trade’ routes of the 
Five Nations converge, protecting the 
entrance to the Mediterranean, and 
protecting all the lines of Atlantic 
trade—the trade from and to Cana­
da, the United States and South Am­
erica. These vessels might alêo cross 
the Atlantic to visit St. John. Halifax 
and Quebec; or they might make a 
world-tour, showing the Flag at Van­
couver and at the great seaports of 
the Antipodes, also calling at Dur­
ban and Cape Town. In the summer 
these ships might share in the man­
oeuvre» of the Royal Navy.

It is clear beyond question, as one 
British naval expert has expressed it, 
that "this squadron’s movements 
would be a new link between the 
Mother Country and the Dominions, 
advertising to the world the bonds of 
kinship linking them together."

The pallbearers were Hon. Joalah 
Wood, Judge White, Judge Landry,

The 8L John Law Society met yes­
terday morning at 10.30 in the equity 
court chambers to pay their last tri­
bute of respect to the late former 
chief Justice.

Ewing, K. C., and spoken to by W. H. 
Harrison, K. C.. M. G. Teed. K. C.. 
and E. T. C. Knowles, all of whom 
spoke feelingly of the late chief Jus­
tice, of hla qualities as a jurist and 
a man, and of their personal relations 
with him. The society decided to at­
tend the funeral In a body, and for 
this purpose the members met at the 
Pugsley building yesterday afternoon 
and marched to Centenary church. The 
resolution adopted thle morning was 
as follows:

Resolved, that the members of this 
society have learned with regret of 
the death of the Honorable William 
Henry Tuck, formerly chief justice of 
the supreme court of this province, 
who had been connected with the pro­
fession of the law as a practising bar­
rister and a judge for nearly 60 yean. 
During hie' long career the late énlef 
justice had filled positions of trust 
of the highest Importance, the duties 
of which he discharged in a painstak­
ing, fearless and efficient manner. His 
promptness and despatch while pre­
siding over the court of which he was 
a distinguished member, greatly facil­
itated the transaction of public bus­
iness. He also, by his genial disposi­
tion and accessibility at all times, par­
ticularly to the younger members of 
the profession, gained 
warm friendship of a large circle of 
acquaintances.

The outlook for us 
supplying the Austrian market is par­
ticularly bright, in view of the fact 
that the tariff, which is at present 
so high as to increase the cost of 
living there, that a downward revi­
sion is bound to come soon to relieve 
the situation: the high tariff walls 
must soon come down, and Canada 
will find an excellent market for ag 
ricultural products of all kinds, dried 
fruits, meats, etc.

From Trieste to Naples the Ruth- 
enia had on board a large number of 
Vienna society people on their way to 
Italy to spend Easter. Among them 
were Herr Angelo Van Eisenhof, who 
is a close friend of the Austrian king.

One of the passengers who, perhaps, 
enjoyed the voyage more than the oth­
ers on board was King Charles, a 
thoroughbred Austrian hound, who was 
brought io this country for breeding 
purposes and will probably be shown 
in some of the larger dog shows in 
Upper Canada.

Proof of the popularity of the new 
service will be found in the fact that 
Mrs. Blau Breach, a prominent Vienna 
society leader will sail for Canada on 
the Tyrolla in the immediate future.

The Canadian Pacific steamer Ruth- 
enia, formerly the Lake Champlain. 
Capt. Kendall in command, arrived in 
port yesterday from the Mediterran­
ean port of Trieste, Austria, after an 
uneventful voyage of fifteen days, 
thus inaugurating the direct Canadian,- 
Austrian service and completing the 
linking of St. John with all the great 
ports of the world, 
brought over 101 second cabin and 604 
steerage passengers, chiefly Russian 
and Italian. The passengers are a 
hardy looking lot and when lined up 
on deck before landing showed much 
interest in their new surroundings. 
The Russians are mostly bound for 
western points while the Italians, it 
is expected, will remain in the east­
ern cities. The majority of the Rus­
sians come of farming stock and 
after battling for a living on the few 
acres allotted to each man in that 
country will undoubtedly prosper on 
the large farms of western Canada.

The direct line between Canada and 
Austria has caused much comment 
and bickering in the Austrian parlia­
ment, the forces hostile to tnis import­
ant undertaking of the C.P.R. being 
led by the German steamship lines, 
chiefly the Hamburg American line, 
who, until the present, have been in 
complete control of the Austrian ano* 
Russian immigration and from which, 
it is understood, they drew enormous 
profits.

This monopoly was broken by the 
withdrawal of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Co. from the Atlantic pool and 
starting an independent Mediterranean 
service, which will be commercially 
of the greatest importance to Canada, 
bringing this country In direct touch 
with the products of Austria, Greece, 
the Balkans and the Orient. Much of 
the work in connection with the car­
rying out of this project was doue by 
Messrs. Bosworth. vice-president of 
the C.P.R.. and. I. M. Brown, 
pean manager of the C.P.R. 
Altman, the Vienna agent of the com­
pany, was also actively engaged in 
the work.
