Company Empowered to Float
$45,000,000 Worth  of
Bonds — MacKenzie and
Mann Responsible For Tem-
porary Loans of Company—
Order-in-Council Necessary
to Increase Capital Stock.

Ottawa, .July 16.—The C. N. R. trust
deed was not actually signed by the
minister of finance today, but it will
be before the end of the week. It'is
learned authoritatively that the mort-
gage deed of trust securing the issue
of $45,000,000 par value debenture
stock of the Cansgian Northern Rail-
way Company e Jde guaranteed by the
government under the legislation of
last session, and all the other agree-
ments in connection therewith have
been settled and approved by the gov-
ernment.

Counsel for the Dominion have ad-
vised that all the conditions provided
by the statute have been complied
with ,and that the trust mortgage
forms a charge upon the entire under-
taking of the railway company. All
the stocks in constituent and subsi-
dary companies called for by the
arreement have been vested in ‘the

rustees to be held under the provis-
fons of the mortgage deed of trust.
Mackenzie, Mann & Company, Limited
are parties to the mortgage deed for
the purpose of tramsferring their
equity in ten million dollars par val-
ue of stock, and ten million dollars
par value of debenture stock im the
Canadian Northern Loan Properties,
Limited. The Canadian Northern
Railway Company has transferred to
the Minister of Finance in trust for
His Majesty, 330,000 shares of the
par value of thirty three million dol-
lars of the stock of the Capadian
Northern Railway Company. This
stock belongs to the Dominion abso-
lutely in consideration for its guar-
antee. As the Dominion already own-
ed $7,000,000 par value of Canadlan
Northern stock, its total holdings is
row of the par value of forty million
dollars out of a total authorized capi-
tal of $100,000,000. Covenants and
undertakings have been required from
Sir Willlam MacKenzie and 8ir Don-
ald Mann personally by which they
Jointly and severally covenant that all
outstanding temporary loans to the
Canadian Northern Rallway Company
and its constituent and subsidiary
companies secured by deposit or
pledge of securities will be paid out
of the proceeds of such deposited or
pledged securities.

MacKenzie, Mann & Company, Lim-
{ted, covenant that the current indebt-
edness of the Canadian Northern Rail.
way Company, énd of its constituent
and subsidiary companies will within
one year from June 12, 1914, be re-
duced to the normal or usual amount
to be determined by the minister of
rallways and canals,

The National Trust Company, of
fToronto, and the  British Emoire
Trust Company, of London, England,
are the trustees nominated by the
company and approved by the govern.
ment. :

It is customary in all such cases as
this for the rallway or other com-
panies whose securities are being is-
sued and guaranteed to nominate a
trust company as trustee. If the com-
pany so nominated is of good financial
ptanding the government approves the
pomination. The railway company
prranges with the trust company as
to the remuneration it is to receive
gor its services and pays.the annual

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Is $50,000 Greater Than Last
Year—Hon. Mr. Murray Ar-
ranges for Conference of
Staff ept, of Agriculture.

Fredericton, N, B, July 16.—Scalers’
returns received at the Department of
Lands and Mines show an increase in
stumpage collection for this year of
$60,000, Stumpage collections = last
year amounted to $304,066.81, and this
year will amount to over $354,066.81.
This increase is due to increase in
rates over those of last year, and the
amount received in excess of last

year's collection is what was anticipat-
ed by the department. Whereas:'spruce
was $1.25 per thousand last year, rates
this year made it $1.50 per thousand.

A conference of the permanent staff
of the provincial Department of Agri-
culture will be held in this city on
Thursday, July 23rd. Hon. J. A, Mur-
ray, minister of agriculture, who has
been in the city for the past few days,
stated this morning that he had de-
cided to hold a conference as soon as
possible and had chosen Tuesday as
the day for the meeting.

St. John's, Nfid., July 16~—The il
luminations last night for the Duke of
Connaught's reéception was the biggest
thing of the kind in the histoty of the
colony. The British warship Essex,
the French warship Friant, the Ameri-
can revense cutter Seneca, flluminat
ed, the former also worked the elec-
tric searchlight. "The whole city also
was illuminated and the public buld-
ings electrically embellished. The Ma-
sonic Temple and the Reld Railway
station were also brilliantly featured.
The streets were crowded until mid-

I night with multitudes who cheered the
duke as he drove to the Masonic Tem-
ple.

At the Temple five hundred Free Ma-
sons greeted him and presented him
with an address in a silver casket to
which he suitably replied. Aftarwards
he enjoyed the hospitality of the bre-
thren.

This morning the duke motored with
Railway  Manager Reld through the
large suburban section of the country.
He saw Bell Island whose large ore de-
posits are the mainstay of the Cana-
dian smelting {ndustry.

WHO HEARD CONVINCED THAT :

Premler Warned Chief Scaler that if he Had Anything to do
With Undertaking His Usefulness to Department Would
Be Gone—Attorney General Clarke Throws Bomb Into

Hon. J. K. Flemming told his own story yesterday, and
when the afternoon hearing of the Commission was over the
people who heard it were convinced that the charges made by
Mr. Dugal at the instance of Mr. Carvell, would not be proven.
The Premier showed conclusively that there was no extortion, |
that not only was Mr. W. H. Berry not his agent, but that he |
warned Mr. Berry to have nothing to do with the undertaking, |
saying that if he accepted monies for any such purpose his
usefulness as an official of the department would be gone.

Hon. Mr. Flemming also stated, solemnly and with full
appreciation of the importance of the statement that he had
never benefitted to the extent of one dollar from the fund
which was intended only for political purposes.

Another interesting and important witness of the after-
noon was Hon. George J. Clarke, Attorney General,jand acting
premier of the province. Hon. Mr. Clarke. . quickly shattered
theinsinuations of Mr. Carvell, and the mewspapers support-
ing him, that the government was- desirous -that Mr. Berry
should not return to give evidence. He showed that Mr. Ber-
ry, by leaving the province on June 4th, without securing
leave of absence from his duties, had automatically removed
himself from the service.of the government and that conse-
quently the government had no control over him and could ex-
ercise no pressure to induce him to return.

Mr. Flemming’s examination will be continued today and
he will probably be cross-examined by Mr. Carvell, although
there is no likelihood that his statements will be weakened in

sthe process. Altogether yesterday was not a propitious day
for the promoters of the Dugal game. The tide is seﬁing the
other way. Mr. Carvell has had his innings. Now the other
side will be heard.

Clothing on Body Found in

Marston wasg
employed at the Hollinger mine. He
suddenly departed, leaving a letter for
his wife in which he admitted he was
despondent over non-success at his
work. The weapon with which he was
killed has not yet been found.

The agitation will receive some sup-
port from the action’ of Mr. E. A,
Lancaster yesterday, in declining to
continue as the member for Lincolny,
which he has represented in the Com-
mons for fourteem years, on the ground
that he cannot afford it.

“It will be remémbered that last
year a round robin was circulated
among the members of parligment, re-
questing the government to increase
the sesional indemnity of members
of the House of Commons and Senate
by $1,600, making it $4,000.

“Hearing of the movement through
the newspapers, however, Premier
Borden put his foot down on it and
announced definitely that there would,
at that time, at all events be no in.
creases in the sessional indemnity.
The movement thus died a vialent
death. It will now undoubtedly be
revived.”

Washington, July 16—Francisco
Carbajal, successor to General Huerta
as provisional president of Mexico, to-
day advised the United States gov-
ernment informally that he intended
ltn retire in favor of General €arranza.
Mr. Carbajal wishes only that a gen-
eral amnesty be proclaimed and pro-
tection given to the property of those
who opposed the Constitutionalists.

This stdatement of the attitude of
Huerta's successor, together with the
announcement from Monteroy that
Carranza was willing to enter into ne-
gotiations with Carbajal relative _to
the transfer of authority at Mexico
City was regarded her tonight as prac-
tfcally assuring a cesastion of hostili-
ties and the restoration of peace in
Mexico.

The communication said: “I desire
to make it known with emphasis that
my only purpose is to facilitate a solu-
tion of the grave problems which wel-
gh upon our country. I have mnot the

One of the chief reasons for the fine
furs of the Prince Edward Island
strain of foxes was said to lie in the
fact that the nature of the Island soil
was especially suited for foxes. Bor-
ings had been made for coal, lime and
other minerals in the Island but so
far the search had failed to reveal
anything in the nature of mineral.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

Construction of the Lachine canal,
the first of the great system of arti-
ficial waterways which played so im-
portant part in the early development

ed ninety-three years ago today, July
7, 1821, Canal construction had been
urgently advocated since the British
occupation, but it was not until a cen-
tury ago that a legislative effort was
made to provide for the building of the
Lachine canal, to avoid the Lachine
{Rapids above Montreal. The first at-
tempt failed, and it was not until 1821
that operations actually commenced.
The same year witnessed the begin-
ning of the Welland canal between
Lakes Ontario and Erie, which now
ranks among the great waterways of
the world. The British government

E. R. Teed was again on the stand
at the morning session of the enquiry
yesterday. In connection with the $15,
000 loan to the Flemming Gibson Co.,
Ltd., he had paid the money over to
the bookkeeper The payment was
made partly in cash and partly by
check. Witness told of some other in-
vestments made with money from the
tund but was not called upon to tell
the individuals to whom he sold a por-
tion of his holdings of Maine and New
Brunswick Electric, Some of the stock
he held had been sold at a profit while
other holdings had been disposed of
at a loss. There was something like
$11,000 cash on hand at all times.
He had never made any use of the
fund for his own benefit.

Witness then read a statement and
said he kept a similar one in the box
with the fund. The statement was as
follows:

“Fifty-six shares of Maine and New
Brunswick in my name, which I pur-
chased from the Eastern Securities.”

Mr. Carvell—Aren't you in error
about whom you purchased it from?

A.~—I may have purchased it from
the company. Witness continued:
“They cost $6,141.556; 45 shares of Bra-
zillan, costing $8,931.75; 50 shares of
Southern Pacific, costing $4,643.75, to-
talling $14,717.05. On special deposit
1 have $31,015.45 in the Bank of Nova
Scotia, Woodstock. I have $;,000 on
special deposit at the Bank of Mont-
real. I bave three bonds costing
$1,500, two City of Moncton and one

The preliminary hearing into the
charge of murder preferred against
John Braman, who shot and killed
Frank E. O'Leary, a special police of-
ficer, on Monday the 6th inst., was
commenced in the ‘police court yester
day afternoon. It was four o'clock
when the prisoner was brought to the
court from the county jail by Sergt.
Hastings. He was hatless and did not
show any more feeling than he did
when arrested. He had nothing to say
and sat silent throughout the hearing
although muth interested in hearing
the witnesses give their evidence.

The session of the court was held
by Magistrate Ritchie in the guard
room of the central police station, as
the repairs to the police court room
have not yet been finished. It was
not generally known that the prelim-
inary trial was to have commenced
vesterday and the result was that the
court room was without the throng of
spectators.

Judge Ritchie informed ‘the father
of the prisoner that he could sit along
side his son if he wished. When the
father went towards the youth, the
prisoner glanced up and after passing
the time of day there was nothing
sald between them.

Only two witnesses were examined,
Thomas .Gillesple, who resides in the
same house with the Bramans, and
who assisted Officer O'Leary in arrest-
ing Braman, the other witness was
Deputy Chief Fred W. Jenkins, who
took charge of the prisoner after the
wounded officer was. placed in the am-
bulance,

Father Affected.

During the time that the witnesses
were testifying the father of John Bra-
man wept almost continually and re-
peatedly sobbed loudly. He appeared
deeply affected. On a couple of occa-
sions when the sobs were the loudest
the son would turn and look at his
weeping father. The boy’s face would
flush a little, and in an instant he
would turn his eyes on the witness
again. %

After the witnesses had finished giv-
ing their evidence and the prisoner
walked to the clerk’s desk to hear
the evidence read the judge informed
the father that he could have a talk
with his son if he wished, before the
prisoner was taken back to jail. The
father started a conversation which
was repeatediy broken with crying and
gsobbing. When the father finished
asking a few questions Sergt. Hast-
ings asked if he was through, and at
this the prisoner got up from his seat
and without a word of farewell start-
ed with the officer toward the jail.

The father watched his son as he
was being escorted into jail and then
burst out crying again and was still
weeping when he left the police sta-
tion in company of Mr. Sweeney.

Thomas Gillesple.

The first witness called in the case
was Thomas Gillespie who testified as
follows:

“I reside at 120 St. Patrick street,
in the same house that the defendant
lived in. I have been sick for some
time. From the Friday befors the
shooting I was sick in the house. 1t
was on Monday, July the 6th, at a
quarter to eleven o'clock in the morn-
tng 1 was lying on my bed when I
heard something like a tussle, like two
people fighting in the toilet, which is
situated between my apartments and
those occupied by the Bramans.
heard something like a shot from a
revolver, I can’'t compare it to any-
thing else. I got up and .went out
into my kitchen. I stood right at the
closet door. I heard the tussling go-
ing on but did not hear any words. I
heard another shot from a revolver.
A man hollered. I operied my door and
saw the officer and Braman in a
clinch. I knew the officer as Frank
O'Leary.

Calis for Help.

The officer said “Come and help me
take this man” 1 went in and took
hold of the prisoner by the right arm.
The officer said “He shot me.” I said
yes, he has a shooter. I didn’t see
any blood or wounds on the officer at
that time I held the prisoner’s arm
while the officer took the gun out of
his hand. I stood him up on the floor
and we searched his pockets. Bra-
man said “There’s some money in my
pocket inside my vest you might as
well take that too.” After we search-
ed him we took him outside; he was
handecuffed at the time. We took him
out~the alleyway to the edge of the
sidewalk on St. Patrick street. The
ofticer still had him by the handcuffs
and got down’on his knees on the
sidewalk. Somebody made the remark
“Where are you shot?” I don’t know
who asked the guestion. The officer
said “In the kidney.” The officer's coat
and vest were open at the time.

Falls to Ground.

He sai® to a man who was there,
and who I did not know, “Hold him.”
The man held Braman by the shoulder

and the officer said “Hold him by thej.

handcuffs.” The officer got further
down on his side and then rolled over
a little on his back, his coat and vest
being still open and I saw blood on
his shirt and the inside of his vest.”

The officer then.-said “Hold him, if
he gets away I'll shoot.” O'Leary at
this time had the rewolver in his
hand and pointed it towards the pris-
oner. -Somebody telephoned for the
ambulance and when it arrived we put
O'Leary into it. Deputy Chief Jen-
kins came and took charge of the pris-
onér and took him back into the house
again, The Deputy Chief said to the
prisoner, “Where did you get these
goods, where did you steal them?” 1
didn’t hear the prisoner speak. The
Deputy then brought the prisoner from
the house and went up the alley. 1
did not see the prisoner again until
here in the court room.”

In answer to Mr. Sweeney, the wit-
ness said: “I have been living in the
house for about two months and I have
known the defendant about that len-
gth of time, I have spoken to him but
never had any cross words. I know
the date of the shooting because I keep
a note book of the work that I do and
there was no ontry on that day as I
was notworking.

Deputy Jenkins

Fred W. Jenkins, deputy chief of po-
lice, was the next witness and said:
“On Monday, the 6th inst, at eleven
am., in ‘of a teleph

imessage I received, I hastened to the

foot of St. Patrick street and at the
entrance of an alleyway I.saw a
crowd of people and I saw the ambu-
lance drive away. I proceeded to the
alleyway -indicated to me and there
was the prisoner, John Braman, hand-
cuffed. I took hold of him, one man
had hold of him at the time. Braman
said, “There's a shirt in the house,” 1
sald where is your house, and he said
back in the alley. He and I walked
back and into what he said was his
place. I ssked him where the article
was that he wanted to give me and
where he had taken it from. He said
that e had taken it from Carleton's
store. , He said it was in there.point-
ing to the toilet. I went to the door
of the toilet and as it was dark, I said,
come on out of this with me. As I
turned to go and in the act of going
out I met Officer O'Neill and I gave
O’Neill some instructions as to search-
ing the nouse. I went out through the
alley and said to the prisoner, “What
was O'Leary arresting you for,” and
the prisoner said, “The Mowatt rob.
bery,”
Sorry He Shot O'Leary

1 said, “Were you in the Mowatt
robbery?” and he said, “Yes.” 1 sald
“where is the money,” and he said,
“O'Leary has it.” “My,” he said, “I'm
sorry I shot him, they will get the
other fellow that was with me. He
got the other. part of the money."”
asked him who the other fellow was,
he sald, “his name is Petrie, Thomas
Petrie and he lives in Delhi street.”
The prisoner said again, “I'm sorry 1
shot O'Leary; I'd of got off easier,
wouldn’t I, if I hadn’t shot him.” An-
other expression of the prisoner was,
“I hope he won't die..”

Witnéss continuing, said he then
took the prisoner to the central sta-
tion and there the prisoner said, 1
was in the toilet getting something
and O'Leary said he was going to put
the handcuffs on me, and I told him if
he did I would blow his brains out,
he jumped towards me and I fired, and
I fired the second time, but I don't
think it took effect.

Intended to Shoot.

Witness said that since the arrest
he found out that the man who was
holding the prisoner in the alley was
named Mason, Continuing, the wit-
ness stated more of his conversation
with the prisoner. “I asked him if Pet-
rie had a revolver and he said he had.
I asked him if they each had a re-
volver at the robbery and he replied
‘Yes.!. Then you intended to shoot
anybody who interfered with you? His
exact answer to this question was:
“That's' what we intended to do.’ ”

To Mr. Sweeney, witness said that
after he reached the central police sta-
tion he told the prisoner that he could
clearly understand that he need not
say anything about the case at all
and the prisoner said that he under-
stood, and then he said! “There isn't
mugh to tel' about it anyway.”

The prisonér had talked voluntari-
ly. He did not appear nervous, and
his expressions of sorrow on doing
the shooting were voluntarily. Witness
said he did not know that the prison-
er by talking to him about the robbery
and shooting was for the effect of
there being leniency shown him at his
trial,

It was not stated in court yesterday
when the preliminary hearing will be
resumed.
