HOUSE NUMBERS
ARE IN QUESTION
Medical Society Wants the
Houses Numbered—Secre-
tary of Society Writes City,
Complaining of Difficulties
in Answering Calls.

Of the advocacy of improvements
there is no end. The St. John Medi-
cal Society wants the houses of St.

DRESS REFORM

The Montreal Herald comments as
follows as to action of the St. John
Looal Councll of Women regarding

the resolution on dress reform:

The Local Counell of Women of St
John, N. B, were welladvised to
veto the resolution on dress reform
for business women, which it was pro-
posed to place on the agenda for the
annual meeting of the National Coun-
cll. The resolution was to the effect
that “a systematic campaign be un-
dertaken by the Council through its
affiliated socleties ¢o bring about such
changes as will lead to more dignified,
and in some cases a more uniform type

of apparel, fally in the bust

world, and which will enable business
women to attire themselves at the
least possible cost, in the most fitting
style and material” It is difficult to
see what could be accomplished by
such a resolution. In the case of busi-
ness women, just as in that of the wo-
men of whom the societies to be ap-
pealed to are compdsed, it is personal
good taste or the lack of it that must
determine the adoption of becoming
and suitable attire. Sometimes, -
deed, one finds business girls, who are
beginning on small salaries and who
have to watch the sales and bargain
counters, managing to fit themselves
out very becomingly. Others are per-
haps misled by showiness and the
desire to follow the “latest fashion.”
As sald already, it is & matter of taste
and judgment, primarily. The gues-
tion of cost does:enter in, of course.
What is wanted By the business and
professional women and thelr sisters
of the middle ¢lass, who have not an
unlimited sum to spend on clothes, is
some way of indueing the manufactur-
ers to cater to demands for things
tasteful and of good guality, but mod-
erate in price. At present it seems
hard to find the medium between
the elaborate and high-priced and the
kind of thing that is distressingly
cheap in everything but she price,
which is only low by compérison.
