Washington, Nov. 4—The Schley court
ol inquuy reacned the argument stage
at the veginning of the arternoon session
wday. lue wormng siwnng was devoted
w listening to Adnural Scniey and Cap-
tain Digsbee Wwhile uhey made corrections
& tuewr vestunony wuueh had been previ-
ousiy given, and tne introduction by
Juuge Advocate Lemly of numerous doci-
ments beaiing upon different phases of
wie inqury. Aaqmiral Sctuey did not
make any material additions to his pre-
vious statements, but devoted himseif
argely to the cleaning up of ambiguous
pomnts in his evidence. An effort was
made to intioduce two new witnesses,
who were expected to give testimony on
Admiral Sealey’s behait, as to what in-
tormation Captain Sigsbee communicated
to Admiral Schley wnen he arrived off
Santiago in May, 1898. One of these wit-
nesses was Frank B. Richards, and the
other George Lynch, both of New York,
and both mewspaper correspondents who
were on duty in Cuba and in Cuban
waters during the war with Spain. Mr.
Lynch was on the press boat Somers N.
Smith, and Mr. Richards on the Premier.
They were to have testified concerning
the meecting of these vessels with tne
St. Paul, of which Captain Sigsbe was
in command. The court, however, decided
not to hear them.

The opening speech of the argument in
the case was made on behalf of the gov-
ernment by Mr. E. P. Hanna, assistant
to the judge advocate. He began his pre-
sentation of the case a few minutes after
the court convened at 2 o’clock, and when
the court adjourned {wo hours later he
had not covered more than half of the
ground involved in the controversy.

QUARANTINE AT
JARMOUTH RAISED.

After Six Weeks, Boarding House
People Are Given Liberty from
Smallpox Restrictions.

Yarmouth, N. §., Nov. 3—(Special)—
The smallpox scare, as far as Yarmouth
is concerned, may now be considered as
a thing of the past. On September 27th,
the daughter of Theophilus Muise, propri-
etor of the Central house, boarding house,
on Brown ‘street, was found to be suffer-
ing with the disease, and the case was
reported to the town board of health,
which took immediate action in the mat-
ter. Miss Muise was removed to the pest
house at Arcadia and about 20 men and
women who had been boarding at the
house were put under strict quarantine
in a boarding house and have been con-
tined there under constant surveillance for
nearly six weeks.

A little over three weeks ago the pro-
prietor was removed to the pest house,
having taken the disease in a very mild
torm. Since then no symptoms have ap-
peared amongst the other inmates of the
boarding house, and last evening, after
careful inspection by the town medical of-
ficer, Dr. Fuller, they were allowed their
tiberty. The two cases at the pest house
are both convalescent.

FIRMLY DECLINES.

The Choir Is Hushed, Priests Lay
Aside Vestments and Leave the
Sanctuary. Altar Lights Are Ex-
tinguished and Solemn High Mass
Is Changed To Low

Chicago, Nov. 3.—There was an mtense-
ly dramatic scene in Holy Name Cathe-
dral today when, in the presence of fully
1,000 parishiomers, Jeremiah Crowley, the
excommunicated Roman (_Tant(hoilic priest,
was publicly humiliated by order:of the
authorities of the church

Father Crowley had entered the church
unobserved, passing up the centre aisle,
and had taken a seat almost under the
pulpit Solemn high mass was being cele-
brated at the time. Wihen the presence
of Father Crowley became known Rev.
Francis J. Bamy, chancellor of the arch
diocese of Chicago was hurriedly sent for.
Upon entering the cathedral he went
straight to the weat where the excommauni-
cated clergyman was kneeling and ordered
him to leave the clhurch. Father Crowley
refused to go, saying: ‘“Put me out if you
dare”

The strain waes intense and one woman
fainted. There was mo resort to force,
however. Chancellor Barry signalled to a
man in ihe choir loft and the sound of
the organ ceased and the singing of the
choir was hushed. The priests on the
altar stopped the solemn service at the
end of the “Gloria” and walked to the
benches and laid aside their vestments.
The altar boys marched out of the sanc-
twary through a side door and the priests,
clad in their cassocks followed. The next
moment the humdreds of mcandescent
lizuts in the vaulted arches were ex-
tinguished and the candle lights on the
altar were put out.

The strain was broken when Chancellor
Barry appeared in the pulpit and said :

“Owing to the preseénce in this sacred
edifice of am excommunicated priest the
solemn high mass has been suspended.
We will proceed with a low mass.”

No sermon was delivered, however, and
the mass was at an end before the congre-
gation was calm again. The parishioners
lingered around -the cathedral and wattched

the deposed priest as he hurried away.

Nome spoke to him.

In a statement issued tonight Father
Crowley insisted that it had been his de-
aire o avoid involving any of his brother
priests in contesting the onder depriving
him of the privilege of worshiping in Caith-
olic churches and that, accordingly he
had attended the service of Archbishop
Feehan’s own parish, which is in the
cathedral. He announced that he would
continue to atbend the services of the
Roman Catholic church.

HALF OF GREAT
BRITAIN LOST
N GENSE FOG

Shipping Blockaded, Railways
Deranged, Business
Prevented.

DANGEROUS TO WALK OUT

Suburbanites in London Groped
Their Way to Trains Only to
Find Them Stalled -- Inextricab'e
Mass of Cabs--Conditions Not
Experienced in Years.

London, Nov. 4—A fog such as Great
Britain had niot experienced for years en-
veloped London and half of the United
Kingdom today, blockading shipping, de-
ranging railways and throwing business
in London, Birmi and other pro-
vincial cities into confusion. So dense
was it that a walk in the streets was an
adventure. The fog descended upon the
metropolis and suburbs so thickly that be-
tween 4 and 5 o'clock in the afternoon
the principles avenues of traffic resembl-
od the steam room of a Turkish bath.
Hundreds of thousands of Loadon’s sub-
urban population vainly endeavored to
grope their way to the railroad stations.
The few who succeeded found the trains
all stalled. ’,

Around Trafalgar Square and the houses
of parliamentt scenes unparalleled for years
ware witnessed. Humdreds of omnibuses,
cabs, carts amd- wagons formed an inex-
tricable and immovable mas. The mount-
ed police, m trying to clear away the
jam, got lost themselves. Many vehicles
were in collision. The drivers, not know-
ing where they were, stood at the heads
of their horses patiently awaiting the
lifting of the premature darkness.

Tanterns were at a premium. News-
boys transformed their papers into tem-
porary torches. Highwaymen pursued
their vocafion. Casualties were frequent
and even hardemed Londoners freely ex-
pressed a dread of the continuation of
such fogs, which today reached the cli-

max.

Yesterday afternoon, a man named
Lanscombe entered the Kennington
branch of the London & Southwestern
Bank and shot the cashier dead. He then
callled upon the clerks to deliver the con-
tents of the till. A clerk grappled with
the robber who, finding that escape was
impossible, shot himself. Another clerk
was wounded in the struggle.

Several theatres were obliged to close
for the evening on account of the fog.

In addition to the outrage at the Ken- .f
nington branch of the London & South-"

western Bank, whidh occurred at 4 o’clock
p. m., when the fog was densest, several
smalll street robberies have been reported,
many vietims being stunmed by sandbags.

Two express trains had narrow escapes
from serious collision.

_ FAVAGED BY FLAMES

Business Portion of Lisbon Gone;
Loss Fully $100,000.

Lisbon, N. H., Nov. 3—Starting in the
peg mill of James G. Moore early this
morning, fire destroyed a large part of
the business section of this town today.
The inflammable material in the nill made
a tremendous blaze and the flames quickly
spread to the adjoining buildings on Main
street, Not only were the principal busi-
ness blocks burned, but several dwelling
houses allso were swept before the fire.
The burned buildings include Brigham’s
hotel, the bank building, Cogswell & Oli-
ver’s store, a block owned by Mrs. Chas.
Parker, the store of the Fred Parker Co.,
Glover’s livery stable, H. C. Libbey &
Co’s feed mill and Ned. G. English’s
grist mill, besides two or three halls. The
total loss will amount to ivlly $100,000
with insurance of between $50,000 and
$60,000. The telephone office was destroy-
ed so that communication with outside
points is difficult.

The fire was the most disastrous in the
history of this town. At a late hour to
night it was said the loss would probably
reach $150,000. The bank block was own-
ed by the Lisbon National and Savings
Banks, and on the upper floor was located
the lodge rooms of the I. 0. O. F. The
cause of the fire is unknown.

(ING'S SPEECH
ON RETURN OF
RYAL COUPLE,

His Majesty Replies to Ad-
dress by Agents General
of the Colonies.

THE DUKE AND DUCHESS

Receive Splendid Welcome to Lon-
don--Prince Edward There in
Sailor Suit -- In Address, King
Refers.to Splendid Service Done

- by Colonies in South Africa.

London, Nov. 2—The royal train ar-
rived from Portsmouth at Vietoria rail-
road station at 12.56 p. m. Intense crowds
of people gathered there to welcome the
royal party. )

All the way to Marlborough House the
route was well lined and several parts
were profusely decorated in colonial col-
ors, while the+Stars and Stripes and the
Danish flag were also frequently seen.
There were 4,000 troops on duty at Vie-
toria station. The colonial agents present-
ed an address to the Duke of Cornwall
and York, who replied in about the same
terns as he used earlier in the day at
Portsmouth, when he dilated :on the en-
joyment he had derived from his trip and

again after his deep interesting journey,
at every point of which ne had been pro-
foundly impressed by the universal decla-
ration of loyalty to the throne.

The agents general of the colonies also
presented an address to the king, who
handed him a written reply, as follows:

“[ thank you for the loyal and dutiful
address on the return of iy beloved son
and .daughter-in-law from their visit to
the portions of my realms of which you
are the representatives. 1t was not with-
out natural anxiety and hesitation that
1 sanctioned the departure of the heir
apparent to my throne on a voyage which
involved many months of separation. But
it was my earnest desire to give effect
to the wishes of my late revered mother
and to the aspirations of my loyal sub-
jects in the colonies, of whose devotion
and patriotism I have received must signal
proof in the splendid service they have
rendered to the empire in South Africa,
and I am fully repaid by the complete
success which attended the visit and by
the manifestations of devotion and loyalty
which the presence of the duke and
duchess everywhere evoked.”

I'he members of the royal family and
their suites rode in open carriages. The
king wore a field marshal’s uniform; the
Duke of Cornwall and York wore the uni-
form of a rear-admiral, and Prince Ed-
ward of York was dressed in sailor’s
clothes.

King Toasts the Duke and Duchess.

London, Nov. 4—At a dinner on board
the royal yacht Victoria and Albert last
Y¥riday evening, King Edward, toasting
the Duke and Duchess of Cornwall and
York, gave a sketch of their tour. Refer-
ring to their arrival at Cape Town, his
majesty said:

*“I'nere, unfortunately, the war is still
prolonged; but we firmly pray for the re-
establishment of peace and prosperity.”

In. conclusion, the king said: “In all
the colonies thus visited they fulfilled
their mission, expressing the gratitude of
the mother country for the aid generous-
ly accorded her in the hour of need. and
they were everywhere received with a
cordiality of loyal enthusiasm which could
not -have been surpassed. The accounts of
these receptions have touched me deeply,
and I trust the practical results will be
to draw closer the strong ties of mutual
afféction which bind together the old
motherland and her nuwmerous thriving
offsprings.”

Phe Duke of Cornwall, in a felicitous
respouse, testified to the “intense and
enthusiastic loyalty shown by the people
everywhere to the king and the throne,”
and also to “deep Jove of the mother
country, which was everywhere spoken of
as ‘home.” ”

London, Nov. 2—Lord Kitchener has re-
ported to the war office a disaster to the
British mnear Bethel, Eastern Transvaal,
in which two guns were lost, several offi-
cers were killed or wounded and 54 men
were killed and 160 wounded. The follow-
ing is the text of Lord Kitchener’s de-
spatch, dated Pretoria, Nov. 1:

“I have just heard of a severe attack
made on the rear guard of Colonel Ben-
som’s column, when about 20 miles north-
west of Bethel, near Brakenlaagte, during
a thick mist.

“The strength of the enemy is reported
to have been 1,000. They rushed two guns
with the rear guard, but it is uncertain
whether they were able to remove them.

“I fear our casualties were heavy. Col.
Benson was wounded, but mot severely.
A relieving column will reach him this
morning.”’

Later Lord Kitchener telegraphed as
follows:

“Qol. Barter, who marched from the
constabulary line!yesterday, reached Ben-
son’s column early this morming (Friday)
unopposed. He reports that:Col. Benson
died of his wounds.

“The other casualties are the following:

1 Killec.

“Col. E. Guiness.

“Major F. D. Murray.
“Captain M. W. Lindsay.
“Captain W. T. Thorold.
“Lieut. E. V. I. Brooke.
“Lieut. R. E. Shepherd.
“Second Lieut. A J. Corlett.

Died of His Wounds.

“Captain Eyre Lloyd.”

Lord Kitchener then gives the names of
13 other officers who were wounded, most
of them severely, and annouaces that 54
non-commissioned - officers and men were
killed and 160 wounded, adding that four
of the latter have since died of their
wounds.

The despatch then says:

“I assume that the guns have been re-

covered and that the ememy. have with-
dpawn, but T have mo further details.

“¢I deeply regret the loss of Col. Benson
and the officers and men who fell with
him. In Benson, the service loses a most
gallant and capable officer, who invariably
led his column with marked success and
judgment.

“The fighting was at very close gasrters
and maintained with great determination
by both sides. The enemy suffered heavily
but I have not yet received a reliable
estimate. «

“The Boers retired east.”

SOME OF BENSON’S WORK.

—

Captured 37 Boers on October 22—Repulsed
Attack Three Days' Later.

London, Nov. 2—Col. Benson had been
somme time operating in the vicinity of
Bethel, which is northeast of Standerton.
He surprised a Boer laager October 22,
near Trichardsfontein, taking 37 prisomers.
Three days later, according to Lord Kitch-
ener's report at the time, after a long
night march, the commandoes under Gro-
belaar and Krasmus “heavily attacked
Benson’s rear guard and flanks at Yzir-
varkfontein, but were easily driven away.”

Wihether this was the attack which re-
sulted so disastrously or whether the
Boers, who had been repulsed, took ad-
vantage of the mist to renew the attack,
is still unexplained. Lord Kitchener does
not give the date of the Bethel engage-
ment.

NORWEGIAN  STEAMER
ASHORE AT CAPE BRETON,

The Kong Haakon Full of Water at
Isle Madame--Dahome Arrives at
Halifax.

Halifax, Nov. 3—(Special)—The Nor-
wegian steamer Kong Haakon, from Cape
‘Lormentine for Cardiff. with deals, is
ashore at Isle Madame, C. B., full of
water. She struck some time Saturday
night. Tug F. W. Roebling was dispatch-
ed to the scene from Mulgrave this morn-
ing. The steamer is 1,478 tons and was
formerly the British steamer Earndale.

Kurness line steamer Dahome, from
London, arrived Saturday. She had a
fairly good passage across and brought 25
first class passengers.

They will likely go to
Bermuda on one of the ships of the fleet.
The Dahome, after discharging 600 tons
of cargo, will proceed for iSt. John at 3
o’clock.

JOHN E. REDMOND
DECLARES POLICY
OF IRISH LEAGUE.

To Make Government of Ire-
land by England Difficult,
Dangerous, Impossible.

- SPEECH IN NEW YORK.

Welcomed by Llarge Number at
Carnegie Hall --- Bishop Clancy
Eulogizes the Present Irish Par-
liamentary Party, as the Most

* Able Spokesmen of the Cause.

New York, Nov. 3—Irish Americans to
the number of 3,000 or 4,000 gathered to-
night at a reception given at Carnegie
Hall, in honor of John E. Redmond, M.
P., leader of the Irish Nationalist party
in the British parliament. The reception
was under the auspices of the Amalga-
mated Irish societies in New York, the
Irish Nationalist Club and the United
Irish League.

Mr. Redmond was accompamied by DPat-
rick McHugh and Thomas O’Donnell, his
fellow delegates.

William Temple Pmmet read a letter
from Bishop Clancy of Elphin, who is
visiting the Bishop of Rochester, N. Y.,
in which the Bishop regretted he could
not be present and said:

“As a member of the Irish Episcopate 1
desire to emphasize the fact that at pres-
ent there is absolute unanimity amongst
all classes of Irish Wationalists regard-
ing the present Irish Parliamentary party
as the most able and authentic spokesmen
of the Irish cause, and as the most un-
compromising advocates of our country’s
interest that Ireland has ever sent to the
English House of Commons.”

Mr. Redmond said in part:

“When I last spoke here Ireland was
torn by dissensions. She was diverted,
distracted amd’ weak. The great leader
who had banded the Irish race together
all over the world, and had brought the
cause of Ireland to the very threshold of
victory, had disappeared, the great move-
ment which his gemius created had been
wrecked, the hopes of the Irish race had
been dashed to the ground, and the en-
emies of Ireland were exultant and trium-
phant. Tonight, thank God, the situation
was changed. It is true, unfortunately,
that the grave cannot give up its dead;
it is true that there is no great politicai
genius today presiding over the councils
of the Irish Nation, but the Irish people
themselves have .come together again.

Mr. Redmond said that the policy of
the United Irish League movement was
to advance the national cause of Irish-
men by making the government of Ireland
by England, in every departmeit, both
in parliament and out of parliament, dif-
h_cu]t and dangerous and finally impos-
sible. He said it was proposed to accom-
plish this by means of.the United Irish
League organization, the lineal successor
of the Land League.

Resolutions were adopted endorsing the
policy of the league and pledging the sup-
port of the meeting to its policy.

Munich, Nov. 2—There was a sensation-
al affair at Odeon Hall yesterday even-
ing.

Caulay Received - Terrible Injur-
ies, Knife Cutting Through Flesh,
Muscle and Bone--John McCarthy,
Suspected, is in Jail,

Amberst, N. 8., Nov. 1—(Special)—Word
was received here this arternoon from
Pugwash stating that a fatal stabbing

morning and as a result Charles McoCaulay
is dead and John A. McCarthy is under
arrest, charged with stabbing him.

It seems' that a fumber of Pugwash
young men were out celebrating hallow-
e'en, removing signs, gates amd doors.
Sandy McCaulay, who keeps a butcher
shop, decided to waitch his premises (o
prevent any depredations, and as a con-

nightt, and about eight or 10 congregated
there.

They had evidently been drinking. A
row started between OCharles McCaulay
and McCarthy, which soon became gemeral
and in the melee McCaulay was stabbed
in the fleshy pant of the right arm, almost
severing it from the body, the cut extend-
ing across the arm, through the flesh and
muscle and bone.

The main artery was cut and McCaulay
was soon weakemed from the great loss of
blood, pools of which saturated the floor.
Doctors MecInitosh, Daken and Clay were
summoned and remained with him during
the balance of the night, doing all in their
power.

This morning he was removed to his
home. He gradually grew weaker and,
about 5.30 this afternoon, died. John A.
M’cfhmﬂyy was placed under arrest on sus-
picion of being the party who inflicteu the
wound.

An inquest will be held tomorrow at
10 o'clock. McCaulay, the wvictim, was
about 26 years of age, unmarried, and re-
sided with his father, Peter McCaulay,
who is a very respedatable laborer. John
A. McCarthy, the prisoner, emigrated
from England about 15 years ago. He was
for some years cook for Prescott & .Gil-
lespie, lumbermen, of Shulee.

Last spring he removed to Pugwash and
opened up a restaurant and grocery busi-
ness. He has always born a good charac-
ter. He is about 35, marnied, his wife
being a daughter of the late William Vaa-
Buskirk, of Pugwash.

Amherst, N. 8., Nov. 2—(Special)—
Atter an exhaustive examination, lasting
all day, the coroner’s jury on the death
of Charles McCaulay, the victim of Y¥ri-
day morning’s Pugwash stabbing affray,
brought in a verdict last night as follows:
“I'hat deceased, Charles McCaulay, came
to his death by a wound in the arm from
a knife in the hands of John A. McCar-
Lhy.”. McCarthy is held for preliminary
examination.

of the neighboring: republic. The Inter-
colonial Copper Company has developed
what seems to be an edceedingly large de-
posit of copper ore at Dorchester, West-
morland county, N. B., and have, at great
expense, installed there a complete plant
for the treatment .of the ore. This plant
is the result of searching experiments made
by Dr. Carmichael in the treatment of
copper ore and patents have been applied
for to cover the various inventions in-
volved in the treatment. In a very inter-
esting conversation with The Telegraph
yesterday, Dr. Carmichael, whose reputa-
tion as a chemist and metallurgist is in-
ternational, explained the process by which
the company proposes to treat the large
body of low grade ore found on the prop-
erty at Dorchester. :

In brief, the process is, in turn to crush,
roll, screen and roast the ore, and tnen,
having #t in handy ferm with all* the
sulphur expelled, to apply a system of
electrolysis which will deposit the copper
in pure form. The ore, after being taken
from the mine, is crushed in an ordinary
ore crusher, rolled and screened to a de-
sired size, the intenticm at the start being
to use a 30 screen. The screened ore is
carried -automatically to a patent ore
roaster where, by being subjected to an
intense heat and constant mixture of fresh
air, the sulphide of copper, which is the
form in which the copper ore is found, is

converted into a copper oxide in about 20 |

minutes, This roasting machine is unlike
any other in existence, and is mot charged
with a load of ore and roasted for several
hours or days, as is the case in the usual
plant, but the ore is carried in a con-
tinuous stream by means of ritled tubes
and amy piece, in 20 minutes from enter-
ing the roaster, is completely freed from
sulphur and ready to pass into the lixi-
vating vats for the purpose of dissolving
mtd the copper by means of wulphuric
acid. :

There are two of these vats already
built, each with a capacity for 50 toas of
ore. The ore is carried automatjcally into
these vats; coming in at’the top, while
the acid is pumped in at the bottom of
the vats. A steam pipe conveys the heat
necessary for motion and for assisting in
dissolving, and ‘the acid in time covers the
ore, completely dissolving all the copper,
converting the .copper. oxide into a copper
sulphate in solition. : ;

Two generatoss are used: to provide the
electricity, each gemerator producing F,000
kilowats. To provide the power for these
generators the company has installed a
200 h. p. engin¢, made by E. Leonard &
Sons, of this city, coal being used as a
fuel both for roasting and power pur-

poses.

The International Copper Company is
one of the New Brunswick mining oon-
cerns which from the .very outsat has
manifested its faith in the mineral rich-
ness of New Brunswick, and the gentle-
mea composing it have been developing
their property in a purely business-like
manner, believing that the vast outlay
of money will ultimately find a profitable
return from the copper produtions.

Lon”on’s Big Traffic.

The movement of the traffi¢ in the City
of London proper, the centre of the finan-
cial .activity of the world, is suggestive.
Although but a square mile in area, with
a day population of about 300,000 and a
night population of but a tenth of this,
in a single day over a million and a quar-
ter of people and 100,000 vehicles enter
and leave its limite.

The general street traffic is carried on
by about 200 miles of tramways, mnearly
150 lines of omnibuses and 12,000 cabs.
Internal communication is also provided
by two lines of underground railways,
with suburban : and three
deep-level roads operated electrically. Two
lines are under construction, six more au-
thorized, and parliamentary rights are
sought by existing or mew companies for
thirteen railways or modifications or ex-
tensions thereof.—Engineering Magazine.

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BLACK TURKEYS.

Their Present Standing With Ref-
erence to Size and Color.
Could the writer impress upon the
minds of farmers in general the im-
portance of this branch of farm life
there would be re homes made
beautiful and tasty where now the
means to do this are lacking. There
i§ no branch of poultry raising in
which one can realize moré from the

pital invested.

To raise turkeys successfully and for
profit they must be hatched early. It
is best to use turkey hens, as they in-
yariably make better mothers, caring
for the young poults much more care-
fully than domestic hens.

One of the most promising varieties,
the blacks, 'are being bred in large
numbers in some sections at the pres-
ent time. The modern black turkey
is nearly equal to the bronze in size. .
The old style blacks were not only in-
ferior in size, but poor in quality. How-
ever, by careful breeding and handling
and with an infusion of new blood
they have been greatly improved in
size and general makeup. To attain
their present weights and general char-
acteristics there is no question what-
ever, but more or less bronze blood has
been judiciously used. -

From a market standpoint there is no
question but the blacks will dress yel-
lower and even plumper than any other
standard variety. The standard weights
of black turkeys are: Cocks, 27 pounds;
hens, 18 pounds; cockerels, 18 pounds,
and pullets, 12 pounds. At the present
time these weights are entirely too low,
except on hens. We have no trouble at
Christmas time in having pullets from
14 to 15 pounds, cockerels 20 to 24
pounds and cock birds 30 or over. The
standard requires males and females to
be lustrous black throughout, but it is
a difficult matter to secure young birds
with solid colored plumage, as more or
less feathers in wings will invariably
be tipped with white. This will usually
disappear at maturity. Good strains of
blacks are strictly hardy, their eggs
hatch well, and they are fully as good
layers as the bronze or white. They are
very docile in their habits and are not
inclined to ramble as much as other va-
rieties. The young grow rapidly from
the start, and at selling time always
command the top of the market.

The head and beak should be long
and broad and of good shape; eyes
bright and hazel; neck of medium
length and well curved; back broad, of
good length and highest in the center
and curved the shape of an egg. The
breast should be broad, deep and full;
body- of good length and round in out-
line; wings of good length and snugly
folded against the sides; tail of medium -
length and when folded comparatively
_small.. Thighs; shanks and toes should,

perfectly straight.—Charles McClave fn |

Selecting Bronze Turkeys.

In selecting a bronze turkey there are
certain points of plumage which indi-
cate purity of breed. The color should
be a rich, lustrous bronze, which should
glisten in the sunlight like burnished
gold. On the back each feather bas a
narrow black band, which extends
across the end. The primary, or flight,
feathers are black or dark gray, and
the secondaries are black or brown,
penciled with white or gray, the colors
changing to a bronzy brown. The
wing bows are black, with a brilliant
bronze or greenish luster. The wing
centers are bronze, the feathers termi-
nating with a wide black band. The
tail is black, and each feather is pen-
ciled with narrow bands of light
brown, ending in a broad band with a
wide edge of dull white or gray. The
legs in the young are usually dark or
black, changing with age to a dusky or
pinkish purple.

Bowel Trouble In Chicks.

Millions of chicks die of bowel trou-
ble. In most cases the cause is over-
feeding and the same feed at every
meal. Do not feed until 36 hours old.
Feed oatmeal flakes for the first meal,
then when the crop is empty feed dry
bread crumbs, next cracked corn, then
millet and all kinds of cracked grain.
Give a different food at each meal and
never feed until the crops are empty.
Boiled milk and milk curd may be fed

every day. Free range should be given
every day and especially after the
fourth day.

The matter of properly feeding calves
so they will not die in babyhood, the
careful development of heifers toward
cowhood and good feeding and care of
cows do not cover the ground of cattle
breeding, says W. F. McSparran in
Breeder’s Gazette. The proper mating
of sire and dam so a defect may be ob-
literated or a good point or a dozen of
them emphasized and perpetuated is of
basic importance to the breeder. It is
not enough that the sire be “register-
ed.” Of course he should be a guaran-
tee of pure blood, but he should be an
individual worthy to carry and trans-
mit the blood of his race’s kings and
dueens, and this blood shotld come to
him directly from forbears of such mer-
it as producers in their lines that they
had a reason for making such a contri-
bution to posterity.

To see that the offspring of his herd
or flock is born right and to be able to
mold and shape the animals that come
to him at his will is fascinatingly at-
tractive to the breeder who is in love
with his business. That all his efforts
are not successes the breeder will soon
learn. This does not prove, however,
that he has calculated from a wrong
hypothesis in eyery case,’ but that in
his animals areitrends 'and trait§ qut-
side his calculations 4fid tmpossible=for
his direction and control. ‘,But every
success he dogs make is hn.(earnest that
he has made an,advance tgward the ul-
timate evactitudeof the: science of
breeding.

To one who has made these efforts
with pure blood and with good animals
4and who recalls the uncertainty;of the
otitcome ' and 'the actual failures the
erossing of two distinet by *eds can ap-
pear to.be nothing short’ of folly: Ttiis
undoing in a moment what has taken
years to accomplish. The improvement
of an animal toward a specific end has
been the work of years, of men’s whole
lives. One man takes it up where an-
other has laid it down. It is an evolu-
tion of nature’s laws, controlled largely
by the hand of man, and because the
law and the man _./ten work at cross
purposes the progress is very slow.
But enough advancement has always
been noted to encourage the breeder in
his labors. iy

Breeding Scrub Cattle.

Notwithstandigg the fact that there
{3 no longer any money in breeding
scrup cattle, ‘yet, strange as it may
appear, there are those who still per-
gist in.hanging on to’the scrubs. The
Chicago Drovers’ Journal had these
in mind when it said: “1f a man who is
satisfied in breeding a little, nonde-
gcript, runty class: of scrub cattle
eould but take a look around the stock-
er and feeder section of the yards these
days and notice pen after pen of these
dwarfed animals of variegated colors
that are mot wanted for any use, he
might be firmly impressed with the
jdea that the first principle of success
in the cattle raising business is to
start right. Breed the right kind, and
then if you haven’t the feed to make
them fat some one else has and will
give you something for them as feed-
ers.”

For lameness.in the coffin joint of &
horse apply a cantharidin blister, well
rubbed in, over the heel and keep the
animal up in a small yard or stall till
well. Repeat the blister in two weeks
if necessary. : :

Sheep Indigestion,

Indigestion in sheep may be avoided
by giving linsced oil meal or ground-
linseed once a day in feeds of four
ounces to a sheep, and on the first ap-
pedrance of constipation give half a
pint of the raw linseed oil. Give every
day a full teaspoonful of ground gin-
ger, gentian and sulphate of iron. Too
much feeding on second growth clover
should be avoided, as it-will easily
cause such trouble as this.

Drowsiness and Diarrhea In Sheep.

Sheep troubled with drowsiness, diar-
rhea and cough are suffering from indi-
gestion and should be treated this way:
Give half a pint of raw linseed oil
After it has operated give bran mash
once a day, in which give to a lamb one
level teaspoonfui of an even mixture of
ground ginger, gentian and sulphate of
iron. Continue this for some time.
Give twice as much to a sheep.

Cornstalk Disease.

Repeated experiments have failed to
prove that smut is injurious to cattle,
but in our experience we find that
where smut is plentiful there is usually
present the fungus which gives rise to
“cornstalk disease.” For this reason
great care should be taken in feeding
the stalkfields to cattle. Allow them in
fields for an hour or two in the morn-
ing and afternoon and see that at all
times they can get a full supply of salt
and water. It is also advisable to feed
hay, straw and other foods in addition
to stalks with the idea of obviating im-
paction of the stomach or bowels.

Contagious Ophthalmia,

Low, wet places or rivers, etc., are
the source of the germ of ophthalmia.
Physic the afflicted animals with
epsom salts; follow with doses of salt-
peter twice daily until well. Adult
animals take one pound of salts and
tablespoonful of saltpeter at a dose.
Calves should have doses according
to size. Keep affected eyes covered
with soft cloth to be kept constantly
wet with a solution of -creolin forty
drops, soft water one quart, or 10 per
cent solution of boracie acid. If you
can procure it in time, one of the tar
product disinfectants will be found as
effective as any -other remedy if used

So
one day last spring I met him and said,
“IIello there, neighbor, where are you
going?’ The answer was, “I am going
down to my neighbor’s to trade this big
plow for a small one” (to work his half
thoroughbred to). So there it is. The
smaller the horse the smaller the load.
But every man must choose his own
breed. I prefer those of thé coach horse
type for the ordinary farmer, as they
can pull a binder, mower or plow and
go to town and back and not be hurt
and, I think, can stand the heat a little
better. ‘ : :

IMMUNITY FROM DISEASE.
1L

We have already dealt with the fact
that the chemical reaction of the blood
appears to play a part in matural immuni-
ty from disease. Klias, Metschnikoff, the
well-known  Russian bacteriologist, has
propounded thic theory that natural im-
munity is directly due to the action of
leucocytes—the white jblo_od cor]n_.\scles,
"This is known as the Metschnikoff theory
or “l’hugocy-tosis-’:’ﬁ'" ¢ tsclm'ikoﬁ' ;;o.bsex -
ed that when aimdls, wliich were im-
‘mune to anthrax, were inoculated with

vestigations with other micro-organisms |

_he observed the same _phenowena. He
called the:~ells which absorbed and. de-
stroyed the  bacteria  phagocytes And
these in turn he divided into micro-
phages—polynuclear lencocytes—and ma-

crophages—large  unicellular fixed cells
which chiefly - occur ' in  the spleen.

Many scientists have investigated the
Metschnikoff theory and, briefly, have ar-
rived at the following conclusion regard-
ing it: :

Most of them entertain -the opinion that
the leucocytes do not take up the virulent
bacteria, but rather the dead or sickly
micro-organisms; in. fact the phagocytes
act as a sort of crematorium for the
bacilli. Dhis view is correct in many in-
stances, but Metschnikoff and his follow-
ers maintain that the leucocytes absorb

‘| immune and non-immune animals.

yirulent bacilli and that the living micro-

organisms so taken up by the cells soon
die within them. However, this is not true
of - all micro-organisms, for we know a
number of them which remain living in
the cell, reproducing and ultimately de-
stroying the cells.” Such micro-organisms
as the gonococcus, bacillus mallei (gland-
ers), bacillus murisepticus (mouse-septi-
caemia), and some others belong to this
class and the Metschnikoff theory
weakened very materially by this fact.

is

The principal proof, however, against
the general acceptance of phagocytosis as
the cause of immunity is that frequently
in the vicinity of the cells and outside
the direct sphere of influence of the leu-
cocytes, dead bacteria are found. There-
fore the importance of phagocytosis for
immunity is not gemeral, but only con:
fined to certain amimal species and par-
ticular diseases. But while the leucocytes
are not very important on account of
their phagocytistic powers. still they play
an important mole in warding off infec-
tion by virtue of the bactericidal sub-
stances which they contain and eliminate
in large quantity. No doubt the -collec-
tion of the leucocytes around certain kinds
of micro-organiems and the absorption of
the latter by the cells is chiefly of a
chemotactic mature—that is the property
of motile living cells to approach or with-
draw from chemical compounds of differ-
ent kinds.

It is probable that the bacteria pro-
duce substances which are of positive
chemotactic character and the motile
living leucocytes willingly aproach it. In

fact it has been shown that if the sterile,
‘bacteria-free, products of certain micro-
‘| erganisms are inoculated into certain ani-
| mals ‘the leucocytes will collect around the

point - of  inoculation.

(1t will thus be seen that while the Met-
schnikoff theory appears to explain ma-
tural immunity from some diseases, still it
is i mot - pf genmeral application

There i}sq, third possibility, that is that

the animal fluids contain substances which |

are poisonous to bacteria and that these
latter soon die on being brought into con-
tact with them. Professor Buchner, of
Munich, has done much in support of this
theory. According tto him the blood pos-
sesses a bactericidal and a globulicidal
power—that is to say, it is capable, in a
relatively short space of time, to kill not
only the bacteria which have been intro-
duced but also the imjected blood cor-
puscles of other animal species. This
power is confined to the serum of the

‘blood and is not’in sthe albuminoid sub<

stances when separted from their :salts.
This bactericidal power is lost by heating
to 55 degrees C., as also by the action of
light, by oxygen, by decomposition and by
the solution of the red blood corpuscles
in the serum. .On the other hand, they
retain this power by freezing and: thawing,
an . operation which kills the leucocytes,
so tthat this property cannot be directly
attributed to the adtion of leucocytes. The
substances in the werum which are not
identical! with muclein have been ‘termed
by Buchner, alexins—protective substanees:
It is probable that these bodies are al-
ready formed in the blood, although the
investigations of R. Pfeiffer show that in

cases of necessity, that is’ after the imjec-’

tion of large quenmtities of infectious
matenial, they may be formed from the
cells of ihe body and pre-eminently from
the endothelia and the leucocytes. It is
certainly true that the leucoeytes contain
very powerful bactericidal substances,
which they give up to the blood and other
animal fluids and which can be artificially
obtained from them by maceration.

It is more highly probable that immunity
is caused by the bactericidal properties of

‘the ‘animal fluids which are formed in

the cells and given out by them, than
that, the  bacteria are killed within the
«<ell. *The chemically poisonous substances
are Jikely in close proximity to the cells
and these immedigtely prevent infection.
1t is not necessary thgt there should be
great differences in the chemical composi-
tion of ' tissue fluids and the cells of
In
fact, everything goes to show that imanun-
ity is due to a very small variation in the
condition of animal fluids.

An illustration of this fact may be
observed in the resulting loss of immunity
from a very slight change in the chemical
reaction of the blood. This recalls the
fact that a certain degree of alkalinity is
necessary to keep these toxal-buminous
substances in solution, so that indirectly
the alkalescence of the blood may play
an important role in its bactericidal power.
It is probable that Buchner’s theory plays
a more imporntant part in matural immun-
ity than does that of Metschnikoff; in
fact, the experimental data in support of
it is much stronger tham of any other
theory yet offered by scientists. But still,
as will be seea later, it does not explain
every case and condition of immunity.

Susceptibility to disease is also depend-
ent upon age. The young are apparently
more liable to infectious diseases than
adults. Thus we find children are very
susceplible to diphtheria, whooping cough,
scarlet fever, croup, measles, etc., while
grown up persons show a certain immun-
ity to some of these diseases. Still, the
intensity of the disease when an adult is
once infected with one of them, indicates
that the immunity from them lies more
in the resistance of the adult from invas-
ion than from the disease itself. It has
been demonstrated by experiments upon
the lower animals that an attenuated virus
which will not kill an adult of a suscept-
ible species will frequently prove fatal to
the young of the same species.

Very similar to immunity caused by age
is that attributed to physical strength.
Strong persons have « less disposition to

o'y
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infectious diseases than weak, sick ot con-
valescents. -Some individuals or families
exhibit a special disposition to certain
diseases—as tuberculosis. This i8 mot
peculiar of consumption alone, for we have
the occurrence of several attacks of small-
pox, influenza and other infectious dis-
eases in the same person. By experiments
with animals it has been proved that their
natural immunity may be destroyed by
over-exertion and exhaustion, hunger, re-
irigeration, inhalation of injurious gases
and also by the presente of abnormal sub-
stances in the system or blood. Medical
practitioners are familiar with the fact
that persons who are addicted to the use
of alcohol are more liable to contract in-
fectious diseases—such as pneumonia, ery-
sipelas, yellow fever, etc. ;

rurther, every person is familiar with
the fact that, in addition to the presence
of the micro-organism of a disease, gome
exciting cause may assist! in establishing
a localized infection. Catching cold, for
example, may be the exciting cause which
will lead to the development of an attack
of tuberculosis or pneumonia or influenza.
Again, a bruise may give rise to an abcess,
especially where the vitality of the indi-
vidual is below the mormal Indigestible
food, in the presence of the micro-organ-
ism, may give rise to cholera. We fre-
quently read of the death, at an early
age, of prominent athletes. This is, in
many cases, due to. over-exertion, which
destroys the natural immunity or resis-
tance to disease and admits of the easy
invasion of some infectious micro-organ-
ism, such as the tubercle bacillus.

There is mo doubt that a good constitu-
tion and a medium amount of physical
exercise in open air have a great influence
upon the immunity of an individual from
infections disease. = Natural resistance,
in - large’ measure, only applies to. in-
feotion, that is against theé living micro-
organisms which cause disease and only
in exceptional cages against the toxic sub-
stances formed by them- Thus animals
which are immune to typhoid fever can be
killed by the toxic substances formed by
the bacilli. - This does mnot apply to all,
for man and guinea-pigs can be easily in-
feoted by tuberculosis, but human beings
are exceedingly reactive to the poison of
tuberculosis (tuberenlin) while guinea-pigs
are quite immune to this poison. It is
a well-known fact that animals which
have been inoculated with a poison and
have apparently completely recovered and
have been again inoculated with another

to the latter than are fresh animals. There
is, as yet, no explanation of this latter
phenomenon, and it must 'be confessed
that the action ' of the reaction of the
blood, phagocytosis or the alexins of im-
munity do not explain it.

" FACTS ABOUT MABEE: -

The Mabee pamphlet is not of eufficient
interest. to the people of the ' maritime
provinces, to warrant the gpacé hat. some
of our Tory contemporaries, regandless of
facts and of the wishes of their reaslers,
lave devoted to it, but in view of the cir-
‘cumstance that they have introduced tie
subject and made statements totally at
variance ‘with the main facts, we propose
to briefly review the whole maiter.

Mr. J. P. Whitney and his colleagues de-
cided early in the year that the campaign
literature of the Tory party in Ontario bad
not een of such a nature as to atitract the
attention of the masses of the people, and

decided to publish a different style of
literature for the voters. Mr. Whitney

had evidently been studying the campaign
material of the presidential elections in
the United States, because last spring he
wrote a leuter to the publishens of some
Bryan pq,mpﬂﬂets asking for the name of
the wniter of one and to be placed in
communication with him. In this case the
writer happened ¢o be a Mr. Mabee, who,
after some correspondernice with the Jeader
of the opposition in Ontario, agreed 1o
visit ‘Toronto. There he consulted Mr.
Whitney, Dr. R. A. Pyne, M. P. P, Dr.
Beattie Nesbitt (chairman of the com-
mittee on organization of the Ontario Lib-
eral-Comservative Association), and others.
After this Mr. Mabee received mstruc-
tions to proceed wibh the preparation of
the Tory Mabee pamphiet.

About the middle of August Mr. Mabec
had practically completed his work, which
he had prepared after consulting from
time to time with the leaders of the Tory
party in Ontario. On the 27th of August
Dr. Beattie Nesbitt, as chairmamn of the
Liberal-Conservative commiltee on organ-
ization, issued a circular letter in wihich
he said

“Phe matter which the book will con-
tain has been approved by Mr. Whitney
and obher leading men of the party and
1 would respectfully urge you to order ai
once for your comstituency as large a nun-
ber as you may deem necessary, feeling
assured that no expenditure of money will
bring better results in votes.”

On the idssuing of this circular letter
Mr. Matee proceeded to canvass the various
constituencies of the province wvegarding
the sale of 'the pamphlet and found that
the greatest dissatisfaction existed among
the men mominated as Conservative can-
didates with the leadership of Mr. Whit-
ney and the management of the party as
conducted from the Albany club, Toronto.
On his return to Toromto he found that
the work of_ the publication of the book
had procesded almost to completion. In
fact the covers had been printed in two
colors with a cantoon of Mr. Ross on the
back, and the book was to be issued, not
in the mame of Mr. Mabee, but anomny-
mously by the Conservative party.

Why the book was mnot issued to the
public, the Tories explain by stating that
Mr. Wihitney would not permit it to be
circulated on account of its rabid dharac-
ter. The general opinion, however, is
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bacterial ‘poison, are much more sensitive.

k;ﬂ_ﬁ}t,&\ ¥hen Mr. Mabee vetubned to'Tor-
"ottt he openly made statelments regarding
what he had heard in the various com-
stituencies concerning the leadership and
that this coming to Mr. Whitney's ears
greatly annoyed him. A quacrel in the
panty ensued and Mr. Mabee's pamphlet
was suppressed.

Mr. Mabee then undertook to write a
pamphlet stating the facts which he had
observed during his tour of the comstit-
uencies and also gave extracts from the
Ontanio Tory (a mombhly Conservative
journal), the Toronto Telegram and other
Conservative orgams showing the dissatis-
faction which existed in the Tory party
throughout the province, comfirming the
conditions which he found to exist among
the fank and file of the party. This pam-
phlet was issued and has caused conster-
nation among ‘the Conservatives of Ont-

The truths comtained in.the pamphlet
jssued by. Mr. Mabee have never been con-
troverted by the Tory press. At first the
Oonservatives stated that Mr. Mabee, who,
by the way, is a native of Norfolk county,
Ontario, ‘'was not a Conservative, but a
Liberal. 'Later they admitted that all of
Mr. Mabee’s relatives were Comservatives
and that his father was a prominent sup-
porter of the party in Norfolk county.
_The Conservative papers have been
pointing out that Mr. Mabee's Bryanite
brochure ' attacked the character of the
late President MecKinley. It was this
very pemphlet nwhich attracted the at-
tention of Mr. Whitney, who so admired
it that he believed the writer would be
a suitable man ‘to prepare the Tory cam-
paign literature for Ontario and conse-
quently brought him to Toronto for that
punpoze. ~ Therefore dhe Conservative at-
tack on Mr. Mabee as an amti-McKinley
pamphieteer is a direct attack upon Mr.
Whitney.

Mhe dtatements contained in Mr. Ma-
bee’s last pamphlet concerning the Con-
servative party have never been attacked
or denied by the Tory journals.  Accord-
ing to Dr. Beattie Nesbitt’s letter, Mr.
Mabee’s suppressed Tory pamphlet, was ap-
proved by Mr. Whitney and other lead-
ing men of the mrty. _Thenefore the Ont-
anio Liberal-Coneervative Association wall
find difficulty in getiting the public to ac-
cept Mr. Wihimey’s explanation of its sup-
pression, What Mr. Mabee’s politics
may be we do mot kmow, but according
to Conservative and Liberal papers his
family amd all ‘conmections are members
of the Tory party and mo doubt while he
vas writing the work for wheh he had
been imported (the anti-Ross Tory pam-
phlet) he felt that he was & ! QComservaltive
working congenially for (the’ good of the
capse, and when he became dissatisfied
with that party he felt that he could
consider himself a disgusted  Conservative,
. Therd are many other points connected
with this indident which show up the Con-
servative party in-a very badelight.

THE FATE OF THE TEMPLE VESSELS.

Recent ; excavations mear Mopat Moriait
have brdught to-light an aucient brass
“machitel” or fire pan used in connection
with the Temple sacrifices. This interest-
ing find 'has prompted “The Menomah,” &
Jewish magazine, to weview the history
of the Temple paraphernalia, of which the
gold and ‘gilver vessels alone mumber 5,400.
Soon after Solomon’s death, Shishak, King
of Egypt, captured Jerusalem (B. C. 972),
and ransacked the treasures of the Tem-
ple. In the year 840 B. C., the gold and
gilver - vemsels were Temoved to Samarii
by Jehoash, King of Israel. Then, in re-
turn for assistance mendered, Ahaz, King
of Judah, bestowed on Tiglath Pelesor,
King of Synia, the gold and silver lavers
of the Temple. Next, Nebuchadnezzar
raided Jerusalem (B, C. 5%6) and of
course looted the Temple treasures; and
further cut to pieces King Solomon’s
golden vessels.

The explanation given for so much booly
falling 1o successive maraudens is that con-
tuibubions, on a lavish scale, were constant-
ly pouring in. In 586 B. C., the Chaldeans
destroyed Jenusalem and burned Solomon’s
Temple. They broke the brazen pillars,
the brass and molten sea, and carried off
the bwss to Babylon. They also oo
away the gold and silver vessels, etc.,
whidh tthey likewise conveyed to Babylon.
These vessels were subsequently meturned
to Jerusalem by order of Cyrus, who con-
quered Babylon, B. C. 538. At the final
destruction of the Herodian Temple, which
followed ' the capture of Jerusalem by tie
Romans under Vespasian and Titus, the
holy vessels were carried to Rome and de-
posited in the Temple of Peace. On the
beautiful arch erected by Titus which is
still standing, the carved weliefs of the
“Menorah,” or seven-branched candlestick,
the golden table, and the silver trumpets
of the Temple are plainly seen.

In reward for an important service ren:
dered to the emperor, Marcus Aurelins,
a Jewish physicien, named Gueazal Bea
Jose, received permiission to examine the
treasures of the Temple and has recorded
the result of ids observations. When
Genseric, Prince of the \’aixdaﬂs, plunder-
ed Rome, he removed the Temple trea-
sures to Canmthage, on the morth coast of
Africa, where they remained for nearly a
century. Upon the conquest of the Van-
| dal Empire by Belizarius they were I€
moved to Constantinople, now become tihe
capital of the Kastern Bmpire. In the
reign of Justinian, a ridh Jew played on
the superstitions fears of that monarch
by reminding him of the bad luck whica
had followed the removal of the Jewish
national tredsures to Rome and Carthage,
and the: emperor, no doubt having in

PRO-BOER STATISTICS.

A London newspaper hag instituted a
careful examination of the files of La
Paitrie (an ultra pro<Boer paper published
in Paris) for statistics of British losses
which it has Teported from day to day
during the past two years. (This is the
total result: The Boers have lost only 181
men killed and 300 men and 17 officers
captured, while the British losses have
been 3,189,180 killed, including 60,000 -offi-
cers, and 190,000 men and 8,000 officers
captured. The British have captured 14
guns, while the Boers have vetaliated by
taking 2,160 from the British. Of the 1,101
batitles, 1,004 have proved decisive victories
for the Boers. The British generals have
been peculiarly unfortunate. No fewer
than 71 have beea killed. Lord Methuen
was so ill-fated as to be killed seven times
in four months, General Kelly-Kenny has
had his head blown off three times, while
“Bobs” has lost five legs and nine right
anms, “If it be true that necessity is the
mother of invention,” remarks the London
Globe, “the special correspondents of La
Patrie must have seen pretty hard times.”

MEXICO AND IT'S MASTER.

The assembling of the Pan-American
congress in the city of Mexico directs at-
tention to the progress and prosperity
of that country about which we in Canada
generally know so little. The city of Mexico
with its population of 830,000, is one of
the finest, healthiest and, in many re-
spects, one of the most generally desirable
places of residence on the North Ameri-
can continent. It has a large English and
American element and has daily news-
papers in English as well as in Spanish.
The commerce of the country is steadily
expanding and its industries are regularly
increasing. There are 107 cotton factories,
consuming annually nearly sixty millions
of pounds of raw cotton, about half of
which . is of native growth. .aize is
raised abundantly. Rum and brandy are
valuable productions, and there are more
than twenty thousand cattle ranches, rais-
ing millions of cattle, goats, homses and
sheep. The state is also rich in mincrals
and the population of about thirteen mil-
lions of people, although generally reputed
lazy and unreliable, seem to be happy and
Prosperous.

It is maturally a subject of remark that
Mexico is not troublgd with internal revo-
lutions such as h:mi_nper the progress of
the Central Amenican countnies generally.
Persons who have Im’d there give all the
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credit for this state of affairs not to any
natural proclivity on the part of the
Mexican people for greater peace than
their meighbors to the south, but to the
absolute control over them which is main-
tained by President Diaz, who is generally
conceded to be practically a dictator.
General D. Porfirio Diaz was first elected
president of Mexico in 1876 and it is said
that he has established such a complete
system of information and police espionago
that not only has he had no difficulty in
being re-elected for six consecutive terms,
but that his word is law throughowt the
Jand. As Diaz is by all accounts a very
decent fellow, however, and the steady
progress of his country is undoubtedly due
to the restraint exercised by his strong
hand, mobody outside of Mexico is in-
clined to begrudge him his power, but
rather to congratulate Mexico that it
has such an excellent master,

POOR DOCUMENT

Transportation People Tell of
Tourist Travel.

OPINIONS ARE VARIED.

Tourist Association Enthusiastic
Over the Result of Its Efforts--
Railway and Steamer. Lines Re-
port Slight Falling Off--Class of
Travel Was Good.

The past summer has witnessed a slight
falling off in ‘tourist travel to this eity.
So say most of the local agents of the rail-
way and steamship kines, while one or two
of the hotels admit a slight decrease in
American patronage. The Tourist Associ-
ation on tthe other hand is most enthusi-
agtic over the influx of travel and its
members are greatly encouraged by the
result of their efforts to place this prov-
ince to the fromt as a desirable summer
resort. Its advantages as such have been
fully exploited by them through the me-
dium of high class literature, and a
‘bureau which was opened the. beginning
of the season for ‘the purpose of suppiy-
ing; travellers with information which,
perhaps, it would be impossible to other-
wise obtain.

The far reaching results of . the litera-
ture it would be impossible to estimate,
but its distrfpution was thorough, judici-
ous, and it being placed * only wheré it
would.be the most beneficial. | was not
gotten up in the usual guide ‘book style,
but the literature was in the most at-
tractive form, the old cut-and-dried stere-
otyped routes being avoided by those hav-
ing the matter in charge, The illustrations
were exquisite, and the dainty bits select-
od from mountain, seashore and country
brought to many a heat-oppressed dweller
of ithe large ‘American cifies an eager de-
sire to wisit the quiet, cooling haunts
therein depiated. That the bureau was
a wonderful success was amply evidenced
by the liarge numbers which sought detail-
ed information through it regarding some
spot of which the literature made men-
tion in a casual way, : S

The
dheap transportation  rates of last year
were doubtless the direct cause of the
great number of tourists who flocked to
the provinces during the hot season and
while the number for New Brunswick
was mnot nearly so large last summer the
quality was decidedly superior. So far
as D. A. R. travel was concerned, Amer:-
can tourists went mostly to Nova Beotia
direct, ‘returning home by way of Bt
John.

The Intercolonial and Canadian Pa-
cific railways also report a
first-class  quality of  itravel, both
eastern . and  western = bound, and

heayier in June and July than in ‘the
corresponding months last year. Every
week two or more extra sleepers were
added to the trains coming from Boston,
the first time such a thing has occurred
in the history of the road. St. Amndrews
was the objective point of many from Ont-
ario and other provinces, and there was
a decided increase in tourist travel to Cape
Breton. The 1eécent celeébration brought
an unusually large number of persoas over
the railway lines.

Two representative hotels say that while
the montihs of June and July were lighter
than last year in their panticular busi-
ness, August and September were unusu-
ally heavy and that the class of tourists
was decidedly better than that of previ-
ous years, many wealithy Southerners so-
journing here for several weeks.

DBrought into direct contact with
travellers, there are few cases in which
reference is not made to the faot of hav-
ing scen and perused the literature sent
out by that organization.

American travel was fully onedthird
less on the Star Line river steamers this
vear than last, and while travel from the
United States was much lighter, Can-
ada, particularly the wupper provinces,
swelled the number of tourists so much
that financially the year was excellent.
The chiet falling off in river travel is at-
tributable to the lack of hotel accommo-
dation on ‘the river and at Fredericton.
The river hotels are, as a rule, filled with
St. John people and the accommodation:
of ‘other visitors is limited to one or two
days. Krequent complaints are heard re-
garding the dnability to secure proper ac-
commodation for an extended stay.

Case of Smallpox Discovered
in Hospital.

TWO MORE WATCHED.

Symptoms Shown by Two Girls Who
Are Patients in the Institution--
All in the Epidemic Doing Well
--Effect of Vaccination Rule Upon
the Schools.

After mearly a week of freedom from
new cases of smallpox, a new casebroke
out in the General Public Hospital Mon-
-day, and two others aré showing symptoms
of the disease.

The victim reported yesterday was the
four-year-old daughter of Wm. Coyle, of
Prince street, Carleton.. At the hospital
the child was a patient undergoing treat-
ment for her eyes. Sunday night she de-
veloped symptoms of smallpox. - Monday
afternoon the case was definitely diagnos-
ed as smallpox and the litfle girl was re-
moved to the & epidemic hospital. The
type, like the -others at the epidemic, is
pronounced to be mild.. '

Last night Dr. Lunney had two others
of his patients under surveillance as sus-
pects. Both are girls, about 17 years .old,
and show strong symptoms of the disease.
¥rom what information could be gathered
last night, both belong ‘to the city. The
ngymptom'e are expected to reach a deeis-
ive stage this morning.

The latest outbreak in the hospital will
cause the permiod of quarantine to be ex-
tended. If there are mo developments by
.the end of the present week some of the
private residences under the ban will be
released from the restrictions..

Advices- from Dr. Bllis, through the
General Public Hospital, are hopeful.
Judging. from the information obtainable,
the recovery of all the inmates is expect-
ed.

At 2 meeting of the board of health Mon-
day, arrangements were completed for
the compulsory vaccination ¢ ampaign,
which will commence in earnest today,
and was begun by some physicians yester-
day. Sixteen physicians will be engaged.

"St. John people coming from the in-
terior of Nova Scotia express surprise that
health restrictions' at Digby are enforced
only on traffic from $t. John. In Kings
county, of that province, the disease is
reported! more prevalent than stated in
the Nova Scotia papers. There is’infor-
mation-that a scliool Mmaster ifi one of the
districts . continued his, ‘work - at: school
while suffering froin” smallpox. A great
many hopses ir Kentville and Berwick are
reported  to ke infected. Loxan :

The C'P. R. employes are being vac-
cinated wholesale, Dr. Christie has treat-
ed tthe St. John staff. o
*The demand for vaccine from Digby
struck St. John Monday.. Moncton St.
George, Fredericton, and other places have
also been geltting supplies from this city.
It is estimated that though vaccine has been
imported here in the past few days for
‘about thinty thousand cases; tiwenty thou-
sand - of which have gone into local con-
sumybion.

In different city public schools Mon-
day measures ware taken to find out how
many wof the scholars were vaccinated.

Al Centennial, Principal Town instruct-
ed the teadhers ¢o this effect and will to-
day receive their reports.

Dr. H. S. Bridges, superintendent of

Nearly all of those
present had been vaccinated and the oth-
ers will comply with the rule as soon as
the physicians can attend to them- Dr.
Bridges says that the Aberdeen and Cen-
tennial schools are mostly affected by the
smallpox scare-

W. L. Waring returned Monday from
Hatfield’s Point, where he spent Sunday.
He stated last eveming that by personal
‘enquiry in every - direction at Hatfield’s
Point he could state that there was no
more smallpox in the vicinity. The place
where Mr. Spragg died was at The Grant,
about three miles back of Hatfield’s Point.
Quarantine is still in force at several
houses there, but that there are any more
cases, or fear of any upon the part of
the people, Mr. Waring is firm in com-
bating. There is no diphthenia there,
either, he says. There were two cases,
‘but they are mow convalescent.

On Saturday Dr. Morris ordered the
temoval of Miss Fawcett, one of the
earlier cases, to the epidemic hospital, so
that at present all the cases in $t. John,
numbering nine, are under the care of
Dr. Ellis there. Miss Fawcett is now con-
valescent. >

The Digby Board of Health have taken
precaution whereby persons arriving from
St. John must be vaccinated or they will
mot be allowed to land at Digby. This
rule went into effect Saturday and was
the cause of inconvenience to a number
of persons. Passengers who are not vac-
cinated are compelled to be vaccinated on
the steamer or else they may mnot land.
Those of the Prince Rupert crew.who had
not been prevously vaccinated uaderwent
the operation Saturday.

The vaccination regulations at Digby
Saturday caused a commercial man whose
destination was Lunenbirg to rvetu-r to
this city without landing at Digby. When
the - Prince Rupert reached Digby the
health officer boarded the steamer and
jssued an order that no passengers be
allowed to land until he examined them.

Then those who gave their word to the

official that they had been vaccinated
within five years were allowed to proceed.
Other passengers were expected to sub-
mit to the operation. These, numbering
20, except A. J. Patterson, a Torontv
man, submitted- He nad the alternative
of returning to St. John and he decided
he would do so rather than undergo vac-
cination.

The vaccination regulations established
at Digby apply only to traffic from St.
John. People from Halifax or other
points_where the disease is or has been
prevalent are not hampered by any de-
mands.

Dr. March, quarantine officer stationed
at Partridge Island, has been kept on the
alert visiting the vessels that arrive in

port and his work has been much harder |

since the case of smallpox was discovered
on the schooner Myra B. some weeks ago-
Dr. March has been holding all arrivals
from foreign ports at Partridge Tsland
and vaccinating each member of the
crews who could not show that they had
been fully vaccinated within a rea-
sonable time.

He keeps a record of those he passes
upon and ‘has put in operation e plan
which facilitates the examination of the
crews and which is beneficial to those in-
terested. When a vessel arrives at the
island the officer boards her and exam-
ines each member of the crew to ascertain
whether ‘they have been vaccinated; it
not the vaccination is done and the sea-
man is given a pink card showing name
and date and signed by the officer. When
this 'seaman again arrives in port, if it
is found that the vaccination has not been
successful, he is re-vaccinated and is given
a green card. If the vaccination has been
successful the pink card is exchanged for
one of scarlet, which also bears the per-
son’s name and will be accepted for seven
years from date. Any who have been
vaccinated before their arrival here and
to the satisfaction of the official, receive
a purple card, which : is good until it is
time for a re-vaccination.. When the
person is vaccinated for the second time
unsuccessfully a white card is given which
shows that the person is as safe from
the disease as the one whose vaccination
has been successful. With this plan in-
volved the quarantine officer saves much
time on the examination of crews, es-
pecially on steamers ' where there are

‘many. Every one of the crew on the I..

S. 8. Co.’s steamers has now a card to
present on arrival in port. On one of

these steamens 22 of the crew had been]

vaccinated at Eastport and with one ex-
ception all were unsuccessful cases; they
were re-vaccinated by Dr. March and in
every case the vaccination was successful.
The officer op one steamer alone vac-
cinated 51 persons on arrival at the
Island.

The card system, which is a good one,
is Dr. March’s idea and this is the first
time it has been put in practice.

Two Sides 'toszory of Treatment of
Si_t;kf Woman Stranger.

The woman 18
wihout = funds, amd js il with
penitonitis, It appears that on

| Saturday afternoon last a coach drove

up o the Restue Home door, the coéach-
man assisted a frail young woman and a

| child from. the vehicle, rang the door bell

and, leaving them on the door step, drove
away. 'When the door was opemed by
a kindly mirse the woman was found very
ill and unable to help herself. It was at
firdt thought that she had smallpox, ow-
ing to an eruption on-the face, and Dr.
Skinner was telephoned for. The physi-
cian could ‘not at first determine just
what was wrong with the woman, and
ordered that she be isolated. This was
done and on Sunday Dr. Skinner again
visited the Home and concluded that the
woman was suffering from penitonitis.
Her condition was considered semious. The
case was reported to G. A. Knodell,
chairman of the Alms House commssion-
ers, who informed the head nurse of the
home that fthe commissioners would pay
whattever expense was incurred and would
take the child should the mother not re-
cover. The case was also reported to the
police and Deputy Chief Jenkins made en-
quiries Monday. The officers interview-
od James Driscoll, proprieor of the
Hotel Edward, where the woman had
been dtaying. Mr. Driscoll states that
the woman, calling herself Clara, arrived
at his hotel on the night of ‘Saturday,
QOctober 26, and remained over Sunday,
payng her board. She was accompanied
by the child. She went out on Monday
for the purpose of trying to have the
child placed in the Rescue Home, and
on returning claimed that she could ‘not
get ino the institution until the following
Saturday., She was given a position a8
a servant in the hotel on the 28th, but
was not able to do much work. On Sat-
urday morning last the woman was quite
ill and her mouth presented the appearance
as if she had burned it with carbolic acid.
She said she came from Woodstock. She
was brought to the hotel by Arthur Con-
lon, a coachman. On Saturday last she
asked Proprietor Driscoll to get her a
coach to go to the Rescue Home, as she
was unable to walk, aad an omnibus was
procured for her and she left the hotel
with her child.

The woman was seen at the Rescue
Home Monday by an officer and she
said her name was Clara St. Elmore, aged
23 years, and born at White Mountains,
Me. She came here from New Limorick,
Me., and was employed at the Hotel Kd-
ward when taken ill. Proprietor Dris-
coll went to her bedside and ‘told her
he could not keep her there and she
would have to go some place. He pro-
oured a coach and sent her to the Home.

The matron of the Home said the coach-
man left the woman on the steps of the
Home and drove away. The woman also
told the police that she never asked Pro-
puietor Driscoll to get a coach for her
to take her away from the hotel.

Mrs. St. Elmore was resting easier last
nighit.

Interesting Facts from Observations
of the St. John Meteorological
Office. ’

D. L. Hutchinson, director of the St.
John Observatory, reports the weather
conditions throughout the month of Octo-
ber as comparatively fine, mild and dry.
The total precipitation was 1.51 inches,
composed wholly of rain, the light snow
flurries not being measurable. The aver-
age temperature was 48.5, the highest 63.5
on the lst, and lowest 31.2 on the 26th.
Ice formed on the morning of the 18th,
and lightning and thunder occeurred dur-
ing the night of the 3lst. Conditions as
for several months past have been abnor-
mal. .

For the same month in 1900 the pre-
cipitation measured 10.17 inches. The
first ice formed on the morning of the
17th, when the ground was covered with
about one inch of wet snow. The average
temperature was 50.3, the highest 70.6 on
the 13th, and the lowest 23.5 on the 20th.

The average precipitation for the past
20 years was 4.27 inches and the average

temperature 48.1

The dootor boarded the train about a
mile from the station, and held the neces-
sary examination of the passengers.

‘When the doctor came along, the In-
dian bared his amp and was given a
check to pass through. Next came the
Frenchman, who showed his certificate
and was given a similar notice of liberty.

It is estimated that the population of
St. John was dncreased by 25,000 on the
day of the duke’s visit. Despite this some
of the leading butchers and provision deal-
erp claim they did mot dispose of a larger
quantity of food than under ordinary con-
ditions. Ascribing a cause for the belief
that 65,000 people didn’t eat more on the

The people want to see all there
is to be seen and for that reason avoid
the trouble of prepaning food. On the oc-
casion of the Royal visit orders from the
hotels were largely increased, but = these
did not suffice to make up the falling off
in the usual orders of private families.”

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' IRON CUTS THE PACE.

The Markets of America, it is Predicted,
Will Prove Brisk, and Wall Street Will

‘Awaken from lts Uncertainties.

New York, Nov. 2—The stock market is
still under the influence of cofusing and
conflicting eonditions. Rumors of an early
removal - of thé Northern Pacific deadlock
hdd a stimulating effect upon values, while

possibility of further gold exports were dis-
tinetly unfavorable. The trio of uncertainties
was quite sufficient to keep out the public
as buyers, and leave the market emtirely to
the tender mercies of professional traders
in’ the absence of amy aggressiveness by the
big leaders.

‘With so many uncerfainties in the financial
atmosphere and attention to business some-

t diverted by the excitement of a political
campaign, the time is not pronitious for any
organized bull movement. It may be argued
that there is very little material for a bear
campaign, and this is true, except for the
high prices at which some stocks are rul-
ing, the weakness of the industrials and the
unsatisfactory state of affairs abroad. These
are facts that must not be forgotten. Com-
petitive bidding for control has carried some
stocks many points above their value, rend-
ering them extremely dangerous to mar-
ginal holders, because the time must come
when they will sink to their intrinsic level.
Nor can the evil day be postponed by
changing 6 per cenf. stocks into 8 per cent.
bonds, cutting them in two and selling at
par. These are very profitable transactions
for some parties, but stockholders of the
guaranteeing companies are likely to feel
the load when the period of contraction sets
in. As for the industrials there is fortun-
ately little speculation in these but they will
be the first and most sensitive to any com-
mercial reaction. Thus far our prosperity
has been so great that we seem compara-
tively indifferent to European depression, yet
it must not be overlooked that any im-
pairment of Europe's purchasing abilities
will inevitably be reflected here, and that
the continuance of low, prices in Europe and
high prices in the United States means a
check upon our exports and a stimulus to
our imports that will soon put an end to
the phenomenally favorable trade balance
with which we have’ been congratulating
ourselves during the past four or five years.
Already there have been symptoms of a
change in the drift of our foreign trade,
exports having shown two or three declines
and Pmports a steady growth, and this fact
was emphasized by this week’'s shipments
of gold at a time when we are usually im-
porting gold. Because of our great financial
strength and prosperity, it is arguel we
can easily sparé considerable sums for
Europe’s needs, which may be fortunately
true, but it does not alter the fact that our
international exchanges are in a less favor-
able condition than they have beemn for sev-
eral years. At present we need foel no seri-
ous concern about gold exports, for bank
reserves will soon begin to rise, and there
are no present indications of important dis-
turbances in the local money market, especi-
ally with Secretary Gage's precautionary
offer to buy bonds in an emergency.

On the favorable side of the market we
have the expected end of the Northern
Pacific deadlock, which has proved such an
insuperable obstacle to all speculative opera-
tions since last summer. Very likely its
immediate effect will be fully discounted
‘when the formal announcement appears; still
the general market will be distinctly re-
lieved by the removal of a very threatening
element. Another encouraging feature is
the satisfactory condition of general busi-

.

ness, There are no signs yet of reaction,
and the principal lines of trade are enjoy-
ing another season of unexampled pros-
perity. This is true of the entire country
except in the drouth districts, where corn
and cotton were* badly injured. The agri-
cultural interests of the country as a whole
are prosperous. Iron has always been con-
sidered a good barometer of trade, and if
this be true conditions must be satisfactory,

‘ for the great iron mills of the country are

running to their fullest capacity, with or-
ders three and six months ahead at present
high prices. Railroad earmings are exceilent.
The percentages of gain are not quite so
large as last year but this is not to be ex-
pected, and certainly cannot be construed
as a bearish feature.

Congress opens in about a month, and
the prospects are that we shall have little
disturbing legislation. The nation is busy
and contented and the party in power will
be disposed to let well emough. alone and
occupy itself chiefly with international af-
fairs, such as the Isthmian canal, Cuba, etc.
Upon the questions of tariff, reciprocity, cur-
rency and trusts there may be some talk
but little action. It is in periods of idleness
and discount that we look for interference
with business at Washington.

The future of the market seems somewhat
confused. It is bright in spots and clouded
in others, and seems likely to continue
irregular, with no pronounced changes in
either direction, until the leaders in the
various deals who have stocks to sell get
ready to give prices another lift. There will
be plemty of money to invest this winter,
and good securities are exceedingly scarce,
recent offerings heing promptly taken. This
is one of the most encouraging features of
the emtire situation. * HENRY CLEWS.

BRADSTREETS ON TRADE.

Still a Cor Shortage--Crop Prospects in
Scuth Benefited--Canadian Business Sat-

isfactory. F

‘The complaints of car shortage moted in
Bradstreets’ trade reports for weeks past
are repeated this week in an even greater
degree. The holding off of killing frost at
the south (it is mow weeks behind the
ayerage date) has benefitted the crop pros-
pects, but, coupled with immense receipts,
has induced a raising of estimates and low-
ered prices six-sixteenths of a cent for the
week,

In keeping with raw cotton, wheat has
felt the influence of the heavy movement of
g{afiu at the northwest, heavy increases in
visible supplies in Manitoba, and rather

critical advices from Argentina. Hog
products are lower, it is claimed, because of
manipulation. Coffee has lost a little
strength, and some grades of sugar are
also lower.

Among the staples advancing, corn is
prominent. Wet weather and good buying
have stimulated prices of that product and
of oats. Print cloths have gone counter to
the raw material, mainly because of manipu-
lative buying. The effect of these two di-
verse movements has been to unsettle the
market slightly while the failure of the
Fall River spinhers to vote in favor of a
strike is still another disturbing element.

The . woollen goods situation is in good
shape and manufacturers have bought free-
ly, sales at Boston alone aggregating 15,-
000,000 to 20,000,000 pounds. No particular
change in iron and steel is moted. Copper
maintains its former strength, an agreement
to restrict production being reported among
the great interests.

Cirnadian Trade.

New York, Nov. 1—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
Review of Trade tomorrow will say of Cana-
dian trade: ~

A large herring ‘catch in the Bay of Fundy
makes the business outlook bright, but at
St. John a few cases of smallpox cause ap-
prehension. Halifax reports that the .open
season is beneficial to produce shipments,
and fall trade Is encouraging.” Collections
are less satisfactory, howewver, more re-
newals being asked. Wholesale and jobbing
trade is good at Hamilton and mamufactur-
ing active, especially in lines delayed by
scanty steel supply earlier in the season.
Mild weather has slightly interfered with
business at Toronto, but there are good
sorting orders in millinery, furnishings and
underwear. Though mild weather has helped
some lines at Quebec, it has hindred sales
of dry goods and furs, but collections are
satisfactory. Unseasonable weather affects
dry goods and clothing at Montreal, but fall
trade is generally brisk and payments
prompt. Cheese and butter exports increase.
Winnipeg reports trade satisfactory and
money moving freely. At British Columbia
cities trade is steady with some improve-
mient and collections easier.

THE ENGLISH TIMBER MARKET.

London, Oct. 26—The Timber Trades
Journal today has the following: The tim-
ber trade is gradually recovering from the
depression caused by the heavy importa-
tions and high prices of last year, and
there is a steady under-current of business
somewhere to account for the large quantity
of wood taken out of stock at the chief
centres of trade. The general commerce of
the country is in a decidedly unsatisfactory
state, but it' does not lessem the consump-
tion of necessary articles, under the head
of which foreign timber may be ranked.
The auwtumn shipments may mow be con-
sidered over, and free-ch-board business has
become a question of the future. The.heavy
character of the stock here, and the un-
certainty regarding the demiand for the com-
ing year, will probably make the buying
segson later than usual; and it is very
doubtful if importers, looking forward, will
have sufficient confidence in the durability
of the recent advance to make very exten-
sive contracts for 1902 delivery.

The position of spruce is still firmer than
was indicated in our. last issue. We can
point out that the Nouvelle cargo, for which
£7 c. i, f. was offered, has been sold at 2s.
6d. advance to Garston, on the Mersey.
Again, we know of a St. John, N. B., steam-
er cargo sold to the Bristol Channel at £7
c. i. f. which could have been sold at bet-
ter terms a day or two later. Also, a cargo
of Miramichi deals at £7 per standard c.i.f.,
with the usual reduction for oddments. We
can hear of only one or two cargoes now in
hands of agents yet unsold, and for these
there are several applicants.

At Liverpool the Theresa (s), from St.
John, N. B., has just arrived in the river
with a cargo of spruce: deals for Lumley,
Lloyd & (Co., and about 28,000 feet of birch
timber for Thomas Rimmer & Son. Another
cargo of spruce deals for Harrison, Robin-
son & Co. will follow in about a fortnight,
and this may, perhaps, bring forward some
more birch timber for Thomas Rimmer &
Son. On an exhausted stock of St. John,
N. B., birch timber, this should go well in
the market.

At Glasgow the oprincipal import this
week is per the Unique, from St. John, N.
B., which is discharging at Shieldhall a full
cargo of spruce deals for Calder, Henderson
& Livingston. We understand a considerable
proportion of this cargo has already been
disposed of. The only other import to re-
port is per Ava, from Moulmein, with 1,216
teak logs, 7,150 teak planks, besides which
are blocks, keys and scantlings, consigned
to Edmiston & Mitchells, Cant & Kemp, and
Denny, Mott & Dickson, Ltd.; in all about
1,600 loads. This vessel had previously dis-
charged at Greenock 1,150 loads teak logs
and planks. By the regular liners from Momn-
treal there is almost nothing, one only hav-
ing cgme to hand, with 700 deals and 61 logs.
The Tribonia, which was expected this week,
has been delayed, but is due in a few days,
and has on board 400 standards spruce and
pine deals. At Bowling, the Trio, from
Bathurst, has landed 408 standards spruce
deals and battens for Wylie, Stowart & Mar-
shall. Business is reported being dome to a
fair amount in pine and spruce deals at
firm prices. :

At Greenock importations this week in-
clude 44,864 pieces spruce deals and ends,
and 1,281 pieces spruce scantlings, per
Norge, from St. John, N. B,, on account of
Blackwood & Co., Port Glasgow.

ELEVEN DEATHS IN -
ST LOUIS FROM LOCKJAW

Attributed to Administration of
Diphtheric Anti-Toxine Manufac-
tured by the City Chemist.

St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 1—The list of deaths
attributed to lockjaw as a result of the
administration of diphtheric anti-toxine
manufactured by the city chemist, now
numbers eleven, . two more deaths having
been reported today. Eleven other children
are reported to the health department as
suffering from lockjaw with slight ‘chances
for recovery. The cause of lockjaw in each
case is said to be poisoning from the city’s
diphtheric anti-toxine. The health depart-
ment has now begun the free distribution
of tetanus anti-toxine for injection into the
blood of patients who have been inoculated
with the Infected serum and thus exposed
to lockjaw. The health department has an-
nounced that no more diphtheric anti-toxine
will be made by the city of St. Louis.

The investigations ordered by the coron-
er’'s jury to determine positively the: cause
of- the deaths of the eight children who are
alleged to have died of lockjaw following
the administration of the city’s anti-toxine,
it is expected will be completed in a few
days. Doctors are making tests with the
anti-toxine and the serum taken from the
spinal column of thé dead children.

Dr. Bavold, city bacteriologist, who made
the anti-toxine complained of, taken from a
horse, which developed *tetanus on Oct. 1
and was shot, declares that if the animal’s
system comtained tetanus bacteria when the
last serum was taken from it, it was pos-
sible to detect by an inspection of the horse.

At the Baptist hospital an independent in-
vestigation has convinced doctors that the
presence of tetanus germs in the city anti-
toxine has been undisputable. A goat was
inoculated with the anti-toxine Wednesday
night, developing symptoms of lockjaw
later and died.today.

Chicago, Nov. 3—Two female nurses a
the asylum for the insane at Dunning,
Llis., will tomorrow be formally charged
by Secretary lioliett W..Bull, of the Civil
Service .

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HOW TO MEET THE LOSS.

the Shortage Bills--No State_ or
‘Federal Aid -- Murder of Presi-
dent Badly Affected the Attend-
ance. : 3

Buffalo, N- Y., Nov. 2—The Pan-Ameri-
can exposition ended at 12 o’clock to-
night. At midnight, President John G.
Milburn pressed an electric button and
the lights in the mnow famous electric
tower grew dim for the last time. Slowly,
one by one, the lights on post and pin-
nacle and tower faded away. A corps of
buglars standing in the tower sounded
“taps,” and one of the greatest glories
of the exposition, the electrical illwmmnina-
tion, passed away, and the exposition
-wag ended, ’

‘I'he exposition has not been a financial
success, but the benefits derived from 'it
will be of great value to the commercial
interests of the country. The primary
object of the exposition was to advance
the friendly relations and commercial in-
tercourse between the United States and
the other countries of the two Americas.
In this respect it has been a decided
success.

The finamcial loss will be in the neigh-
borhood of $3,000,000, which will fall upon
the holders of the common stock, the
holders of second mortgage bonds and the
contractors who ereeted the buildings.
Two hundred and ten thousand shares of
common stock was sold at $10 a share. The
stock was subscribed for by the citizens
of Buffalo and the Niagara frontier in
small lots of from one share to 100, so
that this loss of $27100,000 will mot be
seriously felt by anyone.

No complaint has been heard from the
holders of common stock, who appreciate
the benefit the exposition has been to the
city. There is also a reeling of satisfac-
tion that the ecnterprise was carried to
a brilliant and successful end by the citi-
zens of this city without state or federal
aid. The first mortgage bonds, amount-
ing to $2,500,000, will be paid in full. An
issue of $5300,000 sccond mortgage bonds
is unprovided for, it the revenue irom
salvage on the buildings and from other
sources will cover a pant of this indebted-
ness. The balance due to contractors is
not definitely known, but no one will be
seriously embarrasced by the loss.

The total number of admissions for the
six months was close to 8,000,000. An
average of 2,000,000 a month had been
figured on by the officials.

The lamentable tragedy in the Temple
of Music, which robbed the nation of a
beloved president, did injury to the Pan-
American. The attendance had been in-
creasing steadi'y uvp to the dafe of the
assassination of President McKinley.

RIDING FOR REST---WHAT HAPPENED 10

¢See here, Laidlaw.” said the doctor, lay-
ing aside his glasses aund seating himself,
after half an hour spert in feeling my pulse,
examining as much of my tongue as it was
physically possible for me to show him, and
jabbing me abodt the chest and ribs,
“there’s nothing serious the matter with
you.

1 did not quite see the connection between
“perfect rest” -and taking daily rides on
horseback, but I knew it was useless to pro-
test. And so a couple of weeks later saw
me duly installed at the little country inn
whither I had been ordered into temporary
banishment.

The first few days were spent in the usual
way, the time being about equally divided
between unpacking my belongings and en-
gaging in sanguinary skirmishes with the
landlady as to what small necessaies in the
matter of rooms, bedclothes, food and such-
like sundries I considered essential in order
that I might feel reasonably comfortable.
Having obtained the maximum of conces-
sions on these points that there seemed any
likelihood of obtaining, and having had it
proved to demonstration in a hundred dif-
ferent ways that there ‘‘ain’t no money in
taking boarders now-a-days,” I found myself
face to face with the problem of finding a
suitable horse, I say suitable because it
would really have been no problem at all to
find plenty unsuitable.

Attached to the inn was a swall livery
stable kept by the landlord; so one morning,
taking my courage in both hands, I ventur-

me to go round to the stable with him
where I could see for myself what scrt of
animals he kept, and could take my choice

“You want a good pacer or snglefooter,
I suppose?” he asked as we set out for the
stable.

He scemed hug:ly amused at some-
thing or other and burst into a loud guffaw
which irtitated me, but juet then we reach-
ed the stable and I was politely bidden to
enter. :

«New horg's a horse,” the landlord be-
gan, pointin ¢ to a zo 1 yicel pnenomenon,
whic 1 shou d certainly never have sus-
pected of w..ug @ horse, that stood leaning
for support against the eide of the stall.
“'Hore is a horse that's either fast or slow,
just as you please. Will travel fity miles
a day and walk every foot of the way if you
want him to, or, if you’d rather have him
go faster, he can do the mileiu two forty
when ’¢’s woke up.”

I admitted that ¢'it was very evident from
his appearance that he had been reduciog
his weight to the lowest minimum, doubtless
for some ecvil purpose, but,” T said, ©I
should be content with a steed of less start-
ling capabilities—one that didn’t have to be
‘woke up.’ ”

Eventually my choice fell on a mild-look-
ing animal of apparently middle age, whose
ribs appeared rather less prominent and
devilish-looking than any of the others. I

will not repeat any of the things the land-
lord said in the animal’s praise, It i8 some
years ago now since the thing happened,
and the wounds then inflicted on my person
and dignity have long since healed, so that
I can now say with perfect ginoerity that I
most truly hope that he may be forgiven for
his unblushing mendacity.

“Jim, saddle up Dixie and fetch him
round to the door in halfan hour,” the land-

He had stood close by all the
time with a grin on his face that made md
feel it would be a righteous act to go over
and knock him down,—he, at least, was nof
a “‘dumb animal,” and therefore not strict
ly speaking within the scope of the ‘‘gentle
ness” theory. However, I gave him a
quarter, instead of the thrashing I ought to
have given him, and with his assistance I
was finally elevated to the saddle. .

Ihad barely succeed-
ed, at imminent risk to life and limb, in ac-
complishing this feat when suddenly some- .

Jiw after-
wards swore that a boy in the street kicked
an’old tin bucket and frightened Dixie, but
I have a tolerably firm conviction that Jim

HAS HAD EFFECT
UPON TURKEY.

Sultan, Though Representative
of France, Accepts All the
Republic’s Claims

NOT YET PROPITIATED.

Material Guarantees Now Demanded
--Other Warships to Join Cail-
lard’s Expedition — The British
Squadron Reported Ordered to
Beirout,

Paris, Nov. 2—The despatch of Admiral
Caillard’s squadron from Toulon to Turk-
ish waters has already had its effect. The
French foreign office, this morning. re-
ceived a telegram from M. Bapst, council-
lor of the Krench legation at Constanti-
nople, announcing that the sultan, yester-
day, sent him a message accepting all the
French claims, including the Lorando
claim- But the correspondent here
of the .Associated. Press is authorized
to say that thé }remch government will
refuse to accept this surrender as a satis-
factory settlement of the difficulty, as the
sultan imagines she will do. On the con-
trary, France will now demand compea-
sation for the moral injury caused to her
by the sultan’s conduct during the past
three months. This compensation will be
in the shape of an adjustment of the
French protectorate over Catholics in the
Orient, on a satisfactory basis, and guar-
antees for safeguarding the development
of the ¥rench schools in the east. Ade-
quate guarantees will also be demanded
for a eettlement of the Lorando claim
and other claims. Moreover, France will
strikingly reaffirm its prestige by sending
M. Constans, the X¥rench ambassador,
bl(:n_ck to Constantinople on board a war-
ship-

.An official of the foreign office said to
the correspondent of the Associated Press:

“We have already ceceived such prom-
ises as the sultan made.yesterday. They
leave the situation unchanged. The sultan
is inistaken if he imagines he can arrest
the march of our warships by such ex-
pedients.  We now need material guaran-
tees for_the fulfllment of his undertak-
ings, not promises. He allowed matters
to go too far when he forced us to send
a squadron to Turkish waters. Our pres-
tige has suffered by his treatment of our
interests. and we must obtain an indem-
nity, the enforcement of which will doubt-
less spare us a repetition of the experi-
ences we have just undergone.

Paris,. Nov. 3.—This morning M. Dei-
casse, minister of foreign affairs, tele-
graphed M. Babst, councillor of the French
embassy in Comstamtinople, directing him,
so the correspondent of the associa-
ted Press is authoritatively informed,
to present today to Tewfik Pacha, Otlo-
man minister of foreign affairs, a note
asking how the Turkish government pro-
poses to pay the Lorando claim and de-
manding the execution of the sultan’s
irade dealing with the matter.

The note will also request satisfaction
regarding the mnights of France which are
defined in the various capitulations and
treaties and which in some cases have
not been respected and in others have
been encroached upon by Turkey.

Admiral Caillard is expected to reach
his destination tomorrow. The foreign of-
fice has received no news from him since
his division left the other divisions of the
Meditemancan squadrog en route for Turk-
ish waters four days ago. It ispointed out
that the absence or mews is not surprising,
as the instructions wo Admiral Caillard
were to steer due south and avoid pass-
ing in sight of Bonfacio, Corsica, or trav-
ersing the Strait of Medsina in order to
prevent his movements being signalled.
The vessels of the division carried only a
normal supply of coal, but this would be
much more than sufficiént to emable them
to steam 1,500 miles, the estimated dis-
tance fthey must cover before reaching
their destinaticn.

It ds expected that Admiral Caillard wil
be joined by the torpedo cruiser g,

wheh is stationed in Cretan waters, and

may be met by the torpedo despatch boat
Vautocor, which is stationed at Comstan-
tinople. It is also probable that the
armored cruiser Amiral (Charner, which
arnived at Port Said Oct. 31 from the Far
East is being held there i order to join
Admiral Caillard if needed.

1t is further reported thalt three other
wanships are held in readiness at Toulon
to reinforce him should their presence be
necessary.

Despatches from Rome assert that the
second division of the Italian Mediter-
ranean squadron which left for Turkish
watters with the supposed object of coun-
ter balancing the French naval demoun-
straition, will join the first division which
ihas been cruising in the eastern Meditér-
ranean.

It appears also that the Greek warships
Psara, Hydra, Spetzai and Eurotas are
now at Smyrna, where is also the Russian
Mediterranean squadron.

It is believed that the British squadron
now at Piracus, Greece, under command
of the Prince of Battenberg, will be order-
ed to Beirout, Syma.

Paris, Nov. 4—According to despatches
from Toulon all the officers and the men
of the garrison now on leave of absence,
have been ordered to rejoin their respec-
tive commands immediately. Three trans-
ports are preparng to receive troops. The
cruisers Du Chayla and Cassaro are ready
to sail at a moment’s notice and the bat-
tleships Bouvet and Jaureguiberry will
Dbe ready Tuesday.

The work of repairing the docks was
continued throughout yesterday.

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M KEY, HORSE OF
MARVELLOUS INTELLIGENCE

Kindness and Patience the Secret
of His Teaching--Capalbe of Most
Remarkable Accomplishments.

P

Boston, Oct. 28.—The owner of Beauti-
ful Jim Key, the intelligent horse that
reads, writes, figures, changes money, tells
time, files letters and uses a cash register
at the Food fair in Boston, has just been
notified that animal and teacher have
been elected honorary members of the
parent American Band of Mercy- Jim was
already an honorary member of the Am-
erican Humane Association, having been
admitted to that body last year.

Hundreds of instructors in the pubiic
schools and thousands of ther pupils
have witnessed the performance of the
horse. They have been informed that he
was trained entirely by kindness, never
by the use of the whip.

The dam of Beautiful Jim Key wae
the fair Lauretta of Arabian blood, said
to have been stolen abroad. She came
into the hands of the proprietor of a cir-
cus in this country and broke dewn on
the circuit. Lauretta later reappeared in
the ring of a circus of less pretensions,
which in time stranded in the south, and
she was bought by a colored man, Dr.
William Key-

Dr. Key, who today runs the equine
school on the stage, was then known
throughout Tennessee as being very kind
to all animals. He had a patent medi-
cine “good for man and beast,” and he
travelled the southern states with a troupe
of jubilee singers and Lauretta, whom he
had taught to do a few acts. In this way
he exhibited her to draw the crowds to
whom he sold his liniment.

Not Promising as a Colt.

In 1890 she foaled a colt, but such a
spingled, shank-legged animal that no one
without the mother’s love could appre:-
ciate 'it. The sire was Tennessee Volun-
teer, the great Hambletonian. This beau-
tiful Jim Key came into the world en-
dowed with brains, for the Arabian horses
are well known as the most intelligent on
earth, while the Hambletonian stock is
recognized as high in this country.

For nearly a year the doctor had no
hope that Jim, as he called him (after a
no-account negro of the home locality)
would amount to anything. .But gradu-
ally the ungainly colt began to straighten
out, and his fine lines began to show.

“He would. follow me around the sta-
ble yard,” says the doctor, “and he
wanted to know what everything was.
I taught him simple things. One of the
first things he learned, and I didn’t teach
it to him, either, was to unfasten the
gate and let himself out into the road.”

For seven long years Mr. Key with mar-
velous patience kept at his work of in-
struction. Kindness, apples and sugar
were the secrets of ‘ his final success.
When the Nashville centennial exposition
was opened he went to the director gen-
eral and told him about his horse, Jim,
but the director general laughed at such
an absurd story as a horse reading, writ-
ing, figuring, spelling. It was not until
the doctor brought intfuence to bear that
be was able to get his. educated animas
into the grounds. .

Refused Offers of $60,500.

Dr. Key was exhibiting his charge at
Nashville, when the horse came to the
notice of A. R. Rogers, of South Orange,
N. J. He made a proposition to buy Jim
Key and take him out of the medicine
business. Mr. Rogers declares that the
price paid was $10,620 and that he has,
since the purchase, refused offers of $60,-

While the doctor gave up ownership
in his pet, they did not part company.
No other groom will do for Jim Key
but the venérable colored man who has
been his constant companion since colt-
hood, and for no one else will Jim re-
spond so unhesitatingly for any task re-
quired. "

“The way Jim learned to open and close
the desk drawers,” says the doctor, “was
this; I had put some apples in a drawer
that had a string attached to it- Later I
returned and all the apples were gone. I
suspected some boys who were about the
place, and when I put some more apples
in the drawer, they, too, disappeared. Then
i wa,_tched and soon found that Jim was
§teu.hng my apples.. He had been watch-
ing me and soon began imitating me. From
that time on my work was easy, and all
from the effects of patience and kindness.
_ “I made him understand that by learn-
ing promptly he would earn a piece of
sugar or some other dainty, while dullness
meant no sugar, no apples, but a scolding.
I never used a whip on him in my life.
The whip makes horses stubborn and then
they obey through fear only and can’t be
trusted. Kindness, kindness and more
kindness; that’s the way.”

Some of the Things He Does.

The result is that today Jim Key, edu-
mted, can pick out any letter of the al-
phabet. Tell him to multiply 8 by 3 and
divide by 12 and he brings you the right
answer, 2, on a card from the rack. Tell
him to pick out the name of the president
of the United States from among several
names and he selects that of Roosevelt.
He opens a trunk and takes out a bell
and rings it. He opens a cash register,
gets a dollar on request, and slams the
register drawer shut with his nose with as
much dash as a girl in a lunch room who
has fingers. You name the number of a
post office box and the letter of a file
cf'lbmet and the horse will remove a mis-
sive from the box indicated and place it
in the drawer designated.

Probably a majority of the spectators
at the show think at first that the intel-
ligence of the horse is wholly guided in
some obscure way by the mind of the mas-
ter. In that connection this incident is
interesting. While the writer was present,
a woman ¢alled for a certain letter of the
alphabet. Jim Key went to the rack and
got E. Dr. Key remonstrated, declarir.g
that D had been asked for. The woman
t?ercupon stated that she had called for
E and that the horse had understood “er
:olrrectly whi'e the man had made a mis-
ake.

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BOERS CHARGED
RIGHT UP TO THE
BRITISH  LINES

Louis Botha Led the Attack
Upon Colonel Berson’s
Column,

FOUGHT DAY AND A NIGHT.

Boers Retired When Rclief Under
Colonel Barter Reached British,
Whose Defence Had Been Most
Stubborn and Successful--Colonel
Benson Was Not the Canadian.

.

Pretoria, Nov. 2—Commandant General
Louis Botha is reported to have command-
ed the attack upon Col. Benson’s column
in person. Botha’s force has effected a
junction with another commando, which
has been hovering around Bethel lately.

Brussels, Nov. 2—Boers here in close
touch with South Africa declare that the
recent disaster to Colonel Benson’s
column was the forerunner of a vigorous
campaign, the season being favorable for
swift concentration of commandoes and
severe blows against isolated British
columps.

Commandant _ Groebler, who, it is be-
lieved, participated in ‘the Bethel fightr
is considered a second Delarey- -

St. Catherines, Ont., Nov. 2—(Special)—
The Colonel Benson, mentioned in Lord
Kitchener’s despatches as having been
killed near Brakenlaagte. Eastern Trans-
vaal. is not Colonel Benson who formerly
lived here, as was wrongly reported to-
day. His brother, Charles I. Benson. of
this city, states that Colonel Benson has
been in London for the past mine months.
He was chief staff officer to General
Kelly-Kenny, but returned to England
with that officer and has since then held
a commission in the war office. Mr. Ben-
son had a letter from his brother, dated
London, last week.

Botha Was in Comm and.

Pretoria, Nov. 3—Further details have
been . received regarding the attack by the
Boers under Commaiitlant General Louis
Botha last week upon Col. Benson's
column near Brakenlaagte, Eastern Trans-
vaal. It appears that General Botha, who
had been joined by another pig commando,
aggregating a thousand men, attacked Col.
Benson’s vear guard Ooctober 30, on the
march and captured fwo guns, but was
unable to retain themi. Col. Benson fell
mortally wounded in the fight.

Major Woolls-Sampson took command,
collected the convoy and took up a posi-
tion for deéfence about' 500 yards from en-
trenchments prepared by the Boers. The
captured guns were so situated that
neither side could touch them.

The Boers made desperate efforts to
overwhelm the whoe British force, charg-
ing repeatedly right up to the British
lines and being driven back each time
with heavy loss. The defence was stub-
bornly and  successfully maintained
through the whole of the “following day
and the succeeding might, until Col. Bar-
ter, who had marched all night from
Bushman’s Kop, brought relief in the
morning of November 1. The Boers then
retired. Their losses are estimated as
between 800 and 400.

Col. Benson did mnot long survive.

Not only did General Botha direct the
attack, as already cabled, but he person-
ally shared in the fighting.

London, Nov. 4—The special despatches
from South Africa reveal practically noth-
ing further about the disaster to Col.
Benson’s column. It appears that the
first attack was made in a blinding rain-
storm. The heaviest casualties occurred
while Major Wools-Sampson, who is a
Johannesburg reformer and an officer in
one of the colonial levies, was gathering
the convoy under the brow of a hill, a
most difficult task. It-1s assumed in Lon-
don that the two fifteen pounders remain-
ed in the possession of the British, but
the telegrams are not clear on this point.

Edgar Wallace, a correspondent of the
Daily Mail, writing from  Pretoria under
date of October 12, again protests against
official optimism and declares that the
war will not be ended for another year.
He urges the immediate despatch of large
reinforcements of both men and horses.
“Even when all that is possibie has been
done in this direction,” he says, “it will
be necessary to wait grimly end not to
expect any quick result.”

Loondon, Nov. 4.—Despatches from War-
saw say the mewspapers there assert that
a contract has been entered into for the
supply of 20,000 horses for the British
cavalry in South Africa.

Presents from the Queen.

London, Nov. 4—Queen Alexandra, fol-
lowing the example of the late Queen Vic-
toria, is sending Christmas gifts to the
troops in South Africa. For this purpose
she has ordered thousands of briar pipes,
each silver mounted and bearing the stamp
of the crown and her majesty’s monogram.

London, Nov. 4—A nmiotious scene oc-
curred yesterday aftemoon in Peckham, a
suburb of London.

Aftter considerable fighting, during which
a man was stabbed, the pro-Boers ‘were
removed under police protection. The
victorious crowd then held a jingo mect-
inz.
